Important: Except as noted, all CRO photographs in this chart 
were taken at the grid of the vertical oscillator, using a sweep 
rate of 20 cycles, with "external" sync obtained from cathode 
of vertical output tube, and with the some vertical gain. 

When using a CRO to localize vertical sync trouble, the first step 
is to check the waveform at the oscillator grid, noting especially 
the shape and relative amplitude of the integrated sync pulses. 
The sync pulses can be brought into view for inspection by ad-
justing the hold control to make the TV picture roll slowly down-
ward out of sync. The sync pulses then move slowly from left to 
right in the CRO pattern as shown in 7C.
