Another direction in which dealers could profitably 
move and one thaL seems to have bccn ~om,•what 
overlooked-is window display. In the musical in­

strument n,tnil lrade, where most things are fair-
1} hi1thly priced, the competition is keen, windpw 
display i• brought down to a fine arL and is a very 
effecl1,e force in sl'lling. The uutomobile. furni­
ture, and electrical houses are also put to the ne­
cessity of showing attractive windows. The player 
J>iano v.in,fow displays are famou~. and we wei-e all 
familiar with the G.E .. Pan di$plny last Summer; 
11.s vtry appear,111.ce suggested coolness, and filled 
on•• with a d,•su·e to buy Why could nul Radio 
Windo" displays possess an cquolly .i.ITesistible 
appeal ? lt is ~imp!~ a matt~r of discarding old 
notions and practising mod~rn method;.. 

The slogan "Buy Books'' a(loplecl last Christ­
mns by the .Book Traders' A~sociation proved pro­
riueli\·e of splendid results, and was largely carried 
out by window posters. Could this idea not be ap­
phed t<o the wireles~ I rad~? Th<! 81ogan ·'Make iL 

a Radio Christtna$" was the lever l;y which the 
vvlume of American sales was almost lrcbled. 
Something similar can he done in Australia.. 

But. ns we hav,• pointed out before, lh!' first 
and mnin essenlial is C,1-1,pcratiou-Co-operation 
l,ctween broadcasters and traders. There can be 
no room for bickering, or for eompari~on between 
the qunlil y of transmi$sions from different ~tations; 
traders and hrondcaster~ Rre dependent each upon 
the other, and if this is realized, and if it is dc~ired 
to avoid II falling off of sales during Summer, then 
the ·,,oner both parliea make n move towards closer 
co-operation, lhc belier for the wireless industry.

Continuous Waves 
BY "CATSWHISKER." 

CO:--:Tr:--:uous wave or C.W. transmission is the 
latest devi,lopment in the wireles~ world. 
,. W. transmitters are gradually replacing 

~park transmitters Cur the following main r en.sons: 
-The gear requfred f or C.W. trnnsmission is very 
compnct. Smaller powe:r will have a ranJ?<! greater 
thnn spark transmitters. Amateurs have been able 
lo transmit with decimals of one watt and be 
heard thou~ands or miles away, whereas with a 

low power spark transmitter the range is not great, 
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and spark transmitters using decimals of a watl 
are impossible. Therefore, we see that C.W. is 
more economical. 

Another great faclor i~ that a C.W. station 
can be tuned muth mm e ~harply than spark sta­
tions. Now, we know that spark signals produce 
damped or discontinuous wuves , and these may be 
heard on any type of receiver, whereas, as the name 
implies, C.W. transmitters transmit undamped or 
continuous waves. In the spark transmitter, the 
oscillations are produced by lhe charge and di~­
charge of a condenser. 

In C.W. transmission the material used for 
producing the wav1es is the very widely known 
method of valve LTansmission, or the less known 
arc system. Another advantage of - .W. is ihal 
it can be modulated and audible musical sound• 
produced which we know as ,vireless telephony. 
Now, we all know I-hilt C.W. cannot be received 
on a crystal receiver in the orclinnry way as spark 
~ignals can, but i! we inl<:rrupt the C.W. or make 
it periodic by making and breaking the flow inu, 
the transmitting aerial, an audible note is produced. 
This is called "Interrupted CQnlinuous Wave," or 
more commonly I.C.W. But. you will say, "We 
can hear C.W. b;• using n valve detecto1·. Why I~ 
that 7" Well, when our v11-lve detect01· cirruit i~ 
used with(mt 1·eact ion, we are no )Jette r otf for 
C.W. reception than our friend with the c.rystal 
receiver.

1n the past the popular excuse for any experi­

mental, or at least, amateur, infringement upon 

bn,adcastcrs' rights, has been that "only for the 

experiment,,rs there would not have been any 

hroaricasting.'' This, up Lo a point, has been 

!rue, but it. is a long time now since an amateur 

d1st1nJl:'uished himself (aparl from DX records) in 

nny way o,alculated lo appeal to the public as a 
r enson for existence. The usual field of experi­

ment has, after all, litLle attraction for tho ordin­

ar y broadcast listener. He is seldom interested 

in lonl('-dist.ance work; low-loss instruments-be­
cause of th<! appearance and bulkiness--don't appeal 

to him, and anything pertaining to code work 

ltores him stiff. 

So, while not forgetting Lheir own activities, 
It ·eems that !'xperimentel's would do more for 

themselves in paying a litUe more attention lo thal 

part of radio wurk which bas a more univcrgal in­

terest. There lll'C decided lines which in the eyes 

of the world mean p1·ogres,, and these lines seldom 

run pnroUel with what 11re recognibed "~ experimen• 

tal inlarests. 

~lodulation, st.rength, sharpness of tuning (i11-

ch1·,•c tly) can all be ,aid to be items representing 

general utility. '!'hen, as matters often foreign to 

the average exp!ll'im~ntcr, can be mentioned. com­

pact ncss ul gear; sl 111111tcity of .,perulion, strength 

oC i:t•ur, and the art <If laying out a panel attr11c• 

t"·ely.

)'eclive capacities. It is possible to keep the pro-

per value of inductance and C>lpucity at all times by 
using a variollleler for the inductance Ll, and by 
mounting on the same shaft the variable conden­
ser Cl, so th1,t both are lui-ned at the same time, 
makmg the ratio between Ll and Cl about const.ant 
!or any setLing. 

With the circuit of Fig. 2, it has been found 
possible to produce oscillations of very high fre­
<1uency, the ~hortest wave length obtained being 
25 metres. The resistance R has a value of 
2.300 ohms. The ct>il Ll is 2 J /4 inche1< in diam-
eter and is composed of seven turns of No. 12 
eopper wire. The variable condenser Cl has a 
value of .0003 mfd. and L3 and L4 are choke coils 
used to prevent the high frequency oscillations 
flowing through the batlcry circuiL To measure 
the wa,·e lungth, a special wan incler was used, 
composed of a coil L2 which is 2 1/4 inches in di­
amder, and consists o( a single turn o( No. 12 cop-
1""' wire, shunted by a va.riable air condenser C2 
of .OOo mfd. capacity. A galena crystal detecter 
i~ connttted ln scrie5 with a micro-ammeter, with 
a i;cale or zero to 100, allowing the operator to find 
the resonance point. 

However, the: production of short wave-lengths 
even with this arrangement is rathc1· difficull al­
though oscillations of lower frequency may readily 
he r,roduccd "i\h the same circuit.

~omc crystals. such as galena, do not produce 
strong oscillations, nllhough Lhl·Y may sometimes 
oscillate sufficiently even without any battery in 
th~ circuit to produce a beat note when continuous 
wnve signals or a cnrrier wavo are received. This 
phcnomc•non, which has been observed several times,

3 shows 
a practical cin:uil Cor Lhe reception or short wave 
C.W. signals wilh an oscillating cr-ystul similar to 
lht' one described :,bove. The crystal may be made 
to oscillate first by the method explained pre,-ious­
ly; that is, Ly listeninir i11 the phon€s when il oscil­
late~ at audfo frequency, then by ml)ans of ~wilehcs 
the circuit of Fig. 3 ma~ be connected to the crys­
tal. It should he noted that the potentiometer acts 
us a vernier when udjusled, because the nalural per-

loci of the crystal depends upon the bend or the 
negative part of the characteristic curve; t.hal is, 
the wave-le11gth tlec.reascs ii tbe negative resistance 
increases. For short wave-length, it is recommend­
ed to use a fixed condenset· of .003 or .004 mfd. 
across the detcctol'. This arrangement was used 
by Fuller who connected fixed condensers across 
hjs arcs to improve the efficiency and stability of 
the circuit. 

It is possible to obtuin regeneration with ,his 
system by adjusting the potentiometer until the rie­
tector starts to oscillate. It is found that a strnng 
inCl'l!ase of the signal strength mny be obtnined 
just below the oscillating point exactly as ;n a re­
gene1·a Live cil'cui t. l\Ir. Lossev also constructed 
a small transnutter with such crystal contacts and 
since he gave the information regnrding the cir­
cuit Lo a few amateurs in Russia, they have been 
communicatin.~ over short clistances by means of 
oscillaling c1-ystal trnnsn,itters. The r~eption is 
made by means of oscillating crystals connected as 
in Fig. 3.
