By "SQUEAL'" 

CONT[N"U AL crackling, ,·ushing, roaring noise, 
that drown nil signals sa vc the loudest, aml 
cause one lo tear the phones off, gently ,,.. 

otherwise, nccordin}"!' to onu'!-t temperament, aro Lh ' 
mend. common symptoms of a "seedy'' valve s._•~. 
Tbe worst part about it, too, i~ that there are 
quite a number of different things that can cause 
the trouble. Probably the most usual is that one 
of the cells in the R.T. battery has developed an 
internal fault, and is indulging in a little effort , r 
lm:nl :ind indh•itlual internal activity - in other 
words, is ''dud." By cut.ting cells out nf cil·cuit one 
by one, the faulty cell can sometimes be located anrl 
dispensed with; but the be•l scheme is lo ende,w­
our to borrow anc,ther H.T. bntl.cry from th~ uwn 
er of another valve set lo try out, becau,;e generul­
ly speaking, when Oil'-' cell fl! an TT.T. unit iriv,•s 
out, the others will vcr) quickly follow. Buy an­
other battery, Lut do not throw the old one nwa) ,

Sul1lhating is caused 
by carelesRness in not keeping the cells well charged 
<1r in allowing t.hcm lo ><Land idle ft11· lengthy p('r· 

,ods without attention. To avoid trouble from 
this source, everyone that handles uccumulators 
should poi-.qcss a voltmCtPr, nnd should te~t the cells 
while th\')' are conneclcd lo I.he set, with the valves 
turned on, lll (r~quent intervals. As soon a;, lhe 
voltage per cell falls bel<1w UI volts under these 
conclitions it should be taken along to lht- electri­
cian for re-cbargini,. 

Some E l usive l'oints. 
Keep the terminals of Lhe accumulator wdl 

j\'reased to prevent corrosion, and the top dry an.J 
very slightly greased to prevent acid creeping. ff 
the aforementioned advice is striclly followed, there 
will be one: at least, of lhe many causes of "roar­
ing" prevented. 

The next possible cause lies in the metallic con­
nections of the circuit.. A loose or dirty com1ec­
tion can cause Lhe trouble, and all lends, terminals, 
plugp, and soekets should be run over and cuefully 
cleaned and t ightened. Take out lhe valve or 

valves, and cle11n the valve pins or "legs'' and th~ir 
;;ockels. Examine the small terminals situated un 
the back of the tcfophone enrpieces. l'ossibh 
there might be a fault in the earpieces themselve.• 
They ought even be partially burnt out if V<H")" 

heavy wQrk bas been carried Qul without the in­
sertion of a telephone transformer. lf thcrt! ari, 
several telephones in sedes on the set, try short­
ing I.hem, one pair at a time, nnd if conditions 
shoul<l improve to any considerable extent while 
doing ~o. then the telephones tltal are so "shorted" 
will be the culprits. The same test can be cnrrie,l 
out with each individual earpiec,• b)' cuuneetm.i 
their little terminals together. 

Examine the filament resistance from the pomt 
of view of its action, and run it. hackwar<ls and for­
ward,; several times rather 4uickly; thi, will, of 
cour,...,, clean up the point of contact bt.'tween the 
moving nrrn and the wire.

At this 11oint I would not advise the heg1nm 1 

to attempt to dismantle the ,cl. ullhough later on 
I hope he will find t.hat it i, not much more dun­
cult lo deal with the sel from that point of '"'t'" 
than it is from th~ outside. 

Local i nterfer ence. 

JnlcrmitLcnt i-uHhing and roaring ~ound~ ~an 
be caused by the passing of electric trams, -whilst 
regular humming sounds can be induced from <:lec­
tric li.(!'ht or power mains, and it is only fitting in 
such an article as this that a few wor<i'I should be 
said on how to hantlle such interference. In the 
first place, aerials, wiring, and earth leads should 
be kept as fa:r away from, and as near to right 
angles as possible, to any electric light, power, or 
phone wires or cables. Should one be situated 1m­
comfortably close to such mnins or to a tramwav 
or p<>wer station, then undue low fre<)ueney am­
plification should be avoided.

Such 
"freaks'' are almost ~vcryday experience~ or traiO(•d 
operators on 1<hip~ and land stations and the whole 
point o( the matter is that though amateurs who 
get such results truce rank at once ,nth men of 
professional efficiency, they need not therefore be­
littlo them. The fact that one good cricket team 
IJeals another, does noL make tbe beaten team of no 
account, although this is a very hard doctrine to 
fostil into the mind of the small boy barracke,·. 
With regard to the quution o! ~hort waves v. long 
waves, it should be remembered that the succe~s o{ 
amateurs with 11hort wa\'es is due to their having 
lumdled short waves exclusively, and no one knows 
how much better long wave" might not hnve proved 
had they been within the ~ope of unrestricted ama­
teur experiment. lt is time that Mnrconj now 
favored tile short wave, but he is only returning 
to his lirst love, and thol!e who have but lately look-
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ed on at the game do not r<•alise that in the earl> 
days of wireles~ Lhe genl'ration of ~hurl waves was 
practically impossiblu and even now, under comm,,r. 
cial requirements or all-day efficiency, iL is ni,t per­
fect. A,; experieneed amatew·s are tbe first to 
admit it is one thing to go home at night and start 
up Lhe old set for a few hours, and quite anoth<•r 
to keep il running wiLhouL breakdowns week arter 
week . Tbe success of aBQ and others are due to 
the almost uncanny efficiency nnd enthusiasm of th-, 

operators themselves. They are successes of per­
sonality, Science has to devise means whcrel,y 
mediocrity can be assured of the same succe,u;, ~ 
being automatically repeated as a me.re matter oi 
tlaiJy routine, or as science puts it, the personal 
equation will have to be eliminated.

CircuiLs and diagr:,.ms. were published in 
one journal, only lo be scoffod aL by other jour­
nals, and by many eminent radio men. 

Among the sco/Ters were found Marconi, John 
Scott-Taggart, and Percy Harris. This ~tarted a 
little newspaper war on its own. Challenges were 
is,,ued to Marconi and Scott-Taggart to prove their 
statements, and Sir Oliver Lodge we~ called 011 

to defend the new scheme. So much did Scott­
Taggart raise th~ ire of the inventors of the new 
system that they in turn atacked the favorite rt'­
ceiver of this eminent Englishman-the Reflex re­
ceiver. Claims and counter claims were made but 
no finality was. reached.
