Thos., of our reade1·• who 
doubt lhis statenie1tL are request.ed lo Lune in s,,n1e 
strong lelephouy from the near-by station using 
a lm·ge tickler coil.

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al wavelength of either the grid or plate coil,, it 
naturally cannot respond satisfactorily to a signal 
of a lower wavelength than thnt. This wq,lains 
why the reaction coila take charge of the tuning 
as soon as the natural frequency of the _grid 
circuit in the ordinary receiver is increased (i.e., 
its natural wa,·elengtl1 reduced) above the natural 
frequency of the plate circuit. 

Remember then that the tickler coil must al­
ways be as small us possible to ensu1:e that forced 
oscillations are not obtnineil. Many owners of 
good receivers do not realise bow important this 
is, when they observe that below a certain wave­
length they cannot obtain regeneration at illl, they 
have not sufficient fecd-b~k !or the short wa-vea. 
They, therefore, l)Ut in a l11rgcr reaction or tickler 
coil and so make matters worse. 

Hence the policy should be that tho smallest 
11ossible size ticldcr which will give onl-y 1ceble l'e­
generation should always be ose<l.

"BRUNE'l'TE DOWNS" WIRELESS STATION 

NORTIIBRN TERRITORY. 
A striltlng instance of the utillty of "irelcss 

in inland areas was demonstrated ill the case of 
"Brunette Downs" in less than a fortnight after the 
station had been erecwd. 

Word was received at that station that Dr. 
Cook, Commonwealth Health Officer, was stranded 
on the Rooraloola Roan. Re hn,l TT1ade tho trip 
from Darwin by the "Kinchela," and started from 
Booraloola by car. The ear broke down, and the 
remainder of the journey wus done on horscba~k. 
The horses knocked up by the time they reached 
Anthony's Lagoon. Apparently word of their 
dilemma reached south by Newcastle Waters Tele­
graph Office, and the Postmaster at Camooweal re­
ceived a wire esltlng him to send a car to the doc­
tor's assistance. The Postmaster thereupon com­
municated with the Brunette Downs Station by 
radio. The manager o! the station imm<'diately 
sent a car to Anthony's Lagoon, anti l'eturned with 
the Doctor to Brunette Downs the same day. 

From llruneUe Downs the Doctor sent :1 

radiogram south that all was well, autl al!!o made 
arrangements br radio to book bis passage by 
aeroplune from Can1ooweal the followfog Saturday. 

RADIO SAFEGllAltl> ON TRAINS. 
A wirele~s device designed to check the ~pe«d 

of train engiries automatically when approaching 
danger was tested recently in Ame.rica over n t.en­
rnil,· ,;t,·clcb of a ee.-1.ain railway. The invenlor is 
Mr. Thomas E. Clark, of iletroiL, who explains 
that the device depends on its opcl'ation on the 
propagation of cle('lro magnetic waves in the track 
rails v,~th va!'ying wavelongtbs, which act1Jate a 
vjs1Jal signal in the engine-cab. Should the train 
be occupying a block, the rest of the rail surface 
within thal hlllCk becomes automatically demag­
netised, and another train entering th~ block from 
the rear or front will receive the danger signal 
and an automatic application of the brakes. Thu 
11relhninary tests are reported to have been suc­
cessful, and it is stated the Michigan Central Rail­
road has. equipped ten locomotives with the Clark 
device. 

A "BEA~t•• STATION. 
The frrst commereial )larconi "beam" station 

is to commence op~ration almost immediately. 
The station bas been ereeted at Montreal, Canada, 
and. operates on t.b.- principle ot concent1:ating in 
one direction all the radio waves it generates, 
instead of, e.s in the case of the ordinar;• trans-

miLter, ~preading the waves out in all directions 
round it. The beam system has been tried ex­
perimentally and the operation~ of the CAlnndian 
commereio.J station will be watched with interest 
by the wireless world. 

According to the contract with the British 
Government, the Canadinn Marconi company haa 
to guarnntee a se1·vi<;o of 100 words of five lettets 
ench a minute. It is stated that test;i which have 
already been made have g;ven a much higher rate. 
Such a speed i$, of course, considerably above any­
thing that an ordin,;ry t.elegraphe,· can accomplish, 
so that auto:nwtic traDSU\itters are necessary. The 
operator, by simply typing the message, tnlnsmits 
it in dots and dashes to a tape, and this tape, 
wbicb runs through the tl'ansmitting machine, like 
a record through a player piano, makes the 
tran~mitter send out the corresponding signals. 
The speed of the trunsmitter is governed by the 
speed of the tape tlu·ough the automatic trans­
.m.itt<!r. The eorresponding symbols cut on the tape 
aL Lhe receiving end can either be read J,y opera­
tors, who l:ran~cribc Lhem visually, or can be :fed 
mto a ~pecial typewriter, which prints the corres­
pou<llng alphabetical characters. 

The Canadian staLion ha~ been erected for 
telegraphic trunsmission, but could, if necessary, 
1w used also for radio telephony. 

MORSE CODE LESSONS. 

The lessons in Morse Code to be 
conducted by Wireless Weekly from 
station 2WW will be commenced on 
Tuesday. February 23rd, at 7.30 p.m.
