LICENSE FACTS AND FIGURES. 
The British Postmaster-General states that the 

total amount of fees for broadcast licenses col­
lected up to the end of Febrnary was approxi­
mately i'2,147,000. From this sum the British 
BroadcasLing Company has received .£1,114,000. 

At the end of last month the number of licenses 
held was in the neighbourhood of 1,906,000, show­
ing a substantial incrense over the 1,258,000 on 
February 28th, 1925. 

A)IOTJTER TRADE UNION BROADCASTING 
STATION. 

While che B.B.C. revenue is now limited to 
£500,000 a year for the operation of a service 
comprisinp: one high-power stntion, nine main and 
eleven relay stations, Chicago Federation of Labour 
conLemplates the financing of a broadcasting sta­
tion by assessing the 350,000 trades unionists in 
the city area at a rate which will b1·ing in no less 
Lhan £70,000 a year. l•'or lhis the listener will 
receive educational matter, consisLing of speeches, 
lectu ret-, r r views of the topics of the day, lnbour 
lee:islation, economics, etc.

Those of our readers who hnve been us i117. 
the ordinary type of feed-back regoneration have 
probalily so much confidence rn its capabilities that 
they do not fe~l disposed to try anything new. 
Capacitr controlled r~genernlion i~ not. new; as 
a matter of fact it is very old, but ne,·ertheless 
its advantages, when coupled as shown in our re­
ceiver an• well worth whilt'. Mo~(. of you who 
have handled the P.1 or three coil circuit for any 
lenJ?th of time mu ,t have di~cover<•tl that you are 
able to Lune in the mufflf.'d modulation of a distant 
ilatic,n when the tlt'tector valve i~ slightly oi<cil­
lating, but no mattt>r what adjustmenL~ you make, 
or how c1&refullr you timt', as soon as the valve 
ct'uscs o~cillating you lose your distnnt station. 

The rPason for this is that the valve is con­
sidHahlr more sellllitive when it is oscillating, but 
dul• to the distortion (or interfennce) which it 
cause.q, thb phenomenon cannot be taken advant 
age of. 

With the two additional refinl'ments provided 
in our hook-up, howi.ver, ( l, the val'iable comlen­
i~r in the plate circuit, 2, the potentiometer in the 
grid circuit.) ·we are able to operate the valve at 
a much more ti~ll~itive detceting 1>oinl ancl still 
prevent i( from oscillating. Technically speak­
ing, we ~uy that the valve is operating on the most 
elikient portion or its charncteristic curve for de­
ltcting). 
Coni;tructional Details. 

ThP panel, 20 x 8 inches, allows plenty of 
room, without cramping, for all of the control 
units, vi1 .. , th.rec vuriable condem,ers, a three-coil 
holder (or 1 panel plug and two coupling plugs), 

one potentiometer, two rheostats and one filament 
switch. 

Pano! connections: No. 1 linb the aerial t~r­
minal with the flxtd plntes of the variable con­
denser. ::-.lo. ~ connects the top contact of primary 
coil holder with the moving plat~s of the Slime con­
denser. From the lower connection of primary coil 
holder No. 3 li11k goes to the earth terminal. Nol:!. 
4 and Ii connections go to the fixed and moving 
plates of the second \"ariable condenser No. 6 
links Llw moving arm contact of potentiometer with 
the moving plate conm•ction of second condenser 
and contmues to the earth terminal. No. 7 is 
the nl'gative A bus-bar and is the long connection 
shown linking one side of the fllamenl switch 
with the left hand terminal of Lhe potentiometer. 
::,,os. 8 and !I connedions are short links •oldered 
from the negative A bus-bar (No. 7), to the left 
hand terminals of the first and 11econd rheostats. 
This completes the wiriufl' of the panel components 
for the time l>o!ing. 

The next procedu1·e Hhould be to lay out and 
secure the baseboard components according to our 
dlagrum ,:howi111t the back view, after which the 
wiring of these components should be mnde in the 
following order: 
Baseboard Connections. 

~o. 10 is the positive A bus-bar and links the 
left hand terminal of tho third valve holder with 
the right hand terminal of the first valv1• holder. 
No. 11 is a small link taken from this to the right 
hand t~rminals of the second valve holder. Nos. 
12, I 3 and 11 are short links which link the P 
and G terminals of second imd third valve holders

No. 18 is a link 
taken frum the left and right hand F terminals of 
second and third valve holders respectively, and 
No. 10 is a link taken from this to the right hand 
terminal of second rheostat. 

In this way the second rheostat controls both 
the ~ccond and third valves. No. 20 links Lhe 
two F terminal~ of t he two audio tran~formers, 
and No. 21 is a connection taken from this to the 
negative A bus-bar (shown as No. 7 connection).

The receiver requires lhe manipulation of three 
dials. Ileade,·s who have only two variable con­
dense.rs available, or, for other reasons wish to re­
duce the number of controls, may use the untuned 
primary method. The primary coil should then 
he a 15 turn coil for the lower broadcast wav.i­
lengl hs, and n 100 t1.1rn coil for the higher waves 
of 2FC and 6WF. It should be distinctly under­
stood, however, that lhc .00026 or .0003 series vari­
able condenser as shown in the diagrams increases 
the selectivity to a most remarkable degree, and 
once the best position has been obtained for high 
anti low wavelengths, it no longer can be counted 
a~ a control. 

The plate circuit of the detecling valve is 
divided into separate frequency paths, one being 
suiLable for the passage of high frequency currents 
or regtneration, and the other being particclarly 
suitable for the audio frequency energy. In the 
ordinary feed back regenerative circuits the posi­
t ion or the tickler coil controls the dei::-ree of 1·e­
generation. In this receiver, however, lhe regen­
m·ation is not only controlled by the position of the 
tickler coil, but it is a !so controlled to a very fine 
degree by the variable p late condenser. 

Furthermore, in the average l'egenerative re­
ceiver where radio and audio frequencies traverse 
the same path, it is invariably n ecessary to shunt 
a .001 fixed condenser across the primary windh1gs.

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In t.lrls way, owing to the bypass condenser having 
a much lower impedance for high frequency cur­
rents llum lhe primary of the tl'ansformei·. It 
forms an easiei· flowing path, and consequently 
the high frequency current Lrnvels th.rough this 
conden~er rather than through the transformer 
windings. 

In this receiver, however, serarate radio and 
audio frequency pnthH nre provided for itncl con• 
sequently the usual by-pass condenser is not 
11ecessary. The two paths are as follows: (1) 
The high fnquency energy travels from the plati, 
throug-h the coil and plate condenser back to the 
filament. (2) The audio fri.quency curr~nl lravels 
from tho plate through the primary of trans­
former and ''B" bati~t'Y back to the filament. It 
will b;., r~dily ~een why this is ~o, when we con­
sider !bat the A.l:". current which is supplied by 
the "B'' battery cannot possibly pass through the 
\'llriable condenser, and likewise the high frequency 
curre11ts will naturally traverse the paths of least 
re~i~tance to them, wbich in this case is the plate 
condenser to the filame11 t. It is this extra refine­
ment which is provided by these Lwo divided cir­
cuits which enables maximum efficiency to be obtain­
ed with a straight-out detecting circuit. The cir­
cuit is not critical as to the type of valve used, but 
careful adjustment of plate voltage is very essen­
tial. 

The pot~ntiometer in the grid return circuits 
adds another minor control, but it is well wo1·th 
while, so don't be tempted to eliminate it. In 
searching for stations it should be placed hard 
over to the negative. When the high pitched note 
of the carrier wave is heard, a slight advance to-

wards tile positive side, together with the correct 
setting of the plate condenser, will enable the mod­
ulation t() be successfully received wi~hout any 
signs of distortion. 

R,meml;cr that the whole sec:ret of successful 
long disLnnce reception lies in operating the valve 
at it~ most sensitive det.ecting point without oscil­
lating. \"Vilh Lhfa type of receiver the novice is 
able to obtain maximum efficiency in a few hours 
a.rt.er completion, bui it is doubtful if the proper 
handling of an ordina1·y regenerative receiver is 
accompfuh .. cl wil hiu 12 months. This is a bold 
statement, but neve1·theless it is true. The fol­
lowing materials are necessary to build this re­
ceivey:

A query received from a reader: Would it be 

possible to use t.hc Super-Heterodyne principle of 
reception using intermediate frequency transform­
ers tuned to 1100 metres, !or reception of the lower 
wave stat.ions, and then cut out the oscillator valve 
and use the ordinary method of H.F. amplification 
for reception of 2FC? 

This certainly would be a very ingenious 
method but it is ve1·y doubtful if it would he too 
successful. The intermediate frequency should 
always he several times less than that of the fre­
quency which it is desired to receive. For this 
reason the frequency cannot be reduced too far, 
otherwise it would come within the audible range, 
of frequencies and good quality' reproduction could 
not. possibly he obtained. 

If a very broad aperiodic type of intermediate 
frequency transformer was used there is no reason 
why reasonable efficiency could not be obtained, 
but it is doubtful if the lower wave efficiency 
would come up to the standard of the commercial 
types of intermediate transformers. 

Another reader asks: What is Lhe effect of 
u~ing very high B battery voltages? 

Second only to the mistake of burning filamenta 
too high is that of using too much B battery volt­
age with the average type of valve. Every stan­
dard valve carries with it a sheet which gives pro­
per filament and plate voltage, together with other 
operating data. t\o error can be made in follow 
ing this data, as the makers of the valves are 
manifestly interested that purchasers should obtain 
mAximum efficiency. 

The general tendency is to add high B bat­
tery voltagt!~ to the audio au1plifiers to increase 
volume. This is alright as long as the p\ate volt­
age is not increased higher than the makers of 
the valve specify as the maximum permitted, and 
that correct C battery voltage is used. 

What is meant by aperiodic tuning? 

~econdary circuit fa adjusted will be in a condition 
lo receive a signal of similar wavelength, if it hap­
pens to be passiug through the primary circuit. 
For example, if ten signals of different frequencies 
piiss through the primary coil, the secondary will 
serect any of the ten signals, the exact selection 
depending upon which of the ten wavelengths the 
secondary circuit is tuned. 

In any circuit where untuned primary is used, 
the selection of the signal to be received and, conse­
quently, the selectivity, depends entirely upon the 
adjustment o:C the secondary circuit. By tuning 
the primary, however, with a suitable coil and 
variable condenser, instead of the aerial circuit 
collecting and passing all wavelengths to the sec­
ondary circuit it will only pass along those to 
which it is correctly tuned. Hence increased sel­
ectivity must follow.

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The Programmes 
DIVERS OPlNlONS FROM FAR AND WIDE. 

Are lhe programmes satisfactory? "Yes," 
says "Appreciative"-"l think that both 2FC and 
2BL are to be congratulated on their programmes. 
I entirely disagree with the sentiments expressed 
by your correspondent 'Programme," in a recent 
issue of your paper. This gentleman forgets that 
the world of listeners have diversified tastes and 
that soma are more educated than others. It 
seems to me that, in view of this, the broadcasting 
stations deserve great praise for the way in which 
it is catering for both classes of listeners-in." 

On the other hand: "I ve1-y seriously endorse 
the remarks of 'Programme,' writes Mr. W. W., of 
Leichhardt. "Only a few of the public under­
stand classical music - let alone enjoy it. We 
want something bright and with a swing to it. 
2BL's racing opinions and foreign talks may in­
terest a few but not the majority." 

And again: "It was somewhat refreshing to 
read in a recent issue of your paper, I.he spirited 
protest of your correspondent 'Programme," re­
garding the quality of the stuff broadcast under 
tbe category of 'entert.airunent,' and all listeners 
who have suffered the ordenl of listening to the 
twaddle sent out by 2BL will applaud the truthful 
revelations of your correspondent" •.. This, from 
"yours disgustedly, - 'Airjoy.' " ''No one can 
den1,'' he says," that the appalling stagnancy of 
radio and the enormous drop in wireless renewals 
is solely due to the worthlessness of the pro­
grammes. The sessions are simply a round of 
Much tortures as 'cookery talks,' 'afternoon tea 
talks,' 'Dickens Readings,' and other lime-wasting 
rubbish. Clock and chimes are broadcast about 
nine times per day from 2BL, and then dry talks 
on literature, poetry, the stone age, foreign affairs, 
and lhe reading of serial stories. The children's 
hour is more symbolic of the mamalian quarters of 
Taronga Park, than of c.hildren's recreation.'' 

A Melbourne Daily paper recently conducted 
a plebiscite for determining the most popular t~pe 
of wireless pl'ogramme and all broadcast listeneTS 
were invited to vote for Lhe itilm which appealed to 
lhem most. This plebiscite is not yet closed but 
it is interesting to uote that, up to the present, 
public concerts are proYed to be the most univer­
sally appreciated item on the programmes. Re­
ligious se1·vices come next in favou1·, and following, 
band music, Orchestral items {popular), instru­
mental items, and so on, respectiYely. Athletic, 
fashion, and household talks, etc., seem l:Q be the 
least faYouted of all the broadcast it&ms, accord­
ing to general vote. 

THE WIRELESS EXHlBITION. 
And so, anothe1· Exhibition is upon us. 

Personally, l have been actively associat­
ed with a great number of Exhibitions, but 
of all of them, the two which made a viYid 
impression on my memory were the Electrical Ex­
hibition of 1912 in London, and the Wireless Ex­
hibition held in the Towu Ifall, Sydney, 2½ years 
ago. It seems only yesterday that we were all 
"bucking-in" at the Olympia, London, to get ready 
in time for t.he opening ceremony; and although 
since that time, I have had many similar experi­
ences, I always look back on the 1912 Show as 
being the most wondel'ful. Most of us are fam­
ilia1' with that gi·eat hall at AddL~on Road, Ken­
sington, but those who have never seen it, will 
gaiu some vague idea of its tremendous 1•ropor­
tions, when it is remembered, that it was there, 
that on Saturday nights in those days, football 
matches were played on a full sized pitch and still 
there was comfortable romm for many thousands 
of spectators. Electrical Corporations from all 
over England, put up, one might say, edifices, rather 
than stands to display their wares, and the Gen­
eral Post Office established a special 'phone ex­
change called "Exhibition,'' and every exhibitor 
wus connected. My company was one of tlie 
largest cable manufacturers in llie world, and 
every nigbt the E$timatini. Uepartm<rnt will! on 
duty at Head Office dealing promptly with PncJuiries 
from Olympia. I have been told that the build­
ing in which the \Var Museum is housed in Sydney, 
could be puL into the London Olympin lH times. 

The other exhibition to Which I have referred 
was the Wirele~s Exhibition iu Sydney of 1923, 
and which was the first of its kind in Australia. 
Then broadcasting had not actually commenced, 
although Broadcasters {Sydney) Ltd., were "on the 
air" every night and I think l am correct in saying 
that 2FC commenced their very earliest tests (made 
during the small hours of the morning) during 
the actual period of the show. 

The three days before the opening were miuked 
by feverish activity on the part of Sydney's wire­
less companies, and in rushing to place before the 
public their very best they hardly had time to 
pause and consider how the public would support 
their elfo1·t.s. There was no need to worry. From 
the time the doors we1·e opened until the final 
session, the place was packed; in fact in Lhe even­
ing periods, the crowds round t.he stalls wet·e eight 
and nine d('ep and the Wireless Institute cleared 
a very handsome profit. 

There was great rivalry among the exhibiLors 
for the Dine Ribbon given for the most attractive 
stand, and this was won by New System Tele­
phones Pty. Ltd., with David Jones and Farmer & 
Co. filling the places. I was told afterward,i that 
so grent was the amount of energy put iuto the 
job by the winner's staff that they were all nearly 
nervous wrecks at the conclusion of the show.

With her enll,'im·, disabled, drifting before the 
ruging wind and lurching dangerously in the 
heavy sea, the "Walton Hall'' wa~ in dire danger 
of crashinl! upon a barrier o( rocks which were 
not for distant.. The captain and his officer~ were 
helpless whilKt lhe engineel'~ 11 ncl the ftre-men toiled 
like dt-mons down b(>low in an effort lo repair the 
di~ahlcd machinery, handicapped by the pitching 
and to~sing and the violent rolling of tht> ship. 
En~ouraged by the nows that two naval vessels 
were standing by to assist, they continul•d all 
through the night and well into the following day, 
and temporary repairs being effected by eleven 
a.m., the "Walton Hall" was able to proceed to­
wartls Sydney at three knol>< which was lat.er in­
creased to five. 

This is b)" no means rhe first time that a vessel 
and a crew of seamen have been faced with the 
terrible menace of II Rtorm ut sea, 1111d il iA like­
wise not the first time that wireless has come to 
the rescue with lightning rapidity, and saved the 
situation.

\\hich, caught by the elenwnts off the cou~t of 
Quecn!land and without a Wireless installation 
on board, accounted for the !OS$ of twenty-two 
human live•, is sufficient illustration of the tre 
mcndous vnluo and necessity or wireless telegraphy 
at sea.

There is a fine article 
by Mr. N. S. Gilmour, the well known amateur, 
dealing with services to Australia of amateurs in 
general and nn ru·licle on valves by another enthus­
iast gives some excellent points which should be 
of use to all radio "fans."

TRADE IN IREl,AlliD. 
From t.he officinl ligureR recently issued by 

lhc Mini~try of Indu~Lry nnd Commerce of the 
Irish FrL>e State, it is clear thnt there wall a fall­
ing off la~t yenr in the demand for sets and appar­
atus in that country. The imports during the 
nine month!! endinl\' wllh September last only at­
tained a value of £34,964. as contrasted wilh £78,616 
in the corresponding period of 1924. 

All the import,, except 1"9.U are credited as 
ports of ahipment to Great Britain and Northern 
Ireland. Although the figures include goods in­
tended for general electrical purposes, it. may be 
mentioned that the nine month.is' imports of bat­
teries and accumulators advanced from £17,111 to 
.£22,163, and thoRe of insnlalecl wires and cables 
from £62,032 to £81,737.

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ROU~tA:-.IA1' WIRELESS AFFAIRS. 

After the appearance of the radio 1·egulnlions 
in July, J!J925, it looked a.~ though radio proi;rc.~s 
\\Ould proceed rapidly, and that, in Roumania, a 
uumerous and enthuijiuslic community of radio 
amateun would develop its uclivitie~. Howuver, 
only to the most miserably disappointing degree 
ha,e these expectation,; been fulfilled. 

According to the Roumaninn mdio regulalions, 
tho exploit:1tion of broadca11ling remains an abso­
lute ~t.ate monopoly. A traMmitting company can 
hegiu opcrationM only with the permission of the 
~lute am! under illl supervision. Up to the 111-es­
ent, however, no such regulated station has come 
Into existence; a condition which docs not permit 
the progrc,s or 1·nclio to attoin any force. The 
foreign stations arc so fat· from our frontiers that 
they can b4.> receh·cd only by mean~ of expt'nl\ive 
apparatus, ancl, so far, such cannot be procured 
lo any cxtml. The difficulty of obt,aining a per­
mit for the use of u receiving set i11 also a con­
tributory cause. 

Until quite recently, there was absolutely not 
a singlt• receiver in many of lhe districts in New 
Rounurnla. The "lifty kilometre zone" was an­
other obstacle; that is a zone along the frontier, 
60 kilometres wide, .,,;thin which no rec~iving ap­
paratus wn~ permitted. The penalties for breach 
o{ the ra,lio regulations arc extraordinarily severe. 
For instance, anyone, possessing a receiver with­
out a lic~nRc will Im imprisoned for from six months 
to a vear. The rules for 11rrinl conRtl'llclion should 
he a~proximately coincident with tho~e of other 
countries. The length of aerial must not be more 
than 50 metre~, and the aerial must not be attached 
to trees or cbimnc•ys. Testing fees are imposed 
in specific districts, but the ,rrading of the amount" 
does not compare equitably with the pl)wer of the 
npparetus; for instnnce, the test fe<' of a cry~lal 
dota-tor is 60 lei. For a valve ~et up to three 
vah·e 200 lei, fol' more than 3 valves, 250 lei. 
B sides, the regulations show great omissions. 

The experiment.er is 11bgolutcly non-existent. 
There are no amateurs who could assist in the gen­
eral exwnsion of broadcasting. There is no incx-
11cnsive mdio litH11lure, which can indicate the 
most ouu;landing diHcoverieH; lhose books which o.re 
obtainable there are so costly that vei-y few can 
compass the pun,ha.se of ev1m a single volume. 
There are no manufacturers, or et nil evenl'I, far 
loo few, and praclirally no radio laboratorieR and 
research institutes. Under ~uch conditions there 
can be no real pl'<1gre!;S in radio. 

If the State would give rndio the opportunity 
for development., i r the transmitting stations 

wouW ~tart up and hasten forward the progress, 
then radio might attain, in Ro11menia, its legitim­
ate place.

The whole of the apparatus is housed in an 
nsbe,;los lined hut on the roof of the Hospital, and, 
with ,rnch a powerful receiv~r all that is nece~sary 
for an 1wrial i.s a RmaJI nwtal plat-0. Headphones 
arc sup11lied to each of Lhr. 842 beds in the wards, 
and loud speakers providl' mt~rtainment to the 
kiddies i11 the children's wards. The sy,tem of 
recharging the batteries i, very in~re,iting. The 
wl,ole process is controlled by automatic starting 
switches and when the receiver i, swit.ehed off, 
the motor generators which are used for the pur­
pose, start np. When the beltt>ries are fully 
charged the eutl)mntic switches stop the generalors. 

The lil"'St portion of the receiver is built with 
parts contained in an Igranic six valve super-het­
erodyne ouLfit and is followt>d by a ten valve am­
plifier, making sixteen valves in all, the super-het­
crod) ne circuit giving sensiti,,;ty, selectivity, and 
nb~olul .. rl'liability, and the manner in whkh the 
phone amplifier b connected to the neadphoncs 
results in uniform volume of suitable strength 
right throughout the system. 

WhaL this broadcm,t receiver must mean to the 
hundreds of sick und suffering people can be 
magined. The wonder and joy of the little child­

ren as the kindly porter touches the magic switch 
nod the childecn's hour is announced, provides 
l'<mvincinl(' e,,;dcncc that l'atlio is really matel'lelly 
assisting medical science to alleviate pain and suf­
fering. 

Tbe complete installation was designed and 
presented to the l,011don Uospital by the lgranic 
Electric Company in connection with the "Daily 
News" "Wireless for the Hospitals 1"und" recently 
launched in London.
