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GARAGES AND RADJO BA'I'TERlES. 
Unless dull amitter valves are us~d. the prob­

lem of lhe country wiTeless enthusiast ls lhe re­
rhaTging uf his accumulato1·, and it is in this re­
spect, quite probable that, due to unsatisfactory 
service, in certain instances, broadcaRt listenel's' 
licenses are canccned. 

The country town garage is in the majoTity of 
cases the centre at which radio batteries arc 
cl1arged, but except In rare ca~es, it L~ u11fortun­
ate that the garage owner looks upon radio-hatt.ery 
charging as u nuisance, instead of TealisinJI: lhat 
there is a big potential business in this baLle1·y 
oharginf\', if only a good service is given. Once 
Jl !Jecomea known that special pro.-ii,ion ill made 
for radio batleries, there is added confidence and 
naturally II gene,.al rle«ire to tnke advantage of 
the service. For instance, a suburban garage re­
cently installed a special plant for charging radio 
occumulntoi-s, and has now a steady following 
which keeps the plant going I.lay and uighL. 

In very many instances, country l!arnge own­
ers place car and radio batteries on charge at Lhe 
s.ame time. The high charging rnte suitable ior 
the car bitlleries is passed through the radio bat­
teries which of course, is far from salisfactory, 
as uuckling of the plates is ine,'itable, and the 
battery, iru;lead of lasting ten years, hecomes de­
funct lu less than ten months. 

Another cause for complaint lies in the fact 
that some t>attery service slnlions will not chm·ge 
during the night and will not allow rectifiers to 
ope1·ate unJesis someone is actually in attendance. 
This usually means lhnt the battery is takenaway 
not fully charged, or it is charged at a rate much 
to() high in order to get it "up." This, of cour~e, 
is v1:ry bad practise, leading inevilably to the un­
initiated losing confidence in accumulators as a 
means of supplying filament lighting, and ~o a 
cert.ain exteut in broadcasting. 

Now it is far better lo raise the CO$t of Tadio 
battery chal'glng i<lighlly and give a satisfactory 
service than to stick to old fashioned, inefficient 
methods which although le~R co~tly, simply cause 
trouble. 
- Whatever d.ifficnlties tl1~re iu·e at present in 
the way may quite ~asily be overcome. The Ser­
vice Slation most realise that radio batleries need 
special attention. They must he charged at their 
correct chargi!lg rate, preferably at a slow rate 
dtu·ing- the night, using a rectifier which is fool­
proof. The density of the battery should be quoted 
when it is handed over to the owner. 

Attention to these details must inevitably 
lead to better l1usiness and greater satisfaction all 
round.
