ment of "exclusive" wavelength to 
Great Britain wa only ten, with 
eleven other that mu t be hared 
with tation in other European 
countri . 

The Re<Yional cheme ha not been 
finally arlopted, but three chemes 
have been con idered. The fir t one 
contemplates the erection of one huge 

tation centrally ituated with five 
transmitter , each of the tupendou 
power of 300 kilowatt , that would 
mean five separate er ices for 
Ii tener to choo e their programme 
from. 

It wa expect d that that ambi­
tious scheme had objective in, that it 
would gi e a field trength too great 
for Ii tener · near th station, and at 
distant part the field 'trength ¥ould 
be too mall. 

The econd cheme provided for 
two central station , each with three 

tr n mitt rs of 300 kilowatts each. 
This cheme minimised the objections 
to scheme one; but the third scheme 
appears to be the one likely to be 
adopted as the final one. It consi ts 
of five station at elected centres 
erving the region surrounding that 

centre. Each of those stations would 
have two transmitters of 30 kilowatts 
each. That would enable the cor­
poration to use the ten exclusive 
wavelengths allotted to it without 
having to share any wavelengths with 
tations in other European countries. 

It would also guarantee a more even 
distribution of the energy or signal 
strength throughout the United 
Kingdom. 

The corporation based all these 
schemes on certain minimum require­
ment of signal strength. It was 
considered that the lowest signal 
trength that would be available at 

any point, the worst point, should be 
5 milliwatts per metre, and that the 
densely populated zones should have 
30 milliwatt per metre. The latter 

1alue is about equal to the energy 
from 3LO or 2FC that energises an 
aerial at about ten miles from Bray­
brook 

It will be een that the scheme for 
relay stations in Au tralia is no~ very 
dis imilar from that propo ed m the 
third scheme for regional stations in 
Great Britain; but the minimum re­
quirement in terms of signal strength 
are on a more generous scale than the 
economies of the situation here would 
warrant.

Remarkable Record of Reception is 
Announced. 

Station 2BL at Sydney, Aust1·s1ia, 
was picked up by an eight-tube A.C. 
receiving set here at 3 a.m. and re­
broadcast over Station KNRC at 
Santa Monica, where the program 
was receiveJ by long distance tele­
phone, according to Jack Moskovita 
and Donald Wright, San Pedro radio 
experts, who arranged the demon­
stration. 'Dhe Australian station is 
nearly 8000 miles distant :from here. 

The feat of "playing" a station in 
the Antipodes on a loud speaker on 
the California coast and rebroadcast­
ing so that early morning listetlffs 
could pick up the program through a 
local station was claimed as new in 
radio history and attain~nt . The 
loud speaker simply was placed adja­
cent to a telephone receiver. 

Moskovita'.s receiving- set at 1123 
South Meyler Street, San Pedro, 
seems to be located in a spot pecu­
liarly favorable to DX reception, ac­
cording to radio engineers. 

Tthe current issue of "Radio Do­
ings," out to-day, carries as a lead 
article. "How's Your Reach?" igned 
by Kenneth G. Onniston, widely 
known radio expert, which reports the 
recent meetinl' of dealers and en­
thusiasts as Moskovita's pests, 
which was reported the same day in 
the "San Pedro Daily News."

A LITTLE STEAM. 
Dear Sir,- Some steam to go off 

through the "Safety Valve" if you can 
find room for it at some time. It is on 
the well-worn theme of broadcast 
programmes, but has nothing . to do 
with "What should be broadcast on 
Sundays." 

My little grievance is that, from a 
countryman's point of view, the hour 
between 7 and 8 p.m. on week days is 
not use_d by any broadcasting station 
as efficiently and usefully as it might 
be, and since the new • arrangements 
between the Sydney A cl~ss stations 
have been made, it seems to me that 
the hour is wasted still more. 

The avoidanc~ of the duplication of 
news may be of great interest to the 
city set owner. In the morning he 
can get his news as he breakfasts 
without having to go to the trouble of 
finding supports against which to rest 
hi~ newspaper while manipulating his 
kmf e and forlr . In the evening he 
leaves his office or shop at any time 
from 4.30 to 5.30, buys his part.icular 
evening papu, gets on his tram, train 
or boat, .and by the time he reaches 
his home he has read all that in­
terests him and d.oes not want any 
more. 

_B~ the time the molrnivg trans­
m1ss1on of news comes on the air the 
man in the bm,h is generally miles 
from his set. If! things are going 
alright, he is, as a rule, able to sit 
back about 7 in the evening, and 
listen to whatever is put over in the 
way of news. 

In the meantime he has not been 
able to buy his evening paper, nor the 
morning one for that matter-it is 
· often a case of waiting two or three 
Clays for that to arrive. 

Duplication or no duplication, what 
about using this hour b~tween- 7 and 
8 for full reports · of weather, mar­
kets, stock exchange, sporting, and 
general news~ all of interest for the 
country listener? No necessity for 
stations to fix time limits, start at 
7 and go through the items in regu­
lar order. If the whole houx is re­
quired, well and good. If not, it · 
might then be permissible for the 
studios to fall back on the gramo­
phone to fill in the few :i:.--emaining 
minutes till 8 o'clock, or close down. 

TranHmission of news at any hour 
before 7 p.m. is, I oonsider, too early 
for the bush listener, and I base that 
on 20 years' experience in the back­
blocks of ""Queensland and New South 
Wales. 

The following little incident. hap­
pened last Wednesday evening, 4th 
inst. I did not know how . to take it 
exactly-it was decidedly humorous, 
I thought, and at the same time de­
cidtdly annoying. Th<3 transmission 
had been going for about 10 minutes, 
and weather, market reports · and 
stock exchange had been given. The 
time was announced, 10 minutes past . 
7. Then "As market 1·epo.rts and . 

WIRELESS WEEKLY 

Stock Exchange information are not 
as full as usual owing to the ap­
proach of the holidays, we have com­
pleted the transmission of these 
items a little early, and as we are not 
due to read the general news until 
7.15, we will put on a record." The 
record was duly put on and filled in 
the time nicely (for the station) 
until 7 .l fi. N <J~t why on ea:-th could 
not those few minutes have been 
used for the transmissjon of the 
day's sporting results? Of course, it 
was evidently not this station's tur1i 
to transmit that sort of matter,• but 
surely some initiative could have 
been used to employ the five minutes 
more profitably, instead of turning 
the news session into a vaudeville en­
tertainment. 

To my mind that is carrying "the 
avoidance of duplication of news" to 
a :foolish extreme. When putting 
these new ideas into operation the 
bush listener, though well in the 
minority, sho1:1ld receive some con­
sideration. 

This set of mine wa.s installed for 
two reasons-firstly to obtain com­
plete up to the minute news every 
evening reg&rding weather, markets, 
sporting and general items of interest 
from one o:r other ol the A class 
stations, and secondly for the purpose 
of enjoying a little good music from 
anywhere. 

Until recently, one might say until 
the incident of last Wednesday, I 
have been perfectly satisfied on both 
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points, though I must admit there 
have been tim.es when I have been 
strongly tempted to rush into print 
and suggest that lecturers and their 
lectures should ha\~e a special session 
earmarked for them, commencing at, 
say midnight, throughout the year. 

Out of con.31deration for the broad­
cast station manager who, I fully 
realise, must have a very hard time 
of it trying to please everybody, I 
refrained fr om doing so, but this 
latest move has "upset the apple­
cart." 

It appears now that one must 
switch into two or three stations in 
order to get all the news he wants 
( and run the risk of not getting any), 
which, to my way of thinking, is quite 
a ridiculous idea. Of course, my 
way of t}1inking - might he the wrong 
one. 

By utilising this hour as suggested 
(and th~ suggestion is not any worse 
than th-3 present arrangements), the 
managers of A class stations would 
have one hour less to worry about. 

If duplication <Jf news or anything 
else is gving to be a great source of 
worry, why not put the only effectual 
remedies into operation, namely, 
close one station pernianently and 
let the other do the lot, or let each 
station operate alone on alternate 
days? 

Everyone would then know how he 
stood.

Racing Broadcasts to Stop ? 

ACCORDING to a recent announcement in a daily paper, steps are 
being taken by the G.P.O. officials to have racing broadcasts 
prohibited, owing to the fact that a great amount of revenue is 

lost ~n telegrams. If this is done (and it is hardly possible under 
the circumstances), there will be considerable dissatisfaction amon()' 
listeners throughout Australia, more especially by those country 
listeners who have to wait several days for a newspaper. 

Recently, during a racing broadcast, the announcer at 2FC re­
ques.ted listen~rs to write advising their wishes regarding the broad­
castmg of racmg, and over 508 letters were received. 2BL also made 
t~is request, and !t ~s estiv-iated that between the two stations 1,000 
hst-eners wrote w1thm a few days-showing that interest in racing 
broadcasts is likely to continue. 

. ~ut listen~rs-in will _have to protest much more strongly than 
th1s if they w1sh the racmg broadcasts to continue. We, therefore, 
open ~he columns of the "Safety V3:lve" to letters on this subject. 
There ~re, of course, a number of listeners who would like to see 
the racmg broadcasts stopped, and who may not wish to enter into 
a controversy.

A. W.A Develops Short Wave 
Telephony. 

FOR a considerable tim past the 
radio engineers of Amalgamated 
Wireles (A/ sia), Ltd., have 

Leen busily engaged on experlment1' 
in connection with short wave tele­
phony tr nsmission gener lly, and 
amongst other experiments _have car­
ried out a number of te ti 1n connec­
tion with the relaying of broadcast­
ing pro,.rammes transmitted on hort 
waves. · 

So successful have these experi­
ments been that BroadcaJtin Station 
4QG Brisbane, GWF Perth and 7ZL 
Hobart very often relay any matter 
broadcasted. by 2FC, Limited, through 
Station 2ME-th A.Vt.A. short wave 
experimental station situated at 
A.W.A. Radio Centre, Pennant Hills, 
Sydney. 

In view of the experience &'ained 
in these experiments, it can be stated 
that in the near future land lines for 
the purpose of carrying programmes 
to the distant parts of the Common­
wealth will be a thing of the past.

J avelle 
water may be used. to take stains out 
of the bath.

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If the receiver is taken out of o~cil­
lation, the "beat" note disappears. 
This shows that an ordinary hetero­
dyne wavemeter has its disadvantages 
on the broadcast band of wavekmgths, 
for the checking of a non-regenerative 
receiver, such as a crystal set-­
l!ltraight valve detector, or any set 
not making use of reaction. For 
efficient operation then, the wave­
meter must be able to produce audio 
oscillations in addition to high fre­
quency oscillations in order to be 
audible with such a receiver. In other 
words it must be capable of suiting 
all types of receivers to justify its 
construction and use. In the wave­
meter described here, this is done in 
a very simple but effective manner. 
An audio frequency howl is gener­
ated by the use of a high capacity 
grid condenser and leak. How many 
readers have suffered from this symp­
tom? At last the trouble has been 
traced to an inoffensive looking little 
grid leak! Now we make good use of 
this hitherto undesirable feature! The 
result of the application of grid leak 
''howl" is a wavemeter which is suit­
able for any type of wireless receiver 
in use on the broadcast band of wave­
lengths. The circuit diagram given 
will show how this is done. The grid 
condenser is of a higher capacity than 
is normally required. This is shunted 
in the usual way by a two megohm 
grid leak. In addition to this 1€ak 
is another with a resistance of 100,000 
ohms, arranged so that by means of 
a simple battery switch it can be 
switched out of "shunt" with the two 
megohm leak. This produces the 
howl, which is quite a pleasant note 
to listen to. Closing the switch al­
lows the wavemeter to generate unin­
terrupted oscillations. The wavemeter 
is entirely self contained and when 
built can be boxed in a small cabinet. 
'l'he valve used is of the .06 type, and 

a total of 9 volts. The filament of 
the valve is controlled by a 30 ohm 
rheostat to effect the voltage drop to 
3 volts. Actually the total B volt­
age is 13i volts, which will produce 
oscillation over the whole of the wave­
length scale with the correct type of 
valve. This wavemeter is designed 
solely for use on the broadcast band 
of wavelengths, and so makes use of 
a fixed coil unit. This unit is very 
simple to construct, as shown in the 
d;,agram, although one of the coils 
from. the Radiokes "screen grid'' coil 
kit will be col'rect for those who pre-

sso 
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fer to purchase. A former will be 
required 3 inches in diameter and 3i 
inches in length. There are two 
separate wil].dings of No. 28 D.S.C. 
wire spaced half an inch between and 
each winding consists of 28 turns. The 
connections are clearly indicated. The 
former should not be of waxed mill­
board, but should pr~f er ably be of 
dilecto. When winding the wire, on 
the former, pull this as tight as pos­
sible, otherwise any eventual slacken­
ing of the turns will upset the cali­
~ration of the wavemeter. Follow 
the diagrams carefully in the drilling 
of the panel and the laying out of 
the components on the baseboard, as 
there is not too much room to spare. 
The panel si~e is 8 x 7 in. and the 
baseboard 7 x 7!in. A most important 
feature of the wavemeter is that a 
thoroughly reliable variable condenser 
must be used. The one chosen is the 
Karas. If any other condenser from 
this is used, be sure to select one of 
good engineering construction, and 
accurate capacity. The panel has 4 
holes drilled in the positions shown In 
the template diagram. These are for 
the variable condenser. the 30 ohm 
rheostat, the battery switch, and the 
switch for sh\.Lnting the 100,000 leak 
across the 2 meg. leak. This latter 
switch is placed under the 30 ohm 
rheostat on the right of the panel in 
order to kee]l leads fairly short. Both 
these switches are of the jack type 
with a toggle control. The - back of 
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is a UX199, although many other 
valves are suitable. The filament 
supply for the valve is from a 4½ volt 
C battery and the B supply from two 
of the same batteries in series giving 

' 
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to 550 metre . To te t the \vave­
rneter, place the valve in the socket. 
and set the rheostat at the "just on" 
position, and switch on the filament. 
Keep the dial setting of the condenser 
at about half ,vay and open the 
second .switch in order to produce the 
howl. The wavemetcr should be 
placed close to the aerial lead of your 
receiver, and the receiver tuned until 
the howl is heard. The test for the 
heterodyne method is similar except­
ing that the switch is left closed, con­
trolling the second grid leak. This 
method of checking calls for a little 
more care, as the "carrier wave" of 
the meter will be found very sharp, 
so that the dial of the wavemeter 
should be rotated slowly. The instruc­
tions given are sufficient for the 
building of a desirable type of wave­
meter, which can also be used as a 
check to enable you to find again any 
stations which- may be tuned in. This 
is done by tuning in a station and 
switching on the wavemeter and not­
ing the reading of the wavemeter 
dial. It will be an easy matter to find 
that same station on another occa­
sion. The method of calibration of 
the wavemeter next demands atten­
tion. An example chart is given with 
this article to enable the reader to 
draw up h~s own. A sheet of squared 
paper will be required for the pur­
pose. Mark off a zero point and 
along the horizontal portion mark the 
condenser scale in degrees which will 
be Oto 100 or.Oto 180, as the case 
may be. The vertical portion i ~ 
plotted in metres from 150 to 550. The 
larger the chart the more accurate 
the calibration. It must be under­
stood that the chart illustrated is 
given as an example and must not be 
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taken as a standard for the reader's 
wavemeter. No doubt the reader's 
chart will oo very similar if these 
constructional details are followed. 
The most satisfactory way of cali­
brating a wavemeter is by checking it 
against a friend's which is alrea.dy 
calibrated. If you are unable to bor­
row a wavemeter, the procedure is 
quite simple. Placing the blank chart 
J,ef ore you tune in as many known 

...... 

stations as possible. and as each sta­
tion is found, switch on the wave­
meter and rotate the dial until _the 
note or beat note is produced with the 
ca1Tier wave of the station. Make an 
adjustment to the "silent point" and 
note the wavemeter condenser read­
ing. Making reference to a wave­
length table, you will be able to mark 
off a series of points. These points 
·will lie more or less in a straight 
line although there is sure to be 
som~e slight deviation, owing to the 
fact that some stations may not occa-
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sionally work on their exact wave­
lengths. The calibration line will be 
sufficiently accurate for the purpose. 
The final use of the wavemeter is 
quite straightforward. Supposing 
you pick up an unknown station. 
Switch the wavemeter on and adjust 
it until the "beat note" is heard. Find 
the "silent point" on the receiver and 
note the wavemeter condenser read­
ing. The wavelength of the station 
can then be read off on the chart. It 
should then be a fairly simple matter 
to identify the station. This simply 
constructed yet essential piece of 
apparatus will be found interesting 
and invaluable for many applications 
in the wireless "Den" of many read­
ers. With a little variation it may be 
converted for use on the shorter wave 
bands, by the use of interchangeable 
coils and a slight modification in the 
capacity across the coils, but as it 
standM, is intended solely for use on 
the broadcast band of wavelengths. 

----•----
MARCONrs earliest experiments 

with wireless waves took place in 
1895 and 1896, when he used wave­
lengths half an inch long. Now some 
stations use wavelengths as long as 
20,000 metres, equal to 787,000 inches! 
A German commercial station uses a 
wavelength 1,259,520 inches long. 
2FC's. wavelength in inches is 17,397; 
2BL's 13,894 inches, and 3LO's wave­
length in inches is 14,602. To find 
the wavelength in inches of any other 
station, multiply the number of 
metres in the wavelength by 8936, and 
divide by 100. 

About Relay Stations 

The Policy of 3LO 

By Ray Dio. 

THE subject of s·upplying better 
service for country listeners is 
one of renewed interest now 

that the broadcasting companies are 
getting together in an endeavour to 
carry out the Prime Minister's re­
quest. One of the reasons for the 

. joining of forces was to provide means 
for improving the services in the 
country districts, which are in what is 
known as the "distortion area" of the 
station. Some efforts had already 
been made· prior to the Prime Minis­
ter's request to establish relay sta­
tions. 3LO Melbourne had initiated 
action to that end over a year ago; 
but was unable to carry out the in­
tentions owing to delays caused by 
the Postmaster General's Department. 
At first that department had no tele­
phone lines available, and then, later 
on, indicated an intention to carry out 
some investigations for the purpose 
of determimng the location of the 
stations. Later on, in reply to em­
phatic requests for telephone Jines, 
the department said it could not 
supply them. 

Meanwhile the position stands at 
that. The department has not indi­
cated when the lines can be provided. 
In fact, it looks as if the department 
is hoping that the connecting circuits 
between Braybrook and the' country 
centres may be provided by utilising 
short wave wireless communication. 
Judging by the practice in America 
and Europe, the prospects of getting 
over the difficulty that ~ay are re­
mote. No one would say that short 
waves will be sufficiently tamed to 
behave 1·eliably for the purpose at 
some future date. But that date ap­
pears to be far off, and why should -we 
have to wait for that progress to be 
made? If that were so, we might as 
well have waitea. in 1923 until the 
broadcasting art had been developed 
more sucessfully. 

The Directors of 3LO Melbourne 
have recently reannounced their policy 
which provides for the establishment 
of relay stations immediately the way 
is made clear for them by the Post~ 
master General's Departm~nt. 

VERY SHORT WAVES. i.e.. those 
below about 60 metres, do not travel 
along the Sl.lrfac,.3 o:f the earth but are 
projected into ipace and reflected by 
the Heavyside layer. For this reason 
the signals from short wave stations 
may not be so strong near to the point 
of origin as they are at a distance of 
several hundreds, or even thousands, 
o·f miles away.

A436, A415, A416. B409. If your set ia oscil­
lating violently in the form of a squeal, it is 
probable that you have too much B battery 
volta.re on the detector valve. Try reducine 
this. 

L.T.S. (ROCKDALE) : You may rejuvenate 
to a certain extent your valves, by leavinsr 
them in the set and reversing the B battery 
connections. Leave the valves burnina- for an 
hour or so, then reconnect the B battery pro­
perly. From your description it sounds aa if 
your B eliminator ia to blame for the trouble. 

R.E.A. (DORRIGO)..-You may uae one 
rheostat to control your Philips' A409 and 
B406 valves, but this will not give you the 
beat of operation. It ie better to uae separate 
rheostats.

It 
i6 possible that yo ir aerial is energi8ed by 
a near-by receh·er , ,perating on the broadcast 
band. This effect s often very noticeable on 
short wave reception. It amounts to "shock 
excitation" .of your aerial lby the near-by re­
ceiver owing to re-radiation. It seems from 
your description, however, that your short 
wave adaptor is not functioning properly. The 
background of noise is pt'obabl; caused by 
a faulty grid J ~. although, it may be due 
to feed back from the audio ami,lifier portion 
of your broadcast receiver. Try placing R.F. 
chokes in the leads between adaptor and re­
ceiver.
