Why Do I Need a Subnet Mask?
The Ethernet-based IP network has become an integral part of 

the broadcast technical facility. IP addressing can become a 
challenging aspect of designing and managing a network of host 
devices especially when public routable IPv4 addresses are in-
volved. The scarcity and/or cost of public addresses create a need 
to optimize the IPv4 address deployment.

An IP host on an Ethernet network requires two types of ad-
dresses. The Layer 2 Media Access Control address (MAC ad-
dress) is a unique hardware address that identifies the host within 
a network subnet or broadcast domain. At Layer 3, the IP address 
identifies a specific network that the host is connected to. If a host 
should move from one network to another, the IP address must 
change.

The IP address is a key component of the Layer 3 functionality, 
whether IPv4 or the newer IPv6 format. Several key points should 
be kept in mind with regards to IP addressing and these points 
should be considered as rules to observe:

• Each network must have a unique network ID
• Each host must have a unique host ID
• Every IP address must have a subnet mask
• An IP address must be unique if global routing is in use
The IPv4 address is a 32-bit binary address and provides 

4,294,967,296 or 232 possible addresses. The 32-bit binary 
address is difficult to comprehend and manipulate, so a 
short-cut notion is commonly used. The 32-bit binary ad-
dress is divided into four 8-bit sections, which are referred 
to as octets. Each octet represents one byte of data. The 
octet is converted from binary to a decimal format and each 
octet is separated by a decimal point to form the dotted-
decimal expression format.

Behind the mask
The IPv4 address is actually comprised of two parts that 

specify the network address and the host address components. 
Recall that each IP address must have an address mask. The IP 
address mask determines where the separation point between the 
network address and the host address occurs. The mask for an 
IPv4 address is also a 32-bit address also expressed in dotted-
decimal format such as 192.168.100.254.

The original implementations of IPv4 addressing utilized a class 
system to organize the entire range of possible IPv4 addresses 
ranging from Class A to Class E. Address classes A, B, and C 
are intended to be used for internetworking, and each class has 
a default mask address pre-determined and referred to as the 
default mask. Class A address space provides a smaller number 
of network addresses, but a large number of host addresses are 
available. Class C address space provides a large number of net-
work addresses with a small number of available host addresses. 
The subnet mask became implied based upon the address class 
determine by the numerical value of the first octet. And since the 
boundaries were fixed, optimal address allocation was impossible. 
Thus, Classfull addressing has been abandoned today when pub-
lic address space is involved. The address mask could no longer 
be implied and had to be explicitly stated with each IP address. 

The ability to specifically state the mask for each IP address al-
lowed flexibility in the right-sizing of the number of networks and 
the hosts per network to better fit the specific network deploy-
ment. Variable-length subnet masks (VLSM) allowed the subnet 
mask to be specified on a bit-by-bit basis for the 32-bit IPv4 ad-
dress mask.

Classless Inter Domain Routing (CIDR) was developed and rout-
ing protocols quickly updated to reflect the growing and widespread 
use of classless IP addressing. CIDR provided a shorthand ability 
to explicitly express the address mask. A slash notation scheme 
was developed as a short-hand approach to fully expressing the 
mask in dotted decimal notation. The CIDR notation technique al-
lowed an IP address such as 192.168.100.254 with an address 
mask of 255.255.224.0 to be expressed as 192.168.100.254/19. 
The slash notation at the end of the IP address indicates the num-
ber of bits contained in the dotted-decimal address mask. See 
Figure 1. When IPv6 addressing is involved, CIDR notation is ex-

clusively used. The subnet mask must now be explicitly stated 
and is the key for the IP host device to properly determine the 
network and the host portions of the IP address.

Learning is a continuous process for the broadcast engineer. 
Take advantage of SBE professional development events to learn 
a new technology, enhance your current skills, or add a certifica-
tion to your personal professional portfolio.

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LEGAL PERSPECTIVE

I have written before about the need to po-
lice your own BAS licenses. Yes, it can be 

expensive to correct a fixed-link license to 
correct the azimuth or specify a receive-site 
location because you have to go through 
the FCC’s ill-conceived prior-coordination-
notice process to do so. But it has to be 
done and it has to be done now.

I have praised my long-time friend How-
ard Fine for his volunteer crusade to urge 
licensees to add missing or incorrect re-
ceive site data in fixed, point-to-point link 
licenses (including aural STLs) and TV 
pickup licenses. Howard has contacted 
engineers, licensees and communications 
lawyers for licensees about this. He knows 
which licenses are bad and which aren’t, 
and it is easy to find out in the FCC’s ULS 
which licenses have missing or obviously 
incorrect receive sites. Howard is still at it, 
and good for him for doing so.

He reminded me recently that the SBE 
frequency coordinators have, in BAS bands 
such as 7GHz, which are shared with other 
radio services, protected BAS licensees 
because they know where every fixed link 
is. But you cannot rely on these volunteers. 
You have to register your receive site to be 
protected against interference to that site. 
It is as simple as that. Howard reports that 
his recent survey of the database that still 
more than 15 percent of licenses were ei-
ther missing receive site data altogether or 
reflected other obviously incorrect license 
data. Many, for example, show the same 
coordinates in both Locations #1 and #2. 
Location #2 is supposed to be the receive 
site. Occasionally, a license will transpose 
the coordinates between locations 1 and 2. 

This stemmed from the time that the FCC 
was manually inputting Part 74 licenses 
into the ULS database. (Honestly, take it 
from an old guy, they used to keep these 
records on 3x5 cards). That was at a time 
when spectrum wasn’t crowded and we 
weren’t having to share bands with poten-
tially very incompatible sharing partners, 
as we are now.

Howard categorizes the “bad license 
data” into three groups: (1) those with miss-
ing receive site data entirely (i.e. no loca-
tion #2 at all); (2) those in which the bearing 
(azimuth) does not match the coordinates, 
or else there is other clearly bad techni-
cal data in the license); and (3) the Facility 
ID number for the main station is missing 
from the license. Not specifying a Facility 
ID for the main station creates difficulties 
in license renewals and it disallows track-
ing of BAS licenses when a main station 
is assigned. In addition to these common 
errors, there are also quite a few duplicate 
licenses. These arise from a licensee’s relo-
cating a studio, applying for a new license 
instead of modifying the old one, and then 
leaving the old one in the database unde-
leted. This is not a small problem. Howard 
says that one TV licensee has 99 “bad” li-
censes (his term) and another licensee has 
more than 70.

What to Do
The Commission’s policy is to not pro-

tect a licensee if the license is not correct, 
regardless of the reason for it. The Com-
mission’s rules do in fact require a licensee 
to ensure that the license has correct data 
in it.

Our sharing partners 
have been active in this 
effort as well, for their 
own reasons. The SBE, 
NAB and the National 
Spectrum Management 
Association (NSMA) 
have joined with broad-
cast licensees, consul-
tants, commercial fre-
quency coordinators, 
fixed service licensees 
and fixed service en-

gineers have formed a working group to 
deal with BAS and fixed service sharing is-
sues. The group has had monthly meetings 
since 2010 and has developed NSMA rec-
ommendations for BAS and FS frequency 
sharing. The group has prepared a presen-
tation to the FCC to address database is-
sues. Its other tasks include development 
of procedures to ensure compatibility be-
tween FS and BAS uses; create interfer-
ence calculation and coordination meth-
odologies; and to determine geographic 
separation requirements. The NSMA work-
ing group plans a presentation to the FCC 
soon, with the objectives of enlisting the 
FCC’s help to correct inaccurate data in 
the ULS database; add missing data for 
existing BAS stations; provide ongoing in-
dustry awareness, and to enlist the FCC’s 
cooperation to take constructive steps to 
provide a positive incentive to licensees 
that will encourage improvement of the li-
cense data. NSMA is not at all focused on 
enforcement or assessing blame on any-
one for the current situation; the group just 
wants to get the database fixed.

The FCC last issued a public notice 
about this issue on Feb. 10, 1999. That no-
tice was not seen by a large segment of 
the industry because online monitoring of 
FCC releases was not as widespread then 
as it is now. Among the actions the group 
will ask the FCC to take include issuing a 
new public notice; sending a letter to ap-
proximately 1,000 licensees requesting 
data correction, and to withhold enforce-
ment, so as to encourage broadcasters in 
a positive way to make necessary correc-
tions of licenses. For the SBE’s part, we will 
continue to encourage licensees to fix the 
databases. To some extent, this is a self-
correcting problem because interference to 
a TV pickup receive site or a fixed BAS link 
receive site is the penalty for not doing this. 
But that is the hard way around. Let’s not 
wait that long.�

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Unmanned aircraft systems (UAS) are 
a hot topic, and their use for station 

newsgathering has gained a lot of interest. 
But stations need to know a few things 
before safely, effectively and legally using 
them.

The path for broadcasters and digital 
media to commercially operate a UAS for 
newsgathering operations is attainable 
with a dedicated, focused plan. Here are 
some current tips and facts for a success-
ful UAS FAA application and operation.

• The UAS pilot in command (PIC) must 
have an FAA airman certificate, Recre-
ational, Private or Commercial with a 
medical and current Biennial Flight Review 
(BFR). This could change.

• Seek out an FAA-approved UAS flight 
school for proper training and procedures. 
From that training develop a UAS opera-
tions manual for your flight operations. 
This will be needed for FAA certification. 
This training can help you develop flight 
operations skills for a two-person opera-
tion and determine the best UAS system 
and quad copter for your requirements.

• Application and approval for an FAA 
Section 333 waiver is required to oper-
ate commercially. Once an FAA waiver is

Recent developments 
indicate a changing land-
scape regarding the FAA 
attitude towards UAS op-
erations.

The News Media Coali-
tion along with the Mid 
Atlantic Aviation Partner-
ship led by Virginia Tech 
have submitted to the FAA 
the results of the Coalition 
training and development 
of UAS newsgathering 
procedures outside Wash-
ington, DC, and at Virginia 
Tech in 2015. Participants 
for the Coalition include 
E.W. Scripps, Gannet/
TEGNA, Sinclair Broadcast 
Group, Univision, The As-
sociated Press, The Wash-
ington Post, The New 
Your Times, ABC, NBC/
Universal, Reuters, Capital 
Broadcasting, Getty Imag-
es US, and Advance Publications. The rec-
ommendations to the FAA from the Phase 
I and Phase II training sessions suggest 
journalists can operate safely without a 
manned pilot’s certificate under controlled 
conditions with appropriate training.

On Feb. 24 The U.S. Department of 
Transportation announced the Federal 
Aviation Administration (FAA) is establish-
ing an aviation rulemaking committee with 
industry stakeholders to develop recom-
mendations for a regulatory framework that 
would allow certain UAS to be operated 
over people who are not directly involved in 
the operation of the aircraft. The FAA is tak-
ing this action to provide a more flexible, 
performance-based approach for these 
operations than what was considered for 
Micro UAS. The committee will begin its 
work in March and issue its final report to 
the FAA on April 1.

“The Department continues to be bull-

ish on new technology,” said U.S. Trans-
portation Secretary Anthony Foxx. “We 
recognize the significant industry interest 
in expanding commercial access to the 
National Airspace System. The short dead-
line reinforces our commitment to a flexible 
regulatory approach that can accommo-
date innovation while maintaining today’s 
high levels of safety.”

Some TV stations have already obtained 
their Section 33 waiver and are starting 
newsgathering operation with UAS sys-
tems.  Stay tuned as this new technology 
develops as a viable newsgathering tool 
and the evolving relationship with the me-
dia and FAA makes headway.�

Q. What do you enjoy or value most 
about your SBE involvement?

A. I enjoy finding out about new 
technologies through the SBE 

meetings and seminars.

Q. What got you started in broad-
cast engineering?

A. I got started in broadcasting because a CE was listening to 
my discussions with one of his engineers about the building 

of my ham TV station. He listened for years and when he had an 
opening he called. I told him I had no interest in “fixing TVs,” he 
then corrected me and said, “No, broadcast TV.” I said, “Sure; I 
have not tried that yet.” He then said to show up at WVUE and I 
would have the job. When I asked about an interview, he said “I 
have been listening to you for years, just do not barf on my desk 
and you're hired.”

Q. What do you find most 
satisfying in your job?

The Society of Broadcast Engineers, Inc. completed 2015 with 
net revenue from all operations of -$65,914. Gross income from 

all sources was $650,851 while expenses were $716,764. The 
value of SBE savings and investments as of Dec. 31, 2015 was 
$1,056,114. Total SBE assets as of Dec. 31, 2015 were $1,067,926, 
a decrease of $65,640 over 2014. Much of the drop in net-revenue 
and total assets was due to a drop in the unrealized gain/loss of 
long-term investments by $40,287. Long-term investment interest 
and dividends were $34,831 bringing net long-term investments 
for the year to -$5,384.

A percentage breakdown of SBE income from program opera-
tions and expenses is depicted at right. A financial statement will 
be published in the June issue of The Signal, following completion 
of the Society’s annual audit.�
