Time and again we hear the familiar cry: 
Where can I find out more about "X" prod- 
uct, company, or organization? We get 
calls. We get letters. We get faxes. 

Many resources do exist, like audio in- 
dustry magazine product and service 
directories such as this Black Book re- 
source issue. But unlike other industries, 
the audio realm is relatively small. In ad- 
dressing product sales and marketing spe- 
cifically, pro audio doesn't have the scope 
of distribution outlets that the pharmaceu- 
tical, automobile or appliance industries 
have. 

Every burg may have a computer shop, 
but not every community has a pro audio 
storefront. Guitar houses with 4 -track cas- 
sette hardware and small monitors, yes. 
But real production gear? Larger cities 
might support two or more pro dealers, 
but one often doubles as the largest sound 
reinforcement house in town. 

To exacerbate the situation, manufactur- 
ers, whether via the sales rep support of 
dealerships or via their own inside mar- 
keting departments, don't always do an ex- 
emplary job of providing easy -to-get tech- 
nical literature, product reviews and usable 
information. Not everyone goes to the 
shows and gets to corner the design en- 
gineers or marketing gurus. 

Spot checks of dealers usually prove a 
shortage of technical lit on very popular 
or the more uncommon high- ticket prod- 
ucts, and manufacturers aren't always as 
enthusiastic as they should be about talk- 
ing to the inquiring buyer directly. All too 
often, after you get through certain man- 
ufacturer's phone mazes, the overworked 
customer servant will recommend the lo- 
cal dealer or rep network, and there you 
are again, at the beginning of the loop. 

Buyer surveys show that our pro audio 
purchasing habits reflect classic 'pull mar- 
keting' profiles: the potential buyer 1) uses 
the device somewhere, 2) hears of it by 
word of mouth, or 3) is teased /exposed to 
it in a magazine ad or editorial review 
(that's our job). 

They're excited. They want to know 
more, if not purchase outright. They find 
the nearest dealer or contact the compa- 
ny directly, and the seller hopefully gives 
them the right literature or the product 

they want. The advertisement or real -life 
exposure 'pulls' them in. Different is the 
consumer audio world, where the 
salesperson more often than not 'pushes' 
or steers the curious, less product - 
educated walk -in customer toward what 
they 'want: 

An interesting side note: Because so 
many new younger -generation audio 
professionals gain experience using gear 
available at the guitar store pro -audio al- 
cove or the Mac computer- meets- 
keyboard user's enclave, a whole genera- 
tion is growing up with a different concept 
of what pro audio means. How many of 
them have never been in to a true produc- 
tion supply salon, replete with mega -input 
consoles, 2 -inch multi's and trained, 
knowledgeable salespeople? Project for- 
ward as to what this means industrywide. 

We audio -world folks are in a technical, 
knowledge -based industry, built on a 
strong foundation of learned experience, 
with a project -related need for the prop- 
er tools and a simultaneous desire to cre- 
ate new aesthetics via the technology at 
hand. We buy for a reason, which is sel- 
dom paid -for out of readily expendable 
discretionary income, or how shall we say, 
spare change. 

The key to this on all sides is education, 
avoiding 'caveat emptor' as it were. Edu- 
cated and experienced buyers, whether 
shopping for a processor, a console, a reel - 
to-reel or a disk -based computer stack, are 
only doing themselves justice if they know 
the choices they have, how the choices 
compare in hard, cold, technical terms, 
and where to find satisfaction for the 
value. 

As a general comment to the world, we 
at REP believe manufacturers, dealers 
and organizations in our industry should 
take a look at how well they get their in- 
formation across to the ever -growing mar- 
ketplace, how they use magazines for 
communication, and what they are 
presenting. In almost every instance, there 
is room for improvement. 

We as publishers promise to do our part 
in upcoming features and departments, to- 
ward providing usable, timely product 
analysis and exposure, as well as keeping 
our readers current on industry events and 
organization activities. This is the infor- 
mation age. Let's keep usable information 
flowing.

AES To Consider SPLs 
The Audio Engineering Society has formed 

a working group to address the issue of sound 
levels. The group, which is expected to issue 
a final paper within two years, will address 
three main issues: the protection of human 
hearing in possibly damaging situations; the 
legitimate right of performers and sound 
companies to practice their trade; and the 
right of communities to limit sound levels. 

The working group totals 20 and consists 
of audiologists, acoustical engineers and 
representatives from manufacturers and 
sound companies. Jim Brawley, a consultant 
to Showco, is the president of the group. 

Noise levels continue to be a controversial 
issue. Extremely restrictive standards have 
been adopted in the United Kingdom. Local 
governments across the US. have considered, 
and in some cases adopted, local ordinances 
restricting noise levels in outdoor venues, and 
at bars and clubs that feature live music. In

a well -publicized case, the city of New York 
passed an ordinance requiring that a city - 
supplied sound system and technician be used 
at a Central Park amphitheater. The Supreme 
Court upheld the law in 1989. 

No matter how you feel about the issue, it's 
in your best professional interest to take steps 
to protect your hearing. If you mix live sound, 
you should take additional steps to consider 
the hearing of the audience you're working 
for - an increasing number of concert-goers 
are initiating lawsuits claiming their hearing 
was damaged at concerts. 

We're not saying that you should never use 
high SPLs, but we are saying that it pays to 
take care of your ears The table at left, issued 
by the Occupational Safety and Health Ad- 
ministration (OSHA), outlines permissible noise 
exposure per day. At least one notable in our 
industry, Bruce Swedien, uses these guidelines 
when he works.

Consumer audio: Four of the industry's six major record compa- 

nies have announced support for Philips' new consumer audio for- 

mat, the digital compact cassette. The format is said to be compati- 

ble with existing analog compact cassette hardware, although 

technical data has not been released. The format poses yet another 

threat to DAT, whose mass -market rollout has been hampered by 

a class- action lawsuit filed against Sony. The digital compact cassette 

is expected to be introduced in early 1992. 

Piracy: The Recording Industry Association of America reported 

that in the first six months of 1990, it seized more than double the 

number of pirated sound recordings than in the first six months of 

1989. In California, the number of pirated cassettes constituting a 

felony offense was lowered from 1,000 to 100. 

Lawsuits: Could you be sued for using recording techniques that 

duplicate the sound of a well -known singer or musician? Carlos San- 

tana has become the third artist to file suit against an advertising 

agency over that very issue. An excerpt from "Black Magic Worn- 

an" was used for a Miller Genuine Draft commercial, duplicating the 

notes of Santana's opening solo and the sound of the guitar. San- 

tana claimed that his guitar sound is his identifiable trademark; as 

such, it was used without his permission. 

(Rock trivia buffs will note that Peter Green wrote the song and 

that Santana recorded it after Fleetwood Mac recorded the original 

version. This complicates the suit, as the agency received approval 

from the copyright holder of the song, but used the arrangement 

from the recording.) 

Both Bette Midler and Tom Waites won lawsuits contending that 

their trademark sound was used without their permission in TV ads.

ML: We used a lot of Roland D50, Juno 60, JX3P; we like Roland products a lot. 
We have a couple of Yamaha DX7s and a Korg Ml, but we used those only 
sparingly. 
CB: We like our Prophet and Juno 60 a lot. And a lot of sampling. We've got an 
Akai S900. 

REP: You like the S900 better than the 1000? 
ML: No, the 1000's a million times better, but we've only had our 1000 for a cou- 
ple of weeks now. 

REP: What do you use for drum machines? 
ML: We have a ton of samples; we usually just make our own stuff. Right now, 
for example, with the New Kids album, we're building a drum kit on the 1000 
and we've MIDI'd a Roland 808 which we think is awesome. 
CB: The 808 is our blood. 
ML: We finally took the plunge and got it MIDI'd. Believe it or not, we use the 
Alesis a lot, too, the 16B. 

RE P: You must have a lot to do with the grooves on these tunes. How do you 
put them together? 
CB: We work on them a lot. We get the grooves where we want them, working 
with just drums. Then we add bass next, after the drums are just right. That's 
how we've always done it. 

REP: What kind of console do you have in the studio? 
ML: A DDA. It sounds great. The EQ has massive bottom. To me it's kind of a 
hybrid, sonically, between the SSL, which is real peaky sounding, and the Neve, 
which is real warm. I don't think it's quite as peaky as the SSL or quite as big as 
the Neve, but I think with the DDA you can approach either one. 

R EP: Does it have automation? 
ML: No. We've done so many dance records -1 guess we're kind of like dinosaurs 
in this regard, but we always mix in pieces, and we're always reconfiguring things 
as wego... 
CB: We've done that for many years. It's really easier on a dance record to get a 
certain section of the song together, throw it onto half -inch tape, continue on and 
edit it together later. You can concentrate on each section.

The power supply incorporates a transformer designed spec- 
ifically for this unit, utilizing multiple parallel secondaries to achieve low source impedance. This provides an 
extraordinary damping factor for cone motion control and gives the transformer excellent long term supply 
capability, allowing for faster recovery from low frequency transients to recharge the filter capacitors. Pro- 
viding the short term power source, the twin 10,000 microfarad capacitors, custom built for low equivalent 
series resistance, are capable of delivering energy equal to units twice their rating. Their low ESR allows for 
faster discharge with a proportional increase in low frequency transient capability. Six 100 watt MOSFET out- 
put devices per channel provide a very safe operating area in delivering the over -sized power supply's 
reserves to even the most reactive of loudspeakers at impedances down to two ohms. 

All of the components in the amplifier circuit, including the MOSFET's, are hand -soldered directly to the circuit 
boards. Avoiding the use of sockets for the output devices eliminates the problems of oxidation and poor con- 
tact that can ultimately occur. The circuit boards themselves are two ounce copper over an FR -4 glass epoxy 
substrate, hot -air leveled for protection against oxidation. The ground plane on the component side provides 
shielding from noise producing signals. Output connectors are 3/4" spaced high current gold plated five way 
binding posts. Tip ring sleeve quarter inch inputs are easily run balanced or unbalanced and allow for easy 
bridged -mono operation with an optional custom fabricated Teflon composite Kimber Kable adapter set. In the 
mono mode, the S400 becomes a lightning fast powerhouse capable of driving larger monitors; while in normal 
stereo, its transparent top end, sharply defined midrange and tight extended bottom are unequalled in expand- 
ing the limits of smaller speakers. 

As an alternative to its stereo sibling, the M500 mono block has been designed to offer the ultimate in smooth 
extended bandwidth for the most advanced audiophile monitoring possible. Utilizing the same twelve 100 watt 
MOSFET output devices and high current power supply, a different approach to the front end design has yielded 
a slightly warmer, less aggressive presentation with an enhanced and truly astounding deep bass response.
