THE WAR IN AMERICA

UBILANT last week were anti-war

Americans who, scanning latest Gallup
Poll figures attributing to 80 per cent of,
the nation’s citizens a thumbs-down re-
action to the question of naval convoys
of supplies to Britain. Less jubilant were
they by another reaction pungled up from
a cross-section of American opinion which
swung toward such convoys were it rea-
sonably established that failure to convoy
would endanger the position of the Unit-
ed States in the lethal world fired by
guns in Europe.

Greatest reason for their jubilation
rose from announcement of Robert La
Follette’s Progressive Publishing Company
(Madison, Wis.) that it would inaugurate
a radio program series to arouse the
nation “against perils of foreign policy.”

Convinced that only a citizenry aroused
to dangers of the nation’s current ad-
ministration interventionist policy *can
block the fatal plunge toward war,” the
company announced that henceforth on
Tuesdays and Wednesdays at 6:45 p. m.
from KHJ-Mutual-Don Lee, and Thurs-
days at 7 p. m., it would sponsor a dra-
matic radio series to include the nation’s
outstanding exponents of a “genuine Am-
erican foreign policy.” Starting May 11
(Mother’s Day), the Progressive Com-
pany’s broadcasts were scheduled to be
aired Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays
and Saturdays at 7 p. m.

Potent are the speakers who will ap-
pear in a “last-ditch” stand to prevent or
forestall American entry into the mur-
derous stew of century war-ridden Eu-
rope. Among them will be Republican
Senator Hiram Johnson, returned in last
general elections to his ancient Senate
seat by thoughtful Californians; Burton
K. Wheeler, wheel-horse of anti-war
forces and Montana Democrat; Senator
D. Worth Clark, Dem., Idaho; Senator
Bennett Clark, Mo., Dem.; and John T.
Flynn, liberal economist.

Said La Follette:

“ _ . . Swirling, swift-moving events
toward war for the United States have
already engulfed assurances made during
the Lend-Lease debate. The measured
words promising unequivocally that the
United States Navy would not undertake
delivery of munitions are conveniently
ignored now as the war-mongers beat
their drums for American convoys.

For Americans who believe that con-
voys are best insurance against ultimate
sacrifice of American youth in Europe’s
struggle, La Follette quoted the President
as quoted in the New York Times of
January 22, 1941:

“Convoying means shooting and shoot-
ing means war.,”

Thus was established beyond perad-
venture of doubt, according to La Fol-

lette, the gage of deliberation for Amer-
icans, the intrinsic challenge his Progres-
sive Company’s program would meet,

Life editors took time off, probed into
comedian Jack Benny’s life, found that
“morale builder” is what Benny has been
since doughboys embarked for France in
1917-18.

Benny served with the United States
Navy as training camp entertainer. His
servite was directly responsible for a
career that led to radio and international
fame.

At Great Lakes Naval training station
near home town of Waukegan, Ill.,, Benny
first tucked a second-rate violin under
his arm, spoke a couple comedy lines,
made fellow gobs laugh.

A failure at school, Jack left home
against his father’s wishes to follow siren
voices of the theater.

It was the beginning of hard years of
tank-town experiences, existence on
doughnuts and hamburgers. First teamed
with pianist Cora Salisbury, with $15 a
week as his share of partnership earn-
ings, Benny was more successful with
Lyman Woods, another pianist. The team
made $125 a week, paid own expenses,
including train fares, went over big in
provinces, flopped grandly twice at the
apex of vaudeville careers, the Palace in
New York. He seemed destined to a
lifetime of mediocrity.

At outbreak of World War I, he en-
listed in the Navy, arrived at Great Lakes
ready ‘to do his bit for his country. The
Great Lakes command assigned him to
training camp entertainment stages,
where many a war has been won by
builders of morale.

War over, Benny went back to vaude-

ville, still playing his violin, using it
more for comedy effect. For years he
trouped, making money, spending it,

sometimes flush, wmostly broke. Radio
came into being. But radio didn’t want
him until one night in 1932 when Broad-
way Columnist Ed Sullivan presented the
jester as a guest over a New York sta-
tion.

“Ladies and gentlemen,” said Benny,
“this is Jack Benny talking. There will
be a slight pause while you say, ‘Who
cares?’ ” There was more self-disparage-
ment from a comedian discouraged by
failure to crash radio. Benny was aston-
ished to discover the public liked his fresh
line.

In the years that foliowed Jack built
and maintained a radio following with-
out parallel in radio history. He has
won more popularity polls than any other
comedian or star in radio. He has led
the procession of big-timme stars oftener
than any other single performer, by choice
of both the public and critics. Scientific
surveys acknowledge him leader of the
kilocycle parade, jester who touches be-
tween thirty and forty million people
with laughter weekly.

KILOCYCLE DEFENSE: Frankly
skeptical of high-pressured political and
press attempts to force them to points of
view are the majority of Americans who,
in 1916-17, lagged behind war-mongers.

In 1941, government agencies have a
new and stronger friend in court than
the press, the pulpit or stage. It is radio,
through which has been started a kilo-
cycle barrage that bids fair to increase
in intensity as summer months wear on
and final resolution of Old World  des-
tiny comes closer to that time when Amer-
ica, too, must know what it is it will
have to do and how.

This week the Treasury Department
launched a drive via air to sell Defense
Savings Bonds, the Interior Department
is airing Conservation Reporter over MBS,
is planning “The American Parade,” a
program to focus on America material
and spiritual values and resources.

By last week, adding its own verbal
guns to the bombardment, the American
Legion, smarting from national reactions
of amusen:ent to its recent Hearst-pro-
moted attack on the morally government-
indorsed “Free Company” program, was
preparing to recapture good graces of
citizens by co-sponsoring the Department
of Justice’s “I Am an American” series.

THE KENTUCKY DERBY: Blue Pair
to win, Whirlaway to place, and Dispose
to show!

Thus last week did Ted Husing, radio

'sports commentator, pick his horses to

finish as the first three in the 67th run-
ning of the tamed Kentucky Derby, prior
to his exclusive CBS-KNX (2:30 to 3
p. m.) Saturday broadcast of the turf
classie.

For Radio Life readers, Husing ex-
plained his choices:

In his choice of Blue Pair, purchased
by one Mrs. Vera Bragg last week from
C. C. Van Meter, Husing pointed out his
favorite ran 14 times in 1940, was first
seven times, was never out of the money.
Whirlaway has beaten Blue Pair three
times in a row, once this year at Keene-
land, but Husing says, *“Those were
sprints. Wait till they hook up in the
Derby.”

Whirlaway’s 1941 record is three vie-
tories in five starts, but in two defeats
he ran far in rear. Dispose, a King
Ranch entry, did nothing as a two-year-
old, this year won two sensational vic-
tories—the Flamingo at Hialeah and a
stake race.

Husing has a remarkable record as a
Derby picker. He has covered eight
Churchill Downs classics for CBS, his
selections yet to finish out of the money.
Three came first, three were second, one
was third—Ditt, in 1940, only half a
length behind the winner—and the eighth
pick, Zalapa Clown in 1939, was
scratched,
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TIN PAN ALLEY-ITIS: Digestive dis-
orders, insomnia, and jitters are standard
penalties song-writers pay as they court
the Muses of popular music through long
day and night hours, puffing on cigar-
ettes, pipes, pounding pianos, pacing
floors to wheedle from the Muses the
momentary inspirations that seem to
promise the budding into flower of a
song-hit.

To Francia White, prima-donna of
Monday evening Telephone hour, this week
came more than an inkling of exactions
imposed upon those who write the pass-
ing harmonies of fast-moving America.

With ASCAP-controlled lyries still un-
available to networks, Miss White turned,
as have many, to writing own lyrics for
her air appearances. Admitted Francia
White after a prolonged joust with the
vagrant Muses:

“I almost went daffy with my first
lyries.”

With Strauss’ “Wienner Blut” for a
pattern, Miss White sat down to write a
lyrie, played the melody hundreds of
times, grabbed at handy pencils, kicked
“Wienner Blut” around until, exhausted,
she fell asleep.

“Darned if the idea of a song didn’t
haunt me in dreams. I got up at 4 a. m,,
went to work again and finished the
lyric by dawn.”

At dawn what Francia White had com-
posed had become “A Night at the Ball.”

Since that initial experience, the slim,
auburn-haired soprano has written a doz-
en original lyriecs. Implacable rule she
learned in composing was that a new
lyric could not deviate too much in theme
from the old.

“Listeners know the old lyric,” she ex-
plained. “If the new one is too radically
different, it comes as a shock. The prob-
lem is to find a new way of saying the
old thing.”

In a second category were the songs
whose melodies were more familiar than
their lyrics. In this group are waltzes.
She found composing lyrics for such songs
comparatively easy, since she was confine
to no familiar subject.

A third category of songs involved
selections whose titles were meaningful
enough to make the lyric hinge on it

Miss White professed to no unusual
sources of inspiration for her lyries.

“] chew pencils, pace the floor, stare
out of the window, and doodle over the
blank sheets of paper. After several hours
of this, an idea will come to me. After
that it’s a matter of cloaking the idea
in words.”

NATIONAL MUSIC WEEK: With
Latin-American nations included for first
time in celebration of National Music
Week—May 4 to May 11—the National
Broadcasting Company will participate
in the 18th annual music festival on a
larger and more elaborate scale than ever
before. The 1941 festival, because it em-
braces the entire Western Hemisphere, is
officially designated as ‘“Inter-American
and National Music Week.”

David Sarnoff, president of the Radio
Corporation of America, and for the past
seven years national chairman of Music
Week, this week announced endorsement
of the inter-American aspect of National

Music Week by Secretary of State Cor-
dell Hull, Prime Minister W. L. McKen-
zie King of Canada and the Ministers
and Ambassadors of 19 Latin-American
countries. In an earlier endorsement,
President Roosevelt declared the inter-
American aspect of the far-flung cele-
bration “would serve the cause and ideals
of democracy throughout the Americas
in these critical times.”

More than 150 sustaining and commer-
cial programs broadcast regularly over
the networks of the National Broadcast-
ing Company will be dedicated to Music
Week. Many special programs also are
being built to honor the occasion.

In placing emphasis this year on music
of and for the Americas, NBC arranged
for a mutual exchange of programs be-
tween this country and countries of South
America. Many outstanding network mu-
sic programs regularly scheduled for the
week, as well as special ones in making,
will be shortwaved to Latin America. In
return, the “Good Neighbor” countries
are building special programs to be re-
broadcast in the United States. Mexico,
Brazil and Peru already have agreed to
participate, and others will shortly follow
suit.

The observance will be opened officially
on Saturday, May 8, during the broad-
cast of the NBC Summer Symphony or-
chestra. The orchestra will be directed
by a distinguished conductor not yet an-
nounced, and a noted speaker will out-
line the aims and purposes of America’s
1941 Spring music festival, which each
year is celebrated in more than 3,000
American cities.

How did she do it? was question asked
last week in radio circles.

I did my
best to be a failure as a radio writer—
and look what happened!”

She thought she was
an actress, not a writer, complained to
her department head, was told to “try
and write one script.

To prove she could not write, she
dashed off a script, “Katharine Howard,”
historical fifth wife of Henry VIIIL

San Jose thought the script “terrific,”
gave the lead to a prominent local ac-
tress instead of Miss Holloway, who had
conceived the role for herself.

Miss Helloway wrote a few more
scripts, decided she still wanted to act,

He
bought *“Katharine Howard” at once as
a vehicle for Helen Menken’s guest spot
on the Kate Smith show.

Collins suggested she write “Appoint-
ment with Destiny” for Gertrude Law-
rence’s appearance on the Kate Smith
program. Miss Holloway returned with
the script 48 hours later.

In next few weeks, 20-year-old Jean,
on vacation from college, wrote script
after script to attract nationwide atten-
tion—original stories and film and stage
adaptations of famous plays which starred
Gladys George, Brian Aherne, Thomas
Mitchell, Judith Anderson and others.
Collins worked with her, taught her tech-
nique of radio writing, developing style.

She still wanted to act. She finally
made two appearances on Columbia’s
“Pursuit of Happiness,” screamed one
word, “Kidnaped!”, got a check. In “Man-
hattan at Midnight,” she called, “Your
house is on fire!—got another check.

INCOLN HIGHWAY is a broad motor

pathway of asphalt and concrete that
stretches across 3,100 miles of the United
States from the city of the Quakers
(Philadelphia) to the land of the Mnult-
nomahs (Portland, Oregon).

It is the only roadway in the world
that has a program named after it. Us-
ually 1 have my tongue in my cheek at
the fulsome verbal largesse paid out in
praise of a program that comes out of
radio press offices. It’s the press office's
business to speak well of programs. It's
mine, as 1 take it, to rip the seams off
them in the interest of a better and more
public-serving radio. So, when an NBC
publicist handed me a note collation on
Lincoln Highway when 1 came around
looking for a stint I could turn into
more bread and butter for the Daggers
(little Sabres, you un’erstan’y I sort of
groaned inside like.

“What is this,” I asked, “a de-
scription of a WPA project?”
“Nothing like that, my fran,” said the

NBC publicist (uppish name for press
agent). “This is the answer to those
screamers for relief from soap operas.
Not,” he hastened to say, “that soap
operas haven’t their place as the Lord
knows they must have or else why is
50 much dough being spent on them and
so many women writin’ in to ask what
became of Lizzie Harmonia, the Italian
adventuress, who put the bee on Zieg-
field Doakes right after the fire in his
aunt’s house burned up all the insur-
ance policies. . . . You get what I mean?
This is stuff, Mister. You should listen.”

So I did one Saturday morning at 9,
shoving aside little Sabre Taoth, the
sharper” of the two little daggers, who
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wanted to hear KNX’s Saturday Morning
Merry-Go-Round; threatening Jabber, the
taller of the two little Sabres, who was
all tangled up with chrysanthemum cul-
tivation and needed some help from
KHJ’s Garden Plots; and nearly coming
to blows with the Broadsword (Mrs.
Sabre), who, for some strange reason,
wanted that morning particularly to lis-
ten to KFSD’s American Education Fo-
rum.)

“Do you people want to eat?” 1 savs.
“Well, maybe there’s a couple of steaks
in what I want to listen to if I get by
the editor with a yarn.”

Well, so 1 listened and later 1
checked with a radio poll outfit and got
the listening facts on others.

And here’s the stuff:

Would you get up in the morning for
Joan Bennett? . . . or Luise Rainer? . . .
or Betty Field?

Who wouldn’t! was the answer of

about 42 million polled Americans—even
though the morning is Saturday and sleep-
ing late that day is a national habit.

Reason for this wholesale morning rout
is that *“Lincoln Highway” is drama plus
top stars of stage and screen, this month
celebrating its first anniversary as ‘the
big dramatic show in the morning.”

Anniversaries being an ocecasion for
reminiscences and review, I checked over
the brief history of this dramatic misan-
thrope to discover, if possible, “what
“Lincoln Highway” has got that 1) beck-
ons these millions to the loudspeaker with
the morning coffee still hot in their
throats, and 2) lures stars from beds of
luxury to tussle with serious dramatic
roles when the sun has hardly risen over
Santa Anita race track.

Morning drama, before “Lincoln High-
way” came along, was largely restricted
to the 15-minute serials—known to the
trade as ‘‘soap operas.” No one ques-
tioned the capacity of listeners to .take
this type of radio fare before lunch, but
half-hour plays, some dealing with ear-
nest themes, were quite another thing.

They were supposed to be reserved for
the evening hours, when Mr. and Mrs.
America were in a mellow, receptive
mood.

But someone with a pioneering streak
had a different idea. Maybe more people
were up Saturday mornings and had the
leisure to listen than was popularly sup-
posed. Maybe actors and actresses would
not mind rolling out a couple hours
earlier if the role was interesting. Any-
way, it was worth a tryv.

Burgess Meredith, then playing on
Broadway, opened the series playing the
role of a disillusioned youth fleeing from
an unfriendly city to a farm. The second
week featured Luther Adler, Group The-
ater star of *“Golden Boy” and other
Broadway hits. Subsequent weeks have
seen such stars as Betty Field, Henry
Hull, Ethel Barrymore and Gladys George
tumbling out of beddy-bye Saturday mor-
nings for 8 o'clock rehearsals with shin-
ing faces and nary a yawn.

Chief reason for this mass infraction
of theatrical tradition is probably the
quality of the scripts. They are written
especially for the stars and they’ve been
consistently top-notch. Don Copp, direc-
tor of the series, described to me his
method of casting:

“First, we select the actor and actress,
and the type of play best suited to his or
her talents is agreed upon. The idea is
then turned over to one of our three
regular seript writers. Joe E. Brown and
Victor Moore who've starred on the
“Highway,” for instance, naturally re-
quire comedies, so their scripts were as-
signed to Jack Hasty, whose main forte
is farce.

“Strong, vigorous drama, on the other
hand, is Brian Byrne's special province.
He has written “Highway" shows for such
stalwarts as Walter Huston, Alan Dine-
hart, Bill Gargan and Harry Carey. A
third writer, Ed Sherry, particularly
good at light, delicate romance and fan-
tasies, was called in to do scripts for
Luise Rainer, Betty Field, Jane Cow!
and Ruth Gordon.”

Occasionally, “Highway"” buys scripts
from ether writers. A case in point was
an unusually forceful drama written by
an inmate of a state prison, which was
a vehicle for Claude Rains.

“Stars like the idea of having a play
written especially for them,” Copp point-
ed out. “Although most of them have
worked hard in the theater the night
before, I have vet to see one who com-
plained about the early rehearsal hour."

Judging from the record, the stars’
enthusiasm is matched by that of the
listeners. The idea of ante meridian drama
has firmly caught on. America has dis-
covered that interesting things are hap-
pening along the Lincoln Highway Sat-
urday mornings, and they’re all out turn-
ing dials to listen in. (Note ta the Edi-
tor: 1 hope this is what 1 think it is—
an acceptance.)

AS A GROWER of oranges and raiser
of pedigieed chickens, Charles Rug-
gles is probably one of the finest breeders
of dogs in the vernal San Fernando
Valley, a scenic, lovely approach to the
thundering metropolis that is Los Ange-
les, the city of his birth. His parents
probably long ago got over their disap-
pointment that their ambitions for him to
become a great physician were sidetracked
by him in favor of thespianism. He him-
self, perhaps, is as amazed at his success
as an actor as he was, he admitted, the
other day, when after months of study
of citrus fruit-growing, he found him-
self in possession of one of the largest
dog kennels in the west.

«] brought home a couple of dogs
one day,” he stated in explanation.

HAT the ’teen-age listeners will even-

tuallv win their objective 10r more and
better programs suitable for their tastes
and interests became a growing convic-
tion with us this past week. In various
contacts we learned that educational pro-
grams are appreciated by the boys and
girls, but that these hrordr-sts do not
fill the bill for recreational tistening.

*Teen agers want something in which
they may participate, either actively or
vicariously. Beyond the programs of top-
flight comedians, A-1 drama, and music,
the youngsters find themselves stuck with
the alternatives of impossible mystery
thrillers which they promptly debunk or
by stuffy serials and lectures which they
are nimble enough to tune out.

The stress laid on personality in to-
day’s educational system is producing a
crop of youngsters with clean-cut dis-
criminations and ability to think on their
feet. 1Is it odd that boys and girls like
this should want to hear their adolescent
problems aired, sometimes made light of ?
That they should express enthusiasm over
opportunities for airing musical ability
or hobbies? That they would like to dram-
atize stirring incidents in their school
lives? That they would like to hear some
of their favorite hooks presemed in read-
ing or dramatic form?

Tuner Clara Ontell tells us that she has
about 600 names on a petition for more
teen-age programs. Our answer to her
query, “Do you think it will do any good?”
is an emphatic “Yes.” Send it in to Radio

New York theater audiences remember
him best for his work in two compara-
tively recent musical successes, “Battling
Butler” and “Queen High.”

PEARL: Mrs. Dewey on the other line,
Your Honor.

KNAGGS: 1 talked to her before.

PEARL: She’s calling again.

KNAGGS: I’ve talked to everybody in
town. . . . Do I have to talk to ’em all
twice? (e laughs.)

PEARL: What’s funny, Your Honor?

KNAGGS: I was thinkin>—that can’t
be a very big meetin’ tonight—everybody’s
objecting to it! There ain’t nobody left
to attend!

PEARL: Your Honor—

KNAGGS: 1 know—Mrs. Dewey. And
don’t «call me “Your Honor.” Tell her
I’m out to lunch—and that’s where I am,
darn it—out to lunch!

(WELLES: Father Hatton and Mayor
Knaggs went to school together when
they were.kids. Now Father Hatton hears
Mayor Knaggs at confession—every so
often. They meet for lunch all the time.
There was some coolness between them
during the Mayor’s gambling reform a
couple of months back when a fanatic, or
at least tactless, member of the police—
under orders to clean up every game in
town—embarrassed one of the church’s
bingo socials. Nothing serious, though,
and never any real difference of opinion.)

HATTON: Bill, I don’t agree with
you—

WAITER:

HATTON: Thanks.

KNAGGS: I wish you did.

HATTON: It isn’t just that these White
Crusaders *oppose the Church.—They’re
lined up by their own admission against
everything anybody could possibly mean
by Christianity.

KNAGGS: I know. I know. .

HATTON: Worse than that, they’ve
recruited every convenient branch of in-
tolerance. — They're anti-labor, anti-Se-
mitic—

KNAGGS: Anti-everything but them-
selves. Yeah, there’s a dozen more little
clubs here and there like the White Cru-
saders. All those nuts are the same.

HATTON: “Those nuts!” Bill, that’s
what they said in Germany!—about the
Nazis a while ago, when Adolf Hitler
was still on a soap-box. “Those nuts.”—
Nobody thought “those nuts” could do
any harm,

KNAGGS: Germany was a young de-
mocracy. Don’t forget it, her republic
was only a few years old and it lacked
experience. We're the oldest democracy
on the planet. We know our way around.
Gosh, I got too much faith in America to
think Colonel Egenhorn, or any reason-
able facsimile, could march in and start
givin’ us orders. Look at the way our

HATTON: Listen, Bill—

KNAGGS: Folks just won't stand for
it!

HATTON: They won't, if they can help
it. People are decent and good at heart.
They won’t listen to lies unless you make
them.

KNAGGS: I'm not makin’ ’em! Excuse
me for shoutin’—losin’ respect for cloth,
Father—

HATTON: Porget my cloth, Bill—

KNAGGS: Well, darn it all, I’'m not
makin’ anybody listen to lies! I'm just
upholdin® the Bill of Rights—

HATTON: Why do you think they’re
having this meeting?

KNAGGS: What?

HATTON: You heard me.

KNAGGS: Yes, I heard you.

HATTON: Let me tell you what you
know. Benton has a factory that makes
auto parts and ships ’em up east. Who
owns the factory? Nobody in Benton. Who
works in it?

KNAGGS: Everybody in Benton that’ll
take the wages.

HATTON: That’s the whole point! Now,
I don’t care about unions. Bill, they’re not
my concern. But last week a couple of
organizers were bheaten up in my parish.
One of them takes communion in my
church. I don’t want that to happen again.

ple from doing the wrong thing. (Pause.
Then almost angrily.) Do you understand
me?

KNAGGS: (Very quietly.) I under-
stand you.

(Pause.) Waiter!

WAITER: (Fading in) Yes, Mr. May-
or?

KNAGGS: Get me another piece of pie.

(WELLES: Mayor Knaggs is just about
as stubborn as they come. Yon may have
guessed that Father Hatton didn't con-
vince him. But he worried him sorely, be-
cause Mayor Knaggs could see that every-
thing the priest told him was true.)

KNAGGS: Sure it's true! And so’s the
Bill of Rights!

PEARL: What's that, Your Honor?

KNAGGS: The Bill of Rights!

PEARL: I didn’t understand you.

KNAGGS: You know what the Bill of
Rights is, Pearl. (Phone rings.) Answer
the telephone.

PEARL: No, I don't, vour Honor.

KNAGGS: Go to the public library and
look it up.

PEARL: All-righty. Shall 1 make a
transcript (Phone rings) and bring it back
to you?

KNAGGS: (Bellowing) Memorize it!
Learn it by heart! And then go to the cor-
ner of Main street and Central and re-
cite it! (Phone rings.)

PEARL: That’s a scream!

KNAGGS: Go on! Go out and find me
ten citizens like you that never heard of
the Bill of Rights! (Phone rings) Find
as many as you can! Bring ‘em back here
and I'll recite it!

PEARL: You mean I get the afternoon
off, your Honor? (Phone rings.)

KNAGGS: If you get out of here quick
enough!

PEART.: (Fading) Gee, thanks, You
better answer (Phone rings) the telephone.

SOUND: (Receiver being taken off the
hook.)

KNAGGS: Hello—and don't call me
“Your Honor ! —No, not you, Mrs. Dew-
ev!— (Start slow board fade—another
phone rings) Just a second, please.
(Sounds of receiver off hook) Hello?—
Just a minute. (Third phone rings) Hold
on a minute, please!

(WELLES: Three more calls came in
from Mrs. Dewey before the afternoon
was over. But, now, most of the calls
weren't complaints—more of them were
threats. Some political, some social—a
lot of them the kind of threats Father
Hatton was afraid of. These were all an-
onymous. By supper-time, Bill Knaggs had
listened to enough of them to know that
things were serious. For the sake of the
record, I must tell you that Pearl went
to the public librarv—after treating her-
self to a malted at Carter’s—and looked
up the Bill of Rights. She didn’t learn it,
of course; but she read it all through, in-

cluding the place where it says: “Congress
shall make no law respecting an establish-
ment of religion, or prohibiting the free
exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom
of speech or of the press; or the right of
the people peaceably to assemble and to
petition the government for a redress of
grievances.”)

It dide’t
come down from Mt Sinai, Bub—God
didn’t write it! Listen, *“this country with
its institutions belongs to the people who
inhabit it. Whenever they shall grow
weary of the existing government they
can exercise their constitutional right of
amending it or their revolutionary right
to dismember or overthrow it.”

hasn’t any moral or any message of mine
tied to it. It’s about morals and messages
though, and 1 was serious when I said
I hoped you'd d*aw your own conclusions.
1 don’t imsist thac nlayor nnaggs did the
right thing. 1 do believe thé subject is
worth conversation and I'd like to hear
Your opinion of how he solved his prob-
lem. Also, 1 admitted earlier that he
mightn't have solved it at all,

By nine o’clock the White Crusaders
had gathered. A lot of the members may
have been too scared to come, because
there wasn’t much of a crowd inside the
hall—The crowd was outside.)

VOICE: Get away from that
Knaggs!

VOICE: If you don’t break up that
meetin’, Knaggs, we will!

VOICE: Let us at them dirty

(WELLES: Half the town was there at
least. Central Street which runs past the
dance hall was jammed so you couldn’t
move.)

VOICE: Go on, Knaggs, get away!

KNAGGS: Why?

VOICE: We're goin’ in!

KNAGGS: You belong to the White
Crusaders, Charlie?

(Short silence, then low laughter from
the back of the crowd).

KNAGGS: There’s nothin’ to see in
there. Just a couple dozen "anonymous
citizens in fancy dress and there’s nothin’
to hear. Y’know what they're talkin’
ahout!

VOICE: We know!

KNAGGS: So do 1! They're talkin’
about scarin’ the Mexicans to keep ‘em
from votin’ for me!

(More muffled laughter.)

They’re talkin’ about keepin’ unions
out of the factory so’'s the town doesn’t
get any more of that money from up
north. Maybe that’s all right, but here’s
somethin’ that ain’t. They’re talkin’ about
hatin’ the Jews. We only got one Jewish
family in the county—the Mankiewicz's—
Anybody hate the Mankiewicz’s?

(Silence.)

Anybody want to join the White Cru-
saders?

(Silence.)

No, we got a better club out here. Not
so exclusive but more fun.

We're the Loyal Order of Fellow-men.
We're supposed to love each other—re-
member? The rules out here are easier
to follow, and we didn't make ‘em.

VOICE: (From the back of the crowd)
Aw, shut up, Bill, we’re gonna—

KNAGGS: (Sharply) What’s that? You,

door,

back there? Can’t see you! What’s your
namne? You got the floor!
(Murmurs).

No further
chair’ll resume.

VOICE: Why don’t you break up that
meetin’?

KNAGGS: Because I'm holdin’ one of
my own!

(Laughter and applause.) ,

Friends—

(Applause subsides.)

Friends, you all know perfectly well I'm
demagogue-in’ you. Sure, I'm demagogue-
in’ you same as Colonel' Egenhorn in there
is demagogue-in’ the Crusaders.

Only 1 ain’t fomentin’ and incitin’ to
riot! Just the reverse!

I ain’t kiddin’ you. You know I’m fili-
busterin’ ’til that gang breaks up. I don’t
like what’s going on in there any more’'n
you do. Believe me, I like it less than
most of you! You say this is a free coun-
try, and you got a right to stop a meetin’
if you want to. I say, it's a free country
and anybody can hold a meetin’!

You say, who's the Mayor to stand up
against the whole town?

1 say, who’s the town to stand up
against the Mayor it elected?

KNAGGS: As long as I’'m in office, the
laws are going to be obeyed. That’s what
I'm paid for. If you don’t like me, elect
somebody else! If you don’t like the laws,
change ’em!

But don’t start forbiddin’ anybedy the
the right to assemble. Democracy’s a
rare precious thing and once 'you start
that—you’ve finished democracy! Democ-
racy guarantees freedom of assembly un-
conditionally to the worst lice that want
it. If they don’t get it, they’ll go under-
ground so’s we can’t see ’em. Let ‘em
thumb their noses at the Stars and Stripes,
4Aust so long as they don’t touch it. Let
’em jeer at everything we're willin’® to
die for. That’s anybody’s right—the right
to jeer—the right to be what!s called
nowadays “un-American.” Like this White
Crusaders’ rally— that’s *“‘un-American
all right. But listen, if we break up that
meetin’, we’re “un-American”—for keeps!
A lot of you work in the factory and
you.want a union. How long would you
like it if I didn’t let you hold a strike
meeting ?

All of you’ve read the history books.
You know what the right to assemble and
worship God meant to 110st of those folks
that first eame here, the ones that couldn't

pray the way they wanted to in the old
country?—Are you convinced?

(Silence.)

Maybe so, maybe no. Anyway, vou're
not going to break the law, are you? All
right, neither’s the White Crusaders! Iet
’em raise a hand against a livin® soul,—
and by glory,—I promise you—the law’s
got ’em,

Hello, Colonel Egenhorn!

(Murmurs.)

Folks, the rally's over! You and your
dirty shirts goin’ home, Colonel?

(Laughs.)

EGENHORN: 1 demand a police es-
cort.

KNAGGS: I don’t guess you'll need it
Colonel.

EGENHORN: Well, I think I do.--

KNAGGS: I'in going to take a chance
on it. Good-night, Colonel. Folks—the
Colonel and his boys are askin’ for trou-
ble. Let’s not give it to ’em.

(WELLES: The crowd gave way and
let the Crusaders go home. They went
meekly. There wasn’t an illegal move.)

(Laughter.)

KNAGGS: Thanks, everybody. If vou
don’t like what I’ve done, please wait “til
Election Day—The meetin’s adjourned.

WELLES: Then the crowd broke up

nd Mayor Knaggs went back to where
ﬁis wife was waiting for him in the car
and they drove home together.

(Pause—then—music.)

BOYD (chairman of the Free Com:
pany): Like his honor, the Mayor, then,
let us stand fast by the right of lawful
assembly, But short of that, let us say
with that great fighter for freedom, Vol-
taire, “I disapprove of what you say. but
1 will defend to the death your right to
say it.”
