When Jack was still in knee breeches,
he played his fiddle at the Waukegan
theater and his talent soon became
so noticeable that several moneyed
citizens wanted to collect a fund to
send him to Europe for further study.

His actual embarkation on a fiddle-
playing career came about when he
and Cora Salisbury, who was pianist
in the theater pit, teamed up and
played the local circuit.

His next
partner was Lyman Woods, with
whom Benny appeared in-a medley
of classical numbers. “And the ‘Glow
Worm,'” adds the virtuoso, “and of
course ‘The Rosary'—everybody
played it then.”

dramatized by a stellar dramatic
cast, with graphic commentation by
the eye-witnesses, who saw the
stories happen. The program is pro-
duced by Robert Hafter, with music
by Lud Gluskin and seripts by Larry
Roman. The show’s announcer is Joe
Walters.

Miss Ross and Kroemer have an
average of twelve tangible leads to
follow each week to track down the
three stories used in the final air-
script.

Unique Search

To locate the witnesses to relate
them, the research workers spread
a net of phone calls, letters—and
well-worn shoe leather. Kroemer re-
members in particular the time he
decided to find the man who wit-
nessed what happened to '‘the chest-
nut tree” of Longfellow's famed ‘“vil-
lage smithy” poem. The wood from
the tree was used for an armchair
which was presented to the poet by
the children of Cambridge, Mass.

Kroemer discovered a man named
Edgar Dakin had been one of the
children in the Cambridge Public
School who made the presentation
of the armchair to Longfellow. In
a frantic attempt to locate Mr. Da-
kin, Kroemer conducted .a lengthy
correspondence across the country
to Cambridge and to Chicago (where
Dakin was reported to have moved),
then found that the man had come
to California and was living within
a half a block of the CBS studios
where “I Was There” is alred!
