BING'S OWN
HIT PARADE

{1l Crosby Has to Do Is Sing a Song
Once on KMH and It's in the Money

HEN Bing Crosby sings

a song on NBC's Kraft

Music Hall, it automat-

ically becomes a song

hit. Overnight, sales be-
gin picking up speed, calls for re-
cordings of it tax music houses, juke
box people include it in their lists
and Tin Pan Alley blooms suddenly
with another smash, while song plug-
gers get busy in radio studios, night-
clubs, with band leaders, top vocal-
ists and around hang-out spots of
musical people. Der Bingle’s voice
heard around the wprld, from the
most remote GI foxhole to the smart-
est cafe in Rio de Janiero, has given
new and lasting glory to another
song, destined to circle the globe
with words and music.

This has been true since Bing
Crosby inaugurated his radio show
for Kraft Cheese Corporation, Decem-

ber 5, 1935. On that day Bing se-
lected a song from his new Para-
mount picture, “College Humnor,"—
titled “Learn to Croon.” It was a per-
fect song for Crooner Crosby, and
one which became an immediate
sensation. As weeks passed, Bing
continued to see songs of his intro-
duction on‘the air hit the popularity
brackets.
“Been Lucky”

Says Bing of his song-picking: “I
knock off tunes from my own pic:
tures on The Hall, because it's good
business. I have been Iucky that so
many of them paid off.” (He's too
unassuming to admit the possibility
that he made those songs popular.)
“I rarely ‘discover’ a new song be-
cause I wait until the public discov-
ers a tune—then [ sing it because the
people like it,” he explains. “Once
In a while a song like the ‘Army Air

Corps Song’ comes along. Sure, I
sang it on the air first, but that kind
of a song you can’t hold down—not
in war times.”

From “Learn to Croon” on his first
show, Bing followed with another
Robin-Rainger ballad, “June in Janu-
ary,” and soon the whole nation was
singing it. The same year (1935), he
introduced “Boots and Saddles,” and
thereby started a new onrush of
western ballads. “Saddle Your Blues
to a Wild Mustang” was the second
of the series, which Bing first sang
on KMH early in February of 1936.
Close on its heels came “When It's
Twilight On the Trail,” “I'm Just an
Old Cowhand,” *My Little Buckaroo,”
and “Silver On the Sage,” right up
to the present cowboy song rage by
Cole Porter. “Don't Fence Me In.”

On New Year's Eve of 1936, a daffy
tune called “The Music Goes 'Round
and 'Round” was practically the na-
tional anthem, an overnight smash.
Juke boxes roared from every bar-
room, inn and cafe, radios in private
homes and public places gave it a
whirl and Bing scheduled it for his
XMH show the following Thursday.
From then on, it became more or less
a headache to listeners all over the
country, until it died a natural death.

Click Writers

In October of 1936, Bing Crosby’'s
song-writing pals, Johnny Burke and
Jimmy Van Heusen turned out a song
called “Pennies From Heaven,” for a
Crosby picture. It hit—big—and Bing
put the two young tunesmiths under
personal contract. Since-that time,
they have given him such outstand
ing national favorites as “I've Got a
Pocketful of Dreams,” *“I Haven't
Time To Be a Millionaire,” “Sunday,
Monday and Always,” “Going My
Way,” “Swinging On a Star,” (an
Academy Award song), “The Day
After Forever,” “Sleighride. in July,”
“If You Please,” “Imagination,” “It's
Always You,” and for Crosby's first
venture in producing a motion pic
ture, “A Friend of Yours,” from his
“The Great John L.” “It's Always
You” became a hit one year after it
was written and came as a surprise
to Burke and Van Heusen, who had
scratched it off their lists.

On Christmas Eve of 1936, Bing
sang “Adeste Fidelis" and “Silent
Night” on KMH for the first time.
By popular demand, he recorded the
pair of Christmas favorites for Decca,
and has sung the two on KMH on
every pre-Christmas show since.

On Christmas Day of 1941, Bing
added Irving Berlin's “White Christ-
mas,” from the Crosby film “Holiday
Inn,” and this has become known as
“Bing's song.” He has had more re-
quests for “White Christmas” from

‘men overseas than for any other

song he has ever sung.
Mercer Songs
Back in 1938, Bing heard a young
southerner named Johnny Mercer
sing, in a sort of gravel-throated sort
of way, “Small Fry.” He invited

The Skippy program is transcribed
weekly at the MacGregor Studio, 729
South Western Avenue, Los Angeles.
Only original storles are used, and
one top Hollywood personality is
starred on each show - personali-
ties like Herbert Marshall, Miriam
Hopkins, Larraine Day, Dana An-
drews, Vincent Price, Ruth Chatter-
ton, and Joan Bennett.

Mercer to guest on KMH and sing
the new song. Bing sang with him
and the public reaction to the duet
was so clamorous, the two made a
phonograph record of it. Later,
Johmny came wup with another
smoothie called “Mr. Meadowlark,”
which he wrote, with Bing giving it
a ride on the air. When Mercer
penned “Blues in the Night,” and
“The Waiter and the Porter and the
Upstairs Malid,” Der Bingle was
johnny-on-the-spot to sing them.
Latest hrain-wave of the clever Mer-
cer is the currently popular noveity,
“Accent.chuate the Positive,” which
Bing sang in “Here Come the Waves.”

Also in 1940, Bing warbled “When
the Swallows Come Back to Canis-
trano” and it was ‘“made.” Ditto
“Basin Street Blues.” “Frenesi,” “The
Hut Sut Song.” “Chattancoga Choo
Choo.” “'Tis Autumn” and “Deep in
the Heart of Texas.”

After the Pearl Harbor tragedy,
Bing-—war-conscious and eager to
help Mr. and Mrs. America remember
to buy war bonds, to continue their
home front work and to keep faith
while the boys were overseas, sched-
uled a constant stream of wartime
songs, which began with “Any Bonds
Today,” “Anchors Aweigh.” “The
White Cliffs of Dover,” “Field Artil-
lery March,” “The Army Air Corps
Song.” (Off we go into the wide, blue
yonder . . . "), “Marine Hymn,” “The
Bombadier Song” and “Johnny
Doughboy Found a Rose in Ireland.”
continuing through “Cranky Old
Yank.” and Private Frank Loesser's
sensational four, “Praise the Lord
and Pass the Ammunition,” “In My
Arms,” “The Road to Victory” and
“wWhat Do You Do in the Infantry?”

Bing didn’'t miss a trick. He sang
Guitarist Perry Botkin’s song, “I'm
Ridin’ Herd On a Cloud,” followed
with “Comin’ in On a Wing” and a
“I've Got Sixpence,” “There’ll Be a
Hot Time in the Town of Berlin,”
“Bless 'em All,” and last, but actu-
ally one of the first, “I'll Be Home
for Christmas.”

Elusive, Casual

Bing Crosby never talks for effect.
Completely uninhibited and natural-
ly a shrinker from wild applause or
loud acclaim he goes his successful
way attired in beaten-up ciothes of
assorted and heterogeneous combina.
tions, chews gum, smokes a pipe and
is as slippery as an eel, when ap-
proached for interviews or unneces-
sary conversations.

“For a survey of Bing Crosby’s char-
acteristics, check with any song plug-
ger who wears down the sidewalks
along Hollywood's Tin Pan Alley
(North Vine Street, across from NBC
studios). Any one of them will tell
you that Bing really knows how to

drop the curtain and back away
from you.

Meéaning that Bing never varies
from his rule of singing his own pic-
ture tunes dnd waiting until a song
is launched before he sings it. “I'm
broadeasting a show to entertain
people,” says Bing, “so why should I
force 'em to listen to some song that
I like? I am to please.”

Yet for all his modest disclaimers,
a song sung by Bing Crosby on Kraft
Music Hall seldom fails to become a
smash hit. “Home On the Range,”
“Ave Maria,” “Silerit Night” and
“Adeste Fidelis,” sung by him for
Auroratone (music in color), one of
his many projects, is being used in
hospitals all over the country to
quiet the boys from theaters of war,
whose nerves are jangled from their
terrific experiences in combat zones.
