"What wore me out was watching 
all those pretty girls," was Art's ex- 
p.anatton, which won him a scorch- 
ing look from his missus. Mr. and 
Mrs. Gilmore were -high - school 
sweethearts. "Another girl turned me 
down, so I took Grace instead, and 
never went with anybody else after- 
ward," Art summed up. 

"Personality Announcer" Aim 
At the time of our visit with the 

Gilmores, Art had been a civilian for 
just a few short weeks, but was al- 
ready -busy testing for prospective 
screen assignments (film acting is 
one of his chief aspirations), and 
preparing for his return to the micro- 
phone on CBS' "Dr. Christian" and 
"Stars Over Hollywood," KFI's "Bul- 
lock's Show" and Mutual's "Red 
Ryder" series. His radio goal is to be 
a "personality announcer" -one who 
delivers dialogue as well as corn - 
merctals (a la Bill Goodwin, Harry 
von Zell and the like). 

"It's a funny thing," Art laughed. 
"Even in the Navy, I didn't get away 
from the microphone ?' The announ- 
cer served as a fighter director 
aboard a carrier in the Pacific, and 
participated in the landings on 
Luzon, Okinawa, Iwo Jima and Leyte. 

"Before every big maneuver, the 
rumor- would circulate that 'after 
this one, we're heading home!'" 
Gilmore smilingly reminisced. "But 

there always seemed to be one more 
job to do. 

"We were expecting to go into the 
northern seas to join forces with the 
Russians, when the word of the war's 
end came through," he went on to 
relate. "Were we glad! We didn't 
relish the thought of swimming 
around in those icy waters if our 
ships should be hit." 

The carrier on which Art was 
stationed was struck just once, by a 
Jap kamikaze. No one was killed or 
critically injured, but Art grimly re- 
called that one man, a gunner, had a 
very narrow escape. A part of the 
fallen plane flew toward him, miss- 
ed his face by mere inches, knocked 
the sights off his gun and landed 
over the side of the ship into the 
ocean.

lege. After his second year in college, 
he quit school to join the Seattle 
CBS station as an announcer, came 
to Hollywood in 1936, worked first 
on KFWB, then KNX. 

Gilmore's first microphone assign- 
ment following his recent release 
from the Navy was an acting chore 
on NBC's "Pacific Story." He was 
absent from the Hollywood scene for 
over two years. 

Another pastime the mikeman ac- 
quired during the long months 
aboard ship vas wood- carving. He 
still enjoys doing it, and modestly 
displayed some finished samples of 
his work -a totem pole he made for 
his children, and two tiny figures of 
a Kentucky hillbilly and a pompous 
maestro.

Club" hit the local 
theaters, Sherman's 

handsome nephew, Glenn, was busy 
opening an, eaterie of his own on 
Hollywood's Radio Row. The novel 
restaurant is the realization of a 
dream born many years ago and 
threatens to be more than a chip' off 
the old Billingsley block. 

The story behind Billingsley's be- 
gan shortly after young Glenn aban- 
aoned Wall Street to go into the 
restaurant business at his prominent 
uncle's suggestion. He went to work 
as a checker in the Stork Club. He 
next became a steward and at last 
was promoted to the position of 
manager, a title which was his for a 
year until he was lured California - 
way to become head man of the 
famed Mocambo. 

Makes Friends 
From the Mocambo he moved on 

to the former Tropics on Vine Street. 
And, as the saying goes, felt the 
"time was ripe" for a place of his 
own. During his two year stay in 
Hollywood, Glenn had made many 
friends, among whom were promi- 
nent radio artists who convinced him 
he should settle along Radio Row. 
And so his square shaped, "tavern" 
restaurant is situated next door to 
Station KMPC and but a few steps 
from most of the networks and 
agencies. 

From the outside in, Billingsley's 
presents a picture of quiet, solid 
masculinity. The tavern motif is 
carried out_ by its panorama of a 
dozen or more of the best action

ing night. Host Billingsley explained 
the lack of essentials . to make the 
caterie function and how he had 
overcome his problems. Billingsley's 
features steaks and chops and boasts 
the brightest, shiniest kitchen, in 
town. 

"Regulars" 
Following the warm welcome from 

his numerous friends on opening 
night, Billingsley was equally 
pleased over the list of daily "regu- 
lars." Comedian Jack Kirkwood, 
whose office is upstairs, is a faithful 
patron and used Glenn as "bus boy" 
for a recent party he gave. In retali- 
ation he eats lunch downstairs and 
swears he's going to install a dumb 
waiter so all he has to do is shout 
for his food. 

The KMPC staff can be seen lunch- 
ing nearly every day as can Fletcher 
Wiley, Rudy Vallee, and Shirley Ross. 
Ginny Simms, who is an old friend 
of Glenn's, has promised to drop in 
the minute she returns from New 
York. 

In keeping with its radio theme, 
Billingsley's has inaugurated a Fri- 
day night sports cast at 11:30 o'clock 
emanating from 'his place.

zied activities that accompany a 
travelling big -top. 

In the summer and down South, 
all broadcasts' are put on outdoors, 
usually in a stadium or amphi- 
theater with a specially- constructed 
stage for the occasion. Frequently, 
temporary bleachers must be built to 
accommodate t h e onlookers. Tent - 
like dressing rooms are set up over- 
night a n d drinking fountains in- 
stalled for the use of the visiting 
artists. 

During the war it became more 
difficult to move the bands and tech- 
nical crews from one part of the 
country to another. Trains were late, 
reservations hard to get, and the 

transportation facilities acute. It has 
not been uncommon to have the 
technical crew of the show carry 
some of the baggage with them in 
pullmans. Certainly it was not novel 
for musicians to sleep with instru- 
ment cases stored in their berths. 

Missed Only Twice 
Yet, with the many handicaps that 

faced the radio troupes, only twice 
did the broadcast have to forfeit its 
scheduled program. Once, in a snow- 
storm, while members had to drive 
from one town to another by car, 
one of the orchestras was unable to 
reach its destination, and a substi-

tute program had to take over. An- 
other time, down South, the govern- 
ment switched a baggage car of a 
train which was carrying musicians' 
instruments to make way for army 
troops, resulting in another substitute 
show for the original "Spotlight" 
broadcast. 

Not one show has ever been missed 
out of the one thousand broadcasts 
due to engineering failure. More 
than half a ton of broadcasting gear 
travels with the production and 
engineering crew to every city, since 
many cities and towns are not 
equipped to handle the supplies 
needed for a network show. The 
heaviest pieces are dismantled so 
that no item weighs more than fifty 
pounds. The smallest is the three 
ounce microphone plug, which is so 
delicate that it must be carried sus- 
pended in a felt -lined case re- 
inforced with both oak and metal. 

On Sept. 21, 1945, "Spotlight Bands" 
celebrated its third birthday an- 
niversary. By the end of the year it 
will have been heard well over 
ene thousand times on the air. It 
would take an ordinary one- time -a- 
week program nineteen and a quar- 
ter years of broadcasting to be heard 
one thousand times. 

'Spotlight" has visited forty -seven 
States, Canada, Mexico and Hawaii. 
During its lifetime more than one 
hundred -and twenty -five topflight 
hands have appeared on the program. 
Such name bands as Gene Krupa, 
Frankie Masters, Xavier Cugat, 
Tommy Dorsey, Harry James. Jan 
Garber, Les Brown and Louis Prima, 
have been called hack for dozens of 
repeat performances. 

Hold Dances, Too 
To the men and women of the 

armed forces and to the war workers, 
"Spotlight Bands" has offered a 
means of perfect relaxation from 
grueling, hard work. In most of the 
camps, hases and production plants 
it has visited, "Spotlight" has given 
the weary men and women a really 
good time. Often the broadcast ema- 
nated from towns so small that no 
other coast -to -coast network program 
had ever visited them. For many 
persons, it was their first time to see 
a major broadcast in action. 

More than that, the sponsors of the 
show made 'it possible for each of the 
audiences to dance to the music of 
the band featured on the show as it' 
vistited each locale. Usually, a three 
hour dance follows each visit to a 
camp or base and members of the 
audience stay for the added enter- 
tainment. 

Frequently, too, "Spotlight" hires 
extra talent to amuse its audiences. 
For example, not long ago "Spotlight 
Bands" played at the huge Rubber 
Bowl in Akron, Ohio, when it saluted 
the entire rubber industry. Harry 

James and his orchestra drew a 
record crowd of some 50,000 persons. 
Before the show, the American 
Legion had a parade into the Bowl, 
followed by a company of Wacs and 
Waves marching in formation. 

After this, one hundred beauties, 
picked from the war plants, partici- 
pated in a pageant on the grounds 
as part of the impressive spectacle 
arranged for entertainment. Two 
high- ranking officials from the Army 
and Navy gave addresses, and then 
the program introduced several extra 
acts to amuse the enthusiastic audi- 
ence before the regular broadcast 
took to the air. After the perform- 
ance, James and his orchestra played 
dance music for the crowds while 
the jitterbugs who attended the show 
"went to town." It was a party not 
to be forgotten. 

On June, 1945, in Independence, 
Missouri, President Truman's sum- 
mer "White House," was saluted. 
Tommy Tucker and his orchestra 
gave the townsfolk something to talk 
about for many months. The orches- 
tra, after the.broadcast there, played 
for three hours while the crowds 
danced in the streets which the 
Mayor of Independence had blocked 
off for just that purpose. 

It was a gala event and the oc- 
casion marked the millionth mile of 
travel for "Spotlight Bands," radio's 
travelling "big- top "!

Friday Is Special 
So Whoa Billers make a mighty 

good audience and still have a lot 
of fun at their Friday meeting, When 
Uncle Whoa Bill, othe ?wise known 
as Nick Nelson, took over the pro- 
gram a little more than five years 
ago, he felt that the youngsters 
should have one of the five daily 
broadcasts in which to take part 
themselves, 'so Friday became an 
audience participation s h o w. As 
many children as the time allows 
come up to the microphone to sing, 
play or recite. It makes no difference 
whether or not they are talented. If 
they have made the effort to learn 
a song or poem they have their 
chance. 

Nicholas Bradford Nelson, alias 
Uncle Whoa Bifl, is a fellow who has 
always worked with children, likes 
them, and thinks he understands 
them. When the depression cut short 
a legal education at Loyola Univers- 
ity, Nick took to giving puppet 
shows. In fact Bullocks, the sponsor 
of the Whoa Bill Club, have had 
these puppet shows for children 
practically every Saturday for fifteen 
years. 

After this length of time in enter- 
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laming ana ieaaing children, Uncle 
Whoa Bill's observations have been 
that they may not know as much as 
you because they lack experience and 
schooling, but what they do know 
they are just as well aware of ps 4oú 
are and you would better not try any 
foolishness. 

The person who uses the approach, 
"and now little kiddies," isn't going 
to get anywhere. The opposite is evi- 
denced on the Monday meetings of 
the Whoa Bill Club. That's new mem- 
ber day and when the little pig and 
the rest of Uncle Whoa Bill's cohorts 
get to whistling the new members 
into the Club, it's reminiscent of the 
Pied Piper.

(Continued front Page lt) 
a month. He figured six girls, work- 
ing without too much pressure, could 
handle perhaps 20,000 letters a week. 
By the end of the second week, the 
mail was 150,000 for seven days and 
it was necessary to add three girls 
to the day staff and to put on a 
night staff of nine -workers who 
hurried into the room at nightfall 
like little gnomes, slit open the let- 
ters, and segregated them as to cate- 
gories for the workers coming in the 
morning to read. 

About half of the replies came -in 
rhyme. As for the reasons people 
can't stand Benny, they were divided 
between stinginess, ill- treatment of 
Rochester, ill- treatment of Fred Al- 
len, fiddle -playing, and miscellane- 
ous. In the miscellaneous category 
was a certain group wjtich seized 
the contest as an opportunity to write 
nostalgic and "Hello, I haven't seen 
you in a long time" letters. Some 
letters went even so far as to in- 
clude foot notes telling Benny they 
really loved him and that he 
shouldn't take the entry reply as 
anything more than a chance to 
latch onto same money -as who 
wouldn't, including Jack Benny? 

The accompanying box contains 
quotes which were chosen while the 
contest was still in progress and 
which were picked because they 
were typical replies. Some, sent in 
by Benny's friends, were not trying, 
to compete, but were intended as 
gags.
