KUSC programming originates
from two sources—discriminating se-
lection of this country’s and inter-
national broadecasting sources carried
to local listeners through tape and
recording. plus the diversified cul-
tural and intellectual contributions
of professors and students of the
USC campus.

Many of the drama programs are
of BBC origin, bringing players of
the Old Vie and such stage stars as
John Gielgud, Marius Goring, Flora
Robson and others.

Music of Russia, for example, was
a tape made by the American So-
ciety of Friends, a Quaker organi-
zation working on the international
scene.

Biographies in Sound is of domestic
origin and features the life stories
as told by their friends of such greats
as George Bernard Shaw., Ernest
Hemingway, Frank Lloyd Wright,
Carl Sandburg and sthers,

Rich In Subiect Matter

As may be imagined, the wealth
of material offered through the re-
sources of USC is equally rich in the
subject matter offered.

Interestingly enough, one of the
most popular KUSC programs—an
offering that would make any com-
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mercial broadcaster reach for his Mil-
town and gin—is Philosophy Forum.
Headed by USC’s Dr. William Werk-
meister, director of the School of
Philosophy, Philosophy Forum is a
lecture series presented by campus
and visiting professors of the various
schools of philosophy from Socrates
to Sartre. Is there an audience for
such a program? You can’t discount
the heavy tand highbrow) mail re-
sponse indicating this to be one of
KUSC’s most widely listened to pro-
grams.

Another program of this calibre
that has found wide response is
Renaissance Lectures, a series on that
period contributed to by USC’s top
men and guest philosophers.

Additional tidbits in this smorgas-
bord of intellect is Astronomy Tour
given by Dr. Gibhson Reeves, the
astronomer; Readings From Troy in
in which English department profes-
sors, including Dr. Frank Raxter,
present their favorite prose and
poetry readings: and campus visitors
such as Max Shulman, the writer,
and Robert Maynard Hutchins, for-
mer University of Chicago wonder
boy and now head of the Ford
Foundation.

“Not being bound by commercial
demands, KUSC feels itself fortunate
in being able to present programming
representative of the cultural life
and thought surrounding a great
university,” observed William Sted-
man, program director, speaking on
behalf of Dr. Kenneth Harwood, gen.
eral manager of the station and head

of the university’s Department of
Telecommunications.
“In programming, therefore, we

are in the position to offer a wide
variety of material not offered by
any other station,” Stedman said.
“We are of the opinion from our
studies that there are perhaps three
important factors in attracting
listeners to our programs — the
tremendous interest that is develop-
ing in hi-fi, in which, of course, the
FM broadcast fits; the discour-
agement of many radio and TV lis-
teners with the commercialization
and formulization of so much broad-
casting today; and the fact that a

KUSC-FM, operated by the
University of Southern California,
brings an ever-increasing circle of
listeners discriminating fare ranging

higher 1IQ audience does actually
exist and finds interest in weightier
subject matter than is generally of-
fered.”

Audience Reaction

That such an audience does exist
in Southern California is evidenced
by letter writing, many letters from
persons coming here from the east
who are looking for stations on the
coast carrying top calibre material
similar to that which they knew in
different parts of the country. An-
other sign of listener interest may be
gleaned from the fact that at a re-
cent Southern California hi-fi show
over 1000 requests were received from
potential listeners wishing to receive
the monthly KUSC program schedule.

Why is so little known tog the
general public about KUSC? One
factor is the reticence of academic
institutions to highly publicize activi-
ties, and, of course, the limited budg-
et for publicizing of programs.

KUSC-FM was founded in 1946
under the auspices of the Hancock
Foundation and is owned and op-
erated by the University of Southern
California under the supervision of
the Department of Telecommunica-
tions. Offices, three fully equipped
studios, and transmitter are located
on the USC campus.

KUSC-FM also plays another im-
portant role, that of a laboratory for
students of the Department of Tele-
communications. The station, how-
ever, is operated on a voluntary bha-
sis by undergraduate students head-
ed by graduate students working for
master's and doctor's degrees. Wil-
liam Stedman, program director, is
now working on a doctor’s thesis later
to be published in book form. His
subject is the story of the American
soap opera,

This fall sees the premiere over
KUSC of Fifty Years of Growth, a
documentary series bhased on Amer-
ica in the twentieth century for
which USC was awarded a $5000
grant by the Ford Foundation
through the National Association of
Educational Broadcasters. Depart.
ment of Telecommunications mem-
bers heading the pro’ect are Stuart
M. Cooney, Jr., producer; Edward
DeRoo, director; and Donald Price,
researcher and writer.

Only the other day 1
was asked why it was all right for
a woman lo go to the Brown Derby
without a hat, but must wear gloves.
Why? Well, I know some of the his-
tory of gloves, now I've got to find
out why they’ve become a symbol
of correct social attire™

Practically everything is grist for
Bob's mill. A hook of matches, a lead
pencil—“Did you know that swars

There's alwways an exciting
challenge in a chance remark
for the man whosc hobby 1s
the story Behind the Story

was stationed at Portland, Oregon.
During passes and leaves ] spent
many hours at the public library.
During this time I started sending
home notes in envelopes addressed
to myself to be ‘filed' in paper
cartons. Later, when I was sent to
the South Pacific this habit got me
into trouble.

“I had a letter from a relative back
home asking me what [ was up to,
that the F.B.I. had been making in-
quiries about me. Frankly, 1 thought
they must have been checking on
the wrong person, but the next thing
I knew 1 was dragged off by the
MPs to the colonel's office for ques
tioning. They thought I might be a
spy. And all because I'd been send
ing letters home addressed to my
self—written in my own particular
brand of shorthand. a sort of cryptic
code which no one else could trans
late except for a couple of words!
I'd been taking down notes on the
legends and early history of the
Chinese and Filipinos. using V-Maul
stationery, and the censors, making
a spot check had become worried.
Since we were at a secret bhase of
operations, making invasion maps.
close to General MacArthur's head
quarters, there was reason for pre
caution. It just hadn’t entered my
head that my notes looked suspicious.
Fortunately I was able to prove to
the colonel’s satisfaction that 1 was
just indulging in a harmless hobby.
But 1'd learned my lesson. no more
self-made shorthand during war
time!”

Legend or Fact

Bob has found that the fun of
research is discovering that a “fact”
reiterated down the vears is really
only legend. It becomes a game to
uncover the real truth. He has an
extensive reference library, about

100 o1 500 volumes. including Hones
Day by Day Book which goes back
to 1806, and Chamber's Book of
Dates. However. he always checks
three sources for each story in order
to get a complete picture.

He has corresponded with every
state library in his search for docu
mentary evidence, and some librar
jans have gone out of their way to
help him. If. when researching for
someone else, they come across a
story they think he might like. they
photostat it and send on to him. A
Massachuselts state librarian found
a story of two voung girls, the Bates
sisters, who by a bit of ingenuity
prevented the British from landing
in Scituate Harbor during the Rev-
olutionary  War. Checked through
two other records, photostats were
made of all three mentions and sent
on to Bob.

As one of the writers for Behind
the Story, Bob has written more than
a million words, and Marvin Miller

by Jean Corlis

has spoken them soft and shouted
them loud, has laughed and cried;
infusing into Bob's factual stories
the human element behind them.
Marvin considers the story of how
they chose The Unknown Soldier
Baob's best script, and in his narra
tion of this he was almost overcome
with emotion.

Interesting Origins

‘Pob’s favorite stories, though, are
the offbeat. or little known ones. For
instance, in reading through U. S.
Naval Institute proceedings to learn
the history of early paddle-wheel
hoats. he found a reference which
upset the common belief that the
Merrimae¢ was the first ciron-clad
vessel. Actually. a Frenchman by the
name of Labrousse had designed and
built several iron-clad ships for Na-
poleon 111, and these were engaged
in battle October 17, 1855

Another interesting story was that
of the first automobile. It was con-
structed by a Belgian Jesuit mis.
sionary to China, Ferdinand Verbiest.
Built 1n the courtyard of the Chinése
Emperor in the late 1600's it was
powered by steam. When the boiler
was fired up. the compressed steam
turned the axle.

So behind the story of Behind the
Story is the chance remark. the obh-
scure mention, the long, tedious
weeks of research, correspondence.
preparation and writing of a story
it takes just fifteen minutes to tell

“If | was just a writer I might find
all the necessary research a chore,”
Bob commented. “Since it’s a hobby,
it’s fun, but I'm even more en-
thusiastic about my real work—that
of production assistant on the Edgar
Pergen show, Do You Trust Your
wife?

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Wire Service

Wire Service is one of those things that should never
have happened to the newspaper profession.

Allegedly portraying the news gatherer of a wire serv-
ice, the first showing of this series was nothing more or
less than a tired plot hung around a newspaperman’s neck.
Steeped in cliche, even to the fortuitous bite of a rattlesnake
circumventing the lethal intentions of one partner to do
away with another by rolling a boulder on his unsuspecting
noggin, Wire Service is badly in need of competent news-
men if for nothing else than to reveal the facts of life to the
television plotters.

Even the most innocent television viewers would find
it hard to believe that a supposedly crack newspaperman
would, while trapped in an isolated desert spot, knock out
a story of a suspected murderer hovering around the news-
paperman’s neck. And what newspaperman—except in the
mind of a television writer—woul(P casually hand his copy
covering the skullduggery of uranium prospectors to the
subjects of his story for them to put over the wire?

Wire Service suffers from the fact that today’s television
watchers have seen top reporters of such calibre as Edward
Murrow at work. And it is hard to top the reality of seeing
ace newsmen in action as brought to television in Big Story,
true stories of professional newspapermen. Today’s sophisti-
cated audiences are hardly to be taken in by old plot clap-
trap as offered in Wire Service.

Wire Service suffers from the lack of what I would call
the “Jack Webb approach,” that is, a careful and intensive
study of the subject matter. It will be remembered that cops
had become pretty routine stock characters until Webb gave

from hundreds of famous-brand items!

them reality and vitality. Wire Service offers this same possi-
bility for turning up with a strong series of dramas.
The fact that Wire Service also suffered from its length

of one hour, poses a problem that will come increasingly to
the fore as television shows lengthen, as they seem to be at
this time. An audience will put up with a tedious picture
in a motion picture house for the simple reason that having
paid an admission, human nature usually demands that
money’s worth be obtained.

NGB 4 Walter Winchell Show

Walter Winchell is a slice of Americana that has made
itself a part of the scene whatever one may think of Mr.
Winchell personally.

Winchell has an enduring power of personal magnetism,
charm, or call it what you will, that has insured his survival
against all odds. Few radio and television performers have
the distinction to have members of his unseen audience
denounce him on any number of grounds and then turn
around and listen to him spellbound.

In his new show Winchell is still Winchell with his
sharp, breathless and brassy charm. Which is to say that the
old maestro is in top form and will still draw a wide audi-
ence, including those who profess to dislike him.

With the experienced newsman’s nose for drama, Mr.
Winchell puts together an exciting bill of entertainment.

Sooner or later the comparison will be made between
Winchell and Sullivan. And it would be interesting to specu-
late as to the competition between the two were the shows
posed opposite each other. Although in the realm of pure
speculation one cannot help but wonder if perhaps the
present Winchell show is a try-out for later pitting against
the formidable Sullivan. Both are former newspapermen and
columnists, and both possess a strong sense, well-honed by
experience, of what spells excitement to the public. And
I’'m not so sure that Winchell might not come out the victor,
judging by his present pace. Bill Weber.

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ITTLE DID ANYONE know what would hap-
pen to the TV scene when The $64.000 Ques
tion and The $64.000 Challenge became such
sensations.

They say that imitation is the best form
of flattery. Well, if that is the case, the 864.000 shows
are sure being flattered.

A rash of giveaways is flooding television now —
with the money offered skyrocketing to incredible—and
often ridiculous—amounts. The first to follow The $64.000
Question was The Big Surprise, which offers money up
to $100.000. It hasn't lived up to its cxpectations. [t
proved that the money wasn't the answer to a successful
show. but that the people who appeared were.

In spite of the disappointing showing of The Big
Surprise. other quiz shows are sprouting like weeds and
all are assuming that the bigger the giveaway the more
spectacular will be the success. There are bound 1o be
a4 few disappointing results in that line-up.

CBS Oftfers

One of the more recent shows is CBS-TV's High Fi-
nance. This one stars the very personable and likeable
Dennis James as host and is based on the premise of
trade and barter. Each week three contestants aim for
their life’s dream and answer questions based on news
in the daily newspapers. The payoff amount is $75.000.
depending on how far cach contestant chooses to trade
or barter for his objective.

A Navy commander, Andrew J. Taylor, already
walked off with winnings totaling $i4.000. He got a
miniature golf course and driving range in Daytona
Peach. Florida, two cars worth $3000. $5000 worth of
stocks and $30 left in the cash stake.

Another upcoming CBS-TV show is Giant Step. which
will give kids from 7 to 17 a chance to compete for schol-
arships to a college of their choice or a trip around the
world. This at least gets the younger set in the act and
gives them something really worthwhile to aim at

NBC Shows

NBC-TV has a few on tap, too.

Its new show, Twenty-One, has already started roll-
ing and offers unlimited cash awards. It’s played by
two contestants, previously selected on the basis of their
knowledge. who compete for 21 points by answering
questions from an assigned category. To prevent the con-
testants from knowing of the others’ progress, they are
isolated in two miniature TV studios fully equipped
with microphones and cameras. The categories are the
same for both but change after each set of questions is
asked. The -contestants can win from one to 11 points
for each correct answer but the higher the number chosen
the more difficult is the question. If a contestant can't
answer the puzzler, the number of points the question
is worth is deducted from his score. The first to get
91 wins and receives $300 a point for the difference be-
tween his score and that of his opponent. The winner
then can win more by competing against a new opponent.
And a contestant ¢an continue to appear and win as long
as he bheats his challenger. Sounds involved—and it is.

NBC also launched Tic-Tac-Dough for the daytime
with Jack Barry emcecing. This one is the old familiar
came of tick-tack-toe. The winner gets $100 but can
increase his winnings indefinitely.

Another NBC projected quizzer is The Most Beautiful
Girl in the World with a jackpot worth $250,000 for the
most talented, beautiful and intelligent female on the
face of the carth. At least this one will offer some at
tractive scenery.

Then there is Bert Parks and his ever-present Break
the Bank which goes on NBC and is offering a new for
mat and a jackpot of $250.000. This is a sizable change
from the former vears when Break the Bank offered good
entertainment but nothing as staggering as its present
payoff.

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Why Groucho
idn’t Quit

T HAS BEEN no special se-
cret that Groucho Marx has
been concerned about several

things in connection with his |

career and his NBC.-TV and

radio You Bet Your Life. It
also has been no secret that
greatest wit on TV and radic today
was thinking of calling it a day.

These, then, are the facts bhehind
Groucho’s feelings about his future.

There are over €030 actors regis-
tered in this town and vet of this
lot there are only about 10 who can
be called real comedians. The conclu-
sion to be drawn js that comics, the
top.drawer variety, are a rare species,
a perishable commodity. Many of this
country’s best comedians have tried
regular shows on TV and most of
them have broken down under the
pressure, They have also heen treated
in a shameful way by a fickle pub-
lic and an even more inconsiderate
use of their talents,

“Once comedy shows went into a
slump.” Groucho has said. *people be-
gan to lose interest in TV itself, since
comedy is, after all, the backhone of
the entertainment business. 1 per-
sonally feel that the treatment given
our finest comics is disgracefui. They
should be taken care of—not used as
footbalis.”

Groucho is about the only comedi
an around who has survived on TV—
and after 10 years in the medium he
is stronger than ever, Part of this may
be due to the interesting personali-
ties on his program and because he
is not the entire show, although he
has to carry the biggest load. Still,
Groucho has given his future much
thought.

His Views

He is no kid any more. He's well
enough off financially so that he
doesn’t have to work. tle’'s been a
headliner for 45 years. lle feels, there-
fore. that he’s foolish to work as
hard as he does for 39 weeks of the
year.

“Why Kknock my brains out any-
way since the taxes take about all
I earn?” Such is his reasoning.

His health is also a consideration.
Whiile he is very healthy and while he
1akes care of himself, he is subiect to
colds and the stages on which he
works are quite drafty with their often
erratic air conditioning. So why risk
his health when he doesn’t have to?

Groucho weighed all these things
and then decided to carry on with
his show until someone says to him,
“Groucho, you're slipping.” The rea-
sons he made up his mind to remain
are twofold: (1) he is enough of a
showman to appreciate the applause
and to enjoy being told by people
they like him and his work, and (2}
he feels a deep loyalty to those co-
workers whose oavn living depends on
his staying with You Bet Your Life.
He doesn’t want to let them down

Changes

There will, however, be some
changes in the Groucho show,
changes that he has suggested to
make his load a little lighter. His
fellow workers are also anxious to
do everything ta protect him since
thev know how deeply he has bheen
affected by the sudden passing of
such close friends as Fred Allen, Rob-
ert Sherwood, Isidore Lindenbaum
and others. They know how their
deaths not only shocked him but
made him afraid.

In the past, Groucho filmed inter-
views with three couples each week
for a half-hour show. This was bad
because too often it was necessary to
cul many of the hest laughs in order
to fit everything into the allotted
time. Groucho decided it was wrong

1o waste this good material, so films
will now be made of the three cou-
vles but each couple will go for the
$2000 top-prize money.

This is a change from the previ-
ous format in which the three com-
peted against each other for a chance
at the big money. By shooting the
show in this way, the film editor can
take the best of the three for one
show —or, if time allows, use all
three. This will give Groucho a back-
log so that he will have some weeks
off in which he won’t have to report
for filming.

The emphasis, however, will still
be on the contestants themselves and
there will bhe the desire to get the
most interesting people possible. To
line up contestants, three men are
now daily interviewing likely possi-
bilities. And those from foreign coun-
tries will be given the same extra
consideration as always. Altogether,
there have been contestants from 58
countries on the show. Few people
realize how much Groucho has done
for the United Nations and for bet-
ter understanding among peoples by
his use of those from other lands on
You Bet Your Life.

Groucho’s future, then, is in your
hands. As long as you want him
around, he’ll be there.
