UARDIAN ANGELS come

in strange guises, but in tele-

vision, and especially at Re-

vue Productions, he goes by

the name of William Koz-

lenko. It is his job to provide
and recommend story material to stars
when they want to appear in a video
play.

Television is both a prodigious de-
vourer of writers and a frightening
electronic giant that makes even the
most blase stars think twice before go-
ing in front of the cameras.

Most of them approach TV as they
might a cobra — scared stiff. Because
they are afraid of not appearing at their
best with twenty million or more view-
ers, they invariably beat a path to
Kozlenko’s door to” confer directly or
indirectly with him about the stories
and parts they want to play.

Kozlenko, story consultant for Revue,
is the man who finds and recommends
material.

“There are plenty of TV scripts
floating around Hollywood,” he ex-
plained, “but good ones are rare. And
when an established star decides to
take the video plunge, he or she isn’t
worried about the money in it. They
can’t keep much of it anyhow.

“The stars are after good stories, off-
beat parts that will not only make them
look good but the kind of roles they
don’t usually play in pictures.”

Abundance

Kozlenko, who selects and recom-
mends stories for the General Electric
Theatre, Playhouse of Stars, Studio 57,
and the upcoming show, Crisis, has
a?proximately 75,000 short stories and
plays in his library, sufficient to provide
the needs of these and other dramatic
programs. Somewhere among all these
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WILLIAM KOZLENKO IS AUTHOR of “Men and Women," “Acts of Violence,”
and “Jacob Comes Home," a short play which won the National Thespian Award in
1942. He has a novel, “Star in the Dust," in preparation.

anthologies and collections is the ap-
propriate vehicle for a particular star.
Often he comes up with three or four
stories and lets the producer and the
star take their choice. When the final
selection is made, it is then turned over
to a writer who whips up a script angled
at showing the star off at best advantage.

Kozlenko's ability to come up with
the right combination has made him in-
valuable to those performers who might
ordinarily shy away from television.
Being himself a noted writer and editor
of Seventeen play and story anthologies,
one of which he did in association with
Ernest Hemingway, Kozlenko has
]ﬁ)roven himself to be quite adept in

nding story material for stars making
their TV debuts.

Among those who have availed
themselves of Kozlenko’s story and play
experience are Greer Garson, Gene
Kelly, Bette Davis, Donna Reed, Linda
Darnell, Tony Curtis, Piper Laurie,
Robert Cummings, Lew Ayres and Ce.
leste Holm. He has also provided
winners for Rosalind Russell, Ray Mil-
land, Jimmy Stewart, Henry Fonda, and
dozens of others.

Play’s the Thing

“It’s been said many times,” he de-
clared, “that the story is the most
important thing. The best actor can
loo'i,c like an amateur if the play isn’t

right.

“The stars realize no matter how
ood their performance, if the stary
goesn’t fit them like a wardrobe, their
careers can be hurt. And performers,
just like the public itself, are getting
more selective all the time.

“It’s even affected motion pictures. If
a producer doesn’t come up with a top-
notch script or story he'll have difficulty
getting big-name players.”

Kozlenko believes that TV drama is
gradually catching up with motion pic-
tures—thanks to the ever more discrimi-
nating viewer. “Audiences can flip the
dial when they get mediocre programs,”
he declared. “In the movies, because
they had paid to get in, they just have
to sit around and suffer.”

Kozlenko is determined to continue
finding even more unusual and out-
standing story material that will not
only attract other stars and make them
and the sponsors happy, but will strive
to broaden the scope of the television
play and ultimately break through the
barriers and restrictions of censorship
and taboos to win an even larger
audience. He, for one, doesn’t under-
estimate the intelligence of the average
viewer. Give him or her a play that is
provocative, entertaining and adult, and
presented skillfully and in good taste,
Mr. and Mrs. Average American will re-
spond intelligently and enthusiastically.

ERTAINLY the hottest young
star in show business today
is 19-year-old Tommy Sands.

Six months ago Tomnmy
was just a kid who sang very well on
Cliffie Stone’s Hometown Jamboree. He
also had recorded a song called “Teen-
Age Crush” for Capitol Records. Then
he did a Kraft Theatre show, “The
Singing Idol,” his record was released,
and Tommy Sands became the hottest
name in the business.

Records —

His first record for Capitol — his first
for anyone for that matter — is well on
its way to the 2,000,000 sales mark. In
fact, Tommy got his gold record for a
million sales very shortly after the re-
lease. It was the fastest breaking record
in the history of Capitol except for
Tennessee Erie’s “16 Tons.” Tommy’s
first album, “Steady Date” is also going
great. The same success story applies to
Tom;ncf"s latest singles: “Goin’ Steady”
backed by “Ring My Phone” and “My
Love Song” backed by “Ring-A-Ding-A-
Ding.”

TV certainly made a star out of
Tommy. He recently played an engage-
ment at the Roxy Theatre in New York
and was such a sensation he was held
over for an extra week. The huge mob
at the stage door waiting for him forced
the theatre to set up a table in the
lobby so Tommy could sign autographs
—and so he could get out the stage
door. But even this helped but little
fiince the adoring fans still hounded the

oor.

Tommy also had to move from his
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hotel to an undisclosed place because
of the kids who swarmedp all over him.
It was even impossible for him to walk
down a street without a guard. This was
his second visit to New York —and a
real eye-opener to him. The first time
in New York was for the Kraft show
and Tommy was known by no one.

“I just couldn’t believe all that hap-
pened to me in New York the last time,”
Tommy said, shaking his head. “I don’t

,getit.”

None of Tommy’s closest friends, ex-
cept possibly Cliffie Stone, his manager,
and Mickey Freeman, his press agent,
expected there to be such a furore over
him. There is no longer any doubt in
anyone’s mind, though, that Tommy is
on his way.

Life Changed?

Tommy’s life hasn’t changed much

otherwise since his success.

“About the only real changes are
that I bought a convertible Ford,”
Tommy said. “I always walked every-
where. And my mother and I moved
out of the no-bedroom apartment we
used to have into a two-bedroom one.
Nothing else has changed.”

Tommy is, naturally, different as a

person in that he has more confidence,
more assurance, and more maturity now.
When he talks you get the feeling he

knows exactly what he wants, where
he’s going, what matters.

Tommy's primary ambition now is to
be a good entertainer — to be an actor
of note, to do night club work, to make
good records. “I want to be good in all
phases of show business,” Tommy has
said. “And the more pressure I get put
on me, the more challenges the better.
I like to have to work hard for some-
thing.”

He has met challenges with determi-
nation since he was eight. This was
when he started a career. He taught
himself to play a guitar which his family
bought for him on the installment plan.
However, he was not allowed to take
the instrument until it was all paid for
so he’'d go to the store and play in the
back room. He was eight when the final
payment was made.

With that he went to a radio station
and was given a job there. As the years
went on, he got a job in Chicago where
he was born on August 27, 1937 on a
local TV show called “Lady of the
Mountain.” Then he returned to Shreve-

port where he was active as a deejay
and TV personality.

“After that my mother and I went
to Houston where I went to high school
and did radio and TV work,’ Tommy
said. “It was here I got my first chance
at acting — with the Alley Theatre.”

While at Houston Tommy was dis-
covered by Colonel Tom Parker, Pres-
ley’s manager, who signed him to a
contract and gave him the country
music belt to play. After this he came
to Hollywood where he met Cliffie
Stone, auditioned, got a job with
Cliffie’s show, and became his client.

Ken Nelson

Another man has had much to do
with Tommy’s career too. He is Ken
Nelson who produces records for Capi-
tol. In fact, it was Ken who not only
launched Tommy’s record success but
also produced the first pop record,
“Young Love,” for Sonny James and
Gene Vincent’s first record — both sold
over a million ea$h.

Ken met Tommy three or four years
ago. At the time| he thought Tommy
had talent but he advised the kid to
wait. .

then,” Ken has commented. “But I did
tell him to come to see me at Capitol
in three or four years and we'd sign
him.” _

When Cliffie took on Tommy he con-
tacted Ken, who was a friend of his,
and the first record got underway.
Tommy also signed with Capitol.

Tommy is very serious about every
phase of {nis work. He can take criticism
and direction easily. When it comes to
his records he leaves most of the deci-
sions up to Ken as to the numbers he
will record, but Tommy has also made
some good suggestions. Capitol, inci-
dentally, is probably the most lenient
of all recording companies with its
talent in that it doesn’t dictatorially in-
sist that a performer record only num-
bers of its own choosing.

Tommy knows what is right and
what is wrong for him. He is a per-
fectionist too in his work. This is an
attitude that Ken Nelson highly re-
spects.

' Romance?

Now that Tommy is idolized by so
many young girls it is natural to wonder
about his own private life. He does
have dates — mainly with Molly Bee,

“I don’t care what a girl looks like
so much as I want her to be companion-
able,” Tommy said. “And it’s great if
she can ride a horse since riding is my
favorite sport. It’s important to me that
she is spiritual-minded, that she has a
faith, and that she likes a home. As for
a career, I don’t care if she is in show
business or not.

“However, I'm not getting serious
with anybody now. I'm younF. I have
plenty of time. And I've a ot to do
before I feel I'm ready for marriage.”

That “lot to do” item is the under-
statement of the year. Tommy Sands is
undoubtedly the show business find of
1957. And his increasingly crowded
calendar and his growing gank account
will prove that to him.

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HAT DASHING vyoung
cavalry lieutenant in the
pretty uniform isn’t really
Rip Masters. He's just plain
Jim Brown, neighbor, who puts up his
own redwood fences; putters around in
the yard weekends, builds things in his
woodworking shop and teaches young-
sters to play tennis. Talking to Jim is
like visiting with the guy next door be-
cause of his easy, friendly personality.

“Kids, of course, know me only as
Lt. Rip Masters, but I'm always happy
to learn that their young mothers re-
member me from the movies as Jim L.

“I've been able to keep track
of it better that way, and I've become
acquainted with many of my fans since
my movie days. I get a kick out of the
fact that some of the members today are
children of girls who were fans when

However, he expects to have a1 new
record released in the Fall and it is
possible that it may be worked into the
show.

As Lt. Rip Masters, Jim travels all
over the country making personal ap-
pearance tours with his co-stars, O'Hara,
Rusty and Rinty, and he also makes

appearances by himself as just Jim L.
Brown.

“Recently in San Jose after a rodeo,”
said Jim, “three or four giggling teen-
age girls stood in line waiting for an
autographed picture.

HIRLEY TEMPLE BLACK DREW a full house for her press
S conference in NBC-Burbank’s executive lounge. She
acquitted herself beautifully. What a lovely, poised, un-
assuming young matron!

MacKenzie were holding sway and where press man Bert
Perry and manager Dan Merrin all but gave us the very ele-

ant Flamingo. As for Jack and Gisele, they made night club

istory. Jock remarked how very nervous he was opening
night and yet when I caught the act you would have thought
he’d been in clubs all his life. As a matter of fact, he has
quietly confided he was beginning to enjoy the whole thing.
His show was a knockout — one of the best anyone in Vegas
or anywhere else ever saw. Jack uncorked his usual brand of
humor, such as his first remark when he ambled on stage to
loud applause. There was a pause while he surveyed the
audience. In his droll manner, he said, “He looks so much
younger on TV— that’s what you're thinking, isn’t it?” In
commenting about his stint he said, “This night club busi-

ness is an easy life. You do two shows a night, get to bed:

by 4:30 or 5:00 and then just when you get to sleep a bomb
goes off at 5:15 and lights up your whole room.” Naturally
he had to talk about his stinginess. As he explained it, “I'm
not stingy. In fact, I throw my money away.” A pause and
he added, “Not far.” In describing his eyes, which he said
were blue, he remarked “They're a lazy lagoon blue.” Jack,
in short, was great. And so was Gisele, who displayed more
versatility and talent than you expect even from her. You'l
be reading more about her in a future issue of TV-Radio Life.

That same evening went to the Dunes to see Larry Steele’s
“Smart Affairs” show which was a fast-paced, spirited sepia
revue with Sir Lionel doing a shocker of a dance. Dressed

in gold paint and not much else he really jolted the midnight
show audience. Rochester,. from Jack Benny’s manse, was
starred on the bill but he hadn’t had a chance to break in
his act enough yet. He did some good dance numbers but
his comedy material wasn’t up to his standard.

The next day was at the Sahoro to talk to Ray Bolger who
was opening there. Ray had just wound up Washington
Square for NBC-TV and I was interested in his new TV plans.

“TV plans for next year are nil,” Ray remarked. “I don't
want to do a series show again, and that’s definite. To try
to do a musical comedy show each week is dynamite. I used
to wake up in the middle of the night almost yelling from
the tension of trying to think of a new idea for a dance
routine.

““Washington Square did help to get me an entirely new
audience who hadn’t seen me before. If we had had that
show on at night I think it would have been a big success.
The Sunday afternoon slot was murder. But NBC had no
network night spot open for us next year so we had to call
it off. For the present, I am making no plans, although I'm
considering a Broadway show, possibly Meredith Willson’s
‘Music Man.’

“One of the reasons I feel Washington Square didn’t be-
come the hit it could have been was because we weren't able
to establish a family of real ‘characters’ around the Square.
Consequently, I felt we only had a title and we had no time
to establish a format, a definite groundwork.”

Thanks again to Joe Bleeden and NBC for the Las Vegos
whirl.

ED GENTLY into the Saturday sum-

mer night line-up by host Paul Doug-

las, Adventure Theater looms as
something a bit more substantial than a
mere replacement for the Hit Parade. And
for those fans who prefer well-done mys-
tery and suspense instead of the current
musical tastes Adventure Theater is re-
placing, this Saturday time slot offers
good entertainment.

It should be noted that the series is
English-made. I say this not as an appeal
to the Anglophile or a threat to the Anglo-
phobe, but simply because there is a
point to be made. There seems to be an
unmistakable quality to the British-made
thriller which pertains to their stage plays,
pictures, and in this instance, to the
television film. Perhaps it is the awareness
that the criminal first of all is a human
being and that his:acts of criminality af-
fect a wider circle of human beings than
the proverbial corpse and cops that make
up Sle stock American thriller. Thus, we
see a criminal first as a human char-
acter with actual relationships with those
about him rather than as a quarry whose
whole existance is somewhat in the
nature of a mechanical greyhound to be
pursued by the law.

With this emphasis on character, the
pace, insofar as physical action, is much
slower, permitting the building of sus-
pense on interplay of character which
intensifies the suspense element by deep-
ening and broadening it rather than fol-
lowing a too thin. line of development
based solely on physical derring-do.

Achieving this calls for a goodly
amount of significant detail in exploration
of the character and his relationship to
others. Emphasis on character as the
mainspring of any story, suspense or

otherwise, eliminates any stereotype con-

cept of the criminal .and bears out the
fact that the most charming, quaint, or
delightful individual may a sinister
human, and all ‘the more repugnant be-
cause of a superficial likability. In short,
the British quite soundly refuse to recog-
nize that there is a so-called criminal
type easily reclci)gnizable by every man,

woman and chi

Fortunately this is carried out in cast-
ing by “casting against” the role with
actors possessing a quality quite foreign
to the generally accepted criminal ex-
pected by audiences. Such a device, of
course, greatly heightens the effect of
reality. Casting in this series is excellent,
as is the direction.

Although the thought of a show being
listed as a. summer replacement often has
an unfortunately derogatory connotation,
itis a consumation devoutly to be wished
that Adventure Theater might perman-
ently replace some of the current efforts-
at suspense stuff.
