Why? Because the kids can dance to 
it.

gone and tomorrow not yet here? NOW 
is the only everpresent we can know. 
So, to me, the new day is all that really 
counts. 

It seems to me that no matter how 
hard we try, we do less with each dav 
than we should — or could. “There’s 
always tomorrow” is, of course, a bless¬ 
ing when today gets cluttered up with 
all the things we’ve failed to do. And 
I guess failing is something human be¬ 
ings will always have in common — 
and plenty of! Paradise isn’t yet! And 
when it is, I’m sure well have become 
something far beyond being humans — 
we’ll be Angels! 

4. How do you manage to get so 
much out of life? What is your 
philosophy for a full life? 

I know I’ve been very' fortunate. And 
I know I’d better be grateful! Gratitude 
is an imperative ingredient for getting 
the most out of every day — and that’s 
what life’s made of, isn’t it? I believe 
that religion is the essential governor 
of one’s life and conduct. If it isn’t, I 
just plain can’t see how one’s life can 
mean anything much. 

I know, as I said, that I’ve been very 
fortunate. And I know that everything 
worth while that has happened to me 
has been the result of prayer. Even 
when my prayers have been answered 
with blessings so disguised it seemed 
like they hadn’t been answered at all! 
I’ve discovered these prayers have been 
answered in the most important way of 
all. It isn’t ever easy to recognize these 
answers, no matter how sure you are 
about prayers always being answered. 
We still ask for what we want — even 
when we know we should seek His 
Will. And, when we don’t get what we 
ask for — well, sometimes we’re pretty 
dense about accepting what we get. 

I love the quotation written in our 
guest book a few years ago by a very' 
brave man. He is a priest — a mission¬ 
ary who worked with the underground 
in China in World War II. He effected 
the rescue of some of Doolittle’s flyers 
from the Chinese Communists. He’s 
the happiest man I know. He hasn’t a 
material possession in the world. Once 
I wanted to give him a book. He shook 
his head. “Every six months I give away 
everything I own. I’d only have to give 
it away in six months.” 

I’ve since read several versions of 
what he wrote in our guest book, but I 
love best the version he wrote. 

“Give us the strength to accept 
with serenity' the things that can¬ 
not be changed: give us the 
courage to change the things that 
can and should be changed: give 
us the wisdom to distinguish one 
from the other.” 

After he’d been our guest he returned 
to his missionary — and underground¬ 
work. He was taken prisoner and held 
for a long, long time. About three years 
ago he was released. We’ve not seen 
him again, but he left us a very vital, 
valiant example — and a prayer. 

5. Do you think there should be a 
spiritual emphasis in a new year? 

I think there should be an emphasis 
on spiritual values every day. To me 
this is a simple fact: without spiritual 
growth we’d be lost. And I’m sure that 
it is a fact which is becoming more and 
more apparent, and is being accepted 
more and more. 

I think that the simplicity and sin¬ 
cerity of our President’s emphasis on 
spiritual values has had a greater im¬ 
pact on our time than many people 
realize. 

6. Do you like the Chinese idea of 
clearing up all debts for the new 
year? Could this be done among us— 
a sort of cleaning house? 

I think clearing up all debts is a 
wonderful idea! The Chinese are very 
wise — those that are true to their great 
and ancient civilization. But I don’t 
think clearing up all debts should await 
the new’ year, necessarily. I like to get 
rid of debts as fast as possible — and 
when I can do it any old day will do! 
7. What do you think of the new 
year as far as TV is concerned? What 
changes do you see ahead? And do 
you plan any on your show? 

I think the new' year will be a won¬ 
derful one for TV. There’ll be some fine 
progress - and this will be true of TV 
from now on — and on. In new year 
after new year. TV’s an integral part 
of our lives and its refinements will con¬ 
tinue. 

I believe that the motion picture did 
a tremendous job in education - be¬ 
yond the power of w'ords — and I’m 
sure that television has got to carry on 
that w'ork — and none can do it faster 
— than motion pictures. Well still need 
motion pictures galore, but TV will 
soon let us see world news when it’s 
happening, wherever it’s happening — 
any place on earth! Maybe this new 
year will be the year when the barriers 
of distance will be overcome. But 
whether it’s this new year or the next, 
it’s for sure.

As far as 
I m concerned, our company and crew 
is the greatest in the world and we’re 
all possessed by an enthusiastic ambi¬ 
tion to make each teleplay — for the 
smallest screens in the world — as pro¬ 
duction perfect as anything filmed in 
Cinemascope, Vista Vision, Cinerama, 
or Todd AO! 

Five years ago, I suspected television 
would be the most exciting medium in 
the w'orld. That suspicion has been 
fully confirmed! It took me nearly 25 
years to make 87 motion pictures. In 
one-fifth of that time, by the end of 
my fifth TV season, III have made tw'ice 
as many television films! No wonder 
motion picture-making seems SLOW 
to me, now. 

Let’s face it — I’m a ham. And I’ve 
got an actress’ dream-job — the chance 
to play, in one season, from twenty to 
thirty different roles, with only one 
thing in common — they musn’t bear 
any resemblance to each other! That 
keeps our writers on their toes, believe 
me.

Twentieth Century is one of those 
rare things in television — or in any other 
entertainment medium — a program of 
distinction that is not subject to current 
fads and trends governing entertainment. 
The viewer of this show feels that its 
producers have a respect for the intel¬ 
lectual equipment of an audience and 
that he is not being railed at by cheap 
stuff cunningly calculated to reach the 
so-called mass mind. 

It is time that recognition be given 
those advertisers who consistently bring 
only the best before the public. The 
sponsor is Prudential Life Insurance, a 
firm that has long been known for ex¬ 
cellence in radio and television fare. 
Recognition should be granted those who 
steadfastly hew to a line of quality, who 
refuse to capitulate to shifting entertain¬ 
ment idiosynchracies. 

And though it might be heresy to 
many an advertiser, I have a strong 
hunch that quality in advertising does 
pay off, for there is an inescapable asso¬ 
ciation that relates the quality of an ad¬ 
vertiser’s television efforts to the quality 
of his product being sold.

Twentieth Century is a documentary 
of important stories and events of this 
century as seen through the eyes of con¬ 
temporary newsreel and other motion 
picture film.

The recent showing of the rise and 
fall of Mussolini had a peculiar fascina¬ 
tion. Mussolini is now history, his brief 
page written and done. But there was a 
special excitement to viewers who though 
they may have participated only distantly 
in this episode of history, nevertheless 
were a part of it if only on stage at the 
same time. 

Dramatically speaking, this modern 
story of a dictator followed the lines of 
the classic drama of old . . . the rise of a 
man to great heights only to be brought 
to destruction through the flaws of his 
own character. 

Perhaps the most significant aspect of 
this episode was the apathy of the 
world’s people to what was going on, a 
refusal to face the inevitable tragedy, and 
the complete absence of moral judgment 
and courage to speak out with action. 
But perhaps this quality of the human 
animal pertains not only to things past. 

However, whatever speculations the 
viewer may derive from Twentieth Cen¬ 
tury, he will have the satisfied feeling 
that not only has he been entertained, but 
that his perspectives have been enlarged.

UNIOR MISS presented a young girl of only 15 who 
looks like a cinch to be one of our top stars in short 
order. Her name is Carol Lynley and she is a charming, 

un-sophisticated little girl with a good deal of maturity. 
CAROL began her career as a model but she prefers to 

play that down since, as she said, “Models aren’t supposed 
to be able to act.” Carol needn’t worry about that. She has 
already proved, notably in a recent Alfred Hitchcock show, 
that she can act. 

She has done over 20 shows on TV and most publicity 
releases have had her starring in them. “This is embarras¬ 
sing,” she said, “because I only had featured roles. I was 
never really starred.” CBS-TV left no doubt of its feelings 
about her, though, when they starred her in Junior Miss. 
She was also starred in her first picture, Walt Disney’s 
"Light in the Forest." She is now back on Broadway rehears¬ 
ing for a co-starring role in the Joshua Logan production of 
"Blue Denim." 

Carol is an interesting combination of the little girl and 
the young lady. The little girl part is the one who dotes 
on coffee ice cream and she usually eats about two pints a 
day. When she was doing a show on Broadway last year she 
used to dash across the street between acts to get some ice 
cream. She is becoming aware of glamour because her han-
upsets her a good deal. She can’t curl it. No matter how 
many curlers she uses, nothing happens. As she said, “I do 
wish it would bend a little.” She claims she has trouble with 
gaining weight. “I’ve tried every diet in the book but I 
can’t stick to one,” she sighs. While she likes coffee ice 

cream, she can’t drink coffee. “Two cups of coffee and I’m 
in a different world,” she remarks. She approaches her 
career realistically — and she makes most of her own deci¬ 
sions about what shows she will do and won’t do, although 
she says she is a terrible judge of scripts. When she sang in 
Junior Miss it was her first attempt as a singer. She dosn’t 
take lessons because, as she remarked, “I can’t sing, so 
why waste money on lessons? I took dancing lessons for 
eight years and never have danced.” This girl is really on 
her way. 

Joan Shawlee, the tempest and the storm and the per¬ 
sonality kid of all time, was being strangely meek when 
I saw her — at least for a few minutes. She was worried 
about her new KTTV show, Aggie. Now, I take the viewpoint 
that Shawlee could make almost any show look good. She has 
enough personality for ten shows. But along with her in¬ 
terest in Aggie there is her even more vital interest in 
Eddie Barchet, Capri hotel man whom she will marry come 
spring. Joan said, “Now I have it all set. Eddie will arrive 
here in March, I’ll show him my country, and then if he 
likes it here as much as I like Italy, we’ll get married.” She 
grinned, “You know what — he’ll get off that boat and I’ll 
probably marry him five minutes later. That’s how I stick 
to my decisions.” 

Too bad that the Mae Wiliams show on KTLA had to go 
off. Mae is a great performer and her program had definite 
appeal and interest. There is talk that it may wind up on a 
different station. Let’s hope it does because Mae deserves 
some good luck for a change. Dick Robbins' writing on the 
show was also deserving of special plaudits. 

Bob Crosby came into the Cocoanut Grove with the Mod-
ernaires and the Bobcats and did a nice job.

Irene Dunne 
and Cary Grant are man and wife until neither believes the 
other about their manner of spending an absent evening 
and a divorce is obtained. Irene wins custody of their pooch, 
Mr. Smith, but Cary receives reasonable visiting privileges 
and thereby hangs the tail. Irene becomes involved with a 
mother dominatd oil tycoon, well played by Ralph Bellamy, 
but Cary matchs her by snaring an heiress and from then 
on each tries to break up the other’s romance. Whether the 
comedy has stood the test of the years remains to be seen, 
but in its day it was hailed as the best sophisticated comedy 
since “It Happened One Night.” 

"Possessed." (2) Dec. 28, 10:00. 1947. Joan Crawford is 
a nurse in love with a rotter, Van Heflin, and when he leaves 
her while she is nursing millionaire Raymond Massey's wife 
and the wife drowns herself (no connection, I believe) Joan 
loses her senses, marries Massey and then kills Heflin when 
he makes a play for Massey’s daughter. Clear? A woman’s 
picture and I’d like to know who took it from her. 

"Sunday Dinner For A Soldier." (11) Dec. 29, 9:00. 1944. 
This modest, sentimental effort features Anne Baxter as the 
hard working daughter of profligate Charles Winninger, 
whose monthly squandering of his pension check leaves the 
whole family living in a state of barely respectable squalor. 
Nevertheless, they register with the USO to give a soldier 
a weekend dinner and after much preparation and depriva¬ 
tion, the repast is finally ready. The soldier doesn’t show, 
however, so the family collars a strolling doughfoot, John 
Hodiak, who is delighted to be their guest and proceeds to 
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change their lives. As I said, a modest effort that proves 
quite entertaining. 

"Dance, Girl, Dance." (9) Beginning Dec. 30, 9:00. 1940. 
Maureen O'Hara and Lucille Ball are a couple of hoofers in 
a nightclub who both go after the same wealthy playboy, 
Louis Hayward. Lucille becomes a stripper and Maureen has 
aspirations for the ballet and I guess Lucille does better 
because she just bought the studio that made this film and 
the songs include such songs as “Jitterbug Bite,” and 
“Mother, What Do I Do, Now?” Who could ever forget 
those famous hits of yesteryear. You could? Tsk, tsk, as the 
elephants say. 

"The Three Musketeers." (11) Jan. 3, 8:00. This version 
of the famous classic stars Gene Kelly, Lana Turner and June 
Allyson, and the first half is very enjoyable as the adventures 
of the infamous gallants are recounted with much of the 
tongue in the cheek. The last half, however, settles down to 
the usual melodramatics and loses style. 

"I Love You Again." (11) [an. 1, 7:00. 1940. Stuffy, small 
town do-gooder William Powell regains his memory and dis¬ 
covers that he is really a con man. So, he proceeds to devise 
a scheme to fleece the townspeople while he falls in love 
with the wife he has known for seven years in his old iden¬ 
tity. A fairly amusing comedy.

The historic Aragon Ballroom, the mu¬ 

sical home of Lawrence Welk, has com¬ 
pleted its two biggest years and now is 
the nation’s largest dance center. 

More than 750,000 full paid customers 
have visited the dance center during 1956 
and 1957, making it the largest dance 
operation West of the Rockies. 

“Night for night, we rank as the top in 
the nation,” veteran manager Walter K. 
Lange added. The forty-year-old Aragon 
operates on Friday, Saturday and Sunday 
evenings. 

Much of the ballroom’s phenomenal 
success can be attributed to the popu¬ 
larity of television star Lawrence Welk. 
The champagne musicmaker and his or¬ 
ganization play on Friday and Saturday 
nights, with Ray Robbins and his band 
appearing on Sunday evenings. 

Welk was signed in 1951, when Aragon 
I management elected to build a house 
band. Prior to this, a variety of the na¬ 
tion’s great orchestras had appeared at 
the site. Among these were Count Basie, 
Harry James, Duke Ellington, Tommy 
Dorsey, Cab Calloway, Woody Herman,

Show, heard every week night on KABC 
radio, goes over, it could revolutionize 
the radio business. 

For that’s what the ABN is trying to 
do: bring back musical and variety 
shows. Actually, it’s a counter-revolu¬ 
tion, because this type of entertainment 
was radio's mainstay before that monster 
called TV came along. 

For the past ten years one of the 
biggest cliches in the world of show 
business has been: radio is dead. Actu¬ 
al]}, it never has, financially speaking, 
because radio stations, local and net-

work, have been making more money, 
gross, than ever before in their history. 

TV did hurt the potentiality of radio. 
And for the past ten years it has forced 
radio stations to concentrate mainly on 
the fairly static, non-creative formula of 
news — commercials — canned music — 
more commercials — sports results — 
more commercials — some deejay yak¬ 
yak — more commercials — and a very 
brief station break. It’s formula that 
made much moola, but which has been 
about as creative and entertaining as a 
mannekin in a ghost town. 

All "Live" 
That’s why the ABN decided to bring 

back “live” musical and comedy shows. 
And that’s why the Bill Kemp show is so 
important. Altogether four top one-hour 
programs were added to the coast-to-
coast lineup of ABC radio shows. They 
included Herb Oscar Anderson, Jim 
Backus, Merv Griffin, and last but not 
least. Bill Kemp. 

All of these programs have basically 
the same format: a few laughs, lots of 
music, and a spattering of weather, with 
the news thrown in-between. 

Of all four shows, Kemp has the most 
strategic spot. He’s heard at the latest 
hour (at 8 p.m.), the “clean-up man” 
in the new radio lineup. Because of TV, 
radio listening habits have changed. In 
the old days, the night time was the 
prime time. But not so on radio, any¬ 

more. The morning — with the busy 
little housewives half-dusting and half¬ 
listening — is now the key spot. As a 
result. Herb Oscar Anderson’s program, 
at the time of writing, has already 
picked up a sponsor, and is considered 
the most successful, and the ‘showcase” 
in the new lineup. 

These new hour shows can’t go on as 
sustainers (“without a sponsor”) for 
very long. Because they’re just too ex¬ 
pensive — costing as much as $5,000 per 
program for production alone. In a nut¬ 
shell. the story is this: if Kemp can 
make it, so can the rest. Because he’s 
the one with the biggest challenge. And 
so far, he seems to be holding his own. 

One of the great things in his favor is 
that he doesn’t talk-down to his audi¬ 
ence. TV comedy, these days, for the 
most, is for idiots, not adults. As Kemp 
explained during an interview with one 
of our reporters: 

Doesn't Underestimate Audience 
“I write and say what I think is 

funny. Sure, I want the audience to en¬ 
joy my routines. But if I don’t like it, I 
don’t think they will.” 

A hard worker who labors fatiguing 
hours, Kemp specializes in offbeat ma¬ 
terial. He finally has hired some writers 
to help him, but in the beginning (anil 
still under his constant censorship and 
guidance) he wrote all his own material. 
“People ask me, why don’t I just write 

for other people,” the tall Canadian ex¬ 
plains. “It would pay big money. But 
my real kick comes in doing the rou¬ 
tines, not just writing therp.” 

As with the rest of the new ABN 
shows, a carefully picked cast is used 
to aid and abet funnyman Kemp. 
There’s lovely songstress Betty Holt, 
formerly on the Johnny Carson show 
and an Arthur Godfrey Talent Scout 
winner, who sings all types of songs (at 
least four within the hour) with pro¬ 
fessional poise. Comedy-wise, she also 
gives the right feminine touch to some 
of Kemp’s comedy routines. Sharing 
solo vocal honors with Betty is Peter 
Handley, a familiar name to radio and 
TV fans, who never gives a bad per¬ 
formance. Bounding out the musical 
team is arranger-conductor Neal Hefti 
and his orchestra, the upcoming quar¬ 
tet temporarily called The Upbeats, 
with all intros (plus the weather news 
and other announcements) handled by 
capable and congenial George Ansboro. 

All in all, the Kemp show, as well as 
the other ABN new “live” programs, 
deserve the listener’s attention. They are 
good enough to last for a long time — 
and possibly even be simulcasted. The 
only thing that will kill them is an 
apathetic public. A public which will 
never be able to complain that radio, 
a la Frank Buck, didn’t at least attempt 
to “bring ’em back — alive.”
