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SPELL BOUND

That's Spell Bound on KTLA . . . a slicked-up

version of a word game that's been

around a long time : acrostics.

HERE'S a game on KTLA
that's been around for a
long time. It hasn’t been on
KTLA quite that long, but
Spell Bound. Channel 5’s
word game, is based on
acrosties — and acrostics date back al-
most to the beginning of writing.

Crossword puzzle shows and pro-
grams based on the popular Scrabble
game and possibly many other ap-
proaches to the word game have no
doubt been attempted on TV but it
took three local boys — and a local sta-
tion — to develop a simplified and inter-
esting manner of presentation that
would be suitable for the television
screen.

The three men are Jack McCoy, who
emcees the show and who is known to
viewers as the personable host of Glam-
our Girl and Live Like A Millionaire;
Don Ross, Jack’s long time partner and
the creator of Glamour Girl who comes
to Spell Bound with seven years™ ex-
perience in devising crossword puzzles
for a newspaper svndicate; and Frank
Fllerbrook. the ¢entleman who finallv
came up with the nucleus of the TV
version of the ancient word game.

After a year of experimentation and
polishing up the rough spots (between
the three of them they played eight
thousand games) Spell Bound was
ready for public demonstration. Up to
this writing the game and the show
have been successtul — both rating and
sponsor wise.

Here's how the game is played:

Spell Bound pits two contestants
against each other in forming word-
squares for cash awards. The player
with the highest score at the end of
the game is declared the winner. The
winner continues to meet challengers
until defeated or retires undefeated.

The purpose of the game is to form
words of three, four and five letters,
across or down but not diagonally. Play-
ers alternate in calling letters. Players
are given 10 seconds to use each letter
called by their opponent. Failure to use
a letter within the allowable time re-
sults in forfeiture of a space. Five sec-
onds are allowed for players to call each
Jetter. Failure to call within the allow-
able time results in forfeiture of the
player’s turn, his opponent being al-
lowed to call two letters consecutively.

Three and four-letter words need not

start in the first box of a row, but may
start in any box of the row. However,
the letters forming words must be in
consecutive boxes.

Only one word may be used in a row.
For example, if the letters . O A N Y
appear in a line, a player may claim
“loan” or “any” but not both.

Acceptable words are those listed in
Merriam Webster's New International
Dictionary (unabridged), Second Edi-
tion, except incomplete words such as
prefixes, suffixes, proper names or other
capitalized words, or words containing
apostrophes.

No word may be used more than
once in a game by any player, although
two different forms of the same word
may be used. Thus the word “park”
and “parks” may be used .. .or “bake”
and “baked.”

Five-letter words count 10 points.
Four-letter words count 4 points. Three-
letter words count 3 points.

Credit is given only for words
claimed by players.

For those viewers whose taste veers
more to beautiful women than word
games, Spell Bound has its own spe-
cial “Spell Binder” in the form of —
and what a form — Ruth Ellerbrook.
Ruth — ves, she is related to Frank by
marriage — was once John Robert Pow-
ers’ highest-priced model, is an ex-Mrs.
America and appeared with Frank as
“Mr. and Mrs.” on KLAS-TV, Las

Vegas. She’s McCoy’s girl-friday type.

IT LOOKS AS IF MRS. POPE is writing back-
wards—at least in respect to the studio audience.

BUT WITH THE MAGIC of electronics and a
method known as “sweep reverse” the image is
reversed for the viewing audience.

Heans Budiness

ALPH EDWARDS, one of
Hollywood TV’s five top
( money makers, claims his

ambition is to retire and tan

at his Trancas Beach home.

“But how can you when the

wheel is going for you?” he
asks. Currently spinning for him are 6
weekly hours of network (NBC) video
involving four shows each of which is
grossing at least $1,000,000 a year.
Working with and for him are 44 men
and 25 women, exclusive of the three
emcees appearing on Edwards proper-
ties — Bill Leyden of 1t Could Be You;
Bob Barker of the daily Truth or Counse-
quences; and Steve Dunne, T. or C.
nighttime emcee.

“The business is growing in spite of
myself,;” Ralph matter-of-factly observes.
But it was not always this way. A little
more than five years ago after Edwards
had gotten and spent a million to roll
Truth or Consequences on television, he
went to New York to try his luck at ped-
dling This Is Your Life.

“For twelve weeks 1 couldn’t sell it,”
he recalls. “It was actually worse than
the first time I went to New York and
slept in the church. Only this time I
moved out of a suite at the St. Regis and
took a room. I could have given up and
retired — I had it made — but it was a
matter of pride and belief in the show,
and besides there was a staff back in
Hollywood. They needed to eat.”

To the layman, an annual gross of a
cool million sounds immense. He does
not know that the telephone bill for This
Is Your Life averages about $1000 a
week, other programs commensurately;
and that transportation costs of the
four Edwards properties sum up to
nearly $8,000 weekly. Then there are
hotel and food bills, line charges and
that payroll for nearly 75 persons. Not
to mention a Christmas gift list which
last December numbered 1600.

Nor does the ordinary layman realize
how much of himself Ralph Edwards
puts into his ever-expanding organiza-
tion. In contrast to teams like Goodson
and Todman, Linkletter and Guedel,
Murrow and Friendly, Edwards stands
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RALPH HAS MANY qualifications
which he seeks in his emcees. He
likes good looking chaps like Bob
Barker and Bill Leyden, here flanking
Edwards, and Steve Dunne (insert),
though to be handsome is not a rigid
requirement for tasks such as these
gentlemen perform.
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And mighty BIG business,
at ihaii Four network
shows grossing each

uniquely alone as producer, creator, and
in the case of This Is Your Life as star
of his own show. On the last-named
program he has the final say on the sub-
ject to be starred. He double-checks the
continuity and devotes approximately
four hours at the studio for rehearsal
with those flown to Hollywood as sur-
prise guests, meanwhile putting them at
their ease and making them feel a part
of the upcoming evening’s presentation.
“This is one of the least known but most
important activities which Ralph carries
on,” a co-worker pointed out.“He makes
friends each week with ten or a dozen
persons he has never seen before and
who've come from all over the world.”
Each Wednesday evening after the pro-
gram signs off, Edwards puts in at least
a one-hour appearance at the gala af-
fair given for the honoree and visiting
friends and relatives.

It Could Be You requires very little
attention now that it is so well estab-
lished — perhaps an hour a dayv of
Ralph’s time — and the same is true of
Truth or Consequences’ daytime strip.
However if something goes awry, fel-
low workers know Edwards will rush
into the breach and stay up all night
if he has to —he is their “fountain of
ideas” and “source of originality,” as
they well put it. The nighttime Truth or
Consequences launched again with new
emcee requires about 20 hours a week
of Edwards. According to Ralph, it
takes about three months to get the
kinks ironed out of any new program.
Telephone conversations with the East
mounting to practically two hours solid
are nothing unusual during a shake-
down period.

Roughly, Edwards’ devotion to busi-
ness consumes about 15-17 hours daily
— he spends about 15 hours a week on
correspondence and picture posing
alone. A large amount of work is accom-
plished at home where he telephones
from bed and prepares memos fdr his
staff.

Last person in the world to kid him-
self that he’s done all he has by himself
is Edwards. “You have to have two
great things working for you,” he points
out. “A staff that believes in the show

Edwards em-
ploys a total of 5 producers, 5
directors, 5 production assist-
ants, 7 associate producers and
three researchers among the
many others on his staff.

they’re doing and putting into it all the
things that should be and then a guy
who can emcee.”

Because he wants the subject rather
than the emcee to be the star of cach of
his shows, Edwards has picked his men
with great care. He prefers announcers
or emcees rather than stand-up comics
or personalities from the night club
field. In short, he wants his emcees to
be straight men . .. men who can go to
a joke, men who can also find ways to
get out of situations all the time keeping
the subject in mind. Since all the Ed-
wards programs have a “good gesture”
theme, selection of the right emcee is
sometimes difficult. “The toughest thing
to do,” Edwards admits, “is sincere
schmaltz.” Then adds,“An emcee should
never cry.”

Edwards also likes emeees who pay
attention to what their subjects are say-
ing — whose minds are not racing ahead
as to what bright remark theyll make
when the participant stops talking.

It isn't exactly accidental that Ley-
den, Dunne and Barker are all good
looking chaps. Edwards wants his men

to be handsome if possible, but on the
other hand, he would not, were a po-
tential emcee to have all the other re-
quisites, bar him from emceeing were
he not an Adonis.

The big deal with Edwards and his
emeees is mutual trust. “You've got to
have confidence in the fellas,” Ralph
expounds. “Let them run with the ball.”

As for other members of his staff, Ed-
wards more or less reflects the same
fecling. There isn't a secretary in his
offices. Every one is labeled “assistant.”
For example, the girl working with fan
mail is a “supervisor” and her helpers
are “assistants to the supervisor.”

The man behind this tremendous
organization, now only 44 years old,
surveys the TV empire which is still
building and asks himself, “Can 1 give
up?”’

Ralph Edwards has worked ever
since he was a small boy on the farm
back in Colorado. “I can’t remember the
time I didn’t work,” he confesses. “Even
when | was small | had to gather the
cggs, milk cows, and draw water from
the pump.”
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CTRESS Eugenia Paul is a
slender and lovely thing to
look at, especially with
those pensive and penetrat-
ing gypsy eyes and that big
gleaming smile. But she
didn’t always have a 35-22-

34 figure to fill in her 118-pound, 5’ 6”
very feminine frame. Once she hit the
scales at 160 solid pounds.

“I was a baby hippo,” she smiles to-
day. “It wasn’t very long ago, either.
When I was 17, I came to Hollywood
with my mother. We were visiting. At
that time in my life, even though I was
a little on the chubby side, I wanted
to be a ballet dancer more than any-
thing else in the world. I even landed
a small part in Die Fledermaus which
was playing at the Hollywood Bowl.

“I guess I always have been destined
to come to Hollywood, because 1 only
went across stage once that night. But a
man from Warner Bros. saw me, and 1
was signed by the studio. Later I went to
MGM and Fox—but always as a dancer,
never as an actress.”

About four years ago, the brown-eyed
beauty from Detroit decided to devote
full time to an acting career. Currently,
she’s been seen the most on ABC-TV,
costarring in several Zorro and Jim
Bowie (starring Scott Forbes) films.
She’s been on two Bowie programs so
far — first she met the famous western
hero — then she got engaged — and by
the next time we see her on the Channel
7 series — she’ll have poor Jim hitched.
How’s that for being a fast worker?

Slender, Sexy
and Sensible

In private life, the sharp-minded ac-
tress hasn’t been in such a hurry in the
matrimonial department.

“I've been going steady with one fel-
low for about three years. And we may
get married next year — but we're not
certain yet. He doesn’'t want me to -con-
tinue my career. I'm not certain what 1
will do yet.”

Because she has experience in both
dancing and acting, Eugenia has some
sound advice for girls who are consid-
ering these fields. “I would rather dance
in the ballet than do anything else. But
it’s like entering a nunnery. And there
just isn’t enough money in it. Why, the
very top dancers only make as much
as a good supporting actress.”

What about advice for gals who want
to lose weight? (Remember that Eu-
genia dropped 42 pounds within a
period of six months.g)o

“There’s only two ways I know how
to do it.,” she declares. “First, stop eat-
ing. And second, also stop eating 15
candy bars a day. Because that’s how
many I used to consume. Today, I eat
as much as I want—but I keep my
weight down by running 3/5ths of a
mile every day.

“But I'm really the weaker sex,” she
elaborates. “Why 1 can hardly open a
car door.”

Eugenia’s only current regret about
her acting career is the lack of good
parts. “I've gotten quite a few Indian,
Mexican and gypsy roles,” she declares.
“But how dramatic can you get. when
you point to the hills and say: ‘Cochise
comes.””

Comes Vaturally

APITOL HILL to California is
not the most sensational name
for a TV show. It doesn’t have
quite the appeal of Panic, Cli-
max! or even Have Gun, Will
Travel.

However, it is not only an accurate
and descriptive title, but it is extremely
apropos and really quite dramatic and
newsworthy—once the story-behind-the-
story is known.

As Bill Whitley, director of public af-
fairs for KNXT, explains the situation:
“Capitol Hill to California is unique be-
cause to my knowledge it is the first
telecast of its kind a local studio has
ever attempted. I also believe it is the
most important public affairs program
that we do”’

The storv actually began when sev-
eral Congressmen and Senators in
Washington wanted to “keep in touch
with the voters back home in their home
state”

“Individual congressmen just don’t
get enough exposure in the local com-
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munities,” Whitley continues. “I visit
Washington several times a vear and I
have never met busier or more devoted
men than our representatives. That was
the original purpose of our program: to
let the various communities in Southern
California  know exactly what their
elected representatives were doing for
them”’

The Congressmen and Senators were
so sold on the idea that they even of-
fered to pay for their own programs,

“But we didn’t want to do it that
way,” Whitley further explains. “For our
sake, as well as the guests on our pro-
gram, we wanted to maintain produc-
tion control. They may know more
about legislation but we felt we knew
more about producing television shows.’

Video Via N.Y,

As a result, beginning last vear, Whit-
lev made special arrangements for the
20-0dd Congressmen and two Senators
who represent Southern California com-
munities to appear in person at the
WTOP studios in Washington.

“The show is done ‘live’ during the
week and transmitted to New York
where it is kinescoped. Strange as it
may seem, Washington has no kinescope
equipment. From New York the pro-
gram is flown to us at KNXT and we
put it on the air on Sunday, Whitley
states.

Now all this is an expensive operation
—especially for one local station. How-
ever, this is not too unusual for the CBS
network — and especially for KNXT,
Channel 2 in Los Angeles. For several
vears now KNXT has garnered Emmy
awards for being the “outstanding local
station” offering the best public service
programs.

Each year, according to Whitley,
(CBS-TV spends over 11 million dollars
for public affairs programs. And KNXT
alone runs up a tab og a half-million dol-
lars.

These may seem like fantastic figures

especially on a local level. But that’s
what the man said—and he should know

because he’s the head of the depart-
ment.
No Current Problem

As for the contents of the program,
moderator Wells Church has few prob-
lems making it lively and timely. Many
shows—such as the type Mike Wallace
and Paul Coates are noted for—try to
stir up as much controversy as possible.

“We don’t have to inspire controver-
sy, Whitley declares. “When you have
four politicians on hand—and we always
divide the panel up equally with two
Democrats and two Republicans—con-
troversy comes naturally’’

Unlike other TV shows, Capitol Hill
to California doesn’t have any problems
either lining up “top personalities” Dur-
ing their grst telecast of the current
year, Senator Knowland agreed to ap-
pear. At the last-minute, Knowland said
he couldn’t make it.

Who served as his “replacement?”
None other than the Vice President of
the United States, Richard Nixon.

“I happened to be in Washington at
the time;” Whitlev recalls. “And I wasn’t
even too sure that Mr. Nixon would ap-
pear—because after all, he does have a
few other things on his mind.

“Before the show, 1 waited anxiously
for the Vice President to appear. Finally,
some policemen entered the studio. They
proceeded to check every room, from
top to bottom.

“Instead of being worried — as one
would normally expect—I was quite re-
licved. Because the officers were from
the Secret Service. Now that they were
on the scene—taking every precaution
for the Vice President’s safety—I knew
that Mr. Nixon would soon follow them?’

original novelty of the tremendous sums
involved has wom off and the viewer
has been left in the position of an al-
most disinterested spectator. When the
questions became more involved — and
nine out of ten of the questions can
only be answered by an authority in
that particular field — then the viewer
lost his ability to participate. In the
old davs of radio,” George expanded,
“the listener was often able to come
up with the right answer before the
contestant could. Only a few of the
current TV quiz shows have maintained
that quality. I think that Tic Tac Dough
is a fair game and by ‘fair’ T mean that
the at-home audience is capable of an-

swering the questions. “‘To Tell The
Truth’ is another game that the viewer
is able to enjoy through guessing along
with the panel. Our show,” he con-
cluded frankly, “is a variation of Bingo,
which became popular during the 5
pression. It's a game that evervbody
can play —and vou dont have to be
a Rhodes Scholar.”

Play Signal stresses the fun element
rather than the monetary reward and as
a result “great gobs of people,” accord-
ing to emcee Sanders, watch and en-
joy the game. “Of the half a million
people who we estimate watch and play
cach week. we have never had a repeat
winner — which. of course, illustrates
our belief that anyone can play and any-
one can win. The sponsors have been
pleased enough with the response which
has greeted the show that recently they
renewed our contract for another 13
weeks. A pleased sponsor and a re-
spectable rating are just about the best
indication of a successful show there is.”

George also commented on the re-
action given the show by the indepen-
dent Signal gasoline decalers. “One sta-
tion operator.” George said. “reported
that his ‘come back’ business had really
improved since the inauguration of the
show — business which started with the
request for a Play Signal card.”

Shifting the conversation away from
the mechanics of the show and onto the
personalities involved, George sketched
a brief biography of his cohort, Helen
Barnhardt.

“She’s a lot of fun to work with.”
he said. “Besides being a very success-
ful model — she has appeared in almost
every good national magazine and on
such shows as ‘Climax” and ‘It Could Be
You’ —she is ‘familv folks.”

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SCIENCE, WARS AND TRAGEDY LEFT AT KNX's MICROPHONE, RUTH ASHTON READS
to Laurel Ann, 7, and Susan, 2¥2, from their favorite book of fairy tales.

JUST LOVE IT when you get

off on that technical kick,” a

woman listener wrote to KNX’s

» news commentator and report-

er, Ruth Ashton. Ruth got a

chuckle out of that, for “get-

ting off on a technical kick”

has been her hobby since 1946 when
she was assigned to a CBS documentary
unit which set out to explore the atom.

“During World War II 1 worked
with Bob Trout at CBS headquarters
in New York and I was still on staff
just after the war when Edward R.
Murrow returned from Europe with a
number of projects in mind,” Ruth com-
mented. “It was his idea that staff
members be given assignments to do
major research on the vita] questions of
the day.

“It was a time when everyone was
very fearful of the atomic age,” Ruth
continued. “The Atomic Energy Com-
mission wanted to take the fear from
the minds of the people by showing
them there was a sunny side to the
atom — that there were good effects as
well as bad. I was one of the CBS
team assigned to explore and write a
script about the various facts of atomic
science.”

Ruth’s assignment took her to Prince-
ton to interview Dr. Einstein. Meeting
the great man, about the only question
she could summon up courage to ask
was, “Is this the end of the world?”
Dr. Einstein was not too hopeful but
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he did advise her where to go for the
answers.

After being cleared by the F.B.I
Ruth went to Oak Ridge, Tennessee to
do some research, and later she went to
visit Dr. Robert Oppenheimer in Cali-
fornia.

“This was a very great experience,”
Ruth remarked “I was tremendously
impressed with this great scientist who
was also a very humble man. His office,
on the second or third floor of one of the
college buildings, was a large room with
a bare wooden floor and very little furni-
ture. We discussed the U.N. control of
the atom, which Dr. Oppenheimer felt
was very necessary, and he was more
optimistic than Dr. Einstein. With a
broad view of all the possibilities to
which atomic science could be put, he
couldn’t be altogether hopeless.”

The result of Ruth’s five months of
research was the script for “The Sunny
Side of the Atom,” for which a Lux
Radio Theatre was pre-empted in 1947.
Through this broadcast millions of lis-
teners were able to cast off their fears
and look forward to beneficial effects of
the atomic age.

“At that time,” Ruth recalled. “the
sunniest aspects of the atom were the
prospects for its use in medical and
scientific research, and predictions were
made as to when atomic power would
be used for industrial purposes. All
these things have come to pass. Radio-
active isotopes have become of incalcu-

lable value as ‘tracers’ in the fields of
medicine. science and engineering.
Where X-rays show nothing, a radio-
active substance such as sodium or io-
dine can be traced through the body
and its reaction enables the doctor to
make an exact diagnosis. Radio-isotopes
can heal, too, when placed in the body.
In science, radio-isotopes are used to
find out what nutrients are taken from
the soil to feed the plants, and to trace
those plants through the body of an
animal to determine how the animal
makes use of his food. Atomic science is
used to probe the strata of the earth
for oil, and industrially to test the
wearing qualities of products such as
piston rings, and for power to furnish
electricity for a city.”

Ruth stopped talking momentarily
and her eyes twinkled as she remarked,
“There 1 go on the ‘technical kick’ but
I think it’s important that women under-
stand some of the wonderful things
about this scientific age. All of these
things affect the future of women and
the future of their children — they can’t
afford to ignore science. However, I feel
just as strongly that scientists cannot
afford to ignore people.

“When I was in college 1 majored in
math, which I loved, and I was con-
stantly complaining that there was too
much emphasis on the humanities in
our school for girls. On the other hand
1 felt that the boys we dated from Cal-
Tech were a little lop-sided because
they had too much emphasis on science
and not enough on the humanities. 1
think we should avoid lop-sided men
and women.”

Ruth Ashton is an outstanding ex-
ample of a non-lop-sided woman. Be-
sides being un objective news reporter,
an earnest researcher in the field of
science, and a humanitarian in her cov-
erage of what is classified as “feature
stories,” Ruth is the devoted mother of
two small girls and wife of newsman
Ed Conklin.

Listeners who tune in to hear Ruth
Ashton on KNX every afternoon Mon-
day through Friday spend 25 minutes
with one of radio’s most unusual person-
alities, a woman who has covered the
news from the landing of the Allied
troops on the beaches of Normandy to
the sound of North American’s giant
engines for rockets, and yet is com-
pletely and utterly feminine.
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
