N Southern California,” Henry
Schrage was saying, “there are
some three and a half million
bridge players. Up to the time
our show went on the air there
was no program on television

designed for their special interests.”

Appealing to these bridge enthusiasts
is the labor of love undertaken by pro-
ducers Schrage and Larry Stusser, part-
ners in the Dorojean Production Com-
pany, packagers of KTLA’s 8 p.m. Wed-
nesday offering: What's The Bid? The
actual mechanics of the show are inter-
esting because although prizes are
awarded to the winning couple, the ac-
cent falls an the game itself and even
non-bridge playing viewers can and do
become engrossed in the play.

Promotes Game

Henry Schrage described the show as
primarily being concerned with bridge
players and correct bridge playing and
also in promoting the game itself by be-
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ing an entertaining and instructive pro-
gram.

“As our ‘voice of authority’,” Larry
Stusser inserted, “we have Robert Lee
Johnson, a well known bridge expert
and author of a dozen or more books on
bridge. He also operates a bridge.school
and club in Westwood. The element of
chance that has always existed in any
card game has been completely elimi-
nated by presetting the cards. The play-
ers on the show don’t know what cards
they will receive but the home viewer
can see the complete layout of the cards
on a huge board. Mr. Johnson, who has
set up this particular hand and who has
given it much consideration, points out
the line of play that should take place
and the correct bids that each player
should make. He also tells the home
audience what the deciding play will be
so that they will be able to follow the
play more intelligently and also,” Mr.
Stusser commented, “to add to the su-
spense of the game.”

The response to the program has been
enthusiastic. “We have learned,” Mr.
Schrage rejoined, “that people have
changed their bridge dates to Wednes-
day so that they could watch the pro-
gram as a group before playing their
own games. We know of several in-
stances where as many as fifty members
of a bridge club have met to watch the
program. Bridge players are quite
fanatic about the game.”

Although the program has only been
on the air several months, it had been
in preparation for a year prior to taking
the air. Both Mr. Schrage and Mr. Stus-
ser commented that although there are
40 million bridge players in these
United States, they are still considered
as a specialized audience and the net-
works understandably were slow in con-
sidering such a program as What’s The
Bid? “However,” Mr. Schrage said,
“KTLA, apparently, is convinced that it
is not only their duty but also to their
advantage to step in where the net-
works can’t. Our association is extremely
pleasant. As a matter of fact—and this
is quite a testimonial — many techni-
cians, cameramen and floor men at
KTLA have asked to be assigned to our
show. As we said before, bridge players
are quite fanatic.”

Although it is not surprising that a
station such as KTLA offers program-
ming with specialized appeal, their as-
signment of Sam Balter, the well known
sports commentator, to the show as host
did come as somewhat of a survrise to
everyone but KTLA’s Director of Public
Relations Bob Reagan, who com-
mented: “Sam has spent many years be-
hind microphones and in front of cam-
eras. He is a polished performer — and
a pretty good bridge player.”

regardless of merit (in some cases), some
bitter feeling resulted. This year the
promise for better feelings and more
intelligent voting. looks somewhat bet-
ter — but only somewhat.

For one thing, with more shows hav-
ing moved to Hollywood, New York
isn’'t going to be in exactly a gleeful
state. But, on the other hand, even the
New York crowd must have been aware
of the fact that some of its awards last
year were so on the ridiculous side that
they only looked petty. But New York
is still not anxious for closer coopera-
tion with Hollywood this year, although
\ the west coast has not this feeling.

DANNY THOMAS surged into his
own this year with his CBS-KNXT show.

This year there are no major changes
in the physical set-up of the awards
themselves. There is a closer liaison, for-
tunately, with the New York office this
year in that both offices of the east and
west coast have formed committees to
make recommendations for categories.
The only real change, then, is the drop-
pin%]of four technical categories.

The whole idea of this year’s Emmy
set-up was to streamline the awards,
because fewer winners mean more pres-
tige for the Emmy itself. The last few
years with so many categories and so
many awards the net result was that the
Emmy lost much of its significance and
importance.

The past year was not one, generally
speaking, of notable accomplishments
for TV. Few series made any sensational
splash. But, since we believe in sticking
our ‘necks out, here is how we think
some of these Emmies will go this year.
And these are being picked with no
nominations yet available at this writing.
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1. Best Single Program of the Year:
The Edsel Show looks like it or G.M.
Anniversary Show.

2. Best Dramatic Series With Contin-
ving Characters: Gunsmoke should take
this.

3. Best Dramatic Anthology Series:

Playhouse 90 may again win, although
it wasn’t as successful this year as last.

4, Best Comedy Series: Jack Benny or
Bob Cummings look like good bets, but
Danny Thomas could take it all.

5. Best Musicol, Variety, Audience Par-
ticipation, or Quiz Show: This can go
anvwhere with Dinah Shore almost a
sure winner — but how do you choose
from such a varied group as music, vari-
ety, audience, and quiz shows! A ridicu-
lous category.

6. Best Public Service Program or
Series: See It Now, if listed in this cate-
gory, should win it.

7. Best Single Performance by an Ac-
tor: We'll go along with Mickey Rooney

8. Best Single Performance by an Ac-

tress: Polly Bergen.

9. Best Continuing Performance by an
Actor in a Leading Role in a Dramatic or
Comedy Series: James Arness could cop
this one with Bob Cummings a dark
horse.

10. Best Continuing Performance by an
Actress in a Leading Role in a Dramatic
or Comedy Series: Ida Lupino is getting
support — and there is Jane Wyatt again
to consider. But watch out for Spring
Byington.

11. Best Continuing Supporting Per-
formance by an Actor in a Dramatic or
Comedy Series: For the men the field is
wide open. Ann B. Davis could get it
this year for actress in the same cate-
gory.

12. Best Continuing Performance (Male)
in a Series by a Comedian, Singer, Host,
Dancer, M.C., Announcer, Narrator, Pan-
elist, or any Person Who Essentially Plays
Himself: Perry Como should take it. And
in the same category for a female,
Gracie Allen could walk off with this.

13. Best News Commentary: Chet
Huntley is a good bet.

14. Best Musical Contribution for Tele-
vision: Leonard Bernstein.

15. Best Direction (Half Hour or Less):
Will ride with the Hit Parade or Shel-
don Leonard.

16. Best Direction (One Hour or More):
Probably John Frankenheimer.

Such are our “guesses” for the awards

and these are only part of the cate-
gories. If merited, awards will also be
given for Best New Program Series of
the Year, Best Coverage of an Unsched-
uvled Newsworthy Event, and Best Engi-
neering or Technical Achievement.

Let’s hope this year's Emmy awards
are not the same fiasco of the year be-
fore. Anything would be an improve-
ment over that.
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GUNSMOKE has been the
year's prime favorite which
means possible Emmies for
its stars James Arness, Den-
nis Weaver, and Amanda
Blake. Milburn Stone con-
tinues to register as Doc.

EDWARD R. MURROW has
= won many honors — and deserv-
edly so. Marian Anderson re-
cently was the subject in his
See It Now presentation of “Lady
From Philadelphia.”

MARY MARTIN AND JOHN RAlTTl
made “Annie Get Your Gun” the big special
of the year for NBC-KRCA but the show was
disqualified.

A REPRESENTATIVE PANEL from various phases of TV
hashed over the topic, “Television 1958, Bust of Boom?” at
ATAS the other evening. The local Academy membership is
now so large (1600) that Screen Directors Guild Theater
was packed. Dr. Robert Williams of UCLA pointed out that
TV did not suffer during the 1949 recession because there
was such a backlog for goods, including TV sets. In fact
TV sales tripled in '49. In 1954’s doldrums, TV sales in-
creased while the rest of advertising more or less marked
time. A tax cut and increase in interest rates helped en-
courage sales. “These factors are not here now,” he said.
Williams suggested that TV costs, which as you know have
taken skyward, might have to be cut now. This idea didn’t
seem to register too well with Frank Nelson, past prez of
AFTRA which plans soon to ask for more money for its
members.

Mike Wallace
Talks It Over

Fails to flinch at a single

question fired by interviewer

ESPITE the fact that his
list of guests grows more
and more imposing, Mike
Wallace has so far experi-
enced disappointment in
not being able to coax a

“yes” from Bishop Fulton Sheen, Fran-
cis Cardinal Spellman, Father Theodore
Hesburgh, president of Notre Dame,
and such always-retiring personalities
as General Douglas MacArthur and
Colonel Charles A. Lindbergh.

Some Hollywood stars have also de-
clined to appear on Mike’s ABC-TV in-
terview program. “I am a little amused
at the Hbllywood people who refuse to
come or,” Wallace remarked. “Some
say they want money, but then they do
ot[‘;er shaws like mine. 1 think they mis-
understood our show and what we're
after. Some of them are afraid of box
office przssure. Some are afraid they
will disaffect the producers. If they did
appear on the program, all they would
be able to discuss would be trivia. What
we hope to have in our guests is con-
troversial opinions, guests who are
bright ard articulate. We don't look for
derogatory material and pound on it
We hope to have a good reason for put-
ting people on. We feel that if we don't
sufficiently illuminate in doing the in-
terview, we've failed.”

Candid opinions, these, from the man
whose interview with the notorious
Mickey Cohen provoked cross-country
headlines and hefty damage suits.
Frankly stating he was disappointed in
the way the suits were settleg, Wallace
added that his program has been some
time in recovering from adverse reac-
tions resulting from this telecast. Ve-
hemently he denied that he had pur-
posely baited the Cohen interview to
attract publicity and rating, demanded
“would I trade the integrity of my show
for cheap notoriety?”

“We are now well regarded in New
York for doing a responsible, adult job,”
Wallace continued. This time when I
retumed to Hollywood I noticed the
whole attitude had changed. Now there
is nothing but cordiality and respect.
How can they argue with a show on
which Eleanor Roosevelt, Alexander de
Seversky, Walter Reuther and the five
Nobel prize winners have appeared?”

In his lengthening string of guests,

WALLACE FEELS THAT he is unjustly always
being put on the defensive. His mail, which runs
around 1000 pieces a week is “heavily good.”
As to handling of guests and subject matter,
Wallace says, “I'm the first to admit Fm not
the most educated. But 'm nat a mental bank-
rupt either.”

Wallace has looked for what he calls
“built-in controversy.” He has found
writers make the best guests because
“they deal with ideas—it is the nature
of their craft that they are disciplined to
say what they think.” Politicians are
the least effective personalities for in-
terview. “They cloaf the same old ideas
in a multitude of words.” Staunchly up-
holding his controversial attitude, Wal-
lace claims, “there is a vitality, a chal-
lenge, in talking about off-beat ideas of
which TV shouldn’t be denied.”
Procedure

How does Mike go about pinning
down his guests? He starts with feelers
which, if acceptable, lead to firming of
the guesting. Aiding Wallace in gather-
ing background information are two
who work with files and telephone as
much as five hours before Mike himself
steps in for personal contact and “ven-
tillation of areas” which might form
material for the telecast. Approximately
40 hours of research go into each tele-
cast, total preparation for a program
cumulatively amounting to 60 hours. To
date most time in research was spent
gn subjects John Gates and Earl Brow-

er.

In answer to the question “What self-
imposed censorship do you exerciser”
Wallace answered, “Good taste and the
laws of libel and slander. Sometimes in
setting guests I have to persuade the
network’s lawyers that it is in the public
interest to have a certain person on. A
person in case was the turncoat GI,
David Hawkins. Up to now, we have
had no known Communists on my pro-
gram,” Mike added.

Such a wealth of material is uncov-
ered in researching a subject for Wal-
lace’s interview that generally only half
of what is planned is crowded into the
telecast. Wallace works from a series of
questions set down on sheets of vellow
paper. If the guest is especially nervous
before airtime, Wallace reveals what his
first question will be. Often Mike is sur-
prised when well known figures become

victims of stage jitters. He especially
remembers Margaret Sanger, who was
frightened “after 50 years before the
public,” and Pearl Buck, “that wonder-
ful, warm, relaxed woman who froze.”

On the other hand, there was Rudy
Vallee, who smiled his way through the
entire interview. “I had more fun with
Vallee than anybody since Dagmar,”
Wallace gleamed. Vallee was also an
easy subject to prepare for. Where
many require interviews with half a
dozen friends, Rudy himseif and his
agent were able to supply more than
an abundance of material. There were
only two taboos: children and religion.

Currently Wallace is working on oth-
er Hollywood personalities to appear on
his ABC program. Mae West has prac-
tically said “yes” and so has Burt Lan-
caster. Wallace would like to land Mack
Sennett when he feels better, Gene
Fowler, Oscar Levant. Asked if, now
that Hollywood better understands his
program and is more willing to guest,
he might base his interview series_here,
Wallace replied: “Over a period of time
we could put on a_good show between
San Francisco and Hollywood. But I
feel we would unnecessarily foreshorten
our outlook if we based here. As it is,
one-fifth of all our shows are from the
West Coast. We'll continue to move
around to get the guest in his native
habitat. Next to Cohen, our interview
with Governor Faubus was most con-
troversial, but also important were the
timing and the fact that we did it from
the living room in Little Rock.”

Of course, Wallace always runs the
risk that something might happen to a
scheduled guest even minutes before
airtime. A stand-by filmed show with
Otto Preminger was made about a year
ago. but is a little stale now, even in a
pinch. “If somebody shouldn’t show
up? T've often wondered!” Mike laughs.

As to the personalities who have
been on his program, Wallace declares,
“Theré is not one I wouldn’t choose
again.”

HERE’s been a good deal of comment about “Tale of

Two Cities,” the last Dv Pont Show of the Month, and

most of it has been good. But to this department, it
proved too clearly that some stories with and depth
cannot be told effectively on TV. The crowd scenes were
handled beautifully, the acting for the most part was good,
but there was still a cramped, confined feeling to a story
that certainly needs breadth and bigness.

About the Oscar Awards on TV—seeing it in the theater
was tremendously exciting. And certainly the staging was
flawless, with the highlight numbers being Mae West and
Rock Hudson (and what a hand Mae got!) the dance between
Kirk Douglas and Burt Lancaster. The one sour—and was it
sourl-moment was the Donald Duck satire on some of the
great moments in movies of yesterday. To satirize the Luise
Rainer telephone speech or to cut in on Jeanette MacDonald
and Nelson Eddy was downright stupidity. Almost everyone
there would have loved to hear these artists again.

Tony Bennett was the Cocoanut Grove’s recent offering and
to the initiated he was apparently a resounding success. It is
true he knocked himself out selling a song, but for my money
he just used up too much perspiration. I could have done
nicely with less pyrotechnics and more variety in his num-
bers. Bennett stays pretty much on one beat which is dandy
if you happen to like that beat. It was, to this department,
one of the less exciting events at the Grove. Dino (Dean
Martin) arrives this week and he should aftract nothing but
packed crowds. ;

who is here to do the Studio One production of “’Mrs. ‘Arris
Goes to Paris’” with Gracie Fields.

Jacques looks and sounds as French as the Eiffel Tower
but he is really Basque—which is a race of people who set-
tled in the Pyrenees and have a language alr their own.
Jacgues learned French however, from the beginning,

To fulfill his many commitments here and in France,
Jacques has been commuting back and forth between Paris
and Hollywood. Last January he did another show for Hitch-
cock on TV (he got his best break on a Hitchcock show ), then
went back to Paris for a movie. He returned immediately to
Hollywood shortly after.

“I have a home in Paris and one here,” Jacques remarked.
“I don’t know where I live any more or where I prefer to live.
I just seem to be shooting and flying.” (Of coursz, all this
was said with a most charming accent).

Before Jacques arrived here in the States he had worked
in the theater in France for several years. It was there that a
talent scout from MGM saw him and signed him tc a contract.
When he arrived in Hollywood he couldn’t speak one word
of English so he studied the language for a whele year. At
the end of that time, he asked MGM if they had any plans
for him and when they said no, he asked for his release—
since he wanted to work.

Jacques likes working in both French and American pic-
Il:ures because he finds the differences in technique stimu-
ating.

“The French have more artistic freedom than you have
here,” he said, “in that they can deal with more adult sub-
jects—and this good. But the French have little interest in
TV. This is due to their way of living. They don't like to sit
and watch TV or a movie f}:)r hours on end. They prefer to
have dinner, some wine, and then spend the evening talking

“The Informer.” (9) Beginning April 14, 9:00. 1935.
Cenerally regarded as an all time film classic, this John
Ford production won him an Academy Award in 1935 for
best direction, as well as Dudley Nichols, for best screen
adaptation (from Liam O‘Flaherty’s novel ), Max Steiner, for
best musical scoring, and Victor McGlagen, for best acting
of the year. It is, truly, a great picture, and I really can't
add much to that. It has been studied and emulated over
the vears, mentioned always in awe when students of the
cinema gather, and looked forward to when revived, as I
am looking forward to this showing. It is a story of the
Irish rebellion and one man’s part in it, a big, dumb hulk
of a man whose desires become twisted with his duties
when he informs on his best friend to the Black and Tans for
a piddling reward, and then spends a long night dribbling
it away as the rebels inexorably close in on him as the
traitor. The picture is filled with memorable scenes and
performances: the betrayed fighter for freedom is beautifully
played by Wallace Ford, who has quietly become an actor
of real stature over the years; J. M. Kerrigan is frighteningly
evil as the bleating sychophant who manages to separate
“King Gypo” (McClaglen) from most of his wad before the
end; Preston Foster does a solid job as the leader of the
rebels; the squalor, the tension and the feeling that was
Ireland of the time is beautifully wrought by Master Ford;
and, above all, is McGlaglen’s magnificent performance as
the pitiful lout. Rumors have long been rife as to the tricks
used by Ford to obtain this portrayal, and possible they’re
all true, but the fact remains that it is McGlaglen who is
seen on the screen and it is he who all but tears your eyes
out with one of the greates screen performances of all time.

“Fury.” (11) April 13, 9:00. 1936. This powerful picture
constitutes an effective preachment against injustice and
mob rule, and is a model of Fritz Lang’s particularly potent
style of directing, which is realistically impressionistic, if
you ask me . . . or vice versa.

“Sudden Fear.” (4) April 12, 10:00. 1952. I suppose I
should disqualify myself from reporting on this movie. I've
never been inordinately impressed by the talents of Joan
Crawford and Jack Palance, the central figures in this tale
of suspense, and I happen to remember it very well, which
is hardly fair to it. Miss Crawford is a successful playwright
who turns down Palance for the leading role in her new
play because he isn’t romantic enough, a canard Jack speedily
disproves by wooing and winning Joan for his wife. She is
as speedily disillusioned when she discovers he is planning
to kill her for money to spend on Gloria Grahame, and
evolves a plan to turn the tables. I'll spare you the ironies
of the ending. Suffice it that in the final chase, when Joan
is running terror stricken through the streets of San Fran-
cisco, and Jack is closing in on her with malevolent intent,
he steps on a cat’s tail, producing a wail audible on Alcatraz:
How's that for originality? I must add, however, that this
film was well liked by many people, including the critics.

F YOU want to succeed in a

specialized field;” advised

Eva Wolas, CBS-TV produ-

cer “it isn’t the men you will

work with who should scare

you.

I've found that when men know

you have put in the necessary appren-

ticeship and have the potential, they’ll
open doors for you.

“You may run into some opposition,”
continued Eva, “but that is natural in
everything in life. Women as well as
men fight change. The ‘status quo’ is
easier, and therefore more to be desired.
But there are always men with courage
who will break away from tradition and
say ‘T think this person has ability—re-
gardless of sex’ If some man hadn’t said
that, I wouldn’t have been a producer
for Playhouse 90 last season, and Cli-
max now.’

Traditionally men always open doors
for lovely women, and wgen, as in the
case of Eva Wolas, beauty and femin-
inity are combined with outstanding tal-
ent and thorough preparation, it is no
wonder that even in a man’s world she
has not only been accepted, but wel-
comed.

Married to David Heilweil, also a
producer, and the mother of a year-old
daughter, Eva admitted that her busi-
ness career was not the only important
part of her life.

“Don’t misunderstand me, I love my
work, but my greatest joy is to be able
to have things go so smoothly during
the day that I can whip out of Tele-
vision City at five o’clock and dash home
to snatch Alexandra from her very de-
voted and efficient English nurse.

“It may seem strange that feeling this
way I still continue to work, but I know
my own nature so well that I recognize
that even if I were to stay home all the
time I would not be able to take on all
the chores of a household. Some of my
friends have made the transition easily
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from career-woman to housewife, usu-
ally because their husbands wanted it
that way. My husband, who was a class-
mate of mine at Cornell, has always en-
couraged me to continue my work even
since the baby was born, because he
knows I'm a better wife and mother
because of my career’’

Encouragement of Eva’s career start-
ed early in her life when her mother
and father noticed her strong leanings
toward literature and music. At the age
of six she was allowed to appear in a
play, and a few years later she wrote
a script for One Act Play magazine.
From then on she knew that her future
would be in the field of the drama and
all her studies were channeled to that
end. She studied at Cornell University,
Yale, and the University of Geneva in
Switzerland, earning a Bachelor of Arts
from Cornell and a Master of Fine Arts
from Yale.

Most women with that much educa-
tion would feel they were equipped to
hold a very important job, but Eva
Wolas felt that only the foundation of
her career had been laid. She began
building it by adapting and writing plays;
assisting directors and producers, read-
ing scripts and story editing. Eventually
she gained the reputation of having one
of the best script minds in television, and
this recognition among producers and
writers earned her the important job as
story editor of Climax. From there she
was signed by Screen Gems last year to
produce eight filmed Playhouse 90 pro-
ductions. This year she will produce ten
live shows for CBS-TV’s Climax series.

While most people are able to figure
out for themselves what a director does,
the word “producer” doesn’t carry a
very strong image.

“The producer originates the idea for
the show, usually from a book, play, or
event,” explained Eva. “For instance,
my first show for Climax was the semi-
documentary story of Albert Anastasia,
the gangster. The reaction to the an-
nouncement that this story was to be
presented was violent, and we had to
make sure that it was handled so that
it would not glorify the criminal. My
second show was of an entirely different
type, ‘The Thief With the Big Blue
Eves, the story of a little boy, and the
idea for this came from an unpublished
story submitted to me some time ago.
In each case I, as the producer, assigned
a writer to develop a treatment which
would be right for the purpose of the
show. After the treatment was written
I had to cast the proper writer to do
the script—someone whom I knew had
a flare for the particular type of story
involved. When the script was finished
and approved a draft was submitted to
the director and I discussed my original
idea or plan with him, and he brought
to it his creative insight on sets and
casting.

“I find it a very rewarding job;” Eva
continued, “I always wanted to be a
teacher, but now that I'm a producer 1
realize that the qualities which make a
good teacher are equally important in
my work, especially the feeling to rec-
ognize talent and let it flower”

The Undeclared
News War on
the L. A. Front

HEN NEWS makes
news, it's news. And
that’s exactly what’s
happening today in the
TV-radio world, espe-
cially on the radio

“front’—which in some ways is turning
into an old-fashioned “news war” be-
tween rival media.

There has always been keen compe-
tition between the individual stations
and networks but never to the extent
which we are hearing today on the local
radio stations.

In the cycle of evaluating news, there
are two major events which consistently
register a peak of public interest: wars
and elections. During these critical pe-
riods it seems that the public can never
get enough details and is constantly
keeping its ear glued to the radio and
its eye to the newspaper and TV set.
1958 is an important election year in
California. But this is still not the main
reason why people are more news-con-
scious today than in many years.

An expert in this field—Pat O'Reilly,
the Director of News for ABC—explains
the situation this way:

“During the past, oh, two or three
years, there has been a tremendous up-
surge in news reporting. Public interest
in daily events has reached the same
proportion that it did during World
War 11 and later in the Korean conflict.
For a while, there was a lag. But now
people are hungry for information about
national and international affairs. And
local news, especially here in Southern
California with the freeways, the elec-
tions this year, the floods and the count-
less other human interest stories, makes
our job more important, and yes, more
exciting than ever before”

Our Analysis
When we analyze some of the recent
trends in the TV-radio industry, we can

realize that there are some basic and
fundamental reasons for this rejuvenat-
ed hunger for all kinds of news. Espe-
cially insofar as radio is concerned.

After World War 11, radio enjoyed a
monopoly in telecommunications. TV
hadnt made any great strides yet, so
radio cornered the market in news, en-
tertainment, sports, music, drama—you
name it. However, the stronger TV got,
the weaker radio became. Ultimately
radio was forced to become, by and
large, a haven for disc jockeys and sing-
ing commercials. Sporting events. got
some attention — .when they weren't
being televised.

Slowly but surely, almost uncon-
sciously it seems, it dawned on the
brains behind-the-mikes that they still
possessed an ace-in-their-crumbling
broadcasting hand. News. Lots of news.
Freeway reports. Beach reports. Flood
news. Whenever and wherever it hap-
pened: get it first and get it right. Cet
the public in the habit of turning to
their radios whenever it wanted to know
what was happening in the world
around them.

To do this, local stations brought
their mobile units into action. They in-
creased their news staffs. Disc jockeys
turned into semi-reporters by breaking
into their own programs with traffic re-
ports. KABC did the ultimate by hiring
Donn Reed and his helicopter to cover
L.A. from the air.

Get ’Em — Keep '‘Em

“Getting a story first is still important
in our business, O’Reilly further ex-
plains. “But it’s not absolutely essential.
What every station attempts to do—and
1 know it’s what we constantly strive for
at ABC—is to get the public to believe
in you. You have to get people to listen,
and then to keep listening. To do this,
vou must develop an all-around repu-
tation for swiftness, accuracy, and prob-

ably most important of all—integrity”’

To help him do this job, O'Reilly and
his assistant, Milt Fishman, have a ten-
man staff of writers-reporters who han-
dle both TV and radio for ABC, Only
one of this group (Dan Ferris) is a
“combination-man” — a man who an-
nounces on-the-scene. The rest are “leg-
men” in the field and writers and editors
in the office.

“We get news leads from various
sources.. O’Reilly continues. “From
phone calls, the AP, INS and City News
wire services, the daily papers, and per-
sonal observation. But we always check
every lead before we write it up and
put it on the air.

“We do get trapped once in a while,
though. I can remember the time all
the stations fell for a wire service story
which said that Mickey Cohen was
killed in Griffith Park. The reporter who
sent out the story made it sound like a
police report, rather than an individual
tip. Besides, it was a perfectly believ-
able story.

“We put it on the air right away. But
while we were on, we checked it, and
before the program was over, we had
time to retract the false rumor.’

This is proof positive that radio is
still the fastest means of communication
—even for retractions.

This daily battle is going on right
now on our airwaves. O'Reilly is in-
creasing his staff. So are other news
departments around town. The ultimate
victor, of course —and at last —is the
listener.

Twist that radio dial around—if you
haven’t already—and hear for yourself
how news-conscicus Southern Califor-
nia has become. This keen competition
is not in name of public service, either.
News is no longer a necessary evil. It
has become a necessity for survival.
