Logging DX
Can I use a personal computer like the
TRS-80 to assist me in my shortwave lis-
tening hobby?

Yes you can, if you really have a need.
For example, every station you log-can be
entered into your computer and dumped
onto a floppy disc. With the proper pro-
gram, you can print out your weekly re-
sults and add them to this year’s loggings.
The computer can extract the loggings in
increasing frequency order. I don’t know
how to do this, but it sounds like the
kind of program that exists now to list
personal checks in check number order.

| Ain't so Dumb
How important is a “smart” CB rig?
—1. 8., Chicago, IL

By smart, you mean those CB rigs that
have an LSI (large scale integration) chip
in them to‘provide digital scanning, stor-
age of selected channels, memory, etc,
plus fancy side features as a bonus, like a
clock readout. Well, it depénds on the
kind of CBer you are. I can take a 200-

t

mile trip, listen to channel 19 all the way
and never push-to-talk! Others run a
complete net operation on the road, yak-
king all the way. What’s important to you
is the type of CBer you are. If you can
use the features, buy them. If not, buy a
plain Jane unit like I did and put your
money into a good antenna system to get
that signal out!

FM Up or Down
I see FM antennas horizontally polar-
ized on roof tops and vertically polarized
on cars. One of these antennas has to be
polarized incorrectly. Which one?
—D. L. Rochelle Park, NJ

Both are incorrectly polarized. FM
broadcasters realized many TV antennas
double as FM antennas, so horizontal
polarization appears to be the answer,
until you try to mount a horizontal an-
tenna on the car. So, FM broadcasters
polarized their antennas 45-degrees from
the true vertical (or horizontal) so that
equal portions of the transmitted signal
are polarized vertically and horizontally.
If you use only an FM directional an-
tenna for FM reception, investigate ro-
tating the antenna along its directional
axis for best reception in those ,cases
where multipath reception reduces the
quality of the signal.

Too Much Power
I purchased a new CB set and con-
nected it to a wattmeter with a built-in
dummy load. The power out was 6.2-
watts. Is this CB rig lllegal7 I didn’t
monkey with it at all.
—L. M., Dcnver, co

Don’t worry -about it. If the signal is
nice and clean with no TVI, use it and
enjoy. The chances are that the wattmeter
is an inexpensive unit that may not be
calibrated correctly and is used for rough
or relative measurements only. For argu-
ment’s sake, let’s say the average unit
knocks out 6.2-watts. That extra 2.0-watts
(if correct) will give you a 1.7 dB gain in
signal that is insignificant. The CBer at
the other end will not be able to tell.

Dud Bombs
I have three CRTs from TV sets | have
scrapped. | would like to keep them for
fixing TVs that 1 find, but my mom says
that they will explode, poison me, and
make my room glow in the dark for
weeks. | say they are safe as long as
nobody throws bricks at them. What do
you think?
—A. L., Torrance, CA

I wouldn’t store cathode ray tubes in
any area which people normally inhabit.
Accidents are caused by people, not ob-
jects. Also, when I repair TVs and radios,
I prefer to use new parts. Get rid of that
dud glass! As for the explosion, you may
have a real oldie that can kill you! Nope,
your room will not glow in the dark, but
it may take months to vacuum out

you're into radio as a hobby. When
folks-find out you don’t “send,” you’ll
really have them puzzled. “You mean
you just listen?’’ It’s enough to make
you tear your hair out by the roots in
frustration! And when you've heard
the same question a dozen times, a
hundred or more times. .

Hey, wait a darned minute! You can’t
duck those questions. It's time to stand
up and_tell the world—admittedly it
may seem like you're¢ doing it one per-
son at a time—what DXing is all about
and why it is one of the most interest-
ipg, entertaining and enjoyable hobbies
around! There are a couple of reasons
why\it will be to your advantage to
take the time and trouble fo explain to
those well-meaning, but ill-informed
folks just why you listen and what DX-
ing is all about.

First, once you do get the message
across, relatives will stop treating you .
like “Emma and Charles’ son, you
know, the strange one!"” Instead, don’t
be. surprised to find you've become a
minor celebrity in the family at the
next reunion: “Say, did you know that
Cousin Mortie listens to China on his
radio!!!” Your stature among friends
and relations will " increase. Secondly,
though, you may serve as a DXing mis-
sionary, bringing other people into this
fascinating hobby.

That's one of the things we do here
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at Communications Worid. We try to .

bring the message of what DXing is
all about to those who haven’t dis-
covered the listening hobby yet. It’s al-

- most a sure bet that some of you read-
ing this magazine today will fall into
that catégory. You don’t know much
about what it’s all about, but the cover
has caught your eye, you picked up this
issue and. .. here you are.

Many of you readers are into DXing
already. You already have a good idea
what the hobby is about, but want to
know more. And some of you are old
tirfiers, veteran listeners who will nod
your head in agreement with much you
will read on these pages (and un-
doubtedly, disagree with some too,
since DXing is a very personal type
hobby and there’s no one single way
to approach it!) So whether your mo-
tive is to learn more about DXing your-

self, brush up on things or provide-

yourself with ammunition to explain
DXing to others, read on.

Back to Basics. Let’s start at Square
One. Just what is DXing? The answer
to that is that DXing is the hobby of
listening to distant radio signals—just
for fun. DX is a term that dates back
to the very early days of radio when
almost everything was sent in the radio-
telegrapher’s Morse code. If you had
the choice of tapping out the di-dahs
to laboriously spell out all the words
or developing a shorthand to get your
message across, which would you do?

DX was the shorthand form mean-
ing distant, as in distant radio stations.
But distance is a relative term. If you
get a blast from tuning in a station in
Australia or Afghanistan, halfway
around the globe, there’s no doubt
‘about it, you’re a DXer! But you can
also be considered a DXer if you tune
as a hobby for stations a lot closer to
home, for instance a VHF public ser-
vice band police communications net-
work in the next state,"an FM station
skipping in from a thousand miles
away, or a regular medium wave AM
broadcaster in Pittsburgh if you live
in Fargo, or one in Fargo if you live
in Birmingham.

Distance is only one factor in DX-
ing. The relative power of the station
and other factors that make reception
something out of the ordinary also can
‘be considered. The radio frequency
spectrum is very wide, ranging—from a
DXer’s standpoint, which means in
terms of readily and inexpensively avail-
able receiving gear—from the very low
frequencies to the ultra high frequen-
cies. There are many places in the radio

frequency spectrum in which you can
do your DXing. There are also many
types of stations that inhabit the terri-
tory, all of which can be fair game
for the DX listening fan.

You can hunt for DX stations on the
shortwaves, of course. DXing includes
probing the radio bands for broadcast
stations—those with regular type pro-
grams, news, music, entertainment,
whatever—and for the so-called utility
stations—non-program types, aeronau-
tical, maritime, point-to-point commu-
nicators, government, commercial, pri-
vate and military. We speak about
radio listening, but DXing can also
include looking as well as listening to
distant television signals.

So it is not all shortwave at all, and
I'll get to those other aspects of the
DX game in a while. For now, though,
let’s concentrate on shortwave listening,
which is the entry point into the hobby
for most people, and which probably
remains the single most popular aspect
of DXing. In saying that, I'm not try-
ing to start an argument with those who

" live and breathe for one of the other

aspects of DXing, such as action band
VHF/UHF monitoring or medium
wave BCB (abbreviation for broadcast
band) listening. There is every bit as

much challenge in going after stations

- on other than the shortwaves.

SWLing is, for many, the name of
the DX game. And often the terms are
used synonymously, though strictly
speaking, not correctly. DXing is a
broader term, covering all facets of
the listening hobby. Today, though,
there is something of an internal de-

bate going on among those who listen -

to the shortwave broadcasting (SWBC)
stations. Generally it is a friendly de-,
bate, though from time to time, in the
pages of. radio club bulletins, voices
aré—figuratively—raised. The debate
centers on what listeners listen to and

WHERE TO DX FOR WHAT

There are three very broad categories of stations. There are the broadcast stations, which air
progams of infomation, entertainment and music to general audiences. Then there are the
radio amateurs, hobbyists who operate in two-way communication on the shortwave and higher
frequencies. Everything else falls into a grab bag cailed utility communications, which cover
the whole range of services from longwave ship-to-shore to aeronautical VHF signals, point-
to-point transatlantic phone calls to radioteleprinters, to name but a few ‘types.

why. And several specialized definitions
have evolved for the DXer and SWL.

When you come down to it, it hinges
on personal preferences and individual
interests—just why different folks get
their kicks from different aspects and
angles of the hobby. So don't take it
too seriously. But a closer look at the
arguments on both sides may provide a
bit of insight into the various options
open to the guy or gal who gets in-
volved in this wild and crazy hobby.
For a moment, then, consider these
“special” definitions of DXer and SWL.

What is a DXer? A DXer is a hobby
listener who hunts the obscure, hard-to-
hear stations. The rarer the station, and
the more difficult it is to receive, the
more of a challenge it presents to the
true DXer. It is immaterial if the sta-
tion is transmitting programs in some
more or less unknown language, as long
as the DXer can, somehow, correctly
identify it. Supposedly, to the ultimate
shortwave DXer, the content of the pro-
gram tuned is less important than the
fact that he has heard that certain sta-
tion. The challenge of the quest for the
far off and far out station is the primary
reason to tune for it. The hardcore DX
fan may well be into the numbers game
—how many different stations can I
hear? How many different countries
can I log?

Okay. that’s the specialized definition
of a SWBC DXer. On the other hand,
this is supposedly the ultimate SWL:
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At the other end of the interest spec-
trum, the SWL is totally into program-
ming. Program content is of prime im-
portance, more important than where
the station is located or how difficult it
is to hear. The SWL will find more en-
joyment from tuning in a favorite
Saturday evening program on Radio
Canada International, a very strong,
solid signal from a relatively nearby
shortwave voice, than he will in a weak,
fluttery signal from some small, far off
country. Generally the SWL will look
for English language programs, strong
and easy to hear broadcasts. Rather
than hunting for new stations, the tough
catches on the shortwave bands. the
SWL will concentrate on the familiar

voices, returning again and again to
favorite SW programs.

The pure DXer considers tuning an
easy-to-hear station, time and again, a
bore. He gets his natural high when he
is able, despite heavy static and inter-
ference, to hear a faltering signal from
a flea-powered station across the world
whose programs are in a language of
which the listener can only compre-
hend enough to be sure of its identity.
The pure SWL, on the other hand, sees
no sense whatever in tracking some
station he can hardly hear in the noise
and, if he could, can’t understand any-
way. Give him, instead, the programs
he knows, likes and can understand.
And so, they often debate these points.

But truth to tell, most listeners,
whether they call themselves by these
specially defined terms, DXer or SWL,
have a bit of both in them. And, a
mixture of approaches seems to make
the most sense. Sometimes a listener
thrills to the excitement of hearing for
the first time a far off and challenging
DX catch. Other times it’s nice to tune
in a familiar program or station.

DX 'til it Hertz. A large segment of
the listening population tunes the short-
wave frequencies. Broadly speaking,
most DX fans consider these to be the
frequencies between about 1,605 and
30,000 kiloHertz. “Kill-a-what,” you
say? Kilohertz! It is a unit of measure-
ment that is essential to radio.

A radio frequency is the number of
times a radio wave “vibrates” each sec-
ond. It used to be measured in “cycles
per second” and if you've been around
and have had an interest in radio for
more than a few years, you may be
familiar with the older term, kilocycles |
per second, which was generally ab-
breviated as kc/s. These days, however,
the term “Hertz”—named after the elec-
trical pioneer, Heinrich Hertz—is used
to signify “cycles per second.” The
shorter the wavelength of a radio
signal, the higher its frequency. Thus
shortwaves are also called high fre-
quency (HF). To simplify the higher
frequencies, which run to millions of
Hertz, two standard prefixes are adopt-
-ed from the basic metric system.

The prefix kilo means thousand;
mega means million. Thus we have
thousands of Hertz stated in terms of
kiloHertz and millions of Hertz as
megaHertz. A typical shortwave fre-
quency is 9,500,000 Hertz (or cycles
per second). Since that is more than a
bit cumbersome, we’d refer to it simply
as 9,500 kiloHertz (kHz), or, equally
correctly, as 9.5 MegaHertz (MHz).

To get the notion ot frequency firmly
fixed, let’s consider some others. Below
the shortwave portion of the spectrum,
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that. 1s, in the lowe’r frequencies, we
have the medium waves, the standard
AM radio band. This covers the fre-
guencies from about 540 to 1600 kHz.
On a mini-pocket transistor, the dial
may well be marked with four or five
numbers, perhaps 6, 9, 12 and 16. You
soon know where to find your favorite
AM station for “Disco Junction,” or
whatever the program may be. And you
may never have questioned the signifi-
cance of the numbers on the dial.

Actually, though, a 6 would really
mean 600 kHz, the 9, 900 kHz, and
so on. In terms of megaHertz, the
equivalents would be 0.6 MHz, 0.9
MHz. A few more examples to help you
understand where things come in the
radio spectrum: Television channel 6
has its video signal on 82.25 MHz; its
audio on 86.75 MHz, in the very high
frequency (VHF) range. Your favorite
FMer may be on 96.9 MHz, which
could be expressed as 96,900 kHz, but
never is, in practice.

The police in your town may well
use a frequency in the VHF .range,
somewhere around 154 MHz, perhaps,
for their communications. There is a
gap in frequencieg between TV chan-
nels 6 and 7 (FM, an aeronautical
band and one of two public service
VHF bands fits into this gap). So the
audio/video frequencies for TV chan-
nel seven are 179.75 MHz/175.25
MHz. And in the television ultra high
frequency (UHF) channels, the fre-
quencies run from channel 14 (471.25/
475.75MHz) to channel 83 (885.25/
889.75 MHz).

Why Does it Work? “How is it pos-
sible,” your questioner may ask, as you
begin to explain what DXing is all
about. How is it possible to hear short-
wave signals from South America or
medium wave stations in South Dakota
or South Carolina? “It’s black magic,”
you could reply. But you'd be dead
wrong. There’s none of the black art in
DXing. There is no magic about the

phenomena that bring distant radio sig-
nals hundreds, thousands, many thou-
sands of miles from station transmitters
to your receiver.

It is true that there still are some
mysteries about why, and especially
when, DX signals can be received. But
the basics have long been known to
science. If you take the bit of trouble
and time needed to learn something
about radio frequency propagation, it
will aid in your listening endeavors.
You’'ll have better luck in turning up
at the right time and place to find the
stations .you want to hear.

Radio frequency radiation—the elec-
tromagnetic waves—leaves a station’s
transmitting antenna traveling in a
straight line. The earth’s surface, of
course, is curved. You might suppose—
and you'd be correct—that those radio
waves would simply shoot off into space
at the horizon. If that was all there was
to it, however, al] radio reception would
be limited in distance to perhaps several
hundred miles at the outside. There
would be no DX stations to hear. But
luckily this is not the case. We have the
ionosphere to make our hobby—and all
long-haul radio reception—possible.

The ionosphere is a region of gases
circling the globe at altitudes between
about 50 and 200-miles, in several

.more-or-less distinct bands given various

alphabetical designations. Solar radia-
tion causes changes in these gaseous
belts. The change, called ionization,
alters the layers’ electrical densities.
As radio waves head outward into
space at the horizon, they encounter
these ionospheric layers. If the ioniza-
tion is great enough—the layer suffi-
ciently “dense” to act as a radio wave
mirror—and the signal wavelength long
enough, the signal will be bent and will
bounce back toward earth at an angle
equivalent to that at which it entered
the ionized region. This bending is
called refraction, but for illustrative
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purposes, simply. think of it as reflec-
tion. The gaseous layers serve as mir-
rors, bouncing radio signals back to
Earth, a process which DXers and hams
and CBers refer to as “skip.”

Under the right conditions, a signal
that otherwise would escape into space
will come skipping back to earth at a
distant point, far from the transmitter
site. That signal can rebound from the
earth’s surface again. A series of such
bounces between earth and the ionized
layer can take a signal—as on shortwave
frequencies—all around the globe.

Really long-haul reception is both
possible and common on the shortwave
frequencies. It is also possible on the
long and medium wave frequencies.
Later I'll get into the matter of long
haul, that is, transoceanic reception on
the medium wave AM band. For now,
suffice it to say that interference from
the approximately 5,000 BCB stations
in the U.S. and Canada on the 540-
1600 kHz range is the most important
reason why transAtlantic and trans-
Pacific reception is not as common as
it might be.

Really long distance reception on the
higher VHF and UHF frequencies is
possible, but rare, if you're thinking in
the multi-thousand mile range. But one-
hop skip reception of VHF signals, TV,
FM and public service band transmis-
sions, is a common enough experience.

For SW and MW signals, over long
paths, each “bounce” on its journey
from earth to reflecting layer to earth
again robs a bit of signal strength. Thus,
a high-powered signal on shortwave
from the other side of the world may
be heard in North America at consis-
tently good strength. And one from a
lower-powered transmitter half the dis-
tance away may not have enough
oomph left after several skips to be
heard clearly, or at all.

The ionosphere has several specific
layers, labeled D, E and F. During the
daylight hours, the last splits into two
segments at different altitudes—F1 and
F2—but they recombine into a single

layer at night. Closest to the earth is the
D layer, roughly 50 miles above us. Un-
fortunately, it has the anti-DX property
of absorbing, rather than reflecting the
lower frequency shortwave and medium
wave signals. It is strongly affected by
solar radiation. During daylight hours
it forms—and acts like a sponge, sop-
ping up outbound radio signals—but
shortly after sunset it vanishes and
ceases to exist until the next dawn.

Even if you know nothing about
radio frequency propagation, you've
certainly experienced the effects of the
D layer of the ionosphere. During the
daylight hours, you’ve surely noticed,
you can receive only the AM medium
wave radio signals from your immedi-
ate area and perhaps, with the very
powerful 50 kilowatt AMers, up to
several hundred miles away. But after
dark, quickly, long haul reception be-
comes possible. even on a car radio.
At night you'll hear many more signals
on your AM radio, many from half a
continent away or further.

The reason, of course, is that during
the day, the signals from distant AM
stations are absorbed by the D layer
and not bounced back to earth far
from their point of origin. At night,
though, the D layer disappears, the sig-
nals from far off can continue out-
bound until they strike a reflective
ionospheric layer, and come skipping

back to be heard by you.

Slightly higher in altitude is the so-
called E layer. It has some effect on
the lower shortwave bands, but nor-
mally it is of more interest to the VHF
monitor or FM-TV DXer since it ac-
counts for most of the occasional long
distance reception that occurs on these
high frequencies. Several hundred miles
up is the F layer of the ionosphere, the
single most important factor in long
distance shortwave reception. This
serves as the reflector for most of our
shortwave DX.

The shorter the wavelength of a radio
signal (that is, the higher the frequen-
cy) the more easily it passes through
the daytime D layer to reach the re-
flective layers above. However, the
shorter it is, meaning the higher it is in
frequency, the less chance there is of
reflection back toward Earth by the E
or F layers. And conversely, the longer
the wavelength, or the lower the fre-
quency, the more likely it is to be
gobbled up during daylight by the D
layer, but to be reflected by the F layer
if it makes it through the region of
absorption.

Confusing? Well, let’s look at spe-
cifics. Daytime: Distant AM medium
wave signals are absorbed by the iono-
spheric D layer and distant reception is
unlikely. At night the D layer vanishes
and long haul MW signals are readily
heard. On the lower shortwave frequen-
cies, say below about 10 MHz (10,000
kHz), during the daytime, the effect of
the absorbing D layer hampers or elimi-
nates really long distance reception. At
night—that is over a path of darkness
between transmitter and receiver—long
distance reception is great.

‘On the higher shortwaves, 10-30
MHz, the D layer has little effect and
reception over a daylight path is favor-
able. On the VHF frequencies, the
wavelengths are so short that the D
layer isn’t a factor. But, broadly speak-
ing, the reflective layers are normally
not suﬁicliently dense, electrically, to act
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as a signal mirror. Sporadically, how-
ever, the E layer does jonize sufficient-
ly to reflect VHF signals. For the short-
wave listener, this means: tune the
higher SW bands during the day, the
lower SW frequencies at night. This is
the daily propagational cycle.

Another cycle to consider is the
summer-winter fluctuation. During the
cold months, the nights are longer and
the signal-absorbing D layer is trouble-
some for shorter periods daily. Also,
since thunderstorms are less common
in winter—and lightning is really a gi-
gantic noise transmitter—listening is
usually quieter with less static.

There’s another cycle of importance
to the listening hobbyist. This is linked
to the sunspots, the violent, explosive
flares on the surface of the sun. Sun-
spots cause radiation that can drasti-
cally alter for varying periods of time
the ionospheric reflecting layers. The
length of the sunspot cycle is very
roughly 11 years. Presently we are
about at the maximum of the present
cycle. During periods of high sunspot
activity, reception up to the very top of
the shortwave range is likely. Now and
for the next few years, we will see more
and more shortwave broadcasters using
the higher shortwave frequencies, the
21 ‘and 26 MHz SWBC bands espe-
cially. During the low point of the sun-
spot cycle, the higher SW bands drop
out and are little used and low fre-
quency shortwave reception is greatly
enhanced.

I know that many people shy away
from the technical aspects of DXing.
And it really isn’t all that important, at
least when you're getting started, to
understand just why it is possible to
hear certain stations on certain fre-
quencies at certain times. But it isn't
too hard to pick up some seat-of-the-

pants propagation understanding. You'll
soon realize that you're not going to
hear South Africa at midday on 4,810
kHz, but that it’s perfectly possible on
15,155 kHz.

The Bands. Now that you know
when to tune, the next basic question
is where. DX listeners consider all the
frequencies between 1605 and 30,000
kHz to be the shortwaves, but, as noted,
there are a variety of non-broadcast
type stations, the so-called utility or
“ute” communicators, here too. The
majority of the program broadcasting
stations, SWBC, can be found in 12
shortwave bands. In these dozen small
segments of the spectrum, you’ll find
most of your listening targets. There
are thousands of stations, big and little,

The UHF TV channels begin at Channel 14 (471.250/475.750 MHz) and continue with
audio and.video channels six megahertz apart up to Channel 83 (888.250/889.750 MHz).
Many other countries not only use different transmitting standards (positive or negative
video modulation, number of scanning lines, channel width, etc.), but also have a different
channel arrangement. In the United Kingdom there are 14 VHF TV channels running
from 45,000 MHz to 216.250 MHz. In much of Continental Europe there are 12 channels,
48.250 to 229.750 MHz. France has 11 channels from 52.400 to 201.700 MHz. Italy,
Russia, Morocco, Australia, New Zealand and Japan all have their own ‘‘channels’ to
add to the confusion. So if you plan to travel abroad, forget about taking your American
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across the globe, packed into these few
bands.

As this is written—and I'll get into
the reason for that proviso in just a
moment—the SWBC bands are these:

120 meters—2,300 to 2,495 kHz
90 meters——3,200 to 3,400 kHz
75 meters——3,800 to 4,000 kHz
60 meters——4,750 to 5,060 kHz
49 meters——5.950 to 6,200 kHz
41 meters—7,100 to 7,300 kHz
31 meters——9,500 to 9,775 kHz
25 meters—11,700 to 11,975 kHz
19 meters——15,100 to 15,450 kHz
13 meters——21,450to 21,750 kHz
16 meters— 17,700 to 17,975 kHz
11 meters——25,600 to 26,100 kHz
Some stations and countries, for their
own reasons, choose to operate out-of-
band. outside these dozen clusterings of
frequencies. Most nations abide by the
strict letter of the International Tele-
communications Union agreements.

It is possible to divide these 12 bands
in several different ways. One way is by
propagational characteristics already
mentioned. The lower bands, 120, 90
and 75 meters are purely night spots.
The next three, 60, 49 and 41 meters
are essentially for night DX hunting,
though for stations located eastward of
your listening post, you'll find some
late afternoon targets from, say, Africa.
And for an hour or so post-sunrise,
check for stations from the west, Asians
for example.

The next two bands, 31 and 25
meters, are transitional in nature. You
can find reception somewhat earlier in
the afternoon and somewhat later in
the morning. The rest—19 through 11
meters—really perform during the day-
light hours. The higher ones of this
batch don't offer much during the
nighttime hours.

Another way to consider the dozen
shortwave broadcasting bands is by
which types of stations make use of
the frequencies. First of.all, two of the
bands, 75 and 41 meters, are shared, in
part, with western hemisphere Amateur
radio operators. Though shortwave
broadcasters in this part of the world
are excluded from these bands, they are
used by SWBC stations elsewhere in the
world. Thus, mutual station interfer-
ence, which DXers call QRM, can be a
most significant problem.

But speaking only of the broadcast
type stations, we will have two sub-
categories. There are the large interna-
tional broadcasters, the major short-
wave stations of the world which oper-
ate foreign services for listeners outside
their home countries. By international
agreement, most of these stations are
to be found on the higher frequency
bands, say 41 through 11 meters. There

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are other shortwave stations, though,
often smaller and less powerful, whose
interest is in reaching listeners within
their own national boarders, not foreign
audiences. Some of these are commer-
cial, private stations. Others are govern-
mental outlets. But in either case, the
scope of their programs is local or
regional. Among these domestic voices
are the many smaller stations of Latin
America, Africa, southern Asia and
parts of the Pacific.

Again by agreement, these stations
operate on the lowest bands, -120, 90,
75 and 60 meters. For this reason,
DXers commonly call these the Tropi-
cal Bands. More or less it is a private
preserve that few of the large interna-
tional broadcasters venture into.

WARC 79. Remember, I said that
the frequency ranges of the dozen
shortwave broadcast bands were correct
as of this writing? The reason for that
disclaimer is that while this manuscript
was being prepared, representatives of
nations which are members of the Inter-
national Telecommunications Union
were meeting in Geneva, Switzerland,
to consider the frequency allocations
for shortwave broadcasting stations.
The results of the 1979 World Adminis-
trative Radio Conference (WARC) are
expected to govern station operation for
the next 20 years.

The work of the delegates from 154
countries was very important. It is esti-
mated that there are some 900 million

radio receivers in the world today. And
300 million of them are capable of
tuning at least some of the shortwave
frequencies. It also is estimated that on
any given day, 200 million persons lis-
ten to shortwave radio broadcasts.

“Shortwave radio appears to be the
only viable medium for international
broadcasting in the foreseeable future,”
said John A. Gronouski, chairman of
the U.S. Board for International Broad-
casting, in an address to the North At-
lantic Treaty Organization (NATO)
Cultural Affairs Committee early last
year. Gronouski said that broadcasting
on the shortwaves is not the exclusive
domain of the more powerful industrial
nations. “It is the only practical infor-
mation medium at present through
which the voice of the smaller, less
affluent country can be heard, and can
reply to the major powers.”

At the last WARC gathering two
decades ago, it was—not surprisingly,
considering that era—the major powers
that dominated. The resultant distribu-
tion of the frequencies certainly favored
the major broadcasters of the world. As
the emerging nations developed into a
Third World to be reckoned with, those
newer countries have tended to feel
shortchanged and seemed ready to
make their presence felt at the WARC-
79 gathering in Geneva.

The major broadcasting nations of
the world, however, also have been
feeling the pinch in terms of frequen-
cies available to them, though part of
the problem is of their own making.
The amount of shortwave broadcasting
in the world has increased by five times
since the end of the second World War.
“Most shortwave frequencies are be-
ing used by double, and during prefer-

cntial broadcasting hours, by three and
four times the number of transmitters
recommendcd as a reasonable norm by
the ITU,” Gronouski told NATO.

Any shortwave listener, confronting
the crowded conditions on the short-
wave bands, can readily confirm Gron-
ouski's figures. For the past several
years, some of the large international
broadcasting organizations in the world
have becen, to varying degrees, moving
some of their transmissions “out-of-
band” (oob) to frequencies outside the
limits of the prescribed bands.

Observers of the shortwave broad-
casting scene have seen these oob opera-
tions as setting the stage for a push, at
WARC-79, for expanding the limits of
the SW bands to include the already-in-
use frequencies. The same qbservers
also detected, probably until sometime
in 1978, a certain notion among some
of the major international broadcasting
countries that they could bulldoze their
way through WARC-79, as they had
two decades ago, to get more dperating
frequencies opened up.

But then a new development oc-
curred. In regional meetings in Third
World countries, representatives of
those smaller broadcasting nations be-
gan making it abundantly clear that
they were going to, as Gronouski later
put it, “seek a share of the pie.”

Countries such as Togo and Fiji, at
WARC-79, had one vote each as did
the U.S. and the Soviet Union. And so
there was voting power to back up the
smaller countries’ demands. It became

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clear that some sort of compromise
would come out of WARC-79.

So, early in 1979, Gronouski urged
the NATO delegates, representing the
more technologically advanced nations
of the West, to demonstrate leadership
at the Geneva conference. He urged
recognition of the desires and goals of
the Third World majority for a greater
share of the shortwave frequencies. At
the same time, the big international
broadcasters still needed more frequen-
cies to, hopefully, reduce the conges-
tion existing on the upper International
shortwave bands.

The only answer. therefore, if every-
one was to get a bigger share of the
pie was to make a bigger pie—in short,
increase the frequency spectrum space
alloted to shortwave broadcasting. It
was not surprising, therefore, several
months later, last year, when the U.S.
proposals for the WARC-79 gathering
were finalized.

Earlier “talking positions” by some
governmental agencies. which would
have gobbled up some of the lower SW
frequency Tropical Bands—the special
territory of the Third World—by the
international broadcasting giants were
shelved. In fact, the U.S.” final position
proposed an expansion, not a contrac-
tion, of the Tropical Bands for domes-
tic broadcasting in the smaller coun-
tries. The United States proposal would
have the existing Tropical Bands in the
lower end of the shortwave range grow
by some 300 kiloHertz. Also proposed
were new Tropical Bands—from which
international broadcasting would also
be excluded—on the higher frequencies.
up to about 14 MHz.

The U.S. was also interested, natur-
ally, in increasing the size of the short-
wave bands for international broad-
casting. So its proposal would expand
the frequencies for the major foreign
broadcasting services, by about 1,500
kitoHertz of band space, in the fre-
quency bands between 5,800 and 22,000
kHz. The American proposal would
have created two completely new bands.
one in the upper 13 MHz range and
the other just below 20 MHz.

But the United States proposal at
WARC-79 included another significant
point. It proposed transmitter power
limitations of 50,000 watts (50 kw) for
domestic shortwave broadcasting, and
250 kw for external services. Since
there are alrcady shortwave transmit-
ters several times that powerful, the
U.S. proposal included a grandfather
clause for those broadcasters already
exceeding that limit, during the life of
those transmitters.

In short, the American proposal at
Geneva was one which offered some-

thing for everybody interested in short-
wave broadcasting. In fact, SWLs and
DXers found much in the proposals
that they could be encouraged by.

Considering the international give
and take at conferences such as WARC-
79, no onc really expected that the
American  proposals would come
through in the final form as offered. For
one thing, the USSR was on record as
not favoring an expansion of the Inter-
national Broadcasting frequencies. As
SWLs know, the Soviet Union already
operates on many unauthorized out-of-
band frequencies. Why should they
favor making these oob frequencies
legitimate so other broadcasting na-
tions could join them beyond the old
frequency fringes?

On the other hand, if the conference

“Who says you need a $400 radio to DX?”

fails to expand the band space, it
seemed likely that the smaller, but more
numerous countries wpuld simply vote
themselves larger shares of the existing
band space. This loss would be felt
most keenly by the large international
broadcasters of the West.

By the time you read this, the deci-
sions should have been made. While it
is impossible, at this time, to predict
just what the configurations of the
bands will be in the several decades
ahead, as the result of WARC-79, it
scems fairly likely that SWLs will find
the bands, for both the large interna-
tional broadcasting stations. and the
lower powered domestic governmental
and private commercial stations of
Latin America, Africa and Asia, ex-
panded in size. If we are lucky, per-
haps WARC-79 will have also realized
the first step in putting a cap on the
runaway transmitter power race.

In future issues of Communications
World, of course, we’ll have all the
details for you. However, it should be
pointed out that the results of WARC-
79 will not bring immediate changes to

.the shortwave bands. Things just don’t

move that swiftly. The changes will,
no doubt, be very gradual. It may be
at least several years before shortwave
listening fans may reap any real bene-
fits, in terms of less crowded bands,
less interference and the like, from the
decisions made at WARC-79.

Tuning News. It's not only important
to know the frequencies on which short-
wave stations operate, but also to know
how to tune those frequencies on your
receiver. For years, one of the most
difficult things about the hobby of
SWLing for beginners was knowing
just where they were tuning on their
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receiver. If you try tuning in shortwave
stations with a relatively inexpensive
radio, say a slide rule-type dial portable
costing under 375, it is still tough.

SW stations are crammed into bands
that, on the dial plate of a rather un-
sophisticated portable receiver, com-
prise about a quarter of an inch each.
Typically, such a dial is calibrated in
megaHertz only, eg, 8, 9, 10 kHz,
etc. The 31 meter SW band, for in-
stance, with hundreds of stations, is
squeezed into a tiny bit of dial space
just below 10 MHz.

What this all means is that it is very
tough to hunt for a particular station
on, for instance, 9,750 kHz. You know,
of course, that it’s there. somewhere,
between the 9 and 10 MHz markings
on the dial, and surely closer to 10
than to 9 MHz. But barely moving the
sliderule pointer may jump your tun-
ing from 9,700 to 9,900 kHz. And
even if you should find the particular
station you're looking for, by guess and
by gosh, it will be just as hard—and just
as much a matter of chance—to try to
tune in the same station tomorrow.

To be completely frank about it, you
can become an SWL with such an un-
sophisticated receiver, but you are go-
ing to be rather hit-and-miss in your
approach to the hobby. You will prob-
ably wind up tuning “by ear” to a few
very powerful stations in each band,
and, for the rest, just tuning around at
random listening to whatever you hap-
pen to stumble across. That's fine for
the casual listener, for the beginner,
but sooner or later, if you stick with
this SWLing hobby, you'll come to the
conclusiori that you need a receiver
that has an improved readout.

Just a few years ago, shortwave re-
ceivers which oftered accuracy in fre-
quency readout, that is, allowed you to
know to a high degree of accuracy the
frequency to which your receiver was
tuned, were expensive. If you owned a
medium-priced receiver costing several
hundred dollars, which had only fair
readout accuracy, you resorted to charts

and graphs, or if you could afford it, a
piece of military surplus gear called a
frequency meter.

Digital Readout. Today, all that is
changed. Now in the medium-priced
range of receivers, it is common to find
highly accurate, electronic digital fre-
quency readout. That has made ‘it much
easier for many more people to take up
DXing in a serious way. For it's virtu-
ally impossible to hunt for the weaker,
harder to hear stations unless you
know exactly where to tune.

For decades it was the ability to de-
termine frequencies accurately that
separated the serious DXer from the
casual SW listener. Decent, affordable
frequency readout in shortwave re-
ceivers has opened up a whole world
of listening, even to beginners.

What is electronic digital frequency
readout? First, consider the common
electronic pocket calculator, or your
digital wristwatch. These are familiar
electronic digital devices. Using either
light emitting diodes (LEDs) or liquid
crystal, the calculator will display the
numerals showing the correct answer
to your mathematical computations
The watch, similarly, will display the
correct time of day.

Electronic digital frequency readout
works similarly—little red or green nu-
merals will display the accurate fre-
quency to which you’re tuned. No more
mechanical readout systems on these
types of receivers, no more hunting
for certain frequencijes, guessing ex-
actly where the sliderule pointer is
pointing. You dial up the right fre-
quency and if the station is on the air
and propagation conditions are right to
bring in the station’s signal to the re-
ceiver, you're in business!

There are a number of shortwave
receivers today which offer electronic
digital frequency readout. For instance,
Panasonic has its digital portable, the
RF2900, which oné reader gleefully re-
ported not long ago, was able to be
purchased at a New York City discount
house for about $185. Frankly, I doubt
many of you living in areas of the con-
tinent less subject to cut-rate competi-
tion of the Gotham variety will find the
receiver at such a price. Panasonic also
has its big brother RF4900 model.

SONY, another well known Japanese
manufacturer of receivers sold around
the world, has its line, including the
ICF6700W, with highly accurate digi-
tal readout. Many readers are no doubt
familiar with the popular “FROG-7,”
the nickname given to the FRG-7
model shortwave/receiver made by an-
other Japanese outfit, Yaesu-Musen.
This receiver, which is also sold by
Sears-Roebuck and Co. under their
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ABBREVIATONS USED BY DXERS

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own house brandname, is moderately
priced as SW receivers go. While its
mechanical-type frequency readout was
reasonably accurate for most listeners’
purposes, that is to about plus or minus
5 kiloHertz accuracy, it is not digital.

So Yaesu-Musen now offers an up-
graded version of the FRG-7, called the
FRG-7000, *which, in fact, does have
electronic digital readout of* frequency.
In round figures, at the time of this
writing, the FRG-7000 runs in the
neighborhood of $600. That is a lot of
money! There's no getting around that.
And if you are looking at, say, the
terrific new receiver that came on the
market recently, the Drake R7, the
price tag runs up around $1,600 com-
plete, at this writing.

First of all, however, it's not neces-
sary to start out with such an expen-
sive piece of equipment. After all, if
you are a young person just getting
into the hobby, you can—and probably
should—start out simply. Chances are
your first car wasn't (or won't be) a
$14,000 deluxe jobbie! A second factor
to consider is that you’ll probably get
years more service from a shortwave
receiver than you will from an auto-

mobile. There’s no body to rust out,
and relatively little maintenance.

If you're a serious SWL, you can no
doubt look forward to many years of
enjoying the continually fascinating DX
hobby. If you buy a $600 receiver
today, and use it for the next 10 years,
your hobby basics cost you $60 a year.

Looking at it that way, the investment
may not seem so significant; surely it is
a lot less than many people spend on
other hobbies such as bowling, skiing,
hunting, fishing and the like!
Somewhere in the middle, between
the least expensive of the electronic
digital portables and the $600 figure,
falls Radio Shack’s DX-300 receiver.
For many years, simply because there
are so many Radio Shack stores around,
and because of the quality of the prod-
ucts for the price, SWLs have pur-
chased countless Radio Shack short-
wave receivers. First there was the rela-
tively low-priced DX-50 receiver. Then
followed the upgraded—but non-digital
readout—DX-160 model. Most radio
club surveys show that the DX-160
today is the most commonly owned
SW receiver among their members.
Now it is possible. that the DX-300
digital model will, in time, capture that
same distinction. This is not intended
to be a full listing of SW reccivers on-
the market today. Particularly if _you
are willing and able to spend more
money for a receiver, you'll find other
top flight models on the market.
Sensitivity and Selectivity. Tradition-
ally, prospective shortwave receiver
purchasers have been advised to con-
sider sensitivity and selectivity when

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they buy a set. Sensitivity is the ability
of the receiver to pull in very weak
signals. Obviously, that is'a very impor-
tant factor to the DX listener hunting
the harder-to-hear weaker signals. But,
frankly, with modern technology, most
receivers costing over $100 or so will
have good-to-excellent sensitivity. What
is probably more critical, in choosing a
shortwave receiver, is the selectivity.

Selectivity is the receiver’s ability to,
bring in a certain tuned station, but re-
jecting interference from other sta-
tions on adjoining frequencies. Think
of receiver selectivity as a gate.
Ideally, the set will permit one signal,
the desired tuned station, to pass
through and be heard clearly, while
rejecting adjacent signals, which we
consider interference. In really crowded
bands, the ideal is impossible. Often,
even with the most sophisticated re-
ceiver, you will have some interference.
The best sets will, however, minimize
the interference allowed to pass through
the “gate” with the desired station.

If you happen to be a CBer, you
may have spotted ads, often in the
Sunday newspaper supplements, for a
Citizen Band gadget, actually a very
broadband tuner, that, it is said, will
allow you to hear CB communications
through your regular car radio—not
transmit, mind you, just listen. These
gadgets are, typically, cheap, under
$10 or $15. The “Super'Dooper thing-
amabob,” the newspaper ad says, “will
let you hear all the CB channels with-
out tuning!”

And the advertising is 100 percent
truthful. You will, no doubt, be able
to hear CB stations on all the chan-
nels, as you cruise along in your car.
The catch is, of course, that you'll
hear all the channels at the same time.
In other words, your cheapie CB tuner
has very little selectivity. Whatever is
on the air, regardless of channel, you'll
hear. In practice that means a few
very loud, nearby stations will be actu-
ally intelligible through a wild jumble
of interference.

You don’t really want or need a
shortwave receiver that will let you
hear all the frequencies without tun-
ing. You want one that will, to the
extent possible, pass one desired sig-
nal and reject the others. What nar-
rows the “gate?” The intermediate
frequency (IF) amplifier section of a
receiver gives it selectivtiy. Receivers
with double or even triple conversion,
that is, with more than one IF section,
do a better job with selectivity.

Receiver designers also have other
tricks to improve selectivity. Most in-
volve filters of various types—crystal-
lattice, ceramic, mechanical, for in-
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stance—to narrow the “gate.” However,
if the gate is made too.narrow, some
of the intelligibility of the desired sig-
nal is also shaved off along with the
adjacent frequency interference. So you
have to hit the happy medium. The
more sophisticated sets have several
filters which allow the manual setting
of various width ‘“gates” depending
on reception conditions and the degree
of side channel interference.

While most of the current era of
shortwave receivers do a good job in
terms of both sensitivity to weak sig-
nals and easy, accurate frequency

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readout, they do fall down a bit when
it comes to selectivity. As they come
from the factory, they tend to have
fair to good selectivity. For the dis-
criminating DXer who really declights
in hunting the harder-to-hear signals in
the crowded bands, improved selec-
tivity may be desired.

There are some dealers who operate
by mail order who will modify some
of these stock receivers with somewhat
narrower or |mproved filters. Two firms
that specialize in these sorts of receiver
modifications are Gilfer Associates
Inc.,, P.O. Box 239, Park Ridge, NIJ
07656, and Radio West, 3417 Purer
Road, Escondido, CA 92025. If you
are technically inclined, or know some-
one who is, you may be able to pur-
chase alternate filters from Amateur
radio parts stores and make your own
selectivity modifications. I suggest you
know what you're doing before you
try, however.

Calibration. Hey, who's the glum
chum over in the corner? What’s your
problem? You say you’ve got a short-
wave receiver that doesn’t have elec-
tronic digital readout? But it is a darn-
ed good set otherwise and you're not
about to opt for another digital set.
Well, despite all the rah-rah talk about
the digital devices, there is no reason
to get down on your set which may be
less expensive or, more likely, a few
years older.

Frankly, one of my favorite receivers
here is a dozen-year-old Hammarlund
—no longer made—which is one of the
most versatile DX machines ever made,
for my money! But, no, it doesn’t have
direct, digital frequency readout. This
is a problem that is fairly easily recti-
fied. Yes, digital readout is nice and
easy. But you can determine frequency
to a rather high degree of accuracy,
even without this feature on vour set.

You can buy auxiliary or “outboard”
frequency calibrators that will spot au-
dible tone markers, like signposts, every
100, 50, 25, even 5 kHz, as you tune
through a band, to help you better de-
termine just where you'’re tuned.

Time to Tune. So far I've talked about
shortwave listening, where to tune,
when and the sort of equipment you’ll
be using. But, after all, just how does
one go after the shortwave stations?

For the beginning SWL, the answer
is simplicity itself. Turn on your re-
ceiver, tune to one of the SW bands
mentioned earlier, one that’s appropri-
ate for the time of day you're tuning,
and carefully dial around a bit. Short-
ly you’ll stumble across several loud

signals. Pick one that’s transmitting in
English. Stick with it for |S minutes,
or a half an hour perhaps, until it
identifies. That’s it! You've logged your
first SWBC station!

For instance, during your local eve-
ning hours, try thé popular 31 meter
band. Work your way downward in
frequency from 10,000 kHz, down to
below 9,500 kHz. Stop at the first
English language station you come to.
Stick with it until you can identify it,
then slowly continue tuning down the
band until you find the next English
programming, halt, and with some
more time and listening, identify it
too. If you get tired, or bored, quit
after a half hour, an hour, two hours.
Resume the next evening from the
same 31 meter spot where you left off
the night before. Over a period of sev-
éral evenings you can work your way
through the entire band.

Chances are you will have, by that
time, logged at least six or eight dif-
ferent countries, perhaps more. Work
your way through the band another
time or two, catching those you may
have overlooked the first time through.

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Then try working the band at other
times of the day. Try, for example,
tuning the 31 meter band an hour or
so later than the times you'’d been
listening during your first passes. Try
an hour or so earlier. Try the late af-
ternoon. The early morning hours.

Scan the other bands, remembering
to listen to the higher frequency SWBC
bands during the daylight hours and the
low frequency ones during hours of
darkness. By this “crushing” you may
well add 25 or more shortwave coun-
tries to your log. With enough time
and plenty of patient effort, you could
find 50, 75 or more different countries
broadcasting in English language.
Chances are, though, you will, before
reaching that point, begin looking for
specific unheard stations, rather than
just blindly tuning for whatever may
come your way.

That means knowing when and where
to find certain stations. White's Radio

Bob Brossell of Pewaukee, W1, has verified
a “healthy” total of 90 countries. Using a
Panasonic RF-4900, he also likes BCB DXing.

Log will help. You may also wish to
join one of the radio hobby clubs which
publish regular bulletins, and which in-
clude plenty of tips from other listen-
ers. More about these clubs later.
When you begin looking for specific
stations to tune, that’s when you'll need
to have some rather good idea of just

where you're tuning. As mentioned be-
fore, that means you will begin to have
a need for rather accurate readout of
the tuned frequency. But, frankly, this
stage is never reached by many SWLs
There is a growing number of short-
wave listening fans who really have no
interest in hearing a large number of
stations or countries. They rather
quickly find, among the relatively
small number of easily and frequently
heard stations, their favorite programs
and personalities.

But let us say you do wish to con-
tinue to chase new stations, new coun-
tries on the shortwave bands. The first
thing you’ll realize is that to do this
you must begin to tune for stations
not broadcasting in English. And when
you begin to do this, when the language
barrier is broken, you will have demon-
strated that you have an interest in
the DXing aspects of the hobby; that
you can find a challenge in tuning a
station even though most of its pro-
gramming is unintelligible to you.

Foreign Languages. To identify a
station broadcasting in a language for-
cign to you does not require you to
have great linguistic skills. On the short-
waves there are many, many dialects
and languages to be heard. Obviously
you could never learn them all. Latin
American stations use Spanish, and in

Brazil, Portuguese. There are programs

in French, German, Russian, Arabic;
African languages such as Hausa and
Swahili, Chinese and the other tonal
languages, as well as non-tonal lan-
guages in Asia, and many, many more.

While it is not necessary for a DXer
to be fluent in any or all of them, it
really isn’t all that difficult to learn
to pick out a certain few key words
in many of these lingos which will
allow you to identify the station and
tell something about its programming.
One good way to familiarize yourself
with foreign languages is to listen in
to the major international broadcasters,
such as the BBC and the Voice of
America, when they broadcast in those
various languages. Usually, prior to
each broadcast, there will be an an-
nouncement in English, indicating the
language service which follows. Even-
tually, if you studiously listen to some
of these transmissions, you'll come to
learn the basic “sound” of the various
languages. Some are musical sounding,
light and lilting; some have distinctive
elements, pronounced ‘sh’ sounds, for
instance; some are harsh and gutteral;
some nasal sounding.

It won’t be long before you can
identify, merely by the “sound” of the
language, Spanish and German and
French and more. You'll discover that
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Chinese sounds nothing' like Vietna-
mese, that there is a considerable dif-
ference between the sound of Spanish
and that of Portuguese. You’'ll pick
out a spoken language as being Rus-
sian or Arabic or whatever. Listen
longer and closer. You'll also find your-
self able to pick out certain words and
names that are common, or at least
similar sounding, in most of them.

Program format and the announcer’s
delivery style are helpful, even if you
don’t know a word of a foreign lan-
guage. You will learn to detect a news-
cast, regardless of the language broad-
cast, by the delivery style and the
“names-in-the-news” which are the
same in any language, or at least
similar in pronunciation. “Jimmy Car-
ter” sounds pretty much the same
whether it crops up in a Russian or
a Portuguese newscast.

Political commentaries are often de-
livered with an intensity of emotion
that is the tip-off even if you can only
pick out a word or two, here and there.
Dramatic presentations, plays and the
like, are identifiable because of the
back-and-forth diaglog in conversational
tones. In time, you'll also find you've
picked up a smattering of languages.

Here are some foreign language
identification phrases you might hear
on shortwave: “Hier ist die Deutsche
Welle.” Deutsche Welle is the govern-
mental shortwave: broadcaster of the
German Federal Republic, West Ger-
many. The language, of course, is Ger-
man, “Ici Paris, Radio France Interna-
tionale.” That’s equally easy. It is
French, naturally. Ici, pronounced ee-
sea, means “this is.” Paris, of course,
is gay “Paree!” “Desde Madrid, Radio
Exterior de Espana.” Translated from
Spanish, that’s “From Madrid, Spanish
Foreign Radio.” In Russian, an an-
nouncement you may often hear is
“Goverit Moskva.”

The serious DXer, when he begins
hunting new stations, usually will make
a list of those he is really after. Gather-
ing tips from club bulletins, other DX-
ers and, well, wherever, he draws up
his “want list.” It will include informa-
tion on when and where to tune for
optimum results, based on when others
are hearing it. As he is able to suc-
cessfully log his quary, he may scratch
the target station off his list and add
a new one, with its appropriate details.

This quest for DX, the chasing down
of hard-to-hear, obscure stations in out-
of-the-way places is not for everyone.
Many would find it not at all interest-
ing to them. But to the real DX fan,

there is a real challenge in hearing that
flea-powered signal from some remote
corner of the world.

Keeping Track. Whether your pri-
mary interest is DXing for the rare and
harder-to-hear stations, or program
listening to favorite broadcasts, you’ll
want to keep track of your loggings.

Why? Well there are several good rea-
sons to keep a log book of one sort
or another.

First, most listeners find it interest-
ing, periodically, to page back through
their logging records. It's a way to
relive those enjoyable times spent at
the dial. Secondly, in months and, yes,
years to come, it is useful to be able
to check back and refresh your mem-
ory about frequencies, schedu{es and

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reception conditions when you heard
various stations.

It is possible to buy a log book de-
signed for Amateur radio operators and
modify the entries to suit your SWLing
interests. Or you can buy SWL log
pages, looseleaf style, from radio hobby
suppliers, such as Gilfer Associates Inc.,
P.O. Box 239, Park Ridge, NJ 07656.
Or, you can simply design your own
using a spiral bound notebook.

What sort of records should you
. keep? Minimally, of course, your log-
book should contain the date and time
of reception, the frequency, the name
of the station and its location, and the
conditions under which it was received.
Was the signal strong? Was there in-
terference? You can make these entries
using the SWL's SINPO code to de-
scribe reception conditions, if you wish.
The SINPO code is described more
fully elsewhere.

Many SWL fans also include con-
siderable details of the programming
they listen to in their logs. Your log
can be as elaborate or as simple as you
care to make it. Either as a supple-
ment to a written log, or, rarely as a
substitution, some SW DXers tape re-
cord the programs they hear. Usually,
however, in the interests of conserving
tape and minimizing costs, SWLs only
record a few pertinent minutes of each,
for selected logs.

For instance, it is fun to tape record
the station identification announce-
ments of 2 nymber of different stations
on a single tape. It's fun, later, to be
able to play back the identifications,
one after another. And it is rather im-

pressive, when you have visitors to
your SWLing shack, to be able to play
your tape and demonstrate what you
can hear on your shortwave receiver.

A tip for beginning SWLs: Rather
than simply placing your recorder’s
microphone in front of the shortwave
receiver’'s speaker to record, buy or
make a “patch cord” with appropriate
plugs to feed the output directly from
the speaker terminals on the rear of
the radio, or in many cases, from the
headphone jack to the recorder input
connection. You should get better
quality sound without the problem of
picking up extraneous room sounds
with a mike.

Collecting QSLs. There’s another way
of keeping track of your shortwave
loggings that has been an important
part of the hobby for many, many
years. Basically, verifications, or QSLs,
are cards or letters which stations often
send to SWLers in reply to the listeners’
reports of reception of those stations.
Ideally these QSLs mean the station has
checked the details of your reception
report against the programs transmitted
at that time and frequency and has
determined, in fact, you were tuned in.
Again, ideally, a verification is proof in
tangible form that you logged a station.

In fact, however, it must be admitted
that some stations don’t really bother
to check out these reports carefully, as
long as on their face they appear to
be sound. So let’s not get hung up on
QSLs as proof positive of reception.
Consider verifications more as some-
thing tangible to have as a remembrance
of your various SW receptions. And,
frankly, it is fun to receive interesting
verification letters or colorful and at-
tractive QSL cards back from stations
all over the world.

Most of the major shortwave stations
of the world, the big international
broadcasters will acknowledge listeners’
reports with QSL cards. The smaller

the station, the more interested it is in
its domestic listeners, and the less in-
terested it is in foreign audiences, the
less apt it is to reply to reception re-
ports with QSLs. But, somewhat sur-
prisingly, many of the smaller stations
will verify readily, just as a courtesy.

And since QSL replies are usually
courtesies by the station on behalf of
SWLs overseas, we should usually be
equally courteous by- enclosing return
postage. Frankly, some stations have
been forced to curtail their replies to
listeners because of increasing postal
costs. The SWL can provide return
postage by sending International Reply
Coupons (IRCs), with his or her re-
port. These coupons are available at

“your post office for 42 cents each.

They are exchangeable overseas for
postage stamps sufficient to mail a let-
ter back to you. Several IRCs are re-
quired, depending on the particular re-
cipient country, for an airmail reply.

Obviously, it is useless to send U.S.
stamps to a station in a foreign coun-
try. They, of course, can’t be used
there to mail a letter back Stateside!
You can also purchase unused postage
stamps from the various foreign coun-
tries whose stations you hear, and in-
clude these stamps with your reception
report. One source of mint foreign
stamps, in the proper denominations to
mail a letter back to North America, is
the DX Stamp Service, 7661 Roder
Parkway, Ontario, NY 14519. A
stamped, self-addressed envelope will
get you a free price list.

Let's say, for example, that you're
SWLing one evening and you tune in
Radio Cairo in Egypt with an English
language program. “Hey,” you say, “I
think I'd like to have a QSL card from
that station.” Okay! The first step is to
take a good, detailed log for your re-
ception report. Concentrate on the pro-
gram you're listening to. Take careful
notes on the content of the program,
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probably for a half hour or even longer.
Be specific in noting what you hear and
the exact times you hear those items.
This is easy, normally, if reception con-
«ditions are good and the program is in
English. Obviously, a report on a pro-
gram in a foreign language is going to
be less specific, but as noted earlier, you
can, with practice, make out quite a
bit about a station’s programming even
if you really only comprehend a very
small part of it.

Your report to the station must in-
clude, in addition to a detailed de-
scription of what you heard, informa-
tion on where, when and how. Where?
That means frequency, the frequency
to which your receiver was tuned. We
talked about receiver frequency read-
out already. If you can’t actually deter-
mine that, to any real degree of ac-
curacy, then listen for the station to an-
nounce the frequency it’s using. In the
case of our example station, Radio
Cairo, it could be 9,475 kHz in—or ac-
tually just below—the 31 meter band.

When? That means the time and
date of reception. This isn’t hard, but it
may not be quite as simple as it may
seem on the surface. At any given
moment, around the world, the times
are different. When it's 6 AM in Chi-
cago, it's 6 PM in Tibet; morning in
Greenland is evening in Australia.
When you're listening here to a station
broadcasting there, fime references can
be confusing. To minimize confusion,
DX listeners and stations generally use
a common standard time, called Green-
wich Mean Time (GMT).

The measurement of longitude be-
gins at the Prime Meridian, running
north-south as an imaginary line
through Greenwich, England—0 de-
grees  longitude. We wuse the same
meridian as our time bench mark. So
when, for example, you tune in to Radio
Cairo, it may be 9 PM in your home
town somewhere in the Eastern Stand-
ard zone, say, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania,
and the local time in Cairo is 4 AM
tomorrow, both you and the station will
refer to the time as 2 AM GMT, that is
Greenwich Mean Time.

GMT is a universal standard—which
is why an alternate name’ is Universal
Standard Time or Universal Time. But
there’s another minor catch. Another
cause of possible confusion arises with
the AM and PM designations. Is it 1
o'clock AM or PM? To get around this,
DX listeners, like the military, favor
the 24-hour-clock system. The hours
from midnight to noon are labeled simi-
larly to the old familiar system, with
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the addition of a preceeding zero.

For example, 1 AM is 0100, 2 AM
is 0200, 3 AM is 0300, right up to one
minute before noon, which is, simply,
1159. Afternoon, however, you keep on
counting, rather than repeating the
morning’s series. So 1 PM becomes
1300, 2 PM, 1400 and so on. Six PM
is 1800, 9 PM is 2100, and a minute
before midnight is 2359. Noon is 1200
and, because it all starts at midnight,
that is expressed, usually, 0000.

So, putting it all together, we tune in
our English programs of Radio Cairo
on 9,475 kHz at 0200 GMT. Only one
other point to remember, and that has
to do with the date. The date of your
logging must correspond with the GMT
time reference. So, although it may be
9 PM in Harrisburg, when you tune in
Cairo, the 0200 GMT equivalent is
the next morning.

Finally, how did the signal come in?
How well was it received? You should
note this factor at the same time you're
also jotting down the programming de-
tails you're listening to. With some of
the major stations, such as Radio Cairo,
you can use the previously mentioned
SINPO coding to describe, numerically,
the strength of the station’s signal, any
interference from other stations or
from static, the degree of signal fading
and a sommary of the overall merit of
the signal.

Or, if you prefer, simply describe
those same reception conditions in a
couple of well chosen sentences: “Your
signal was very strong. There was no
interference noted from any other sta-
tions, however there was a slight
amount of static caused by an ap-

proaching thunderstorm. There was
little or no fading of your signal. Over-
all, reception was excellent.”

The best way to handle a reception
report to a station is with a personal
letter. Begin by informing the station
personnel that you heard their station
on such-and-such date, at so-and-so
GMT, on whatever frequency. De-
scribe the programming you received
during this time and how well—or
poorly—it was heard. It is always a
good idea to tell the station what you
thought of its programs, what you liked,
what you didn't find so interesting, and
what you'd like to hear more or less of.

Ask politely for a confirmation (or
verification, or QSL) of your reception
report. Remember that no station owes
you a reply. Most, however, will com-
ply with your request, particularly if
you include return postage coupons or
mint stamps, as noted. A reply may
take anywhere from a couple of weeks
to many months. Sometimes, for what-
ever reason, a certain station won’t

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reply to a reception report. In those
cases, a followup report sent after three
or four months, may do the trick. You
can point out that your first report did
not bring a reply. While the non-reply
may be the station’s fault, you might
want to suggest that perhaps your origi-
nal report was “lost in the mails.” It's
a nice graceful out for the station to
tacitly concur with that assumption.
If you mail your report via airmail—
and really, any other route overseas
takes an incredibly long time—it will
cost you 31 cents in postage for the
first half ounce, except to Central
America, Colombia, Venezuela and the
Caribbean, where the postage is 25
cents per half hounce. But where do
you mail your reception reports? Well,
some stations, in their English language
programming, especially when they’re

seeking listener mail, will announce

the address on the air.

There are two books, however, that
contain virtually all the addresses you
will need to send your reports to short-
wave radio stations. One is the oSL
Address Book, by Gerry L. Dexter. It
not only contains addresses and verifi-
cation signers, the names of station
personnel who sign the letters and
cards, but a rating on how good each
station is in replying the first time to
listeners’ reports.

The second book, which also con-
tains a wealth of information about
schedules and other station data, is the
World Radio TV Handbook, an annual
publication. Both are available from
Gilfer Associates, Inc., at the address
given previously. The World Radio TV
Handbook is also distributed by Wat-
son-Guptil Publications 1515 Broad-
way, New York, NY 10036, and from
some radio hobby clubs.

Other Ways to DX. So fai, of course,
it's all been SWBC DXing. But there
are other aspects and other options in
the listening hobby. For example, there
is a sizeable group of medium wave
listening fans out there in DXing-land.
The medium wave—or BCB, which
stands for broadcast band—fans tune
the regular AM radio band, 540 to
1600 kHz, for their listening targets.

While you may never have really
thought about DXing on the BCB,
there’s a great deal to recommend it,
especially for the beginner. First of all,
to get started you probably won’t have
to expend a nickle for listening gear.
Everyone has some sort of an AM re-
ceiver already. And secondly, at least
initially, the vast majority of the sta-
tions you'll hear will be in English.
Until you're ready to go after some of
the foreign stations, there’s no lan-
guage barrier to break.

BCB DXing is really the granddaddy
of the listening hobby. It began back
in the 1920s when the very first stations
began operating, stations like Pitts-
burgh’'s KDKA, WBZ, now in Boston,
but then located at Springfield, Massa-
chusetts, WJZ, New York and a num-
ber of others. In those days, with crystal
set and, later, vacuum tube receivers,
it was commonplace for families to

nightly try to hear signals from sta-
tions halfway across the continent.
With the establishment of the nation-
wide radio networks, the mass of listen-
ers lost interest in tuning distant sta-
tions as a hobby. But a hard-core band
of DX fans remained. And over the
years this, by now, handful of old
timers has been joined by sons, grand-
“sons, even great grandsons of those
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pioneer hobbyists of a half century ago.

The medium waves provide a good
introduction to all types of DXing, and
like other BCB enthusiasts, you may
find this band so fascinating you may
choose to ignore the shortwaves and
higher frequencies entirely. There are
plenty of stations to try to tune—4,549
commercial AMers in the U.S. alone as
of Jan. 31, 1979. Even veteran DXers
with decades of listening experience
have not managed to hear anywhere
near all of them.

Don’t get the idea that BCBing is a
snap. When you begin, you may hear
stations all over the country in short
order, 25, 50, 100 of them perhaps.
But after that, it will get harder and
harder to hear new ones, with each
succeeding new station making it that
much harder to log the next. Undoubt-
edly the first medium wave stations in
your log will be U.S. and Canadian

broadcasters, which BCB DXers call,
understandably, the ‘“domestics.”

This suggests that foreign DXing on
the 540-1600 kHz range is also pos-
sible—and it is—but more about that a
bit later. There are 107 different fre-
quency channels in the broadcast band.
Four different kinds of stations have
been authorized to operate on these
channels. The Federal Communications
Commission in Washington, D.C. has
designated six of the 107 frequencies
for local use. These Class IV stations
use 1230, 1240, 1340, 1400, 1450 and
1490 kHz for local service. But on
each of these frequencies, the FCC has
packed about 175 stations!

These stations are designed to pro-
vide local service to a small region.
They are limited to 1,000 watts of
power during the daylight hours, when
distant reception is unlikely, and only
250 watts at night when reception dis-

tances lengthen. There are restrictions
on broadcasting hours and antenna pat-
terns for some of the Class IV locals.

If you live near a local service sta-
tion on one of these six frequencies, as
dres much of small.tawn  America,
you’ll experience no difficulties in hear-
ing your station. But if you live some
distance away from a particular Class

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IV staticn, where no single station regu-
larly dominates, you'll hear, no doubt,
a cacophony of sound, pure bedlam, a
mixing of distant skywave signals from
scores of these stations from hundreds
of miles away.

Veteran BCBers, however, find these
six frequencies—termed the. “Grave-
yards”—good hunting grounds for DX
signals. Because of the vagaries of re-
ception, one of the many stations on a
local channel may dominate on a cer-
tain day, another the following evening,
or maybe even a few minutes later.
The uncertainty of it all, not knowing
when propagational factors will sud-
denly make some station intelligible—
thus loggable to the BCB DXer—makes
tuning the ‘“Graveyards” fascinating,
though often frustrating.

A second category of stations is
designated Class Ill, regional—author-
ized to use powers of between 500
and 5,000 watts to serve a city and
adjoining region. Some are limited to
daylight-only operation and there are

antenna restrictions. There are 41 dif-
ferent Class III regional frequencies
among the 107, each shared by be-
tween 25 and 50 different broadcasters.

The remaining 60 channels in the
BCB are called the clear channels. On
these frequencies, the FCC has assigned
two categories of stations, Class I and
Class II. Class 1 stations on clear
channels usually operate with 50,000
watts of power, the maximum allowed
by governmental authorities in the U.S.
and Canada. They are intended to
serve not only the major cities in which
they are located, but large remote areas
as well. Class Il stations share many
of the same frequencies with Class I
operations. Class II stations operate
with between 250 and 50,000 watts,
with various time and antenna pattern
limitations so as not to hurt distant
skywave reception of the Class 1 out-
lets with which they share frequencies.

American stations are primarily on
most of the “clears,” but on some, the
primary station is a Mexican, Canadian

or other North American area broad-
caster. Many years ago, the FCC desig-
nated 25 of the clear channels for Class
I-A stations. One dominant Class I-A
on each of these channels was to trans-
mit, in all direstions, day and night to

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provide radio service to most, if not all,
of rural America. These stations are
permitted to use the maximum 50 kilo-
watts of power, 24 hours a day. No
other stations could use these frequen-
cies at night, when skywave signals
reach out to blanket the nation.

Needless to say, many of the first
stations most beginning BCB DXers will
hear, during their nighttime loggings,
will include many of these interference-
free Class I-A “clears.” They are: 640
kHz, KFI, Los Angeles; 650 kHz,
WSM, Nashville; 660 kHz, WNBC,
New York; 670 kHz, WMAQ, Chicago;
700 kHz, WLW, Cincinnati; 720 kHz,
WGN, Chicago; 750 kHz, WSB, At-
lanta; 760 kHz WIR, Detroit; 770 kHz,
WABC, New York; 780 kHz, WBBM,
Chicago; 820 kHz, WBAB, Ft. Worth;
830 kHz, WCCO, Minneapolis; 840
kHz, WHAS, Louisville; 870 kHz,
WWL, New Orleans; 880 kHz, WCBS,
New York; 890 kHz, WLS, Chicago;
1020 kHz, KDKA, Pittsburgh; 1030
kHz, WBZ, Boston; 1040 kHz, WHO,
Des Moines; 1100, WWWE, Cleveland;
1120, KMOX, St. Louis; 1160, KSL,
Salt Lake City; 1180, WHAM, Roches-
ter, NY; 1200, WOAI, San Antonio;

I've mentioned that many stations
have antenna pattern restrictions. A
number of stations may share a fre-
quency at the same time by using direc-
tional antennas. The signal is focused
or beamed in certain directions by using

several antenna towers. When you see
a station with several radio towers,
you're seeing a directional antenna ar-
ray. A single tower sends its signals
out in all directions equally. With care-
ful planning of antenna patterns, for
example, stations WDGY, Minneapolis;
KWKH, Shreveport, LA; WNEW, New
York and a western Canadian outlet
can operate on 1130 kHz with minimal
co-channel interference.

If you live in parts of the West and
the South, you may be well aware that
at night, your most solid AM reception
comes from relatively distant stations,

rather than from local or regional ser-
vice broadcasters. In the 1960s, it was
estimated that 25 mililon persons lived
in so-called “white areas” of nighttime
reception, where skywave reception of
distant Class I-A clear channel stations
provided the only primary radio service.

In 1961, the FCC tried to reduce
these “white areas,” to provide addi-
tional listening options to nighttime
audiences in the minimally served rural
regions of the Great Plains, much of
the West and deep South. The Com-
mission designated 13 of the traditional
25 clear channel Class I-As for use by
13 new Class 11-A stations. After 11
years, however, the FCC reported that
the new stations had added primary
AM service for only about 300,000 of
the 25 million in the “white areas.”

In 1975 the FCC again looked at the
question of providing more nighttime
reception for rural America. The exist-
ing clear channel stations suggested one
answer—higher power for themselves.
Just over a year ago the Federal Com-
munications Commission rejected that
idea. The FCC, by this time, was de-
termining the existing “white areas”
differently—by considering primary FM
as well as AM stations.

Now, said the feds, there are only
four million folks with inadequate night
service by radio. It said it was con-
sidering adding up to 100 new stations
on the previously protected clear chan-
nels. The intent, the FCC indicated,
was to add stations for programming
to minorities. Needless to say, the clear
channel stations, facing assignment of

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new stations on their frequenices,
squawked loud and long. And as this
is written, several proposals concern-
ing the usage of the AM medium wave
band by clear channel and other stations
are being considered in Congress.

There have been other suggestions
offered by various proponents to open
up additional frequency spectrum space
for additional BCB stations. One of
the more far-reaching would change the
“spacing” between stations’ from 10
kHz to 9 kHz. At present, North Amer-
ican radio stations are located 10 kHz
apart, e.g., 540, 550, 560 kHz, etc. By
narrowing the spacing, proponents con-
tend, interference would be only mini-
mally increased, but some 12 new chan-
nels would be opened up between 540
and 1600 kHz.

Nine kiloHertz spacing of stations is
certainly not a new idea. It is the
standard for Europe, much of Africa
and, more recently, in Asia. There have
been suggestions that additional AM
medium wave channels could be ob-
tained by expanding the present band
up above 1600 kHz, say to 1800 kHz
or so. That, of course, would obsolete
present AM receivers limited to 1600
kHz or a bit above that, at the top ends
of their dials. Even if federal law re-
quired new receivers to tune this added
range, it would be years before most
listeners were so equipped. Because of
this, experts in the broadcasting field
aren’t giving this much serious thought.

But, there’s a good chance that we
will be seeing at least some changes in
the medium wave BCB operations in
the U.S. in the near future. While nco-
phytes may be shocked to learn that
foreign reception of stations is not
limited to the shortwaves, BCB fans
are busily tuning in foreign stations

on the standard AM radio band.

You are, perhaps, aware from casual
nighttime listening that it is readily pos-
sible to hear Canadian stations from
the U.S. (and, conversely, if you’re a
Canadian CW reader, U.S. broadcast-
ers). You also may have realized that
there are Spanish-speaking stations on
the band too—especially Cuban and
Mexican outlets. And BCB DXers also
manage to hear other Spanish voices
on the AM dial, from Central and
parts of South America, plus signals in
English and French, as well as Spanish,
from the Caribbean region.

But it is also possible to receive both
transAtlantic and transPacific medium
wave DX! As already noted, many of
these stations operate with different
frequency spacing than is the case in
North America. The result is that many
foreign stations fall “in the cracks” be-
tween our domestic broadcasters. This
is what makes overseas broadcasters
audible in the U.S. and Canada.

A powerful Portuguese station,
Radiodifusao Portuguesa, operates on
783 kHz, a “split” frequency between
our standard channels of 780 and 790

kHz. Westdeutscher Rundfunk at Lan-
genberg, West Germany, uses 1593
kHz, with a very powerful transmitter,
in the “crack” between our stations on
1590 and 1600 kHz. Catching these
“split” frequency foreign stations is ad-
mittedly tough. It requires some experi-
ence and knowhow and some very
selective receiving equipment. It also
requires a good receiving location. Lis-
teners along the eastern seaboard will
have the better chances at bringing in
the European and African BCB sta-
tions; those living on the west coast will
have greater success with the Soviet
Far Eastern, the Japanese, Chinese,
Korean and other Asian and Pacific
area medium wavers.

A Look at the UTES. SWLs call them
the utility stations, or simply, the
“utes.” What are they? It’s easier to say
what they are not. So far, you'll recall,
we've talked about the broadcast sta-
tions on short and medium waves. The
utes are not broadcast stations. They
do not air programs of news, music,
entertainment or propaganda. Ultility
stations are not Amateur stations nor
citizens band operations. They include,
however, just about any other transmis-
sion in the radio frequency spectrum.
There are utility type stations on the
longwaves below the frequency of the
AM medium wave band. There are
utes on shortwave and in the very high
frequency (VHF) and ultra high fre-
quency (UHF) ranges.

Many of the utes are two-way com-
munications stations, though some are
only “one-way” operations. Some use
the old, familiar amplitude modulation
(AM) transmission mode. Many more
use single sideband (SSB). There is
still a lot of di-dah—continuous wave
(CW) Morse code—heard among the
utility stations. The definition also
would include such other transmission
modes as radioteletype (RTTY) and .
facsimile (FAX) as well.

On the VHF and UHF frequencies,
we’re concerned with the so-called “ac-
tion band” public service stations; police
and fire department communications
and all the rest of the stations many
of you have been hearing on your
scanner receivers. On shortwave, there
are three broad types of utility signals:
fixed, maritime and aeronautical.

The distinction between the previous-
ly mentioned broadcasting stations on
shortwave and the utiilty transmissions
also involves the intended audience.
Obviously a shortwave broadcaster is
looking for a general audience to tune
its programs. This is distinctly not the
case with a utility transmission. The
ute operator, be it a private firm, a
governmental organization or military

service, is not seeking a general audi-
ence. The utility stations intend their
transmissions for a limited class of lis-
teners (such as the pilots flying along
a certain air corridor) or, often, a
specific receiving station. Therefore,
when you tune in a utility signal you
are, quite literally, eavesdropping on a
transmission not intended for your ears.

So how can there be any realistic
regulations that would prevent you from
listening to any transmission you can
tune in? Obviously, there is no way
any agency could enforce such a rule

. so there isn’t any. However, there
are some restrictions as to what you
can do with any information you may
hear when you monitor these “private”

utility transmissions. Under the Com-
munications Act of 1934, Section 605,
as amended over the years, and by simi-
lar laws in other countries, it is illegal
to “divulge or beneficially use the infor-
mation” derived from your monitoring
of thesz stations.

In short, you are free to tune in these
signals, even though they're not intend-
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ed for your ears, provided you don’t
divulge to others what you overheard
or gain any personal financial or other
benefit as a result of your eavesdrop-
ping. Basically, if you’re a just-for-fun
DXer, you can listen to whatever you
can hear with no worries.

The first broad category of utility
station is the fixed operation, also called
point-to-point. There are military, com-
mercial and governmental point-to-
pointers. The purpose of such stations
is to move radio traffic, messages of
one sort or another, from point A to
point B. Though undersea cable and,
increasingly, satellite relay are replacing
radiotelephone commercial point-to-
pointers, there are still quite a few yet
to be heard. Transatlantic telephone
conversations are there to be heard, but
don’t expect intelligible speech, how-
ever. In order to provide a “back-and-
forth™ conversation-like communica-
tions system, a duplex transmit-receive
set up 1s required. Each end of the
radiotelephone link uses a different
shortwave frequency. Each station must
have a receiver tuned to the opposite
station’s transmitter frequency. As a
listener, you'd have to know the fre-
quencies of both stations in the two-way
link, and tune back and forth between
them, to capture both sides of the con-
versation in progress.

More importantly, however, is that
the radiotelephone services generally
use a scrambled speech technique to
insure a reasonable degree of privacy.
While you may manage to hear both
sides of the transoceanic call, without
an unscrambier device, the conversa-
tion will be just garbled sound.

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However, in order to establish radio
contact with the opposite end of a
radiotelephone circuit, a point-to-point
station will run a repeated clear-speech
identification tape. Generally these sta-
tion identifications are in one or more
languages, usually including English.
They are called voice mirrors (VM)
and often are in single sideband trans-
mission mode. The repeated announce-
ments make it easy to identify these
stations during these “warmups.”

Sometimes you’ll hear instead, re-
peated musical tones. Sometimes these
will be fragments of melodies, other
times, random notes. These are called
MMs by DXers, meaning—depending
on who you ask—musical melodies,

music markers or music mirrors. Un-
less there are voice announcements too,
these MMs are very difficult to identify.
In the area of commercial point-to-
point utility transmissions, some of the
major international services are run
by American Telephone and Telegraph,
RCA Global Communications, the Brit-
ish Cable and Wireless operations,
France Cables et Radio and Compan-
hia Portuguesa Radio Marconi. There
are, of course, many other private com-
munications firms around the globe.

Other PTP operations are run by
various foreign governments, such as
the Netherlands Postal and Telecom-
munications Service, the New Zealand
Post Office and Israel's Ministry of
Posts. The military services also make
use of point-to-point communications.
Some of the major shortwave stations
of this type which you may hear in-
¢lude: WAR at the Pentagon in Wash-
ington, D.C.; AAI, Ft. Bragg, NC; ACE,
San Juan, Puerto Rico; the Navy's
NSS, Washington, D.C.; NPG, San
Francisco and NPM, Pearl Harbor.

Maritime stations are the second
broad category of utilities to be heard
on shortwave and VHF. Small boat
owners on the coasts or on inland
waters will be familiar with VHF two-
way radio communications. This traffic
in recent years has shifted from the
shortwave frequencies. There is still
maritime traffic to be heard in the 2
MHz range of the shortwaves. The
main purpose of these communications
is to provide ship-to-shore links with
coastal stations. The traffic passed here
is often routine, but occasionally an
emergency or distress call can be noted
on the SW marine channels. You can
hear weather for ships at sea and other
ship-to-shore communications.

A third type of ute is the aeronauti-
cal station. Most of these use the AM
transmitting mode, but there are also
aero stations using single sideband.
Soviet airliners do still make some use
of CW code. Domestic airlines use a
VHF band for air-ground communica-
tions but VHF has normally a rather
limited range, so for transoceanic and
other long-distance flights, communica-
tions are on the shortwave frequencies.
These include air-to-ground, ground-to-
air signals and navigational beacons.

One of the best ways to get started
tuning the utility transmissions is with
the VOLMETs. VOLMET is a coined
word, formed from the French “voler,”
meaning to fly, and “meteorologie,”
meteorology or weather. The stations
operate to provide weather information
for aircraft on international flights.
VOLMET stations are widely heard by
DXers because they operate on regular

schedules and specific frequencies.
While with most other ute stations the
hunting is mostly hit or miss, cruising
around the frequencies until you find
an interesting signal, this isn’t the case

‘with VOLMETs.

Consider two of the most commonly
heard VOLMETs, Gander (Newfound-
land, Canada) Aeradio and New York
Radio. New York Radio, which oper-
ates from John F. Kennedy Interna-
tional Airport at Jamaica, L.I, NY,
uses 3,001, 5,652, 8,868 and 13,272
kHz—in the aeronautical ute bands—on
a 24-hour-per-day basis, from 00 to 20
minutes and 30 to 50 minutes past each
hour. Gander Aeradio, also covering
the North Atlantic air route, uses the
same frequencies for its weather casts

from 20 to 30 and SO to 60 minutes
after each hour.

Widely heard by DXers also is Shan-
non Aeradio, Shannon Airport, Ireland.
VOLMET broadcasts are aired from 00
to 25 minutes and 30 to 55 minutes
past each hour. Shannon's frequencies
are 5,533 and 8,833 kHz, plus 2,889
kHz during the 2200-1000 GMT period
(1800-1200 GMT during the winter
slot, November through March), and
13,312 kHz, 1000-2200 GMT; (1200-
1800 GMT in the winter period.).

A number of stations in the VOL-
MET link operate on the same fre-
quencies, to serve aircraft flying certain
overseas tracks. For instance there’s the
Pacific VOLMET network. This in-
cludes five different stations at Oak-
land, CA; Tokyo; Hong Kong; Hono-
lulu and Anchorage, AK. The frequen-
cies they share are 2,980, 5,519, 8,903
and 13,344 kHz. Oakland offers weath-
er data for airports along the west coast
of the U.S., aired from 05 to 10 and
35 to 40 minutes past the hour.

Tokyo’s VOLMET has weather for
Okinawa and seven other Japanese
cities from 10-14 and 35-40 minutes
past the hour. An area bounded by
Hong Kong, the Philippines and Tai-
wan is covered in the meteorological
transmissions from Hong Kong, 15-20
and 45-50 minutes after the hour.

Honolulu VOLMET has central Pa-
cific weather for Hawaii, Wake Island
and Guam, 20-25 and 50-55 minutes
after the hour. Anchorage, Alaska has

weather for a number of Alaskan and
west coast Canada points at 25-30 and
55-60 minutes after the hour. If the
band conditions are right, you can pick
your frequency and log all five in a
half hour’s time.

Europe also has a VOLMET weather
network. You can try 5,575 kHz, plus
2,980 kHz during darkness hours;
11,391 kHz, during daylight. Perhaps
the best heard on this network is Paris
VOLMET, which has weather broad-
casts covering its LeBourget and Orly
fields, plus those of a number of other
French cities. The broadcasts are in
French from 25 to 35 and 55 to 05
minutes past each hour. Harder to log
are Tel Aviv, Israel, 05-15 and 35-45
minutes after the hour, and Prague,
Czechoslovakia, 15-25 and 45-55 min-
utes past the hour.

An African area VOLMET network
operates on 6,575, 8,896 and 11,279
kHz. These frequencies are shared by
Algiers, Algeria (H+400-05, H+30-35);
Las Palmas, Canary Islands (H+10-
20, H+40-50); and Dakar, Senegal,
said to have an irregular schedule in
the H415-25 and H+45-55 time slots.
Weather for the Indian Ocean region
is transmitted by a VOLMET station at
Tananarive, Madagascar, 6,617 and
10,073 kHz, 25 to 30 and 55 to 60
minutes after each hour.

The stations in the Southeast Asia
area VOLMET network are not easy to
hear. But if you want to give ’em a
shot, here’s where to tune to find this

The frequencies
are 3,432, 6,680 and 10,017 kHz. They
are shared by VOLMET stations at
Sydney, Australia; Calcutta and Bom-
bay, India; Bangkok, Thailand; Kara-
chi, Pakistan; and Singapore. Com-
prising the Middle Eastern Area VOL-
MET net are stations in Baghdad,
Iraq; Bahrain; Beirut, Lebanon; Cairo,
Egypt and Istanbul, Turkey. The fre-
quencies are 3,001, 5,561, 8,819 and
8,828.5 kHz. There are other VOLMET
operations around the world broadcast-
ing weather info to long-haul air flights.

It s an interesting way to get started
in DXing the shortwave utility stations.

It's in The Bag. Now let's take a look
into the mailbag and find out what you
readers have to say, your comments,
DXing experiences and, perhaps, your
questions. Your cards, letters and—cer-
tainly—your photographs are always
more than welcome. I enjoy hearing
from all our readers. Though it isn’t
normally possible to individually an-
swer the mail received, there will be an
interesting sampling of letters in CW.

Here at CW, we are especially inter-
ested in clear, sharp photos of you
and your DXing gear. Please describe
the equipment shown in your photo,
and tell about your DXing interests

and experiences. Sorry, no photos can
be returned. This time we have a num-
ber of letters from readers actively
tuning the shortwave utility stations.

There’s a tip. in the mail, for instance,
from John Bakke, Salt Lake City, UT,
who says he is hearing a maritime ser-
vice, the National Weather Service fore-
casts for the Pacific Ocean area broad-
cast by a U.S. Coast Guard station at
San Francisco. John reports that the
weather broadcast can be heard at 0430,
1030 and 1230 GMT on 4,429, 8,765
and 13,113 kHz.

And a very interesting note from
Paul C. Gunn, Aurora, IL: “SWLs can
listen to where a part of their gas pump
dollar- goes. On 4,638 kHz, at 1015
GMT, and on 4,635 kHz at 1115 GMT,
you can hear the oil companies’ off
shore drilling test rigs report their day’s
operations, drilling progress, equipment
condition, etc., in quite some detail. The
former frequency is used to contact the
Houston, TX base, the latter, the Port
Arthury, TX base. The transmissions
are in single sideband. The reports are
not always continuous. Sometimes there
is a lapse between them. Listeners may
have to tune just a bit above or a bit
below the listed frequency.” Thanks,
Paul, for an interesting bit of data.

A Pennsylvania reader writes with
a problem: Wayne Wise, Indiana, PA,
has been an SWL for a long time and
recently moved from Ohio to a new
home. “My letters were WPES8BUO
and now that I've moved I'd like to
have new ones,” Reader Wise says.
“How can I get them?’ All right,
Wayne, good question, but I think I
should background things a bit first.

For years, it seems, some SWLs have
liked the idea of having their own dis-
tinctive SWL *‘call letters.” Of course,
they are not official, such as those is-
sued to Amateur Radio operators by
the Federal Communications Commis-
sion. And, it goes without saying, there

FREQUENCY VS. WAVELENGTH

Many beginning SWLs are confused about the terms “frequency” and “wavelength.” Both are
ways of expressing the same essential information about where to tune for a station. Wave-
length {measured in meters) refers to. the length of a particular radio wave. Frequency
(measured in kilohertz or Megahertz—1,000 kHz) describes the number of times per second
that the wave “vibrates.” These are the formulas for converting one to the other.

is no requirement that listeners acquire
such letters. At one time, years ago,
most DXing clubs issued some sort of
distinctive letters to their members.
That practice has rather fallen by the
wayside ‘in recent years. Therg was a
time when another national radio mag-
azine issued such call letters to SWLs
who applied for them and paid a fee.

I recognize your WPES8BUO call,
Wayne, as being one of those maga-
zine-issued sets. However it has been
more than a few years since the WPE
call letter program folded up. The di-
rect successor, however, still is in oper-
ation. It is called the WDX Monitor
Program and is operated by former
magazine writer and club bulletin edi-
tor/publisher Hank Bennett.

Hank's program issues SWL call let-
ters—again, unofficial, but many SWLs
like to have them anyway—for a nomi-
nal fee. You get a certificate with your
call listed. I have, for quite a few years,
had the call of WDX9EZ. If you’re in-
terested in information about the WDX-
call program—and if you want a new
call, Wayne—send a stamped, self-
addressed envelope for details to WDX
Monitor Program, P.O. Box 3333,
Cherry Hill, NJ 08034.

Now a question that’s not so easy to
answer. I won’t indicate the Canadian
reader’s name, for I have no desire to
embarrass him. The question is not that
unique either—similar ones are received
here from time to time:  The listener
gives data on an unidentified station he
heard. He mentions the date and time,
0200 GMT, and the frequency, 6,055
kHz. “I would like to know what sta-
tion I heard and their mailing address,

if possible,” he asks. Unfortunately, it's
not possible. For I have no idea what
station it may have been he heard.

The listener seems to have a basic
misconception, shared by other new-
comers to the listening hobby—that at
a given time there is only one station
operating on each frequency. It would
be a lot easier to identify stations if
that were the case, but it's not. There
are a number of stations operating on
6,055 kHz during the North American
evening hours. And the situation that
prevailed last August when the reader
heard the unidentified broadcaster may
have changed by now, with stations
regularly shifting channels with the
seasons and for other reasons.

Without knowing something about
the listener’s receiver, 1 can’t even be
sure how accurate that frequency read-
out was. If he perhaps micalculated the
frequency by plus: or minus 10 kHz,
then the real frequency might be any-
thing from 6,045 to 6,065 kHz, where
dozens of stations operate, including a
number at about 0200 GMT. Some
readers ask for data on stations when
it is clear that their frequency ‘estimate
is actually hundreds of kiloHertz off.

Topping matters off, no programming
detail was mentioned at all. Was the
program in Spanish or Japanese?
Music? If so, what type? If in English,

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even though a station identification
wasn't heard, what sort of program was
it? Other details? Broadly speaking, it
is very difficult, half a country away,
weeks or months after a logging, for
me to say, “Yep, Bunky, you heard
Radio Appeal in Bananastan!”

Occasionally, sure, from sufficient
clues I might be able to make an edu-
cated guess as to the identity of the
station you logged on shortwave way
back when. But, frankly, that's not the
way to do it. DXers are persistent
cusses. If they don’t ID a station one
day, they return again and again to
the same frequency, at the same time.
Usually, it pays off. You'll manage to
get the identification yourself. And
that’s the challenge and the payoff, that
good feeling when you realize you've
done it yourself! If, after you've given
it your best shot, and you still are in
the dark as to a station’s identity, I'll
give it a go, but, the odds of success
in 1Ding a station at this distance, long
after the fact, aren’t too hot!

Success stories are nice. It’s always
a pleasure to vicariously share in the
delight of a newcomer, or an old timer
who has returned to the DXing fold.
Here's a letter from Bob Scholl, Carls-
bad, NW: “Last month I purchased
CW and began reading from cover to
cover. | asked myself, ‘Why have 1

waited to long to enjoy the joys of
shortwave listening?” Bob says he went
out and purchased a SW receiver, had
an antenna erected and . . . “What a
,thrill it was to find out that so many
others, young and old, are listening to
shortwave radio programs. I've nearly
stopped watching TV. I can let my
imagination run wild and can listen
to music, drama, sermons, propaganda,
speeches from stations in Asia, Europe,
South America, etc. Am 1 enthusiastic?
I'll say I am. In a few weeks I logged
21 countries, written reports and ended
up with a sore hand, gotten bleary
eyes and—so far—one QSL card. Re-
ceiving a QSL from Radio Japan was
the big thrill of this week!”

Bob, however, seeks help in locating
three stations. “I’ve had no success in
picking up Radios Sofia, Prague and
Warsaw. A newborn SWL could use
some help!” All three of the Eastern
European stations you mention should
be logged without too much trouble,
Bob, provided you're in the right place
at the right time. Bulgaria’s Radio
Sofia can be found, as of this writing,
on 15,330 kHz, during its North Amer-
ican service from 0000GMT, in Eng-
lish. Or try its service to Europe, also
in English, at 2130 GMT on 11,750 or
15,135 kHz. Radio Prague Czechoslo-
vakia, can be heard in English at 0100
GMT on 7,345 and 11,990 kHz, at
this writing.

The bit of hedging there is due to
the fact that some stations change fre-
quencies seasonally, and frequencies in
use as I write this may not be still used
when you read the magazine. A little
tuning around on the bands at the same
times should turn them up, though.
And some frequencies, such as Prague’s
7,345 kHz outlet have remained in op-
eration for years! Finally,sBob, Polish
Radio from Warsaw broadcasts to
North America during the evening
hours. Try, for instance, at 0300 GMT,
7,270, 11,815 or 15,120 kHz. .

Speaking of shortwave stations and
where they broadcast, next there’s a
letter from Walter F. Kunz, Dunmore,
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PA., which echos questions received
from a number of readers: “I can't un-
derstand the large numbers of stations
missing from the list of SW broadcast-
ers in White’s Radio Log.” Well, Walter
and the rest of you who have asked,
the answer is that the worldwide short-
wave stations listed in White’s Radio
Log at the back of this, and other is-
sues of Communications World is not
intended as a complete list of all sta-
tions operating on the shortwave broad-
cast frequencies at all hours of the day.
Practically speaking it can't be that.
There are many, many, many shortwave
transmitters operating daily.

One listing of SW stations, the World
Radio TV Handbook, goes on for about
30 pages, and being an annual, the in-
formation isn’t anywhere near complete
or even totally correct by the time the
book leaves the presses. No, our list in
White’s is intended as a healthy sam-
pling of what can be heard on short-
wave in North America. While major
broadcasters, such as the Voice of
America, Radio Moscow, the British
Broadcasting Corporation, use many
transmitters on many frequencies, often
simultaneously, our list sclects just one
or two frequencies and schedules.

Some of the stations listed in our
White’s compilation are easy to log,
others are harder. There’s a bit of
something to keep everyone vusy DX-
ing. A healthy sampling of a lot of
different broadcasters is what we strive
for. Typically, the list of worldwide
shortwave stations includes times and
frequencies to hear broadcasts from
over 100 different countries.

Roger Brants, Port Elgin, Ontario,
writes about a station in one of the
more obscure countries, an island actu-
ally, located in the Indian Ocean.
“Sunday, I ran into a station identify-
ing itself as: ‘This is FEBA, Seychelles.’
The frequency was, I think, 9,590 kHz.
The identification was in English and
some other language. The time | heard

it was between 1700 and 1730 GMT.
It was very weak but audible. I looked
it up on a map and found the Sey-
chelles in the Indiarn Ocean. Is this
good DX? And can you tell me some-
thing about the station?”’

Yes, Roger, you've a nice catch in
FEBA. FEBA stands for the Far East
Broadcasting Association, a radio mis-
sionary operation. And, yes, you've pin-
pointed its location correctly. The sta-
tion's address, in case you want to write
for a verification of your reception, is
Box 234, Mahe, Seychelles. For other
DXers looking to duplicate Roger's
logging, as of this writing, FEBA uses
11,860 kHz for the particular transmis-

sion he noted at 1700 GMT. The pro-
gram itself is in Arabic, after the inter-
val signal, “What a Friend We Have
in Jesus,” and the identification.

Sixteen-year-old Jeffrey Kemp, who
says he lives on the “beautiful shores
of Pontobsuc Lake in the suburbs of
Pittsfield, MA,” has several hobbies.

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Jesse Wall of Akron, OH logged 39 stations
in 31 different countries on his Wards port-
able. Jesse’s also into microcomputers.

I'm sure, among our readers there
are those who did their own communi-
cating with the Byrd expeditions more
than four decades ago—and can tell us
their experiences first hand. In the
meantime, Jeff, I can tell you that in
early 1934, for instance, a number of
DXers were hearing shortwave trans-
missions from Admiral Richard Byrd’s
flagship, near Little America station
in the Antarctic. That station used the
call letters KJTY and was most often
reported on 31.4 meters, or approxi-
mately 9,555 kHz. A stateside station,
General Electric’s W2XAF in Schenec-
tady, NY, regularly contacted KITY
and passed along messages from rela-
tives and friends_to the men on the
Byrd expedition.

From Richard Barlow, Blue Grass,
IA, some utility transmissions on short-
wave which he's logged recently: “I've
heard some military communications,
including Scott Air Force Base, IL on
11,185 kHz, McClellan AFB on 11,233
kHz and a Canadian military station
at St. Johns, Newfoundland, 15,038
kHz. They were transmitting in single
sideband. And I've heard the standard
time and frequency stations, RID, a
Russian station on 15,004 kHz, and
one from Ecuador, HD2IOA on 7,600
kHz in the clear.”

While most of our CW readers are,
of course, US. and Canadian radio
hobby fans. vou mav bhe surprised to
learn that our magazine gets ali over
the world. And we do hear from our
overseas readers and friends. To close
out things for this issue of Communi-
cations World, we have some mail from
our readers in other lands. Kevin
Meyer is an American, 15 years old
and a shortwave DXer, living in Lima,
Peru. Kevin writes: “You asked for
overseas readers to describe reception
characteristics in their areas. Well here
I am. During school vacations, 1 usu-
ally rotate my waking-up schedule so
as to cover all the hours. As a result,
I can give you and the CW readers an
idea of what can be heard in Lima dur-
ing any 24 hour period:
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PHOTOS WANTED!

Would you like to see your photo in COM-
MUNICATIONS WORLD? Okay, then, send us a
nice clear photo of you and your DXing equip-
ment. Any sharp photo will do, but we prefer
to see you at your rig. Along with the photo,
please tell a little about you and your DXing
activities and interests. Also, please identify
the make and type of the receiver and other
equipment shown in the photograph. Sorry, we
can't return photographs.

From 0000 to 0200 GMT, reception
to the north and south is best. There
is the VOA; the Voice of Chile, and
other locals to be-heard. Then Radio
Australia and some Asians are heard,
and a few Africans, but Europeans are
not so good. By 0400, the stronger
Europeans and Asians are in. Also
Radio Mexico, HCJB, Radio Moscow,
Voice of Chile, WYFR, AFRTS, Radio
Havana Cuba, VOA, BBC, Radio Can-
ada International and some locals. At
around 0700 GMT, on 25 and 3l
meters, the Asian services of the Euro-
pean broadcasters begin. The smaller
Asian outlets can be heard. There are
a lot of Latin American locals coming
in on the tropical bands.

By 1000, signals are in from east-
ern Asia to western Asia on the 19
and 25 meter bands. By 1100 the Far
Eastern stations are fading out. Many
local stations are on the lower frequen-
cies from the Andean countries. At
1300, I think the whole world is “open,”
except for eastern Asia and the Mid-
East. I hear All India Radio, BBC,
VOA, etc. At 1500 the lower bands
are dead but I am still hearing Euro-
pean stations, the stronger Africans, and
North American stations. 1800 is defi-
nitely not the time for good DX here.
Only the familiar stations coming in.
By 2000 it is improving again and con-
tinues to do so until the 24 hour scan
is completed at 0000.”

Also in the mailbox is a letter from
Syed Showkat Qadri of Srinagar, Kash-
mir, who says he has listened to short-
wave stations from many parts of the
world, and has QSLs from a number
of them. Showkat, a student, says he
has been short of time recently, be-
cause of schooling, but he hopes again

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TIHIE VERSATILE
IRIZOWTAL DIPOLE

HE HORIZONTAL DIPOLE is a simple,
Teﬂ'ective antenna. Antenna wire and
accessories for its construction are in-
expensive and readily available. It is
of a length that makes for efficient use
as a receptor of an incoming radio
wave. When used as a transmitting an-
tenna, it radiates cfficiently and, at the
same time, displays a proper impedance
match to the output of the transmitter.

Dipoles are of critical length when
used as transmitting antennae be-
cause of the need for proper match.
Length and match insure ideal charac-
teristics for reception as well. It is true
that length and match arc less critical
if the antenna is to be used for reccive
only, because of the high sensitivity of
modern recceivers. For example, an an-
tenna cut to length on one of the lower-
frequency short-wave broadcast bands,
will also reccive well on other inter-
national broadcast bands. However, a
dipole cut to length and properly ori-
‘ented may be of considerable help in
receiving some favorite, but weak sta-
tion. )

Dipole Length. The physical length of
the antenna is related to the wave-
length of the signal frequency to be
reccived or transmitted. Frequency in
megaHertz, and wavelength in meters
arc related as follows:

Wavelength in Meters =
300/Frequency in mHz.
" For example, the
wavelength of a 3.75
mHz signal frequency

would be: Wavelength

— 300 _

+ A dipole is a half-wavelength an-
tenna and, therefore, its thecoretical
length would be one-half of this value,
or 40-meters long. In practice, how-
ever, there are capacitive end-efTects
which cause a dipole that is cut to ex-
actly the so-called “free-space™ wave-
length to be recsonant on a lower
frequency than the calculated value. In
fact, to make the antenna an exact

“electrical” half-wavelength long, it is
necessary to shorten the physical length
by S-percent. Hence the dipole length
for 3.75 mHz resonance would be:

Dipole Half-Wavelength =
0.95 x 40 = 38 meters

Since the dipole antenna is fed at the
center and scparated into two quarter-
wavelength segments as shown in Fig.
1. each side of the antenna would be
19 (38/2) mecters long.

Physical antenna length for cach
quarter-wave segment of the dipole can
be obtained by multiplying the 19
meters times the meters-to-feet con-
version constant of 3.2808, obtaining
a value of 62.34 feet.’

A conversion from metric to linear
length results in a very simple equa-
tion that can be used to determine the
length of the quarter-wavelength seg-
ment of a dipole:

Dipole Dimension Charts. Quarter-
wave segment lengths for each of the
Amateur bands, 10 through 160 Meters,
are given in Table 1. For example, each
quarter-wave segment of a dipole an-
tenna cut to 14.2 mHz in the 20 Meter
band should have a length of 16.48
feet. Table 4 gives dimensions for di-
pole quarter-wave segments for recep-
tion on the various shortwave broadcast
bands. Dipole lengths for the various
WWYV frequencies are given in Table 3.

Lengths are given to a decimal part
of one foot in the tables. In addition,
Table 2 permits you to make an ap-
proximation in inches. In fact, when
erecting an antenna for use with a
transmitter, there are other variables,
such as proximity to ground and metal-
lic surfaces, as well as antenna element
diameter, that influence the exact reso-
nant frequency. Therefore, cutting an
antenna within an inch or two of indi-
cated value is satisfactory. For example,
in cutting the dipole for 14.2 mHz use,
a practical value is 16-feet, 6-inches.
Note from Table 2 that the six-inch
figure is appropriate for a decimal part
falling between 0.55 and 0.6S.

It has been my experience in cutting
antennas, that it is preferable to cut
elements somewhat on the long side,
permitting you to trim down the an-
tenna to a specific resonant frequency
after initial tests have been made. Of
course, antennas for receive-only use
are not nearly so critical as to their
length. Consequently, in Table 4, one
dimension is given for operation over
the specific shortwave broadcast band.

Of course, it should be stressed that
,an inch or two of length has a much
more decided effect on the resonant
frequency on a higher frequency Ama-

.

teur band as compared to a lower one.
Thus, you should be more careful in
cutting the dipole for 10 or 15 Meters,
as compared to the cut for 80 or 160
Meters. For example, a differential of
3-iriches on 10 Meters might result in
a frequency change of approximately 1
megaHertz, while a similar differential
on 80 Meters corresponds to a fre-
quency shift of only 20-25 kiloHertz.

Dipole Directivity. The horizontal di-
pole is directional. As a transmitting
antenna, it sends out maximum radio
energy (radiation) in the two direc-
tions broadside (perpendicular) to the
antenna wires (Fig. 2). As a receiving
antenna, it displays maximum sensitiv-
ity to radio signals arriving from the
same two directions. Radiation and
sensitivity taper off at angles away from
the perpendicular, declining to a mini-
mum in the direction along the line
(parallel) of the antenna wire. The re-
sponse pattern of Fig. 2 is a theoretical
one. The antenna does radiate energy
at other angles and is sensitive to in-

coming signals as well. The exieni of
the cifferential depends upon a number
of variables including type of antenna,
proximity of ground, nearby metallic
structures, propagation  conditions,
transmission line system, etc. It is a
fact though, that maximum radiation
and sensitivity occur perpendicular to
the antenna wire and minimum in the
direction of the antenna wire. The fig-
ure-eight pattern is itself rather broad,
and it is only at angles near to the
angle of the antenna wire that the re-
sponse is sharply down.

In practice then, it is a good idea,
if possible, to erect the dipole antenna
with an orientation that places it broad-
side to the direction toward which you
wish :o0 radiate maximum signal or dis-
play maximum sensitivity. If your in-
tent is to minimize the pickup of an
interfzring signal, you should point the
dipole antenna wire in that direction.

Dipole Antenna Components. Essen-
tial components of the dipole antenna
are: antenna wire, dipole center con-
nector, end insulators, support rope,
transmission line, and other accessories
as needed. The antenna wire can be the
popular 7-strand, #22 type, which is
common and inexpensive. When it can
be found at low cost, our personal
preference is for #14 or #16 solid,
insulated wire. A good-quality, insu-
lated wire gives you added safety and
weather protection. Insulation in no
way interferes with the radiation .or
pick-up of signal

Available end insulators are usually
made of porcelain and are 1.75 to 3-
inches long. They are oval-shaped or
rectangular, some having a ribbed con-
struction. Two holes are provided, one
for the antenna wire itself and the
other for the support line. Support line
can be nylon rope or strong plastic

clothes-line with a nonmetallic core. To
make it easy to lower the antenna, for
cleaning or experimentation, the sup-
port line at onc end can be fed down
through eye-bolts to ground level, as
shown in Fig. 1.

A coax-to-dipole connector, Fig. 3,
is the ideal method of linking the dipole
antenna to the coaxial transmission
line! This connector provides a durable
and reasonably weather-proofed con-
nection, providing for convenient con-
nection and detachment of transmission
line. An alternative plan is to use an
end insulator at the center. The two
conductors of the transmission line can
be attached firmly, soldered and taped
to the antenna wire on each side of the
_eenter insulator.

There are various support means for
horizontal dipole antennas. The variety
of TV-antenna hardware such as chim-
ney, side-wall and roof mounts, permit
easy attachment to a house or garage.
Support itself can be a 5 or 10-foot
section of TV mast. Free-standing and
guyed masts are available for ground-
mounted supports. A telescoping TV
mast is versatile because of its ease of
erection and let-down. Guying is re-
quired. Guy rings are spaced approxi-
mately every 10-feet along such a tele-
scoping mast.

Use good quality coaxial line, either
50-ohm or 70-ohm. Preferred types are
RG-58A/U (50 ohms) or RG-59A/U
(70 ohms) for low power applications.
RG-8A/U is recommended for higher-
powered applications, and installations
where a long feed line, from antenna
to transmitter, is necessary.

Erection of Dipole. Plan your instal-
lation according to length, height, and
directional orientation. You must con-
sider the space required by the antenna,
and where the line must be brought
into the house.

Safety and performance are impor-
tant criteria. For safety reasons, keep
the antenna clear of power lines. Be
certain that if the antenna falls when
erected, or while under erection, it
cannot fall across electrical wires.

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Make certain that under no circum-
stances, can mast or wire come in con-
tact with power lines if you lose control
of the mast or antenna. Keeping clear of
power lines also improves the antenna
performance. You will pick up less
power line noise on receive. On trans-
mit, you will radiate the least signal
into, the power lines, minimizing loss
and possible interference with home
entertainment units such as television
receivers and high-fidelity amplifiers.

Orient the antenna to best meet your
needs. If you wish to radiate maximum
signal cast and west, orient the antenna
wire north and south. In a built-up
area, it is not always possible to find an
ideal mounting situation. However,
within re¢ason, it is not necessary that
the two antenna ends be the same exact
height above ground. Neither must the
two quarter-wave segments of the di-
pole be in an exact line. Stay as close
as you can to the idealized situation,
but don’t worry if you must make
limited departures. The antenna will
still perform well if you are reasonable
in the changes you make.

Receive Only. The same general con-
siderations must be made in the erec-
tion of a receive-only antenna, with the
exception that power handling capabil-
ity and transmitter matching are no
longer factors of concern. Thus the
antenna need not be cut as precisely.
The two-wire transmission line can be
made of lamp cord or, preferably, a
good quality 300-ohm TV ribbon line.
A combination of dipole antenna and
TV line makes a good combination for
short-wave listening on the internation-
al broadcast and radio amateur bands.
A receiving dipole cut for 35-feet on
each segment is a reasonable antenna
for all-band listening. However, if you
want peak performance on some par-
ticular band, you can then cut a sepa-
rate receiving antenna for that particu-
lar band. Orient this antenna with its
figure-eight reaching out in the favored
direction.

Tuning With An SWR Meter. An SWR
meter connected between transmitter
and transmission line, Fig. 4, can be
used to measure the resonant frequency
of a dipole. To go a step further, the
antenna can now be trimmed or ex-
tended if it does not resonate to the
desired frequency. The results can be
observed by the SWR meter, as the
antenna resonant frequency is moved
up or down the band. Since it is easier
to trim off rather than to add on wire
length, cut the initial antenna wire
longer than the specified value for the
particular frequency, in order to catch
up with any variables that might influ-
ence resonance. A practical example
will demonstrate an acceptable pro-

cedure. .
Assume an antenna is to be cut tor

7150 kHz in the 40 Meter amateur
band. Table 1 indicates a dipole length
of 32.73 feet. This suggests a dipole
length of 32-feet, 9-inches. Cut each
dipole element to 33-feet, which would
be for a resonant frequency of 7100
kHz. Erect the antenna on a temporary
basis.

Measure the SWR every 25 kHz be-
tween 7025 and 7225. Set the readings
down in a table form of frequency vs.
SWR. Determine the precise frequency
at which the SWR reading is minimum.

This would be the resonant frequency
of the dipole. In our example, it was
exactly 7050 kHz

Inasmuch as the resonant frequency
reading is low, you can now trim the
antenna to attain the desired resonance.
Be careful not to trim off too much.
According to Table [, each trimmed
inch corresponds to a frequency change
of approximately 20-25 kHz. In our
example, we trimmed off six-inches,
and increased the resonant frequency
to 7141 kHz. If your SWR reading is
low, and the resonant indication falls
near to 7150, let well enough alone.

The plot of our experimental antenna
is shown in Fig. 5. Note that even at
the band edges, the SWR reading is
reasonable. In the range between 7050
and 7250 kiloHertz, the SWR meter
indicated almost ideal performance.

Antenna Tuners at Work. The pri-
mary function of an antenna tuner,
Fig. 6, is to provide a proper match
between your antenna system and trans-
mitter. In so doing, your transmitter
sees a proper load and is able to oper-
ate at the optimum conditions of its
design. The tuner does not alter the
performance of the antenna or the
SWR on its transmission line. Rather,
it makes certain that an improper SWR
does not result in unfavorable opera-
tion or possible damage to your trans-
mitter. Primarily it is a transmitter pro-
tector.

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However, a tuner has a number of
secondary benefits that enhance an-
tenna system experimentation and per-
mits the use of antenna systems that
are not, in themselves, ideal for match-
ing the standardized 50-ohm output of
modern ham radio equipment. Again,
it must be stressed that the tuner does
not influence the performance of an
antenna system. Rather, it acts as an
interface between an antenna system
and transmitter.

An additional secondary benefit is
that it reduces harmonic and spurious
signal radiation because it blocks the
path between any such signals gener-
ated by your transmitter, and the radi-
ating antenna. The tuner also rejects
incoming signals that are on frequen-
cies removed from the desired operat-
ing band. In effect, it reduces the
sensitivity of the receiving system to
image and other spurious frequency
components.

A tuner makes the dimensioning of
a horizontal dipole antenna less critical.
It extends the frequency range of op-
eration of the antenna that will pro-
vide an ideal match to the transmitter.
For example, an 80 Meter dipole cut
to 3750 kHz, will be made operable
over the entire 80 Meter band from
3500-4000 kHz. The electrical per-
formance of the antenna will not differ
greatly from an antenna cut precisely

to some specific frequency on the band.
Even though the SWR on the trans-
mission line might be rather high at
the band extremes, the transmitter it-
self will look into an optimum load.
Conclusion. The horizontal dipole is
indeed a versatile antenna, giving good
performance at low cost. It should be
dimensioned properly, and should be
used with an SWR meter to evaluate
its performance. A tuner insures proper
match batween dipole antenna system
and transmitter, and also extends the
operating bandwidth of the dipole in
terms of proper matching to the trans-
mitter. Lzt the dipole start you off in
your first experimental activities with

| F YOU'RE TIRED OF LISTENING to short-

wave signals with assorted interfering
whistles, bleeps, and groans, then maybe
it’s time for you to look into the MFJ
Signal Enhancer 1I, a special filter,
equalizer specifically designed to elimi-
nate a good proportion of the inter-
ference that plagues much CW and
SSB signal reception.

Housed in a cabinet approximately
10¥%-inches wide by 2'z-inches high
by 6Yz-inches deep, and using a plug-
in 12-VDC power supply adapter, the
device consists of essentially two tune-
able audio filter circuits. One circuit,
termed the PRIMARY, can function as
a peaker, notch filter, LP (low pass)
filter, or HP (high pass) filter. The
other circuit, termed the AUXILIARY,
can function as either a peaker or notch
filter. The device also contains an SSB
and CW noise limiter.

Features. The Signal Enhancer con-
nects between a receiver or transceiver's
speaker output and the speaker or head-
phones. The enhancer has two inde-
pendent output jacks; one is for a
speaker, the other for stereo or mono
phones. When stereo phones are used,
one earphone gets the unfiltered input
signal while the other earphone receives
the filtered signal. When mono phones
are used, the plug must be a stereo
(three-wire) type, with connection
made only to the fip and sleeve; the
ring connection isn't used. When the
enhancer is switched off, the input is
connected directly to the speaker out-
put.

A glance at the photograph of the

Fig. 1, Oscilloscope photo shows the differ-
ent traces obfained by continually narrow-
ing bandpass with the PRIMARY control.
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front panel more or less tells you what
it’s all about. On the left side are the
frequency and selectivity controls for
the AUXILIARY filter. When the con-
trols are pushed in, the AUXILIARY
functions as a peaker. When pulled
out, the AUXILIARY is a notch
filter. When the controls are in and
fully CCW, the AUXILIARY filter is
out of the circuit.

Next comes the on-off and NL (noise
limiter) selector. The noise limiter is a
peak-clipper with different levels for
SSB and Cw.

The next selector is for the PRI-
MARY filter, selecting any of the fol-
lowing modes: peaker, notch filter, LP
(low pass) filter, and HP (high pass)

filter. To the right o1 this selector are
the selectivity and frequency controls
for the PRIMARY filter.

The rear apron connections are
shown in the photo above. On the far
right is a mini-jack used for connecting
the (supplied) 12-VDC power supply
adapter. There are also two switch-
selected input jacks, through which you
can connect two independent receivers
to the enhancer, switching between the
two with the selector switch. The speak-
er jack is a standard phone jack.

Operation. Figures 1 and 2 illustrate
some of the things you can do with
the MFJ Signal Enhancer. Figure 1
shows the PRIMARY peaker at moder-
ate settings of the selectivity . control.
Note how the passband gets narrower
as the selectivity is advanced. At the
maximum setting of the selectivity con-
trol, just before “breakup,” there is a
slight shift upwards in “resonant” fre-
quency. (If it affects reception, you

simply “tune” back down with the fre-
quency control.) If you then turn on
the AUXILIARY peaker, the passband
gets even sharper; interfering signals
on either side of the *resonant™ fre-
quency are sharply attenuated.

Figure 2 shows the PRIMARY LP
filter used in conjunction with the
AUXILIARY notch filter, much as
you might need to do when receiving
SSB to squash an interfering CW heter-
odyne. The inner trace is “proper”
operation. (Each major vertical division
represents 10 dB.) The LP passband is
effectively 230 to 2000 Hz, allowing
speech frequencies to pass. The notch,
tuned to 2200 Hz, is shown removing a
“beat note” that would interfere with
the SSB reception.

The outer trace in Fig. 2 iilustrates
what happens when the selectivity con-
trol is advanced too far with the PRI-
MARY filter in the LP mode. The
filter begins to “break up,” actually
starting into the “peak” mode. You
must juggle the controls to obtain the
particular filter performance you want.

Summing Up. The MF] Signal En-
hancer is particularly effective at re-
ducing heterodyne interference, and
eliminating unwanted CW signals. If
the frequencies you normally monitor
or “work” are plagued with this type
of interference, then the signal enhan-
cer is certainly something to look into.

McKay Dymek super-receiver. At

first glance, this receiver seems to do
everything. It covers frequencies from
S0 kHz to 29.7 mHz at the flip of a
switch, and it does it without tuning a
single capacitor. Impossible? No. But
difficult and expensive, yes. McKay Dy-
mek engineers have designed themselves
a “‘state of the art” receiver with truly
amazing characteristics. What's more,
they've packaged it in the size of a
conventional FM tuner. But, before we
go into the way they've done it and
the specifications of this new profes-
sional receiver, ler’s talk a little bit
about the theory of receivers, to help
you see why this receiver is so different.

Design Criteria. A general coverage
receiver has many design criteria. These
include: sensitivity, selectivity, range of
frequency coverage, frequency stability,
high rejection of signals on unwanted
frequencies, modes of reception, and
case of operation. To achieve these
ends, there have been conventionally
two types of receivers: the direct con-

Is IT A BIRD? IS IT A PLANE? No, it's the
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version (synchrodyne) or the classic
superherterodyne.

One of the major disadvantages of
the direct conversion receiver is the
problem of the audio image, which has
the effect of doubling the equivalent
noise band width of the receiver.

The superheterodyne, on the other
hand, has the problem of the inter-
mediate frequency image, which at cer-
tain frequencies may prove bothersome.

Both receiver types need carefully
designed bandpass filters to eliminate
unwanted signals, stable beat or low
frequency oscillators, qand multiple
stages of audio or radio frequency am-
plification for their desired sensitivity
and selectivity. An example of an ex-
cellent direct conversion receiver can
be found in the Heath HWS8 low power
CW transceiver. The penultimate super-
heterodyne is the McKay Dymek DR
33 C general coverage receiver. The
direct conversion receiver is ideally
suited for continuous wave or single
sideband reception, whereas the super-
heterodyne receiver can be designed to

receive all modes of operation, hence
its choice as the design basis for the
DR 33 C.

In the past, receivers have been ana-
log devices, meaning that a signal was
“searched” for by turning a knob con-
nected to a variable capacitor, and,
once found, the desired signal was then
“tuned in.” But this is not the only
way a receiver can operate. An alternate
mode of operation would be that of a
“find” receiver, which would accurately
tune to a given frequency and see whe-
ther a signal was there. Due to prob-
lems in accurately defining frequency, a
true “find” receiver with a broad range
was difficult to design, aside from the
single-frequency crystal-controlled re-
ceivers found in fixed frequency opera-
tion. However, with the availability of
crystal-controlled frequency synthesiz-
ers, a new mode of receiver design is
now possible. Just such a design is used
in the McKay Dymek DR 33 C general
coverage receiver. This unique feature
makes the DR 33 C perhaps the out-
standing “find” receiver available today.
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Communications Receiver

The digital approach is the major dis-
tinction between the *“search” and
“find” receivers.

How They Did It. The McKay Dymek
DR 33 C is a fully-synthesized, solid-
state, triple conversion general coverage
receiver that is intended for reception
of dmplitude modulated, single side-
band, or continuous wave signals within
its frequency range. It offers extreme
accuracy and convenience of tuning,
with the receiving frequency displayed
in large, LED read-out figures on the
front panel. The phase-locked digital
synthesis tuning provides quartz crystal
tuning accuracy at all frequencies. Crys-
tal filters in the first and second IF
stages and ceramic filters in the third IF
stage produce outstanding selectivity
and intermodulation suppression. An
exclusive S000 Hz notch feature elimi-
nates heterodyne interference.

Circuit Function. The receiver opera-
tion is as follows. An initial low pass
filter eliminates all signals above the
tuning range of the receiver before any
RF amplification occurs. This filter ef-
fectively eliminatés all television, FM
broadcasts, images, and noise interfer-
ence which might exist above 30 mHz.
The signal is then amplified by a
broadband radio frequency amplifier
using high-power, CATV RF power
transistors. To prevent possible mixer
overloading, the RF amplifier may be
bypassed entirely, or a 30 dB attenua-
tor may be placed between the RF am-
plifier and the first mixer. A high pass
filter may also be used to block all sig-
nals below 2.5 mHz, and is effective at
eliminating ' interference from local
broadcast stations.

A double-balanced diode ring mixer
serves as the first mixer and provides
freedom from intermoduiation inter-
ference and overload, while eliminating
the need for a manually-adjusted an-
tenna pre-selector: At this stage, ampli-
fied and filtered radio frequency signals
are mixed with the first local oscillator.
This oscillator is a highly accurate and
stable frequency-synthesized signal that
is selected by the four programming
switches on the front panel of the re-
ceiver. The frequency of this oscillator
is 30 mHz higher than the desired re-
ceiving frequency. Operation of these
programming switches causes the true
received frequency of the station to ap-
pear in the LED readout.

The amplified 30 mHz first IF signal
is then amplified and fed into the sec-
ond mixer. At this stage, a 40.7 mHz
crystal-controlled oscillator, which can
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be adjusted over a 5 kHz range (the
fine tuning control), is mixed with the
incoming signal to produce a 10.7 mHz
beat frequency. This 10.7 mHz signal
is then processed by the second crystal
filter, which rejects all frequencies ex-
cept its own. The 10.7 mHz signal is
then amplified and fed into the third
mixer. This mixer beats an 11.155 mHz
signal with the incoming 10.7 mHz sig-
nal to achieve the 455 kHz final IF
frequency. This 455 kHz signal is then
passed through either one of two cer-
ramic filters selected by the bandwidth

control. The switchable selectivity im-
mediately before the third IF amplifier
stage will ultimately determine the
upper limit of the audio frequencies
applied to the audio amplifier.

In the AM setting, an envelope de-
tector consisting of a Class D transis-
tor rectifier and an RF filter eliminates
the RF signal components, leaving only
the audio information. In the upper or
lower sideband settings, the audio in-
formation in the single sideband or
continuous wave signal is recovered by
means of a product detector.

Since short wave signals are assigned
frequencies only 5 kHz apart, it is quite
common for carriers of two such sta-
tions to mix together and produce a
heterodyne of 5 kHz which is within
the audio range. The exclusive McKay
Dymek DR 33 C audio notch filter
suppresses this frequency, but is so
sharply tuned that it has little effect on

other audio frequencies above or below
5 kHz. The automatically adjusting
threshold noise limiter provides great-
ly enhanced reception of continuous
wave, RTTY, or single sideband signals
during conditions of extreme impulse
noise interference. A self-contained
power supply furnishes highly regulated
and filtered voltages to all circuits with-
in the receiver from a 120 or 240-volt
AC source.

Specifications. The specifications of
the McKay Dymek DR 33 C are truly
outstanding. Without manually adjust-
ing the pre-selecfor. sensitivities varied
from 1.1 xV at 100 kHz. 0.24 uV
between 400 kHz and 20 mHz, and
0.36 «V from 20 to 29.7 mHz, for a
10 dB signal-to-noise rate with a 400
Hz CW signal. The frequency stability
was plus or minus 40 Hz. Image rejec-
tion is better than 68 dB. RF blocking
is 100 dB to 1 uV for the blocking sig-
nal removed 20 kHz, and its amplitude
adjusted to reduce desired signal by 3
dB. Cross-modulation is 66 dB to 1 4V,
with the undesired signal removed 20
kHz and its amplitude adjusted for
cross modulation products 30 dB lower
than the desired signal. Hum and noise
are 60 dB below full output. The audio
notch filter is better than 25 dB at 5
kHz. To achieve these specifications, 56
integrated circuits, 31 field effect tran-
sistors, 20 transistors, and 66 diodes
are required.

Operation. After all these nymbers,
theory, and characteristics, you might
think the McKay Dymek is ready to
fly. Well, it is! It is both an interesting
and unusual receiver to operate. With
its 5 kHz fine tuning, we found the
McKay Dymek a bit awkward the first
time out. This is no doubt due to the
fact that we “cut our teeth” on the
usual analog or “search” receiver.
Changing frequencies required in-
dependent adjustment of any one of
four controls. If the fine tuning control
is adjusted either above its maximum
intended upper extreme or below its
minimum intended lower extreme, the
last two digits of the readout will begin
to flash on and off. This condition in-
dicates that the last two digits are read-
ing properly, but that the preceding
digits to the left of the counter no
longer correspond. In thjs condition, a
10 kHz step must be added or sub-
tracted to the display frequency and the
station retuned to obtain the proper
frequency and the station retuned to
obtain the proper frequency readout.
If, however, the frequency of a desired
station is exactly known, say WWV at
15 MHz, the McKay Dymek will pull
it out every time.

ANY AMATEURS LIVE in constricted
M areas and have limited space for
antennas. In such a setting, antenna
designs are usually a compromise at
est, and an antenna tuner is a useful
accessory for the shack.

Unless an antenna is designed for a
nominal 50-ohm impedance across all
intended frequencies, an antenna tuner
is needed to “fool” the transmitter into
seeing a “perfect” load.

SST Electronics, of Lawndale, Cali-
fornia, markets a line of compact an-
tenna tuners. Their top-of-the-line is
the T-4 Ultra Tuner.

Installation. The tuner should be
placed in the antenna line between the
low-pass filter (or transmitter) and the
antenna(s). Use RG-8 or RG-58 cable.
The tuner should be grounded before
attempting to use it.

Specifications. The T-4 is compactly-
sized at 9-inches, by 2%-inches
by 5-inches. It will accept either three

. coax-fed antennas, or two coax-fed and
one random wire. They are selected by
a three-position switch located on the
rear apron. In addition, the first an-
tenna switch position bypasses the tuner,
but keeps a built-in SWR (standing

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wave ratio) meter in the antenna cir-
cuit for comparison testing.

The antenna tuner circuit is very
straightforward. Two, 208-pf variable
capacitors bracket a 12-position tapped
inductor. The SWR metering circuit is
in series with the transmitter input.

The tuner is rated at 300-watts out-
put power and had no problem handling
almost 250-watts output as long as the
circuit -was near resonance. Out of
resonance, the tuner would arc on 160
and 80 meters, when higher power was
mistakenly applied. It should be noted
that this characteristic is seen on all
brands of compact tuners. The simple
reason for this is that spacing of the
variable capacitors’ plates is small.
That’s why the high power tuners have
their physical size measured in feet, not
inches. They need the space.

Operation. The T-4 Ultra Tuner did
a fine job handling an erfd-fed, 135-foot
random wire on all bands, 160 through
10 meters. The antenna tuner was con-
nected to an outside ground rod, and a
six-band counterpoise was attached.

There was sufficient inductance to
load the transmitter on 160 meters,
provided the random wire was at least

one-quarter wavelength long. That, in-
cidentally, is a fundamental ‘rule of
using long wire antenna tuners: Make
the end-fed wire at least a quarter
. wavelength long for the lowest fre-
quency on which you intend to operate.
.The tuner also performed well in
“fooling” the transmitter when using
coax-fed antennas. As with compact
tuners of other major manufacturers,
the SST T4 cannot tune a coax-fed
dipole designed for one band onto
another band. What it can do is flatten
the SWR when using a dipole cut for
the high end of the band, on the low
end, and also vice-versa.

Similarly, the tuner can help the
transmitter on a compact, 3-band beam
fed with coax. The beam in question is
dipped for the low end of the CW
bands on 10, 15, and 20 meters. The
SWR rises above 3:1 halfway through
the Advanced class phone bands. With
the SST, the transmitter can be loaded
up in the General portions of the bands
wherein the DX phone nets reside.

Unfortunately, a 4:1 balun was not
included in the package. The tuner
could not be checked on an 80 meter
“inverted-vee” antenna fed with 300-
ohm twinlead. The baluns are now on
hand and are being shipped as part of
the package. Judging from the charac-
teristics seen on the other tests, there
should be no difficulty in tuning a
dipole or “inverted vee” fed with bal-
anced 300 or 450-ohm line.

Conclusion. The SST T-4 Ultra
Tuner is a neat, compact package emi-
nently suitable for the average. shack.
With a competitive price of $64.95,
they will probably not languish for too
long on your local dealer’s shelves. For
more information on the T-4, circle
number 75 on the reader service cou-
pon, or contact: SST Electronics, P.O.

Digital readout ends the problems of guesswork tuning

radio programming, to communica-

tions with Air Force One (our
President’s airplane); to ships at sga,
and communications between insurgent
armies and terrorists around the globe,
the short-wave frequencies to 30 MHz
are jumping with entertainment and
action. The only problem is, it’s often
hard to find precisely where the action
is.. Except for Radio Moscow, whose
megawatt multi-frequency propaganda
transmitters pound in from one end of
the dial to the other—literally drowning
oput almost all of the 40-meter band—
it’s not the ecasiest task to dig out the
real interesting signals even when you
know their frequency. “Bandspread”
dials just put you inside the ballpark—
it takes much rocking of the tuning
knob, or an external frequency cali-
brator, to place your receiver’s tuning
“on the money” on the first few tries.

But all that’'s a thing of the past.
With the. new Realistic DX-300, you
simply dial up the desired frequency,
and your tuning is accurate to within
1 kHz. Ever if you've got the DX-300
baking in the hot sun, or down in a
cold, damp basement, your tuning will
be right on the station at the first try.
and will stay there hour after hour.

Features. The DX-300 covers 10 kHz
to 30 MHz in six bands. Actually, the
“bands” refer to tuning of the RF pre-
selector; the frequency selection is
direct dial without bandswitching, but
we'll get to that later.

The normal power supply is 120
VAC. The unit may be powered, how-
ever, by six self-contained flashlight
batteries stored within the cabinet, or
by the 13.8-volt power of a motor
vehicle (through the cigar lighter).

supplied telescopic antenna connects to
the UHF-type coax jack. The usual S-
meter rounds out the package.
Readout. The tuned frequency is
indicated by a five-place digital read-
out with a decimal separating MHz
and kHz. Two digits are reserved for
MHz, three for kHz, providing a read-
out down to 1! kHz—close enough to
put you right on top of any signal.
The MHz dial steps directly in 1 MHz
increments; as the dial is rotated, the
readout will change from 0.000 to
1.000, to 2.000, all the way to 30 MHz.
The kHz tuning dial steps in 1 kHz
increments from 0.000, to 0.001, and
finally, to 0.999. Actually, the kHz
tuning starts slightly below 0.000 (it
shifts the MHz indicator down 1 MHz)
s0 you can “tune-thru” any precise
multiple of 1 MHz without returning
the MHz dial. For example, if you are
searching out a station around 9.998
MHz, you could set the MHz tuning
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DX-300

to 10.000 mHz and then bring the
kHz tuning down below MHz, say to
9.995 MHz. This would permit you to
tune through 9.998 MHz to 11 MHz.

It all sounds a lot more complicated
than it is. In actual practice, you sim-
ply set the MHz tuning so the readout
indicates the desired MHz, then tune
the kHz reading directly to the desired
frequency. The “below” tuning is sim-
ply a convenience when you have to
tune through the ends of each 1 MHz
segment, which will be rare.

Quartz Reference. Unlike some other
digital-readout receivers which use con-
ventional tuning with an offset fre-
quency readout of the local oscillator
to indicate the received frequency—a
system still ' subject to “drift”—the
DX-300's tuning is directly controlled
by a quartz-referenced digital frequency
synthesizer. When you adjust the tun-
ing dial, you are directly generating the
local oscillator frequency(s): the only
way the readout can change is if the
local oscillator frequency changes,
something it can’t do because the local
oscillator is referenced to a crystal
‘controlled oscillator (the quartz refer-
ence). The only possible drift would be
that of the crystal itself, ‘which is in-
finitesimal, having almost no effect on
reception from initial turn-on.

Triple Conversion. The type of digital
synthesis used in the DX-300 requires
triple-conversion, which has no direct
effect on selectivity. (Don’t confuse it
with the triple conversion needed some

30-years ago in order to insure high
IF selectivity.) The first conversion
beats the received signal up to the 55
MHz range, where it is again beat
against the local oscillator to produce
an IF output of approximately 2-3
MHz. The local oscillator for the 2-3
MHz IF is variable for the fine tune
adjustment, eventually producing a
455 kHz third-IF output.

Since the heterodyne oscillator that
“kicks” the received signal up to the
50 MHz range, and the first local oscil-
lator are both digitally derived from
the quartz reference, any ‘“crystal
drift” is effectively cancelled. The
tuned local oscillator that produces the
455 kHz output is so low in frequency
that cold and heat have virtually no
effect on its stability. This is how the
DX-300 ends up essentially drift-free.

Audio Bandwidth. The audio band-
width switch narrows the frequency
response of the audio amplifier to re-
duce interference (particularly from
adjacent CW stations). Keeping in
mind that a communications receiver
is not a high-fidelity device, in the
wide mode, the output frequency re-
sponse to the speaker measured =5 dB
from 150 to 2500 Hz. In the normal
mode, the response measured *S dB
from 200 to 2000 Hz. In the narrow
mode, the response measured *5 dB
from 200 to 1700 Hz. The tape re-
corder output frequency response meas-
ured *=5dB from 100 to 2700 Hz.
Naturally, in all instances there was
output beyond the limits indicated.

Sensitivity. Sensitivity from 2.5 to
30 MHz was almost a consistent 0.3 &V
for a 10 dB S+N/N ratio. '

Selectivity. The measured selectivity

depends on what method is used for
making the measurement. On a straight
carrier-for-carrier basis, it is slightly
less than 70 dB at =10 kHz. When
tested” against a signal removed from
the desired frequency by 10 kHz, which
is modulated 30% by a 1000 Hz tone,
the selectivity measured 50 dB. (This
is the usual test procedure.) When-
tested under the same conditions, but
where the interfering signal is modu-
lated to 100% (the standard test for
selectivity in CB transceivers), the
selectivity measured 45 dB.

The AGC action, which is the varia-
tion in audio output for an antenna
input signal range of 1-10 k aV
(80 dB) was a very tight 6 dB. In
plain terms, this means that your ears
won’t get blasted if you suddenly tune
from a very weak to a very strong
station. About the only minor complaint
we have with the DX-300 is its rela-
tively low overload threshold, which is
why there’s an antenna attenuator on
the front panel. If the signal gets dis-
torted due to overload, you simply
flip the attentuator from 0 dB to 20 dB
or 40 dB attenuation.

Summing Up. If you're into short-
wave listening, and are either tired of
tuning a “relatively calibrated” dial,
calibrating the receiver against a crystal
calibrator, or fussing with an uncali-
brated bandspread, and you'd like to
eliminate the “unknowns” and tune right
to a known station’s frequency the first
time, then a digtial receiver, such as
the DX-300, is what you're looking for.

The Finishing Touches. We found
the sensitivity of the McKay Dymek
adequate under most listening condi-
tions. An auxilliary pre-selector, the
DP 40, is available to prevent strong in-
terfering signals from reaching the an-
tenna input and is offered for use in
extreme situations when the location is
at or near the site of a transmitting
station. In- addition, accessories are
available for a 1200 Hz bandwidth
RTTY mechanical filter and a 400 Hz
bandwidth CW mechanical filter.

The McKay Dymek DR 33 C pro-
fessional receiver is not an inexpensive
addition to your listening shack. How-
ever, when it is compared to those “old
standbys” of yesteryear, such as the
Hammarlund super pro, we feel that
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its price, features, and state-of-the-art
technology make it an excellent buy.
It is constructed like a tank. All screws
fit into pressed-fit aluminum nuts. All
circuit boards are made of epoxy-glass
and are easy to service. The quality of
the components is outstanding, and wir-
ing harnesses are neat and orderly. This
receiver is designed for the discrimi-
nating user, and has a place in that
market field. An equally good buy for
those people who wish to sacrifice some
of the selectivity available would be the
McKay Dymek DR 22 C. This stripped
version does not have the final tenth of
a kHz frequency read-out, and is with-
out the two mechanical filters used for
upper and lower sideband reception.

Conclusion. Summing it up, we feel
that the McKay Dymek DR 33 C is a
superb receiver. Its frequency stability
is amazing. If WWYV is tuned in the
morning, the listener can be assured that

WWYV will be there on the receiver dial
in the evening with virtually no drift.
The construction is solid, and the com-
ponents are well laid out. The overall
receiver case is very attractive and the
teakwood sides have the feel of a piece
of furniture. While it might look more-
at home on the shelf next to your
stereo system, its performance states
unequivocally that its proper place is
in the shack. If you have the need for
a ham-quality receiver that is not
limited to only the ham bands, then the
DR 33 C is just what you have been
looking for. That is, if you can afford
the rather weighty $1,500 price tag.
Then again, you would spend an equiva-
lent amount for an FM broadcast band-
only receiver of the same quality. Think
about it.

I heard some signals on 3270 kHz and
8150 kHz that sound like time siations.
Can you tell me anything about them?
—P. Z., Greenwich, CT

They are time stations. Station NPM
is on 8150 kHz and the signal comes from
Guam. The other station is NPG in Dixon,
CA, and it's on 3268 kHz. You were off
2 kHz. There are over 40 time stations
that I know of, and logging 20 of them
on a good weekend should be interesting
work. The reason the logging number is
so low is that on 2500, 5000, 10,000 and
15,000 kHz, you’ll find several stations
sharing the same frequency so that only
a local like WWYV will come through.

Looking for Tubes
I fix a lot of old shortwave receivers
and AM radios. I’s fun, and [ help out a
lot of people. Lately, I have trouble get-
ting vacuum tubes, and when I do, the
prices are out of sight. Got an inexpensive
source for me, Hank?

What is the most important part of an
SWL antenna system?
