Public Complaints To FCC Down

Americans found less to complain about in the broadcast industry during April. Complaints received
by the FCC totaled 5232, a drop of 3144 from March. Comments and inquiries were also down 255
from the previous month. Commission staffers penned 1845 letters in response tothe public’s mail.

NAB Vs. Record Royalties

The National Association of Broadcasters has told the U.S. Copyright Office that payment of royalties
to recording artists is unconstitutional and detrimental to the public interest. The group voiced the
objection as part of their stand on the Copyright Revision Act, which protects original works of authors,
but, according to the NAB, should. not include recording artists under the same protection. Payments
of royalties would threaten radio stations’ ability to provide ‘‘responsive’” service to their communities, -
the NAB noted, and also said that the recording industry itself would be harmed if airplay was affected
by paying royalties. . 3

“Give Yourself Credit”

The House Subcommittee on Consumer Affairs is making it easier for citizens to find out procedures
for getting credit with their new booklet “‘Give Yourself Credit.” The 130 page pamphlet gives information
on credit cards, finance charges, federal rules on loans, car ledsing, billing errors and credit investigations.
The booklet is free from Consumer Affairs Subcommittee, House Annex No. 1, Room 212, Washington
D.C.20515. ’

First Class Insurance

Small parcels sent by first class mail can now be insured for a maximum of $200, via a new
service at the post office. Packages can weigh up to 14 ounces, and must be marked “third class
mail enclosed” or “fourth class mail enclosed,” as well as “first class.” Costs for the insurance range
from 40 cents to $1.20 for the maximum $200. .

Large Cars Suffer In Used Market

Contrary, to the current surge in purchases of new larger model cars, the used car business is going
through a period of very slow sales of the big gas eaters.After President Carter’s announced energy
conservation plans, intermediate size and small cars are the only ones moving out of used car lots
across the country. Wholesale prices.in the huge used car dealer auctions are down anywhere from
$500 to $700. Some industry experts feel that the trend toward more used car purchases is also on the
upswing, because of the high insurance and tax costs of new autos.

New Product Surge At GE

No less than 26 new houseware and audio products will be pushed by General Electric, with an advertising

" budget much higher than recent periods. Included in the new products are an electric food peeler and

_ food processor. Network radio will be used in October and November for support of GE’s radio line.

" Most of the company’s business takes place.during the last half of each year, specifically during the

Christmas season; so GE has upped their late '77 budget to $8 million for ads. As well as the new
product campaigns, the housewares division will repeat its “‘factory rebate’”” promotion.

Energy Waste AdsHit By FTC -

Federal Trade Commission Chairman Michael Pertschuk has spoken out against some companies’
advertising which may ‘‘encourage” energy waste by consumers. The Chairman hinted that his agency
may have to set up regulations on such ads, and said that a new set of standards for advertising may
have to be set as the country moves toward more aggressive energy conservation. On the whole,
Pertschuk believes that deceptive and misleading ads are on the decline in the industry. In thg energy
saving problem. he cited a recent Ford LTD ad that campaigned the fact that the LTD was larger
than competitors. This ad was not necessarily illegal, but **unfair” inthe Chairman’sterms.

NOSG COCOS

Some of you may remember Michael Linder's contributions from the floor to the “AOR News"’

session of the second R&R Convention in Atlanta back in 1976. He was quite vehement
‘about his suggestion that there is a need for a wired news network devoted to the needs and
service of AOR radio. Then a newsman with WNEW/New York, Linder created such an
impression upon the course of the meeting (one of the convention’s most spirited) that people
in attendance were still talking about it at the time of the last R&R Convention, one year
later.

Linder, in those days, used to swap stories with Ace Young, then a newsman with
Metromedia sister station, KMET/Los Angeles. They found that AOR news, just as
‘conventional’ news, is enhanced by increased geographical and correspondant perspective.

On November 1st of last year, Newspace, California’s AOR radio news network, was
launched. With Ace Young as President, Michael Linder as News Director, and Stan Lewerke
as Vice President of Marketing (Stan was formerly a record executive), Newspace now covers
the state. Their affiliates include KWST/Los Angeles, the forthcoming KMEL/San Francisco,
KOLA/Riverside, KTYD-FM-AM/Santa Barbara, KGAB/Ventura, KZOZ/San Luis Obispo, KMMT/
Mammoth Lakes, KKXX/Bakersfield, KFiG/Fresno, KEZC/Truckee, KFMF/Chico, KROl/
Sacramento, and KKOS/Carlsbad.

They have two offices in operation; business is handied at 7783 Sunset Bivd, Hollywood,
California 90046 and programmlng originates at 1323 Anacapa Street, Santra Barbara,
California$3101.

Among the programming services aiready provided by Newspace include 8 newscasts per
day, which affiliated stations have the option to either run live or on taped delay within the
hour. Anchormen include Young, Linder, and Tony Russamanno, former anchorman for NBC's
News and Information Service. The network also provides several weekend public affairs
features and reports hosted by Michael Linder (he's already had interviews ‘With California‘s
Governor Brown and Senator Hayakawa) as well as carrying the Timothy Leary program
written about in this column recently. The network has also presented its affiliates with
live complete coverage of a recent Firesign Theatre presentation from L.A.’s Roxy club.

Although Newspace has no immediate plans to expand the network to include affiliates
outside the state of California, they are interested in swapping stories with AOR radio
news departments coast to coast in a mutually beneficial program of communication that
would enhance the scope already covered by their statewide team of stringers while
providing the nation with credible AOR radio-style news from the Golden State.

“UFO Awareness Week" In Lexington

In the wake of many UFO sightings in Kentucky over the past few years, WKQQ/
Lexington is sponsoring “UFO Awareness Week’ June 12-17. The purpose of the observance,
according to Program Director Dick Hungate, is simply to “lay all the facts on the table”
regarding recent UFO sightings.

Hungate explains, ““This is no contest or promotion. There is a mountain of documented
evidence supporting the contention that UFO's are absolute fact, notfiction. The time has come
for everyone to stop cacking Martian jokes and start taking some long, hard looks at that
evidence. If all we do is get people to study the available information, we will have
succeeded with the observance.’’

Back in April, the station received a news story on the alleged abduction of a suburban
Louisville man last January 27 by a UFQ. The story attracted the attention of both UFO skeptics,
as well as many believers who claimed to have contact with UFO's.

Hungate contacted the Tucson-based Aerial Phenomena Research Organization’s field
representative Dr. Don Elkins of Louisville who related the details of the January 27 incident.

According to Hungate, “'Our interest has been building and the Louisville incident is the
proverbial straw that broke the camel's back. Last winter, three Eastern Kentucky
women appeared on Tom Snyder's NBC ‘'Tomorrow’ show and told a very similar abduction
story. They had been ridiculed by their neighbors until each one underwent many laboratory
tests, including regressive hypnaosis, and recounted the events in precisely the same way. Each
had a bad burn mark on the side of her neck and very tired, bloodshot eyes. Doctors
are certain these ladies are telling the truth.”’ ‘

A two hour conversation with Dr. Elkins will be aired as part of “UFO Awareness Week'’
the evening of June 14. Also, as part of the observance, WKQQ will circulate a petition calling
for President Carter to act quickly upon a campaign promise to release all pertinent
government data on the UFO phenomenon. Such disclosure would represent a total reversal
of the US stance regarding UFO’s. For the most part, the Federal Government has avoided the
UFO issue since ending its famous “Project Blue Book'’ investigation back in the fifties.
The petition will be sent to the President from the station and ““all interested Kentuckians.”

Other scheduled on-air events include the reading of many documented case histories of
UFO sightings throughout the Ohio River Valley, and the spotlighting of music with the general
