Radio revenues rose 9% in July, accord-
ing to RAB calculations, keeping 1994 11%
ahead of 1993’ figures. National spot rev-
enue gains outpaced local sales in July,
with national revenues rising 12% nation-
wide and local revenues up 8%.

“We're looking forward to continued
gains in the months to come, particularly
once the radio ad leasing bill is signed in-
to law and opens the gates to a wave of new
auto leasing advertising.” said RAB Presi-
dent Gary Fries.

Congress recently passed HR 3474
(R&R 8/19), which would reduce the legal
verbiage required in leasing spots. It is now
awaiting President Clinton’s signature.

Fries said revenue growth in July con-
tinued at a ‘“healthy, steady clip” despite
underreporting that occurred because some
stations operate on calendar months and

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Broadcasters
Stop Ad ‘Tax’

A proposal to cut the tax de-
ductibility of advertising as a
possible way to help fund health
care reform (R&R 8/26) was
scrapped after broadcasters and
others deluged Capitol Hill with
vehement opposition.

NAB said the group of sena-
tors known as the Mainstream
Coalition has backed off the idea
of funding health care reform by
cutting tax deductions for adver-
tising expenditures from 100% to
80%, with the remaining 20% to
be amortized over time. The
coalition had estimated that the
change, which opponents
characterized as a “tax on adver-
tising,” would have increased tax
revenues by about $40 billion
over a 10-year period.

One Eye Open

NAB, other media organiza-
tions, and the Association of Na-
tional Advertisers all called on
their members to contact key
senators in an effort to halt the
proposal. NAB spokeswoman
Lynn McReynolds said senators
contacted by NAB members sig-
naled that they won't support it.

For now, the ad tax idea ap-
pears to have been dropped. But
McReynolds noted that NAB
plans to keep an eye on the situa-
tion as long as Congress con-
tinues to debate health care
reform.

Chagal Broadcasting, which
is buying KMGX-FM/San Fer-

Ohio Rape Victims Received
Pre-Assault ‘Radio Survey’

Youngstown, OH police, after
months of investigation, have ar-
rested one suspect in a series of
“radio survey” rapes. In at least
three of the six attacks under in-
vestigation, a male caller, osten-
sibly conducting a survey for a
local radio station, questioned
the victims about their marital
status and whether they lived
alone.

“Some people, without think-
ing, give out information they
wouldn't otherwise give out just

because someone says they're
conducting a survey,” said Det.
Sgt. Deiphine Baldwin-Casey.
She added that in addition to the
juvenile in custody, there are sev-
eral other men, all from the
Youngstown area, who are also
considered suspects. The police
are awaiting the results of blood
tests.

Baldwin-Casey said she’s re-
ceived about eight calls from

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Infinity Sues Capitol
Over ‘Fire Sale’ Hoax

Alleges fax prank damaged WLIF spot rates

Infinity Broadcasting has sued Capitol Broadcasting
for $500,000, claiming that employees of Capitol’s Soft AC
WSSF-FM/Baltimore were responsible for hoax faxes offer-
ing $50 “‘Fire Sale” spots on Infinity’s crosstown WLIF-FM,

a format competitor.
According to Infinity’s suit filed
in the U.S. District Court in Balti-
more, the phony faxes were sent to
ad agencies and major advertisers in
Baltimore, New York, and Washing-
ton, DC. The faxes, which featured
WLIF’s “Lite 102" logo at the top
and Infinity’s corporate logo on the
bottom, promoted a “Christmas In
July Fire Sale” offering $50 spots
July 25-31 from 6am-midnight.

Infinity said some advertisers call-
ed to demand that WLIF-FM honor
the terms of the faxes, and others
“angrily demanded” to know why
they had recently been charged
much higher rates for spots. The suit
said WLIF-FM discounted deals to
placate some of the advertisers, but
didn’t spell out how much price-
cutting was done.

“The fire sale circular also created
the false, embarrassing, and com-

mercially disparaging appearance
that Infinity and radio station WLIF-
FM had resorted to a ‘fire sale’ for
radio advertising time and were suf-
fering financial difficulties,” the suit
said. “Infinity has been forced to
spend significant time and resources
to address and attempt to correct this
false impression.”

No Evidence In Filing

Infinity’s count filing didn't say
what evidence it has that the faxes
came from WSSF employees. It did
say Infinity has requested that Cap-
itol correct the “misimpressions de-
liberately created™ by the faxes, but
that ““Capitol Broadcasting has
refused to do so.”

Capitol has not yet filed a re-
sponse to the lawsuit. Capitoi Presi-
dent Jim Goodmon and WLIF-FM
VP/GM Ardie Gregory hadn't
returned R&R’s calls at deadline.

Las Vegas FM Hit With $8000 Indecency Fine

he FCC has proposed fining Rock
KKLZ-FM/Las Vegas $8000 for broad-
casting allegedly indecent material on
its “{[Ken] Johnson & [Jim] Tofte Morning
Show” on two separate occasions in March.

A March 2 program, the FCC said, contained an “ex-

plicit, unambiguous reference to anai sex and sexual
sound effects which, in context, are pandefing in nature”
The bit in question was a song about a “chocolate train”
on a trip “to candy land”

On March 16, the station aired a program that con-
tained “multiple explicit references to excretory and sex-
ual functions in the context of a program segment —
‘Men Are Pigs’ — that describes and emphasizes base
conduct and contains gratuitous comment; the Commis-
sion alleged. It featured a woman describing urination,
ejaculation, and defecation by her ex-husband.

Station owner Southem Nevada Radio has until mid-
September to respond. “Obviously, we don't agree with
it;* said Southern Nevada Radio President/GM Temry Mc-
Right. He said the company’s board of directors wili meet
soon to decide whether to fight the fine or pay it.

CBS Offer Oversubscribed

n offer made by CBS (NYSE: CBS) to
buy back $1.1 billion of its own stock
at $325 per share was heavily oversub-
scribed, so CBS will buy only 27% of the 12.6
million shares tendered by shareholders.
