" House Telecom Bill Likely
To Have Ownership Limits

That feature stands in stark contrast to the
Senate version; GOP brass decries FCC bloat

A House telecommunications bill should be ready within a week or
two, revealed House Commerce Telecommunications Subcommittee
Chairman Jack Fields (R-TX). But if you’re looking for ownership
caps to be lifted, prepare to be disappointed.

Subcommittee member Mike Oxley (R-OH), speaking to reporters
after a telecommunications conference sponsored by GOP think tank
National Policy Forum, said that ownership caps are likely to be part
of the legislation.

The limits would not be as deregulatory as a proposal parked at the
Senate Commerce Committee, which — as currently written by com-
mittee Chairman Senator Larry Pressler (R-SD) — would completely
do away with all ownership limits, a stance endorsed last week by the
NAB Radio Board (R&R 3/10).

Henley Urges Passage Of
Digital Performance Bill

M@ Broadcasters’ exemption debate continues

on Henley, testifying before the Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee Thursday (3/9), urged Congress to pass S. 227 —
the Digital Performance Right in Sound RecordingsAct of 1995.
While saying that artists like himself are “good at saving the
whales, the field mice, and depressed penguins,” Henley la-
mented that they haven’t done as good a job of protecting their
own work. -~
The bill would compensate recording artists and record pro-
ducers who create and produce sound recordings.

Can’t Please Everyone

As currently written, the bill exempts traditional radio broad-
casters from paying a performance royalty to artists, an exclu-
sion the Clinton administration opposes: “We are disappointed
that the right granted in the bill is not the full public perfor-
mance right granted to other copyrighted works,” Commussioner
of Patents and Trademarks Bruce Lehman said at the hearing.

Lehman noted that “high-quality copying devices” could be
used to record future digital broadcasts, which may “in fact

It appears double-digit radio
revenue growth will continue into
February 1995, according to pre-
liminary results from 83 markets
reporting revenues to Miller, Ka-
plan,Arase & Co. More than half
of the markets reported gains in
excess of 10%.

The national business growth
rate again exceeded the percent-
age rise in local business — 53%
of the markets posted double-dig-
it local growth, while 61% en-
joyed similar growth in national
business. About half the markets
reported national growth rates of
more than 20%.

Although the boom in national
business that was reported in Jan-
uary continued in February, 17
markets experienced declines in
national business from February
1994 levels.

FCC Pushes Proposal
To Lift Gambling Ad Ban

A move to lift a federal ban on broadcasting casino gam-
bling advertising tops a list of legislative proposals found in a
recent FCCreport (“Creating A Federal Communications Com-
mission For The Information Age”).

If passed, the proposed legislation
could mean millions more in reve-
nue for broadcasters in numerous
states where gambling is legal. Leg-
islation that would have eliminated
the ban was pending in Congress last
year, but it was never enacted. “Sim-
ilar legislative efforts are expected
in the current 104th Congress,” ac-
cording to the NAB.

Don Cooper, Exec. Director of
the Greater New Orleans Broad-
casters Association, said as it
stands now, broadcasters are los-
ing business to other media such
as newspapers because advertisers
don’t have to worry about the way
the ads are worded in print. “Ad-
vertisers are getting frustrated by
our sticking to legal guidelines.
Just as we’re difficult to deal with,
they can easily go to newspapers,
billboards, or magazines.

Nevada
Broadcasters Appeal

Numerous riverboat and land-
based casinos have popped up in
more than a dozen states, accord-
ing to the industry trade publica-
tion, Gaming And Wagering Busi-
ness. Currently, Nevada broad-
casters are appealing the federal
law. Oral arguments in Valley
Broadcasting vs. USA were
heard February 15 by the U.S.
Court of Appeals for the Ninth
Circuit. The FCC suspended en-
forcement of the federal ban in
Nevada until the court releases its
decision.

There are several broadcast-relat-
ed exemptions to the law, including
Indian casinos, fishing contests, and
state-run lotteries. But when it comes
to casino gambling, broadcasters’
hands are tied.

According to guidelines provid-
ed by the NAB, the prohibition
against casino gambling advertising
covers any video depiction of, or
audio reference to, gambling activi-
ties that take place in casinos or ho-
tels with casinos, even though the
casinos may be legal under state law.
What’s allowed:

¢ If the word “casino” is part of
a hotel’s name, it [casino] may be
included in broadcast advertising
when the full name of the hotel is
stated.

e Advertising of hotels with ca-
sinos may focus upon the estab-
lishments’ non-gambling activi-
ties and available facilities. These
could include restaurants, floor
shows, lounges, shops, and sports
facilities.

Congress this session to see wheth-

“The FCC is too big already —
maybe that’s one we can add to the
Contract With America,” Senate’
Majority Leader Robert Dole (R-
KS) told a luncheon audience at the
conference.

Dole’s comments came after
Pressler (R-SD) reiterated his
hopes that one day the FCC will
just “wither away.” Pressler cited
figures backing his contention that
“the FCC is headed in the wrong
direction.”

He said staff has increased from
1753 in 1993 to 2267 projected for
1996. “That’s a 30% increase,” he
said, noting that less than half of those
employees are working on cable TV
issues, the reason most often cited for
the increase.

Streamlining
Measures

FCC Chairman Reed Hundt, him-
self a big proponent of the Clinton
administration’s “Reinventing Gov-
ernment” initiatives, recently out-
lined many of the streamlining mea-’
sures undertaken by the agency over
the past year.

Hundt is scheduled to discuss his
agency budget March 22 at a House
Appropriations Committee hearing.

“There is a lesser role for the FCC
as competition comes into play,” said
Jill Luckett, Special Advisor to
Commissioner Rachelle Chong.
Both Luckett and Chong were in the
audience for Pressler’s remarks.
“She’s not upset by this suggestion
that the FCC should be a smaller,
more streamlined agency.”

decrease sales of sound recordings.”

U.S. Register of Copyrights
Marybeth Peters was even more
harsh in her assessment: “I am con-
cemed ... that over-the-air broad-
casts are exempted forever. What
happens when traditional broadcast-
ers deliver digital signals?”

NAB President/CEO Eddie
Fritts pointed out the “mutually
beneficial relationship that has ex-
isted for more than 60 years be-
tween the broadcast and recording
industries.”

“We are pleased the Senate per-
formance rights bill intends to ex-
empt broadcasters,” he said, but add-
ed there are elements in the bill
which need “fine tuning.”

RIAA Chairman/CEO Jay Ber-
man, seated next to Henley at the
hearing, noted the exclusion of ra-
dio from the proposed Senate legis-
lation, telling the committee the bill
“specifically excludes radio broad-
casting and performances of sound
recordings in bars and restaurants
and other businesses.”

Sen. Patrick Leahy (D-VT) not-
ed that “broadcasts have tradition-
ally provided exposure and publici-
ty for sound recordings.”

About The Bill

The bill was introduced in Janu-
ary by Judiciary Committee Chair-
man Orrin Hatch (R-UT) and rank-
ing member Dianne Feinstein (D-
CA). It was co-sponsored by Mike
DeWine (R-OH), Alan Simpson
(R-WY), and Trent Lott (R-MS).

The proposed legislation contains
the following exemptions:

® most non-subscription trans-
missions, such as radio broadcasts

® transmissions incidental to a
non-subscription transmission (such
as a feed received by and then re-
transmitted by the non-subscription
transmitter)

® retransmissions of non-sub-
scription broadcast transmissions
within a radius of 150 miles from
the transmitter site

® transmissions by a business
within its premises or immediate
vicinity

® retransmissions simultaneous
with the primary transmission where
authorized by a licensed primary
transmitter.

The full committee is expected to
meet soon to hammer out differenc-
es in the bill and take a vote.

A spokesman for the House Judi-
clary Committee said Tuesday (3/
14) that Chairman Carles Moor-
head (R-CA) is expected to intro-
duce a performance rights bill with-
in the next 10 days that would ex-
empt radio broadcasters.

Second-Quarter Promotional Planner

The spring ratings sweep is here — it’s time to flex your
strongest promotional muscles. Previously (R&R 1/20), we
looked at some first-quarter promotional ideas. Here are some
more thought-starters to help beat the competition to the punch.
The good news: You don’t need cash for most of these, just a
well-thought-out plan. Check out the following ideas to keep
your station timely, topical, and top of mind.

The Academy Awards
(March 27)

1994 was an incredible year for
movies. The blockbusters grossed
over $100 million, so you know your
listeners have probably seen them.
Make sure you have giveaway cop-
ies of the “Forrest Gump” (Epic),
“Pulp Fiction” (RCA), and “Lion
King” (Hollywood) soundtracks.
Throw in free tickets to see Acade-
my Award-nominated movies with
the soundtracks. You can host an Os-
cars’ party in a venue with a big-
screen TV. Make sure all your listen-
ers can see and hear the ceremony.

Baseball Season

Although major
league players
are still on strike,
you can hook up
with a minor
league team.
People are
starved for base-
ball and will at-
tend minor
league games —
especially if low-
er-quality replacement players open
the season in the bigs. Minor league
teams are usually easier to work with
because they want attention and free
press. Don’t be afraid to ask for the
farm, you might get it

April Fool’s Day (April 1)

Be careful. That’s the most impor-
tant advice I can offer. Remember,
you are a federal licensee and the
FCC prohibits on-air hoaxes or the
broadcast of any false or deceptive

programming. Fines start at around
$25,000 and rise quickly, so think

before you act!

This year, April Fool’s is on a Sat-
urday, so that eliminates your morn-
ing personality unless he/she does a
special 10am-3pm promotion. Keep
in mind that your audience’s week-
end listening habits are different.

April Fool’s promotions run the
gamut. There’s the standby *‘change
the format for the day” gag. Running
disco all day has been successful.
Your sales department can bring a
club into the promotion that evening.

Try switching jocks, or even for-
mats, with another station for the
day. Convince a high-profile enter-
tainer, news anchor, sports figure,
etc. to be your personality for the
day. Daylight Savings Time begins
Sunday, April 2, so fool your listen-
ers by kicking it in one day early.

On the same subject, the following
is a newsletter article | wrote for my
client stations. | think it would make
a great follow-up for your article
with Kevin Healey:

The changes in today’s technol-
ogy are affecting the way we as a
society communicate. | feel that with
these changes, radio stations have
to rethink the ways they communi-
cate with listeners. Let's look at three
types of communication devices:
phone, fax, and computer.

Request lines have always been
a part of station-listener interactive
communications, but now voice mail
technology can help you create some
bonds with your “customers.” While
consulting CHR KSFM-FM/Sacra-
mento, we came up with an idea to
allow our night personality to become
more accessible to listeners by in-
stalling a special phone line at his
home. Listeners could call him as if

he were a friend. This created a
unique bond. Today, with the intro-
duction of voice mail, you can do the
same for the entire airstaff.

If your station is so equipped, give
each personality a voice mail box and
encourage listeners to have regular
contact with your airstaff. Your PD
could also have voice mail and then
the old “station comment/opinion line”
could become the “Program Direc-
tor’s Private Line.” If you don’t have
voice mail, check the Yellow Pages
under “Answering Services.” Many
of these companies are offering in-
dividualized voice mail boxes.

The rising cost of direct mail is
hindering the opportunity to in-
crease at-work listening for a num-
ber of stations. However, the use
of at-work fax databases can help
increase TSL with relatively little in-
vestment. If you regularly receive
faxes from listeners at work, use
them to create your database. Cre-
ate a one-page fax with a contest
that accomplishes your goals for

is in cyberworld communications
or e-mail. Today, just about every
new computer comes with a free
subscription to an online service
such as America Online or Prod-
igy. The subscription rate to these
services is growing rapidly.

WHTZ (Z100)/New York was
one of the first stations to jump on
this bandwagon. They have their
own “screen name” on America
Online and listeners can send the
station e-mail messages 24 hours
a day. Subscribers to other servic-
es can also send messages
through the Internet. Z100 re-
ceives about 60 messages a day
— with each message answered.

The cost of joining a service
such as AOL is very inexpensive
and with the growth of home com-
puters, this is one database oppor-
tunity that is starting to develop.

was one of the best radio promotions
I’ve ever done. It actually gave the
listeners something tangible to help
them relate to the radio station at
all times — they had to if they
wanted what was on the check.
They got to hear what our music
and our station were about.

“A section of the mailing could
be sent back to us with their opin-
ions about our station. Plus, a num-
ber of local businesses got involved
with this contest, all of whom saw
sales results from our listeners. This
direct mailer actually got the people
involved with the radio station.”

Trips & Research

According to Landecker, other
activities contributed to the station’s
successful Fall 94 book. “We gave
away about 35 or 40 trips as part of
the mailer, but we also gave away
trips to see Luther Vandross.
‘Three Times Luther’ sent people
to see Vandross at three different lo-
cations. We knew we needed to
come on strong during that book to
move up in our
market ranking
and in 12+ and m
adults. And we
did exactly
what we want-
ed to do be-
cause we moved
up from third
and fourth in
certain demos
to No. 2 across
the board.”

WITT also conducted callout re-
search with the help of local col-
lege students. ““All of our weekend
air personalities come from our lo-
cal colleges. Because of our rapport
with the area’s universities and their
communications departments, we
usually have seven or eight students
working in our research program.
They’re computer-literate and
know this will give them the op-
portunity to learn from the inside.
One of their rewards could be the
chance to become one of our week-
end air personalities. So it’s a good
situation for everyone.

“We test our music and play
only the hits. It doesn’t do any
good to have a contest going and
people sampling you when your
music’s not right. Research just lets
you know trends and habits. You
have to pick up on how many peo-
ple said this, or that many people
said the other. After that, you have
to know how to interpret the in-
formation — if you don’t interpret
it correctly, you can hurt yourself.
We’ve found that people like old
and new music mixed together.
Gospel music was about 30% of
our research. Our research works
for us, and we’ve learned how to
use it to our benefit.”

WWWZ/Charleston, SC
Market No. 82

WWWZ (Z93)/Charleston Pres-
ident/GM CIiff Fletcher was elated
with his station’s Fall '94 results. In
12+, 793 jumped from an 11 share
to 13.7 and increased its market lead.
“We’ve been trying to build on get-
ting our listeners to stay with our sta-
tion longer. We’ve wanted to increase
their TSL; if we could get them to
listen for longer periods of time, it
would be easier to increase our share.

“So we introduced the Z93 Jam
Bank Card,” which is an ATM card.

Loyalty is a huge factor from book to book.
Our listeners know they can count on us
because we've been there year after year

with the same format.

Listeners had to go to participat-
ing sponsors to pick up a card.
Then you had to go to the bank,
put your card in the machine, and
guess how much money was in the
Jam Bank. During the book, we
gave away between $8 and
$10,000 in cash. This was one of
our most successful promotions —
it helped keep people listening for
a longer period of time.”

Fletcher lists other contributions to
Z93’s success. “Loyalty is a huge fac-
tor from book to book. This market
has as many radio stations as a city
like Atlanta. But it’s a much smaller
city, and Z93 has been one of the lead-
ing stations for the last 15 years. [n a
market where people are switching
from AC to *70s Oldies to Country,
our listeners know they can count on
us because we’ve been there year af-
ter year with the same format.”

Fletcher’s Urban AC, WMGL, took
a nice jump 3.84.5 12+. “It’s our first
year with that station,
and I think our TV
campaign helped. So
did all of the other
things we got in-
volved in with the
community, from
blood drives to help-
ing the homeless.
What’s more, we

spent most of our time
m promoting Coast

101.7 for its morming
show — SMN’s Tom Joyner.”

Was Fletcher’s organization able
to turn ratings shares into increased
revenue shares? “Yes! Last year we
had a power ratio of 107%. If you
look at our market share in the reve-
nue marketplace, we’ve been
blessed to overachieve by 7%. We
were No. 1 in national business in
the market, and we’re very proud to
say that and see it happen.”

hings I'heard and learned while standing, chat-
ting, and roaming the hallways of the Opry
land Hotel during CRS week.

Much More Music

The “official” number of perfor-
mances at this year’s CRS is listed
at 30. But I could swear there were
at least a couple of nights I saw that
many acts. Of course, there are some
who think there’s too much, and the
seminar should go back to the “old
days” of not having any performanc-
es at all. Personally, I love seeing so
much of the new talent. It gives you
awonderful sense of the music that’s
headed our way in the next year. And
from the buzz generated by a num-
ber of new acts, it appears the future
is in good hands.

In fact, there seemed to be nine
or 10 acts people were talking about.
Obviously, it’s impossible to tell
whether there’s another Garth,
Alan, Mary Chapin, etc. in the
bunch. But the most exciting thing
is that there are so many of these
artists creating a stir. After six to
eight months of an overall “‘softness”
of material, it looks as if the Nash-
ville music machine is back on the
right track. This could be the fuel
Country radio needs to take it from
its current plateau to new heights.

Indie Labels =
Industry Strength

Many of the new acts attracting
attention are on new and indepen-
dent labels, which should bode well
for the overall strength of the record
business. Historically, it’s been very
difficult for independent labels in
particular to crack Country radio and
the charts. Given that environment,
this may be a bit bold. But I really
believe a couple of independent la-
bels will hit it big with an act or two
in the coming year. Their personnel
and commitment, in addition to their
music and videos, are stronger and
better than ever before.

Guerrilla Warfare Explodes

The guerrilla warfare antics and
promotional activities — contests,
prizes, and general wooing — were
a larger part of the week than ever
before. I have to admit much of it
—especially the occasional dirty
trick — made me chuckle. Many of
those who’ve complained about ra-
dio’s internal wars got their first real
taste of what it’s like to fight for
“consumer” top-of-mind awareness
in a sea of competitors — and how
little things all of a sudden become
big deals in the context of a crowd-
ed marketplace. The land of 20 la-
bels is far different from the land of
six labels.

The guerrilla marketing highlight
of the week came courtesy of MCA/
Nashville, which arranged for a high
school marching band to greet the
boat carrying BNA and RCA/Nash-
ville revelers. The band played hits
by George Strait, Wynonna, Vince
Gill, and Reba McEntire to the
delight of the crowd. RLG Sr. VP/
GM Randy Goodman was quot-
ed in a Music Row publication as
saying: “Is that their new act? I like
the band, but isn’t it stretching the
format a bit?”

Tempers among label execs and
CRB board members flared, how-
ever, when the band assembled on
the Wildhorse Saloon dance floor
and prepared to serenade the attend-
ees. It had been agreed that the site
would remain neutral, and many felt
MCA was overstepping the rules.
The band was ordered out, but that
wasn’t the end of it.

Still, it was pretty funny to see
how many people got their undies
in a wad over MCA's bringing the
aforementioned high school march-
ing band into the Wildhorse. Wel-
come to the world of heated compe-

tition. I can hardly wait to see what
they come up with next year.

The next moming, the board voted
to remove MCA/Nashville VP/Pro-
motion Scott Borchetta from a panel
on which he was scheduled to appear.
Within hours, “Free Scott” buttons
appeared on lapels. The source of the
buttons remains a mystery.

Hall Of Fame Moments

One of the seminar’s more touch-
ing moments came when Charlie
Douglas was inducted into the DJ
Hall of Fame. It was a surprise to
him, but not to a number of his rela-
tives — including wife, kids, and
grandkids, who were in the audi-
ence. Clearly emotional, he arrived
onstage to a standing ovation and
said that for one of the few times in
his life, he was speechless. The
crowd laughed, expecting him to
continue. It looked like he was go-
ing to try and say more — but just
couldn’t get the words to come out
— 50 he left the stage — to another
standing ovation. Congrats, Charlie.
You’ve always been a class act.

This year’s Hall of Fame induc-
tion ceremony was shifted from pri-
or to the New Faces show to just
before the closing session. It seemed
to be a great move. The house was
packed and the crowd attentive.

Joining Charlie Douglas in this
year’s Hall class was KCAT/
Abilene personality Slim Willett,
who was inducted posthumously.
The finalists in that category were
Bob Lockwood fromWJRZ/New-
ark-New York and WKDA/Nash-
ville and Dick Haynes from KLAC/
Los Angeles.

Finalists in the living category
were Mike Hoyer of WHO/Des
Moines and Horace Logan of
KWKH/Shreveport. This was also
the third year of the Hall’s “reviv-

al,” with inductions taking place at
the CRS after a few years’ hiatus.
The CRS forum seems to have re-
kindled a great deal of interest in the
ceremony, with a number of folks
asking how and who decided on
honorees.

Voting Process

According to Hall of Fame trust-
ee Chuck Chellman, the voting
board consists of nine members,
each of whom serve for two years.
To be on that board, you must have
been in the Country radio or music
business for at least 25 years. In the
first round, each voter selects three

people in both the living and post-
humous categories. The ballots are
tallied, and the top three vote-get-
ters are placed on another ballot and
presented to the board. The top fin-
isher on that ballot is elected to the
Hall of Fame.

Among the people who’ve served
on the voting board in recent years
are Bill Anderson, Hugh Cherry,
Larry Daniels, Len Ellis, Ralph
Emery, Jack Lameier, Mike Oat-
man, Billy Parker, Charley Pride,
Carson Schreiber, Larry Scott,
and Cliffie Stone.

As for the future, Chellman says
the board is considering increasing
the number of people inducted each
year to two per category. It’s stayed
at one per year because of slim fi-
nances. (The CRS pays for the
plaques.) It’s hoped that as interest
grows, the money available to open
up the Hall to more inductees will
grow as well.

The Hall of Fame plaques are cur-
rently located near the radio facility
in the Opryland Hotel. Chellman
says that Opryland is considering a
radio museum, and his hope is to
move the Hall of Fame there.

Who are today’s AC core artists, and how is the format
dealing with possible overexposure of these superstars? How
do new artists fit into the mix? This week, views from both

sides of the fence.

“Elton John,

Evencore artists’ songs may come
and go, however.

Streit is philosophical about what
would happen if a WASH-FM mu-
sic test produced low scores for all
his core artists: *“Artists usually burn
because they're made to look out-
dated by new artists and new styles.
So far, I haven’t seen anything that
makes music from WASH’s core
artists sound old.”

Rolling With The Flow

Competitive situations and posi-
tioning naturally dictate a station’s
library size. As Streit points out,
“Some ACs may have libraries as
large as 500; others may have them
half that size. Most successful ACs
in crowded markets are getting away
with tight libraries.

“A station needs a real music ge-
nius preparing music logs. You want
someone who lives and breathes ro-
tations, because it’s very critical to
a station’s success.”

There was a time when the radio and record industries were
basically free from lawsuits — no one dared sue for fear of

But times have

;¥ gious, and today’s
'| broadcaster has to
know more than
the letter of EEO
laws.

These days, sta-
tions are making
do with fewer
employees, even
as duopolies and consolidations
cause widespread workforce reduc-
tions. With fewer staffers on board,
each individual becomes that much
more important. When faced with an
unknown candidate, among the first
things a potential employer must do
is verify credentials via references.

Reference Risk

New York-based attorney Barry
Skidelsky was a broadcaster for 15
years. Now he specializes in the le-
gal areas of our industry. Having
worked in programming, sales, and
management, a considerable part of
his practice involves employment
matters — including references, con-
tracts, and terminations. He says,
“Being asked for a reference regard-
ing a former employee or co-worker
exposes both the former employer —
and the person being asked to give
the reference — to considerable risk.

“If litigation results, substantial
costs can be incurred, even if the de-
fense is successful. And if not, gen-
erous awards to employees who’ve

sued former employers and others,
with respect to bad references and
related issues, are not uncommon.
The primary legal issue is likely to
be defamation or injury to reputation
and career.

or her employment here, their ti-
tle, employment period, salary, and
nothing further.” Even if you don’t
work at the station anymore, you
personally can still be held
liable for defamation. So
it’s best to stick to the
same facts as if you still
worked at the company.

“In essence, such caution
makes references less use-
| ful to prospective employ-
{ ers, who may tumn to alter-
native means of screening
candidates. These include
criminal and credit checks,
as well as drug or personal-
ity testing. However, several dis-
crimination laws restrict certain
employment screening methods,
such as demanding submission to lie
detector tests, asking unlawful inter-
view questions, etc.

*“And they limit the legal reasons
on which an employer may base a
decision not to hire a particular
candidate. Gut feelings have long
predominated in our industry, af-
fecting hiring decisions and more.
Given the legal liability attendant
to employee references, gut feel-
ings backed by good legal advice
about hiring and firing remain the
order of the day.”

Bunce likens the station’s presen-
tation to his personality. “A little bit
of a smart-ass, kind of sarcastic and
cynical, and somebody who likes to
have fun. People who work here
have the mentality of not taking
themselves too seriously. They’re
here to have fun, play some good
music, and let people know what’s
going on.”

Creating A Brand Name

Sinicropi explains changing
WLUM'’s handle. “People in their
20s, 30s, and 40s would be a little
bit embarrassed to say, ‘I listen to
Hot 102.” We came up with ‘New
Rock 102.1° because it says what we
do. We play new music, and it’s
rock-based. It’s something that peo-
ple could identify with. It positions
CHR as being unhip, makes AOR
sound dated, and turns Classic Rock
into an Oldies station.

*“We created our own category in
Milwaukee without targeting any
specific radio station. We targeted a
style of music which wasn’t being
played here. We created a brand
name by calling the station ‘New
Rock 102.1.” I know a lot of people
like to call it alternative, but that’s a
misnomer. Alternative means some-
thing that’s an alternative, a differ-
ent choice.

“The problem we saw with ‘al-’

ternative’ is twofold. Advertisers
view it as reaching a niche of peo-
ple with mohawks, pierced noses,
and tattoos on their foreheads. Al-
though many of them listen to this
station, there are a lot of people that
could be frightened by alternative.
On the other hand, most people who
are alternative music fans would say,
‘Green Day, Offspring, and Count-
ing Crows are pop music. Alterna-
tiveis ...””

Boomers And Busters

Sinicropi is delighted with the sta-
tion’s cross-generation appeal. *‘The
station is attracting people in their
20s, 30s, and a surprising number
of people in their early 40s. We cer-
tainly appeal to young people and
teens, but the target is really people
in their 20s and 30s. A lot of people
are trying to position the format as a
teenage format — it’s not. We call it

hip, smart radio because it grew out

of college radio.”

Iustrating the type of people who
listen to WLUM, Sinicropi recalls,
“In the first month of the format,
we wanted to show we had quality
listeners. We went on-air and said,
‘Green Day sold out in Milwaukee

-in two hours. We want to send you

to see Green Day. The problem is
the tickets we have are in London,
so you need a valid passport. Fax a
copy of your passport to the station,
and we’ll draw a winner.” The con-

“We hired the
best creative advertising agency in
Milwaukee to conceive, create, and
produce our advertising,” notes Sini-
cropi. ““We have full-page color ads in
all of the street magazines.

“We are basically hitting all the
bathrooms of bars, restaurants, and
sporting establishments that have
the ability to display advertising
with stall tactics. We bought paint-

watches. We’re selling thousands of dol-
lars of station merchandise weekly.”
Sinicropi stresses the importance
of a station image. “Stations that
don’t have success with the format
[fail] because they make it sound like
a Top 40 station, and it’s not. They
don’t spend any money on their cre-
ative, and they should. Image is ev-
erything in this business. If you don’t
have the cool image, it won’t work.”

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Making The Music Familiar

OJ Three PDs share why they chose to increase current rotations

Expanding a station’s cume by tightening its playlist — and
ultimately increasing familiarity — is a strategy used particular-
ly in Progressive radio. Three PDs discuss why they chose this
route and how the right variety balance, depth, and good judg-
ment play an integral role in overall programming success.

“Around the beginning of the fall
book, we upped our currents from
once or twice a day to three to four
times a day,” says WVGO/
Richmond PD Paul
Shugrue. “We initially got
alittle resistance from phone 3
callers, but we didn’t pay
that much attention. The
idea is to create hits, and
you can’t really create a hit
unless you force-feed it to
listeners.” If the song is
good enough, Shugrue
feels listeners can accept an
upped rotation. Moreover,
he believes listeners won’t be put
out by a tight rotation if it’s exclu-
sive to the station.

Variety Stands Out

“The idea is to keep the playlist
as varied as possible and not play
the same stuff the other stations are
playing,” Shugrue suggests. “I’ve
never really tried to calculate all that
reach/frequency kind of stuff. It’s an
interesting concept. But we gener-
ally start looking at a song being
played too much once it gets to the
200-play range.”

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Shugrue looks at a song’s staying
power and past experience before
making that judgment call. While
there is the rare song a station can
play forever without burn, he rec-
ommends a careful review of each
song, and more often than not, mov-
ing on to the next track or even an-
other album.

“We don’t do research on burn,
other than auditorium testing. We
also don’t do weekly callout — so
we’re sort of at a disadvantage. We
basically just use our own judg-
ment as to whether something is
burning or not. It’s very important
to watch the daypart rotation and
make sure you’re not playing the

same song at the same time the
next day. We do a lot of that with
Selector. Our main goal right now
is to increase cume.”

Increasing a song’s famil-
iarity and still hitting the
depth tracks for variety is
an individual call. “It var-
ies between quarter-hours,”
Shugrue explains. “Gener-
ally, in each quarter-hour
we have a heavy-testing
song or a very good-testing
library song, a current, and
a depth track. So we feel
like we’re varying the mu-
sic across the quarter-hour. We do
auditorium testing every six months
so basically our entire library has
been tested.”

Selective Rotation

KEKO/Tucson PD Charlie Mor-
riss took his cue from the station’s rat-
ings when he decided to keep his cur-
rent category at 26 songs. “If you look
at the ratings we have right now ver-
sus how often we’re playing the
records, in order for the typical listen-
er to hear a record, he’d have to listen
a ot longer than our TSL indicated.

“Our average TSL is only about
seven hours for the week. Maybe
it’s the particular situation this
station is in, but our TSL is not
what you would expect from what
people typically think about this
format.”

Morriss’s answer was to increase
the rotations. Heavy airplay increased
from three times a day to five times.
Mediums shot up from one to three or
four times a day. “We actually short-
ened the list, too. We were playing 11-
12 currents that were heavies, and we
dropped that down to seven. We’re
also being a bit more selective about
what we play. The response has been
amazing, and we’ve started going up
in the books.”

He came up with the numbers by
sitting at the computer and figuring
out how many times a song would
have to play to attain a frequency of
three with at least 50% of the sta-
tion’s 25-54 audience. “I discovered
that at the rate I was going, a song
would have to stay in heavy rota-
tion for at least a month before
[reaching that frequency]. At that
point I said, “This is way too much’.
Now I play it enough in a two-week
span to get a three with 50%. They

call that ‘net reach.’ [ use a Tapscan
program to check it out.”

Maorriss says he also pretty much
eliminated the lights. “People aren’t
going to hear them enough to be-

come familiar with them. They.

were running about once a day, and
at that rate it would take a good two
months for the song to be familiar.
Why bother?

“However, I did replace my light
category with recurrents. So now
I’ve got some strong recurrents —
heavies and mediums from the past
year — that [ feel fairly confident
my audience is familiar with. In fact,
we decided that as our recurrents
grew, that category would replace all
the depth. We had to weed out all
the really deep album cuts because
we felt the familiarity wasn’t there,
especially when you consider that
for some of the new music we’re
playing, we’re the only station in
town playing it.

“We consider all Progressive
new music unfamiliar to the aver-
age person,” contends Morriss. “So
we surround every new song with
a song that we’re very confident is
familiar. I hate to admit this, but
I’ve recently subscribed to a re-
search service to help me compose
what are now my library cuts. We
chose a Classic Rock-base for our
library material and continue to
[play new Progressive music]. But
we play the hell out of it so it be-
comes familiar.”

Encouraging Results

“We trimmed the size of our playlist
late last year,” says WWMMNladi-
son PD Pat Gal-
lagher. “We had
nine heavies; we
took two out. The
heavies come up
#® once an hour and
through experi-
mentation we felt
this wouldn’t
freak out our lis-
teners. The goal
is to be more va-
riety-based than
the New Rock, Top 40, and Rock
stations in town.”

Gallagher is convinced the re-
sults, while intangible, are encour-
aging. “Things seem to be happen-
ing for us. It’s hard to point to one
book; our 12+ was flat, but all our
key demos were up considerably.
I don’t know if I can point to the
[current system] and say it’s a di-
rect result. We also weeded
through our recurrents and reset
our policy. We’re playing songs
enough so people are getting to
hear them.

“We always brag about this for-
mat’s wonderful TSL.. Think about
it. A [great] TSL is maybe 10 hours
a week — that’s a little over an hour
aday. People just aren’t hearing the
music. We usually start things off
with one song. Then, as it starts to
take hold, we’ll godeep onit. It’s a

gut feeling. We look at sales in the
market, what other stations are
doing, and what’s going on at a
national level.”

The bottom line for Gallagher
is to make the station more famil-
iar and more competitive within
the market. “We need to grow our
cume to survive. We changed
some coding and fixed the com-
puter so that songs coded as fa-
miliar would be highlighted on
the screen. We could physically
look at the screen and decide,
‘Wow, that’s a good hour’ or “That

More Than ‘Caressing The Call Letters’

[Top personalities from WQCD/NY and KTWV/L.A. tell how they get the job done

An expressive voice and the ability to caress the call let-
ters, making each time you say them sound like the first time,

are assets to any air talent.

But what else does it take to sell
the sophisticated adult NAC listen-
er on the music — and on the sta-
tion? To find out, I spoke with
WQCD-FM (CD101.9)/New
York’s Holly Levis and KTWV-
FM (The Wave)/Los Angeles mid-
dayer Talaya.

Beyond Liner Cards

Despite her history of pulling
near-seven shares at WQCD,
Levis is no diva. She’s
bright, funny, and a down-
to-earth communicator. Le-
vis first got into broadcast-
ing while attending Alfred
University. An operatic
voice student and singer with
a jazz ensemble, she re-
sponded to an audition an-
nouncement for the New
York state campus’s radio
station. “I got the job and
loved it more than any of my
classes,” she recalls.

Levis has been with WQCD for
nine years, dating back to its days
as WPIX-FM. She was first hired
to host “The PIX Penthouse,” which
featured a mix of jazz, R&B, and
pop. The show proved a ratings win-
ner and may have been Tribune
Broadcasting’s inspiration to make
a fulltime commitment to NAC.

Levis, who recently moved from
her top-rated evening shift into af-
ternoon drive, calls her on-air style
personable and one-on-one. She says
she relates to listeners the way she’d
like others to relate to her, but notes,
*That’s an ongoing challenge for any
on-air talent. In the era of tight for-
mats, it’s easy to fall back on being
just an announcer; to get stuck in a
pattern of reading liner cards. Get-
ting past that requires constant work,
whether you're in Idaho or New
York City. I try to touch the listener
in some conscious way, even if it’s
in something small, like voice inflec-

tion and nuance. It’s amazing what
you can do with subtle emotional
content or a tiny bit of information
you got backstage at a concert.”

‘Make Shit Shine’

“Most jocks like to talk alot,” says
Levis. “We tend to think that’s what
we're paid to do, and we want to talk
more as a result. I'm lucky to have
Fleetwood [Gruver as my PD],
because he’s so good at ed-
iting me, reminding me that
less is more. Being smooth
is important in this format,
too. But some NAC jocks
go too far in that direction.
I encourage them to be
themselves more, while
making their voices flow
properly with the music.
Sometimes you have to use
your voice as a jingle. Peo-
ple don’t know too much
about this music, and we
can do so much to educate them. It’s
very important when your voice
comes on because you’re out there
nude, not even talking over an intro,
and the focus is squarely on you and
your message.”

While Levis’s longevity at
CDI101.9 is a factor in her ratings
success, she feels she’s a good fit
with the station for other reasons,
too. “I have become part of the sta-
tion, and my style has developed
around it. I've worked for nine dif-
ferent PDs here, and I’ve learned
something of value from each of

them. Plus, I love this music, and it’s
a natural for me. Sometimes jocks
think a format is a format, and you
can just plug yourself in generical-
ly. But it’s just not so. I feel passion-
ate about the artists and think it’s
great that they finally have a vehi-
cle to bring them to so many listen-
ers.”

She calls passion the key to sell-
ing the product, whether the prod-
uct is the music, the spots, or the sta-
tion itself. “If you’re genuinely pas-
sionate and believe in what you’re
selling, listeners pick up on those
nuances in your voice. And if you
don’t believe, make the shit shine

Talaya, the Wave’s midday per-
sonality, is not only a veteran of
NAC, she’s one of the for-
mat’s most visible and vo-
cal proponents. Before join-
ing KTWYV at its inception,

She is eamest about her
airwork. “As a communica-
tor, I always try to keep
these qualities top of mind: warmth,
enthusiasm, articulation, projection,
and talking with listeners — not at
them. But perhaps the most impor-
tant element is embracing the mu-
sic. [ wrap myself around it — its
mood and tempo — and then I an-
nounce. You must always try to take
your work beyond ‘that was, that is.’
It’s not what you say, but how you
say it. Stretch the words, massage
whatever’s coming out of your
mouth, and still be sincere. And an-
other thing that’s of utmost impor-
tance is brevity. The basics are par-
amount, too: call letters and dial po-
sition, time, temperature. Stick to
those, and grow from there.

“Sometimes I feel that I'm {oper-
ating on a parallel level] with the art-
ists we play. In my back- and forward-
announcing, I project something that
has a bit of musical flair to it, which
can be melodic or lyrical. That’s the
kind of thing that takes years and
years to develop. In my case, [that
ability] may have to do with the fact
that 'm influenced by a variety of
different ethnic cultures and speak a
couple of languages.” Likening lin-
guistic influences to NAC music it-
self, she says, “Speaking Spanish or
Portuguese makes you move your
arms back and forth and makes your
shoulders dance.”

‘Inevitable Marriage’
“From the beginning of my radio
career, it’s always been about the

I am very respect-
ful of the artistry involved in mak-
ing music. As a presenter of the
music, I try to remember why I'm
really here.

“The scary part
is that sometimes the jock isn’t in
the same lifestyle, because they
aren’t making as much money as
their audience,” Talaya laughs.
“What a bummer when you go to
emcee some concert or event, and
the parking lot is filled with Jaguars
and Mercedes ... and you come roll-
ing in in your Volkswagen.”
