Radio Dereg Still Facing 
Uphill Battle In Congress

One week after the House Commerce Telecommunications Sub- 
committee passed the Communications Act of 1995, radio de- 

regulation continued to be a big question mark as committee mem- 
bers prepared for Wednesday's expected vote (5/24). 

Sources close to the Commerce Conunittee said late Tuesday 
(5123) that two changes affecting radio were likely to be adopted: 

An amendment to eliminate local and national caps and cross - 
ownership restrictions, sponsored by Rep. Cliff Stearns (R -FL), would 
be offered and added to the bill in Wednesday's session. 

Broadcast would be stripped from a foreign ownership amend-

For Women In Radio: Many Successes, 
But There's Still A Long Way To Go 
'Female workforce is on the rise, but the highest management positions 
and ownership opportunities are still elusive to most women

Is gender still a hot -button issue for the 
radio and record industries? To find 

out, R&R's format editors are devoting 
this issue's columns to female -oriented 
topics of interest and con- 
cern to both media sectors. 

On the broadcast front, fe- 
male representation among full- 
time broadcast employees in- 
creased from 39.6% to 39.9% 
over the last year, according to 
not -yet -publicly -released FCC 
figures. In the areas of manage- 
ment and sales, the percentage 
rose from 32.8% to 33.2%. 
Overall, the 1994 national labor force included 
45.9% women. (For additional broadcast indus- 
try statistics see Radio Business, Page 6.) 

Still `Male -Dominated' 
Asked to assess the climate of advancement 

under Commission Chairman Reed Hundt, 
American Women In Radio & Television 
(AWRT) Exec. Director Terri Dickerson 
says, "I'm pretty encouraged by what's been 
happening under Hundt. Listening to him,

there seems to be genuine awareness about 
offering opportunities for women to be more 
competitive. 

"There has been change - we see more di- 
versity and more men understanding the signif- 

icance of advancing the impact 
of women in the industry. But 
this is still a male -dominated 
culture. Although the work- 
force is becoming more fe- 
male, we still can't create 
change. We need more wom- 
en in the upper ranks to make 
an impact. 

"We also need more regu- 
lar and thorough research/ 

data about females [in the media workforce]. 
For example, the latest station ownership in- 
formation we have is from 1987 based on the 
1980 Census. It reveals that females command 
only a 3% showing in terms of ownership. It's 
hard to set goals if you don't know where you 
are. There's no accurate picture, and that's one 
of AWRT's goals. 

"We're currently working on a research piece 
urging the FCC and Dept. of Commerce (NTIA)

Feds Seek Help

Currently, the FCC must grant a 

waiver to create a new radio -TV 
combination, and Citicasters noted 
that history "has shown the public 
interest has been served by rule 
waivers in virtually all cases." 

However, Black Citizens for a 
Fair Media and other civil rights 
groups said "further relaxation of 
these rules" would get in the way of 
the FCC's responsibility of ensuring 
"viewpoint diversity in local news 
and public affairs programming." 

NABOB agreed that the radio -TV 
restriction should be maintained, but 
urged the Commission to move from 
duopoly to triopoly in radio - for 
minority owners only. NABOB said 
minority owners should be allowed 

to own up to three AMs and three 
FMs in a single market to make up 
for the weak signals of many minor- 
ity -owned stations. 

American Women In Radio and 
TV endorsed an FCC proposal to 

have licensees report the gender and 
race or ethnicity of broadcast station 
owners, not just station employees 
as is now the case for annual EEO 
reports. AWRT also urged the Com- 
mission to adopt an incubator pro- 
gram to encourage women and mi- 
norities to become station owners. 

Such preferential treatment for 
women and/or minorities ran afoul 
of other commenters. Kathleen 
Erikson, a member of the Abraham 
Lincoln Foundation of Hagerstown, 
MD, said, "I urge the FCC to end its 

quest for more ways to unfairly dis- 
criminate against some Americans..."

Children's Broadcasting owns 
eight radio stations, and Radio 
AAHS has a total of 27 affiliates. 

MI Music posted record prof - 

Sim its of 295 million British 
pounds ($478 million) for its fiscal 
year ended March 31, up 20% 
from last year. Sales were 2.2 bil- 

lion pounds ($3.5 billion), up 24%. 

Parent Thorn EMI (London Stock 
Exchange), reported pre-tax profits 
of 423.6 million pounds ($666.9 mil- 

lion), up from 344.2 million pounds. 
Total sales were 4.51 billion pounds 
($7.1 billion), up from 4.29 billion 

pounds.

Overall Employment In Broadcast Industry Up 
Latest figures in a draft report from the FCC 
show that overall employment in the radio and 

TV industry inc°eased modestly last year to 
143,346 from 142,136 in 1993. 

Of all fulltime broadcast employees, female representa- 
tion increased from 39.6% to 39.9%. Minority representation 
increased from 18.2% to 18.4%. 

Despite the gains, broadcast employment figures don't yet 
mirror overall female and minority representation in the nation- 
al workforce. The 1994 national labor force included 45.9% 
women and 24.3% minorities, according to the Commission. 

For the upper job categories, as classified in stations' an- 
nual EEO reports to the FCC, the representation of women 
increased from 32.8% to 33.2%, while minorities increased 
from 16.1% to 16.3%. 

The FCC has not yet released detailed breakdowns separating 
radio and TV, so all figures are for the combined broadcast industry. 

Among upper -level employees, the statistics show: 

Officials and managers: Of 30,633 jobs in 1994, 34.9% 
were held by women, a 1% increase from 1993; 65.1% men, 
a 1% decrease; and minorities 12.9%, up .3%. 

Professionals: Of 47,255 jobs in 1994, 33.3% were held 
by women, an increase of .2%; 66.7% men, a .2% decrease; 
and 17.2% minorities, unchanged. 

Technicians: 24,372 in 1994, 14.2% women, an increase 
of .3%; men, 85.8%, a .3% decrease; and minorities 22.3%, 
a .2% increase. 

Sales: Of 23,016 sales jobs, women held 51.4%, a .2% 
decrease; men held 48.6%, a .2% increase; and minorities 
12.6%, a .4% increase.

language stations because of the or- 

ganization's large Tejano songwrit- 
er base. 

At a financial forecasting panel, 
CBS Radio Reps' Richard Allen 
said national spot sales are slowing 
from their 23% first-quarter growth 
rate. He pegged fourth-quarter 
growth in the 4%-5% range and pre- 
dicted the year would finish in sin- 
gle digits. 

The association's Avatar Award 
this year went to Stanley S. Hub- 
bard, President of Hubbard Broad- 
casting (which owns KSTP-AM & 

FM/Minneapolis). Hubbard spoke 
of his vision of the future of com- 
munications and does not see satel- 
lite digital radio or interactive tele-

air, but VP/GM Bob Bruno con- 
firmed that he's had repeated con- 
tacts with federal prosecutors and 
officials from the SEC - "far 
more than I would have liked." 

"We certainly aren't the only ra- 
dio station that carries Sonny's 
show, but we are the biggest target," 
Bruno noted. 

Early Exit 

WOR PD David Bernstein had 
noted concerns about the audio 
quality of Bloch's show, but it 
wasn't until May 14 that he and 
Bruno learned that Bloch had been 
broadcasting via satellite from the 
Dominican Republic for two 
months. 

After learning that Bloch had 
fled the country to avoid possible 
indictment, Bruno decided to pull 
the plug: "We just felt that crossed 
over a line we didn't want to be 
seen as supporting." 

WOR had already given Bloch 
notice that his show was being tak- 
en off the station, effective June 2. 
Bruno said ad sales had fallen since 
Bloch's legal problems became 
public several months ago and that, 
as a result, Bloch was not meeting 
the terms of his contract with 
WOR. Learning of Bloch's self- 
imposed "exile" merely moved up 
the cancellation date, Bruno said. 

Show Of Support 
Bloch also said that his legal 

troubles have taken a toll on his in- 
come. "I lost about 60% of my rev- 
enue," Bloch told R&R. He said 
the nationally syndicated program 
had been grossing $1.4 million a 
year before the adverse publicity 
began in February. Despite the loss 
of advertising, Bloch said he had 
lost less than 10% of his 200 or so 
station affiliates. 

One of those loyal affiliates is 
WVOX-AM & WRTN-FM/New 
Rochelle, NY. Owner Bill 
O'Shaughnessy said, "We're 
not about to pull the plug on him." 

O'Shaughnessy noted that he 
fought the Fairness Doctrine and 
defended Howard Stern while 
serving as an NAB board member 
and is firm in his belief that Bloch 
"is innocent until proven guilty." 

Bloch's program continues to air 
daily on WRTN, which can be 
heard in much of the New York 
metro. "Is he colorful, is he a char- 
latan, is he a con man, or is he mere- 
ly a performer? I leave that to our 
listeners to decide," said 
O'Shaughnessy.

Dealing With Difficult Types 
Some personalities are more difficult to deal with than others. When 

working with these "difficult types," managers must be ready to react 
to a variety of actions, depending on the personality involved. 

Writing in the Bristol, CT -based Business Marketing Reference Manual, 
Tom Lapham identifies the following four types of "dificult" individuals - 
and how to deal with each: 

AnthonyAdverse This type of person is intimidating, hostile, and loves 
to threaten. 

Solution: Listen to everything he or she has to say. Avoid arguments 
and be formal, calling the person byname. Keep your reactions concise 
and clear. 

Charlie Underminer: This person takes pride in criticizing, is sarcastic 
and devious. 

Solution: Focus on the issues at hand: Don't acknowledge the sarcasm. 
Don't overreact. 

Phil N. DeBlanc: This person is unresponsive, difficult to talk to, and 
never reveals his or her ideas. 

Solution: Ask open-ended questions, and learn to be silent - wait for 
the person to say something. Be patient and friendly. 

Brian Ego: This person not only knows it all, but also feels and acts 
superior. 

Solution: Make sure you know the facts. Agree when possible, ask ques- 
tions, and listen. Disagree only when you know you're right

Trademarked tool converts at -work listeners into station advocates 

TV, billboards, bus sides, and bumper stickers are tradi- 
tional marketing tools that get listeners to try your station. 
But now there's a new implement in the toolbox, one design- 
ed to build listener loyalty in a way never before attempted.

Ac- 
cording to CMM 
Exec. VP/Market-

allows a station/company to tailor its 
marketing to the individuals who'll 
offer the greatest rewards. 

`Maximedia' Faults 
"Stations must stop spending a lot 

of money on maximedia that have 

little impact and start talking to peo- 

ple who will hang around the sta- 

tion longer than anybody;" says Albl, 
who contends Nest Marketing is on 
the verge of replacing "branding" as 

CRITICAL 
MASSMEDIA 

a method of creating product loyal- 
ty. "Branding is fading because 
there's very little loyalty left for any- 
thing, particularly radio stations. As 
the number of choices increase, lis- 
teners regard radio more as a utility 
or commodity - resulting in disbe- 
lief of brand imaging. Like any other 
product, a radio station must go be- 
yond branding itself as 'Oldies' or 
'"today's Hot Country.' It must en- 
dear itself to listeners." 

Albl says these endearment at- 
tempts often fail because most mar- 
keting is done in time of need.

"Managers then grab onto the latest 

hot marketing item for a quick fix. 
They usually run to TV - it's the 

easiest way to achieve universal 
awareness and great as a mass -ap- 
peal, top -of -mind cume builder. 

"Stay away from billboards and 
bus sides - the recall is low and ef- 
fectiveness is difficult to measure. 
Consumers are bombarded by 

20,000 messages a day, and only a 

few cut through the clutter. The 
average person must see a message 

eight times before achieving the 'Tri- 
ple A': awareness, acceptance, and 
action. 

"Broadcasters also throw a lot of 
money at people with contests. In an 

age when people can buy a $1 lot- 
tery ticket that offers a chance to win 
millions, asking them to sit around 
and listen for hours for a chance to 
win $100 just doesn't work anymore 
as a tool to build cume or TSL" 

Group Efforts 
So why Nest Marketing? Albl re- 

sponds, "It recognizes that individ- 
uals form collective groups that

lunitel based on interests, attitudes, 
and opinions. As a group, they tend 
to emulate or mirror one another 
and adopt similar behavior traits to 
fit into the group. They have a strong 
sense of loyalty to that group, which 
can be as small as a family unit or 
as large as a social club or compa- 

Albl says nests can be transient 
(short-term gatherings with no set 

location) or rooted (those with a 

foundation such as an office); rooted 
nests are much easier to track than 
either transient nests or individuals. 
"It's easier to market to 50 people 
at one location than 50 people at 50 
different locations. You spend less 

and maximize every available lim- 
ited marketing dollar. 

"We market to offices and find 
people we call 'gatekeepers' - those 
who will advocate your station to 
others. We also seek referrals, ask- 
ing them to recommend the station 
to friends. Gatekeepers act as entry 

Building The Perfect Nest 
ritical Mass Media Exec. VP/Marketing Michael 
Albl offers a step-by-step guide to Nest Marketing: 

Secure business names, addresses, and phone and 
fax numbers. 

Cultivate the nest through interactivity to avoid a 

one-way relationship. 
Implement and maintain an ongoing impact, reach, and 
frequency program with the targeted at -work nests. 
Use gatekeepers to advocate the station. 
Infiltrate the nest through additional gatekeepers. 
Recontact the nests in order to cultivate 
further relationships.

decide which radio station to turn 
on. It's important to reach them at 
these times, because once they be- 
come engrossed in their work, radio 
becomes secondary. At -work tele- 
marketing is very effective in reach- 
ing these folks and affecting their 
decision." 

Albl says marketing to the data- 
base is very efficient. "It allows you 
to approach gatekeepers as individ- 
uals. The most cost-effective mar- 
keting is done to an individual who 
wants or needs a product and is 
ready or able to buy it. Being able 
to isolate that individual enables you 
to maximize those limited marketing 
dollars."

points into that office. One listener 
becomes two, then four, and so on. 
We go back to them again and again, 

in a variety of ways, and sell the sta- 

tion to them. It's a pyramid, like 
Amway - they sell it to other folks." 

The lasting effects of that loyalty 
is critical, says Albl. "Imagine a 

competing station trying to come in- 
to an office where we've recruited 
a number of gatekeepers. It's very 
difficult to get them to switch over" 

Work Vs. Drive Times 

CMM targets at -work listeners for 
ratings reasons. Albl explains. "The 
four prime hours of daily drive time - two AM and two PM - yield 80 

available quarter hours. The hours 
from 8am-4pm offer 160 available 
quarter hours. No matter what you 

do in morning or afternoon drive. 
if you don't win those 160, you can't 

make it up with the 80 from the 

drives." 
Nest Marketing targets people at 

specific times of day, aiming to max- 

imize listening during those daytime 
quarter-hour availabilities. Notes 

Alb'. "People treat the first 20 min- 
utes in the morning and just after 
Ipm - right after lunch - as 'per- 
sonal time' They're preparing for 
the workday or planning the remain- 
der of the afternoon. We try to reach 
them then because they're about to 

m 
Albl adds that marketing to peo- 

ple at work is also highly efficient 
because they're "captured" there for 
more than 160 quarter hours a week. 

Because you know where and when 

they're at work - as opposed to 

guessing when they might be home 

-- it's easier to reach them. In ad- 

dition, he says there's a 25% tur- 
nover in residences, making it diffi- 
cult to track individuals in their 
homes. Once you've made numer- 
ous contacts within a workplace, a 

25% yearly database turnover won't 
drastically damage your efforts - 
there usually are a number of folks 
remaining to carry the message. 

Create, Cultivate, 
Superserve 

Albl outlines Nest Marketing's 
strategies: 

1. To create and form a long -terni 
integrated direct response marketing 
program designed to influence lis- 

tener behavior at point of decision 
(when they get to work) and time of 
tune -in (when they decide what 

they're going to listen to). 
2. To cultivate listeners in order 

to develop a mutually beneficial, co- 

dependent relationship. 
3. To superserve the core, expand 

cume, and convert present cume to 

core and ratings to revenue. 

These strategies are carried out to 

answer the listener's usual question 

"What's in it for me?" Says Albl, 
"How - and how often - does a 

station answer that question? It rare- 
ly answers in listener terms. Man- 
agers and programmers have a bad 
habit of not doing perceptual re- 
search to find out what listeners 
want. Instead, they go by what they 
read in the trades or do what their 
mentors taught them. 

"If we can endear the station to 
listeners and make them dependent 
on it for entertainment, information, 
and other things of value, chances 
are they'll keep coming back. That's 
how we create co-dependency. We're 
their friends all the time, not just in 
times of need. We don't just stop by 
when we need something." 

And when it comes to "stopping 
by;" friends get a much wanner wel- 
come than strangers. "When person- 
alities visit a nest - whether to 
deliver lunch or say hello - they ask 
for gatekeepers by name and person- 
ally thank them for being part of the 
station's network. Asking for them 
by name creates a big impression on 
them and their co-workers" Gate- 
keepers also are rewarded with in- 
vitations to special station events by 
mail or fax - sent to the office, of 
course.

Nest Marketing can also play a 

key role for a station's sales depart- 
ment. Albl suggests sales people use 
the database when targeting an ad- 
vertiser to see if any key contacts are 
already in place within the business. 
"If a nest is active with listeners, the 
potential advertiser will be more in- 
clined to accept the sales message - especially if the station has done 
something nice for the people in the 
husiness. Each potential advertiser 
not only is a possible revenue 
source. but also a potential diary - 
keeper:'

Recording Artists Enter Multimedia 

At 

the Electronic Entertain- 
ment Expo held in Los An- 
geles earlier this month, vid- 

eo game giants Sega, Nintendo, and 
Atari shared the spotlight with the 
likes of Bob Dylan, Peter Gabriel, 
and Michael Jackson. In a business 
where music is increasingly being 
referred to as software, more and 
more artists are making the leap into 
software themselves. 

Artists such as Dylan, Gabriel, and 
the guy we once knew as Prince have 
opened up their studios, archives, and 
private lives to give computer users 
an inside look at themselves, their 
music, and the creative process 
through interactive CD -RCM discs. 
Here's a look at some of the newest 
and most interesting examples of 
music gone multimedia. 

Mixing Fun & Facts 
Dylan's "Highway 61 Revisited" 

Graphix Zone, Irvine, CA) takes 
you on a tangential journey through 
his four-doradi career. Using locales 
such as nightclubs, coffee houses, and 
recording studios, the disc contains 
everything from music and video clips 
,including previously unreleased ma- 
terial) to a complete discography and 
lyric collection to memorabilia from 
every stage of Dylan's life. 

"Xplora 1" (Interplay, Irvine, CA) 
is a companion to Gabriel's "Us" al- 
bum, containing music, lyrics, and 
video from that album's tracks. How- 
ever, it goes beyond that into an ex- 
ploration of Gabriel's life, his earlier 
music, and his other interests. Inter- 
active elements give you the oppor- 
tunity to remix one of his songs and 
play a "game" that, once won, unlocks 
"secret" portions of the disc. 

"(Prince) Interactive" (Graphix 
Zone) takes a similar approach: If you 
solve all of the disc's puzzles, you're 
treated to a new video only available 
on the CD-ROM. The titre's 3-D, 
game -like atmosphere lets you wan- 
der through his recording studio to 
explore his music, videos, and other 
aspects of the Purple One's career.

While CD-ROM generally 
mixes music anc graph- 
ics in an environment 

that only computers can read, CD+ 
technology - discs that play nor- 
mally on a standard CD player but 
with full multimedia capabiities on 
a computer - is just around the 
comer. 

At the recent Electronic Enter- 
tainment Expo, Sony Music Enter- 
tainment as well as REV Entertain- 
ment (which has been commis- 
sioned to develop CD+ titles for At- 
lantic Records) were demonstrat- 
ing CD+; their first offerings should 
reach consumers later this ilear. 

CD+ utilizes multisession tech- 
nology to "hide" the multimedia data 
on the disc from normal CD play- 
ers, but not from computer Ci) -ROM 

drives. That's why you could listen 
straight through a CD+ on your 
stereo and never know the differ- 
ence. Play one on your computer, 
though, and it's a completely dif- 
ferent experience. 

In its multimedia environment, 
the CD+ presents you with a multi- 
tude of options, all depending on 
what the artist deems worthy of plac- 
ing on the data track. There could 
be interactive liner notes. On -screen 
song lyrics have a twist -click on 

a line from the song, and the audio 
will jump precisely to that point. 
Check out a complete discography 
or a biography of the artist. Watch a 
video or two. Play a game. Hook up 
to the Internet and get connected 
with up-to-the-minute tour informa- 
tion. The possibilities are endless ... 

In Stores Soon 
Todd Rundgren - whose last 

album, "No World Order," was re- 

leased as an interactive title for the 
Philips CD -I player - will become 
the first artist to issue a title solely 
in the CD+ format when "The Indi- 
vidualist" is released on June 12. 

Features on Rundgren's CD+ 
include interactive lyrics, video ac- 
companiment for aH 10 audio tracks, 
and your chance to become a vid- 
eo director: As a live performance 
from Rundgren's 1994 tour plays, 
you get to call the shots with regard 
to determining the camera angle. 
The disc will carry a suggested list 
price of $16.98 - comparable to 
most audio -only releases -and be 
made available in music and com- 
puter stores.

Sony Music Entertainment. These 
new titles - which compress about 
a minute of video onto 3.5 -inch flop- 

py discs - use artists' videos as puz- 
zle -based games and screen savers. 

The video puzzle is the premise be- 
hind the "Vid Grid" series (Jasmine 
Multimedia, Van Nuys, CA). The 
surrpss of last year's original Vid Grid - featuring 10 full-length rock vid- 
eos that had to be unscrambled before 
the songs ended - has inspired a new 
title, "Country Vid Grid." The new 
game, released in conjunction with 
MCA/Nashville, features videos from 
Reba McEntire, Vmce Gill, Trisha 
Yearwood, and others. 

Rhino Records and Carlsbad, 
CA -based Comptons New Media 
teamed up for a pair of "enhanced 
audio" CD-ROMs that take you back 
to the '60s. "Soul Expedition" and 
"Rock Expedition" (scheduled for 
July release) each contain 10 classic 
tracks from that decade, augmenting 
each with video and information 
about the artists and the songs. Fea- 
tured artists on Soul Expedition in- 
clude Otis Redding, Sam & Dave, 
and Wilson Pickett; Sonny & Cher, 
the Monkees, Iron Butterfly, and 
the Turtles are among the artists on 
Rock Expedition.

to undertake a study that would lead 
to more women as owners. And 
we've been filing comments on own- 
ership with the FCC, encouraging 
them to take into accounn the dearth 
of female owners. Plus, we're work- 
ing with a coalition of women's 
groups to educate people about af- 
firmative action and are in phase two 
of our public service campaign aimed 
at raising awareness about sexual 
harassment. 

"Advances in [station ownership] 
didn't begin until there were incen- 
tives. And the advances that have 
been made aren't primari:y the result 
of changing attitudes, but the result 
of incentives, which AWRT is fight- 
ing for. Without the tax certificates - which were couched as preferen- 
tial treatment when they weren't - 
and other incentives, you'll see fe- 
male and minority owrership de- 
cline." 

Hundt: `Quotas Unfair' 
"I'll be satisfied when we have 

fairness in employment and promo- 
tion for women and minorities," 
notes Chairman Hundt. "Most of the 
radio and TV li- 
censes were grant- 
ed almost exclu- 
sively to non -mi- 
nority males. 
What we're deal- 
ing with now are 
the effects of his- 
tory. The only way 
to solve that is 
with new opportu- 
nities. We can't 
just wait for the 
slow pace of history. 

"I don't believe in quotas. Quotas 
tend to be unfair to everybody. How 
do you encourage broadcasters [to 
follow and maintain EEO require- 
ments/files]? Not by massive paper- 
work. We're exploring other ways of 
doing that with less paperwork." 

Under Chairman Hundt, the Com- 
mission boasts more women in man- 
agement positions than at any other 
time in the agency's history. "It just 
so happened that I was aware of 
many qualified women and minori- 
ties," remarks Hundt. "And people 
who had the opportunity [to work at 
the FCC] took it. The only test was 
who was the best person for the job. 
Not a single person is anything but 
the best." 

Among the women who have 
joined the FCC under the Hundt re- 
gime is Commissioner Susan Ness. 
She previously worked at a bank, 
making loans to the communications 
industry. "When I was a lender, I had 
the impression there were few wom- 
en in ownership or management po- 
sitions," she recalls. "The issue is the 
access to capital. An AM in the 
Washington, DC market probably 
starts at $1 million. I'm encouraged 
[by the increase in female broadcast 
employees], but we still have a long 
way to go." 

Moving On Up 
Just how far have women ad- 

vanced in the radio and records work- 
force? R&R asked a cross-section of 
women to comment on the subject: 

"What impresses me most is not 
only how far women have come, but

how companies now deal with the 
women on their teams," says D&R 
Radio President/COO Jacqui 
Rossinsky. "In the past, women were 
relegated to staff positions: clerical, 
promotion, or research jobs. Today, 
as women are recognized for their 
superb communication skills, they're 
responsible for establishing and ad- 
hering to budgets as well as produc- 
ing revenue." 

Rossinsky believes further ad- 
vancement of women to manage- 
ment/executive positions depends on 
breaking the "glass ceiling." "Wom- 
en have made enormous strides in 
reaching executive levels, but they 
still shoulder the bulk of the house- 
hold responsibilites," she notes. "In- 
terep has just introduced a series of 
meetings for working parents, ex- 
ploring such topics as managing 
work and home, dealing with paren- 
tal guilt, stress, attitudes of co-work- 
ers, manipulation by children, and 
backup daycare, to name a few." 

According to Francine Rien- 
stra, Owner/President of F.E.M. 
Ray Inc. (licensee of Classic Rock 
KKHG/Tucson), "Women have 
broken into management areas quite 
well, though overall salary levels

may be less than our male counter- 
parts'. But we're clearly in the mi- 
nority with respect to majority (i.e., 
stock) ownership, which would in- 
clude decision -making control. The 
biggest problem for women seeking 
ownership has been financial. Inves- 
tors must take a creative approach 
when working with businesswomen; 
women of financial means need to 
seriously look at and invest in wom- 
en's projects." 

As for the future, Rienstra pre- 
dicts, "Women will progress slowly 
into what are now male -dominated 
positions. Current management and 
execs must commit to advancing 
women - not at the expense of men, 
but by giving women a chance. Most 
of the time, a woman will do more 
than an exceptional job." 

Atlantic Records Sr. VP An- 
drea Ganis perceives a different 
mentality among label personnel. 
"So many women are in positions 
of power in the record industry, this 
is almost a non -issue. I never want 
to be judged as one of the best 'wom- 
en in the business.' I want to be one 
of the best in the industry and judged 
by my effort, results, and leadership 
skills - not gender." 

Ganis points to the unique nature 
of the radio and record industries. 
"For the most part, we promote from 
within. As more women enter the 
radio workplace in positions such as 
DJs, salespeople, promotion, etc., 
there will be more qualified women 
to choose from for the much -covet- 
ed GM/PD/MD positions. This will 
stimulate further advancement for 
women in the radio community and 

show the next round of truly talented 
people." 

News/Sports WMAQJChicago 
VP/GM Weezie Kramer believes 
women have come a long way in 
broadcasting. "You see women as 
sales managers all the time, though 
less often in the GM and upper -level 
management seats. But this is just a 
function of experience and training. - you have to get to step two before 
you can get to step three. 

"There's a time continuum in- 
volved: As time goes on, more wom- 
en will fill the upper -level posts. In 
fact, if you conducted a survey of how 
many women gained management 
positions between '90 and '95, I'll bet 
you'd see a steady increase. Who 
knows? We could be the future group 
presidents and executive VPs. But a 
commitment needs to be made to 
make sure both women and men are 
getting diversity training." 

AC WBMX/Boston VP/GM 
Jennifer McCann agrees women 
have come a long way, but not far 
enough. "If you look at the sales and 
programming staffs, women are ex- 
celling. But if you look at the top level 
of station managers, there are very 
few women. Women need good role

models and mentors to help them 
achieve top management positions. 

"Duopoly may actually hurt the 
advancement of both talented wom- 
en and men since most duopolies 
have just one GM. Many good peo- 
ple will not have the ability to grow." 

Evergreen Media VP/Sales & 
Development Janet Karger notes, 
"In the radio industry, progress for 
women is strong on the sales side. The 
majority of sales staffs are female. 
General management is improving, 
but it's not great. Of course, that's 
where the true authority lies. 

"Whether you want to get on the. 
management track or are already on 
it - study! Study successful indus- 
tries and create models for radio. 
Contact business/management uni- 
versities and enroll in evening man- 
agement courses. Like the cliche says: 
We have to do much more with less, 
and do it much better to be consid- 
ered equal." 

"The radio network industry has 
been good for women," declares 
ABC Radio Networks Sr. Director/ 
Marketing Lesley Halpern. "There 
are more and more opportunities for 
advancement to higher, more respon- 
sible positions. Those who are will- 
ing to work hard - very hard - can 
and do get ahead. In order to be rec- 
ognized and stand out, women some- 
times have to go the extra mile, work 
the extra hours, and be more diligent, 
accurate, and experienced. In some 
cases, you still see men advancing 
faster than women who have the same - or often more - experience. 

"The ranks of mid -level manage: 
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Hoker 
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ed a job selling automobiles at a Lincoln Mercury dealership. 
This was in the late '40s; it was unheard of for a woman to get a 
job like this. Even rarer was her promotion in the early '50s to 
GSM for the dealership. Her success in the car business is at- 
tributable to her sincere efforts in customer focus through ser- 
vice and follow-up." 

Career Change 
In the mid '50s LaVora changed careers and established what 

was another first for women at that time: She went to work for a 
used machinery dealer, selling mills, lathes, grinders, presses, 
etc. to various manufacturers around the world. Hoker says, "Hav- 
ing no prior knowledge of the business, she re-educated herself. 
She did so well so soon that she took an entrepreneurial risk by 
opening her own brokerage for selling used machinery equipment. 
After two years, she bought out the machinery company where 
she originally began selling. She was the only woman at that time 
in the used heavy equipment business." 

Looking to expand her business, LaVora found other growth 
opportunities in the early '60s in Mexico, where she formed a part- 
nership with one of her clients. Adds Hoker, "To further expand in 
Mexico, my mother personal- 
ly contacted small, struggling 
businesses and offered them 
free used equipment in ex- 
change for a percentage of the 
company's business. Forming 
a partnership with your clients 
or prospects is the way you en- 
hance your sales abilities. 
Each member in a partnership 
has something to offer. In this 
case, the Mexican partner had 
the business and government 
contacts while my mother pro- 
vided the heavy equipment." 

Hoker tells how - in his mother's search for a Mexican busi- 
ness partner - she would frequently hire a taxi and travel to the 
outskirts of Mexico City to seek out small businesses. "Once, a 
cab driver faked an empty gas tank and pulled over in the hills and 
attempted to sexually abuse her. As he was about to attack her, 
she jumped from the cab, removed one of her high -heeled shoes 
and said if he didn't get back in the cab and drive her to her des- 
tination, she'd poke holes in his face with her shoe. She got her 
way. She was very firm when threatened with sexual abuse. 

"In later years, my mother developed cancer, and doctors gave 
her six months to live. They instructed her to go home and wait 
for the inevitable. But that wasn't her nature. She was committed 
to her work and continued it; she lived many years past her doc- 
tor's diagnosis. She was spiritually based, which gave her deep 
inner strength. She visited the hospital and encouraged other 
cancer victims to keep a positive attitude." 

Valuable Lessons 
LaVora Hoker died in 1974, long before women's issues were 

in the forefront of the media and society's consciousness. What 
did she know so many years ago that are still very basic principles 
for success today? Jay Hoker outlines the precepts he learned 
from his mother: 

She had confidence in herself. 
She had self-respect. 
She created partnerships with her clients. 
She was willing to take a risk. 
She was service -focused -something most women are much 

better suited to than men. 
She always believed in her product. 
She educated herself with product knowledge. 
She stopped sexual harassment before it could start. It cer- 

tainly existed 35 years ago, as it does now. Fortunately, now we 
recognize the problem, although we still have a long way to go 
with it. But the best way to deal with it is to be firm and stop it 

before it starts. 
She was spiritually based, which can take one a long way. 
She was committed to her personal goals and outside inter- 

ests. 
She always maintained a positive attitude. 

Hoker says, "Paxson Communications has several department 
heads who are female, including three (out of four Florida mar- 
kets) outstanding general managers. I've had my own company 
in the past, and I've always had females in leadership roles. I'm 
proud to work for this company with its progressive attitude to- 
ward women." 

Regardless of corporate policies, FCC regulations, legal stat- 
utes, etc., it's up to individuals to empower themselves with the 
inner qualities that can help them overcome whatever barriers 
may exist and be responsible for creating their own success. No 
matter what era they live in.

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ment are pretty well -represented with 
women, but it's taken a while for that 
to occur. Next, women must get the 
opportunity to break that `glass ceil- 
ing' and move - in more equal num- 
bers - into upper management." 

"Being one of the first females 
in radio to be allowed to pull an af- 
ternoon drive airshift, I'd say we've 
come a long way," suggests KMPS- 
FM & KZOK-FM/Seattle General 
Program Manager Becky Brenner. 
"Women have been strong on the 
sales side of broadcasting for a long 
time. It's only been in the past few 
years that we've come on strong on 
the programming side. 

"Now that females are more ac- 
cepted in the ranks, there will be more 
of us at the top soon. It requires a lit- 
tle more determination and hard work 
for women than it does for men - 
but we're used to it!" 

"Radio stations have long been 
dominated by men," says WBUX/ 
Doylestown, PA Station Manager 
Mariann Matarese - the first 
woman to hold this post since the 
Gold station was founded in 1948. 
"Today, it's very rare that a woman 
fills the GM or station manager po- 
sition. Businesspeople in this town 
are not accustomed to women in 
`power' positions. 

"The success of women in this in- 
dustry lies very much with the wom- 
en already in the industry. I've known 
several women who were qualified 
to run a radio station, but lost the op- 
portunity to an equally qualified male 
counterpart. Women can, and should, 
help other women get ahead by shar- 
ing their knowledge, networking, and 
providing internship opportunities 
when available." 

Classic Soul/Smooth R&B 
WRKS/NewYork NSM Carol Hig- 
ginbotham feels the broadcast indus- 
try is one in which women are highly 
visible at all levels. "You have fe- 
males owners such as Kathy Hugh- 
es, CBS Radio Division President 
Nancy Widmann, Judy Ellis, who 
is GM of New York's only duopoly 
[WRKS &WQHT], WGCl/Chica- 
go GSM Muriel Funches, and 
WRKS LSM Carlette Peters, to 
name only a few women. And let's 
not forget the many female salesper- 
sons who do incredible jobs of sell- 
ing. Competence does have its re- 
wards in the broadcast industry. 

"Mentor relationships and net- 
working with one another are crucial 
to the advancement of women into 
management and executive positions. 
It's also the responsibility of women 
who want professional, upward mo- 
bility to articulate those goals and 
desires to the appropriate people. 
Women have to continue to be pro- 
active and tenacious about seeing 
their goals come to fruition." 

"Women have had a tough time 
because they've been niched in the 
broadcast industry," says Talk 
WLUP/Chicago evening air person- 
rality Liz Wilde. "They get hired for 
late -night shifts; they have to speak 
in low, sultry voices. In other words, 
most have been forced to become fe- 

male `Venus Flytraps' in order to 
keep their jobs. I command my 
mouth. I will be the first woman to 
become nationally syndicated. It will 
not be for sports, it will not be for 

sex, and it will not be for a cheesy 
countdown show. I will be syndicat- 
ed for my wit, humor, and strong 
opinions. 

"Don't believe in the mental bar- 
riers you've created for yourself or 
that others may have imposed upon 
you. Have no fear. Take responsibil- 
ity for your own direction and suc- 
cess." 

"I see radio stations and record 
companies as these big machines," 
says NAC KTWV/Los Angeles 
midday air personality Talaya 
' rigueros. "Women make the ma- 
chines run efficiently and smoothly. 
Most of the ladies know every as- 
pect of how the machines work. But 
men are in the decision -making po- 
sitions and have the power. I have 
observed over the years that most of 
these men don't know how these big 
machines actually work. 

"To further advance women in 
management and executive posi- 
tions, we simply need to be given the 
opportunities. Many of us are in the 
position of doing the work of the ti- 
tle, but have never officially been 
given the title." 

AWRT's Dickerson - whose or- 
ganization is staging its 44th annual 
convention June 1-3 in Los Angeles - echoes those sentiments. "Hope- 
fully, 20 years from now AWRT can 
become more focused on advance- 
ment and successful career manage- 
ment for women rather than focus- 
ing on open entry and access. That 
has to be our vision." 

Perhaps NAC KHIH/Denver PD 
Jaime Kartak sums it up best: "As 
more women advance to stronger 
positions, that will become the norm 
rather than the exception, and this 
will become a question you'll no 
longer have to pose. And won't that 
be a great day?"

ment voted into the bill last week. 
That would allow foreigners to 
own U.S. telephone companies 
and all other services licensed by 
the FCC - except radio and TV 
stations. 

As predicted in last week's 
R&R, the Stearns amendment was 
debated, then withdrawn at last 
week's subcommittee session. The 
main bill passed by the subcom- 
mittee would streamline the license 
renewal process and extend license" 
terms from seven years to 10 years. 

Bill Now Bipartisan? 
Last-minute negotiations on 

the Stearns amendment Tuesday 
(5/23) brought compromises de- 
signed to win support from more 
Democrats. Language was being 
added to require the FCC to inves- 
tigate localism and diversity in a 
market when a single owner 
amasses a combination of media 
outlets. Rep. John Dingell (D -MI) 
reportedly signed off on the 
changes, and the former Com- 
merce Committee chairman's en- 
dorsement may be all the Repub- 
licans need to stamp their bill "bi- 
partisan." 

Unforeseen opposition could see 
Stearns withdraw the amendment 
and offer it later on the floor, as 
Republicans plan to do in the Sen- 
ate. (The Senate is expected to. 
bring its telecom bill up for a vote 
the week of June 5.) 

During subcommittee drafting 
of the bill last week, Democrats 
continued arguing that doing away 
with cross -ownership restrictions 
would harm localism and diversi- 
ty. Stearns reminded detractors that 
"we do not repeal any antitrust 
laws." 

Foreign Influence 
Debate on the foreign ownership 

issue was also heated. Rep. Ed 
Markey (D -MA), former chair- 
man of the subcommittee, said, 
"The issue of broadcasting has to 
do with the culture of a nation." 
Noting he didn't think other coun- 
tries would allow U.S. companies 
to buy up broadcasting stations, he 
said, "It shouldn't happen here ei- 
ther." 

Rep. Scott Klug (R -WI), a 
former broadcaster, said some' 
members' fears would "make for 
a good plot for an Oliver Stone 
movie. [Bill sponsor Mike] Oxley 
(R -OH) is right on the money." 

But another former broadcaster, 
Rep. Ron Klink (D -PA), said he 
had concerns about lifting foreign 
ownership limits and called the 
proposed legislation "extreme." 

Subcommittee Chairman Rep. 
Jack Fields (R -TX), perhaps wor- 
ried about a presidential veto, won- 
dered aloud how the Clinton ad- 
ministration would react if the bill 
eliminated foreign ownership lim- 
its for broadcast. NTIA Adminis- 
trator Larry Irving, the adminis- 
tration's telecommunications pol- 
icy spokesman, testified against 
the measure.

Burns. "But extraordinary times 
demand extraordinary actions." 
According to Burns, the associa- 
tion seeks "to stand guard at the 
intersection of personal freedom 
and government infringement." 

Count Law Out 
At least one NARTSH member 

has resigned over Liddy's selec- 
tion: KABC-AM & KMPC-AM/ 
Los Angeles OM Al Brady Law. 
Law also pulled out of moderat- 
ing a panel next month at the 
group's convention in Houston, 
where Liddy will receive his 
award. 

"I believe people and organiza- 
tions that cast themselves in lead- 
ership positions have a responsi- 
bility to lead responsibly," Law 
said. "Giving this award to G. Gor- 
don Liddy does not show respon- 
sibility." 

Law says he has nothing against 
the organization or the people in 
it, but the association has missed 
the point of the award. "This is not 
so much an award for defending 
free speech in this case, but re- 
warding irresponsibility," he said. 

First Amendment Issue 
According to NARTSH Exec. 

Director Carol Nashe, Law is the 
only member to resign over the is- 
sue, and only a few "nervous" 
members expressed concerns 
about how the "mainstream me- 
dia" would report the issue. 

"Talk show hosts all across the 
country understand what the First 
Amendment is - and support free 
speech," she said. "We support the 
First Amendment." 

This is the fifth year the associ- 
ation has given the award, and the 
first time the vote was not unani- 
mous. NARTSH's directors split 
13-4 in selecting Liddy. 

Public debate over talk radio 
shows no sign of ending since 
President Clinton, in the aftermath 
of the Oklahoma bombing, lashed 
out at "loud and angry voices" on 
the airwaves. Clinton later singled 
out Liddy for criticism in an inter- 
view with the Detroit Free Press 
(R&R 5/12). 

CNN international correspon- 
dent Peter Arnett, who won the 
award in 1991, defended Liddy as 
this year's recipient. "As a broad- 
caster, G. Gordon Liddy is quali- 
fied for consideration for the 
award," Arnett told R&R. 

"Freedom of speech is a right in 
America, and a responsibility," 
saidArnett. "Hopefully this award 
will temper some of [Liddy's] 
more outrageous commentaries 
and remind him of his responsibil- 
ities under the traditions of free- 
dom of speech." 

`Wrong -Headed 
Decision' 

Major Networks talk host Alan 
Colmes isn't resigning his NARTSH 
membership, but has launched his 
own campaign to `vociferously pro- 
test this wrong-headed decision." 

"This convicted felon has dem- 

onstrated by his deeds, and now 
by his words, that far from deserv- 
ing the talk show industry's badge 
of honor, he has earned its seal of 
contempt," said the nationally 
syndicated Colmes. "Not only is 
this criminal encouraging the kill- 
ing of Americans by Americans, 
he is using the public airwaves to 
instruct listeners in the art of an- 
nihilation." 

Additional criticism of Liddy 
came from Washington, where 
Rep. Rosa DeLauro (D -CT) filed 
a House resolution insisting that 
NARTSH rescind the award. 

And what about the man at the 
middle of this firestorm?A spokes- 
person said Liddy has "no reac- 
tion" to the award controversy.

Top 10 Ways Women Can Build A Talk Career 

Dr. Laura Schlessinger started her radio career two de- 
cades ago as a caller on KABC/Los Angeles's "Bill Ballance 
Show." Today, the psychotherapist and family counselor is one 
of the format's best-known personalities, with a syndicated show 
heard on 132 stations. 

Dr. Laura 
Schlessinger 

Rifting on her 
best-selling book, 
"Ten Stupid 
Things Women

Their Lives," I 

asked Dr. Laura to 
share some of 
what she learned 
on her way up the 
forma is moun- 
tain. Here are the 
resulting 10 tips 

for women looking to make it inTalk 
radio. Not surprisingly, much of her 
advice applies 
equally to men. 

Number One 
Have some- 

thing to say. 
Schlessinger 
notes that no one 
can succeed as a 
talk host without 
having some- 
thing of interest 
and value to share 
with the audi- 
ence. The world 
doesn't need any 
more hosts who 
simply read a few 
headlines from the newspapers and 
then usher callers on and off the air. 

It's also not enough, she says, for 
a female host to simply be her sta- 
tion's designated "woman talker" -

the one personality who can be 
counted on to rant and rail about

"Never margin- 
alize yourself," 
she warns. "I'm 
surcesfulbecause 
I have a broad ap- 
peal. I'm not an 
advocate for some 
narrow group or 
issue. It's so easy 
to be a woman 
talker. You just 
open the mike and 
be angry." 

Number Two 
Be unique. Be who you are, even 

if your personality and on -air style 
don't square with somebody's no- 
tion of what a female talk host is 
supposed to be.

Number Three 
Entertain, entertain, entertain! 

Remember that your program must 
be entertaining. But don't be de- 
ceived by what currently dominates 
the market. You don't have to be 
nasty, rude, naughty, or wacky in 
order to be entertaining. 

Schlessinger thinks gentlemanly 
KABC middayer Michael Jackson 
should be the model for more hosts. 
Though she loathes Jackson's liber- 
alism, she greatly admires his prep- 
aration, depth, 
fairness, and abil- 
ity to hold an au- 
dience without 
shocking or agi- 
tating it. 

Number 
Four 

Persevere. If 
you want to be- 
come a host, do 
what it takes to be- 
come a host. 
Don't be deterred 
by fear or the 
doubts of others. 
Don't settle for secondary, less -de- 
manding jobs such as news anchor 
or producer. Says Schlessinger, "I'm 
a 20 -year overnight success." 

In her experience, many women 
are unwilling to make the hard 
choices necessary to succeed in Talk 
radio, including long hours of show 
prep and frequent job relocations - 
often to less -than -glamorous mar- 
kets. 

"You have to make personal 
choices," says Schlessinger. "I don't

see a lot of women who want to work 
that hard. They want to do other 
things, live more rounded lives, be 
with family. And that's fine. But just 
don't whine about [a shortage of fe- 
male talkers] later. 

"Men tend to be more single- 
minded [about their careers]. That's 
probably why they die younger." 

Number Five 
Believe in yourself. "You have to 

develop a monomaniacal degree of 
self-confidence," says Schlessinger. 
"You have to believe in yourself 
completely. After your show - 
when you're reviewing tapes or 
whatever - you can ask yourself 
how you might do better. But on the 

air, you have to 
have total confi- 
dence in what 
you're doing." 

Number Six 
Grow. Would- 

be talkers need to 
develop and 
broaden their 
knowledge and 
skill -base. They 
must read and 
study relentlessly 
to keep up with 
the world and 
work constantly 

to improve their debating skills. 
Schlessinger believes this advice 

is particularly relevant to women, 
many of whom are more comfort- 
able discussing family and relation- 
ship issues rather than battling with 
callers over foreign policy. 

Number Seven 
Learn to take criticism. 

Schlessinger reads every piece of 
listener mail and pays careful atten- 
tion to feedback from all sources.

Number Eight 

Deal with getting fired. "If 
you're in this business, you will get 
fired and messed around [with]," she 
says. "It happens to everybody. If 
you take it too personally, it'll make 
you crazy. It's like kickboxing - the 
idea is to get up every time you get 
kicked in the face." 

Number Nine 
Don't rely on sisterhood. While 

there are many male bosses who 
have trouble dealing with strong 
women, there are quite a few female 
managers who also have the same 
problem. 

Cautions Dr. Schlessinger, "Some 
women want to be queen bee. If they 
feel a strong woman may be a rival, 
they'll get rid of her." 

Number 10 
Love what you're doing. Don't 

become a talk host to boost your ego, 
power, or bank account. Do it be- 
cause you love the job. "I live to go 
on the air," says Schlessinger. 
"That's who I am."

Carving A Wider Niche 
CI Female execs share how they aimed for - and hit - the top in a male -dominated biz 

550 Music VP/Pop & Video Promotion Hilary Shaev and 
KMEL/San Francisco PD Michelle Santosuosso are two 
women with extraordinary talent and a winning drive that's 
catapulted them to the top of their respective fields. 

I found talking with these profes- 
sionals a very enlightening and 
hopeful experience. They have cho- 
sen careers in two industries notori- 
ously dominated by men and carved 
a niche for themselves and other 
women who will most certainly fol- 
low in their footsteps. 

Get Priorities Straight 
"I don't think the business of ra- 

dio and records is any different from 
any other business, except that Top 
40 and the adult side of radio is so 
geared toward females," suggests 
Shaev. "This isn't 
just about the 
music business: 
Look at the world. 

"Most women 
are teachers, and 
the teaching pro- 
fession is at the 
bottom end of 
the scale. What 
means more to 
our society than 
properly educat- 
ing our next gen- 
eration? It seems to me - and I can't 
entirely blame this on the fact that 
women are teachers - but we've 
all been brought up in a society 
where we don't have our priorities 
straight. Should the school janitor 
make more than the teacher? I feel 
this is definitely related to the male/ 
female thing." 

Shaev's remarks reminded me of

and Hot AC. "If I look at Michelle, 
Michelle, and Michelle [Santosuos- 
so, KPWR/Los Angeles PD 
Michelle Mercer, and WPST[fren- 
ton, NJ PD Michelle Stevens] I see 
three females, three great radio sta- 
tions, and three proven winners. 
There's definitely room for more." 
With regard to women programming 
to women, "I can't say that a female 
PD or MD will be better because the 
target audience is women. It's bet- 
ter to look at each programmer's 
track record. There are a number of 
men out there who have ears that are 
more female -oriented than mine. I 

listen to radio more like a guy, so I 

believe in hiring the best person for 
the job, regardless of gender." 

Sexual Harassment 
Nothing could be more frighten- 

ing than dealing with a sexual ha- 
rassment case. For someone who has 
been sexually harassed, nothing 
could be more painful, intimidating, 
and embarrassing than deciding to 
reveal it to a manager or go public 

with it. 
When I asked 

Shaev if she had 
encountered sex- 
ual harassment 
anytime prior to 
her arrival at 550 
Music, her reply 
was, "Yes. Abso- 
lutely. In my case 
it was more ver- 
bal and emotion- 
al than physical, 
but there's no dif- 
ference to me. It 
happened over a 

period of time. I reported it, and af- 
terwards it made me feel like a big- 
ger person than the person in ques- 
tion. It made me stronger, really. 
But I think for many women it 
doesn't make them stronger." Shaev 
advises women and men alike to 
speak up if they feel they've been 
harassed and bring it up to a man- 
ager immediately. 

Shaev predicts the future will 
continue to be bright for women in 
the radio and records industries. 
"Women need to develop confidence 
and realize they can achieve their 
goals whatever they may be. Look 
for ways to develop and gain expo- 
sure for yourself. Women must help 
each other and become involved in 
work -related activities that might be 
outside of their regular job descrip- 
tion. Everyone should find a men- 
tor, but for women that doesn't nec- 
essarily mean another woman. Find 
someone who will spend that extra 
five minutes at the end of the day 
with you, take you under their wing, 
look you in the eye, and make you 
feel like you mean something." 

Records Better Than 
Radio? 

KMEL's Michelle Santosuosso 
began her career in radio, crossed 
over to the record industry with 
RCA, then returned to radio becom- 
ing KMEL PD. She also sees the 
male -dominated radio and records 
industry, in general, as a "true reflec- 
tion of business in America. Wom- 
en are making tremendous progress, 
but it's not happening very quickly. 
The record industry is light years 
ahead of radio in terms of placing 
women in executive positions with 
much more of an opportunity on the 
record side to be a VP or president." 

The trend with 
radio program- 
mers today indi- 
cates a mass exo- 
dus to record 
companies. Is it . 

the money, pres- 
tige, or the op- 
portunity to 
move up? Santo- 
suosso left radio 
because, "At that 
point in my ca- 
reer I felt the 

record industry offered more oppor- 
tunity for me to be taken seriously 
as a manager, and it was a great 
move for me to be a part of RCA. 
In records, there are many female 
executives, and it was encouraging 
and inspiring to see that." 

On earning her PD stripes, San- 
tosuosso adds, "I don't think I be- 
came the PD at KMEL because I'm 
a woman, nor do I feel that I have 
any particular advantage over men 
who might have the same job. I feel 
the advantage is being young in this 
format more than being a woman. 

"CHR is a competitive business. 
Big radio companies like Evergreen 
Media (KMEL's parent company) 
are looking for the most qualified 
person for the job. In the last two

Women And Music: Valid Input 
If it's true that "Men Are From Mars, Women Are From 

Venus," as John Gray contends in his book of that name, it 
stands to reason there's a very distinct possibility the two sexes 
might "hear" songs quite differently. 

Despite that seemingly valid as- 
sertion, the majority of Country out- 
lets have little or no female input in 
selecting the station's music. An 
analysis of R&R's 214 Country re- 
porters shows that 39 have a wom- 
an as either PD or MD. Six stations 
have a female PD, 30 have female 
MDs, and three outlets boast a wom- 
an holding both jobs. That is versus 
156 stations with male PDs, 124 
male MDs, and 46 outlets where a 
man holds both titles. (The PD and 
MD numbers don't always add up 
to 214 each because of unfilled 
openings in each category.) 

The lack of input from women is 
surprising, considering that women 
comprise 53% of the national Coun- 
try radio listening audience (Katz 
Radio Group research, based on Fall 
'94 Arbitron audience estimates). 
The female -male ratio of 53%-47% 
has held for three straight years. The 
audience split has been 50-50 twice 
in the last 11 years, but never has the 
Country male audience been greater 
than the female audience. 

The three women I talked to for 
this piece, WUSN/Chicago MD 
Trish Biondo, KJJY & KRUU/ 
Des Moines PD Beverlee Bran- 
nigan, and KXKC/JLafayette, LA 
PD Renee Revett, all agree that 
women do indeed hear songs dif- 
ferently from their male counter- 
parts, though it's not a radical dif- 
ference. Says Revett, the lone fe- 
male voice in three -person music 
meetings, "Men hear the beat, 
women hear the words. There are 
often songs the guys don't get. It's 
not that they miss them altogeth- 
er, it's more that they're unsure and 
want to wait a bit longer to add 
them than I do." 

She adds, "It's an issue that only 
comes up once a month, or so. We 
all have a strong sense of what the 
station is sup- 
posed to sound 
like, so we're in 
sync most of the 
time." 

Biondo notes 
she doesn't hear 
the music all that 
differently from 
WUSN General 
Program Mana- 
gerJ.D. Spangler or PD Dean Mc- 
Neil. "It really helps that J.D. is on 
the air," she says.. "He works the 
phones a lot, which gives him a 
great feel for the musical tastes of 
our female listeners." 

Songs Men Are Slow To Get 
There seem to be two primary 

types of songs where differences of

opinion surface. Biondo notes, 
"There are certain strong women's 
songs that men may not identify 
with; a number of them cause a buzz 
among women but never make it. I'll 
have women come up to me at par- 
ties or at club appearances and ask 
me about certain songs. I'll get and 
requests for them. But the men (pro- 
grammers) just don't hear them, so 
they can't get on enough stations to

be heard by the female audience. 
That's probably why they don't 
make it on the charts and just die - 
off." She points to Kathy Mattea's 
"Maybe She's Human" and Lorrie 
Morgan's "IfYou Came Back From 
Heaven" as recent examples. 
Revett cites Pam Tillis's "Spilled 
Perfume" and the current Lorrie 
Morgan single "I Didn't Know My 
Own Strength" as further examples 
of songs "the guys just didn't get" 

but that are hits. 
Of Morgan's 
record she says, 
"The men were 
reluctant to add it. 
But I heard it right 
away, and the 
phones are ring- 
ing off the hook 

GUfor the record" 
The three wom- 

en also feel they're quicker to pick- 
up on a certain type of song. "I hear 
the ballads first," says Brannigan. "I 
catch the contents of most songs a 
lot quicker, but especially ballads." 

Biondo concurs, adding, `Ballads 
may strike me quicker than the guys. 
They usually never really 'miss' any 
hits, they just tend to want to wait 

longer to add some songs. They have 
to hear them more times before 
they're sold on certain ballads." She 
offers Hal Ketchum's current hit, 
"Stay Forever" and Collin Raye's 
new single "If I Were You" as ex- 
amples of songs that she felt strong- 
ly about adding early while the men 
in the music process wanted to hold 
back on them a while. 

Many in the record business feel 
it's much tougher to get ballads on 
the air than uptempo records. Would 
it be easier if more women were in- 
volved in the music selection pro- 
cess? "I doubt the percentage of bal- 
lads on Country radio would be any 
different," says Brannigan. "Most 
great songs are ballads. The prob- 
lem is decisions on ballads aren't 
made in a vacuum, but in the con- 
text of the station. We aren't always 
deciding on the quality of the song; 
often we're looking for songs that 
work with the songs already on the 
radio station. Balance is very impor- 
tant. Unfortunately, there are times 
when there are a lot of great ballads,

makes on stage. But guys won't like 
the way they act, thinking they're all 
show or that they're too good look- 
ing. Of course, those are the moves 
they like in a female act." 

Equal Time For Male PDs 
In an effort to afford equal time, I 

asked a couple of veteran male pro- 
grammers for their thoughts regard- 
ing female advice on music. 

KNIX/Phoenix General Program 
Manager Larry Daniels points out, 
"Unfortunately, there are a lot of 
things men miss in selecting music - 
- things we just don't think about be- 
cause we're not hearing the lyrics 
from a woman's viewpoint. It's cer- 
tainly not sinister or intentional - it's 
just that Country radio has always had 
two or three guys making decisions 
on music. Historically, that's just the 
way it's been. On the positive side, 
in recent years most guys have got- 
ten better at making decisions on be- 
half of women listeners. We're very 
aware that the majority of our listen- 
ers are women." 

WNOE-AM & FM/New Or- 
leans PD and Radio Equity Part- 
ners Sr. Country PD Ted Stecker 

doesn't think sex 
is an issue when 
it comes to mu- 
sic selection. 
"Whatever skills 
you hope are 
present in a mu- 
sic meeting 
don't have any- 
thing to do with 
a person's sex. If 
you're in tune 
with your audi- 
ence, and it's 

53% female, then you're sensitive to 
the issues. I've been looking at all 
kinds of research for a long time, and, 
while there may be songs that have 
more appeal to one sex or the other, 
there never seems to be much polar- 
ization on hit songs. If a song's a 
smash, it's popularity doesn't appear 
heavily skewed in 
either direction." 

Stecker says 
that, on occasion, 
he's received a few 
comments from 
women that a 
record is "offen- 
sive," but those 
songs are "fewer 
than a handful." 
He adds that a 
woman's sensitiv- 
ity is more impor- 
tant in other areas of a radio station. 
"Female input is a lot more impor- 
tant in non -music areas, like where a 
morning show steps over the line." 

Getting Help 
Where You Can 

One of the things that all of this 
week's contributors have in common 
is their reliance on feedback from 
female staffers who aren't in the pro -

but we can't program them all be- 
cause to do so would really slow 
down the station." 

Lyrics And Looks 
It's not only a song's lyrics that 

women respond to differently than 
men. Notes Brannigan, "A lot of 
Country's new listeners are attracted 
to the format and artists by things oth- 
er than just what they hear on the ra- 
dio. Listener's opinions of artists and 
songs are driven by the visual as well - an artist's personal appearances or 
videos, for instance. Women often 
have different visual impressions of 
an artist than a man would." 

The women interviewed believe 
that physical attributes can go a long 
way in making a hit record. Revett 
says a perfect example of this is 
RCA's Jon Randall, "He's a very 
attractive man," she says. "If wom- 
en were exposed to him, they'd re- 
spond to his music and good looks. 
But so far, he hasn't had the [radio] 
exposure." 

Biondo feels that some things men 
do on stage may actually work 
against them in the male -dominated 
music selection process. "Women 
may be attracted to a male artist by 
the way he looks and the moves he

gramming department, but who are 
huge fans of the music. 

Brannigan often heads to the 
front desk to talk with Donna Tay- 
lor. "If [MD] Eddie Hatfield and I 
are stuck on something we may not 
hear but that has an industry buzz, 
we'll play it for her and ask what 
she thinks. She's a huge fan, a pret- 
ty typical listener - but not too 
close to the music." 

The same thing happens in Phoe- 
nix, where Daniels, KNIX APD 
George King and MD Buddy 
Owens make up the station's music 
committee. Says Daniels, "We're 
very cognizant of the fact that wom- 
en comprise most of our listenership. 
They're also more actively involved 
as listeners when it comes to critiqu- 
ing the music on the station. Plus, 
most songs are aimed at women by 
presenting things in a positive way 
from a woman's viewpoint. We try 
to be very sensitive to what women 
think about the songs we play. We 
listen to what women in the office 
say about music." Daniels laughs 
that he rarely has to seek -out opin- 
ions anymore, women from all over 
the office make their feelings on 
music known to the three guys. 

Entertain - Or Educate? 
Radio programmers took a beat- 

ing last year over a slow initial re- 
sponse to Martina McBride's "In- 
dependence Day," written by 
Gretchen Peters. It was suggested 
in USA Today that Country radio 
avoided the song because of its con- 
tent. In the context of this article, it 
might also be suggested that perhaps 
the predominantly male music selec- 
tors simply "missed" the song at 
first. Daniels admits, "Men didn't 
hear that record anywhere near the 
way women did. It went over our 
heads. It turned out to be a really big 
record for us." 

But "missing" that particular 
record may not have been a "male 
thing." Brannigan says, "Neither 

Eddie nor I heard 
that record at 
first. It grew on 
both of us." 

Asked about 
playing "message 
songs" in particu- 
lar, Stecker re- 
marked, "Our job 
is to play the hits. 
Are we in the ed- 
ucation or enter- 
tainment busi- 
ness? The fact is 

we're in the entertainment business. 
If we can do a good job and educate 
people on society's problems as we 
entertain, then that's great. But our 
primary role is to entertain." 

Radio's Not Alone 
Before we smack all of Country 

radio with the male- chauvinist cud- 
gel, it's important to note it isn't the

DuBois Reflects On 

Five Years of Success 
In fall 1989, Arista/Nashville's first single peaked at No. 

44 on the R&R Country chart. It was quite a respectable be- 
ginning for an unknown singer's debut on a label best known 
for its pop product. 

Alan Jackson and Arista fol- 
lowed up "Blue Blooded Woman" 
with the title cut from Jackson's al- 
bum ("Here In The Real World"). 
Thus began the singer's ascent to 
superstardom and Arista's stance as 
a force to be reckoned with in coun- 
try music. 

Five years later, Arista/Nashville 
is reflecting on a success record that 
includes 34 album releases (which 
have sold a total of more than 40 
million copies). In addition, the la- 
bel has racked up 40 Na 1 singles 
plus seven multiplatinum, 12 plati- 
num, and 17 gold albums Along the 
way, the label has launched the ca- 
reers of such acts as Brooks & 
Dunn, Diamond Rio, Pam Tillis, 
BlackHawk, and the Tractors, re- 
sulting in one of the strongest artist 
rosters in Music City. 

Star -Building Mission 
Turning unknowns like Alan 

Jackson into bona fide stars was the 
label's mission from the beginning, 
says Arista/Nashville President Tim 
DuBois, who built the Nashville of- 
fice from the ground up. "Our mis- 
sion was to build the stars of the '90s. 
We wanted to develop the company 
from scratch with new talent." 

The "new talent" mission coinci- 
dentally applied to the label's staff. 
Notes DuBois, "I had never been a 
label head and no one else had ever 
had their jobs before, either." 

The 46 -year -old Oklahoma native 
was an accountant at the Federal Re- 
serve Bank in Dallas when he be- 
came enthralled with music. After a 
stint managing Restless Heart, 
DuBois became a partner in the Los 
Angeles -based management firm of 
Fitzgerald -Hartley Co. 

After opening the company's 
Nashville office, DuBois managed 
Restless Heart and Pine Gill. In 
1992, DuBois's and Gill's songwrit- 
ing collaboration on "When I Call 
Your Name" won the pair Song of 
the Year awards from the Country 
Music Association and the Acade- 
my of Country Music. 

Only 30 Slots 
Assessing country music's evolu- 

tion since Arista/Nashville opened 
its doors, DuBois says, "It's changed 
dramatically in some ways and very 
little in others. It's much more com- 
petitive than it was five years ago 
because there's so much more prod- 
uct coming at radio every week. It's 
very frustrating on one hand; very 
healthy on another. All that does is 
make you set your standards higher, 
especially when it comes to devel- 
oping new acts. 

"What hasn't changed is that 
there's still something like 30 slots 
out there [on stations' playlists]. 
What it boils down to is it's still in- 

credibly competitive at the radio 
level. There comes a time when you 
need to focus more on your indi- 
vidual acts and not press your rela- 
tionship with radio. We could add 
more regionals or we could spend 
more money hiring independents. 
But the thing I can't do is put more 
hours in the day." 

Underscoring his commitment to 
artists, DuBois recently announced 
the creation of sister label Career 
Records to give every artist the at- 
tention he feels they deserve. Arista 
veteran Lee Roy Parnell became the 
new label's flagship artist. And 
DuBois has also signed Oklahoma 
singer -songwriter Brett James to 
the Career roster. Initially, Arista and 
Career will be sharing theA&R, cre- 
ative services, and publicity depart- 
ments. However, the new label is 
dedicated to carving out its own 
identity. 

"When you get over to the artist 
development side and, certainly, 
[look at] all the planning for radio 
scheduling, Career is independent 
of what we do at Arista," explains 
DuBois. "The goal is to develop 
both companies and make signings 
to Arista or Career as they make 
sense. Of course, right now I've got 
11 acts on Arista and two on Ca- 
reer. So there's some balancing to 
do. I'm not going to say there won't 
come a time when we won't move 
another act from Arista to Career 
to even that out. My goal is to have

two select and unique rosters that 
probably won't exceed 10 acts on 
either one." 

`Family Spirit' 
Among the original 15 acts signed 

since Arista/Nashville's inception, 
12 remain on Arista or Career. 
DuBois attributes the roster's stabil- 
ity to the label's emphasis on music. 
"We've been fortunate to have a high 
success ratio. Even some of the acts 
who may not be huge successes in 
some people's eyes have sold 
300,000 or 400,000 units. 

"We've worked hard for the acts; 
we try to let them know it's more 
than just a business. There's a fami- 
ly spirit that goes throughArista and 
Career. From a pure business stand- 
point, I maybe get a little too close 
to my artists. Then it's incredibly 
hard to accept the fact when you 
can't make something work. 

"But I don't ask anyone to be a 
part of Arista or Career unless I tru- 
ly believe we can make it happen. 
From that point forward, I view it as 
our responsibility to make it happen. 
I don't ever blame it on the artist. If 
it doesn't work, we're going to give 
it another shot and keep going until 
America rubs our noses in it and 
says, 'We don't care'." 

DuBois created Arista/Texas in 
1993; the label specializes inTejano 
music. La Diferenzia, the label's 
first signing, scored two No. 1 sin- 
gles and was nominated for a Gram- 
my. And earlier this month, Arista 
acquired Reunion Records, a 
Nashville -based contemporary 
Christian label whose roster in- 
cludes Michael W. Smith, Kathy 
Troccoli, and Clay Crosse. 

The Best, Not The Biggest 
"My biggest goal is to keep the 

things that makeArista special as we 
grow into a larger, more diversified 
company," DuBois notes. "That's a 
very tough thing to do. Managing a 
little band of renegades, which we 
were in the beginning, is a lot dif- 
ferent than managing a company that 
now, including all of the [labels], 
stands at 80 employees." 

In addition to artistic and busi- 
ness considerations, the expansions 
are an effort to create advancement 
opportunities for the Arista staff. 
"It's necessary to grow or you be- 
gin to lose the people who made 
you great," DuBois says. "We very 
carefully maintain the standard of 
excellence we've set for ourselves. 
We try to bring that to all of the 
companies. 

"We want to be the best. We don't 
try to be the biggest. It's not our goal 
to build an empire; I'm not deter- 
mined to be number one. But I am 
determined for us to be the best in 
any genre of music we're in and to 
support that with the best marketing 
available." 

Along with the triumphs, howev- 
er, there have been some disappoint- 
ments for DuBois. "It's always been 
a problem for me to let acts go. With 
Asleep At The Wheel, we just quit 
putting records out at radio. I told 
[band leader] Ray Benson, `Asleep 
At The Wheel deserves a home, and 
you can stay here as long as you want 
to.' Ray got a good deal out of 
Jimmy Bowen at Liberty, and I 

let them leave. I also believed very 
much in Exile. We could get them 
played at radio. But for whatever rea- 
son, America did not seem to care. 
When it came time to move on from 
that, it was a big disappointment." 

Polka, Anyone? 
DuBois recently signed two new 

female artists. (Calvin, can their 
names be included?) Neither has 
begun recording yet, and he isn't 
certain whether they will be as- 
signed to Arista or Career. And he 
adds that they're finishing work on 
the new Linda Davis album. "I've 
been selective with female sing- 
ers simply because I felt I set a 
standard with Pam Tillis and 
Michelle Wright." 

Five years remain on DuBois's 
current seven-year contract. When he 
signed his first contract in 1989, he 
told friends he'd keep the job as long 
as it remained fun. "There have been 
a few days over the past six years 
when it hasn't been fun. But overall 
it's been tremendous. There have 
been times when I've been pulled in 
other directions [other label offers]. 
And those were some tough times to 
make a decision. I have no regrets. 
I'm glad I've stayed and look forward 
to the future. I plan on sitting in that 
chair until somebody runs me out." 

And where willArista/Nashville 
be five years from now? "I hope 
we're still going to be trying to 
make the best music we can," says 
DuBois. "There's always been ru- 
mors that we're going to do the 
Arista polka label. That may hap- 
pen. Who knows?"

only arm of this industry where 
women's voices are seldom heard. 
It's also interesting that there are no 
women producers of songs among 
the 59 songs listed in a recent R&R 
Top 50 chart and New & Active sec- 
tion. Four women - Mary Chap- 
in Carpenter, Kathy Mattea, Reba 
McEntire, and PamTillis - are list- 
ed as co -producers. But they are, of 
course, all artists who co -produced - with a man - their own albums. 

I don't travel in the engineering 
circles, but producers and artists I 

asked told me there is also a dearth 
of female engineers in the studios. 

So, is the industry as a whole 
missing something without women 
playing a greater role in the total 
music making and selection mix? 
Should there be more involvement? 
Brannigan's answer to that situation 
in radio probably serves as the over- 
all answer: "Stations should hire the 
best people they can -I hope some 
of them are women."

Is Radio Still Considered 
A Man's World? 

Women are making progress, say two female execs, but too little and too slowly 

Finding women in leadership positions in this still male - 
dominated industry is not the rule, but the exception. But is 
progress being made toward changing that? This week, two 
African -American women who have attained major -market 
management positions discuss the status of women in broad- 
casting and their prospects for further growth. 

`Still Not Enough' 
Venia Green joined WJLB-FM/ 

Detroit 13 years ago and is now VP/ 
GM of both WJLB and duopoly 

partner WMXD- 
FM. She's also 
been elected to 
the NAB board of 
directors, where 
she represents the 
entire state of 
Michigan as the 
board's District 
13 representative. 
Does she think 
women are still 
making progress 

in broadcasting? "I think they are. 
It's still not enough, but there is 
some growth." 

Surveying the Mo- 
tor City broadcasting 
scene, though, Green 
notes that the number 
of women in broad- 
cast management has 
actually declined. 
"When I first came to 
WJLB, there were 
more female GMs in 
both radio and televi- 
sion than there cur- 
rently are. Several ACs in the mar- 
ket had woman GMs. There were at 
least two 1'V stations with woman 
GMs. Now there is not a single TV 
station in the market with a female 
GM. Elaine Baker is still the GM 
at WOMC. There may be one or two 
new additions, but it's just not like it 
was in the early '80s. 

"There are a lot more female 
GSMs. People are recognizing the 
value that women bring to the mar- 
keting and sales process. So you're 
seeing a lot of sales staffs gaining 
more women, and that puts them in 
a very good position for leadership 
in the future if they do their sales 
jobs well."

entering the radio business. 
What can women do to prepare 

themselves for future management 
positions? First of all, she says, they 

need to be computer -literate. "Wom- 
en - and everybody else - should 
consider computers as simply an 
updated pencil, because that is what 
they are going to be using. The great 
dividing line between the haves and 
the have-nots in management, busi- 
ness, and anything else in society 
will be how well they can access and 
utilize information on a timely ba- 
sis. And the only way to do that is 
going to be electronically." 

Green recommends that women 
who are interested in becoming 
broadcast executives familiarize 
themselves with the entire range of 
telecommunications options. "The 
forms of communication we have 
right now are in a transitory phase. 
Things are becoming so sophisti- 
cated that they need to be aware of 
all areas of telecommunications, 
which will include radio and tele- 
vision as we know it, but also a ra- 
dio and television we're not quite 
as familiar with." 

She's The Boss 
Green's dream 

is to see not only 
more women in man- 
agement, but more of 
them in ownership. 
"I'd still like to see 
more women owning 
parts of the commu- 
nications industry. 
But I think that ave- 
nue - if not closed - is closing. It's 
probably closed if 

Newt [Gingrich] and his boys get 
their way. 

"However, this really is an age of 
small business and big business. And

as you look at how the large corpo- 
rations have appeared to suck up 
everything, you have to think back 
to that statement about necessity 
being the mother of invention. It's 
just like in the 
computer indus- 
try a few years 
back. Steve Jobs 
must have la- 
mented the fact 
that IBM seemed 
to own every- 
thing, but he 
knew he could do 
something differ- 
ent. So he went to 
his garage and 
made something 
different. He 
made an Apple 
computer and, lo - 
and -behold, Ap- 
ple is being men- 
tioned in the same 
breath as IBM. 
IBM had become so big that its big- 
ness became a liability. 

"So there has to be a way for the 
little guys and `guyettes' to do some- 
thing that is related to media and still 
succeed. Things tend to go in circles. 
You know, there is big business, then 
big business gets too big, and then 
big becomes small. There was a pe- 
riod of time in the '80s when the 
breakup value of major corporations 
was greater than the aggregate val- 
ue of the whole corporation, so you 
saw things breaking up. I don't know 
that this is going to happen in media 
again, but it may. We may get to the 
point where everyone has gotten all 
of their duopolies and `triopolies' 
and `quadopolies,' and maybe by the 
year 2000 or 2003 someone will say, 
'Well you know, the breakup value 
is greater than the aggregate value.' 
The entrepreneurs have to be ready 
to deal with the spinoffs of these 
major corporations. And the wom- 
en need to be ready." 

Urban Leads The Way 
Monica Lewis started in the ra- 

dio business 15 years ago, arrived at 
WUSL (Power 99)/Philadelphia a 
decade ago, and was promoted from 
LSM to GSM earlier this year. She'd 
also like to see opportunities for 
women open up at a faster pace. 

"I think more effort can be made 
toward putting women and/or Afri- 
can -American females in upper -lev- 
el management positions," Lewis 
says. "Some companies are making

more of an effort than others. At 
Urban radio stations, the effort 
seems to be a lot greater than at 
other types of stations, and that is 
very unfortunate." 

Although she 
sees Urban radio 
as being more re- 
ceptive to females 
in management, 
Lewis believes its 
efforts are "still 
not at the rate they 
should be. We're 
all still dealing 
with owners and 
GMs of radio sta- 
tions that still have 
that traditional 
way of thinking." 

Great Career 
Choice 

But that doesn't 
stop Lewis from 
heartily endorsing 

broadcasting as a good career op- 
portunity for young women: "Ab- 
solutely ... 100%! I don't think the 
educational system is pushing this 
area enough - especially sales 
and management in this field. It is 
difficult to find young people who 
are hungry and anxious to get into 

the sales part of 
the business, and 
I really feel this 
is an area young 
people should 
take a very seri- 
ous look at - 
especially Afri- 
can -Americans. 

"I just think it's 
a shame that 
more general - 
market stations 

don't look at an African -American 
female as someone who could 
move up into the management 
ranks, and it's really unfortunate 
that it's not happening at a faster 
pace. 

"Because of our VP/GM, Ches- 
ter Schofield, and EZ Commu- 
nications, I got the chance to not 
only show what I could do as a 
salesperson, but also the opportu- 
nity to showcase my overall skills. 
Organizations like EZ that are in- 
volved in Urban radio and with 
the African -American communi- 
ty are doing a great service and a 
great job at getting women into 
upper management positions 
within their facilities."

Bennett Seals First -Time 
Programming Job With A Kiss 

Approximately I O months have passed since the last col- 
umn I wrote on female format programmers. But not much 
has changed: Women PDs in AC or Hot AC are as rare as 
Elton John records that don't reach No. 1. 

Brenda Bennett 

"When I was 
hired as PD, I 

didn't realize how 
unusual it was un- 
til label people 
called to congratu- 
late me," recalls 
KYIS/Oklahoma 
City ("Kiss") PD 
Brenda Bennett, 
who launched her 
radio career in col- 
lege. She joined 

the Hot AC last July from crosstown 
AC KMGL, where she served as MD. 
"Especially considering the day and 
time, it surprises me that more wom- 
en aren't in [programming] positions." 

Precarious Progression 
On the flip side, however, the 

first-time PD states the industry is 
still very male -driven. "There are 
many more men in the business. In 
a way, it's normal that there aren't 
more female programmers. But, 
hopefully, it will change." 

Women eyeing AC/Hot AC man- 
agement careers in either sales or 
programming probably do so with 
tremendous frustration. It appears 
females have a reasonable chance 
to land an MD job, but precious few 
advance to PD. Women are well - 
represented in the GSM ranks - 
particularly in Hot AC - yet only 
a handful occupy GM chairs.

"I'd hate to try to cimb inside a 
man's head to understand why this 
is the case," says Bennett. "But 
trends [seem to indicate] things are 
improving." 

Rookie Manager 
Though she acknowledges that

honing, Bennett nevertheless is en- 
joying her programming opportuni- 
ty. "It's hard work, but very reward- 
ing. I know the 
music, how to 
work Selector, 
and some good 
promotion ideas, 
but I've never 
managed before. 
That's been my 
biggest obstacle, 
and I'm still 
working on it. It's 
important to deal 
with people on an 
[individual] level and deal with their 
own sensitivities.

"Our morning team has been in ra- 
dio for [a combined] 40 years. I'm 
sure it's hard for them to look up to 
a PD who's younger and female.

Seeing her gender as a benefit in 

directing a HotAC, Bennett contends, 
"My musical instincts help give me 
an edge with new music. Being part 
of the target demo is a big advantage." 

Female Bonding 
GSM TriciaYork is another female 

on KYIS' management team. Notes 
Bennett, "I'm learning a lot from her 
because she's an incredible person and 
very strong-willed. She rattles off great 
ideas in our promotion meetings. And 

it helps me to talk 
to another female." 

But Bennett, 
who was hired by 
then GM Lisa 
Scott, doesn't be- 
lieve all lady pro- 
fessionals are so 
eager to assist oth- 
ers of their sex.

Best Bets/long Shots 
n exclusive R&R survey of nearly 150 ACs and Hot 
ACs indicates women have fair access to Promo- 
tion Director, MD, and GSM roles. However, it's ex- 

tremely rare to find females holding GM and PD titles. 
A look at the numbers reveals 12.2% of AC GMs and 

6.5% of their Hot AC counterparts are women. 
Note the tremendous similarity in figures between AC 

and Hot AC from position to position. The lone case where 
AC and Hot AC comparisons differ is with GSMs.

BREAKING THE INDUSTRY STEREOTYPE 

Research Doesn't Support On -Air Gender Bias 

For years, broadcasting's conventional wisdom stated that 
both males and females prefer to hear males on the air. Female 
broadcasters were thought of as "competition" by women lis- 
teners; likewise, it was thought that men wouldn't listen to a 

female because they would think she was "bossy." 

Although many more women 
have begun to thrive in broadcast- 
ing, particularly in sales, the stereo- 
types continue behind the mike. I be- 
gan a quest to unearth the cold hard 
facts that would validate these theo- 
ries. To do so, I contacted Interep 
Research to access their vast data 
bank. Exec. VP/Research Marla 
Pirner found the subject matter 
woefully under -researched. 

No Male Advantage 
Pimer found a 1986 study com- 

missioned by the Woman's Voice - 
Over Committee of the Screen Ac- 
tors Guild's New York branch. The 
study's purpose was to determine the 
relative effectiveness of female vs. 

male 
voice- 
overs in 
TV com- 
mercials. 
("Effec- 
ti v e " 
meaning 
the ability 
of the test 
commer- 
cials to 
motivate a 
change in consumer attitudes toward 
the general, non -gender appeal of the 
products.) The results: A male voice 
had no advantages over a female's, 
and both were equally effective. The 
findings also showed that most re- 
spondents were unable to even re- 
call the voice-over's gender.

Coleman Research, The Research

personalities at major -market Rock 
stations and found many instances

matched or outperformed the station - either earning a higher ranking 
and/or higher audience share. For 

Creating A Harassment - 
Free Work Environment 

While progress has clearly been made for women 
in the workforce, it's disheartening to know that

ABC/Capital Cities Radio President James Arcara says, "Education 

is the key - we have a whole program that department heads are re- 

quired to attend, whici is designed to make people aware of sexual ha- 

rassment.

We have written policies, posters, and 

all the other kinds of lungs you do to make people conscious of it. It's all 

about raising the consciousness level.

Fortunately we 

have less and less of that, although it doesn't mean it doesn't exist, be- 

cause it does."

60 % Gender -Neutral 
Paragon Research conducted a 

national survey in early 1991 track- 
ing listeners' perceptions of on -air

format - 
specific. 
When 
asked, "Do 
you prefer 

male or female disk jockeys?" 35% 
percent preferred males, 5% pre- 
ferred females, and 60% said it made 
no difference. 

Upon further analysis, younger 
men and women (18-24) showed 
the highest desire for male jocks, 
while the older adults (45-54) 
showed the highest preference for 
female jocks. Still, the majority of 
listeners - 60% - claim to have 
no preference for male or female 
disk jockeys. 

Paragon VP Mike Henry says, 
"Unfortunately, I still hear the 
same stereotypes today that were 
said many years ago. But I don't 
know that the issue has ever been 
addressed by a station. There are a 

few recent examples I've seen 
from Rock stations' focus groups 
where the station's No. 1 announc- 
er is female. Some people seem 
amazed, which is frustrating - it's 
a locker -room theory not based on 
any facts. It's bogus, particularly 
when you see other formats - 
such as AC - that have just as 
many on -air females as men. How- 
ever, it's interesting that regardless 
of the format, females always seem 
to get stuck in middays or nights - the `accepted' female dayparts. 

"Look at TV news, politics, and 
society in general, where women 
are more equally represented.

Most of what radio is clinging onto 
stopped being true 15 years ago. 
People respond to what they like 
as well as what they don't like. In 
fact, most people don't think or 
even care about the gender of a DJ - what matters is whether the tal- 
ent belongs on the station and is 
accepted by the target audience." 

According to Henry, "The 
breathy, sexy style for females is 

outdated - even males don't care 
for that style anymore. It was the 
female equivalent of the ballsy, 
'80s, laser AOR voice. For the 
most part, you don't hear either of 
those styles anymore. Today, ev- 
erything must be relatable, and 
neither of those styles are relatable. 
Early on, it was a gimmick. Like 
so many things, it lasted longer 
than it should have." 

Mixed Doubles 
Ray Yorke of Valrie/Gallup 

was able to provide the most re- 
cent research which was done in 
March 1994. The purpose was to 
specifically get gender preferenc- 
es of morning shows. The ques- 
tion: "Which type of morning team 
would you most like to hear on the 

radio?" Sixty-seven percent pre- 
ferred a male -female team, 18% 
preferred a male -male team, 8% 
preferred a female -female team, 
and the remaining 7% either didn't 
know or didn't respond. 

Yorke points out, "The attitudes 
seem to be consistent between men 
and women, geographic regions, 
education, income levels, and 
across age cells. The proclivity for 
a male -female team was likely in- 
fluenced by the following factors: 
Respondents may have lacked a 
point of reference, desired to be 
fair to both men and women, or 
they may have felt a need to be po- 
litically correct." 

Respondents who preferred 
male -female teams were also asked, 
"Who would you prefer as the main 
host or the star of the show in this 
matchup, the male or the female?" 
Thirty-eight percent chose the male, 
30% said they should be equal, 
28% chose the female, and the re- 
maining 4% didn't know. Howev- 
er, Yorke pointedly says, "In the 
final analysis, talent transcends 
gender - as well as a variety of 
other variables that are only of sec- 
ondary importance." 

Co -Ed Rock Takes Over 
Earlier this year in the Los Angeles Times, a Robert 
Hilburn article called "Making Music Together" point- 

ed out the increasing number of bands comprised 
of both male and female members. 

Musicians such as Hole, Veruca Salt, Elastica, Belly, the Breeders, 
Madder Rose, Stereolab, and Heather Nova - names more familiar to 

Alternative and Progressive than to Rock - are among the leaders of 

this co-ed rock movement. 

Chew On This 
I believe that as women gain prominence in more areas of our culture, 

we'll see those same trends reflected in Rock, too. But even now, many 

Rock programmers continue to think that in order to deliver a male audi- 

ence, you can't play bands with females or with female appeal. 

But consider that in Alternative, nine out of the top 50 titles are by 

either co-ed or female -led bands; in Rock, only two out of 50 have female 

performers. Still, in a recent Katz Radio Group study, the male/female 

skew of Alternative is roughly 60%740% compared to Rock's 70%/30%. 

So despite the disparity in female artists between the formats, the distinc- 

tion in audience composition isn't as great.

KPNT's Distaff Drivetime Duo Scores 
Clark & Owens break the `males in the morning' mold and double ratings 

Teaming two women in major -market morning drive is not 
unprecedented, but it is certainly unusual. KPNT/St. Louis 
PD Jim McGuinn decided to give it a try, pairing afternoon 
personality/Asst. MD Sarah Clark with morning co-host/Pub- 
lic Service Director Mary Ellen Owens at the beginning of the 
fall book. The results have been nothing short of astonishing. 

`Identifying Factor' 
"At first there was a lot of curios- 

ity," notes McGuinn. "If people do 

a good show, it shouldn't matter 
whether they are male or female. 
Judging by the ratings turnaround, 
the show is effective. Obviously, 
we're happy - there's been tremen- 
dous growth so far." (See "KPNT's 
Wakeup Call," below.) 

"I think there's an identifying fac- 
tor," says Clark. "We try not to talk 
about our hair and nails. We talk 
about things a woman zan relate to 
as well as a man. We never try to 

angle one thing toward men or wom- 
en. We just try to be real. Mary Ellen 
and I are really good friends, and it 

comes across on the air." 

McGuinn echoes, "Identifying is 

key. The show isn't female jocks 
with the deep, husky sexuality or 
something like that. Sarah and Mary 
Ellen are not obnoxious or smutty. 
They are edgy and smart, but not in 
an annoying, nerdy way." 

In a further turning of the tables, 

Clark and Owens were recently 
joined on the air by a male "side- 
kick," Jeff Burton. "We added a 

third person so there could be a lit- 
tle more counterpoint.." McGuinn 
explains. "Normally, there are two 
guys who are obnoxious and a gig -

gly girl who is their foil or holds 
them back. Jeff is just the opposite - not that he's a giggly girl." 

Owens adds, "Jeff rolls with what- 

ever is going on. It provides another 
dynamic and viewpoint so males 

aren't totally left out in the cold." 

Equal Treatment 
According to McGuinn, 

Alternative's "anything goes" 
mentality opens up a lot of 
possibilities for women. 
"There are fewer constraints 
and unofficial rules in Alter- 
native than in any other for- 
mat. I've been places where 
the thinking was you can't 
have a woman in afternoon 
drive or mornings ... a wom- 
an has to do 7pm-midnight or 
middays, and you can't have 

women in back-to-back day - 
parts. Almost every one of 

those rules drilled into my head by 
AOR PDs has not held up at Alter- 
native. Possibly, a lot is due to the 

fact that AOR is traditionally aimed 
at a 70% male audience, and Alter- 
native is more 50-50." 

So McGuinn had an open mind 
when Clark and Owens asked to do 
the morning show together. "I near- 

ly had tears in my eyes when Jim 
told us we were going to get to do 
it," admits Clark. "It was unbeliev- 
able that management and Jim took 
that chance. Maybe that's not the 

way it is in the rest of the industry, 
but I've never felt there's been any -

thing based on gender at this station. 
"You bring it on yourself some-

'OK To Be Strong' 
"It's not a good idea to show that 

you are vulnerable," Clark advises. 
"At my first on -air job, I worked 
with a PD - who shall remain 
nameless - who took advantage of 
me. He was exercising power over 
me. When I was at WHTQ/Orlan- 
do, the PD wanted me to do this sexy

voice on the air. I thought, `Cool, 
maybe I could get off overnights.' I 
listened to a tape and thought, `Ugh!'

Owens adds, "If you see some- 

thing in terms of `that's because he's 

a man,' you're going to lock your- 
self into that rut and never get any- 
where. You need to see no difference 
in the sex. Let go of any social up- 

bringing that was instilled in you as 

little baby chicks and see your co- 
workers and other people trying 
for jobs as just other people. You 

have just as much potential even 
though you don't have a penis. It's

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Is Format Kinder To Female Broadcasters? 

Are those involved in the Progressive format equally pro- 
gressive in their attitude toward women? Perhaps. Three wom- 
en PDs discuss the challenges they've encountered in every 
area of radio - from upper management to listeners - and 
the path that brought each to her current position.

Chris Mays 

While KMTT/ 
Seattle PD Chris 
Mays has found 
herself to be the 
only female at a 
corporate meet- 
ing or client pre- 
sentation in the 
past, in general, 
she says she's 
been treated 
equally. "Proba- 

bly the biggest difference in how 
women are treated in broadcasting, in 
my experience, has been with the lis- 
teners," she says. "TheAOR listeners 
tended to be more sexist, with a kind 
of Ted Nugent 'Hey baby' attitude." 

Stereo -Cast 
Mays continues, "On the other 

hand, one of the most appalling ex- 
amples of sexist thinking I encoun- 
tered was when I was programming 
AC radio. In terms of how we, the 
industry, regarded our female target 
demographic, the traditional thinking 
relied heavily on female stereotypes. 
Women listeners only want to hear 
news stories about 'animals, psychic 
phenomena, celebrities, kids, and 
health.' So every newscast had to 
cover those topics. It was tough to sit 
through some of those meeting with- 
out getting really pissed off. 

"Treatment from clients and co- 
workers has varied more by individ- 
ual than by format. You have to work 
with jerks in the every type of for- 
mat. And then there are the people 
who relate to you well, too, regard- 
less of the format you're in. As far 
as the Progressive format being 
kinder to women, I do think there 
are some general traits of the format 
that seem to lend themselves more 
naturally to a woman programmer's 
style. Speaking very broadly - be- 
cause none of this is universally true - women are generally thought to 
be more intuitive, more in touch with

their emotions, and more interested 
in the lyrical content of music than 
men. All of those characteristics can 
be helpful in programming a Pro- 
gressive format, so it can be more 
enjoyable for a woman to program 
this style of radio than others. 

"But at the end of the day, all for- 
mats require the same skills and abil- 
ities,from men or women: good ears, 
knowledge of the market and target 
demographic, the ability to find and 
coach good talent, marketing savvy, 
diplomacy, passion, and a commit- 
ment to winning." 

Defining The 
`Corporate Culture' 

According to KTCZ/ 
Minneapolis PD Lauren 
MacLeash, a company's 
overall attitude or feeling 
"starts at the top. There are 
many factors that affect 
how females are treated and 
viewed within any format - corporate culture being 
the biggest factor. Women 
broadcasters should inves- 
tigate the company's atti- 
tude toward their employees (male 
or female) before taking a position 
within the company. 

"Your biggest asset is talking with 
women within the company itself to 
find out how they've been treated and 
if they've been promoted. Who are 
the managers? How many are worn -

en? We also have a female station 
manager and assistant PD. I believe 
the companies that are and will be the 
most successful are the those that not 
only hire the most qualified person, 
but hire the one who loves the broad- 
casting business and format. 

"It seems those involved in the Pro- 
gressive format are not only progres- 
sive in the music that's played, but also 
in the thinking that goes into putting a 
station together. It's a format that was 
born of frustration from the tight, 
close-mindedness of competing for- 
mats. The 'good of boy' mentality 
doesn't work anymore," she contends. 
"Owners and GMs are hiring pro- 
grammers who have a feel for the 
music and also realise there's a differ- 
ence between 'playing records' and 
'playing radio.' Many women who 
come from an MD/assistant PD posi- 
tion know the music and have caught 
on that it takes more than just the mu- 
sic to make a station successful." 

Progressive Thinking 
In general, KRSH/Santa Rosa, 

CA PD Zoe Zuest thinks the Progres- 
sive format treats women - and any- 
one - who work in the format better. 
'This format has attracted fewer of the 
'old school' broadcasters. The people 
in this format are not only more pro- 
gressive in their musical thinking, but 
in their lifestyles as well. I love that I 
get treated with respect and concern 

by the many radio and record 
professionals I deal with ev- 
ery day. 

"In other formats I've 
worked that has not always 
been the case. I've worked 
in radio about six and a half 
years in just about every for- 
mat," she explains. "I've 
worked my way through the 
ranks slowly and steadily. 
It's taken me this long to get 

where I am today - not because of 
lack of talent on my part, or lack of 
hard work. I have found that I'm of- 
ten asked to justify the number of 
hours I work or don't work, when 
male colleagues are not. 

'This business is especially hard on 
women; it's still a man's business. I've

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Is Gender Still An Obstacle? 
Three female execs discuss 'the old boy network' and empowerment 
When I was an MD and PD in the '60s and ' 70s, I hoped the 

women who followed in my footsteps would find it easier to 
advance to positions of influence and authority. In the following 
column, three accomplished industry professionals assess whether 
gender is still an issue as we approach the 21st century. 

Money Is Power 
KHIH/Denver 

PD Jaime Kar- 
tak points out 
that money 
means power, no 
matter what busi- 
ness you're in. 
"As women have 
shown their earn- 
ing potential for 
their employers, 

Jaime Kartak beginning in the 
sales arena, their rise to power has 
followed. Competing on the streets 
is where women have had the first 
chance to prove themselves as 
equals. When a sales rep, whether 
male or female, walks into a client's 
business, the rep's earning potential - and the power it represents - is 
totally in the rep's hands. 

"The problems that women en- 
counter happen when their earning 
potential is taken out of their hands 
and put back in the hands of those 
men who are part of the 'good old 
boy network.' But as time goes on, 
more of those men will retire and be 
replaced by men who are accus- 
tomed to women in positions of 
power. It's human nature for people 
to resist the new and unfamiliar ... 
that's the position women [in man- 
agement] have occupied for so many 
years. As more women move up into 
stronger positions, that will become 
the norm rather than the exception. 
And this will become a question 
you'll no longer have to pose. And 
won't that be a great day? 

"It's still more difficult for women 
than men to rise [to positions they de- 
serve]. But I see the situation improv- 
ing. However, it appears the mentali- 
ty still exists that there should be a to- 
ken ethnic person [in the workplace]. 
And in the same way, there's also an 
unspoken mentality that there should 
be a cap on the number of women in

such a double standard: If the GM is a 
man and the staff is predominantly 
male, no one ever questions it. 

"I encourage women to be true to 
themselves and never be afraid to go 
for that promotion. Unfortunately, 
they will still have to prove them- 
selves - and probably have to work 
twice as hard. It boils down to your 
company and how entrenched it is 
in the old boys' network. You've got 
to pick your employer carefully. 

"Working with Noble Broadcast- 
ing in Denver is quite an exception. 
Our female -to-male department head 
ratio is seven -to -four. Two of our 
three PDs in this market are women, 
so you know the company is very 
open and supportive of women." 

`Initiation By Fire' 
WQCD (CD101.9)/New York 

GSM Lisa Luckett says being a wom- 
an has posed no obstacle whatsoever 
on her career track. "Gender has not 
been a negative in my experience," she 
explains. "I've been given an equal 
shot, and I've been paid equally. Sales 
is an easier place for women because 
it's much less confined as far as rules 
and limitations are concerned. Sales 
is an open-minded end of business; 
you can be creative there. There aren't 
a lot of rules, and you can't learn it by 
the book: You've either got the skills, 
or you don't. 

"I hate to generalize. But women 
tend to be detail -oriented and very 
hard workers, and that helps them

the workplace. And if a woman is in 
the highest position, such as GM, there 
can't be too many women [onstaff], 
or it appears there's favoritism. I've 
got women on -air in mornings, mid - 
days, and afternoons: They are the best 
people for the job, period. There's still 

m 
excel. Also, salespeople have to be 
intuitive, and it's women's nature to 
be so. But men who are successful in 
sales are equally intuitive. If I was a 
mentor, I would suggest to any wom- 
an or man interested in sales that they 
watch, listen, and do. Learn from 

your environment. In sales, it's all ex- 
periential, and it's all initiation by fire. 

"[Former GM] Maureen Lesourd 
is the woman - repeat, the woman - who turned this radio station 
around. We hire talented people here, - 

regardless of gender. I've just named 
two women to LSM and NSM posi- 
tions. And that comes on the heels of 
my promotion to GSM by GM Bob 
Paquette, who is now filling Mau- 
reen's shoes. Tribune Broadcasting 
is very forward -thinking, doing much 
to change an old, established Ameri- 
can industry: newspapers. That vision 
extends to WQCD, which has a fu- 
turistic format. And management at- 
titudes reflect that, too." 

Juggling Act 
Warner Bros. Director, National 

Jazz/NAC Promotion Deborah 
Lewow believes gender is still very 
much an issue. "When there are ma- 
jor gigs on the line, the boys' club 
closes ranks, and women are not of- 
ten considered for positions of real 
authority," she observes. "Fortunate - 
_y, I've worked with several enlight- 
ened men who have allowed me the 
opportunity to flourish. But I remem- 
ber [one situation] very clearly: When 
I was outspoken about doing 90% of 
his job for 10% of his pay, I was told 
by the man who gave me my first 
record job [at ABC Records] that I 
was getting a paid education. I ac- 
cepted that in 1973. But 20 years lat- 
er, I'm quite well-educated and I still 
earn only 60%-70% of what a man 
makes in my same position in a sim- 
ilarly sized company. 

"Hillary Rodham Clinton was 
here in Atlanta recently, and she said, 
`Women's education and fuller par- 
ticipation in society are central to the 
economic futures of every single 
country in the world.' To take this 
idea one step fur- 
ther: In addition 
to their participa- 
tion being central 
to the future, 
many women still 
have to be mothers. 
That's a strange 
dichotomy, too, 
because women's 
traditional gender 
role labels them as Deborah Lewow mothers first and 
business executives somewhere fur- 
ther down the scale. 

"As a working mother, I've been 
fortunate. I worked for [now] Mesa/ 
Bluemoon Pres. Jim Snowden 
when he had the Paras Group and 
Passport Jazz. He understood the 
dynamics of telecommunicating and 
allowed me to work from home. I 
could put my son on a schoolbus at 
seven and immediately begin work- 
ing. And even though I was still 
working, I was physically present for 
my son when he got home. 

Workplace Attitudes 
Poll addresses sexual harassment on the job 

More than 70 women who work in the NAC radio 
and record industries were asked to respond to 
an informal questionnaire regarding sexual harass- 

ment in the workplace. The respondents represent women 
from all employment levels (clerical to top management). 

It's important to note the vast majority of respondents stated that if they 
had experienced harassment, those incidents were well in the past and 
most often in employment unrelated to their current NAC endeavors. Also, 
because several women could recall more than one incident (and took 
varying action with varying results), some percentages total more than 100%.

"It was a unique opportunity that 
most working mothers don't have. 
Most have the responsibility of jug- 
gling: being in the office and being su- 
premely professional, while thinking 
about picking up a child at daycare be- 
fore 6pm or being charged an extra $10 
for arriving late. I've been blessed and 
have avoided many of those pressures. 

"It's very important that women be- 
lieve they can attain any position they 
set their minds to, within reason. We've 
got to be willing to work hard -some- 
times harder and smarter than the peo- 
ple around us. We need to practice not 
accepting the glass ceiling and visual- 
izing ourselves and our contemporar- 
ies moving beyond it."
