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For Traffic, Weather, Think Print?

Think print can’t challenge radio for immediacy? Perhaps the most attention-get-
ting billboard for radio folks at the Billboard/Airplay Monitor Radio Seminar was-
n’t one for a South Florida radio station but one for the Fort Lauderdale Sun-Sen-
tinel, which promised “Traffic 24/7” at “Sun-Sentinel.com,” marking a surprising
instance of a newspaper co-opting one of radio’s traditional positioners. A spokesper-
son for the paper says there wasn’t a specific attempt to target radio with its bill-
boards, which also include “Weather Radar Anytime” and “News Breaks Here.”

GETTING A HEAD IN RADIO
DOESN'T PAY OFF

Last May, we reported that two listeners had
sued active rock KORB Quad Cities, lowa, after
getting the station’s logo tattooed on their fore-
heads. But for tattooed man Richard Goddard Jr.,
being marked for life by a stupid radio stunt is just
the beginning. The Des Moines Register reports that
a couple with whom Goddard was staying in a
trailer park became tired of his constant com-
plaining and attempted to “teach him a lesson.”
The two tried to hang Goddard from a ceiling
beam, then beat him in the face with a ball-peen
hammer. The couple was arrested, while Goddard
was released from a hospital after two days.

MANAGEMENT: ONLY ONE COO NOW

Cox Radio restructures its management, with
the company’s two COOs adding executive VP
stripes. VP/co-COO Marc Morgan is now COO,
with responsibility for the company’s Houston
and Atlanta stations. Dick Ferguson shifts his title
from co-COO to executive VP and is overseeing
Cox’s Connecticut stations. Also, four executives
shift territorial duties. KISS/KSMG San Antonio
VP/GM Caroline Devine is named regional VP,
serving over the Honolulu market. Group VP
Rich Reis adds Tampa, Fla., oversight. WBAB,
WBLI/WHFM Long Island, N.Y,, VP/GM/RVP
Kim Guthrie adds the Greenville, S.C., market,
while Cox/San Antonio VP/GM/RVP Ben Reed
adds the Cox/Tulsa, Okla., cluster.

Longtime country WUSN (US99) Chicago
VP/GM Steve Ennen segues to a new position as
president/COO of sister company Spark Net-
work Services. That company, originally created
by Ennen, generates NTR programs for stations.
In other Infinity news, N/T KDKA Pittsburgh
GM Michael Young is promoted to senior
VP/market manager. Don Olyear continues as
GM of the market’s FM stations and will report to
Young. In St. Louis, VP/GM Beth Davis is upped
to senior VP/market manager and adds N/T
KMOX to her daily duties.

Back in Chicago, N/T WGN promotes GSM
Mark Kreischen to GM, replacing Steve Carver,
who joins a Tiibune TV station in Atanta. And
WKSC station manager/GSM Paul Agase returns
to Infinity as head of sales, according to the
Chicago Sun-Times.

A U.S. Bankruptcy Court has approved the sale
of R&B WROU (U92) and adult R&B WRNB
Dayton, Ohio. WROU goes to Radio One for
$9.5 million, and WRNB will be sold to K-Love
Radio Network of Sacramento, Calif., for $1.2
million (Aéplay Mondtor, Jan. 17). K-Love plans to
flip WRNB to Christian AC upon closing, which
could be finalized as early as March. Both stations
were owned by RoNita Hawes-Saunders, who
filed for bankruptcy last November. Meanwhile,
Radio One will have a litde more competition of
its own for its forthcoming cable netwwork when
Major Broadcasting launches a black-targeted
cable news channel, MBC News, late this year or
early next year, according to The Washington Post.

Universal Music Group inks a three-year deal
with Sean “P. Diddy” Combs’ Bad Boy label.
Terms are undisclosed, but Bad Boy is reported
to retain full ownership of its catalog.

Top 40 WXSS (Kiss 103.7) Milwaukee takes a
more rhythmic lean, although a handful of its

1 position at mainstream top 40 for a third week. Lavigne has already
topped all three charts in th= same week, with “Complicated.” Before
Lavigne, no artist had ever ked all three charts with the same track in
the same issue. Goo Goo Dolls came the closest, topping mainstream
top 40, adult top 40, and medern AC with both “Iris” and “Slide” but

not all three in the same we=k.

Meanwhile, Arista extend its record streak at No. 1 on adult top 40
to 30 straight weeks and beaomes the first label to post three consecu-
tive No. 1s, following “Th= Game of Love” by Santana Featuring
Michelle Branch and Lavigre’s “Complicated.”

BABY TALK: Blake Sheltan’s “The Baby” gives the Warner/Reprise Nashville team its first coun-
try No.1 since Shelton’s “Austin” topped the chart for five weeks in summer 2001. Prior to Shel-
ton’s pair of No. 1 singles, Warner Bros. hadn’t led the chart since June 2000, when Chad Brock’s

Shelton ends a six-week sant at No. 1 for Mark Wills, the longest chart-topping stretch for a Mer-
cury country single in more than four decades. Leroy Van Dyke’s “Walk On By” dominated for 19 weeks
in 1961. In the moderm era, Wills’ feat surpasses two Mercury titles that each spent five weeks on top:
Billy Ray Cyrus’ “Achy Breaks Heart” in 1992 and Shania Twain’s “Love Gets Me Every Time” in 1997.

Seether’s “Fine Again” (Wind-up) sets records for longest chart climb on two charts this week.
At active, “Fine Again” moves 4-3 in its 32nd week on the chart, eclipsing the 26 weeks it took
Chevelle’s “The Red” to rezch the top three last December. At heritage rock, “Fine Again” moves
65 in its 29th week; the Goc Goo Dolls’ “Iris” needed 19 weeks to crack the top five in August 1998.

view radio’s declining time spent listening of
recent years to other factors, rather than public
disaffection with radio’s music policies. For
MediaThink's Tom Barnes, it was spotloads.
Yahoo Music’s Jay Frank cited the proliferation
ol new music technologies and broadcasters’ will-
ingness to cede the Internet radio space to com-
panies like his because of royalties.

And National Assn. of Broadcasters’ (NAB)
Dennis Wharton cited the 78% approval rating
for radio in a recent NAB-sponsored study. Whar-
ton noted that while TSL has dropped “slightly”
over the years, time spent reading newspapers, he
noted, has dropped more. Wharton also decried
satellite radio, which he claims spentsome $50 mil-
lion to employ eight public-relations companies
to attack radio.

But speaking for the press side, Miami /Herald
reporter Jordan Levin decried the “circular argu-
ment” that radio

your listeners.” And he urged the programmers
themselves to get on the phone. “I hate talking to
publicists,” Sokol said. Wharton, too, urged radio
to “make yourself available.”

Levin’s contention, first seen in a recent /Herald
story, that “payola of one kind or another largely
drove what got on the air” in Latin radio diverted
the panel to a discussion of whether consideration
rules music decisions and whether that consider-
ation constitutes payola. Co-moderator Daniel
Glass, president of Artemis Records, says he
remains shocked by “the somersaults and flips we’ll
have to do” to get airplay. With a new Pretenders
album and tour in the wings, Glass noted, stations
would call him for 10 to 20 pairs of Pretenders
tickets but not play the new albuin. But Glass was
outspoken in his defense of independent pro-
moters, saying that he believed thev were “music
purists” and sometimes “more eflective than label

research dictates playing
familiar music when
unfamiliar music isn’t
exposed in the first
place. Why didn’t broad-
casters actually ry doing
something more adven-
turous, Levin asked—a

Levin also took issue with claims by radio’s back-
ers that consolidation has led to inore variety, sug-
gesting that Clear Channel did not bring a third
hip-hop station into Miami to serve a new audi-
ence but to take a bite out of a market segment
already served by two other Miami stations. “You
don’t have a God-given right to the airwaves,” she
said. “They are a public trust.”

Breit Sokol of Miami entertainment weekly New
Times pointed out that “radio has gotten an increc-
ible free ride for decades.” It has only been in the
past year or so that “a handful of media outlets”
have shown some teeth in portraying today’s cor-
porate, consolidated radio environment. Up until
now, “a vast amount of writing on radio has been
pufl’ pieces.” Sokol also felt it was 1o be expected
that as the radio industry becomes bigger and
more consolidated that it’s going to attract more
media aitention.

Entercom VP of programming Pat Paxton
encouraged radio to develop a relationship with
the local and national consumer press. Sokol sug-
gested that radio people use less jargon. “If a writer
is calling you from a mainstream paper, try and
put things in a manner as if you were talking to

can’t he expected to
turn down an independent promoter who pays
“$100,000 1o $200,000 to talk to us for 15 minutes
aweek.” But Barnes called it “dubious” to suggest
that a promoter is paying $100,000 a year solely
for a series of 15-minute phone calls. The pro-
moter is paying for the relationship, and, Barnes
suggested, the radio station gets the money to mit-
igate the risk of playing unfamiliar music.

A MOOT POINT BY 2004?

So are labels going to make the independent
promotion issue moot in 2003, as some observers
expect? At the seminar’s opening panel, “The VPs
Speak,” Warner Bros. VP of promotion Dale Con-
none said, “We are cutting back on indie deals, yet
we'll still pay for a good relationship, but it’s not
like it was the last two years. I'm not going to pay
an indie if they don’t even talk to the PD.”

Universal VP of pop and crossover promotion
Dave Reynolds says indies will be the next-to-last
item cut and are not going away until it is oth-
erwise necessary to cut a label’s own staff, but he
also says that indie spending “will diminish if they
are ineffective. I actually had one indie say to
me, ‘Dude, I'm just the toll taker’” We need to

Jjust say no to them.”

Perhaps the funniest moment at the Bill-
board/Airplay Monitor Radio Seminar’s rhyth-
mic top 40 panel, held Feb. 7, took place wheun
the representative of an independent labe!
began screaming the word “respect,” cutting
oft panelists and an audience member. While
that strategy might not have earned much
regard from the audience, respect seemed to
be at the heart of many of the record/radio
issues that were raised.

WKTU New York PD Frankie Blue, whose
dance-leaning station is often the odd man out
on an increasingly rap-driven chart, urged
labels to “do your homework, know your peo-
ple. I find so many record people have no idea
of who [ am as a person or how to approach
me. They just make calls.” But Blue’s priori-
ties will probably differ from those calling him
for a little while longer, since the rest of the
panel seemed to agree that only those stations
targeted 25-34 could play dance music. Even
with old school, KUBE Seattle PD Eric Powers
noted, “if it'’s Gloria Gaynor, it won’t work. But
if it’s A Tribe Called Quest,” it will.

But even a hip-hop PD can mess up a label’s
priorities. WLLD (Wild 98.7) Tampa, Fla., PD
Orlando echoed the sentiment of several pan-
elists who complained that labels give up on
songs t0o soon or don’t accept when a station
has fonund a different cut from a project. He
said, “My station’s goals don’t always fit your
marketing plan.”

But MCA’s Azim Rasheed defended the
labels as he asked radio to be more proac-
tive in communicating its concerns. “It’s a
partnership. Radio wanits to operate sepa-
rately, and that’s where we all lose. We must
learn to work together.” And Blue agreed
that “PDs should take time to understand
what labels are dealing with today.” Orlando
added that “animosity and negativity” were

still big problems for the industry overall.

Blue also touched on a “lack of vision” on
both sides of the industry. “The people who
slash jobs are the ones getting rewarded today.
Where are the people who find new ways to
make money? There should be more rewards
for the boss or person that walks into an office,
saying, ‘I've found a way to make a few thou-
sand or even a million this year.” Our industry
needs more people who do more than just
slash jobs and cut budgets.”

WHAT ARE CONCERTS WORTH?

With station shows remainiug an issue of
contention for labels and radio, WPOW
(Power 96) Miami PD Kid Curry insisted his
station’s ratings saw “little or no positive
impact” from big shows and documented rar-
ings growth in 2002 after abandoning them.
“We got no spike. We were into everything, we
were everywhere; shows, county fairs—what
did it get us? Nothing.”

But Powers saw positives in “working ticket
giveaways into quarter-hours” to “reinforcing
our station’s image.” Others in radio both on
the panel and in the audience agreed that sta-
tion revenue was now too dependent on sta-
tion shows for them to go away.

So just because labels would like shows to
go away, PDs aren’t going to stop asking for
acts. Orlando said that “it’s getting crazy get-
ting artists to agree to even paid shows.
Some VPs are no more of a help than their
reps [when it comes to influencing artists].
It seems like we have less clout than pro-
moters, and we're paying. If I'm willing to
answer your label’s calls, then you should be
willing to answer my questions and get it
done . . . It should not take from January to
June just to get an artist to give you an
answer on your show.” SKIP DILLARD

But will that just spur radio to try and cultivate
label dollars directy? It already has, to some extent,
with the Cumulus attempt to take its independent
promotion deal in-house. And Connone says he’s
willing to spend more money marketing through
radio directly; the label is planning a Madonna
campaign that will address her traditional prob-
lems in callout research with a series of spots that
precedes the release of the single.

The indie debate evolved into the question of
whether Airplay Monitor should continue o
include overnight spins, often the most manipu-
lated part of a station’s programming, in its pages.

Jive’s Joe Riccitelli and Reynolds were in favor of
eliminating overnights. Connone said, “I hate
overnight spins, but I don’t think you should
tamper with the accuracy of the data.”

Reynolds also brought up the challenge of
reaching the next generation of record buyers.
He said, “My daughter is 10 . . . She’s now going
to get her music directly on the Internet. She
can choose what song and which artists she
wants to hear, when she wants them. She doesn’t
have to wait to hear them on the radio. So how
are we as labels going to reach those consumers?
There is an entire generation out there who
doesn’t care about radio or, in essence, what we
do in promotion.”

REACHING THE NEXT GENERATION

So how to reach out to the nextgeneration? At
his panel, Frank challenged todav’s radio to look
to new media, which is attracting radio’s potential
audience. “I haven’t heard production that has
changed much in the last 10 years,” Frank said. In
contrast, he pointed out that Fox integrated ele-
ments from the John Madden football videogane
series into its coverage and saw ratings increase.

Bringing new lisieners into the tent was also
on the minds of PDs at the Feb. 8 mainstream
top 40 panel. One particularly vivid reality check
came from Clear Channel/Miami regional VP

of programming Rob Roberts, whose teenager,
despite a lifelong access to free music, has down-
loaded more than 800 MP3s—the point being
that it’s not about CD prices being too expen-
sive but the hobbyist enjoyment of finding and
downloading new music.

WRBLI Long Island, N.Y,, PD ].]. Rice agreed, cit-
ing a story he had recently heard from a record
exec about their child going to school where every-
one was bringing in burned CDs to share. When
the exec gave their child a brand-new CD to bring
in, the child balked, saying that it's not cool to bring
in commercial CDs and that they would be picked
on if they did. And WKZL Winston-Salem, N.C,,
PD Jeff McHugh definitely senses some cynicism
from listeners who ask if Eminem is paying the sta-
tion to play his songs so often.

Even among listeners still amenable to radio,
there are increasing problems maintaining a
mother/daughter coalition when, in the words of
KMXV (Mix 93.3) Kansas City PD Jon Zellner,
“Adults think we're for kids, and kids think we're
not cool.” With WHYI recentlv joined by R&B,/hip-
hop sister WMIB (the Beat), Roberts notes that
the lowest-testing R&B record usually beats Y100’s
best-testing song. While PDs were often embar-
rassed by their format’s reliance on teen pop,
Roberts savs the format “got a litle dumber” when
those records went away.

With a war on the horizon, WAPE Jacksonwville,
Fla., PD Cat Thomas said his station has had a cri-
sis plan in place since the aftermath of Sept. 11,
2001. Roberts is already running promos on his
station telling listeners that should war be declared
Y100 will be there to inform them.

McHugh pointed out that news is not a top
40 station’s strong suit, and that while top 40
may not be very good at news, “we are good at
emotion.” He is instructing his airstaff to talk
about emotion and encourage those listeners
who call in to also discuss how they’re feeling
during this difficult time.

RECORDS THAT WORK BUT AREN'T BEING WORKED

@ Mercy Me, “I Can Only Imagine” (KRBV Dallas)

How did an 18-month-old Christian AC record
make its way onto top 40 “Wild 100"? The song had already
gotten 1,500 spins on crosstown KLTY, one of the contem-
porary Christian format’s showplaces, but it came to the
station when a listener brought it to morning man Fitz’s
attention as part of a bit. “Off that one spin, it was the day’s
most-requested song. Off of two spins, it was the week’s
most-requested song,” APD Alex Valentine says. At press

time, the song was getting about 18 spins per week at the station and prompting calls
from all ages and demos along the lines of, “I just wanted to thank you for playing that
song. That totally sheds new light on your radio station.”

“We also get a handful of calls saying, ‘You're not a Christian station. Why
are you playing it?’ " Valentine says. “We tell them, ‘Because it's a great song . . .
Just because we're Wild doesn’t mean we don’t believe in God.” And they’ll say, ‘Oh,

I love you guys.'"

Mercy Me, signed to Christian label iNO Records, has already released its
follow-up album. The group is from nearby Greenville, Texas, and has performed live
on KRBV, “I didn’t hear this firsthand,” Valentine says, “but somebody called me
and said that KLTY was giving us plugs on-air for having them come into the stu-

dio to perform.”

While it has become more common in
the top 40 world, adult top 40 PDs were still
dubious about the value of doing callout-
style research on the Internet, judging from
the Feb. 7 format discussion at the Bill-
board/Airplay Monitor Radio Seminar.
KMXB Las Vegas APD/MD Charisse Fruge
said her station was getting rid of its Inter-
net research, which drew only Pls who
favored rock records over everything else.
In the audience, her boss, OM Cat Thomas
noted the wide variance between some of
his Internet numbers and subsequent tra-
ditional callout results, calling the former
“100% false.”

KYKY/KEZK St. Louis PD Smokey Rivers
also noted that a rival station has done
Internet research and “hasn’t seen any
benefit.” Then again, he wasn’t very im-
pressed with traditional callout these days,
noting that his daughter received a call
from a rival station that was so “unprofes-
sional,” she began giving deliberately incor-
rect responses “just because the [caller
was] such an idiot.”

While being forced to acknowledge the
success of Norah Jones was baftling for
mainstream top 40 PDs, who had to fit her
on the same radio station as Eminem, there
had also been issues for adult top 40 PDs
and MDs, with several—like WTIC-FM
Hartford, Conn., APD/MD Jeanine Jer-
sey—turning it over to the listeners. While
she got “70 cails in 30 minutes” in favor of
the song, Fruge said her response was “only
50% positive.”

ALL BY MYSELF

At the AC format session, panelists dis-
cussed the rise of exclusive AC hits, the
topic of a recent Spin column in Airplay
Monitor. Ken Payne of WMGF Orlando,
Fla., said, “Thank God for the AC artists,
because it gives us a meaningful difference
from our competitors.” But WLIF Balti-
more’s Bill Pasha disagreed, saying he
doesn’t care about format exclusivity
because the audience doesn’t care. The
audience, he said, only cares about “hit

records being followed by another one.”

Consultant Guy Zapoleon suggested
country and Christian music as good
avenues of potential AC hits. When an
audience member asked whether AC is
already playing too many country songs,
Zapoleon noted that country represents
only a small percentage of what’s being
played on AC radio. And audience mem-
ber Gary Nolan of WLTE Minneapolis said,
“I don’t think the audience perceives those
as country songs.

WHAT DID YOU GET FOR CHRISTMAS?

The effectiveness of the all-Christmas for-
mat was also debated at the session. Pasha
who successfully made his first foray into
the all-Christmas format last year, joked
that it did so “exceptionally well” that he
plans to start it in March this year. But pan-
elists noted that it was not as effective every-
where. Payne said the success of the all-hol-
idav stunt “is dependent on the market.
Last year was his third year doing it in |
Orlando, and while he noted that “we |
didn’t have the [ratings] pop we had the
previous two years,” it was still effective.

KMXV/KSRC Kansas City PD Jon Zell-
ner suggested “being a little more con-
servative and mass appeal” after the holi- |
day stunting in order to keep some of the
people who came to the station from
other formats.

KRACKERBOX PALACE |
At the adult top 40 session, WOMX
Orlando MD Laura Francis related the
story of how artist Uncle Kracker had
played at the opening of a local mall, which
the station had described to him only as a
station event. When the artist found out,
Francis said, he told the station, “There’s
not enough cuss words” to relate how he
felt about having played a mall. At the AC
session, Reprise’s Phil Costello said avoid-
ing that kind of situation “is the record
company’s responsibility too, to make sure
itis not an undesirable venue.
