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Cumulus’ Lew Dickey
On Chicks, Indies, More

Lew Dickey says he was recently “ambushed”
on Capitol Hill.

The chairman/CEO of Adanta-based Cuimnu-
lus Media agreed, based on “strong urging” from
the staff of Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., to partici-
pate in a July 8 congressional hearing to discuss
radio market definitions as they relate to the
FCC’s recently revised broadcast ownership rules.

“That’s what I went in there prepared to talk
about,” Dickey says. What happened next, he says,
was “basically an ambush,” with “two hours of
grilling on something that was relatively senseless.”

That “something’
was Cumulus’ widely
reported corporate
decision not to play
the Dixie Chicks on
any of its country sta-
tions for a time after
Chicks singer Natalie
Maines remarked to a
London concert audi-
ence that she was J
ashamed that Presi-
dent Bush is from her DICKEY
home state of Texas.

Dickey was also surprised when Chicks man-
ager Simon Renshaw was brought in to testify. “He
was more of a prop than anything,” Dickey says of
Renshaw. “He didn’t really say much.

“We were accused of having a political agenda,
but it was clear the only political agenda was
theirs,” he says, referring to the lawmakers grilling
him at the hearing.

Dickey says the fact that his top 40s continued
to play the Chicks throughout the controversy is
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evidence that Cumulus had “no political agenda”
against the band. “We were merely responding to
what the listeners wanted us to do.” Once the
furor died down, he notes, Cumulus chose to
resume country airplay for the group.

Dickey says some of the remarks made by mem-
bers of Congress at the hearing “smacked of
hypocrisy. They were not making principled argu-
ments. If they were really concerned about First
Amendment rights, there should have been the
same outrage about [talk hosts] Dr. Laura and
Michael Savage losing their [TV] shows [for anti-
gay remarks]. It suited their agendas and there-
fore they remained silent.”

WHO REALLY CHOSE?

At the hearing, Dickey maintained that the
decision to drop the Chicks was a result of a
groundswell of negative reaction from the audi-
ence, bubbling up to the individual programmers,
who then came to corporate for direction.

“Their gut told them what to do,” he says, “but
they were looking for some guidance and that’s
merely all we did. We provided our guys with a
framework. The involvement from corporate was
to help our guys on a local level make a decision.
It was never dictated from corporate based on
management’s political agenda.”

House Votes On FCC Rules

The House of Representatives voted 400 to 21 July 23 to
scale back the June 2 revision of the FCC’s ownership rules.
The legislation was pait of a spending bill that would prevent
the agency from enforcing the new rule that would allow a
TV broadcaster to own local stations that collectively reach

45% of the national audience.

The Bush administration has threatened to
veto such a large, multi-agency spending bill if it
contains FCC rollback language, but Billboard
reports that Washington, D.C,, insiders doubt
Bush would {ollow through.

In addition, Sens. Byron L. Dorgan, D-N.D., and
Trent Lott, R-Miss., have spelled out their timetable
for initiating «a little-used “resolution of disap-
proval” that would cffectively veto the FCC rules.
The senators said they would start the clock on the
procedure when lawmakers return in September.
They also said that if the resolution is approved in
the Senate but held up by Republican leaders in
the House, they would try to nix the FCC rules by
chopping commission funding in a Senate spend-
ing bill so the agency could not enforce them.

But some feel that the FCC didn’t go far enough
with the new rules. The National Assn. of Broad-
casters has announced that it will go to court in
two weeks alleging that the FCC should have elim-
inated the duopoly rule in small markets and
should not replace its traditonal overlap contour
measurements for determining markets by replac-
ing them with Arbitron definitions. NAB
spokesman Dennis Wharton says, “It’s causing a
great deal of uncertainty among small owners.”

For his part, in a July 28 New York Times opin-
ion piece, FCC chairman Michael K. Powell cites
a “lack of consensus and even some basic mis-
understandings” on the part of Congress.

Meanwhile, a Deparument of Justice witness at
a House antitrust panel July 24 told Rep. Howard
Berman, D-Cial,, and other lawmakers that DOJ
is still conducting an “open investigation” into
Clear Channel Communications. Billboard has
also learned that a DOJ investigator has contacted
the Recording Artists’ Coalition for input. Andrew
Levin, Clear Channel senior VP for governiment
affairs, states, “We are cooperating fully with all
DQJ requests, and we are confident the DOJ will
find, as it has in the past, that our company is man-
aged with the highest degree of integrity.”

And following a recent “open letter” that
accused Cox Radio of denying commercial ime
to clients who also advertised on its R&B WMIB

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Country WJCL (Kix 96, Savannah, Ga.,
gave its banner to a command sergeant
major from the local Hunter Army Air-
field just before his Apache helicopter
battalion was sent to Iraq for six months.
He took the banner with him and
snapped some shots of it around Bagh-
dad, including one taken outside the for-
mer Saddam International Airport.
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(the Beat) Miami, Clear Channel/Miami issued
a second letter July 23 declaring that “after fur-
ther review and discussion with senior manage-
ment at Cox Radio, we have concluded that the
issues addressed in our ‘open letter’ appear to
be isolated incidents and not part of an approved
Cox sales policy,” the new letter says. Cox GM
Jerry Rushin told Monitorlast week that there was
“not a hint of truth” in the allegations.

A Fourth Modern No. 1 For WB

Linkin Park’s “Faint” gives Warner Bros. its fourth modern v
rock No. 1 of 2003. It’s the first time that a label has achieved
that disinction since Reprise did so in 1995 and only the seventh
time since the chart’s inception in 1988. Warner holds the
record for most No. 1 tracks in a year with five in 1989. For
Linkin Park, “Faint” is its third chant-topper since December
2001—more than any other act in that time frame.

It sounds a lot like the early "90s at AC this week, as Simply
Red returns to the charts more than a decade after 1992's “For
Your Babies” with “Sunrise” (simplyred.com). At the same time,
Amy Grant debuts for the first time in nearly five years with
“Simple Things” (A&M/Interscope), which earns Most Air-
play Adds this week. Grant’s “I Will Remember You” charted at
the same time as “For Your Babies.” Daryl Hall & John Oates, whose “I Can’t Go for That (No Can
Do)” gives “Sunrise” its sample, are doubly represented at AC this week with “Man on a Mission” and

Speaking of veteran artists, collaborating with Alan Jackson gives Jimmy Buffett his first country No.
1 this week with “It’s Five O’Clock Somewhere.” It’s Jackson’s 21st country No. 1. The ranking also
gives Arista Nashville its first back-to-back chart-toppers since October 2001.

Travis Tritt’s “Lonesome, On’ry and Mean” (RCA) is his second country chart hit from a tribute
alburn.

‘Angels In Waiting’: Not Your
Typical Love Songs Show

A woman who lost both her hushand and
her 19-vear-old son over the course of a year is
told that her son’s motorcycle crash happened
because he swerved (o avoid hitting a “large
hairy dog.” Later, her daughter gets in touch
with witnesses who confirm that such an ani-
mal was, indeed, milling around the accident
scene—information that hadn’t been given (o
the family by the police.

Another woman calls looking to reestablish
contact with her late parents. She’s told that
their spirits will stay within the family, inhab-
iting the bodies of her new-
born kids. Another caller is
told that the son she lost came
back through a later child.

It’s not your typical love
songs program. It’s “Angels in
Waiting,” the show that has
been occupying three hours of
AC KOST Los Angeles’ Sun-
day-night edition of “Love
Songs on the KOST” show
since May. The brainchild of
KOST weekender (and farmer
overnighter) Shaun Valentine,
the show offers listeners the
opportunity to communicate with their
dearly departed through a medium. And
even if you view that premisc cvnically, “if
Web site hits and request line calls mean any-
thing,” Clear Channel/I.os Angeles director
of AC programming Jhani Kave savs, “this is
going to be huge.”

“Words can’t express how this has taken off.
Since May 18, I've got-
ten nearly 4,000 hits on
our Web site. We're so
backed up on e-mails
that it’s beyond beliet,”
Valentine says. Kaye
adds that the show
“just might become the
next incarnation of
‘Love Songs,” " literally.

Valentine has been
formulating the show
since 1988, when he be-

Callers have typically been pre-selected from
the show’s abundance of e-mails and pre-
edited. “It’s a very tast show,” he says. “It typi-
cally goes 100 miles an hour.”

Valentine says that finding the appropriate
music for the show is “sometimes verv hard.
It’s a lot harder to find songs for this show
than a regular ‘Love Songs’ show.” Not sur-
prisingly, the show’s top three requests are
“Wind Beneath My Wings” by Bette Midler,
“Angel” by Sarah McLachlan and Eric Clap-
ton’s “Tears in Heaven.” But, Valentine
emphasizes, there’s also up-
tempo music—such as Janet
Jackson’s “Together Again”™—
that fits. And “we don’tend up
plaving just death songs. We
play love songs. We play new
hits. It’s not just sad, depress-
ing love songs.”

Kaye, Valentine says, “has
given me a lot of leewayv musi-
callv.” When a medium kept
focusing on the word “heart-
break,” prompting a caller to
reveal that “Heartbreak Hotel”
had been plaved at her
father’s funeral, it was Kaye who told Valen-
tine the next day that he should have broken
format to play Elvis. “Thani has reallv opened
the door for me through his guidance,”
Valentine sayvs. “He has done a lot and has
been coaching me throughout.”

While it might present a challenge (o keep
three hours of bereaved callers positive, “it
ends up being that
way,” Valentine says.
“Usually you have
somebody who’s look-
ing for answers: why
they lost their loved
one. And the answer
comes from the spirit
saying, ‘This is the way
works. You come
and go at a certain

James Van Praagh, who came to N/T sister KFI
for an appearance. Valentine grabbed his copy
of Van Praagh’s book, headed down 1o the stu-
dio and "asked him if he would be interested
in doing KOST.” Nothing happened immedi-
ately, but “as I kept hosting ‘Love Songs,’ peo-
ple kept calling in and saving, ‘l miss my hus-
band. Can you plav a song for him?’ That’s
when I thought, ‘Why don't we have a medium
so we can dedicate the song to the actual spirit
on the other side.

“I didn’t pursue the show until late last year.
None of my colleagues nor I ever thought that
Jhani would go for it. But lo and behold, he
was willing to talk about it, and he gave me the
OK. Then I began the research on finding the
right mediums for the show,” Valentine savs.
The show was initially supposed to take two
hours of the “Love Songs” slot but was quickly
expanded to three.

Seattle-based Dennis Jackson is what Valen-
tine jokingly calls the show’s Kato Kaelin, or
the “guest house medium.” But there is also a
panel of other mediums that rotates through
other weeks. “I didn’t know any of these peo-
ple” at the outset, Valentine says. “I just began
researching them on the Internet.’

A SPIRITED THREE HOURS
Valeniine typically takes four phone calls at
a time, punctuated by one or two songs.

time.” Listeners grieve
because they don’t see
somebody.

THE UNSEEN ENGINEER

Counseling one person on his or her loss
can be draining. So what is it like dealing with
the bereaved for three hours? "By the end of’
the night, I'm not just overwhelmed by the
messages coming through but mentally and
physically exhausted,” Valentine says. “But the
thrill of how these people are heing touched
call after call stays with me for the whole week
and for months at a time.”

And some of those “unforgettable mo-
ments” are personal. “I've had a lot of strange
things happen on the air,” Valentine says. One
of those, he recalls, was seeing control knobs
that were out of his reach start moving. “I
think it was one of the kids who we were trving
to reach coming through,” he says. “It was a
young brother who passed, and I think he
started playing with the knobs.” Valentine also
says that the first time he talked to Jackson,
“friends and family spirits started to come
through, and it just blew my mind.”

There’s also a coincidence involving the
show’s title. Valentine wasn’t aware of the 2001
country hit by Tammy Cochran—inspired by

Radio Broadcast Data System (RBDS) technology to
offer visual song info . . .

I have to say, “Amen!” Forget radio for a
minute—remember when DirecTV (and/or
Dish Network) arrived? They offered
more channels and information about the
channels than regular cable. We didn’t
always have the TV listings and specific
information about each show at our fin-
gertips. Of course now, most cable systems
have adapted and added most if not alt of
these features.

As you mentioned in your article, XM and
Sirius (and Internet stations, for that matter)
run title and artist on every song. I believe, as
you do, that more information about the artist
and song titles will lead to more interest and
therefore more sales.

So why don’t more radio stations use the
RBDS technology? Is it becanse most radios
tocday don’t utilize it? [ have a 2002 Chevy van
that has it, and only one station in the area uses
it for messages—most only put a positioning
statement and/or call letters.
