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Modern Rock Has
More Hip-Hop Choices

Modern rock has always had room for hip-hop,
but the two seemingly disparate genres seem to
be intersecting more now than ever before.

The success of Eminem’s “Lose Yourself” early
last year wasn't that big of a surprise. The artist
was already a superstar who had received nomi-
nal modern play in the past, and the song was a
guitar-based track from an event movie that many
18- to 34-vear-olds flocked to. Likewise, OutKast’s
“Hey Ya!” was too big of a song for modern rock
to ignore.

However, a new crop of songs—including Jay-Z’s
“99 Problems,” Cypress
Hill’s “What’s Your
Number,” Atmos-
phere’s “Trying to Find
aBalance,” N*E*R*D’s
“She Wants to Move”
and D12’s "My Band”
—have all received air-
play at modern rock.
Modern programmers
say they have more
hip-hop choices now
than they have had in
some time.

WBRU Providence, R.1., PD Seth Resler thinks
modern’s hip-hop neo-renaissance is the result of
R&B radio attracting a large chunk of modern’s
demographics. “Modern rock isn’t as big as it was,
and a lot of us are getting beat by hip-hop stations
for the first time in the last couple of years,” he
says. “We're trying to figure out how to [lure that

Infinity Clarifies
Indecency Policy
H by Phyllis Stark

After outlining its indecency policy to GMs
and PDs in a Feb. 18 internal memo (Airplay
Monitor, March 5), Infinity has further clari-
fied its policy in a Feb. 27 memo sent to the
same employees.

The newer memo, from the company’s attor-
ney Steven Lerman of the firm Leventhal, Sen-
ter & Lerman and obtained by Airplay Monitor,
addresses specific questions raised by some
Infinity managers. The memo could serve as a
model for indecency policies at other broad-
cast companies.

“Corporate management and our office are
sensitive to the practical difficulties associated
with identifying indecent material, stemming
from the fundamental and unfortunate fact that
the FCC’s generic indecency standard is, and
has been acknowledged by the courts to be,
inherently vague,” the memo says. It further
notes that the law firm is “not in a position to
decree whether any particular material is or is

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FCC Fines CC Again, For WWDC's Segal

The FCC has proposed another large fine against Clear Channel. This time, it's a $247,500 penalty
levied against syndicated modern WWDC (DC101) Washington, D.C., morning man Elljot Segal for
material broadcast last year on three stations.

The material in question involved a discussion with a female caller about oral sex and adultfilm
star Ron Jeremy, warranting the maximum $27,500 fine. The bit aired two more times throughout
the day in promos for Segal’s show, which is also heard on modern stations WRXL Richmond, Va.,
and WOSC Bethany Beach, Del.

Clear Channel issued a statement saying the incident in question took place one year before it
implemented its Responsible Broadcasting Initiative and that it has since begun broadcasting
Segal’s show with a seven-second delay. CC also said it would “investigate the situation fully and

respond as appropriate.”

As was expected, the House of Representatives
recently passed the Broadcast Decency Act, rais-
ing the maximum FCC fine for indecent broad-
casts from $27,500 to $500,000.

Howard Stern reacted to the House passing
the bill by doing his show without speaking for
an hour-and-a-half. Playing bits of music, media
reaction to his show and a voicemail from Stern
to producer Gary Dell’Abate asking him to put
together a show where he didn 't talk, Stern finally
cracked the mic by saying the bill’s passage was
the end of free speech and repeated that he
might wind up on satellite radio. Stern has said
that he would become an amazing spokesperson
for satellite radio and “kill the industry he worked
so hard to build up.”

Meanwhile, exiled Clear Channel jock Bubba
the Love Sponge recently spoke during a video
news conference at Web sites bubbaarmy.com
and btls.com. He stated that he has “no ill will
toward Clear Channel” for firing him. He vowed
to resurface on satellite radio, noting that he has
spoken with Sirius and XM.

In other news, Sen. Russ Feingold, D-Wis., sent
aletter to the FCC March 9 calling on the agency
to begin a probe of “pay for play” schemes at
radio. Feingold is the sponsor of pending legis-
lation that calls for an increase in local and inde-
pendently produced radio content, as well as
greater competition in radio programming,
advertising and concert promotion.

The letter follows lobbying on the issue by the
National Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences,
the Recording Artists Coalition and the American
Federation of Television & Radio Artists.

For your information: Wearing red gets you
better service in a restaurant, women miss kiss-
ing most in a mature relationship, and don’t eat
hot soup in your car.

Now, stir in Celine Dion, Paul Davis and Brian
McKnight—and add the dulcet tones of
media/music personality John Tesh—and you’ve
got a typical broadcast of “The John Tesh Radio
Show,” a quickly burgeoning daily syndicated
show targeting AC radio stations. With its mix of
music and relevant talk, the
show’s savy slogan is “music and
intelligence for your life.”

Since launching at the end of
April, the five-hour program has
scooped up 76 affiliates—this, in
addition to the 150 outlets
already airing the weekend edi-
tion of the program, which
began in 2000. Most, but not all,
of Tesh’s affiliates air his show in
the evening.

In an era where broadcasters
are frantically apprehensive
about offending listeners—and
the FCC—the former “Entertainment Tonight”
host and new age minion seems to have tapped
into a literal safe harbor with programming that
offers a “family-safe and Hriendly” promise. In
fact, liners actually assure his audience, “If a 9-
year-old can’t listen to it, you won’t hear it on this
radio station.”

PULLING IN THE REINS

Tesh is considerably passionate about the
show’s mandate: “You can scream all you want
about First Amendment rights, but

Tesh’s six dozen affiliates seem to dot the coun-
try in equal geographic proportion, including
WLYF Miami; WKJY Long Island, N.Y.; KOSI

also signed on in Canada. And recently, adding
further testament to the show’s versatility, Las
Vegas affiliate KMZQ became the first station to
air Tesh not in evenings but during afternoon
drive.

In another twist, three non-AC
outlets have adopted the pro-
gram, using only Tesh’s voice-
overs and inserting their own
music.

SHOW PREP PAYS OFF

“I think the show lias turned
into a real gold mine of infor-
mation,” Tesh says. “I really believe that people
start tuning in and they just get hooked. I'm a
friendly voice, but this isn’t about me. The con-
cept is so strong: We like to say we offer ‘all the
information you need to live your life a whole lot
better—or just impress your friends at the water
cooler on Monday.’ Give us 20 minutes and we’ll
make you the smartest person in the room.”

Tesh employs a research staff of seven just to
dig up the information he shares a tidbit at a ime
with listeners. “There is a magazine for evervthing
now; we go through all of them to

waves were intended for. We've

trned our backs on decency. You can be funny
without being disgusting and provocative. Things
have just gone too far.

“I have a 9year-old in the house and I tell you,
it really levels you,” he adds. “In Los Angeles,
the only two radio stations I can listen to with
my daughter are the Disney Channel and the
Christian station.”

Clearly, Tesh has tapped into a widely shared
ideal. In a number of markets, his show has
posted dramatic worst-to-first ratings. At KKD]
(K-Lite) Bakersfield, Calif., the first signed affili-
ate of the daily version of his
show ranked No. 1 in the
summer and fall 2003 Arbi-
tron books with women 25-
54, walloping longtime AC
syndicated evening-show sta-
ple Delilah, according to PD
Kenn McCloud.

“It’s one of few destina-
tion shows,” McCloud
says. “We say our morning
show [“The Kenn & Bar-
bie Show”] is mome-safe.
Moms can listen with their
7-year-old in the car with
them. John’s commitment to radio for the
family is perfect for us.”

At KKLT (Lite Rock 98.7) Phoenix, the week-
end show improved the station’s share 744%,
with cume up 283% and TSL up more than
200%, according to Tesh. Overall, the show is No.
2 in its daypart.

vation and positive thinking.

It was a major goal from the beginning to dis-
tinguish the show from relationshipfocused com-
petitors. Tesh explains, “We want to be useful. We
don't want to listen to the crying and whining,
where you do nothing about it. We want to help
people solve their problems, to give a purpose in
their lives and then to live that out. ‘Go home,
get a Sharpie and write on your mirror three
goals and see them or pray over them every day
and make vour life better.” ”

The information bits that Tesh delivers are nes-
tled between familiar AC hits. One recent hour
included the Corrs, Dan
Fogelberg, Jewel, Edwin
McCain, Christina Aguilera,
Rod Stewart, Sheryl Crow,
Marc Anthony, Genesis and
Faith Hill. Ten to 12 songs
per hour is the norm.

Conveniently, the music
mix complements Tesh’s
own status as a fixture in
the new age, instrumental
and Christian music gen-
res. His accolades include
three gold albums, two
Grammy Award nomina-
tions, several No. 1 radio hits, three PBS specials
and sold-out tours. His current “Power of Love”
was nominated for a 2003 Grammy for best pop
instrumental album.

As a broadcaster, Tesh has earned an Asso-
ciated Press Award for investigative journal-
ism and worked two tours as an Olympic

Sometimes, it takes the good intentions of
just one forward-thinking station.

In the case of Sarah Connor’s top 20 hit,
the midtempo soul stomper “Bounce”—
which achieved Airpower status on last issue’s
mainstream top 40 chart—KHTT (K-Hits)
Tulsa, Okla., imported the song all the way
from the artist’s native Germany
because it sounded like a good
fit for the station.

How often does that happen
anymore?

Across much of Europe, Con-
nor has scored a number of hits
during the past year, including
hip-hop-inflected “Let’s Get Back
to Bed Boy!” featuring TQ and
"One Nite Stand” featuring
Wyclef Jean, as well as power bal-
lad “From Sarah With Love.” But
the Epic singer’s brand of green-
eyed soul was not necessarily tar-
geted for US. release.

That's when K-Hits APD Matt
the Bratt Ryder got into the act.
He heard “Bounce” on a Web site

record,” ” Rush recalls,

The station tested the song on-air in late
August 2003 by putting it in a battle of new
songs. It won for three or four consecutive
nights and on Sept. 8 was added to the station’s
regular rotation, in all dayparts.

“We never saw it as an exclusive nighttime
record,” Rush says, noting that
“the curiosity phones started
immediately.”

As the song continued to build
in spins, it also began to test. “It's
very hard to geta dance record to
test, but thisis one that did,” Rush
says. “It was No. 1 with our [lis-
tener board of] music advisers.”

At its peak, “Bounce” was get-
ting 96 spins per week at K-Hits.

Meanwhile, station personnel
metwith Epic executives, who were
impressed with the reaction at K-
Hits and ultimately decided to go
for a push on a national basis. Epic
also released Connor’s self-tited
album stateside this month.
= Currently, “Bounce™ is spinning

that samples overseas hits and, he

says, “thought it was one of those fun, pop,
upbeat records that just stands out. It was the
kind of record that top 40 sorely needed at the
time. It kind of has that Robyn sound.”

Robyn scored defining pop hits in 1997 with
“Do You Know (What It Takes) ™ and “Show Me
Love,” both of which peaked at No. 7 on The
Billboard Hot 100,

Ryder took the song to K-Hits PD Carly
Rush, who also figured “Bounce” as a smash
in waiting: “Matt is really plugged into that
kind of music, but I heard it and remember
saying to him immediately, *This is a K-Hits

on 116 mainstream top 40 stations
while showing signs of gaining steam at rhyth-
mic and adult top 40 radio. Airplay is heavy in
most major markets, including New York, Los
Angeles, Chicago, Dallas and Detroit. Epic also
tweaked the original version, offering both a
rap and non-rap mix.

“It feels great knowing that we gave this
record its startin the U.S.,” Rush says. “So many
people add records strictly by research num-
bers. I'm a second-generation radio guy, and 1
believe that a certain amount of gut reaction
has to go into it. We took a chance on this one,
and it was a home run.”

broadcaster/composer.

His entertainment career began when he was
still a student at North Carolina State University
as the weekend news guy, where Rick Dees was
then doing mornings. By 23, he was with CBS
News in New York, then transferred to CBS
Sports before landing the “ET” job.

“I couldn’t do it anymore,” he says of his
voluntary exit from the syndicated TV show.
“It was nothing but butt shots of Victoria’s
Secret models.”

Four years ago, he filled in for Casey
Kasem during the countdown guru’s West-
wood One tenure and was bit by the radio
bug all over again.
