Parton, Twitty, Bon

GALLERY OF HONOR: Dolly Parton,
Johnny Bond, and Conway Twitty will be in-
ducted into the Country Music Hall of Fame
Sept. 22 during the 33rd annual Country Mu-
sic Assn. Awards show at the Grand Ole Opry
House in Nashville. Each of the honorees is
known for entertainment-industry contribu-
tions beyond recording and performing coun-
try music.

Singer/songwriter Bond released numerous
singles throughout his career and charted 11
songs from 1947 to 1971. Many of Bond'’s songs
pre-dated Billboard’s country chart, which be-
gan in 1944. His biggest hits include “Hot Rod
Lincoln,” “Divorce Me C.0.D.,” “So Round, So
Firm, So Fully Packed,” and the anti-Hitler an-
them “Der Fuehrer’s Face.” His biggest chart hit
came in 1965 with an updated version of “Ten
Little Bottles,” which he onginally recorded for
Columbia in 1951.

He worked dosely throughout his career with
singing cowboy stars such as Gene Autry, Jim-

my Wakely, and Tex Ritter. In 1939, Bond ap-
peared with Roy Rogers in “Saga Of Death Val-
ley” and subsequently performed in many
western films, mainly m musical sequences. He
also toured with Autry and authored several
books, induding “The Tex Ritter Story,” in
1975. Johnny Bond died in 1978.

Parton is country music’s most successful en-
tertainer and film star and its most recorded fe-
male singer/songwriter: Her career began at age
7, when a relatve bought Parton her first gui-
tar. A short time later, she began performing on
WIVK Knoxville, Tenn.'s “Cas Walker Farm
And Home Hour.” She first recorded for Mer-
cury, followed by Monument, RCA, Columbia,
and Decca.

Parton starred in films such as “9 To 5,” “Steel
Magnolias,” and “The Best Little Whorehouse
In Texas” and charted 133 singles between "67
and '98. Many of those sides were duets with
Porter Wagoner and Kenny Rogers, among
others. Her current projectis “Tiio I1” (Asylum)
with Linda Ronstadt and Emmylou Harris.

Twitty, who initially gained notoriety as a
rock’n’roll singer (a la Elvis Presley), was born
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in Mississippi and raised in Arkansas. He
learned guitar chords at age 4 and had formed
his own band, which performed regularly on a
Saturday-morning radio show, at age 10. He
was exposed to black blues and country music
as a child. While in the army in °56, he formed
ariother band and, on his discharge, joined the
“Ozark Jubilee” TV show in Springheld, Mo.

He recorded four sides for the venerable Sun
imprint and wrote songs for other artists. He be-
came a rock’n’roll icon in 1958, when “It’s Only
Make Believe” became a No. 1 pop hit. He
starred in movies and was parodied in the
Broadway musical “Bye Bye Birdie.”

Tiitty cut his first country record in 1965 and
charted 97 titles prior to his death in 1993. Forty
of those songs peaked at No. 1.

SWEET MUSIC MAN: Kenny Rogers scores
his highest-charting title on Billboard’s Top
Country Albums chart since "85, as “She Rides
Wild Horses” (Dreamcatcher) gains 2,500 units
to leap 9-7. Rogers hasn't seen top 10 territory
with an album of new material since his '85 set,
“What About Me,” peaked at No. 9 onthe chart.

Elsewhere on the album chart, Chris Le-
Doux takes the Hot Shot Debut purse, as “20
Greatest Hits” (Capitol) enters at No. 17 with
more than 9,000 scans. It’s his second best-of set.
The former world-champion bareback rider
has charted nine album titles since signing with
Capitol in "90 and issued more than 20 inde-
pendent titles before inking the Capitol deal.

NOW YOU SEE IT: With airplay at 28 mon-
itored country outlets, Radney Foster’s “God-
speed (Sweet Dreams)” (Arista Austin) enters
our country Airplay Chart at No. 74. The single
is included in Foster’s new “See What You Want
To See” album and is being worked by Arista
Nashville’s promotion staff.

Foster, whose single was serviced in a cus-
tomized greeting card to indicate its appropni-
ateness for Father’s Day (which occurred dur-
ing our chart week), has been absent from our
chart since “If It Were Me” charted for five
weeks in the autumn of "95.

Alabama, Sony In
Publishing Deal

Alabama has sold its three publishing compa-
nies to Sony/ATV Tree Music Publishing for a re-
ported $18 million. The acquisition of Maypop
Music (BMI), Alabama Band Music (ASCAP), and
Mountain Flower Music (SESAC) gives Sony/ATV
Tree about 3,500 new copyrights. The three song-
writing partners in Alabama also signed five-year
contracts with Sony ATV/Tree. Company presi-
dent/CEO Donna Hilley says all of the three pub-
lisher’s writers will be brought on board.

Daniel Hill is exiting as VP of Universal Music
Publishing in Nashville, according to a source.
Hill, with the company for 10 years, had been act-
ing GM of PolyGram Music Publishing when it
merged with MCA Music Publishing earlier this
year. Under the realignment, Hill reported to Pat
Higdon, senior VP/GM of Universal Music in
Nashville. Hill has reportedly told friends he
plans to take some time off before announcing
any plans. Hill and Higdon were not available for
comment.

Station concerts reclaimed the top spot on the
Topical Barometer, edging summer movies and
Independence Day. Country WWKA (K92)
Orlando, Fla., offered a rather swank perk for a
lucky station concertgoer. “One winner won the
use of a locked Porta-Potty for him and his
friends,” says Dave Demer, flush with success.
“Talk about relatable!”

Meanwhile, country KZLA Los Angeles is
looking ahead to its second Country Cookout
in October. “It’s a full-day event with two stages,
outside vendors, tons of music, and artist meet-
and-greets,” says chef Marida Petitjean. “It’s a
mini-Fan Fair, if you will.”

A more intimate station concert was held at
modern rock KXTE (Extreme Radio) Las Ve-
gas. “We did a weekend promotion, giving away
passes to a Back Patio performance with Stain’d,
with full gear,” Carly Johnston writes. “It was
loud.” Talk about getting a lot of feedback.

Itlooks like “Wild Wild West” will be the next
event summer flick, as top 40 WPXY Rochester,
N.Y., adds a nice twist to the nth-caller ducat
giveaway. “Listeners who ask to have his or her
prize super-sized will also receive $50 worth of
New York Lottery ‘Wild Wild West’ instant cash
games,” says Tristano Korlou, who's gamblin’
and ramblin’ on to a new gig at Infinity’s Hart-
ford, Conn., cluster. “Each ticket has eight
chances to win up to $25,000.”

Here’s a Dad’s Day idea to file for next year:
Album rock WPYX Albany, N.Y,, held a Father’s
Day Action Lane 500. Five fathers “raced” in
recliners pushed by their wives down a 106-
foot-long course.

PROMO OF THE WEEK:
ATTRACTING PUB

After discussing the pluses and minuses of the
various media’s coverage last week, the panel
turns its attention to the best ways to attract that
coverage. “We concentrate on developing rela-
tionships, so they'll say our call letters instead of
those dreaded words ‘a local radio station,’ ” says
Mike Culotta of country WQYK Tampa, Fla.

The panel was evenly split between those
who regularly send press releases and those
who only send them for big events. “I send out
at least two to three press releases a week for
each station,” says Loren Condron of modern
adult KDMX/album rock KEGL Dallas. “Get

Winfax on your computer, and it’ll fax your re-
leases at night. Get as many people at TV sta-
tions as possible—reporters, assignment editors,
producers, cameramen. What's worthless to
one reporter can be a gold mine to another,
more creative reporter and cameraman.”

Triple-A KKZN (the Zone) Dallas has an out-
side PR guy fax releases and follow them up.
“We’ve had some luck with fancy PR deliveries
like a mock-up of our benefit CD with a CD-
sized press release inside a jewel case—it was
featured in a local paper’s music column,” says
Barbara Luchsinger. “When I was at [country]
KPLX, I senta Marine action figure attached to
a press release for Toys for Tots’ three-day drive.
Anything to draw a little more attention to your
factoids.”

Vanessa Thill of rhythmic top 40 KLUC Las
Vegas prefers the personalized pitch. “We send
personalized invites and tickets to all the TV an-
chors and reporters for our listener-apprecia-
tion shows. If they come, great. If not, they’ll re-
member who sent them. But I usually let my air
talent get in the face of the press. I have them
hand-deliver gift baskets and other promo
items. This makes their faces memorable, so
they’ll think of us in the future.”

Anne-Marie Strzelecki of modern adult
WBMX (Mix 98.5) Boston invites the press to
client parties. “The more you can make them
feel like they're part of the station’s family, the
more likely you are to get press when the time
comes. Offer them extra concert tickets or
movie passes. Treat them like the sales people
treat their No. | clients. Don't call them only
when you’re asking for coverage.”

Finally, “remember to be reciprocal,” says
Greg Frey of country KSON San Diego. “At
some potnt, the radio station will be asked to get
involved with a TV station or newspaper. It goes
both ways.”

At WWKA's Undy 400, listeners race go-carts
in their underwear for Pepsi 400 tickets. What
will Dave Demer be wearing? Depends.

Rhythmic top 40 KQBT (the Beat) Austin,
Texas, introduced its new morning duo, Rick
The Stick and Pete Gallendo, to the market in
some novel ways.

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Is Country Listening Down? Or Is It Just Ratings Methodology?

ARBITRON RESPONDS

Arbitron GM Pierre Bouvard says the com-
pany’s methodology really hasn’t changed all
that much in the past decade or even the past
three decades. “The seven-day diary, for the
most part, is unchanged for 30 years,” he says.
“It’s still recall-based. People have to write it
dewn. It’s still one week. So, in actuality, your
10-year trend is really an excellent way of judg-
ing where formats are going.”

And while there have been tweaks in
methodology here and there, Bouvard says,
“we’re doing more to get the response rates up,
but basically this is the same methodology.”

While Arbitron is, admittedly, doing a better
job of measuring blacks and Hispanics, Bou-
vard says, diaries have always been weighted to
represent the population. “If you go back and
look at proportionality of our sample going
back five or 10 years, if a market is 10% black,
we're going to weight those diaries to be 10%.
So if we were underachieving or overachiev-
ing, it always comes back to being 10%,” he
says.

)‘I‘We’re doing a better job of making our
sample proportional, no doubt, but just be-
cause our sample is more proportional doesn’t
necessarily mean higher ratings for anybody.
There is no relationship between sample pro-
portionality and ratings performance.”

He says the last major change in black audi-
ence measurement came in 1978, when Arbi-
tron stopped use of the telephone retrieval
method for blacks’ diaries. For Hispanics, the
last big change
came in 1983,
when Arbitron
stopped person-
ally placing and
retrieving di-
aries in Hispanic
neighborhoods.

Bouvard says
the moves to tar-
get larger house-
holds with di-
aries mailed in
brightly colored
boxes and other methods are actually an effort
to reach the elusive 18- to 24-year-old males
who tend to live in such households. As for the
change in sample vendors, Bouvard says, the
new vendor’s sample, analyzed by “whatever at-
tribute you would analyze them by, looks exact-
ly like” that of the old vendor.

So what’s really going on with country? Bou-
vard says, “The compellingness and the vitali-
ty of a music genre is what drives the ratings.
When you walk around the Country Radio
Seminar and hear people saying, ‘I can’t get
records to test,’ and ‘“There is no good music,
that’s when you start to see ratings problems.”

While he agrees there are more blacks and
Hispanics in the general population, Bouvard
says that country radio ought to be targeting
those ethnic groups, perhaps looking for the
country version of Latino star Ricky Martin.
“The point is, does country radio want to seize
the Hispanic opportunity? Because it’s ab-
solutely there to be had,” he says.

OTHER FACTORS IN PLAY

Consultant Joel Raab says, “Country has faced
a significant decline due to a lack of new male
stars, the rise of various forms of contemporary
music, and changes in Arbitron and the popu-
lation.” But, he adds, “to whine about Arbitron
is to shoot the messenger. The decline is real,
and we have to work that much harder to im-
prove as the world changes around us. As fur-
ther evidence, look at the drop in country music
sales. Arbitron is not responsible for that.”

Other consultants agree with Hill and Hal-
lam up to a point but say Arbitron isn’t coun-
try’s only problem or even its worst problem.

“When Arbitron tinkers with their product,
it will have an impact on various formats, in-
cluding country, to an undetermined degree,”
says Bob Moody of McVay Media. “I think the
‘at work’ ZIP code wasn't good news for us and
neither has been the emphasis on 18-24 males,
blacks, and Hispanics.

“I also strongly suspect that when the 2000

census is finally reported, we will find that
many Arbitron metro areas will have larger
ethnic popula-
tions than they
currently pro-
Ject,” says Moody.
“In some mar-
kets, we may also
see the country
audience mov-
ing beyond the
metro bound-
aries. The anec-
dotal evidence
for this—and
that’s all we will
have until the census report—may be seen in
the dominance of ethnic stations in markets
like Memphis.

“Does all this mean that country is really as
healthy as it was in 1989? Of course not,” says
Moody. “Ask record labels, club owners, and
concert promoters. We are clearly seeing a ma-
Jjor downturn, in which Arbitron’s methodolo-
gy is just one of many negative factors.”

Bob Glasco of Rusty Walker Consulting says,
“There’s no doubt Arbitron has hurt the for-
mat in almost all of the high-density markets.
We're mainly a Caucasian format, and in the
markets where we battle against Arbitron’s
weighting practices, we have a tough time. You
only have to look at a non-ethnic breakout of
the Chicago survey over the last couple of years
to see graphic proof of that.

“In the other markets, it’s been a combina-
tion of things: increased spot loads, being a
part of the mainstream instead of the niche
player we always were, current music policies
that have been suspect, owners who bought
both country stations in a market and stopped
being aggressive with either one . . . and, to a
lot lesser extent than some have said, the lack
of great songs from Nashville,” says Glasco.

McVay Media’s Jaye Albright says, “It
seemed to me quite some time ago that the 18-
34 male initiatives that started more than two
years ago were downplaying response from
country hot ZIPs, as the extra phone calls, col-
orful packaging, and higher premiums were
causing the kind of households where younger
men tend to live to return more diaries. Then,
last summer, the move to SSI caused a higher
percentage of unlisted homes to become a part
of the in-tab in a number of the markets I
watch very closely. The qualitative of unlisted
vs. listed homes appears to mean that fewer
country diaries are coming back from those ar-
eas as well.

“All of these methodology changes have
seemingly caused more wild fluctuations in
book-to-book trends than I have ever seen,
says Albright. “Shares being a zero-sum game,
anything that makes one station or format go
up means that a format or station that is flat is
actually going to appear to go down.

“Sure, the methodology has changed. And
sure, country isn’t performing as well in young
male diaries, in unlisted homes, and in work-
places as pop formats do right now. You could
say the same for rock. However, Arbitron’s
changes would not be a problem if country
music were more appealing to both the mass
and fast-growing ethnic audiences.

‘Nothing will help country radio do well
more than understanding and marketing di-
rectly to the changing Arbitron universe, as
many country stations are able to do even at
this time of format decline, and making sure
that only the best music [finds] a place on our
playlists while we wait for hip-hop and modern
ACto burn among adults. When that happens,
country and rock will rebound, Arbitron
methodology changes notwithstanding.

“A decade ago, when Arbitron was having
problems getting books back from ethnic lis-
teners and younger males, country radio prob-
ably did benefit from the fact that country fans
listened quite loyally and were absolutely diary
responsive. Today, Spanish-speaking Hispanics
appear to listen longer to radio than bilingual
Hispanics or Anglos. Sure, that helps Hispanic
radio. But, it’s also real life, and what else do we
want Arbitron to do its best to try to measure?”

Tennessee state Sen. Steve Cohen’s office re-
ceived the unanimous approval of a state bill to

Loretta Lynn Rest Stop. Meanwhile, the
Nashville Metropolitan Transit Authority
named and dedicated a trolley in honor of Opry
legend Charley Pride June 15.

As more radio groups explore ways to syn-
dicate their talent in-house, Jones Radio Net-
works is expanding its offerings through its
purchase of Broadcast Programming for an
undisclosed sum. Jones CEO Ron Harten-
baum says the two companies are “comple-
mentary,” noting that Jones’ MediaAmerica
has been repping BP since 1994. With its buy,
Jones gets BP’s strong research division and
shows such as “Delilah,” heard on nearly 200
AC stations, and “Neon Nights,” which counts
60 country affiliates. “Neon Nights” competes
against Jones’ “Nashville Nights,” but Harten-
baum believes the two appeal to different pro-
gramming needs, since “Neon Nights” has
what he calls a more “localized” sound.

No programming or staff changes are
planned, and BP president Edie Hilliard will
continue to oversee the company. Harten-
baum says the two divisions will continue to be
run separately, although their mission won'’t be
to compete. “We don’t want to go head to
head; I want to segment the market.” BP,
founded in 1958, was most recently owned by
Broadcast Electronics.

KENNARD DETAILS MINORITY
FINANCE PLAN
Calling for a “new and improved” tax-cer-
tificate program, FCC Chairman Bill Ken-
nard has outlined his plan for using govern-
ment tax breaks to increase the number of
women and minority broadcasters. A similar
program was in place from 1978 to 1995,

when perceived abuses led Congress to abol-
ish it. Yet Kennard believes with the necessary
“safeguards,” such a system could be revived.
He would limit the number of times an owner
could tap the fund, as well as how long it
would be required to hold the license. Small
businesses would also be eligible under the
Kennard plan. His comments came during a
financing seminar sponsored by the Rain-
bow/PUSH Coalition. Coalition president the
Rev. Jesse Jackson said the “vulgar degree of
concentration” is an unintended consequence
of the 1996 Telcom Act. “There’s no shortage
of capital. It’s just not available to all people,”
he added. A program would need congres-
sional authorization, and a spokesperson for
Commerce Committee chair Sen. John Mc-
Cain, R-Ariz,, says McCain’s office is working
with FCC commissioner Michael Powell to
write a bill. A National Assn. of Broadcasters
spokesman says it will “lead the charge” in fa-
vor of the program if Congress revives it.

Meanwhile, CBS CEO Mel Karmazin and
Clear Channel CEO Lowry Mays held anoth-
er brainstorming session june 21 with other
group CEOs on formation of a venture-capi-
tal fund that minority broadcasters could tap
to purchase stations.

CAPITOL: RATINGS STRUCK DOWN

A bill that would have required record rat-
ings and labeling was defeated by the House
last week. The proposal, sponsored by Reps.
Zach Wamp, R-Tenn., and Bart Stupak, D-
Mich., would have imposed felony convictions
and fines of $10,000 per day against store own-
ers who failed to meet the proposal’s standards.

The NAB has joined a coalition calling for
an end to laws that permit the IRS to collect
up to 55% of an estate in inheritance taxes.
“This would be a big help particularly to the
many family-owned radio-station owners in
NAB who want to pass the stations on to their
sons and daughters,” says NAB spokesman
Dennis Wharton. Among the family-owned
groups are Cox and Radio One.
