FCC Halts EEO Reviews For Now

The FCC has announced it will turn a blind
eye to any minority-recruitment problems, at
least for now. Although the FCC is proposing
new EEQ rules, until those regulations are on
the books it will throw out any such complaints
it receives.

The Rev. Jesse Jackson’s Rainbow-PUSH
Coalition has made regular use of the process,
frequently filing complaints against stations
whose licenses were up for renewal. The move
was announced in a decision granting license
renewals to seven Jacor stations in San Diego,
which was protested by Jackson’s group. More
than a dozen such complaints are outstanding.

The process of adopung new EEQO rules con-
tinues to move forward. Last week, comments
on the FCC’s proposal were filed by such di-
verse groups as the National Organization for
Women and the American Federation of Tele-
vision and Radio Artists. The final comment pe-
riod closes March 31, after which the FCC will
craft its plan. The U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals
for D.C. ruled last April that the old regulations
were unconstitutional.

Also at the FCC: The merger of Jacor into
Clear Channel is giving the FCC a chance to

take a closer look at Clear Channel’s pickup of

five Syracuse, N.Y., stations in a swap with Cox.
A review is being conducted to see if Clear
Channel would control too much of the market
with its acquisition of AC WYYY, rhythmic top
40 WWHT, country WBBS, N/T WSYR, and
sports WHEN. According to BIA, 40% of local
ad dollars are being spent at the five stations.

DOJ OKS CAPSTAR-TRIATHLON DEAL
The Justice Department has reached a deal
with Capstar to allow the company to go for-
ward with its purchase of Triathlon Broadcast-
ing, but it has to sell five Wichita, Kan., sta-
tions—oldies KEYN, jazz KWS]J, N/T KNSS,
N/T KFH, and sports KQAM—to Connoisseur
Communications in order to meet ownership
limits. Capstar will get to keep country KZSN
and AC KRBB to go with its current Wichita
lineup of top 40 KKRD and album KRZZ.
While not under QO] dictate, Capstar is also
selling three Triathlon stations in Colorado
Springs, Colo., to Citadel. AC KVUU is being
placed in a trust, with a future sale likely. Cap-

star and Citadel are also 1naking a trade, with
Capstar swapping oldies KSPZ for AC KKLI
and $10 million.

In Spokane, Wash., Capstar is selling
Triathlon’s oldies KEYF-AM-FM to Citadel.

USA FILES AN IPO

The USA Radio Network is the latest radio
company filing an 1PO. By selling 100,000
shares, it will raise up to $1 million in a limited
oftering open to Texas residents only. It will use
the money to help pay for new programming
and put its content on the Internet. The Dallas-
based network provides news, music, and talk
programming to 1,200 stations nationwide. In
other IPO news, Radio One may file its IPO by
month’s end.

Moody’s has downgraded CD Radio’s rating
from stable to negative, after last month’s an-
nouncement of a delay in the delivery of the
chips needed to build its receivers, plus a delay
in the launch of'its three satellites. These delays
push back the service launch date by nine
months, to December 2000.

Global Media says that in the past three
months it has signed more than 1,500 radio sta-
tions, making it the largest Internet partner with
radio.

Global pres-
ident Michael Metcalfe credits Global's higher
rate of return to stations as his company’s at-
traction. Although 10% of North American sta-
tions have already inked a deal with Global,
Metcalfe says, its goal is 50% by year’s end.

I’s been 18 months since RealAudio became
the “killer app” that forced me onto the Inter-
net and usurped a lot of my local listening time
in favor of German top 40, French R&B, and
Greek oldies stations. For at least the first year
of cyber-DXing, I was pretty much alone in this
pursuit. Co-workers or visitors would hear
CKZZ (295.3) Vancouver blaring out of my of-
fice and ask me how to download RealAudio,
but they either never managed to get it to work
or never followed through in the first place.

About six months ago that started to change.
Former Monitor chart manager Theda Sandi-
ford-Waller was, to my recollection, the first;
before long, she could tell me what modern
rock WNNX (99X) Atlanta was doing at any
given time. Soon, her intern, Gordon Murray
(now a chart department staffer), was listening
to stations at his desk that I'd never heard my-
self. This morning, chart administrator Silvio
Pietroluongo told me that WPOW (Power 96)
Miami was now on streaming audio—at one
time that was something that no co-worker
could have found out before me.

A few weeks ago, another chart department
stafter told me he wasn’t enjoying WPL] New
York as much since they’d started playing less
"80s gold. 1 asked if he’d tried all-'80s WXST
Columbus, Ohio. Two days later, 1 walked by
the marketing departiment, and WXST was
playing on their computers, too. It would now
be fair to say that at least a quarter of the oflice
is now listening to Internet radio at least occa-
sionally. That includes the technical-support
folks, the ones more likely to be listening like
avilians, not programmers.

Knowing that this scenario is being played
out around the country (and around the
world) is a litde like being an America Online
subscriber before and after the holidays a few
years ago, when everybody got discounted
AOL and suddenly it was hard to connect.
With more RealAudio users, you can’t always
count on being able to hear what you want.
Stations that struck me as particularly esoteric
for the general populace, like Canadian oldies
AM CHUM ’lToronto, now regularly have
their RealAudio capacity maxed out, so that
you can only count on getting through after
7 p.m.

That's not the only frustration. A lot of the
stations that were available in real-time audio a
year ago have had problems with their feed.
Many got on before ASCAP and BM1 began
trolling the rolls of Internet broadcasters look-

ing for money; once the performing right soci-
eties came calling for royalties, some stations
gave up. Others were approached by local 1SPs
that were willing to put the stations up for free;
eventually those stations found out they were
getting what they paid for. Some of those sta-
tions have given up, too; others are on hiatus
because the Internet audio feed is, not surpris-
ingly, not always the first priority for their chief
engineers—especially now that those CEs have
to keep six stations on the air.

Is keeping streaming audio on the air so that
the editor of Airplay Monitor can listen from
the comfort of his desk a priority for you? Prob-
ably not, although you are keeping your local
roads safer, since I'm no longer driving
through your market at 1 a.n. with one hand
on the wheel and another trying to adjust the
boom box on the passenger seat to record
airchecks. But RealAudio feeds have probably
replaced some conventional radio listening for
some of your market’s own diary keepers. For
top 40 and R&B radio in particular, having
your station available on a listener’s computer
helps decrease the burden of trying to be the
station the whole office can agree on.

Consider the following scenario. Listeners
who have been hearing your station at their
desks can no longer do so. Maybe some will
turn back to their desk radio, if they have one.
Some will, more than likely, find WPOW or
WXST or an Internet-only station for them-
selves. Remember the mid-'80s: Many R&B
FMs found their format exiled to an AM sis-
ter because the owner could make more mon-
ey with a general-market format on FM.
Many listeners went to AM, but a surprising
number stayed on FM with their second-
choice tormat. I've found myself to be a crea-
ture of habit, too. 1 have the listen-line num-
ber for CHUM-AM, but 1 don’t call it. I just
punch up another one of the 200 or so Re-
alAudio files on my desktop.

Does this mean some stations might have
done well to never mess with streaming audio
in the first place? Well, the bad news is that sta-
tions did help create listener usage patterns
where radio 1s suddenly more than the local
dial, further reinforcin é; the specter of digital
satellite audio, microradio, and other new me-
dia. But the rapidly growing Internet radio au-
dience didn’t need a lot of help from existing
broadcasters to discover this medium. Now
that they have, better that broadcasters under-
stand what’s really needed to keep up.

Greaseman’s Self-Destruct Reignites Industry Debate: How Far Is Too Far?

TV, there’s going to be an audience no matter
how low you go,” states Garrett Hart, PD of al-
bum WDVE Pittsburgh. “There’s not going tobe
a point where the American public says, ‘We can't
stand this.” ”

Combine that with ratings-obsessed air talent.
“Everyone wants to be Howard [Stern],” says al-
bum WI1.VQ) Columbus, Ohio, PD Charley Lake.
“People see his success and think, ‘If [ want to be
as successful as him, I have to be rude.””

“When the line has been pushed this far, some
people feel they have to go beyond the line just to
get noticed again,” adds album WEBN Cincin-
nati PD Michael Walter.

Standing in the crosstire are programmers
who encourage their air talent to be creative and
entertaining yet try to keep them on the “right”
side of the line—wherever that is. “Each line is
drawn to fit the town, the station, and its target-
demo audience,” says top 40 WABB-FM Mobile
PD Darren Stone. “Each station has its own re-
strictions of what it will and won’t accept. At the
same time, you don’t want the station to sound
boring, so you have to know where that line is, get
close to it every once in a while, then back off.”

Stone and top 40 WYQY (Y101.7) Jackson,
Miss., PD Dick O'Neil naturally draw a more re-
strictive line to serve listeners in the Bible Belt.
“When there’s a Baptist church every quarter-
mile down here, people are very sensitive to any
[potentially offensive] talk, be it on TV or the ra-
dio,” ()’ Neil says.

On the more liberal West Coast, adult top 40
KFMB-FM San Diego PD Tracy Johnson gives
his morning duo, Jeff and Jer, more leeway.
“Sometimes it’s OK to step across the line, as long
as they jump right back to the other side,” he
says. “We're not here to impose our subjective
morals on the audience. What a GM or PD de-
cides is good taste is irrelevant. It has to reflect
what the listeners respect and respond to. Ps
and air talent who reflect the experience of their
listeners can avoid a lot of problems. It’s not a
matter of never making mistakes; it’s a matter of
ending up on the right side of the line.”

Rhythmic top 40 KYLD (Wild 94.9) San Fran-
cisco PD Mike Martin is even looser. “It’s up to
each air personality to know what our line is,” he
says. “They can interpret the line with one com-
mon denominator—whatever they do, don’t
blow our license. We don’t set down rules as to
what they can and can’t say. They only need to
worry about going too far and losing their jobs.

“It’s a matter of trust,” Martin continues. “If
you have a high-profile morning show, you have
to accept the fact that someone out there might
not like everything they say and might take it
personally. That can make you nervous, but it
also makes your station becorme top-of-mind with
the audience.”

At WDVE, Hart says that if Scott Paulsen and
Jim Krenn’s morning show “didn’t ever oftend
anybody, it wouldn't really be working. They do
humor with adult themes that may be tasteless
but not disgusting. There's a difterence between
being brash and crass.”

Yet “going for a dick joke is an easy way to get
areaction,” WABB'’s Stone counters. “The hard
part is doing clean, funny humor. Many people
get in trouble thinking [offensive humor] is the
only way to elicit a reaction from an audience.”

“You can make your point without using [of-
fensive words] and blowing people out of their
car seats,” WYOY’s O'Neil adds.

SEX YES, RACE NO

“My rules are pretty simple,” WLV(Q)'s Lake
says. ‘I want my morning show to address every-
thing, but they have to be careful about the
words they use. The other rule is I will fire any-
one for using the ‘N’ word or doing anything
racist. I will not tolerate hate-mongering.”

If there is a middle ground between the pro-
grammers who place tight restrictions on jock
talk and those who basically give free rein, it is
Lake’s latter rule, where jocks have leeway to be
sexually risqué but never make inflammato
racial comments. “I was at [WKBQ] Q104 St.
Louis when Steve and D.C. made racial com-
ments, and it was scary coming to work when
there were bomb threats,” WRVW (the River)
Nashville PD Jimmy Steele says. “You don’t cross
the race line.”

“Any kind of racial humor is not allowed at
our station,” affirms top 40 KQKQ (Sweet 98)
Omaha, Neb., PD Wayne Coy. “On Wednes-
days, we're allowed to set up a dirty joke on-air
and then give the punch line to callers off-air.
Blue jokes may be fair game, but we never
cross the race line.”

“You can get away with a little blue humor,
because sex is funny to people,” top 40 WJET-
FM Erie, Pa., PD Dino Robataille adds. “But it’s
much harder, if not impossible, to make ethnic
humor funny without creating problems.”

Sometimes, the subject matter isn’t the prob-
lem as much as the timing of the comment.
“The New Guy, our night jock, talked about a
shooting at one of the local skating rinks, which
in itself is not a bad thing,” says KQKQ's Coy.
“But then he called the rink and left a gooty
message. He asked what nights their shootings
are on, which was insensitive—and the rink
was a client. I had to re-emphasize that our tar-
get audience is young and impressionable. I'm
not here to be a moral ranger, but our talent
has to realize that we're a mass-appeal, PG-13
station.”

“It’s almost like an LED display on a stereo,”
WEBN'’s Walter says. “At some point, some
things are high, then they’re low. Locally, five
people have been killed by drunk drivers in the
past week. So, drunk driving would not be a
tremendous source of humor; it’s a hot button.
Race is something that will always be touch-
and-go. The sensitivity depends on what the
hot buttons are of a particular day.”

1f anything, communication is the key to
keeping both the PD and air talent on the nght
side of the line. “I'm blessed with a morning
show [Woody and Jim] that wants to win and
execute the game plan,” WRVW’s Steele says.
“They know what the boundaries are, and they
still ask questions about it. Sometimes we dis-
agree [about what’s acceptable], but we respect
each other’s position. Because of that, I give
them a lot of autonomy on a daily basis.”

Album rock WKLS (96 Rock) Atlanta PD) Pat
Ervin regularly scrutinizes the eftorts of his
morning duo the Regular Guys, who aren’t
above delving into religion (Jewish co-host Lar-
ry Wachs does a bit called “Ask The Jew”) and
homosexuality (they asked gay hairdressers
why so many male stylists go that way). “We
have 10- to 15-minute post-games each day,
and sometimes they miss the mark,” he says.
“Parody and humor is OK, but you step across
the line when you veer into mean-spiritedness.”

“I never have to worry about what [Jeff and

Jer] say or how they sayit,” KFMB-FM’s John-

son says. “Sometimes they make mistakes, but
their intent is never wrong. I1f the talent has the
wrong intent and attitude, the PD is the prob-
lem, not the talent. You need to get together
and communicate to achieve similar goals.”

CALCULATED CONTROVERSY

Top 40 WFLZ Tampa, Fla., APD Domino
doesn’t have to worry about hot-lining his
morning show, since it’s hosted by Jacor VP of
programming B.J. Harris and M.J. Kelli, who
Domino says was last airchecked by Scott Shan-
non. Nevertheless, they and the rest of the air
staff are on the same page in what they want to
accomplish.

“We believe in calculated controversy,”
Domino states. “In other words, we embrace
controversy when it makes sense to create com-
pelling radio—without doing anything illegal.

“For instance, our night guy hosts a body-
piercing show on Thursdays,” he continues.
“People come in and get a variety of body parts
pierced. Obviously, it’s one of most the contro-
versial things on our radio; it’s also one of the
most popular. Even so, we cover all the bases:
we check 1Ds and make copies of their driver’s
licenses. We just don’t take anyone off the
street. We want to be controversial, but we're
not going to break the law to do it. Sometimes,
it feels that [the law] may be the only line.

“Usually, if someone has to ask if a topic will
be a problem, it probably is,” he concludes.
“Yet that shouldn’t stop us from encouraging
risk-taking and out-of-the-box thinking. There
are no rewards when there’s no risk—as long
asit’s calculated.”

MONITOR PROFILE

Gary Schoenwetter Finds Everything Old
Can Be Modern Again At KCNL San Jose

Gary Schoenwetter may sound like a classic
rock PD when he says, “We're not on the front
side of records. New music is not a position that
the station takes,” but actually he’s PD of Jacor’s
KCNIL. (Channel 104.9) San Jose, Calif., a station
that raised a lot of eyebrows last year when it
flipped to "80s-based modern rock, rather than
filling the top 40 hole in San Jose as expected.

KCNL. isi't the first station to exploit modern
rock’s first generation—Schoenwetter’s alma
mater, KXPK (the Peak) Denver, and the mod-
ern adult outlets that followed it have done so
for nearly five years. But KCNL is the first ma-
jor-market station to declare outright that it
doesn’t have to be new to be modern.

“There’s a great and vast music library that
top 40s, modern stations, and early MTV made
popular and has subsequently disappeared
from the airwaves,” he says. “In the Bay Area,
[KITS San Francisco] Live 105 played on its
heritage and actively dealt with New Order, De-
peche Mode, and the Cure, even as the Off-
springs and Silverchairs of the world were rear-
ing their heads. But when [modern] KOME

[San Jose] was folded into Live 105, there was a
vacuum left . .. Our goal is to sate [the audi-
ence’s] need for Reagan-era modern rock.”
KCNL. plays a handful of recent titles that
would be considered recurrents elsewhere. So
how does it differ from modern AC? KCNL
takes “your prototypical modern AC and in-
verts the percentage of music, new to old,” he
says. While a typical modern adult may be 70%-
80% current/recurrent, with its gold ghettoized
in a “Flashback Lunch” or * ’80s At Eight,”
“we’re a good 80% '80s and very early "90s mu-
sic and 20% recurrent.” He also says that KCNL
is imaged as an "80s station, whereas “the mod-
ern ACs are more the Lilith Fair image stations.”
Here’s a sample hour on KCNL: Red Hot
Chili Peppers, “Under The Bridge”; General
Public, “Tenderness”; U2, “One”; Duran Du-
ran, “Notorious”; Bob Marley, “Jamming”;
matchbox 20, “Push”; B-52’s, “Private Idaho”;
Midnight Oil, “Beds Are Burning”; Til Tues-

day, “Voices Carry”; David Bowie, “China
Girl”; Pearl Jam, “Black”; Cure, “Boys Don’t
Cry”; Talking Heads, “And She Was”; and
Pretenders, “Back On The Chain Gang.”

Jacor hasn’t done any broad-based market-
ing for KCNL. yet. “We've got vehicles out on
the streets, and it’s been a lot of guerrilla war-
fare, showing up at the Violent Femmes shows,
street fests, and anyplace there’s a big-enough
crowd of people between the ages of 20 and
45,” says Schoenwetter. “Given the initial re-
sponse, we're not in a huge hurry to throw
money at it, because the response has been pos-
itive enough [that it’s better to] keep that mon-
ey in the bank for [when it's] needed.”

He may feel a little déja vu related to his tenure
at KXPK. The Peak’s initial calling card was the
pre-grunge gold that was then being weeded
from modern libraries. The big difference: “Un-
like the Peak, we have the ability to have a second
act. The Peak did tremendously well in its first
year. It marketed and had a full air staff of recog-
nizable names from the market. But when it had
to fight off challengers, it couldntdoalot ... to
draw attention to [itself]. It couldn’t go, ‘Hey, look,
we've got the new morning show from KBCO,
because it already had people from KBCO. It
couldn’t come out with a new TV campaign, be-
cause the initial campaign was so good that any-
thing else . . . would pale in comparison.”

In contrast, at KCNL, “we’ve taken it very
slowly, and we started off with a canvas that was
Jjust painted with music. Now we’ve added some
features, and down the road we can add jocks
and marketing,” Schoenwetter says.

Originally, the intention was to slowly put
jocks on the air soon after a PI) was hired, but
“the trends kept improving, and the feedback
via E-mail and other methods [went] as far as
[to say,] “Thank you for not cluttering the air
with jocks,” ” he notes. “At some point we'll have
jocks, but how soon that is remains to be seen.
[But] we're not going to add a big morning
show and personality-based jocks. We want tal-
ent that can augment and position the music,
breathe life into it, and do more than back-sell
and give the call letters.”

The perennial bogeyman of any gold-based
station is what happens after the “oh, wow” fac-
tor wears off. “The politically correct answer is
to continue to do new and difterent things with
the music, platoon it and rotate it, and keep on
trying new things,” says Schoenwetter. “We can
make this last as long as WBCN [Boston] has
been reinventing itself. [But] it may be a better
question for the Randy Michaels and Jimmy de
Castros of the world, because [this business is]
more about cash flow [than] where we're going
to be in five years. You [can] run a station, and
cash flow [goes] well for a number of years, but
when there’s a better hole, you flip the station.
[Undl then), let’s [have a] cash flow [of] X" num-
ber of millions of dollars doing this, until it's time
to fill a different hole.” MARC SCHIFFMAN
