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Collins Scores AC’s nghest Debut In A Year

Phil Collins’ “You'll Be In My Heart” (Hollywood) bounds onto the AC detection chart at No.

20 this week. It is the highest AC debut since Eric Clapton’s “My Father's Eyes” charted at No. 19
in February 98. “Heart” increases more than 300% in detections and more than 400% in audience
this week.

Jewel’s “Down So Long” (Atlantic) moves 18-9 on the modern adult chast, making it the singer/
songwriter’s fourth-consecutive top 10 title at the format. It joins “You Were Meant For Me,” which
peaked at No. 4, “Foolish Games” (No. 6), and “Hands,” which hit No. 3 last December.

Ricky Martin debuts on the modern adult chart this week with “Livin’ La Vida Loca” (C2). The
title is being played on 16 modern adult stations, all of which are dual reporters to adult top 40.
Meanwhile, “Loca” gains more than 1,200 spins at mainstream top 40, where it is being played at
98 of the panel’s 107 stations. It’s not the only song up more than 1,000 detections at mainstream,
as the new Backstreet Boys single, “I Want It That Way” (Jive), gains 1,149 detections.

BULLET EM: Due to consistent increases in spins over the past few weeks, both Lenny Kravitz’s
“Fly Away” (Virgin) and Sixpence None The Richer’s “Kiss Me” (Squint/Columbia) are regaining
their bullets on the adult top 40 and modern adult charts, despite being on the chart for more than
20 weeks. If either title goes down in spins for just one week, it will become ineligible to bullet again.

PERSONNEL FILE: 550 Music VP of promotion Desiree Schuon exits her post.
Former Mercury rep Bebop Hobel joins RCA, based in Atlanta.

PANEL CHANGES: KOQBT (the Beat) Austin, Texas, is added to the thythmic top 40 and cross-
over panels.

AFTRA Seeks Change In Dues Structure

The American Federation of Television and
Radio Artists (AFTRA) is asking members to
adopt a national dues structure that will raise
some members’ dues but cut the amount others
pay. The proposed structure would charge
members a minimum of $116 a year and would
be uniform throughout the country. At present,
each of the 36 locals sets its own rate structure.

While the base rate will rise $6 in Boston, it
will drop $38 in Washington, D.C. This will be
the first rate increase for L.A. members since
1989, while New York's local has not increased
its dues since 1990. AFTRA predicts the flat-rate
dues will raise an additional $2 million a year.
AFTRA members will vote on the plan in June.

While members making under $2,000 would
not be charged dues, the formula would charge
aminimum of $116 a year, plus 1.35% of earn-
ings up to $100,000, plus 0.25% of earnings
from §100 000 to $250,000. Earnings above
that would not be charged. The restructuring
of dues, which has been under review for four
years, was delayed until the Screen Actors Guild

rejected a proposed merger in January.

BROADCAST BIGWIGS MEET

More than two dozen broadcasting bigwigs
met in Dallas April 6 to discuss the development
of a capital fund to aid minority broadcast in-
vestment. The initiative, spearheaded by CBS
CEO Mel Karmazin and Clear Channel CEO
Lowry Mays, may help broadcasters dodge an
FCC bullet when its EEO rules are released lat-
er this year.

Radio One has refiled its IPO with the Secu-
rities and Exchange Commission, to address
unspedified concerns it had with the document.
Barring unforeseen trouble, Radio One stock
should debut within the next three to six weeks.

CD Radio has hired Agency.com to set up an
Internet site to market the service, in addition
to handling subscriptions and technical ques-

it could also sell music-related products, includ-
ing download capabilities, but “our core busi-
ness is satellite-to-car radio,” he says. “There are
definitely going to be ancillary businesses to
that.”

‘ROUTINE’ DEFINED BY FCC

The FCC has released data on how long it
takes to approve a “routine” radio deal. Most
of the 3,441 transfers in 1998 were approved
in 45 to 60 days. Only eight of the 25 deals that
were flagged for concentration concerns are
outstanding. Nine transactions were granted in
an average of 2.8 months after the agency re-
ceived no comments. One case just completed
its comment period and is still undecided. Sev-
en undecided cases average 5.3 months, in-
cluding Clear Channel and Jacor’s $4.4 billion
merger and Capstar’s $190 million Triathlon
purchase. Ownership limits require several sta-
tions be spun off before either deal can be ap-
proved.

Meanwhile, the FCC is accepting comments
onan Entravision petition that would give qual-
ified minority groups a better shot at getting a
forfeited construction permit.

The FCC has fined Brooke Communications
$6,000 for taking control of AC KKMX T City,
Ore., from FM Broadcasters of Douglas Coun-
ty Inc. before it received agency approval. FM
Broadcasters was fined $10,000.

PROMO TOPIC OF THE WEEK:
CONCERT SPONSORSHIPS

Last week, more than half the panelists said
that they cut back on promos in the buildup to
their stations’ concerts. How to make good on
potentially left-out clients? Persuade clients to
co-sponsor the concert! Yet Promogandlists are
divided on the proper number of sponsors.

In the “more the merrier” camp are country
KEEY Minneapolis; WLLC; and top 40 WPXY
Rochester, N.Y. (about 20 sponsors), and triple-
A KKZN (the Zone) Dallas (10-15). KEEY’s Di-
ana Buckmann and KK7N’s Barbara Luch-
singer offered these sponsorship opportunities
for clients: Presents  side stage * pouring rights *
pop/soda * kids’ area * bleacher seats * special “best”
seals * ticket back * “oasis” (a shaded rest area at out-
door events) * water * pizza * sunscreen *booths
banners * Gobo light or slide of presenters * stage an-
nouncements * second stage * pre-show ticket give-
away via Jeep hits * bags unth items inside.

“When you promote the concert up to three
months in advance, you can rotate sponsors
through promo liners, created to focus on what
they’ll be doing on-site,” Buckmann says.

Dissenting are country KNIX Phoenix (one
sponsor, unless it's a George Strait-type extrav-
aganza), modern rock WPLY (two presenting
and one at side stage), and R&B WDT] Detroit
(two stage and four register-to-win). “Each ma-

jor concert has a flyaway to drive traffic to client

locations to pick up either discount or free tick-
ets and register for the flyaway,” WDT]’s Vicki
Preston says. “We include sponsors in live 10-
second mentions and 30-second recorded pro-
mos, plus one hour van hits for a ticket blitz.”
Also taking the minimal view is Diana Ades
of top 40 WNKS (Kiss 95.1) Charlotte, N.C.
“We allow two title sponsors, and sales created
six presenting sponsors whose names are alter-
nated on promos [so they get fewer promos
than title sponsors],” she says. “We also have on-
site-only sponsors who get no on-air support. I
still feel we overdo it, because it can take away
from the event’s branding. Next year, I'd like
one title, one presenting, and that’s it for on-air.”

QUICK HITS

Country KPLX (the Wolf) Dallas got a
NASCAR buzz on the cheap during the Texas
500. “Instead of paying big bucks for track ad-
vertising, we sponsored the Primestar 500 Hap-
py Hour Howl, a free concert with Ricochet, Tri-
ni Triggs, and Shane Stockton,” Paul Williams
says. “We promoted a free event as part of a high-
dollar ticket event that appealed to NASCAR and
non-race tans. It made it sound like we were ofti-
dially involved for a lot less money.”

To celebrate the opening of a mini-inart/car
wash, rhythmic top 40 KLUC Las Vegas’ morn-
ing show had listeners fill the back of a flatbed
truck and drove it through the car wash.
Vanessa Thill didn’t do the windows.

Do Multlple Mixes Dilute Songs’ Impact?

Oldies PDs often have a hard time finding the
right versions of songs these days. Album ver-
sions or alternate takes become the ones avail-
able on CD. Add PDs who aren’t always old
enough to remember the originals, and sud-
denly you're more likely to hear the version of
the late-'60s pop hit “Montego Bay” that ends
with Bobby Bloom singing “Oh, What A Beau-
tiftul Morning” than the version that was played
at the time. It shouldn’t be hard to find the right
side of “Montego Bay,” but it’s not the only oldie
that confuses PDs.

So how on earth will PDs know what to play
when today’s hit music becomes tomorrow’s
oldie, given the glut of mixes now offered? Will
Mariah Carey’s recent singles be remembered
as creamy ballads, frenetic house music, or jeep-
tempo R&B tracks? Will Brian McKnight’s
“Anytime” be recalled as the original ballad or
the dance remix? I'm hearing a lot of the remix
on stations that gave the bulk of their current
airplay to the original, which could mean the
remix is taking on a life of its own or, as likely,
that an uptempo recurrent gets precedence
over a ballad during the scheduling process.

With the genie out of the botde for so long, it
seems vaguely futile to complain about the pre-
ponderance of remixes. There are remixes I en-
1o, parlicularly the version of “All I Have To
Give” that invokes “Float On” by the Floaters or
the top 40 mix of Shania Twain’s “That Don’t
hnpress Me Much,” which appropriates the riff
from Rocky Burnette’s “Tired Of Toeing The
Line.” And my biggest concern about remixes,
that they expose listeners to songs that they will
never be able to buy, at least on an album, has
been amply stated in this column.

But beyond hurting retail, I wonder if mul-
tiple remixes dilute the impact of hit records
for radio. Top 40 has been well-served by the
number of its hits that can again reach critical
mass at multiple formats; that’s less likely
when the hits are different on every station in
town, meaning that PDs must worry about
not only researching the correct hook but the
right version.

I also wonder whether; in those days before
Cher broke down (or at least dented) the barri-
ers for dance/pop at mainstream top 40, all the
dance remixes may have either convinced PDs
that they didn’t need to find original dance
records or, worse, helped burn out an entire

genre. And, allowing just a little hysteria here,
whether we're steering listeners even further
away from the notion of a “hit single” to a post-
convergence mind-set of generic music cus-
tomized by the consumer and downloaded on
MP3 without radio’s help. (Click here for 130
bpm, click here for lost-love lyric, etc.)

You’ve also gotta wonder whether this
greater variety of mixes is somehow making top
4() more homogenous—depriving listeners of’
the variety that they seek there—by nuking any
hint of what made a song work at its original for-
mat. After two mainstream pop ballads that just
happened to be by a country artist, “That Don’t
Impress Me Much” could have been the Fvain
single that brought uptempo country back to
1op 40 for the first time since “Achy Breaky
Heart.” I like the remix. I would have loved to
see top 40 deal with the original, which was al-
ready pretty rockin’, on its own terms.

And sometimes remixes that are meant to
answer ’Ds’ concerns about a song end up vio-
lating the audience’s expectations. Some PDs
responded to Lenny Kravitz’s “Fly Away” as if it
was by Korn or Limp Bizkit, not a song that
had long been ratified by 25-34 listeners at rock
radio and adult top 40. The top 40 PDs who de-
manded a remix that de-emphasized the guitar
weren't just sanding the edge off their stations
but were depriving all but their exclusive cume
of what was likely one of the song’s key elements
for those listeners.

It’s not quite as hard to close out a record
in top 40 as it was in the early to mid-"90s,
when those stations that were still left in the
format were in such disarray that getting 90%
of the chart panel to play the No. 1 song wasa
major accomplishment. But it’s still hard
enough that labels aren’t likely to turn down
airplay by remixing less. And it’s impossible to
come up with a strict guideline that would
have allowed us the remix of “Un-Break My
Heart” but spared us the scores of copycats
that followed, although I'm willing to suggest
one possibility. Toni Braxton’s record was al-
ready well-established at radio by the time the
remixes kicked in; they enhanced a hit that
the audience already liked. That remix built
on a song’s established image; by no longer
waiting until a song is a hit, some remixes are
ensuring that a song never gets to have an
established image.

Career MDs Decide: Should They Stay Or Should They Go?

where you wait for just the right environment to
program. When you're an MD in a market this
size, you get much better opportunities to choose
from.”

“I just felt like the time [to become a PD] wasn’t
right until now,” says Austin, who was MD at
KIIS for five years and before that was MD) at
KHFI and KBTS (B93) Austin, Texas, for anoth-
er five years. “In one sense, I didn’t want to leave,
but once I get so totally comfortable in a job and
can do it so well, I need to move onto my next
challenge. Thisisa totally different job at the oth-
er end of the country that’ll entail a different men-
tality and lifestyle. It’s exciting to learn about new
things and places, while at the same time [WKSS]
suits my ear for dance and rhythmic music. The
station has a great staff; it’s the perfect situation
for me to start as a programmer.”

Indeed, both Austin and Reynolds are going to
established stations in fairly large markets that
boast strong air staffs and a deep-pocketed cor-
porate owner. “Whenever you're offered a job,
you have to look at the opportunity and ask if it’s
something that makes sense as your first move
into programming,” Reynolds says. “You want to
have a good experience right out of the chute, so
I'm fortunate to be going to a station that has a
great morning show, among many other things.
But that doesn’t mean I ruled out stations that
were down in the dumps. If [a turnaround sta-
tion] had the right owners and people who'd give
me the tools, support, and autonomy I'd need to
getit off the ground, I definitely would have con-
sidered it.”

Both credit the experience they accrued work-
ing with PDs who provided plenty of program-
ming insight. “In five years at KIIS, I went
through four PDs and two owners,” Austin notes.
“It was almost like getting a new job every time a
new PD came in. I had to really pay attention to
their philosophies—what kind of records go next
to others and what doesn't. I learned something
different from each PD, both good things and
bad. I was able to vicariously program the station
in a variety of ways.”

STAY, JUST A WHOLE LOT LONGER

On the other side of the fence, Bryant, Shane,
and Bradley are quite content with their current
lofty positions. “I still don’t have the PD bug,”
Bradley says. “I've had calls [about PD vacancies]
before, and I've been very flattered by their in-
terest, but going to a smaller market doesn’t ap-
peal to me. What’s more, nowadays, big radio
groups are promoting their MDs to PD posts at
sister stations around the country. They prefer
promoting in-house, because the MDs already
know the corporate system. They don’t need to
be taught the company ways and be nurtured
along, hike an outsider would.”

“I've had a few PD offers,” Shane admits. “But
I truly love this station, I apprediate the love Jim-
my de Castro spreads throughout the Chancel-
lor chain, and I really want to continue to work
with [PD] Frankie [Blue]. Eventually, I could see
myself becoming a PD), but it would have to be the

absolute perfect situation.”

“Each year, I get closer and closer to wanting
to become PD, but at this point, I don’t see it hap-
pening for another five years,” Bryant notes. “At
27, I have a love for doing music and for being
on the radio. I don’t have a love for balancing a
budget and dealing with the politics and other
duties of a PD. Of course, I'd definitely consider a
major opportunity, one where I'd be up for the
challenge. After all, I took a job no one wanted in
’96, when I followed [PD] Tom [Poleman] to
Z100.”

Both Shane and Bryant know firsthand about
leaving a job they loved for an initially unknown
quantity—Bryant when he followed Poleman
from KRBE Houston to Z100 and Shane when
he left Z100 to join Frankie Blue at WKTU.

“I didn’t want to leave KRBE,” Bryant says.
“By no means did I want to leave the comfort
zone there. But [Z100] was a huge challenge.
“Tom said that if we could turn his station around,
we'd be so happy about what we accomplished,
and that’s what made me come here—to be part
of the team that resurrected Z100.”

Ironically, Shane had the same feeling about
leaving Z100 for ’KTU. “It was very difficult,” he
says. “Z100 was embedded in my veins, but a long
time ago, Frankie and I talked about starting a
rhythmic top 40 station in New York. This market
really needed one that played a lot of dance.
When the opportunity came up, it was something
I had to do.”

SOMETHING TO ASPIRE TO

A PD post may not be the ultimate gig for this
trio—espedally if someone creates a group MD
position. “I'd love that,” Shane says, with Bradley
adding, “That would be a great job, although 1
don’t know if it'll ever happen. It would be hard
to do music in multiple markets, considering the
unique aspects of each market and how much at-
tention you have to spend on each one. In fact,
it’s like being a group consultant.”

So the trio of music titans continues its reign,
relying on guts even when research on some
records fails to live up to gut expectations. “That
can bother you, but some records just never con-
nect,” Bradley admits. “Obviously, not every
record you like becomes a huge hit, but once you
commit to a record, take it as far as it can go.”

“When records I'm passionate about don’t pan
out in research, I sometimes feel like it’s my fault,”
Bryant says. “I'm lucky to have a PD who bistens to
me and still lets me take shots on records. Then
when a record does bad, I take it personally. It’s as
if I'm the label guy, because I was the one stand-
ing on the desk, campaigning to get it on the air.”

“We've played records like Vengaboys’ ‘We
Like To Party! and the Deborah Cox when no-
body was playing them,” Shane says. “We were
on Cher well before the research came through.
As for records not coming through, there have
been hits for us that never researched. But the
bottom line is when I go on my gut, which 1 do a
lot, I better be right at least 95% of the time. So
far, my track record has been pretty good.”

MONITOR PROFILE

OM Mike Morgan Flies WFLY And
Albany Cluster To Higher Altitudes

WFLY (Fly 92) Albany, N.Y., has one of the
most recognized heritage call letters in top 40,
yet, as OM Mike Morgan says, “this is a ‘What
have you done for me lately? world . . . We can’t
sit back and become a dinosaur, with Fly re-
membered as ‘the former, legendary top 40’ in
town. We want to be the contemporary, fresh
hit-music station now as we were in '95. So we
stay on top of pop culture and the latest trends
to find out what our 18-34 audience is talking
about today.”

Morgan has done plenty of reinventing since
returning to Fly to stay in "91. Now, he’s OM of
Fly, AC WY]B (B95.5), R&B WAJZ (Jams 96.3),
and the new modern adult WSRD (Z104.9). Yet
he says the influx of niche formats hasn’t changed
the Fly’s longstanding musical direction.

“Fly is a very spedal top 40 station that always
had a slight rhythmic lean, initially because
there wasn’t a rhythmic station in Albany,” he
says. “We're not about to lose that because we
now have an R&B sister. People still expect Fly
to play all the hits. Obviously, that includes the
Goo Goo Dolls, Alanis [Morissette], and Jewel,

but we still retain an uptempo lean. Musically,
we’re trying to maintain the same policy we’ve
used successfully over the years. A lot of top 40s
aren’taround anymore because they tampered
with their music formula for success. They kept
Jumping on music-trend bandwagons and for-
got about their mainstream presentation. You
need to retain a sense of the overall picture of
what is best for a top 40 over the years.”

Here’s a sample hour on WFLY: K-Gi & JoJo,
“All My Life”; Sixpence None The Richer, “Kiss
Me”; Lauryn Hill, “Doo Wop (That Thing)”;
Savage Garden, “The Animal Song”; Usher,
“Nice & Slow”; Sugar Ray, “Every Morning”;
Robyn, “Do You Know (What It Takes)”;
BLACKstreet & Mya, “Take Me There”; TLC,
“No Scrubs”; Robbie Williams, “Millennium”;
Garbage, “Special”; Destiny’s Child, “No, No,
No”; and Technotronic, “Pump Up The Jam.”

Unlike some PDs profiled in this column re-
cently, Morgan isn't espedially overwhelmed by

the quality of the available music. “I'm a big be-
liever that in any given week, there’s probably
only five to 10 real hits . .. What’s nice now is
balance. Pop and modern rock are real solid. I'd
like to see a few more true rhythm hits, but at
least there are records out there to choose.”

Overseeing a station cluster does allow Mor-
gan to program the music strategically. “There
are times when we program certain artists to a
certain station to protect our other stations,” he
says. “Other times, we’ll play artists on one sta-
tion to warm it up before it gets to Fly. It makes
sense for WAJZ to build an R&B song to a crit-
ical mass before crossing over to Fly.”

Cross-promotions within the group are also
happening—to a point. “All of our stations are
involved in our annual golf expo and will also
work together on a job/education expo. We'll
also use B95.5 to help promote Fly 92’s Sum-
mer Jam. The AC will be involved with a cou-
ple of the acts that are playing the Jam, and our
new modern adult will help promote it, too.

“Other things we want to keep separate, in-
cluding cash contests,” he says. “Currently, in
this market some stations are involved in a 12-
station, multi-market cash contest. While that
isn’t illegal, I feel it’s somewhat deceiving be-
cause your listeners are playing against a whole
mess of people, trying to win just one cash prize.
For now, I think our audience prefers to com-
pete just against other Fly listeners; it makes the
contest more attainable. This is not to say we
have entirely ruled out a cash contest for our
four stations in the future. It’s just that right
now, even if we tell our listeners that they’re
competing against our other stations’ listeners, it
still comes off as deceiving to me.”

As OM for Albany Broadcasting’s cluster,
Morgan is confident that he can go up against
the mega-powers in town. “Fortunately, our
owner, Jim Rrell, knows that you need a good
group of stations in a market to survive in radio
today,” he says. “It’s still OK to be a mom-and-
pop on a national scale, but in one market, you
better own more than one station, or you can
be shut out on certain buys and not survive.”

But he’s not about to sacrifice one of his sta-
tions as part of a flanking maneuver against the
competition. “Personally, I think every station
should win,” he says. “It’s like writing out a base-
ball team’s batting lineup and putting a weak
hitter in between some power hitters. Why not
have four good hitters in a row? I don’t see the
value of using a weak sister to combat someone
across the street. I've got to worry about my
own house first.

“Nor am I in favor of putting a station on
computer or satellite just to take away from an-
other station in town . . . You can flank and di-
lute as much as you want, but at the end of the
day, the most important thing is what you're
billing on each station. And you need to have a
viable product to sell the avails on all of the
stations.” JEFF SILBERMAN
