I've
been paralyzed, just waiting for this whole thing
to get worked out.” Sialiano estimates that legal
fees, fines, and lost income will have cost him half
a million dollars.

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FCC To Beat Congress On Sales Reforms?

FCE Chair Bill Kennard, long under fire
from Capitol Hill for the FCC’s lengthy merg-
er reviews, is hoping to beat Congress to the
punch by proposing internal reforms. Ken-
nard has directed FCC general counsel
Christopher Wright to review the process.
Wright and his staff say they have come up with
a way to ensure that even the most complex
transactions are processed within 180 days.
While iinplementation is already under way,
the team is developing internal procedures to
meet that deadline. Wright says the team has
been working dosely with FCC staff on pend-
ing applications “to ensure timely and consis-
tent review,” adding that a team is being creat-
ed to “ensure consistent analysis of major
transactions in a timely fashion.” This session,
the Senate Judiciary Committee is expected to
take up a bill, sponsored by Mike DeWine, R-
Ohio, and Herb Kohl, D-Wis., that would give
the FCC three months to finish its merger-re-
view process.

Kennard has rebuffed a last-ditch effort to
delay the FCC from taking action on low-pow-
er FM (LLPFM) at its Jan. 20 meeting. Kennard
has turned down a request by National Assn.
of Broadcasters president/CEO Eddie Fritts,
who asked the FCC to delay its vote until its
Feb. 17 meeting. Meanwhile, sources say the
FCC plan will include both 10- and 100-watt
stations.

The draft dedsion, obtained by the NAB, ap-
parently raised more questions than answers,
so Fritts asked Kennard to delay the vote until
the NAB could meet with FCC stafters. But
Kennard replied the FCC had already grant-
ed the NAB four extensions. And while Fritts
said the FCC is apparently abandoning its goal
to preserve interference-free radio, Kennard
replied, “I would never support any action that
would disturb the integrity of the free over-the-
air radio service. I am confident that the
[FCC’s] action will follow this principle.”

The FCC has flagged Journal Broadcasting’s
proposed $4.25 million purchase of adult top
40 KOEZ Wichita, Kan., from Kansas Radio
Assets, citing concentration concerns.

SACRIFICES VIRGIN

Clear Channel has lost its bid to buy the
U.K's Ginger Media Group to Scottish Media
Group, which becomes the first British TV
broadcaster to buy into radio. SMG will pay
$370 million for the company, which includes
rock AC Virgin Radio.

DIGITAL RADIO UPDATE
After being talked about for nearly a decade,
it appears digital radio will become reality be-

fore the end of the year. The conversion will
bring not only better sound quality but also the
capability to stream data for programming,
promotions, and advertising.

The developers of digital radio have until
Jan. 24 to submit their technical proposals to
the FCC, which will examine the plans and
adopt a standard by next fall. The FCC is look-
ing at two proposals. The first is called IBOC
(m-band on-channel). It would allow stations to
broadcast both analog and digital signals on
their assigned frequencies during the conver-
sion period. This 1s the plan favored by USA
Digital Radio and Digital Radio Express. The
second proposal would give stations new spec-
trum space, perhaps using TV spectrum space
at channel 6, since all those stations have to be
off that signal after 2006 as part of TV’s con-
version to digital.

One thing that should speed the process is
the fact that competitors USADR and DRE
formed a “strategic alliance” in early December,
which essentially favors USADR’s plan, there-
by eliminating a “VHS vs. Beta” issue. USADR
is owned by 12 of the top broadcasters, includ-
ing Clear Channel, CBS, AMFM, ABC, Citadel,
Cox, Cumulus, Emmis, Entercom, Hispanic
Broadcasting, and Radio One. There is still an-
other developer, Lucent Technologies.

While the FCC may piece together a hybrid
from both comnpanies’ proposals, USADR pres-
ident/CEO Robert Struble believes it will select
one or the other, noting litde commonality be-
tween the two systems. “We believe there’s go-
ing to be one standard.”

USADR engineers have been doing field test-
ing of digital on a number of stations, including
modern AC KLLC San Francisco, country
WPOC Baltimore, and modern rock WHFS
Washington, D.C. Earlier this month, USADR
demonstrated its system on ceuntry KWNR Las
Vegas during the Consumer Electronics Show.
Lucent has also been busy testing its system, pri-
marily on top 40 WPST Trenton, N.].

Once the FCC has adopted a standard, Stru-
ble says, the rollout will occur fairly rapidly. He
expects that 50 stations will be broadcasting in
digital by the end of 2000, with receivers going
on sale to consumers by the end of 2001.

The digital conversion will allow stations to
also send along a data streain, which could be
used for programming announcements, con-
testing, promotions, and advertising sales. Yet
as the amount of streamed data increases, the
quality of the sound goes down, explains Ben
Benjamin, senior VP of product development
for Lucent. “Programmers will need to think
about how data needs are going to be compet-
ing with audio needs.”

The ultimate test for digital radio will come
when consuners are asking to throw their ex-
isting radios into the trash heap and replace
them with new, digital receivers. So far, receiv-
er manufacturers like Kenwood, Jensen, and
Pioneer are waiting for the FCC to announce
its standard before they start making radios.
Once they do begin rolling out, the auto after-
market and high-end in-home stereos will be
the first to offer digital. With an estimated 550
million radios in use in the U.S., experts esti-
mate it will take a minimum of 10 years to re-
place all radios with digital.

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“Our goal, as corny as it sounds, is to be nice.
We answer every E-mail and every phone call.
The lines are crazy, but we try to get to every call
we can.

That’s a little harder these days for PD Julie
Adam and her staff at CISS Toronto. Not only
does Kiss 92 air a lot of calls that begin with alis-
tener expressing surprise at getting through,
but there’s even a promo in which a caller ob-
serves that rival CIDC can’t be doing very well
because the phones ring right away. (That
might sound like radio hype, but having called
the Kiss contest line, we can vouch for them.)

And there’s more than anecdotal evidence of
Kiss’ success. After becoming Toronto’s first full-
signal top 40 last February, CISS was up 3.6-8.1
in the summer BBM ratings. In the fall book, it
was fourth overall with a 7.6 12-plus and a 47
share in teens. That’s an accomplishment on the
scale of KXXM (Mix 96) San Antonio’s, the
fastest U.S. top 40 ramp-up in recent memory.

Certain elements of Kiss 92 will be familiar to
American PDs. Adam is a fan of KIIS Los An-
geles, KUBE Seattle, and WKTU and WHTZ
(2100) New York, among others. The station’s
Million Dollar Phrase ‘That Pays is “Kiss 92 plays
today’s hit music, now give me my money.”
(Kiss has thus far given away over $200,000 in
increments of $1,000 to $40,000.) And like
KHKS Dallas team, for example, Adam and
MD Drew Keith are faster on rhythm titles than
rock crossovers, if they play them at all.

But Kiss differs from its U.S. counterparts in
several key ways. It’s more aggressive on R&B.
Ithas a younger feel than most mainstream out-
lets (lots of stations count down the top seven at
7 p.m., but Kiss does it at 7 a.m., too). And Kiss
has a spot load that most U.S. PDs would envy.

While top 40 languished in the U.S. during
the mid-"90s, it wasn’t even legal in Canada,
where FMs were—until recently—compelled to
play 51% “non-hit” music (anything that hadn’t
reached the top 40) and spin their top hits only
two or three times a day. Those regulations
were supposed to protect Canada’s top 40 AMs,
which survived a decade longer than their U.S.
counterparts, but when those stations, includ-
ing CFI'R "Toronto, went away in the early "90s,
few FMs came along to replace them.

In the mid- to late *90s, two dance stations
that had targeted "Toronto from adjacent mar-
kets, CIDC and CING, segued to mainstream
top 40. Finally, last winter, Rogers Broadcasting,
which owns CHUM and heritage AC CHFI,
LLMAed then country CISS and flipped it to top
40 as Power 92, becoming Kiss 92 several weeks
later after complaints from suburban dance out-
let CKDX (Power 88.5), which has since gone
country. Adam, APD of CISS in its country days,
was named PD) in March.

Although Adam says the goal was never to in-
voke the CFTR legacy, many of Kiss’ key players
were involved with CFTR in some way, includ-
ing consultant Pat Bohn and Rogers national
PD Sandy Sanderson. And the first two hires
were CFTR vets: middayer K.]. and afternoon

host Tarzan Dan. In April, the station teamed
new morning host Jay “Mad-Dog” Michaels
from Halifax, Nova Scotia, with Daryn Jones, a
college student with no radio experience who'd
been discovered on a Rogers Cable youth pro-
gram and was, Adam says, “talented and funny
and right for the radio station.”

Kiss has a quiet storm-type show from mid-
night to 2 a.m. with overmghter Emcee Slim
and a hip-hop show on Wednesday night. But
its most unusual aspect is having just one stop-
set an hour (usually around :25) outside morn-
ing drive. While that strategy was widely tried
here in the early '90s, most PDs decided it wasn’t
worth the 10 (or more) consecutive units that it
necessitated. But Adam says, “It’s not a really
long break. One of the keys to our success has
been not playing nearly as many units as other
stations.” Cluster length varies, but Monitor
clocked a 2 p.m. hour with five minutes and a
six p.m. hour with six minutes.

"That Kiss is able to keep its spot load low (or
come across as unapologetically youth-oriented
on the air) might seem to be a function of hav-
ing an established AC next door, but Adam says,
“Kiss is responsible for its own revenue. It’s just
part of our committment to trying to be a good
radio station.” She also emphasizes that despite
the big teen numbers, “74% of our cume is over
18, [and] we have big 18-plus numbers as well.”

That notwithstanding, Kiss 92 has no con-
cerns about riding the teen-act bandwagon.
“The Backstreet Boys are the ultimate top 40
stars right now, and the hysteria that surrounds
them is incredible and unbeatable,” says Adam.
“They’re the ultimate boy band. They were just
here, and they sold out [instantly]. They’re com-
ing back, and they’ve sold that concert out.
They’ve got another block of tickets going on
sale at noon today, and I imagine those are go-
ing to sell out in five minutes.” Kiss contesting
tied to those shows has included Backstreet
Thursdays, where “we answered phones non-
stop and gave tickets to every 92nd caller.” Pro-
motion director David Wannan and Kiss also
arranged two 92-minute ticket blitzes live on
Toronto “backstreets” before causing 10-mile
freeway backups that forced them to quit.

One vestige of the old broadcast regulations
that remains is the rule that requires most sta-
tions to play 35% Canadian music. Kiss, since its
inception, has had to play 40% Canadian mu-
sic—a promise it made in the early "90s in ex-
change for getting one of the market’s last FM |-
censes. Despite that, Adam says, “there’sa lot of
Canadian music out there, [including] some
wonderful Canadian artists that aren’t signed to
major labels . . . I worked with CMT when it
started, and we saw tremendous growth in
Canadian talent development for country, so we
hope the same thing is going to happen now
that there’s an outlet.”

Here’s a monitor of Kiss 92 at 6:15 p.m. (Can-
con is asterisked): Faith Evans, “l.ove Like
This”; Lou Bega, “Tricky, Tricky”; Deborah
Cox, “September”*; Boomtang Boys, “Dancing
With Myself”*; 98°, “This Gift”; Ol Dirty Bas-
tard, “Got Your Money”; Britney Spears, “(You
Drive Me) Crazy”; Brian McKnight, “Back At
One”; Choclair, “Let’s Ride”*; Prozzak, “Eu-
ropa”*; and D-Cru, “I Will Be Waiting.”*

While many market observers expected a
full-signal top 40 to do well in Toronto, Adam
was surprised by how quickly Kiss kicked in.
Adam says, “Part of the beauty of the station
[was] that there were no ratings for us until the
summer book, so we just did what felt right. Sta-
tion manager Chuck McCoy is just a brilliant ra-
dio guy. So having him lead the way, we just did
a lot of stuff on instinct. When you start seeing
thousands of teenagers around the Kiss Hum-
mer at the Backstreet Boys [show], you know [it
must be working], but you never expect success
like that.” SEAN ROSS

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Are Multiple Hits Evidence Of Top 40 Becoming More Artist-Loyal?

charted more than once at other formats.

It raises the question: Is the growing top 40 au-
dience becoming more artist-loyal? The answer,
from both programmers and label promotion
executives, 1s a resounding, “Yes, somewhat . ..”

“I don’t know if listeners are more artist-loyal,
but radio stations hope they will be,” WZPL. Indi-

anapolis P1) Scott Sands says. “One critical part of

my programming philosophy is to take ownership
of artists, especially those that are shared by my
competition. Whenever someone hears Smash
mouth, I want the listener to think of "ZP1.."

Some of the new artist loyalty may be because
with top 40’s resurgence having begun at least
five years ago, the artists the format discovered
in the mid-"90s have had ume to establish them-
selves. Other reasons include the format paying
more attention to teens, labels concentrating
their efforts on getting more hits out of fewer re-
leases, and artists who are more willing to press
the flesh and make themselves personally avail-
able to their fans and who have the ability to put
on a good show.

THE MORE THE MERRIER

“Over the past 18 months to two years, top 40
has gone back to what made the format success-
ful over the course of time, and that is appealing
to a younger demo as its core audience,” says
Arista VP of top 40 promotion Jim Elliott. “It has
become more of a 12-24 format, and it’s reaping
the rewards of going back to its roots. A number
of acts that have achieved success with the
younger end are getting repeated shots when-
ever they have a new pro-
ject. Pve always felt that if an
artist is on a roll at the for-
mat and has had two
[straight] big hits, that
artist’s next song deserves
the benefit of a doubt, until
they’ve shown themselves
not to be relevant to the au-
dience.”

PDs, who are less likely to
say publicly that they're fo-
cusing on 12-24, see other
factors at work. In fact,
some cite label consolida-
tion as being at least partly
responsible for multi-hit al-
bums. “As much as top 40
will always be a song-driven
format, it's a good thing for
top 40 to have artists that
matter,” says KKRZ (Z100)
Portland, Ore., PD Tommy Austin. “However, as
the record labels consolidated, they cut back on
the amount of product and started focusing on
the artists’ falbums] depthwise, and the artists
also started recording better music.”

While label execs assert that they’ve always
gone for depth in the lion’s share of their releas-
es, they do agree that the artists have been giv-
ing them more potential hits to work with. “Top
40 is at a critical point with [artist loyalty],” says
Jive senior VP of pop promotion Joe Riccitelli.
“The format has never been known to be that
way. Part of the reason [for multi-hit success] is
that we are actually giving them the right second,
third, and fourth singles. With that kind of depth
in product, it’s easier for top 40 to stay loyal. And
it's mutnally beneficial for both of us to give them
the right [follow-up] singles, which puts the pres-
sure on the record company [to do that].”

Interscope head of top 40 promotion Chris
Lopes, who's about to release Smash mouth’s
third single, “Waste,” says, “When you have an
artist with more than one hit single on a record,
it's going to sell a lot of product, because the sec-
ond and third singles make the less-active music
buyer tinally go buy the album. I think both ra-
dio stations and their audience are initially more
accepting with a follow-up to a huge single, and
I'm happy to have that as an advantage. Yet
eventually the [follow-up] single has to stand up
on its own merit and prove itself to go all the way.
It has to perform up to the same standards as the
previous hit.”

“You still have a problem with black acts at top
40,” Elliott adds. “Outside of Will Smith and
TIL.C, whom I consider to be universal artists,
none of the other [R&B -oriented] records have

been a walk in the park. Look at the current top
40 chart: The only R&B/crossover artists with
current hits are Whitney Houston and Brian
McKnight. Top 40 programmers still have a
‘prove it to me’ attitude with those artists’ next
releases, as opposed to the more instant accep-
tance of a white artist coming off'a top 10 record.
When a group like Next, which had an enor-
mous top five record at the format, comes out
with their next song, they’ll still have to deal with
that ‘prove it to me’ attitude.”

GETTING IN THEIR FACE

Another oft-cited reason for recent multiple
hits is the new crop of talent’s ability to perform
live and their willingness to meet their fans, ei-
ther through station concerts or promotional
appearances.

“Labels are doing a much better job of putting
a face and persona to the name,” says WNVZ
(Z104) Nortolk, Va., PD Don London. “Lou
Bega looks like a unique, fun personality. People
get a feel for his whole image. Look back at the
‘Macarena’ guys or Tina Arena. What did the au-
dience know about them? With Britney, Christi-
na, and Ricky, their images are really cutting
through. When the audience can feel and touch
the artists, they have a better chance of succeed-
ing. Country [artists] have been running circles
around top 40 in that respect.”

Sands agrees. “Country’s success comes from

the loyalty the artists build with their audience |

through events like Fan Fair, where they press
the flesh with the people who spend money on
their records. For a long
time, many top 40 artists
were unapproachable by
radio and their fan base.
Artists who take time out of
their schedules to do station
shows and goot off on the
radio turn listeners into
fans, and in the long term
that's to everybody’s advan-
tage. The audience is more
willing to spend money on
their next CD, too. Plus, ra-
dio will stick around, be-
cause they like them on a
personal level.”

“In touring, we're find-
ing more sponsors who en-
able us to put on better
shows, to offset losses and
increase gains,” Riccitelli
says. “Sponsors give our
artists more access to people. I wish I could say
it’s now easier to get Backstreet Boys to meet
people on the last leg of their tour, but itisn’t. But
having a sponsor gives us more of a leg to stand
on.

“I believe [promo appearances] have to hap-
pen for any artist in the pop genre, especially
those who are so magnetic,” he adds. “When
they meet people, they make connections. Look
at Christina Aguilera’s launch. It was almost an
exact duplication of what we did with Britney.”

Yet some wonder whether these artists can
translate multi-single success into multi-album
success, especially given radio’s historical ability
to burn out an artist with recurrent play before a
second album even drops. “People said the same
thing when they were talking about Jewel and
Alanis a couple of years ago,” says WZPL MD
Dave Decker. “A lot of people have two or three
hits off one album, but few have two or three hit
albums in a row.”

“The Backstreet Boys and Sugar Ray have
done well with their follow-up albums,” WHTS
Davenport, lowa, PD Tony Waitekus counters.
“And I don’t think anyone is going to be very
cautious about the upcoming ‘N Sync album or
the next Britney album. These acts are hot right
now for several reasons. No. 1 is they put out
good-quality hit songs, but they also have a hit
sound and a look.”

Says WKRZ Wilkes-Barre, Pa., PD) Jerry Pad-
den, “We're in such a good climate of music right
now, people really want to hear what these artists
will put out next. Bottom line, it still comes down
to the song, not the artist. Artist loyalty and
longevity? ‘Talk to me when their next album or
two comes out.”
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Honesty Vs. Showmanship: Where’s The Line?

Even afier more than a year of negative local
press stories on collective contesting—the na-
tional contests that aren’t always obvious to lis-
teners as such—it was still a little mind-blowing
to see The Syracuse (N.Y.) Post Standard report
that the Clear Channel stations there were not
only running national contests but dubbing
their own jocks into promos featuring out-of-
town winners. Suddenly, the issue wasn't just
whether stations were calling enough attention
to the national nature of their contest but
whether they were deliberately obscuring it.

A nival broadcaster calls collective contesting
“a cynical, arrogant thing to propagate on all
of radio.” But even if that’s true, it’s not the first
standard radio practice that could be charac-
terized that way. Some of the rival broadcasters
that compete with collective contesting, I'm
sure, have exemplary relationships with their
audience based on trust and honesty. But there
are probably plenty of others whose jocks coach
their request-line callers to ask for the song they
were going to play anyway. Or announce that
the No. I song on the top seven at 7 got 1,300
votes tonight, when even major-market stations
are happy to get that many requests for a song
in a week. Or make up the top seven at 7 alto-
gether, for that matter.

But that’s not contesting, right? So maybe
these broadcasters’ jocks have never edited a
winner’s phone call to make sure they said the
call letters correctly at the end (or worse, mis-
edited the call so that what they were trying o
do became apparent to the listener). And while
these broadcasters might be correct in their be-
lief that collective contesting—when revealed—
contributes to listeners’ cynicism about station
giveaways, that cynicism was probably fostered
the first time a station promised “a chance at a

million dollars” and gave away lottery tickets, if

not by the slate of insurance-game giveaways
that followed.

This isn’t an effort to defend collective con-
testing, merely to put it in perspective—a per-
spective that's often lost in an industry where
the line between dishonesty and showmanship
has been blurred from the beginning. Was it ly-
ing to the listener when a station tried to make
its two-vehide van fleet sound larger by dubbing
the vans Nos. 37 and 43? When stations made
their 225-song gold libraries sound bigger with
stagers promoting “the largest classic rock li-
brary” in town? When stations imaged them-
selves around the 22-song music sweeps that
they run only a few times a day? When they

gave their Anglo air talent Hispanic surnames
n the mid-"80s to cash i on the Latin dance
boom? When they gave listeners a chance to
“design your own radio station,” when, in fact,
most of the format details were long deter-
mined? We've heard reality bent, er, reposi-
tioned, so many times in the past 45 years that
we're alittle fuzzy on its parameters ourselves.

Alot of people in our industries have trou-
ble with those parameters oft the air, too. Cer-
tainly, if broadcasters had all understood that
reporting a playlist meant telling people every
record they were actually playing and not the
ones that they weren't, there would have been
no need for BDS. That particular sort of dis-
honesty has been sharplv reduced, but if you're
anywhere in the business, you're still likely to
encounter lies somewhere. For any trade jour-
nalist, it’s the broadcasters who swear that
they're not changing their station’s format, fir-
ing their morning show, selling their station, or
changing jobs thetnselves, usually 24 hours be-
fore doing the exact things they denied. It hap-
pens plenty, but the few whom you actually be-
lieve are the ones you thought you had a
relationship with. Those that aren’t avoiding
you afterward usually express astonishment
that you're upset—they view it as just part of
the game. Or you find out that the web of lies
was more elaborate (i.e., “Well, I was still telling
my stafl that they weren’t getting fired. |
couldn’t tell you.”)

Eventually, people in the industry get used
to the game enough to become at least a little
inured to it. They sort of understand that not
everybody glad-handing them at a convention
would return their call if they were unem-
ployed. And cynicism propagates more cyni-
cism. Game not only recognizes but fosters
game. What's difterent these days is that listen-
ers are likely to recognize games, too.

An increasingly media-savvy audience will, in
the near future, probably come to know a lot
more about radio than just how national con-
testing works. And if they were really more in-
terested in being entertained than in any of the
particulars—the “it’s only a movie” school of ra-
dio—than they'd long ago have given up on try-
ing to interact with radio stations in a way that
they don’t with other forms of entertainment.
Honesty is still a valued commodity for listen-
ers. And sometimes it's amazing that the same
PDs who decided years ago that “big” voices on
the radio were “jive” didn’t reach the same con-
clusion about manipulating the audience.
