Some PDs Feel Return To R&B
Lean At Rhythmic T40 Outlets

by Jeff Silberman

After a year or so in which a num-
ber of previously R&B-dominated
rhythmic top 40s found themselves
drawn :o the teen-pop juggernaut,
some rhyvthmic I'Ds are now sensing
a pull back toward the R&B and hip-
hop side. That change was reflected
on The Billboard 200 in the July 29
issue, where 10 of the top 20 best-
selling albums were either hip-hip or
R&B-hased, compared with eight
rock/mudern rock albums and just
Lwo teen-pop titles.

Interestingly. the PDs who say
they’re feeling more R&B and hip-
hop these davs are in those markets
both with and without a significant
mainstream R&B conpetitor. So, for
that matter, are the programmers
who continue to support ‘N Sync,
Britney Spears, Jessica Simpson, and
Christina Aguilera. All of which con-
tinues to point out the wide variance

Living With/Without
Rival R&B Station

While the rhythmic top 40 panel has
only 41 reporters, those statuons are as
diverse (or perhaps more diverse) than
their 120 mainstreain counterpaits, as
demonstratect again by their handling
of teen-pop records. While soine sta-
tions—hike KQKS Denver and WLLD
Tampa, Fla.—with no mainstream
R&B competitors have backed away
fromn the teen acts, WJMN (Jam’n
94.5) Boston has held on 10 at least a
few teen-pop and dance titles, even
with a focused R&B competitor,
WBO'I (Hot 97.7), in the inarket.

How those stations handle teen pop
speaks to a dichotomy on a larger issue.
While having R&B competition has
forced some stations to tighten their fo-
cus and defend the R&B and hip-hop
images, others have seen it as a license

Both mainstream and rhythmic top 40 have new No. 1’s this week, as matchbox twenty hits the
top of the nainstream chart and Nelly hits the top of the rhythmic chart. “Bent” (Lava/Atlantic) is
matchbox twenty’s first-ever mainstream top 40 No. 1; the closest the band got to topping the chart
cane in spring '98, when “3 AM.” peaked at No. 2, held off by Savage Garden’s “Truly Madly
Deeply.” “Bent” achieved mainstream top 40 Airpower status in Top 40 Airplay Monitor’s May 12
issue. WZPL Indianapolis was the song’s Airplay Leader, having played “Bent” 150 times or more
by April 30.

Although matchbox twenty is No. I on the mainstream airplay chart, the title is only No. 5 on the
mainstream audience chart. Conversely, Aaliyah’s “ Ity Again” (Blackground/Virgin), which jumps
3-1 on the mainstream audience chart due to heavy large-market rotations, sits at No. 4 on the
mainstream airplay chart.

Meanwhile, Nelly scores his first No. 1 with “(Hot $**t) Country Grammar” (ko' Reel/Universal),
which achieved Airpower status in Monitor’s June 16 issue. WLLD Tampa, Fla., played the song
100 times or more by April 9, making the station the song’s Airplay 1.eader. KBTE Corpus Christ, |
"lexas, had also played the song 100 tmes or more when the song was awarded Airpower status and
shares Airplay Leader honors.

Surviving The ‘Survivor’ Promo Avalanche

What's the ditlerence between network and
cable TV? Consider: “The Real World” has
been on MV for nine years, and you can count
the stations that have done “Real World” take-
off stunts on one hand. Then CRBS comes out
with “Survivor,” and now you can practically
count the munber of stations that have refrained
from doing a similar contest on the other hand.

The stunts are becoming more imaginative
as the “Survivor” deluge continues. Modern
WPLY (Y 100) Philadelphia locked lour lis-
teners in an RV in s parking lot, where they
were subjected to '80s band Survivor’s “Fye
Of The Tiger” 24 hours a day, at least 360
iimes a day. The contestants weren't allowed
1o shower, leave the RV, or phone their fami-
lies. They also took part in challenges 10 win
perks like a 10-minute reprieve from the RV,
a gourmet meal. a shower, or a massage. The
last survivor won a trip for two to Cuervo Na-
tion, a private island owned by Jose Cuervo.
Kelly Gross doesn’t expea the winner to re-
turn any time soon.

Top 40 CKNG (Power 92) Edionton, Alber-
1a, stuck a group of listeners on a replica ol the
Santa Maria inside the manimoth West Ed-
monton Mall tor a stunt, prompting the ques-
tion, “Did Columbus take the wrong turn at
Greenland?” Meanwhile, album rival CFBR
(the Bear) put 16 local celebrities on a cyber-is-
land, and listeners voted one of them off the is-
land each morning. Since most of the virtually
stranded celebrities are local TV and print
icons, the station’s getting good press from its
flesh-and-blood brethren.

Rhythmic top 40 KYLD (Wild 94.9) San
Francisco locked nine DJs in a 12-foot-by-12-
foot stuchio for three days in the Ultimate Sur-
vivor Game. Morning Doghousers JV, Elvis,
Hollywood, and Big Joe were crammed in
with Renee Taylor, Strawberry, Big Von, and
Hammering Hank, with no showers, TV, o1
contact with family. ‘Three DJs were voted out
by the group and listeners via the Internet
each day. The last jock “standing” won a one-
week vacation to a destination of his or her
choice, plus the station donated $20,000 1o a
charity of the jock’s choice. 1t was all presented
on wild949.com.

WGNA (Country 107.7) Albany, N.Y, stuck
four listeners into a hot tub full of black-cved
peas at a car remote, then had listeners vote one
contestant out each hour. The winner scored
$107 cash plus tront-row seats and backstage
passes for Dixie Chicks.

Crossover R&B KPWR (Power 106) Los An-
geles staged a Power Pool Survivor stunt by
sinking 16 people in a 13-foot-by-26-toot pool.

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On one hand, Jive Records senior VI of pro-
motions Joe Ricatelli is fortunate to be working
three of the hottest pop acts in the world today—
Backstreet Boys, ‘N Sync, and Britney Spears.
With that, however, comes the thorny task of bal-
ancing the interests of Backstreet Boys, ‘N Sync,
and Britney Spears. Not an easy task when two
(or all three) of your acts have current records out
and all demand top priority. So how does he do it?

“That’s a fair question,” Riccitelli says. “The
truth of the matter is we’re trying to keep some
separation between them when [their records)
are out at the same time. We feel pretty confi-
dent that, as a company, we offer them more
than radio promotion, so none of these acts
would come to us complaining that we’re not
paying enough attention to thein. It hasn't be-
come an issue, and we don’t expect it to be.

“I don’t know if there’s a secret to paying
enough attention to these acts, outside of spend-
ing a lot of attention to detail,” he continues.
“The one thing I have learned since coming to
Jiveis that this company pays closer attention to
detail than any other label I've worked at in this
business. Jive is not a promotion-led company
but an A&R-led company.”

Obviously, Jive wasn’t hurting when Riccitel-
li joined from Island Records. “When I started
here, Britney’s album had just debuted at No.
1,” he says. “As far as changing staff goes, this
department was poetry in moton, and I'm not
the type of guy who wants to walk in the door
and create turmoil. The reason why [chairman/
CEQ)] Clive Calder and [label president] Barry
Weiss brought me on board was to sharpen the
promotion department’s tocus and take them
to a difterent level. I'm here to maximize what
the company was good at, help it diversify in
promoting rock and alternative acts, and elimi-
nate our weaknesses. That’s not something you
can do in six months. Focusing our key players
was important. Adding responsibility to Denise
George and hiring Patricia Bock strengthened
the national staff. Also, accenting the staff with
the arrivals of Tom Cunningham, Lorriane
Caruso, and Chuck Field has rounded us out.”

Maximizing Jive’s strengths becaine even
more important when ‘N Sync came on board.
Now, with all three acts commandeering the air-
waves, not to mention the deluge of similar acts
that followedl, Riccitelli is forced to deal with on-
going expectations from some quarters that the
teen-pop boom is about to burst. “Back in
March of’99, when ‘I Want It That Way’ came
out, programmers started telling me that teen
pop was peaking,” he says. “[Now], 25 million
albums later, we hear it again. I'm not con-
cerned. Why should I be? If we keep putting
out the right songs, this is not going to peak.”

teen-pop riches will tag it as a one-dimensional
label. “If we're going to be tagged with any-
thing, it’s as the most successful independent la-
bel in the history of the business. I'll take pride
in being tagged that, and I'll take pride in mak-
ing sure that happens.

“[Don’t] forget that Jive has also sold millions
of records from hip-hop artists. R. Kelly has

Nor is he concerned that Jive’s abundance of

gone six times platinum, and Joe has gone
double-platinum. But it is important for us to
grow and diversity, not simply to distance our-
selves from being called just a teen-pop label.”

‘The key to doing that: “The golden rule of
any record label is to make sure we're develop-
ing new acts while we thrive on the superstars,”
Riccitelli says. “That’s how labels like Arista and
Columbia stay hot year after year. They're de-
veloping new things, especially at this time of
the year. We have three new projects that are es-
sential to break: Mystikal, Aaron Carter, and
(hed) planet earth. We feel these acts are on the
verge of breaking through. We also have iin-
portant new artists such as Jessica Folker. They'll
be our next generation of superstars, because
every artist has a [career] curve, and although
our big three are not dose to theirs now, it could
happen a few years down the line.”

Be it superstar or new artist, Riccitelli views
his promotional strategy from a hip-hop street-
tearn approach. “We do a lot of things well in
advance of each record’s release. For Aaron
Carter, we're selling his video prior to the record
hitting radio, so he’ll be more of a known com-
modity, on top of him selling 100,000 records
of his last release on Edel America. We do every-
thing possible to take pressure off radio and
make [our records] promotion-proof. Also, dur-
ing the Britney tour this summer, street teams
will hand out Aaron Carter postcards at her
shows. That’s where the kids are going to be,
and we want them to be at least familiar with
himn long before his record gets to radio.

“There are no automatics in radio,” Riccitelli
adds. “Few PDs realize the legwork it takes to
release a Britney record. Before my arrival
here, this staff was setting up Britney’s . . . Baby
One More Time’ at least six to eight weeks pri-
orto its impact date. They did street-team work
for her at Backstreet Boys tour dates, knowing
her target audience would be there. That way,
we were able to nail it at radio out of the box.”

For new artists, such as European hitmaker
Folker, Jive targets specific stations, such as
WXKS-FM Boston, WSTR (Star 94) Atlanta,
and KBKS (Kiss 106.1) Seattle. “You have to a
combination between the quality and quantity
of stations,” he says. “There has got to be some
sort of schematic design where you first go afier
the quality stations that have a tendency to be
more open-minded with that type of record.

“But it's also absolutely true that as radio gets
more consolidated, it’s harder to find stations
that are what Monitor calls Airplay Leaders,”
Riccitelli adds. “That’s why we have to market
our artists better and not strictly rely on radio to
do the bulk of that work.”

The hip-hop street-team promotion mental-
ity can also work for a rock band such as (hed)
planet earth. “Although active rock may not at-
tract more than 8 million in audience, it’s still a
great catalyst because it reaches very active buy-
ers. To a degree, the format can also help cer-
tain records break at modern rock as well. The
two [formats] are yin and yang, in that they play
off each other.”

Jive has also had success with such adult rock-
leaning acts as Jars Of Clay, but Riccitelli is less
sanguine about the future success of modern
AC, which he predicts “will merge into adult top
40. It’s a hard niche to maintain, especially
when musical trends don't reflect well on that
format.” Similarly, he says, “there’s just not
enough impact at triple-A for us to bite into it.
What's funny is that my favorite record this year
is the Shelby Lynne, which is only getting air-
play, up to this point, on triple-A. Working that
record [in other formats] would be the ultimate
challenge. Shelby is an artist-development
dream. The trick is to strike a balance between
art and commerce. But with that being said,
when you step out with art, make sure it’s prof-
itable.” JEFF SILBERMAN

DOJ OKs Clear Channel/AMFM Merger

Clearing one of the remaining regulatory
hurdles in its $23.5 billion bid to buy AMFM,
Clear Channel has won Justice Department
approval for the buyout. Yet several ques-
tions remain, including whether Clear Chan-
nel will have to spin off as many stations as
originally thought and whether it will be al-
lowed to own a 30% stake in outdoor bill-
board company Lamar Advertising.

The DOJ is requiring Clear Channel and
AMFM to sell 99 radio stations in 27 markets,
worth $3.4 billion. Under the agreement, the
companies will sell the majority of the sta-
tions required before closing the deal. The
DOJ will then file a complaint in federal
court along with a proposal to resolve the
outstanding issues.

In order to meet ownership limits, Clear
Channel attorneys had expected to need to
sell 110 radio stations, more than the 99 thus
tar required by the DOJ. A majority of the
stations on Clear Channel’s list and not on
the government’s were sold to minority
broadcaster Chase Radio Partners, including
R&B oldies WFJO Tampa, Fla.; country
WPOC Baltimore; rhythmic top 40 KGGI
Riverside, Calif.; and N/T KSDO San Diego,
as well as adult top 40 KCNL, album rock
KSJO, and classic rock KUFX San Jose,
Calif. DOJ attorneys could add those stations
to their list as part of the settlement package
to be filed in court.

As part of the merger, a number of AMFM
execs are expected to exit. The latest to an-
nounce his departure is senior VP of pro-
gramming Ken Benson.

Meanwhile, Clear Channel continues to
build its chain. In a $57 million sales agree-
ment with Sunburst Media, it has picked up
three new markets in the South. The deal
gives Clear Channel country KGMY-FM, AC
KGBX, modern AC KTOZ, album rock
KXUS, and sports KGMY-AM Springfield,
Mo.; country KEAN, adult top 40 KHYS, al-
bum rock KEY], oldies KULL, and Spanish
KBBA Abilene, Texas; and country KAGG
and AC KKYS Bryan, 'Texas.

CAPITAL: CUBAN TO FORM LABEL?
Broadcast.com founder Mark Cuban is
planning to launch a music label in partner-
ship with a major radio group. Speaking at
the Plug.In conterence July 24 in New York,
Cuban said a key component to his business
model is radio. “Our focus will be to bring on
radio station groups as partners,” which,
Cuban said, will be exchanged for an equity
stake in the label. Radio is critical, according
to Cuban, because it will ensure his artists get
airplay, as group owners will have a vested
interest in an artist’s success. Earlier, Cuban
told the Web site inside.com, “We think by
including the major radio groups, we can tilt
demand generation toward our artists and
put a hurt on traditional label economics.”
Cuban said no deals have been reached
with any of the groups. And Clear Channel
Radio president Randy Michaels down-
played inside.com’s report that it is in dis-
cussions with Cuban. Michaels tells Airplay
Monitor that “there are no talks taking place
with Mark Cuban or anyone else about Clear
Channel being in the label business. We have
no current intention of starting a label.”
Cuban said he will cherry-pick other la-
bels’ rosters, oftering established acts larger
profits, in part because he does not plan on
spending any money on artist development.
Instead, the money will be funneled back to
the artist, the label, and its radio partners.
Entercom has closed on its $126.6 million

purchase of classic rock KCFX, album
KQRC, jazz KCIY, and classical KXTR
Kansas City from Sinclair. In the second part
of the deal, approved by the DQJ, Entercom
sells KCFX, oldies KCMO-FM, and N/T
KCMO-AM to Susquehanna for $113 mil-
lion.

On Wall Street, Entravision has an-
nounced more details of its IPO. In a filing
made with the Securities and FExchange
Commission, the company hopes to raise as
much as $539 million when it sells 33.7 mil-
lton shares, or about 38% of its total shares,
to the public at a price of $15 to $17 a share.
Separately, it has arranged $600 million in
loans from two banks. The Spanish-language
broadcaster will use the money on its $252
million deal for the Latin Comnmunications
Group and its $475 million deal for Z-Span-
ish Media.

Beasley Broadcast Group has been added
to the Russell 3000 Index, as part of the in-
dex’s annual reworking. The addition may
help Beasley’s stock, which has gotten little
notice from Wall Street since going public in
February.

CAPITOL

Radio pirate turned low-power-FM cru-
sader Stephen Dunifer has lost another ap-
peal to return his pirate station to the air.
The U.S. Court of Appeals in San Francisco
has ruled that Dunifer has no grounds to
challenge at the appellate level the FCC’s
right to regulate the airwaves. In the 3-0 de-
cision, the court said he must start his chal-
lenge to FCC laws at the agency and then
take his case to the federal appeals court in
Washington, D.C.

The 50-watt Radio Free Berkeley signed
on in 1993 from atop Dunifer’s roof. A year
later, government agents shut it down and
fined Duniter $10,000—which his attorney
says the FCC has never tried to collect.
Dunifer is now championing L.LPFM and is
among the more than 300 applicants vying
for a station in Calitornia. He is also organiz-
ing a protest for Sept. 20 to coincide with the
opening of the National Assn. of Broadcast-
ers’ annual Radio Show.

Perhaps the FCC forgot to fly its stars and
stripes earlier this month, so to make up for
it, it’s flagging a number of deals. As usual,
it’s delaying sales as it looks into whether any
of the buyers will have too much control over
a market’s advertising revenue. Among the
deals flagged are

Broadcasting.

® Clear Channel’s purchase of AC KTLT,
top 40 KNIN, and country KWFS-AM-FM
Wichita Falls, Texas, from Apex Broadcast-
ing. It is also taking a closer look at Clear
Channel’s deal to buy top 40 WDAY-FM,
country KFGO-FM, oldies KULW, AC
KRVI, N/T KFGO-AM, and sports KVOX
Fargo, N.D., from various owners.

® Saga Communications’ purchase of AC
WYXL, country WONY, oldies WTKQ, and
N/T WHCU Ithaca, N.Y., from Eagle 11
Broadcasting.

® Vero Beach Broadcasting’s deal to buy
adult standards WOSN Fort Pierce, Fla.,
from Centennial Broadcasting.

NEW MEDIA

Arbitron has formed an alliance with Lar-
iat Software under which Lariat will provide
Arbitron software for use in the collection of
data from streaming media servers for the
InfoStream Ratings. The latest InfoStream
reports compiled listening to 389 channels
from 21 different sources.

A deal between GetMedia and the Radio
Advertising Bureau will allow member RAB
stations to use GetMedia’s Internet site for
online CD sales in exchange for a piece of
the profits. GetMedia allows stations to cre-
ate a branded Now Playing music store or, if
a station provides a playlist, to sell whatever
had been played earlier in the day.
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Some PDs Feel Return To R&B Lean At Rhythmic T40 Outlets

in programming strategies among Monitor’s
40 rhythmic reporting stations.

A year ago, KQKS (KS107.5) Denver was
playing titles from Backstreet Boys, Christina
Aguilera, and Ricky Martin. Last week, the
only non-R&B/hip-hop song among its 40
most played was by Voice V. Similarly, WLLD
(Wild 98.7) Tampa, Fla., was playing Back-
street Boys, Jordan Knight, Aguilera, and Mar-
tin. ‘T'his year, its non-R&B content is primari-
ly from (che titles by Fragina, La Rissa, etc,,
making it similar to KXJM (Jammin® 99.5)
Portland, Ore., in that regard. And KSFM
(Jammin’ 102.5) Sacramento, Calif., has elimi-
nated non-R&B/hip-hop from its 40 most-
played titles altogether: KSFM does have a rival
that’s focused on the R&B side, KBMB; the
Tampa, Portland, and Denver stations have
only AM R&B competitors.

Jerry Clifton’s KPT'Y (Party Radio 103.9)
Phoenix, which had gone almost to an all-teen
act posture last year, has evolved again; its ri-
val, KKFR (Power 92), seems to have moved
away from the teen acts altogether. Another
former Clifton client, KRBV (Hot 100) Dallas,
that had also hit the teen acts heavily for a
minute is in transition again, although teen acts
still have some presence there.

Interestingly, there are just as many teen act
records on the rhythmic chart as there were
one year ago. But the bulk of those records
were concentrated between Nos. 25-40 on last
week’s chart, with only one title, ‘N Sync’s “It’s
Gonna Be Me,” in the top 20. By comparison,
last year’s chart had Backstreet Boys, Aguilera,
Spears, and Martin—if you consider him a
teen act—in the top 15, with two titles by 98°
on the chart as well. All of which would imply
that while those records aren’t having a hard
time charting, the number of stations that seem
less receptive are keeping them from achieving
critical mass.

1t’s worth noting right away that some of

this could be timing. A new 98° single is sched-
uled for release within days, and the next
Backstreet Boys project is due shortly. And
KPRR (Power 102) El Paso, Texas, OM John

Candelaria believes that the boy-group sound
“hasn’t peaked yet. At this point, ‘N Sync has
got to be hotter than ever, although Backstreet
Boys® “The One’ is taking a while to develop.
But we don’t judge the music by the group.
We let each record stand on its own. That's the
beauty of top 40. It’s more song-driven than
artist-driven.”

But some PDs are definitely feeling more

R&B these days. “We just go with the flow of

what the audience is into at the time,” says
WBBM-FM (B96) Chicago PD "Todd Cavanah,
who shares some of his music with heritage
R&B WGCI-FM. “It could be hip-hop or teen
pop. The key is to stay true to the demo, and
right now P'm a little surprised that over the
last six months, hip-hop and R&B started test-
ing huge and reacting faster.”

“It’s pop culture in general, and our audi-
ence in specific,” says KQKS PD Cat Collins.
“The last research project we did, just a month
ago, showed hip-hop a lot bigger than R&B.
Eminem and Dr. Dre just happen to be the hot
sound, so we lean more hip-hop right now. A
year and a half ago, we leaned more R&B, be-
cause that’s the way our audience leaned.

“I do sense the teen-pop thing slowing
down. If past history is any indication, there
shonld soon be a tidal wave of negativity from
young adults against these acts. KQKS has al-
ways been positioned with hip-hop and R&B
and will continue to play those gentes of mn-
sic very liberally. As always, if another music
style comes to us organically through pop cul-
ture and is found to be compatible with hip-
hop and R&B, we will play the biggest of the
big from that genre, but the meat and potatoes
of KQKS is hip-hop and R&B.”

“We're being very careful with [teen pop],
because we've seen [this happen] before,”
BY6’s Cavanah adds. “You’d be an idiot to
play all these other teen groups. Remember
the way Backstreet Boys broke out? They
were already selling out stadiums in Europe.
Just because a couple of those bands are real-
ly popular doesn’t mean every boy band will
put out hits.”

“hits” and “variety” positions. And there’s just as
nuich diversity of opmion among stations without
R&B competition.

That said, there are still some PDs who say that
having R&B competition allows them to be faster
on R&B product. And there are those who, in
keeping with a 15-year tradition at the format, ex-

pect their R&B rivals to warm up certain types of

records, particularly balkacls.

“We generally will look at the records that are
getting a significant amount of spins [on rival
WGCH),” WBBM-FM Chicago PD Todd Cavanah
says. “Actually, we're playing more hip-hop than
they are these days. We're out-spinning them on
‘Slim Shady,” DMX, and Jay-Z, because they're
shedding teens and growing aclults.” On the oth-
er hand, he says, “baltacls are usually pretty dead-
ly for B96, so to play an R&B ballad, it’s got to be
huge in call-out before I touch it, which means it
would be in power rotation at WGCl for a while.”

“Although there are exceptions where we go
on a record as soon as [R&B rival WTL.C-FM]
does, more often they warm some R&B hits up
for us,” says WHHH (Hoosier 96) Indianapolis
PD Scott Wheeler. “They’ll start a song such as an
R&B batlad by “Toni Braxton, then once it’s big
enough, we'll move on it.”

At WPOW (Power 96) Miami, “we’re not op-
posed to using [R&B WEDR] to figure out what
to play,” says P1) Kid Curry. “It’s usually their four
or five biggest songs, as long as they have mass-
appeal, such as the Aaliyah, Joe, and Jay-Z.”
While many rhythmic PDs are more aggressive
on hip-hop than ballads, Curry says, there are still
songs he considers too male or “too ghetto” that
he won'’t pluy, “no matter how popular they
are on WEDR.”

In R&B-less Denver, “we can be more inde-
pendent,” says KQKS PD Cat Collins. “MD Jon
E. Kage and 1 listen to everything, and if we just
love something that we feel hits our core, we'll be
the first on it. On the other hand, if we don’t care

about the record, we have the luxury tosit on the
sideline and look at how that record 1s working in
other markets. It allows us to be more indepen-
dent and probably a bit more conservative.”

“We have the luxury of sitting back a bit and
watching some records develop,” says KPRR
(Power 92) El Paso, Texas, PD John Candelaria.
“MTYV hasa significant role in that. We also watch
the phones and get out in the streets to determine
which records are the best. OQur goal is to stay with
the crowd, not too far in front of them and not
behind.”

At KXJM (Jammin’ 95.5) Portland, Ore., “we
can’t say we're faster due to an R&B station being
present or not present,” says PI) Mark Adams.
“We have to be more reflective of the market-
place, which in Portland is very aggressive even
though there is no R&B here. Prior to being in
this market, it would be natural to assume that
you need not be aggressive, but once | got here,

I found that just the opposite is true. The lack of

an R&B [outlet] has, in a sense, seriously created
a desire for aggressive new music.”

KLUC Las Vegas doesn’t have a commercial
R&B competitor, although PD Cat Thomas
points out that he does deal with community out-
let KCEP, which “does us a great service by
warming up some records for us.”

Most rhythmics in R&B-less markets have to
use other means of finding new music. “More of-
ten than not, we rely on our gut,” Adams says.
“We're in a bit of a vacuum, in that there’s no one
else locally who can let us know what's working.
It's important to be familiar with the marketplace
and to use that latitude in [making] decisions. By
now we feel fairly comfortable with our core,
[but] we try not to get too comfortable. We triple-
check things to make sure we're on the right
records.”

“For us, it’s just MTV and BET,” Collins says.
“Some people we talk to feel we are the only ones
to try more music. Others tell us to take no

An open letter to ad agency creative people:

A few months ago, one of you came up with
an ad for some automobile or SUV promoting
a free CD player offer. Over a music bed that
sounded vaguely like Everlast’s “What It’s
Like,” a “deejay” described the offer at length,
refusing to shut up—the implication being that
only a CD) player would save listeners from hav-
ing to hear some moron talk all over their fa-
vorite songs.

It sort of amazed me that stations were will-
ing to run your ad, although in the current cli-
mate, the real surprise would have been the
GSM who walked away from it. Guess that an-
swers the question about whether we'll run ads
for satellite radio next year. I should also note
that P've heard the spot at least five times, but |
still don’t remenber whom it was for, which says
something about its eflectiveness.

Mostly, I couldn’t help thinking that whenev-

“real racho,” the ads inevitably sound nothing
like it, the current “Arby’s Raclio” spots being the
latest example. As most radio folks will tell you,
it's been o long time since jocks talked over the
middle of songs. Now, if that guy in the auto
spot had spent three minutes getting into a
stop-set, it would’ve been right on taget.

great radio spots. I was always the PD asking the
production director to put the good ones on a
reel for me and the one calling the agency to tell
it when | loved a spot (usually a surprise for
folks who were only used to complaints). And
I've heard some great agency work recently, in-
duding a devastating spot on domestic violence
for the United Way of Western New York and,
at the other end of the spectrum, a BP gasoline
ad this winter that tarned “They’re Coming 'lo
Take Me Away, Ha-FHaaa!” into “They’re com-
ing to tow me away.”

But if you guys still think of radio folks as
’60s-style pukers who love to hear themselves
talk, well, there’s a lot | hear in spots that is
clichéd and/or self-indulgent. While most PDs
would just be happy if the screaming car ads
and diet/impotence ads went away, Pve got a
longer wish list. Why don’t you hotshots . . .

® Iry to get through the next holiday season
without any spots where Santa annonnces that
this year, he’s turning over his duties to your
shopping center or dotcom client. Feel free to
retire the Easter Bunny, Cupid, and George
Washington as pitchmen, too.

® Set aside the spontaneous, irony-free con-
versations about products that nobody sponta-

I should point out here that I'm really a fan of

neously discusses (e.g., “Why won’t Gingev go
to the prom with me?” “Maybe you're using the
wrong industrial caulking supplies!”). Also the
phony game shows where your dient is always
the winning answer. Same for the cute kids re-
fusing to put mommy on the phone while the
car dealer does his sales pitch. Or the state
troopers who pull motorists over to tell them
how much money they could have saved with
the right industrial caulking supplies.

® Stop misusing my favorite oldies, particu-
larly in ways that show you don’t understand
their lyrics. Anybody who'd actually listened to
“Street Life” by the Crusaders (“There’s always
love for sale/A grown-up fairy tale/Prince
Charming always smiles/Behind the silver
spoon”) would never use it to hawk cellular
phones. I'd also like legiskition preventing songs
from being used in spots for movies in which
they don’t actually appear—we have “sunshine
laws” that guarantee public access to govern-
ment; now it’s time for the “Walking On Sun-
shine” laws. And it’s also time to put away the
Space Age Bachelor Pad music that's been so
overused that it’s lost any irony or camp valie.

® Stop trying to re-image procucts as cutting
edge with scatologicat or otherwise inappropri-
ate humor: At Christmas "98, there was a great
Yahoo! ad where a 1-900-number dominatrix
tortures a masochist by describing holidiy mall
shopping. But that was an exceedingly well-
done ad for a cutting-edge product. A year and
a half later, using bodily fluids to hawk office
supplies or oit changes is just gratuitous. And it
reminds me of my first radio job 18 years ago
when | cared more about what | could get away
with on the air than what suited my station. Yes,
most morning shows have edgier content. Yes,
i's an Eminem world, and some adults don’t
seem to mind living in it. But what’s OK among
buddies in the vanpool is still a litte disconcert-
ing from the person behind the counter.

More than ever, radio and agency creative
folks need to be on the same side, since the lat-
ter are now responsible for so mich more of the
former’s product. For their part, broadcasters
dom’t do such a good job of showcasing your
spots. When they'’re not burying them in seven-
minute clusters, they’re blaring “commercial
free” and reinforcing listeners’ negative per-
ception of your life’s work. We almost can’t
blame you for saying anything that will get your
product noticed. Ultimately, there needs to be
the same sort of dialogue between PIs and ad-
vertisers that goes further than just trying to get
the most obvious oftenders oft the air:
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chances. I see us in the middle. 1 have a lot of
confidence in MD John E. Kage and myself, so
when we step ont early on records, we're cor-
rect.”

And even those PDs who have R&B rivals
don’t just have R&B competition anymore, now
