Kiss' Rock Hall Kissoff
Who wore the makeup best? That's up for debate as Gene
Simmons slams the institution, long -simmering tensions
surface and the band refuses to play the April 10 ceremony
By Phil Gallo

Ilyhen Kiss spit fire on the Rock and Roll Hall ofFame and
announced it wouldn't perform to mark its own long-
awaited induction to the hall, itwas the latest in a series
of squabbles that have pitted the institution against
those it celebrates. Long -festering disputes have caused

onstage embarrassment almost from the start- in 1988 Diana Ross
and Paul McCartney sat out the induction ofThe Supremes and The
Beatles- and have continued ever since (see sidebar). And the inductees
have complained about everything from the introduction ofTV cameras to
the proceedings 17 years ago to why, exactly, they have to pay for tickets for
their family to witness the honor ofa lifetime.

The Kiss conflict is over who gets to per-
form: The band as it stands now, or the
original lineup featuring founding mem-
bers Ace Frehley and Peter Criss, both of
whom have publicly grumbled about being
denied the opportunity. With the situation
at a stalemate, and bassist Gene Simmons
and lead singer Paul Stanley unable to
stage a full-scale band retrospective, Kiss
simply pulled the plug with a statement on
its official web site, pointing a finger at the
Rock Hall itself: "Our intention was to cel-
ebrate the entire history of KISS and give
credit to all members including long-time
present members Tommy Thayer and Eric
Singer, and additionally Bruce Kulick and
Eric Carr, all who have made this band what
it is, regardless of the Rock and Roll Hall of
Fame's point of view."

For the Hall of Fame to attract visitors to
its museum in Cleveland, it needs to honor
mainstream icons like Kiss. But the Hall's
voting body continues to want to acknowl-
edge the greats of the 1960s, whose legends
haven't always endured. Thus you get a
strange mix, as in 2008 when Madonna was
inducted alongside The Dave Clark Five.
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Those tensions have increased since the
induction left New York's Waldorf Astoria
in ion to be staged in an arena setting (this
year's ceremony is scheduled for April 10 at
Barclays Center in Brooklyn). While the cer-
emony retains some of the hallmarks of its
intimate roots- including a leisurely four- to
six -hour runtime - it's taken on the trappings
ofa major music TV event, without ever quite
becoming one.

Lack of a Kiss performance didn't affect
ticket sales for the upcoming ceremony,
where Peter Gabriel, Hall & Oates,
Nirvana, Linda Ronstadt, Cat Stevens
and The E Street Band also will be honored.
Nearly all of the 8,400 tickets available to the
public sold out through an American Express
presale on Feb. 24 (priced between $67 and
$576), the day after Kiss' announcement, says
Joel Peresman, CEO of the Rock and Roll
Hall of Fame Foundation.

HBO - which presented the hall's 25th-

anniversary concert in 2010, and took over
broadcast rights from Fuse in 2012 - will air
an edited version of the ceremony in early
May. A live broadcast remains unlikely. "It
goes on too long," says Peresman. "In the

Waldorfwe kept it loose, and if people wanted
to talk, they could talk as long as they wanted
with no restrictions."

Peresman, 56, has been in his job since
2006, and his hiring was seen as the
hall's first step toward getting away from
a cloaked -in-secrecy, old -boys -club per-
ception of the organization. Regardless of
changes at the top, a 3o -member nominat-
ing committee that includes bigwigs such
as John Sykes, Seymour Stein and Paul
Shaffer (as well as Billboard editor Joe
Levy) still determines the names on the
ballot, which goes out to a voting body of
about 500 current or former members of
the industry and music experts.

In attempting to broaden the field, the
nominating committee has added members
like Roots drummer Ahmir "Questlove"
Thompson, who attended a meeting wear-
ing a Hall & Oates T-shirt. "His support of the

candidacy seriously," says one member of the
committee. "It can seem pretty arbitrary."

Two members of the nominating commit-
tee credit Bruce Springsteen manager Jon
Landau with embracing acts with wider
appeal that, as one member puts it, wouldn't
get in over "the dead bodies of the people
who started this thing."

Last year's induction concert at Los
Angeles' Nokia Theatre made a $1.3 mil-
lion profit, put toward the programs of
the Cleveland museum, which welcomed
460,600 people in 2011. Key to generating
interest in the museum has been the airing
of an edited version of the ceremony since
1997. The fact that cameras are allowed
has rankled many, most notably Neil
Young, who sat out Buffalo Springfield's
induction that first televised year. Recent
inductees have taken issue with being asked
to perform for free, hand over their TV rights
and pay for tickets beyond the two they're

given. As one manager of an inductee puts it,

"They say, 'You won. Here's the bill.' "
Counters Peresman, "What other awards

show gives you unlimited tickets?" And,
indeed, the Rock Hall's policy mirrors that of
the Grammys - except that many of the leg-
acy acts being honored can no longer count
on record label largesse to buy tickets for
friends and family.

Last year, HBO aired its nearly three-hour
induction show 17 times on HBO and HBO2
between May 18 and June 18. HBO Signature
ran it for 24 hours straight in its first day. In
that first month, according to HBO, it had a
viewership of between 3 million and 4 million,
a figure similar to 2012 numbers.

Peresman says the hall is looking to extend
broadcast rights with HBO. When Fuse car-
ried the show in 2coo9 and 2010, it got fewer
than 14o,000 viewers, according to Nielsen.
During its run on VHi (1997-2008), viewer-
ship topped 1 million only twice.°

extremely valuable asset for the
foreseeable future."

Without syndication revenue
to prop up the franchise and with
only a licensing deal with Fox
(the network doesn't necessarily
participate in lucrative foreign
editions), the TV picture isn't
pretty. And on the music side, it
doesn't help the Idol brand that
its most recent winner, season
12's Candice Glover, has sold
only 19,000 copies of her debut
album, Music Speaks, since its
Feb. 28 release, according to
Nielsen SoundScan. Indeed,
when Universal Music Group

lobbied for the Idol partnership
in 2010, the label had already
diminished expectations by low-
ering signing advances (Sony's
payouts of $400,000 -plus for
the winner were replaced by
more modest deals in the ball-
park of $250,000) and limiting
the number of Idols they pick up
to two or three per season.

Millions could be saved with
the potential exits of Lopez and
Seacrest in 2015 - the former
has signed a straight-to -series
deal with NBC for the cop drama
Shades ofBlue (produced by Ryan
Seacrest Productions). Seacrest's
two-year Idol extension, drafted
in 2012, expires at the end of the
current season.

Still, Idol does have plenty
going for it. It remains a top five
draw in primetime where its
largest viewing block is teens,
and a powerful lead-in for Fox's
affiliates. Its success record in
launching music careers dwarfs
the competition, despite the
more -than -occasional flop, and
the series was just awarded
best music supervision, reality
television by the Guild of Music
Supervisors. Idol entering its twi-
light years may be what you call a
first -world problem- and noth-
ing a stiff drink can't remedy, at
least for now. 0

Apple's music chief Robert Kondrk has
been pressuring major labels for releases
similar to last year's Beyonce exclusive,
excluding services like YouTube and
Spotify to help shore up slowing down-
load sales, according to music executives
familiar with the conversations.

The tense talks with label executives
during Grammy Week in Los Angeles in
January were spurred by Beyonce's suc-
cess in launching her self -titled album
exclusively on iTunes in December for one
week, during which the album was only sold
in its entirety. After the first week in which it

available for sale at other retailers, and fans
were able to buy tracks separately. Crucially,
the pop diva kept the album off streaming
services for the first week, but made two of
the album's 14 tracks available on Spotify

the second week after release. Even her
official YouTube videos were kept to
3o -second teasers.

As music download sales decline
for the first time, Apple is pressing
labels to think about possible win-
dowing strategies as a way to buoy
faltering sales.

Apple operates the world's
largest music store and recently
introduced an Internet radio
service, but it doesn't have an
on-demand service similar
to Spotify or YouTube. As a
result, the iPhone and iPad
maker has an interest in
finding ways to preserve
its iTunes business, which
plays a vital strategic role
in its overall content -to -

hardware ecosystem.
In the meetings dur-

ing Grammy Week, Apple's
iTunes contingent, led by

Kondrk, even suggested the albums don't
have to be exclusive to iTunes, and that
labels could give albums to other stores as
well- but not streaming services. Republic
Records artist Kid Cudi released Satellite
Flight exclusively to digital retailers on Feb.
25 - led by iTunes.

Ironically, Kondrk also asked that indi-
vidual track sales be locked down for a
period of time before allowing them to
be purchased separately and making the
album available to streaming services, said
executives from two major labels. This
runs contrary to the album unbundling
strategy first negotiated by Apple founder
Steve jobs with his original iTunes store
label deal in 2003.

Kondrk's sales pitch may have been
just what label executives wanted to hear.
The industry has been ambivalent about
YouTube and other streaming services,
which pay slowly over time as people
stream tracks as compared with the imme-
diate payoff of album sales.

"The iTunes theory was that because of
the easy availability to access albums on
YouTube," says one major -label executive
familiar with iTunes' complaint, "it has punc-
tured sales globally for tracks and albums." 0

Romeo & Juliet Head To Fox As
Boardwalk Bets Big On TV Musical Mania
Romeo & Juliet: The pop musical? That's the
plan for Boardwalk Entertainment Group,
which is partnering with RCA Records to pro-
duce classic stories simultaneously as event
TV series and staged musicals.

In addition to Romeo & Juliet, which is
being developed for Fox, Boardwalk is
preparing contemporary musical versions
based on Robin Hood, King Arthur and Jack
the Ripper. Given the success of such small-
screen musicals as Fox's long -running Glee
and NBC's one-off The Sound of Music Live!,
the company, founded in 2011 by writer
Timothy Bogart; his brother, songwriter
Evan "Kidd" Bogart; and producer Gary A.
Randall, also is hoping to develop limited
series as well as live events, specials and
multiple -season series as formats.

"When something works [in Hollywood],
there's always been that rush to figure out how
to chase it," says Timothy Bogart, who has writ-
ten the first two Romeo (7Juliet episodes and
is prepping a series bible with FX Productions
as the studio. "Our model is about embrac-
ing all facets of the entertainment experience
from the creative inception point." If and when
Romeo & Juliet is ordered to be a series, the
same group will begin readying a stage version
to launch on the heels of the TV show.

In a bid for additional (and immediate)
ancillary revenue as well as differentiation
in a crowded market, Boardwalk's projects,
including Romeo & Juliet, will feature at least
50 original songs, which will be available for
download following the episode's airing. To
ensure the music will have a life outside of
the show, Evan Bogart, who wrote Rihanna's

"SOS" and Beyonce's "Halo," has assembled a
collection of songwriters who have written for
artists such as Britney Spears, One Direction
and Jason Derulo.

"We're trying to do songs that, if it weren't
for this show, you'd hear on the radio anyway- songs that could be found on an Imagine
Dragons album or that Lorde would be sing-
ing," says Evan Bogart, adding that one of
Boardwalk's missions is to discover and break
new acts through this process. On Romeo &

Juliet, he has set up a room of songwriters to
run alongside a traditional writers room, and
the two teams have been passing scripts and
accompanying song lyrics back and forth.

Boardwalk also is developing a Sony
Pictures TV -produced project, which is being
billed as a decade -long look at the 1970s told
through the music that defined it, for NBC.

"Great content and hits can come from any-
place. You see it every day right now with the
number of songs that are from soundtracks,"
says Tom Corson, president/COO of RCA
Records, which has worked with Boardwalk
on a project basis in the past.

On the film side, the Bogarts are devel-
oping Spinning Gold, a Spike Lee -directed
biopic of their late father, Casablanca
Records founder Neil Bogart, with Justin
Timberlake set to star. -Lacey Rose

While terms of the deal weren't disclosed,
the First State catalog, which includes

"The Twist," "Louie Louie" and "Take the
A Train," generated about $4.5 million in
net publisher's share, but also came with
a $2 million annual administration fee to
BMG Rights Management through 2016.
Reservoir paid about $40 million for the
catalog, according to Billboard's estimates,
based on information that other bidders
were in the $35 million range. Its cost to cut
out the BMG contract was probably reduced
by including terms that allowed BMG to act
as subpublisher outside North America.

As a result of the deal, Reservoir's catalog
is now 75,000 songs strong.

Screwed By
YouTube?
40 percent of its plays
are music - even as its
rights payments remain
disproportionate

First it was broadcast radio, then MTV.
Now YouTube? Could it be that the
music industry is a three -time loser
in getting its fair share for distribu-
tion of content? Did it give away the

golden goose by not suing the bejeezus out of
YouTube when it was a startup, or at least cut
better deals when Google acquired it in 2005?

Of course it's not a simple question. At first
glance it's dear that today YouTube isn't deliv-
ering the goods. During a MIDEM panel this
year, YouTube vp content Tom Pickett said
the company had paid more than
$1 billion to music rights holders
during the past several years. Well,
that's sweet. Hey, you know who
else has done that? Spotify. The
difference: Spotify did it with a
fraction of YouTube's audience.

Let's face it: When the world-
wide market is $26 billion annually
a billion isn't that much, not when
you consider the size and scope
of YouTube's mighty reach and
insatiable thirst for more and
more fresh content. While there
have been some holdouts on paid
streaming services, no working
artist would dare skip YouTube- one of the world's largest pro-
motional channels - and limit his or her
reach. According to comScore, YouTube's 159

million active monthly U.S. users watched 13

billion videos in December zo23. And YouTube
says nearly 4o percent of all videos were
music -related.

But YouTube doesn't just represent a promo-
tional channel. It delivers a burgeoning stream
of advertising revenue, and could soon find
more ways to monetize its massive audience.
YouTube does pay a split of ad revenue with
rights holders, although the rates for ads are
paltry when compared with such established
players as broadcast radio. The company is try-
ing to boost its revenue -per-impression rate
with premium content, but this will take time.

By comparison, Spotify looks more attrac-
tive to rights holders, since it already delivers
multiple revenue streams. Like YouTube,
Spotify pays a low per -stream ad -supported
fee for a play by a free consumer, but its aver-
age payout is much higher because it offers
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premium subscription fees as well. That's why
YouTube has long planned a paid subscription
service that is finally expected to launch this
year. If the company can convert even i per-
cent of its active users to pay for on-demand
music, it would be the largest service in the
United States. At least that's the theory.

In practice, converting these free users to
paying customers could be much harder to
execute. Why? Every all -you -can -eat music
service has similar pricing. Want to stream
your music on the desktop or on your phone?

It's free. Want to save your music
to your Android phone? That'll
be 10 bucks. Asking for $2o from
a customer base that has become
accustomed to accessing all the
music they want for the low, low
price of free is a steep hill to climb.

The industry and Google will
need to partner to create a new
value proposition at a variety of
price points. What could it offer
the music fan for a buck a month?
How about a top 4o app for $3?
What about a catalog slice, say
indie/alternative, for $6? How
about a $2 Vevo subscription?

The truth is, all consumers are
not alike. Defining those price

points and offers will require innovative think-
ing and risk -taking by both sides. Remember,
yearlong Spotify Premium subscribers pay
more than three times what the average cus-
tomer spends in a year for music.

The industry needs to think ofways to serve
a mass audience. But if instead consumers see
the same old offer ofzo million songs for $ic) a

month, we could end up with another Google
Play All Access Music, which hasn't blown the
doors off with subscriber growth. That would
be disappointing for the entire industry.

Perhaps the industry is learning. Certainly
holding out content from YouTube would
have made it much more challenging to build
new revenue streams, so it was the right deci-
sion to bring the service into the fold.

Now it's time to supercharge it. 0

Musicians' Next Gig:
Yes, Cooking Shows
Trisha Yearwood and Kelis take to
the kitchen to cook up TV careers

Grammy Award -winning
singers, it is generally
assumed, spend the major-
ity of their time writing
and performing music. But
when country superstar
Trisha Yearwood, who last
released a studio album in
2007, launched her recent
U.S. theater tour, it was
actually to give herself a

break from her career as
a best-selling cookbook
author and the star of her
own Food Network show,
Trisha's Southern Kitchen.

Yearwood, an avid home
cook, says she has been
surprised by her success in
the culinary world, tell-
ing Billboard she "never
dreamed" she would have a

second career. But the fact
is that the joining of music
and food has proved to have
incredible appeal to not only
musicians and chefs, but also
to fans of both mediums.

To that end, the Cooking
Channel recently debuted
a new show, Saucy and
Sweet, starring R&B singer
Kelis. Like Yearwood, Kelis

is a devoted foodie (her
best-known song is 2003's

"Milkshake). But she also
has substantial culinary cre-
dentials: In 2006 she put her
music career on hold to train
as a chef at the prestigious
Le Cordon Bleu culinary
school. She has her own line
of savory sauces, named

"Feast," as well as a new
album, FOOD, that features
songs titled "Jerk Ribs" and

"Breakfast."

Star
Cole Swindell takes scenic,
self-made route to No. 1

Cole Swindell went from selling merch for
Luke Bryan to playing arenas with him.
The upstart country singer -songwriter's
self -titled debut is No. 2 on Billboard's Top
Country Albums chart for the week ending
Feb. 23, and bows on the Billboard zoo at No.
3 with sales of 63,000 copies, according to
Nielsen SoundScan. The album was boosted
by the slow -bum success of single "Chillin'
It," which tops the Hot Country Songs list for
a second week after a 38 -week climb and is
currently No. 28 on the Billboard Hot 100.

"I don't question the way things happen,"
Swindell, 3o, says of the song's drawn-out
journey. "Every time I've wished things
would happen now, it happened later on, lo
times better."

In an genre known for its top -down business
model, Swindell is country's rare bottom -up
success. By the time the singer - who had
written for Luke Bryan, Florida Georgia
Line and others - met with Warner Music
Nashville about a label deal in 2013, "Chillin'
It," which he released independently earlier
that year, had already sold "oo,000 copies on
iTunes (it's sold 874,000 to date). Despite the
lack of label backing, SiriusXM and a hand-
ful of terrestrial radio stations were playing
the loping, laid-back tune. "Cole was being
chased by everyone in town," recalls WMN
president/CEO John Esposito.

The label's urgency to build on the momen-
tum of "Chillin' It" won over Swindell. "Every
artist wants to know when their single is going

to be released. I said, 'We can go next week.'
Swindell was so excited we almost had to call
911," Esposito jokes.

"That was huge," says Swindell. "Me and
my manager [Kern Edwards] had agreed that
whichever label we went with would have to be
willing to put it out now. Timing is everything."

Swindell, a native of Bronwood, Ga. (pop-
ulation: 6o o), came to Nashville six years
ago after graduating from Georgia Southern
University. While honing his songwriting from
2007 to 2010, he sold merchandise on tour
for Bryan, a fellow GSU alum. Swindell quit
four years ago, when he signed a publishing
deal with Sony/ATV and began landing song-

writing credits for Bryan, Scotty McCreery's
"Water Tower Town" and Florida George
Line's "This Is How We Roll."

In fact, "Chillin' It" has the same sunny,
pickup -truck swing of Florida Georgia Line's
smash hit "Cruise." As Esposito says, the song
was "somewhat reminiscent with things that
have been working at radio." And that was a

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double-edged sword for some programmers.
"I was concerned when it was released that

it would be perceived as `FGL Lite,' " says
Fletcher Keyes, PD at WWQM Madison, Wis.
"That's not a knock on Cole - it was just my
first gut feeling."

To ensure that "Chillin' It" stood out on its
own, WMN sent Swindell on a radio tour so
that programmers could put a face with the
song and hear the diversity of his other mate-
rial. (Keyes, for one, says he "loves" several
other songs on Swindell's album.)

"I knew that there were comments that peo-
ple made," says Swindell. "It just kind of fired
me up to go in there and play other songs."

The plan worked, and not only for "Chillin'
It." When Swindell performed the midtempo
booty call "I Hope You Get Lonely Tonight,"
radio station staffers began "elbowing each
other, going, 'This is the one,' " he says. The
song is now slated to be his second single.

Swindell's career is coming full circle: He's
opening for his former boss Bryan's That's My
Kind of Night arena tour, which launched Jan.
16. "Being on the road with him when he was
brand new, I saw it was a lot of traveling, a lot
of radio visits," says Swindell. "I wasn't watch-
ing, saying, 'I'm going to get used to this in five
years.' But I looked at how Luke treated people
great and said, `If ! ever get a deal, that's how
you've got to do it. "

Now, Swindell dreams of the day when he
can help younger artists the same way Bryan
helped him. "I can't wait to get to that point,"
he says. "I didn't do this to be here for just one
song. This is just the door opening." 0

The "selfie" has become so ubiquitous that Oxford
Dictionaries named the term its 2013 Word of the Year.
Rising DJ duo The Chainsmokers, New York natives
with a knack for humor and insight into the club scene,
acted on the trend: On a whim, Drew Taggart, 24, and
Alex Pall, 28, made a demo of a dancefloor thumper
titled "#Selfie" that features a female clubber's comi-
cally vain monologue - about taking a selfie, ofcourse.
Within days of the track's SoundCloud premiere,
plays began exploding, aided by a viral video and a

smart social media campaign. The song, released
on Steve Aoki's Dim Mak Records, debuts at No. 38
on Billboard's Mainstream Top 4o airplay chart this
week, and has sold nearly 35,000 copies, according
to Nielsen SoundScan.

"It's been life -changing for us," Taggart says. "Things
started happening that we never could have predicted."

The accompanying video, which to date has racked
up more than 2 million views on YouTube, features
fan -submitted selfies, which the band facilitated by
uploading a humorous How to Take a Selfie video to
YouTube.

Art collecting
was akin to intellectual recreation," says
Adam Sheffer, partner at New York's Cheim &
Read gallery, where Bono and Elton John are
clients. "Now it's considered asset manage-
ment." But to music's newest collectors, art
is more than an investment. Kanye West
rhymes about it. Jay Z and Lady Gaga stage
elaborate art/music productions. Not surpris-
ingly, pop stars now boast some of the best
art portfolios and fuel the increasingly glitzy
art fair market, which begins March 4 in
New York with the Art Dealers Association
of America (ADAA) opening gala and runs
through March 9 with more parties and
events (including Blood Orange and Jamie
XX at the Museum of Modern Art Armory
Party on March 5) this side of the Grammys.
"Art and music used to be oil and water," says
Sheffer. "Now it's like a great dry martini."
Where in this mix are you likely to find
music's biggest art players? Their collections
just may yield some clues.

Kanye West
One moment he's debuting a performance
piece with Vanessa Beecroft at Art Basel
Miami, the next he's commissioning George
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THE BEAT

Condo to paint nudes on a Birkin
bag as a Christmas present for
Kim Kardashian. Clearly, West
doesn't just amass the goods. He's
an active participant, whether fea-
turing Condo's work on the cover
of his 2010 album, My Beautiful
Dark Twisted Fantasy, or enlisting
Beecroft as creative director of his
Yeezus Tour. He also collects New
York painter Mickalene Thomas,
who turns up in Jay Z's video for
"Picasso Baby."

Elton John
A longtime collector of Louise

"He's very active," says
Sheffer. "He gets our catalogs and
either he or his adviser [Atlanta's
Jane Jackson] walk in, very clear
about what he wants."

Patrick Carney
Who knew a serious eye for
contemporary art lurked behind
those Ray -Ban frames? Black Keys
drummer Patrick Carney is drawn
to the moody lace paintings of
Texan Mark Flood and Jeff Elrod's
blurry abstractions, both of which
defy digital precision much in the
way The Black Keys' murky garage
rock does.

Miley's `Tarrible,

On the Bangerz Tour, Cyrus
sticks out her tongue with

It's been a minute since a concert tour has generated
quite the heat that Miley Cyrus' Bangerz extravaganza
did when it kicked off its 38 -city run in Vancouver
on Feb. 14. The buzz is as loud as a chain saw, with
calculated provocations like the star getting down on

her knees before a dancer in a Bill Clinton mask, and a
wardrobe of bedazzled bodysuits and star-spangled booty
shorts, and oversize hot dogs. And then there are the
props, which include oversize bananas, giant foam fingers
and a Statue of Liberty headpiece festooned with weed.

So just how did the glitzy hoedown come to be?
As another Clinton once said, it takes a village- in this

case creative director Diane Martel and stylists/costume
designers Simone Harouche and Lisa Katnic, who, along
with the mischievous 21 -year-old pop star and a crew of
video directors (see sidebar on John Kricfalusi, page 17),

collectively created the tour's look and feel down to each
bejeweled boot strap.

"She wanted to have the most fun tour anyone has ever
seen," says Martel, the veteran music video director who
helmed Cyrus' "We Can't Stop" clip. Martel, a former
dancer -choreographer (as well as the niece of famed
theater producer Joseph Papp), was appointed head of the
Bangerz Tour in early November. "I grew up on theater,"
she says. "My uncle produced Hair and A Chorus Line. My
influences are from Ken Russell and Bob Fosse to John
Waters and Paul Morrissey. I'm a Broadway baby and Miley
is a showbiz superstar. We often refer to our live shows as 'a
tarrible, harrible school play."'

Martel calls the wardrobe "very Broadway- and Mackie -

inspired." In fact, Mackie's designs for The Sonny & Cher
Comedy Hour of 1973 served as a starting point. "We
looked at those classic Mackie clothes and said, 'Let's do
that and just add more sequins and more feathers,' " says
Katnic. More feathers on top, but not the bottom: Instead
of the plumage that Cher sported as chaps, they cut Cyrus'
leotard super high to accent her long legs and her "bad -

ass, empowering sexuality," says Katnic.
Harouche - who dressed Cyrus - reached out to a crew

of five fairly edgy designers with whom Cyrus had already
worked: Roberto Cavalli, The Blonds, Marc Jacobs, Jeremy
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Scott and Kenzo. Each submitted ideas, which were then
vetted by the performer and her team before the designers
were asked to submit sketches of proposed pieces.

Then it was Katnic's job to outfit the backup dancers,
including "Amazon Ashley," who stands 6 -foot-7-inches,
and "Little Britney," who's 4feet tall. "It was a challenge
having dancers, each one with different measurements,"
says Katnic. "But the bigger picture - that not one size fits all- is more important than the convenience factor for me."

The audience also gets to feast their eyes on a whopping
zo wardrobe changes. "The bodysuits are used as a staple
because of their on-and -off ease since they have to be com-
pleted in a mere zo seconds a pop," says Harouche.

So what does Harouche think of the controversy her
costumes have kicked up?

"I don't see what the big deal is. You're supposed to take
it and have fun with it. It's not that serious," she says.

Martel agrees. "[Miley is] very smart and very funny. She
does not take being a pop star seriously at all."

"That's totally what makes it so good, that she's this
huge persona but she's also able to laugh at herself," adds
Harouche. "She opens the stage coming down on a tongue.
She's in on the joke. So that's why when people get so upset,
I'm like, 'How can you get so upset? It's funny. Laugh.' "0

He's sketched blue -lipped mud-
skippers and manic Chihuahuas, but
John Kricfalusi says he's never seen a
mouth quite like Miley Cyrus'. 1 met
her at the Chateau Marmont and sat
there for hours trying to get a handle
on it. It does 140 different things at the
same time: says the cartoonist, who
was hired to direct the opening video
for the Bangerz Tour. "And her profile
is nothing like how she looks head on."
Challenges aside, Kricfalusi says they
were a perfect match. "She reminds
me of Boo -Boo Bear from Yogi Bear. I
rarely do humans, but she's made to be
a cartoon character. Look at where she
comes from - Disney."

The suggestion to bring on Kricfalusi
came from tour costume designer Lisa
Katnic, a Ren & Stimpy fan. "I loved his
Bjork video for 'Miss You,'" she says.
As for Kricfalusi, he has more videos
in mind for his new muse. "I had this
idea of having her tongue come out
and dance with the animals," he says,
referring to the plushie-clad dancers. A
twerking tongue? It could happen. -M.F.

On Sale: Bananas And Fingers And Papers, Oh My!
How do you top a concert
that packs more fur, feathers
and sequins than a Siegfried
& Roy show and hilariously
suggestive gargantuan props?
Let the audience take all
the provocation home with
them. Along with T-shirts
and panties emblazoned with

the ubiquitous tongue, Miley
Cyrus' merch tables feature
blow-up bananas and gold -

"I designed a T-shirt with
Miley's tongue sticking out
from between the boobs," she
says. "And it's hand -drawn to
look even rawer."

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Kendrick Lamar, ScHoolboy Q
and Top Dawg Entertainment's
Anthony Tiffith tell the full
story of how L.A.'s unexpected
indie label rewrote rap's rules

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It doesn't exactly look like the place that so
recently has launched the next generation of
hip -hop superstars. Indeed, the Top Dawg
Entertainment recording studio- christened
the House of Pain and located in the back of
a family -style home on a nondescript cul de
sac dotted with manicured lawns in Carson,
Calif. - has a sweat -box vibe: VHS tapes,
dusty CD cases, Taco Bell wrappers and
half-empty Gatorade bottles litter the stained
carpet; the panel walls suggest a suburban rec
room, except for the handwritten messages
tacked to them that mix hip -hop tough love
with inspirational business motivation. "The
ability to move people through words is a gift
like nothing else," one reads. Another refer-
ences the 2000 shooting that transformed so
Cent's life: "Charisma/personality/swagger:
Believe it or not, so being shot in the mouth
area gave him more style and personality."

But however modest it looks, this is where
Kendrick Lamar's 2012 critical and commer-
cial phenomenon good kid, m.A.A.d city and
this year's most eagerly awaited rap release,
ScHoolboy Qs Oxymoron, were cultivated. It
remains home base to TDE, hip -hop's most
influential, white-hot independent label
today. Currently, the 10 -year-old endeavor
has staked out a unique position in the music
industry: Without giving up its independent

t"--- spirit or strategy, TDE has latched on to
6- major -label resources from Interscope and

released two game-changing chart-toppers.
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It has done so carefully, after an initial major-

label experience with Warner Bros. that went
sour during a label shake-up. "We thought
the label had all the answers," says Terrence
"Punch" Henderson, co -president of TDE.
"After that, we said, `OK, we're going to the
streets, straight to the people, and skipping
the middleman.' " Everyone talks about
keeping it real while gunning for major suc-
cess. But with Qs Oxymoron on track to debut
at No. i on the Billboard album chart, you
might say TDE has found a way to have its
cake and keep it real, too.

"When you come from
the struggle of the
streets, you want to do
something different,"
says Lamar, who grew
up in Compton, Calif.

The TDE story starts a decade ago, when
Anthony Tiffith built the House of Pain. At
the time, Tiffith - whose nickname is Top
Dawg - was looking for a way out of the
street life of Watts, his tough Los Angeles
neighborhood. He bought recording equip-
ment with the idea of working with local
talent, and Top Dawg Entertainment began
to take shape. "Every guy from the streets has
the same story: There comes a time when you
have to get out of that world," says Tiffith.
"I lost a lot of friends, saw a lot of partners
locked up. When things got kinda hot, I had



to find something else to do." One of Tiffith's
uncles had found success managing R&B
singer Rome, whose 1997 single "I Belong to
You (Every Time I See Your Face)" peaked at
No. 6 on the Hot ioo. "I was out here dodging
bullets and the police, and he had Bentleys
and a big house. I thought, 'Shit, I can't go to
jail doing music - let me try that.' "

WELCOME TO
THE HOUSE OF PAIN
TDE's first signing was a local Watts rapper,
Jay Rock. "I'm Jay Rock's big homie -we're
from the same project," says Tiffith. "When
I started looking for artists, here was a guy
right in my backyard that sounded great.
At the time, Jay was doing a lot of the shit
I was doing back in the day. He used to run
from me, but I finally caught him getting a
haircut on a porch in the projects. I parked
around the corner, ran up and grabbed him.
He said, 'What did I do, man?' I said, 'I want
to take you to my studio - you can rap like a
motherf-er.' " Another neighborhood kid
to capture Tiffith's attention was a teenaged
Lamar. At the time, Lamar called himself
"K. Dot" and still was in the process of
developing his skills. "It was just me and my
partner Dave [Free, now TDE's co -president],
making little mixtapes in the garage," recalls
Lamar, 26. "I was 16 and just having fun."

As such, when Lamar entered the House of
Pain, he discovered it was more about work
than good times. Free, 27 - who attended
high school with Tiffith's son - actually
introduced Lamar to TDE's majordomo,
sneakily playing an early Lamar mixtape
while Free pretended to fix Tiffith's com-
puter. On their first meeting at TDE's studio,
Tiffith ran young Lamar through his trade-
mark talent test: "I told Kendrick to get on
the mic and flow over some beats I chose. I
like to make rappers spit over double-time
beats to try to stumble their ass up - but he
was rapping like a motherf-er! I tried to act
like unimpressed, but that made him go even
harder. He stepped up, and we've been rock-
ing together ever since."

The four young MCs Tiffith had brought
into TDE's nascent roster - Lamar, Q,
Ab-Soul and Jay Rock - quickly made the
House of Pain their home away from home:
Tiffith fed his growing crew, giving them a
place to live and make music. They in turn
took the opportunity seriously, looking at it as
something between a job, a dream come true
and a way out. Rock had been incarcerated
for gang -related activity, but now he found
himself voluntarily imprisoned by Tiffith in
the vocal booth. "If it wasn't for Top Dawg,
I wouldn't be doing this," says the 27 -year -

old. "We came from the same neighborhood,
and he made it out. I was just a kid from the
projects running wild, and he took me off the
streets and put me in the studio. I've been
there ever since."

Says Lamar: "When you come from the
struggle of the streets, you want to do some-
thing different. Top Dawg was an OG from
the projects who'd been there and done that
but then went on to build something so posi-
tive. That was important to all of us."

SCHOOLBOY Q:
TDE'S NEXT SUPERSTAR
In some ways, the TDE story - combining
new-school Internet grinding via free mix-

tape downloads and social -media savvy
with old -school hustle to develop audiences- proves typical of independent hip -hop
over the past decade. But no label has had
a greater artistic or commercial impact on
current urban music than TDE. That impact
became clear after Top Dawg partnered
with Interscope and Dr. Dre's associated
Aftermath imprint to put out Lamar's
major -label debut, good kid, m.A.A.d city. A
concept album about the battle between the
street and the heart, good kid went on to sell
1.2 million, according to Nielsen SoundScan,
and earned Lamar seven Grammy nomina-
tions - though he won none. Losing the
best rap album Grammy to Macklemore
and Ryan Lewis' The Heist surprised even
Macklemore himself, who texted Lamar an
apology- "You got robbed. I wanted you to
win" - then posted it on Instagram for all
the world to see. "That text surprised me,
but Macklemore is a genuine dude," reflects
Lamar. "However it panned out, I wish him
much success. He touched people's souls,
and no one can take that away. Really, the
whole Grammy moment was incredible. Not
everyone gets that shot."

Up next in line, however, is ScHoolboy Q
whose first TDE/Interscope release,
Oxymoron, is projected to sell more than
150,000 in the week after its Feb. 25

release. "It's crazy - we actually imagined
this moment together in that little studio
years ago, and now that day is here, " says
Lamar. "Seeing Qcome up right behind me
and smash in real life is great. Ifmy success
gave him more security to do what he does,
I'm happy."

At a Los Angeles listening party for
Oxymoron a week before its release,

ScHoolboy 0 earned
his nickname from
getting good grades.

Q, 27, seems like he already has arrived. He's
decked out in the couture-meets-streetwear
mufti that defines current hip -hop success:
zipper -striped Givenchy camo fishtail parka,
fedora, black jeans and gray -and -black
Jordans. Behind Q's preppy dark shades,
though, are eyes as exhausted as they are
blunted: He rushed here straight from the
airport from a run of promo in Chicago and
clearly is struggling with the effects of too
many flights in too short a time period. "I
wore this two days ago," he says in his dis-
tinctive South Central drawl, tugging on his
coat. "The only thing I did was change my
drawers," he adds, laughing. "I can't walk
around with nasty drawers! But there's a
whole lot more to do - I've been grinding."

Says Free, whose iPhone is never far from
his ear: "It's been a f-in' ridiculous week -
a lot of media stuff, flying around, in -stores,
sitting in front ofa computer, planning every-
thing." All that hustle around Oxymoron
already is bearing fruit: Henderson, 31,

reports that coming into release week,
Oxymoron was even outpacing Lamar's ini-
tial good kid numbers: "To date, ScHoolboy's
sold 24,000 on pre -order, where Kendrick's
whole pre -order run was only 17,000."

Oxymoron may turn out to be 2014's most
brutal, uncompromising chart success. It
teems with sonically eerie, unrepentant
gangbanger tales - albeit with the lyrical
depth and rich musicality that's a TDE trade-
mark. Oxymoron's first track, "Gangsta,"
provides a manifesto for the record: "F-
rap, my daddy's a gangsta," Qs 4 -year -old
daughter, Joy, intones at the intro, before
he starts rhyming about how his "grandma
showed me my first strap." Says Tiffith:
"ScHoolboy is gangsta. When he first told
me that story, I was like, 'Your grandmother
gave you your first gun? Really? I'm scared
of your grandma - I'm going to make sure
your contract is right!' "
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Born on a military base in Germany, Q
(real name: Quincy Hanley) ended up in Los
Angeles' crime -ridden South Central area
when his mom moved there after splitting
with his father. A graduate of Crenshaw
High School - made infamous in the 1991
film Boyz n the Hood - Qinitially earned
his nickname because of academic success
but eventually gave up grade -grubbing for
gangbanging. Joining his local Hoover Crip
set, he quickly expanded to drug dealing, as
made clear in "Prescription/Oxymoron," a
chilling seven-minute confessional that is
the centerpiece of Oxymoron. With unsen-
timental precision, the song details how Q
went from selling OxyContin to becoming
an addict himself. "I say in the song, 'I had
a ball selling [OxyContin] 8os, but yo, the
karma's worse,' and that's true," he says.
"Once I was done dealing, I got addicted to
Xanax and Percocets. My past came back
to haunt me."

FROM GIVEAWAYS TO
CHART -TOPPERS
TDE has drawn comparisons to Death Row
Records, the notorious '9os California
hip -hop label that fueled the growth of
Interscope with hits from Dr. Dre, Snoop
Dogg, Tupac and others. "We don't sound
nothing like them; we didn't do it like them,
didn't come up like them," says Q- though
the Interscope connection of both labels
hardly is a coincidence. "Top Dawg's direc-
tion is based on a lot of stuff Interscope
has been a part of for the last 20 years,"
says Jimmy Iovine, chairman and CEO of
Interscope. "Top has been a great student
of what Dre has done with classic labels like
Death Row and Aftermath, and now he's
taking that game plan with modern music
and approaches."

The game plan started with by-any -means -

necessary DIY tactics. The first TDE releases
were giveaways - first by hand, then even-
tually online. "I remember we would go to
Venice Beach, malls and schools, giving
out CDs for free, just wanting to be heard,"
says Jay Rock of Top Dawg's early days. The
label's rappers were diverse - Rock and Q
more thugged out; Ab-Soul more abstract;
Lamar somewhere between those two poles.
"We didn't wait for radio or a label to create
interest," adds Q "Ifwe sold zoo albums, it
was better than the last time, when we sold
nothing. We did it our way."

As TDE's distinctive brand grew, emphasis
shifted from awareness-raising free mixtapes
to selling albums. Qnotes TDE's acumen in
translating street promotion to the digital
reality of today's music business: "A snippet
leaked from my album, and we just embraced
it. TDE has always taken advantage of the
Internet: The first project I released officially
[2012's Habits & Contradictions album] sold
over 4,000 records in two days. We dropped
it [on iTunes] on a Saturday, and it still
charted from two days' worth of sales."

That Saturday release was part of TDE's
strategy for building buzz through sales the
way the label once did through giveaways. "I
had a little trick to make sure we hit No.1 on

iTunes," says Tiffith. "All records come out
on Tuesday then peak after the first few days.
When they were on the way down on Friday,
that's when I'd drop TDE's shit - and we'd
zoom right to the top. Even if we got to the
top of the charts by selling zoo copies, we
still had the perception of being No. 1, and
people paid attention."

Much of TDE's staunchly independent
approach stems from an initial negative
major -label experience. Signed to a Warner
Bros./Asylum deal in 2007, Jay Rock released
a single, "All My Life (in the Ghetto)," featur-
ing Lil Wayne and will.i.am in 2008. Tiffith
says it was just starting to build at radio when
a Warners restructuring hit. Rock's album,
Follow Me Home, languished in limbo before
TDE got the rights back. "Jay Rock was pretty
much our guinea pig-we learned everything
about what not to do," says Tiffith. "When
they were at Warner Bros., Naim Ali and Tom
Whalley gave TDE its first opportunity. We
were just coming right off the streets: We
had a record deal and thought we'd made it.
`All My Life' got Boo spins and was ready to
impact - and then Warner cleaned house
and brought in a new team that shit on the
project. If they'd put energy into it, they
could've had Kendrick, ScHoolboy and
everybody else on TDE today."

Says Henderson, "Everything we went
through with Warner taught us how to build
buzz for Kendrick's first album." Adds Tiffith,
"After Warner Bros. pulled the plug in 2008,
that showed us the way forward. I said, 'The
Internet is about to take over this shit, so let's
target that.' "

That was where the tech savoir faire of
Free -who had worked for seven years as a
systems support analyst in the Los Angeles
school system - came in. As he rose through
the TDE ranks, he helped tailor marketing
plans for an ever-evolving, new digital real-
ity. And the results came quickly. "Kendrick
sold 8,000 of [his 2010 release] Overly
Dedicated, and that changed the game for
us," says Tiffith. "A year later, Kendrick's
album Section.8o sold over loo,000 copies
-a big jump. That's a lot of records sold with
no radio support."

Still, Tiffith notes that as Lamar's success
grew into a global concern, TDE needed to
partner with a company like Interscope that
had worldwide distribution and marketing
muscle. "Hands down, Interscope really
started the movement to take hip -hop inter-
national," says Iovine. "There's no one better
than us at that."

"I learned a lot from being around Jimmy
and Dr. Dre," says Tiffith. "Those dudes
took over the world. I want to create my own
Beats!" Henderson points out, however, that
Qand Lamar are the only TDE artists cur-
rently being worked through the major -label
system, and TDE has yet to strike an overall
deal with a major partner. "We're in a posi-
tion where we can hold out for exactly what
we want," says Henderson. "Section.8o sold
over 130,000 copies just from us putting it on
straight to iTunes. We put up those numbers
on our own, so we have to get what we want
from a major -label deal."
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TDE's newest signee, Tennessee rapper
Isaiah Rashad, praises the label's "brand
integrity." He says: "Not a lot of people are in
the lane TDE is in, where they can go direct
to the fans. If we drop a link or a video, it's
straight from TDE; that's unique and rare.
They gave me their audience to build upon,
giving me attention that I wouldn't have got-
ten any other way." Rashad's first TDE release,
the Cilvia Demo EP, entered the Billboard zoo
at No. 4o after its Jan. z8 release -a surprise,
according to Henderson. "Isaiah dropped his
project with no real promotion," he says. "We
just threw it out there, really - and it sold
8,500 copies first week, entering the top 4o."

DR. DRE: 'THIS CAN BE YOURS'
The profile of certain TDE projects, like Qs,
however, requires a heavier rollout. "We
want to get in front of all the people and do
all the late -night shows," says Henderson.
"Kendrick definitely opened those doors: If
we want to approach [Jimmy] Fallon's people
about an appearance, they already are famil-
iar with our crew. They know people trust
our music."

That is illustrated on Oxymoron's Feb. 25

release day, when ScHoolboy Qhad been
booked to perform on Conan. Before the

taping, Q- still wearing the same Givenchy
jacket and Jordans but freshly accessorized
with a Crip marine -blue bucket hat - runs
through Oxymoron's slinky next single,
"Studio," onstage for the cameras. Backed
by a full band, the track proves even more
hard-hitting live than on Oxymoron, and Q
exudes an easy charisma that's equal parts
everyman and superstar. Still, he has to add
his own special sauce to get the sound right
for broadcast. "Reverb and weed - that's
what makes my voice sound perfect," he says.

Nearly all of the TDE power hitters- Free,
Henderson and Tiffith - have gathered at
Conan in support of their latest protege.
"Today is probably more important than
when good kid, m.A.A.d city came out," says
Free. "This is our proving ground to show the
world that wasn't a fluke -that TDE isn't just
one artist. Kendrick isn't the only one in our
stable that's going to blow up." In 2014, TDE
hopes to lock and load its most ambitious
slate of releases: Rashad and the label's first
nonrap signing, New Jersey -based female
singer -songwriter SZA, will be coming with
albums, as will original team members Jay
Rock and Ab-Soul. Meanwhile, Free thinks
the long-awaited debut from Black Hippy- the supergroup featuring Lamar, Q Rock

and Ab-Soul - is likely to appear in 2014;
Tiffith indicates that TDE is planning to
release a new Lamar album this coming
September, too.

Just don't expect anything to change when
it comes to TDE's creative process. "It's still
the same House of Pain," says Rock with
a laugh. "We were all sleeping on that old
couch, away from home for weeks, thugging
it out together, putting in the work. It has to
have that feel to remind us to stay hungry."

Tiffith's favorite meal, however, remains
his never-satiated ambition to change the
game. "When we first went into the situ-
ation with Interscope, I told Dre, 'We do
shit different, and I have to maintain that
freedom,' " recalls Tiffith. "He said, 'Yo, I

love what you're doing - I just want to be
part of it. Keep doing y'all.' Dre's smart. He
took me to his house. When he showed me
his backyard, I was like, 'What the f-?' You
could see the whole city from there! Looking
at that view, Dre said, 'Man, you can get this.
I came from Compton, you came from Watts;
work hard, and this can be yours.' But it's not
about money with Dre: He just does it for the
love, which was the most inspiring thing of
all. When you do shit for the love, that's when
you get your best shit." 0

Uh oh: The giant Doritos vending machine
stage is back. But so are 2,200 acts as Austin
walks the fine line of enticing indie influencers
as brands pay for it all - and the battle for its
soul remains in the balance
BY SHIRLEY HALPERIN

South by Southwest is the
prime environment for a con-
dition known as FOMO - fear
of missing out - to spread like
the incurable contagion that
it is. But take it from the old

school: In five years, or as many months,
that secret set from the fest's rapper-du-

jour on the edge of town won't feel so spe-
cial when you can't remember anything
more than pining for your hotel bed at 2
in the morning. (Semi -related: A lesson
many new bands learn the hard way is to
check whether a performance at 12 means
noon or midnight.)

To be sure, music is not the end-all, be-
all of the five -night fest. With so much
happening simultaneously (including movie
screenings all over town; see page 3o),
and much of it easily viewed vicariously
through social media, it's time to recon-
sider your approach to SXSW. Seeing
every buzz band ever blogged about won't
actually help you find the future of music,
or save your job, whichever you're trying
to accomplish. You need to operate out-
side of the mania that sets in once you
touch down in Austin. To that end, we've
laid out some simple rules.

The great Guy Clark once sang, "Well I

wished I was in Austin in the Chili Parlor
Bar/Drinkin' Mad Dog Margaritas and
not carin' where you are." The Texas Chili
Parlor (est. 1976) still stands at Lavaca and
isth, slightly out of range from the SXSW
sphere of insanity. Consider stopping by
and not caring where you are (rule No. ii).
Here are the other 10:
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1. Avoid Sixth Street. It's impassible and
impossible. Bands: Bring only what you can
carry. Badge -holders: Dive into the Driskill
Hotel bar if you must, but otherwise, opt for
a pedi-cab down the alleys to get around the
downtown cluster.

2. Bring no more than two cool band
shirts to wear during your stay. (You
aren't allowed to wear the same one all day,
every day -we're looking at you, dude in the
Bevis Frond tee.)

3. Take an afternoon off and get out
of town. No - crossing into South Austin
doesn't count (and you really don't want to
walk it; it's farther than it seems). See Bill-
board's handy list of five Austin escapes on
page 29.

4. East Austin is the new South Austin,
so once you're done making the rounds at
the hotels surrounding the Convention Cen-

ter, cross the highway to the other side. A
new world awaits, only semi -gentrified.

5. Bands: Take it easy! Limit your perfor-
mances to two a day. Any more than three
and you're impressing no one but yourself:
Instead, go to someone else's showcase for a
change. Don't you have any friends?

6. Put that damn phone down! You
are going to be in a line, and undoubtedly
more than once. Take your face out of your
phone and bond with your fellow music fan.
If nothing else, think: The more people you
know, the better the barnstorm if a special
guest takes the stage while you're waiting.

7. See one band you've never heard of.
It usedto be the norm, now it's the excep-
tion, but with more than 2,200 acts sched-
uled to play, that mind-blowing, life -chang-
ing show could be anywhere. If you're one of
a dozen badge -holders who winds up at the
Japanese hair -metal show at i in the morn-
ing, rock on.

8. Again, put that damn phone down!
Firing off a quick Instagram or Facebook up-

te? No problem. Drunk tweeting? Likely.

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Recording the band you're watching as if
gathering footage for submission to next
year's film fest? Unacceptable. It's distracting
to the band, and it leaves everyone around
you looking at your minuscule screen rather
than the live, in -the -flesh experience just
feet in front of them. (Note: This rule should
apply to all shows, not just SXSW.)

9. Just say no to the goodie bag. Noth-
ing is more depressing than thousands of

tree-killing postcards and never -to -be -used
flash drives littering the sidewalks. It's a

clash of the mediums in downtown Austin:
discarded paper products in an area where
trash cans are scarce partly because the
town has long considered itself a progres-
sive tech hub.

10. Decide your mission in advance and
don't give in to the FO MO. There is noth-
ing at all shameful about hitting only a cou-
ple ofevents in a day and eating three square
meals. Why kill yourself simply trying to get
around, let alone cover all the bases? Find
what speaks to you, or try something un-
expected. You'll connect to the spirit of the
fest's early days, and you never know what
you'll discover. 0

Has The Festival
Jumped The Shark?
The locals bitch, the brands
dominate, it's way too big:
a local writer and DJ's advice
on how to save its soul
By Andy Langer

For many attendees of South by Southwest
2013, few attractions were as strange and
surreal as the Doritos-sponsored show-
case in the parking lot of Carmelo's Italian

Restaurant on E. Fifth Street. There, a 62 -foot -tall- and functional - vending machine dispensed
live sets by Public Enemy, LL Cool J and Ice Cube.
Sometimes the jokes write themselves, only it gets
better: Through Twitter, fans could control the
playlists and trigger onstage special effects. With
a tap on their iPhones, they helped SXSW forfeit
part of its soul.

It's surely a sign of the times when you hear
more people talking about sponsorships and "acti-
vations" than record deals at SXSW, but for a lot
of folks, LL singing "Jingling Baby" while the chip
bags jiggle isn't just a punchline: It's evidence that
after 28 years, SXSW's cracks are starting to show.

Growing Pains
As seasoned attendees like to remind anyone with-
in earshot, SXSW started in 1987 with 700 regis-
trants and zoo bands. This year, the five-day event
will present more than 2,200 official bands on no
official stages, and by some counts an equal num-
ber of performances in what amounts to a side fes-
tival of heavily sponsored but unsanctioned parties
and showcases. Apple - by far the most significant
brand ever to hitch itself to the festival- will pres-
ent its iThnes Music Festival at SXSW, hosting acts
like Coldplay, Keith Urban and Pitbull for perfor-
mances that will be streamed live worldwide from
the Austin City Limits Live venue. Jimmy Kimmel
Live! will also broadcast from Austin all week. This
is good news for the hotels, and just about anyone
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that's serving barbecue, rigging stages, sell-
ing guitar strings or driving a taxi.

Indeed, SXSW doesn't just trickle down;
it's a cash tsunami. A study by Greyhill
Advisors says that in 2013, SXSW Film,
Interactive and Music brought in $218 mil-
lion to the local economy. And SXSW uses
local vendors whenever possible. Good
news for many concerned, but maybe not so
much for the stellar, possibly life -changing
band playing a Thursday night slot at Holy
Mountain. How do you stand out in a crowd
of 2,200 bands? You probably don't, unless
you're Justin Timberlake, Prince or Bruce
Springsteen, all of whom played recent
SXSW editions. What would happen if
the baby bands threw up their hands and
stopped coming? Would SXSW then be any-
thing more than an urban Bonnaroo?

"Show Me The Money"
You say you want a more manageable, back -

to -basics SXSW, but what if the big headlin-
ers begged off the fest? Until Apple made its
announcement in February, that's how SXSW
2014 was shaping up, mostly because any self-
respecting, half-smart "big" band looked at
past headliners lake Timberlake and Prince
and said, "Show me the money." SXSW
needs those big names to attract national
press - who, given the choice, are more likely
to write about Lady Gaga at Stubb's than that
fabulous unknown band playing at 8 p.m. on
opening night. But big names need big pay-
days, and if labels don't have the budgets,
SXSW will encourage them to play big-money

parties for tech companies during SXSW's In-
teractive festival, which takes place the week
before, and stay for the music portion. If that
doesn't work, they will help them find spon-
sored shows during Music. What they don't
want is acts playing unofficial events. Offi-

cially, SXSW says events it doesn't control are
a safety issue. (If someone gets injured at an
unofficial party, they got hurt at SXSW.) But
indisputably, the side carnival adds to the
overall SXSW experience: If Kanye West plays
an unofficial party, everyone goes home and
tells their friends they saw him at SXSW.

The Natives Are Getting Restless
Increasingly, the conventional wisdom among
locals is that SXSW is a cash grab at their ex-
pense. Austin is a city feeling the pinch of un-
precedented growth, and in addition to the

street closures and gridlock SXSW creates,
the traffic also becomes gnarled during For-
mula One, the Austin City Limits Music Fes-
tival and plenty of other events. For the first
time, the city's official Music & Entertain-
ment Division and its manager Don Pitts are
toughening the SXSW-party permitting pro-
cess to address a festival he says has evolved
into "10 gallons of shit in a 5-gallon bucket."
This year, the city even denied a permit for
Gaga to perform at the reappearing giant
Doritos machine. How long can SXSW sur-
vive on hostile home turf?

Maybe it's too late for this full disclosure:
I've been in Austin 23 years, and closely cov-
ered SXSW every year since 1992. I consider
many of the people working at SXSW friends.
Off the record, those friends love music and
tolerate marketing, but they're also resigned
to the fact that the only way to survive is to
pick the deep pockets of corporations, espe-
cially those sponsors looking to target core
influencers. For brands, it's fish in a barrel,
on par with Sundance or Comic -Con.

For now, SXSW remains cool enough to
attract the influencers and big enough to
entice the brands that sustain it but also
threaten to suck its soul. Here's hoping that
there's enough hot air in that giant vending
machine to keep it from collapsing under its
own weight. 0

He looks the part, but it's more than that -
whether speaking, singing or playing guitar,
OutKast's Andre Benjamin is a convincing
Jimi Hendrix in Jimi: All Is by My Side. John

Ridley's biopic tackles Hendrix just before his star-
dom, the period from 1966 to 1967, when he stepped
out from being an R&B backing musician and took
center stage, first in London and then in a culture -

defining set at the Monterey Pop Festival in California.
The movie has a lot of music - three dozen tracks

by Bob Dylan, The Seeds and others - but Hendrix's
own material is re-created by seasoned session play-
ers like Waddy Wachtel and Kenny Aronoff.

"We were never preoccupied with securing the
benchmark material - it was to delineate and expose
the art of Jimi finding himself as he moved from
the second row of Curtis Knight's band to Jimi and
The Blue Flames to The Experience," says Danny
Bramson, who makes his hands-on producer debut
with Jimi: All Is by My Side after decades of music
soundtrack work.

Most crucial to Bramson was to get director -writer
Ridley to write a "never seen" but often -related
chapter of rock history: Hendrix's performance of
Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band at the Saville
Theater in front of Paul McCartney and George
Harrison four days after the album was released.

"I was relentless in my pursuit," says Bramson, who
worked on the film for four years. "I phoned Paul's
office and within 72 hours [The Beatles, their heirs
and Sony/ATV] had unilaterally agreed to the use
without me ever sending over a page."

Open Road Films and XLrator Media will release
Jimi: All Is by My Side theatrically in June. It plays in
Austin the day before the U.S. Postal Service issues
a Hendrix stamp and sponsors a tribute concert in
Austin with such artists as Slash and Dave Alvin.

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A murder attempt, dropped
Reebok deal and now, an
album back from the dead

Rick Ross is proud and warm. In a blue chin-
chilla jacket, black sweatshirt and a Saint
Laurent belt hoisting up his jeans, he sits at
the head of the table in a conference room
in Def Jam's New York offices, thanking his
label for a grandiose listening session for his
sixth album, Mastermind, the night before.
A bevy of models in snug skirts, New York
Knicks guard J.R. Smith, Swizz Beatz and,
more randomly, Jerry Seinfeld's wife.Jessica
were among the attendees at the party, held
at Manhattan's New World Stages theater.

"Think of it as your bar mitzvah," says
Barry Weiss, chairman/CEO of Universal
Music Group's East Coast Label Group, of

the soiree's success the night before.
Ross, 38, and not Jewish, didn't miss a beat:

"L'chaim!" Laughter erupts.
But things weren't always this celebratory

for Ross and his team. Mastermind was sup-
posed to be a stocking stiffer, arriving in
December, as befitting a rapper with four No.
1 albums on the Billboard zoo. But when Ross
played the album for his peers and didn't get
the reaction he wanted, he went back to the
drawing board. "He played us that version of
the album last fall and it was crickets," says
someone close to the project.

The weak reaction extended to the charts- "No Games," featuring Future, was

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Mastermind's lead single and
only made it to No. 49 on the
Hot R&B/Hip-Hop Songs chart.
"The Devil Is a Lie," featuring
Jay Z, arrived in December and is
No. 33, though it may get a boost
following Ross' performance of
the track on "The Tonight Show
With Jimmy Fallon" on Feb. 24"

Ross totally renovated
Mastermind, now set to hit stores
on March 4, in response. "It's a
different album," Ross says later
that day, sitting in yet another Def
Jam office with a picturesque sky-
line view. "That extra two -month
[delay] was out of passion. As
I'm listening to my album now,
every record is my favorite." ("No
Games" has been clipped from
Mastermind altogether.)

Ross credits the album's
improvement to Sean "Diddy"
Combs, who signed on as co -

executive producer just two
weeks before the album was
submitted to Def Jam, and was
heavily involved in its mixing
and mastering. On each of Ross'
previous albums, mastering took
about three hours. With Combs
onboard, it took three days.

"It was about making the album
feel warm. I just heard each snare
snap. Pop! Pop! Pop!" says Ross, whipping his
arm for emphasis. "I wanted it to feel mid -

'90s, and who better for that than Diddy?"
Combs also appears on "Nobody," an hom-

age to his late protege the Notorious B.I.G.'s
1996 classic "You're Nobody (Til Somebody
Kills You)." The song, a crowd favorite at the
listening party, focuses on the early morning
of Jan. 28 last year in Fort Lauderdale, Fla.,
when Ross somehow emerged unscathed
after unidentified gunmen fired at least 18
bullets at his Rolls-Royce. (No suspects were
ever arrested.)

"You can take that and run from it," Ross
says of the shooting, "or you can include it
into your life and let it make you more pas-
sionate about who you are and what you do."

Indeed, the album, which also features
Kanye West, Lil Wayne and The Weeknd, is

filled with paranoia and anger. "Looking over
my shoulder," he starts on "Mafia Music III,"
featuring dancehall kings Sizzla and Mavado,
"I can't trust a soul." He later raps that there
are guns hidden under his bath towels.

"Where I come from," says Ross, "it's
nothing to glorify. I come from Carol City.
The city renamed it Miami Gardens. The
streets renamed it 'Murder Gardens.' It's
something that I've witnessed my whole life.
I could never accept being murdered. I feel
like I would have lost in the game of chess."

The album's hard bent also could be fueled
by a loss Ross didn't dodge: Last April his
Reebok endorsement deal was canceled over
a controversial line - about slipping a woman
drugs and having sex with her - on rapper
Rocko's song "U.O.E.N.O." Ross' eventual
Twitter apology wasn't enough. "Reebok holds
our partners to a high standard, and we expect
them to live up to the values ofour brand," the
company wrote in a statement at the time.
"Unfortunately, Rick Ross has failed to do so."

Today, Ross' feet rest comfortably in blue

Balenciaga sneakers. But, "I'll always be a

supporter of Reebok," he says. "That's a for-
ever thing." Ross has recently Instagrammed
pictures of Reebok sneakers, making some
question if the brand has quietly rekindled its
relationship with him. Reebok didn't respond
when asked to comment.

Besides, Ross says he has his hands full
with his other businesses. He's the head of
Maybach Music Group, his label distributed
through Warner. Once Mastermind arrives,
he'll fully support forthcoming 2014 MMG
releases from Meek Mill, Wale and Omarion
- all acts he has helped gain or regain the
spotlight. "Watching dudes come up is one
of my biggest joys," he says proudly. "I love
to see another motherf-er shine."

He also recently purchased boxing great
Evander Holyfield's former 109 -room Georgia
estate for a reported $5.8 million. "It's not
even for myself," says Ross. "I want kids to get
out of Miami or New Orleans or Houston for a

weekend for a camp we're putting together."
The doors haven't opened yet. Like

Mastermind, the building needs some work
first. "We got to get that thang up to Ricky
Rozay standards," he says. "I don't even
want to put the price out there, but the
chandeliers ..." He trails off. "You know how
Rozay do it. Breathtaking." 0

KYLIE'S COMEBACK KISS
Kylie Minogue turns over a new leaf with Pharrell,
Sia and Roc Nation: "I needed a new landscape"

Kylie Minogue played some of the biggest
venues of her 26 -year career in music on 2011's
Aphrodite: Les Folies Tour, including a five -night
stint at London's 02 Arena and her first proper
North America run, with stops at the Hollywood
Bowl and Las Vegas' Colosseum at Caesars
Palace. So London's tiny Old Blue Last, with a

capacity of 120, was a peculiar place for Minogue
to begin the album cycle for Kiss Me Once, her
12th studio album and first for Warner Bros. in

the United States. (Her longtime label home
Parlophone was acquired by Warner Music
Group in 2013.)

"It's like every Thursday down at the pub, isn't
it?" Minogue joked of the Shoreditch bar, which
was redubbed "Into the Old Blue Last" in honor
of her new single, "Into the Blue" - replete with
Kylie-themed karaoke, bingo and photo booth.

But the change of scenery was fitting
for Minogue, 45, who's undergone a bit of a

transformation since 2010's Aphrodite. In early
2013, she parted ways with longtime manager
Terry Blarney after 25 years and joined Roc
Nation, signed by president Jay Brown. That
new relationship inspired her to team up with a
bevy of first-time collaborators on Kiss Me Once,
including Pharrell Williams, Enrique Iglesias, Ariel
Rechtshaid, MNEK, Greg Kurstin and executive
producer Sia. She's also newly single, having split
with long-term boyfriend Andres Velencoso last
October - which could account for the album's
playfully promiscuous vibe. There are no less than
three songs with the word "sex" in the title, with
the Sia-penned "Sexercise" the most primed
for a GIF-worthy music video.

Minogue says all the change is the
result of an "epiphany" she had during
her "Kylie 25" campaign in 2012,
celebrating her first quarter -

century as an entertainer since
making a fluke dance -pop hit
out of "The Locomotion" in
1987.1 felt like needed
a new landscape, and
once you've got your
feet on the ground
you're raring to go."

Finding new
ground for such a

veteran performer
was at times a

challenge. "When
we sat down to
come up with ideas,
she'd say, 'I did that
in '92,- recalls
Nadja Rangel,
Minogue's
manager at Roc
Nation. They hit
exactly the right note
with the album's
touchstone
moment, the Kylie Minogue

Pharrell-produced "I Was Gonna Cancel," inspired
by a recording session Minogue nearly skipped. "I
was just having one of those days where you can't
face anyone and you're ready to burst into tears at
any point," she says of her session with the uber-
producer last May. "But luckily this wasn't the
first time Pharrell had someone emotional at the
studio, and it gave him so much subject matter to
write this positive, inspiring song."

Though Minogue has yet to reach the same
heights in the States as she achieved in 2002
with Fever, which has sold 1.3 million copies
(according to Nielsen SoundScan) and spawned
the top 10 hit "Can't Get You Out of My Head,"
she plans on making North America a priority in
May once she wraps commitments as a coach on
the U.K. and Australia editions of The Voice.

"The fans I have over there are smaller in
number, but pretty mighty in their devotion to the
cause," she says. "I'm always asked, 'Is this the
album that's going to work over there?' I don't
know. I can only make the album that feels right
for me." -Andrew Hampp

"Different." It's not just the first word spoken by Pharrell
on Girl- preceded by a 3o -second string overture
composed by Hans Zimmer, no less - but also a sign
of how much things have changed since Pharrell's first
solo album, zoo6's hip -hop -leaning In My Mind. After a
huge Grammys night and hits with Daft Punk and Robin
Thicke, he's now a bona fide pop star. With Girl smartly
arriving the day after the Academy Awards -where
he's performing his first solo No. 1, "Happy," up for best
original song- there's no question that this is Pharrell's
most high -profile chance yet to showcase his many
talents. And he seizes the opportunity: Girl is his most
consistent, relentlessly catchy body of work yet.

The singer -songwriter -producer spearheaded 2013's
disco revival with his features on "Get Lucky" and
"Blurred Lines," and here he takes things even deeper
into the '7os, with almost entirely live, Offthe Wall-

inspired arrangements and plenty of his blissed-out
falsetto. "I don't have a problem with multitasking," he
sings on "Lost Queen," one of the album's most quotable
songs. "Taking care ofyou, that's my passion." Indeed,
"Brand New" and "Come Get It Bae" come stocked with
what seems like eight different choruses between them.

Never mind that Pharrell married model/fashion
designer Helen Lasichanh in October- much of Girl is
about the endless pursuit for the perfect female. And sex,
needless to say, is a big part of the criteria, with the slinky
"Gush" right up there with Beyonce's "Blow" as one of
the most explicit songs Pharrell has been associated with

Beck,
Morning Phase
A dozen years ago, Beck, still licking his wounds
after a nasty breakup, shocked listeners with the
appropriately titled Sea Change. The singer, it must
be remembered, was most celebrated for the eclectic,
post-modern and often -funky trifecta of Mellow Gold,
Odelay and Midnite Vultures. A mournful set of singer-

songwriter laments wasn't exactly what his audience
was expecting - at least not that mournful.

Beck returns to that haunting sonic terrain on the
new Morning Phase. But emotionally, he's clearly in a
much happier place. He's not only on a new label, but
the married father of two. And while this is his first
official studio album since 2008's Modern Guilt, he

has been industrious in the interim, pro-
ducing others (Thurston Moore, Charlotte
Gainsbourg, Stephen Malkmus & The
Jicks), composing his acclaimed sheet
music -only Song Reader folio project and
making available a wealth of material
through his online Record Club, a series in
which he and notable friends like Wilco's
Jeff Tweedy rerecord a classic album in
a day. Morning Phase certainly isn't all
sunshine and butterflies - Beck still sings
of "roses full of thorns," falling mountains
and sad goodbyes throughout its 13 tracks- but its bleak beauty demonstrates more
comfort and contentment than despair.
There are even moments of- gasp -
optimistic resolve. "We could come to
understand what's wrong is right as rain,"
he sings on "Don't Let It Go."

Beck made the wise choice of reuniting

the quietly muscular Sea Change core
band (guitarist Smokey Hormel, bass-
ist Justin Meldal-Johnsen, keyboardist
Roger Joseph Manning Jr., percussionist
Joey Waronker) for Morning Phase, and
tapped several returning guests, including
R&B drumming legend James Gadson,
bassist Stanley Clarke and pedal steel
master Greg Leisz. Beck's father, noted
composer -arranger David Campbell,
even pitches in, providing beautifully
lush string arrangements throughout,
including the hopeful melancholy of brief
opener "Cycle."

The results are assured and often
downright buoyant. There's a wist-
ful, nuanced ambience to "Heart Is a

Brian Wilson and infuses "Turn Away"

since his early work with Kelis and
N.E.R.D. On the primal "Hunter,"
he squeals, "Hey! I never smelt
this before," in between Deborah
Harry-esque raps ("Duck Dynasty
is cool and all/But they got nothin'
on a female's call/I'm a hunter").

But, as heard on "Happy," there's
also a joyous, celebratory vibe
throughout (and considering his
recent successes, who could blame
him?). At times, the album sounds
like a victory lap for Pharrell, who
reprises many of the most familiar
elements of his biggest hits with
The Neptunes and other artists-
right down to the guest stars (Justin
Timberlake and Daft Punk, among
them). The up -with -people vibe
of "Happy" carries over into the
reggae -tinged "Know Who You
Are," in which Pharrell and Alicia
Keys ambitiously attempt to endear
themselves to every man and
woman in the world.

Many of the songs go big in
terms of scope and complexity,
but only opening track "Marilyn
Monroe" exceeds the five-minute
mark. It's like a tighter, less self-
indulgent version of The 2o/2o
Experience, had Timberlake worked
with his "Rock Your Body" pro-
ducer instead of Timbaland. With
plenty of replay value, Girl has legs
for days. -Andrew Hampp

MUSIC WITHOUT GIVING UP THEIR DAY JOBS -IN CHURCH

Virhen a band is hammering out its record
deal, it's not unusual to have the group's
manager in the room and, likely, the
act's attorney.

But who brings a pastor?
For lead vocalist Mark Hall, 44, and the members of Casting

Crowns, it was a no-brainer.
Tim Dowdy, 52, is senior pastor of the 6,000 -member Eagle's

Landing First Baptist Church outside of Atlanta, where Hall and
members of the band have continued to work while building their
music career.

"When we sat down with them at Provident [Label Group],
Mark's very first question was, 'Can I still be a student pastor?' "
Dowdy recalls of that seminal meeting in 2003. "It was an inter-
esting conversation because they never knew anyone who had
continued to do that, so there were a lot of questions in the air.
Mark said, 'Well, if I can't continue to be a student pastor, I don't
want to do it. This is who I am and what God has called me to.' "

Although most aspiring artists can't wait to give up their day
jobs as soon as they sign a record deal, Hall and his bandmates
have kept their church jobs while simultaneously developing one
of the most successful careers in the history of Christian music.

Casting Crowns' latest album, Thrive,
arrived Jan. 28. It debuted at No. 1 on Bill-
board's Top Christian Albums chart and
No. 6 on the Billboard 200, selling 45,000
first -week copies, according to Nielsen
SoundScan. Promoting the new album,
Casting Crowns opened a tour on Feb.

20 at the Rupp Arena in Lexington, Ky.,
booked by Jeff Roberts and Associates.

Thrive is the band's fifth top 10 on the
Billboard 200 - more than any other
Christian act in the SoundScan era.

The group's self -titled debut, released in
2003, has sold more than 1.9 million, and
the band's career since has continued to
thrive. In a little more than a decade, Cast-
ing Crowns has placed 12 titles on Top
Christian Albums and racked up some
impressive statistics. The band's 2005
sophomore album, Lifesong, spent two
weeks at No. 1 on Top Christian Albums
and has sold 1.4 million. The Altar and the
Door (2007) spent 13 weeks at No. 1 and
has sold 1.2 million. In 2009, Until the
Whole World Hears spent 18 weeks at No.
1 and has sold 1.1 million. Come to the Well,
released in 2011, spent 14 weeks at No. 1
and has sold 779,000. Casting Crowns'
sales stats are even more impressive con-

sidering the band has succeeded without
the help of a crossover hit at mainstream
radio, often what propels Christian acts to
platinum status.

While the group has never scored a pop
hit, it's a staple on Christian radio, plac-
ing nine No. 1s on the Christian Songs
chart, including "Who Am I," "Voice of
Truth," "Praise You in This Storm," "Does
Anybody Hear Her," "Until the Whole
World Hears," "Courageous" and "East to
West," which spent 19 weeks at the sum-
mit. Thrive's lead single, "All You've Ever
Wanted," is No. 13.

Every Casting Crowns album has been
produced by Mark Miller, frontman for
veteran country group Sawyer Brown and
chief of Beach Street Records, the im-
print he launched to sign Casting Crowns.
Beach Street then partnered with Sony -

owned Provident to market and distribute
the band. The band is published by Sony/
ATV and represented by Mike Jay of Prop-
er Management Group.

Casting Crowns has won a Grammy,
17 Gospel Music Assn. Dove Awards, two
American Music Awards and a pair of
Bill board Awards.

So exactly how did a worship band from

Georgia become the hottest thing in Chris-
tian music, topping Billboard's year-end
Christian/Gospel Albums Artist tally for
six consecutive years, beginning in 2007?

Well, it all started at a basketball camp
in Florida. "We made some CDs," says Hall,
who was encouraged by church members
to record some of the songs he was writ-
ing and singing. "A college kid in the youth
group had one of those CDs and went off
to basketball camp at Flagler University,
and while he was there met Mark Miller,
who was passing through town on the way
to the beach and thought, 'Hey, I'll meet up

with an old coach of mine.'
"My college student, Chase, and Mark

meet and start talking about basketball.
The next thing you know, Chase says, 'You

need to hear my youth pastor,' and gave
him our CD. Mark Miller ends up going
on a trip with his close family friend [and
Christian music star] Steven Curtis Chap-
man and [they] listened to these songs to-
gether. They called us from the beach and
asked if we wanted to do this on a larger
scale. It was crazy."

Hall had been working as a youth pastor
and although he'd considered taking his
music beyond his home church, he admits
he had reservations.

"I remember being in Bible college and
playing the song 'Voice of Truth' for that
crowd and seeing how God was letting the
songs that I was writing connect with peo-
ple. I remember wondering, 'God, is there
something else that you want to do with
this?' That was in the back of my head,
but the problem was I knew that the local
church was where I was supposed to be,
working with families. That's how my wife
Melanie and I have always done [our work].
I couldn't imagine just traveling around
saying 'hello' and 'goodbye' to people on

the same night. I didn't see how it would
ever in a million years work together. There
are Christian artists out there that go back
to their church on Sunday and who will
lead worship, but I'm a youth pastor. This
is weeklong stuff. I'm living in the trenches

"It's not a contest. It's a challenge
to dig deep," Provident Label Group
president/CEO Terry Hemmings says.

sequencing it with the record and the
teaching that's around it."

Casting Crowns frontman Mark Hall
says the Thrive Challenge provides an
opportunity to share more of the album
with fans. "In the culture nowadays,
people will just go buy singles. I want
them to see the full package," Hall says.
"I want them to hear all of the songs and
how they work together. Hopefully when
they go to the site for one song they
might be encouraged and see there's
more on here: 'If you'll stick with this,

you'll see that we have a lot to say.' So
the Thrive Challenge, and all the videos,
devotions, readings and all that, is free.
It's part of our ministry."

The Thrive Challenge
online is an extension of the
challenge Hall has issued
to his church. "It's some-
thing we've been talking
about for quite a while with
our students," he says, "and
a challenge I've been giving
our families is, 'Instead of
going out and trying to be a

better Christian, why don't you put more
effort in getting [into the Bible] and try
to know God more?'

"So if you go to our website and go
to the Thrive Challenge
page, every song has its
own page and will have its
own videos and devotions
and thoughts that you can
watch and read-all with
the goal of getting you into
God's word so you can see
how he defines you."

with them. I didn't see how it would work."
It hasn't been an easy journey, but it's

worked out surprisingly well. The band has
become Christian music's biggest success
story of the past decade while Hall's work
as a youth pastor has continued, and the
two vocations are intricately intertwined.

"I'm sort of a life coach for our students,"
says Hall, who has been a youth pastor for
22 years and has been at Eagle's Landing
for 13. "My focus is when families come
to our church, to connect with teenag-
ers, have activities for them, youth camps
and that sort of stuff. I form small groups
where they can meet with kids their age.

I write curriculum and Bible studies so we
can help them with whatever they are go-
ing through with their family, whatever is
happening at school. I help them see what
their gifts are and help them grow in their
understanding of who God is and what
their relationship with him can be."

It's easy to see why Hall is so effective
at working with kids. He's pretty much a

big kid himself and a self -professed geek
who sees himself as the antithesis of the
hip rock musician type.

Backstage at Casting Crowns concerts
he meets with other youth pastors to share
information and encourage others. His in-
teractions with journalists are often fun and
unconventional, including taking a group
on the Star Wars ride at Disney World after

a press luncheon. (A well-known Star Wars
fan, Hall recently auctioned off some of his
memorabilia to donate to charity.)

When Miller launched Beach Street,
Casting Crowns was the first act he

signed, and Hall says Miller and the folks
at Provident have always been supportive
of the band's church obligations.

"When I said, 'Can I stay a youth pastor?'
he said, 'Well, I'm sure you can, but your
youth group is just going to be a lot big-
ger,' " recalls Hall. "We didn't get anything
but support from the label."

Five of the seven Casting Crowns mem-
bers work at Eagle's Landing and two oth-
ers work at different churches. "Juan [age
38] and Melodee DeVevo [37] lead our
worship band and lead our student bands,"
Hall says of the husband -and -wife team.
"They also teach small groups of differ-
ent ages. Josh Mix [23] is our new guitar
player, and he helps lead worship and is a

huge part of what we do at Eagle's Land-
ing. Chris [Huffman, 33] teaches small
groups of students. Brian [Scoggin, 31] is
our drummer and a middle school youth
pastor and leader at a church down the
road from us. Megan [Garrett] married a

former student of mine who is a youth pas-
tor about an hour away from us. So it really
is what we do all week."

For Hall, that includes working at the
church all day on Sunday and then again

on Monday and Tuesday from 8 a.m. to
5 p.m. He then pulls a 13 -hour day on

Wednesday that starts early and ends that
evening with a weekly youth gathering.

"I'm in the office through the week,
meeting one-on-one with the students and
meeting the parents, working on mission
trips and projects and all kinds of things
that they can be a part of," says Hall.

The band members schedule their re-

cording and touring around their church
commitments, usually heading out on

Wednesday night around midnight to play
concerts on Thursday, Friday and Saturday,
then returning in time for Sunday morning
services - typically rolling right off the bus
and into church. It's a grueling schedule
made all the more complicated by having
children who they take on the road and
home school. When the group heads out
on tour, it's almost like a moving circus.

"It's crazy," says Hall. "We have four kids,
the DeVevos have two and Megan has
three. The youngest out on the road with
us would be Megan's son Eli, who is a year -

and -a -half, and the oldest is my son John
Michael, who is 15. We have five buses on

tour. We have two buses for all of us - the
seven members - and two crew buses,
and one for the support act as well."

The label and management company
have learned to work around the band's
church responsibilities. "It takes more ef-

fort on everyone's part to fit the business
component and the music and all the ele-
ments of making and marketing a record
into [Hall's] ministry schedule, particu-
larly in the summer when there are camps
and things like that," says Provident Label
Group president/CEO Terry Hemmings.
"His ministry schedule doesn't fit into his
record career and vice versa, so it causes
us to have to work differently. For example,
on Wednesday, Mark is just not available.

That's his biggest teaching day, so we hon-
or and respect that, but when you are trying
to get approval on a mix or are up against
a deadline and need an answer, that could
be a challenge. But it's well worth it. His
ministry and the band's ministry and their
positions in the church are essential to the
success of the band. That's what informs
them, feeds their drive and provides them
the energy to do this."

Likewise, Hall's songwriting is fueled by
his work as a youth pastor, and Thrive is
a prime example of art imitating life. "The
idea of Thrive came out of our student min-
istry," says Hall. "The songs always start
out with what we're teaching, and for years
I've been using Psalm 1 in showing [stu-
dents] what a believer looks like."

Although the songs on Thrive were in-
spired by Hall's church work, one doesn't
have to be a Christian to appreciate them.

"A lot of the people that I talk to these
days are barely surviving their lives. They
are just trying to get to the weekend," says

Hall. "I hear people say, 'If I could just get to
the weekend,' or, 'If I could just get to vaca-
tion,' If I can get this next promotion' - it's
always something they're trying to get to.
We're just surviving each day so somehow
we can get to something and it's going
to be better. I feel like God has so much
more for us than just surviving our lives. He

wants us to thrive in our lives."

"Broken Together"
speaks to the challenges of marriage,
while the title track is a Celtic -flavored
anthem of encouragement about lead-
ing a more fulfilling life. "Waiting On the
Night to Fall" is a cautionary tale about
addiction. Hall says he's been getting a lot
of feedback on "House of Their Dreams,"
a poignant track about a family for whom
the American dream has become an un-
settling reality.

In addition to the new album, Hall has
authored his fourth book. Thrive - Dig-
ging Deep, Reaching Out was published
by Zondervan, a division of HarperCollins
Christian. The band has embarked on the
Thrive tour with opening acts Laura Story
and For King & Country.

In analyzing how Casting Crowns has
become so successful, despite operating
differently from most major -label acts,
Dowdy says it comes down to the simple
fact that the band members are the same
people onstage and off.

"They wake up every morning and say,

'This day belongs to Jesus. We're going to
live for him.' And that may be on a tour bus,
on a big stage somewhere or it may be

sitting down with three teenagers," says

Dowdy. "They are just the same people."
Hall is appreciative and humbled by the

band's impact. "To me, it's totally a God
thing," he says. "I don't think we're supe-
rior to any other band. I don't think we're
saying anything different than other art-
ists who are way more talented than we
are. I can't put my finger on it other than
to say God is allowing us to have the ear
of the church right now and speak into
people's lives. We want to keep doing
that, and we're grateful for the songs that

we get to write and the people we get to
meet, but I'm as baffled by it as anyone
else, and just really humbled and thankful.

"I look in the mirror and I'm thinking,

folks, and maybe that's something that's
reached them."

Frozen Nets Longest No. 1
Reign Since Titanic
The album spends a fifth week at No.1 - the lengthiest run
for a soundtrack since 1998

Disney's unstoppable soundtrack
to Frozen returns to No. 1 on
the Billboard 200, collecting
its fifth nonconsecutive week
atop the list.

Frozen has now earned the most weeks at
No. 1 for a soundtrack since Titanic racked
up 16 straight weeks in the top spot in 1998.
It ruled on the charts dated Jan. 24 through
May 9 that year.

This week's Billboard zoo reflects the
tracking week ending Feb. 23, where Frozen
sold 89,000 copies (down 11%), according
to Nielsen SoundScan. A week ago, it was
No. 2 with 100,000. Last week's No. 1, Eric
Church's The Outsiders, falls to No. 2 in its
second week with 74,0oo (down 74%).

Since the Billboard zoo began using
SoundScan sales data on May 25, 1991,
only five soundtracks have spent at least
five weeks at No. 1: Frozen, Titanic, Waiting
to Exhale (five weeks in 1996), The Lion
King (10 weeks in 1994 and 1995) and The
Bodyguard (zo weeks in 1992 and 1993).
(The last film soundtrack to net four weeks
at No. I was Bad Boys II in 2003.)

The all-time champ for the most weeks
at No. 1 for a soundtrack (or any album)
in the history of the Billboard 200 is West
Side Story, with 54 weeks at No. 1 in 1962
and 1963.

The Frozen soundtrack is in its 13th week

on the Billboard zoo, and has spent the
last eight straight weeks lodged in one of
the top two positions. The last album to
spend more time within the top two rungs
was Taylor Swift's Red, which notched io
weeks in the region between Nov. io, 2012,
and Jan. 12, 2013.

Let's Chill: Country singer Cole Swindell
owns this week's highest new entry on the
Billboard 200. His self -titled debut bows
at No. 3 with 63,00o copies. On the Top
Country Albums chart, it starts at No. 2,

behind Church's The Outsiders. Swindell's
current single, "Chillin' It," hit No.1 on Hot
Country Songs a week ago. On the Country
Airplay chart, it rises 3-2 this week.

Swindell clocks the highest debut for
a new country male artist since Scotty
McCreery bowed at No. I with his first
album, Clear As Day, on Oct. 22, 2011.
McCreery, of course, won the 2011 edition
of Fox -TV's American Idol.

Not including McCreery, Swindell logs
the highest debut for a non -Idol male coun-
try artist's first album.

And, with The Outsiders slipping 1-2 this
week, there are two country albums in the
top three for the first time since Oct. 5, 2013.

That week, Justin Moore's Off the Beaten
Path and Chris Young's A.M. debuted at
Nos. 2 and 3, respectively.

Next Week: Rapper ScHoolboy Q (see
story, page 18) is heading for No. 1 on
the Billboard zoo. His major -label debut,
Oxymoron, could sell between 150,000
and 160,000 copies. The Top Dawg
album is ScHoolboy Qs first in a joint-

venture deal with Interscope Records. Top
Dawg and Interscope previously notched
a No. 2 album with Kendrick Lamar's
good kid, m.A.A.d city in zoiz. ScHoolboy
Q has charted two previous albums:
Setbacks (No. loo in 2011) and Habits er
Contradictions (No.111 in 2012). They have
sold 17,00o and 48,00o copies, respec-
tively, according to SoundScan. 0

Pays Off
Britney Spears (above)
lands at No. 2 on the
Boxscore chart with ticket
sales reported from the
second leg of her Las
Vegas residency at The
Axis at Planet Hollywood.
With sellout crowds in
attendance at 12 concerts
between Jan. 29 and Feb.
22, the pop star grosses $8
million from 53,798 tickets
sold. The show, titled
Piece of Me, is produced
by Caesars Entertainment
and features Spears in a

club setting performing
new material along with
her hits. The residency
began with a year-end run
of four shows on Dec. 27, 28,
30 and 31. With two legs
now in the books, the total
box-office take is more
than $10.8 million from
16 sold -out performances.
Two more multiple -show
stands are planned for later
this year. An 11 -show run is
set for April and May, and
nine shows in August and
September.

For the second time in
the past four weeks, Bruce
Springsteen nabs the No.1
ranking among the week's
top -grossing concerts with
ticket sales reported from
his High Hopes Tour that
launched in late January.
Sales from five concert
engagements affect this
week's chart, including
the top-grosser, a $92
million two -night stint at
Melbourne's AAMI Park
in Australia. The outdoor
stadium was filled to
capacity for shows on Feb.

15 and 16 with a sold -ticket
count of 62,950 for both
nights. Grosses from four
more venues on the tour's
Australian trek enter the
chart, taking five of the top
seven slots. -Bob Allen

And Pepsi
Went Flat
25 Years Ago
On March 2,1989, Madonna's

"Like a Prayer" single premiered
worldwide in a lavish two -

minute TV commercial for Pepsi.
It was supposed to be the start of
a beautiful corporate partnership
between the cola giant and the
Queen of Pop, with Pepsi set
to feature Madonna in further
advertisements and sponsor her
upcoming world tour.

But the pop synergy quickly
fizzled-for Pepsi, at least.

A day after the commercial's
premiere, Madonna unleashed
her own music video for "Like
a Prayer," which featured a

quite different storyline than

- directed by Mary Lambert -
featured controversial imagery
that riled religious groups,
including shots of Madonna with
stigmata on her hands, dancing
in front of burning crosses and
kissing a black saint in a church.

The fallout that ensued
is the stuff of pop culture
legend. There were protests
against the video from Italian
Catholic groups, as well as a
threatened boycott of Pepsi
by the American Family
Association. It was all too much
for Pepsi, and on April 3 the
company announced that due to
consumer "confusion" between
Madonna's video and the
commercial, it was scrapping
plans to air further ads with the
star and sponsor her tour.

Of course, the controversy
was a boon to Madonna. "Like a
Prayer" was the Hot Shot Debut
on the Billboard Hot loo dated
March 18, 1989, and rose to No.
1 just five weeks later. The Like a
Prayer album, meanwhile, spent
six weeks atop the Billboard zoo- her longest No.1 run.
