The 5 Biggest Headaches
In The Apple-Beats De
BY GLENN PEOPLES, ED CHRISTMAN AND YINKA ADEGOKE

The Champagne corks have popped. The

principals have taken a victory lap. And
the Beats team even has gone shopping,

with the newly richer -than -rich Jimmy I ovi n e

wading into the bidding for the NBA's Los
Angeles Clippers and Dr. Dre reportedly buying
a $so million Los Angeles mansion from New
England Patriots quarterback Tom Brady and
his supermodel wife, Glse le Bundc hen. But
there still is plenty of work ahead for the lawyers
and accountants, as they begin ironing out the
details of the Apple -Beats deal in earnest -a
process that could drag on until fall. Meanwhile,
at Apple HQin Cupertino, Calif., preparations
are underway to welcome a very different kind of
company. Billboard analyzes some of the biggest
challenges ahead for the merged venture.

LIVING WITH BOSSES
The Beats crew has joked with Apple brass about their
office hours. !ovine, the outgoing head of Interscope Geffen
A&M, hasn't really had a boss in more than 20 years. Doug
Morris and Lucian Grainge oversaw his work at Universal
Music Group, at least on paper, but how often did they say

no? Apple CEO Tim Cook and senior vp Internet software
and services Eddy Cue "are not going to be telling Jimmy
what to do. They brought him in for his perspective: says
one label exec.

WHO RUNS MUSIC?
The lackluster performance of iTunes Radio to date helped
convince Cue that the company needed to look outside for help in
thinking through the music streaming market, according to
several sources, who requested anonymity commenting on the
deal. "No one owned responsibility for iTunes Radio," says one
source. To help address that challenge, !ovine will need to step in

and take ownership of Apple's entire music strategy, these
sources suggest. But it's unclear how his portfolio will mesh with
that of vp iTunes content Robert Kondrk, who has been overseeing
the company's music business.

[CHANNEL CONFLICTS
Big deals can cause unanticipated ripple effects.
Bringing Beats under the Apple umbrella will
create channel conflicts that didn't previously
exist, says Vickie Nauman, principal at Cross
Border Works and a former executive at 7digital.
"For example: Beats headphones being sold both
in Apple and Amazon stores. That's fine.
Everybody loves the brand. All of a sudden here
comes Beats Music, which is directly competing
with what Amazon is doing in music."

CULTURE CLASHES
This may be one of the
biggest challenges ahead for
Beats and Apple. The latter
cultivates an infamously
cloistered atmosphere,
where leaks about product
launches are treated like
national security breaches.
"It's going to be a challenge
for them to integrate cul-

turally: says a music executive familiar with both companies.
Although lovine has had a relationship with Apple - namely
Cue - for over a decade, there are questions about how Beats
integrates into the mothership. What happens to Beats'
editorial team in Los Angeles? What will !ovine do with
Apple's development staff in Cupertino? And will the iTunes
brand eventually subsume Beats, or vice versa, for Apple's
digital music products? "It's up to Apple to determine who
wins: says the executive.

CREATIVITY VS. CAPITALISM
In interviews since the deal was made official, 'ovine has positioned his role at Apple as a true
artists' champion. Indeed, his lasting value for Apple could lie in his ability to bring artists along,
wherever the company and new technologies take them. That certainly may give Apple a leg up
against streaming rivals like Spotify, which can't match lovine's connections. But those
connections may come into conflict with Apple's profit motive as competition heats up.
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"Summer" hits the Radio Songs

"We've questioned a thousand
things --if we had gone with one
or two lead superstars, if we had
gone with a cheaper ticket price,"
says Cohl. "We knew that this was
a very risky project ... We thought
we had a shot."

The deal may yet bear fruit.
Cohl says his company, SzBN,
struck a broader arrangement
with Really Useful - one giving
SzBN the global rights to pro-
duce arena tours of a wide range
of Webber's properties. That
would include such hugely popu-
lar works as Cats, The Phantom

of the Opera, Starlight Express
and Evita. "Even today, on

reflection, it seems like an
opportunity," says Cohl.

Cohl is best-known as a producer of
The Rolling Stones' tours from 1989
through 2007, a run that grossed more

than $2 billion in ticket sales, according
to Billboard Boxscore. He briefly served
as chairman of Live Nation in 2006
(playing a key role in long-term multi -

rights deals with such acts as Madonna,
Jay Z and U2) before leaving to form
S2BN, producing tours by Yo Gabba

Gabba! and How to Train Your Dragon, and
concerts by such artists as Barbra Streisand.

Cohl has also made his mark on Broadway,
with mixed results. In 2010, he was brought
in as co-producer to help salvage Spider -Man:
Turn Off the Dark, the most expensive, tech-
nologically ambitious - and, some would say,
snakebit - Broadway show ever mounted.
Spider -Man's run ended in January having
grossed more than $200 million, but still
wound up in the red (though an arena tour
planned for the fall of 2015 may well improve
the ledger). Cohl also co -produced the musi-

Singing Shows On The Slide?
Not if you're watching
Spanish -language TV

Singing competition shows are in
trouble. Fox canceled The X Factor in
February. In May, both The Voice and
American Idol had dramatic ratings

declines for their season finales. Idol's plunge
was particularly drastic, falling from 3o million
viewers per episode at the peak of its popular-
ity to 10.1 million today -a showing that may
have contributed to the recent exit of Fox's top
entertainment executive, Kevin Reilly.

ABC is hoping to reverse the trend with a

U.S. version of a popular Israeli show, Rising
Star, lauching in June. But over on Spanish -

language networks, the genre is blossoming.
Univision and Telemundo have announced
the launch of four new music competitions
set to debut in the coming months, joining La
Voz Kids (The Voice Kids), now in its second
season on Telemundo, and La Academia Kids
(The Academy Kids) on Azteca America.

Univision's La Banda (The Band) is set to air

Cynics might dismiss the Spanish -language

surge as an indicator ofa lagging market. But
Univision Networks president of program-
ming and content Alberto Ciurana says it's a

simple matter of demographics. "Our English -

language competitors who've had these shows
for several years now have worn out their for-
mulas and their viewers are getting older," he
says. "Our viewer is much younger, and we've
always been a platform to launch new artists
and new careers."

The numbers bear him out. According
to Nielsen's May sweeps data, the median
age of the Univision Network viewer was

40. Telemundo's was 41- placing both well
within the 18-49 sweet spot advertisers crave.
The median ages for CBS, ABC and NBC was
6o, 56 and 55, respectively.

The younger demographic has been key to
the success of La Voz Kids, which has become
Telemundo's top -rated nonscripted show,
averaging 2.2 million viewers per episode. "We
were able to take such an established format
and do a kids' version that resonated with
Latin families," says Telemundo vp program-
ming Glenda Pacanins.

Univision's Ciurana says his network's push
is about more than making hit shows. "We like
to create careers," he says, noting the tight ties
with Televisa in Mexico, which has long had a
talent development arm. "Our goal is to con-
tinue down that path of developing talent." 0

"We had five big slots where the stu-
dio was willing to replace temp tracks
with music," says Kevin Weaver,
Atlantic Records Group president film
and TV. "[Birdy's] sound and her voice
fit so well with what the story is about.
It feels like we have something with
cultural significance."

One might think that young -adult
book adaptation is a no-brainer when
it comes to attracting a young, female
audience, but Fault is no Twilight. A
love story about two cancer-stricken
teens, it's neither a franchise nor ripe
for a sequel, yet it was one of the most
in -demand titles among record compa-
nies bidding for the soundtrack rights.

Musicians Create Real Buzz With
Signature Coffee Blends
James Murphy, Beck, St. Vincent
jump onjava brand trend

Are coffee brands
becoming the new
celebrity clothing
lines? James Murphy,
Beck and St. Vincent

have all recently joined the list
of musicians releasing their
own signature blends with hip
coffee companies.

"I love coffee. sometimes
get excited at night thinking of
the coffee I'll get to drink in the
morning. Coffee is a reason to
wake up," says AnnieCladc (aka St.
Vincent) of her new signature
Chicago -based blend, Bring Me
Your Mugs, with Intelligentsia
Coffee, available at its stores
in Chicago, New York and Los
Angeles. Says Clark of the
brand: "I have stood at their
counter waiting for my order, like
a fan waiting for a show."

Murphy's espresso, House
of Good, can be picked up at
select Blue Bottle locations,
and Beck's limited -edition
L.A.-based blend sold out at
Handsome Roasters Coffee in
February in a matter of weeks.
What's in it for the artists
is that they get promotion
at the coffee companies'
locations (on a cooler, smaller
scale than Norah Jones CDs
at Starbucks.) Clark's recent
self -titled album is available
for purchase at the same

Intelligentsia locations where
her fruit -forward, Costa Rican
coffee is available.

Stephen Morrissey, director
of communications for
Intelligentsia, says the
31 -year -old singer's record
label approached the Chicago -

based coffee shop a few
months ago. "Samples were
sent to her on tour and after a
bit of back -and -forth deciding
which coffee to use and what
we'd call it, we ended up with
Bring Me Your Mugs," he says.

Like Clark, 43 -year -old
Beck used his collaboration
with Handsome Coffee
Roasters (which Blue Bottle
acquired in April) and Filter
magazine in February to help

promote his latest album,
Morning Phase.

According to Blue Bottle
CEO James Freeman, the
partnership with former LCD
Soundsystem frontman Murphy
is driven by his love of java. "[The
Murphy collaboration] works
because he loves coffee so
much - he loves it very purely
and very deeply," says Freeman.

"It's not a passing fancy or a new
interest for him." Murphy, 44,
approached Oakland, Calif. -

based Blue Bottle after his
manager read an article about
Freeman and thought the two
would hit it off. "It's not just
his name on a bag. He took
the momentum to guide this
espresso," says Freeman.

These musicians are
propelling a growing trend.
Intelligentsia previously has
done limited -edition releases
with Wilco, Mayer Hawthorne
and Adlib, while such artists
as Kiss, Dave Mustaine and Styx
have all released their own
blends in the past.

obsessions, long -discontinued products from brands like Wet n

Wild and Bonne Bell get mentions. For Ella Yellch-O'Connor, aka
Lorde, the special product she saved up to buy growing up in New
Zealand was MAC lipstick in Snob. Her affinity toward the brand
continued when the now -17 -year-old began working with fellow
New Zealander Amber Dreadon, a MAC senior makeup artist, for
her live performances and music videos. That's when neutral light
pink Snob ceded the spotlight to rich purple shades Cyber and
Heroine. Soon the media was calling to find out what lipstick
Dreadon was using on her increasingly popular client. It was only
a matter of time before musician -loving MAC came a-knockin',
beauty contract in hand.

In March, Lorde announced the MAC x Lorde collaboration to
her 1.7 million Twitter followers, who can get their hands on the
products beginning June 5. Predictably, the two-piece collection
features a deep plum lipstick that shares the same name as her top -

selling album, Pure Heroine. The second item is a pen -style liner,
Penultimate Eye Liner in Rapidblack.

MAC creative director lames Gager says Lorde fits per-
fectly with the 3o -year-old brand, which originally was geared
toward makeup artists (MAC is an acronym for "Makeup Artist
Cosmetics"): "Ella isn't afraid to show her unique sense of style
both in her appearance and her performance. We truly admire
anyone who is not afraid to be who they are." It also helped that
she already was a fan of the product; consumers want believability
when a celebrity endorses a brand. "Smart brands look for a well-
rounded person with amazing talent, credibility and an emotional
bond with their fan base," says farm> d Moses, CEO of United
Entertainment Group, an entertainment marketing agency that did
Queen Latifah's deal for the Queen Collection with CoverGirl.

As they did with Lorde, Gager and team look for spokespeople
"with a unique edge," he says, who are gaining momentum in their
careers. Before they hit the mainstream, iggy Azalea and Icon a

Pop performed at MAC store openings. Nick' Minaj and Lady
Gaga were tapped as brand faces early in their careers. And Gossip
frontwoman Beth Ditto did a candy-themed full makeup collection
while still relatively obscure.

But MAC -which now is owned by Estee Lauder and valued at
$1.3 billion, according to Brandirectory - also seeks established
hitmakers to front campaigns, most notably the Viva Glam lip
products, sales of which are entirely earmarked to fund HN/AIDS
awareness (raising more than $250 million since 1994). The most
recent collaboration with Rihanna, who has more than 130 million
social media followers, yielded the RiRi Woo lipstick, which sold out
in just three hours.

It's not just the company's bottom line that benefits from col-
laborations. A deal also helps build an artist's bankroll and image.
Moses says an emerging artist's beauty contract can range from
$250,000 to $750,000 per year, and an established artist -"who sell
out dates in arenas and have top three songs on radio and iTunes,
the Beyonces of the world" - command $2 million to $io million
per year for a beauty contract. "A beauty contract puts you into pop
culture as a multi -hyphenate -musician -slash -beauty icon," says
Moses. "That's important, especially for musicians who are only in
the marketplace if their music is in the marketplace; a contract can
enhance the overall career."O

MAC's musicians may dominate
the prestige market, but the mass
brands have a few chart -toppers
of their own as spokesmodels.

Last fall, the London -based brand that
has been in business since 1834 added

Rita Ora as its newest musician
spokesmodel. Other songstresses who

have fronted for the brand include
Solange Knowles and Zooey Deschanel.

The Procter & Gamble company has
long aligned with musicians. Current

faces include Katy Perry Pink, Janelle
Monae and Queen Latifah, who has

the Queen Collection with the brand.

Late one early-summer Saturday night, Iggy
Azalea, one of the hottest pop stars on the planet,
enters the lobby of Manhattan's Mondrian Soho,
one of the hottest hotels on the planet. In the
lush garden patio, expensively dressed couples
finish up elaborate dinners, while in the bar,
women in this season's Louboutins are half-

dancing to a steady electro throb and fielding
the attentions of well-heeled bankers.

Tall and pale, wearing track shorts and dirty
sneakers, her blonde hair pulled back from her
face, Azalea looks like a gangly teenager who
has just come home from soccer practice to
find a bunch of her parents' boozy friends in
her living room. "Ugh," she exclaims. "I forgot
that it's a f-ing nightclub around here." If you
only know her from the Southern inflections
of her rhymes on hits like "Fancy" and Ariana

Azalea connected with the Los Angeles
Lakers swingman on Twitter last year,

and they've been dating since.

Grande's "Problem" - the Nos. 1 and 2 singles
on the Billboard Hot 100 dated June 14 - her
starkly Australian accent is momentarily jarring.

She ducks right and heads up the stairs to
her room. "This is how I feel about hotels,"
she says, as she settles into a dining chair in
her small suite. "If mainly people under 3o
stay there, I'm not interested. I want to stay in
a place where 50 -year-old rich people stay. It's
not that I care who's around me - I just don't
want anyone around me. And if it's an old rich
lady, they're usually pretty quiet and disgusted
I'm even here, which I like. I want to be at the
pool and nobody is at the pool - not you and
all your bridesmaids."

With that clarified, she picks up the phone and
orders dinner: a hamburger with extra cheese,
"that weird peperonata thing on the side" and
four Arnold Palmers with mint. It's tempting to
say that this image -the party-hating, teetotal-
ing, old -lady -loving shut-in - is inconsistent
with Azalea's public persona, a short -short -

wearing, bailer -dating, expert twerker. But as
a white, 24 -year-old female Australian rapper,
upending convention and defying categorization
is what defines her brand, though for a while it
appeared to be what would sink her career.

Two years ago, Azalea was just another
casualty of the record business, trying to turn
a handful of accomplished mixtapes and press
accolades into a label deal. The road to the April
release of her debut album, The New Classic, has
been a long one, but the results have been quick:
The album bowed at No.3 on the Billboard zoo
and at No.i on Rap Albums for the week ending
May4, and has sold 146,00o copies through the
Nielsen SoundScan tracking week ending June L

Her single, "Fancy," settles in for a second week
atop the Hot wo, leading all three of the chart's
metrics: sales, streaming and airplay.

With its bouncily insistent beat, "Fancy" is
a strong early contender for song of the sum-
mer. And Azalea's collaboration with Grande

then joined Grande for her song "Problem." The broadcast helped
drive both tracks to their respective Nos. 1 and 2 Hot 100 peaks.

- who she first met last November when they
presented together at an awards ceremony -
"Problem," gives her a unique accomplishment:
She is the first act since The Beatles to have her
debut Hot 100 hits ("Fancy" and "Problem")
reach Nos. i and 2 on the chart simultaneously.

Azalea is aware that other people think this
is a big deal, but to her, "it doesn't mean any-
thing," she says, with a somewhat weary sigh.
Then she smiles mischievously, seizing another
opportunity to lean into her role as a rebel. "I'd
rather be The Rolling Stones."

It has been seven years since Azalea first
showed up in Miami, a 16-year-old from a tiny
town of 3,000 on Australia's Gold Coast who
had told her mother she was going on vacation
with a girlfriend but was actually alone and not
planning to return home until she had made it
as a rapper.

In the years that followed, Azalea ran the
gauntlet of music -industry hazing, from
watching a deal with a major label (Interscope)
unravel to falling in love and then breaking up
with another high -profile up-and-comer (ASAP
Rocky) to publicly feuding with a peer (Azealia
Banks) to slogging through press tours filled
alternately with questions about her status
as a feminist and her favorite sexual position.
Despite her youth, Azalea is already an indus-
try veteran, and as such she has learned to put
less stock in the symbols of her success (like
matching a Beatles chart record) and more in
the unique sound and image that fueled it.

"What does 'new classic' really mean?" she
muses, when asked about what drives her life and
her art. "For me, as a rapper, I just think whatever
classic hip -hop is, the classic image of that? I don't
think that's what it is anymore. And I am a good
example of what it could look like now."
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For many, the idea that a white girl from
Australia could be the new face of hip -hop is
distressing. At every step of her rise Azalea
has been dogged with criticism about her out-
sider status, accused by some of not paying
enough homage to the legacy of hip -hop and
by others of too casually co-opting the genre's
traditions. To her, it's a Catch-zz: Is she not hip -

hop enough because she comes from the Gold
Coast of Australia, or too hip -hop because she
rhymes in an accent that's more Atlanta than
New South Wales?

"We get so caught up, especially in rap, with
what's authentic, and I wish people would think
more about what the f- that even means," says
Azalea, glancing absentmindedly at the TV,
broadcasting the recent Rock and Roll Hall
of Fame induction ceremony. "One critic was
like, 'Why didn't you talk about more Australian
things?' I don't understand why I'm supposed
to write a song about living in the outback and
riding a kangaroo to be authentic."

Azalea is full of colorfully expressed opinions
about everything from her detractors and rivals
to the awesomeness of Shania Twain's 199os
fashion statements ("She's such a queen"). You
can tell she enjoys the comic drama of getting
worked up. When Lorde's Rock and Roll Hall of
Fame performance of "All Apologies" with the
remaining members of Nirvana comes on the
TV, Azalea blurts out, "Oh, it's her." There's a

long pause, then she goes for it. "Nothing against
her, but I think when you're doing a tribute to
someone that's dead, generally it should be the
person's peer," says Azalea. "Lorde is not Kurt
Cobain's peer. No matter if she killed the perfor-
mance or not, I just don't think it's appropriate."

Like all good aspiring superstars, Azalea rel-
ishes attention, whether that comes from being
worshipped, disagreed with or seen as unusual,

the way she was as a child. "I was always the
kid that was f-ing weird," she remembers of
her experience growing up with her younger
sister in Mullumbimby, New South Wales, a

remote town approximately 400 miles north of
Sydney, nestled among an enclave of hippie surf
spots. Her mother cleaned houses and encour-
aged her daughter's interest in art. Her father
worked as a landscaper, but also had a career
as a standup comic and played in a punk band.
Her parents had an unsteady relationship and
eventually split. There were several years when
Azalea was a child when she didn't really see
her father but as she has gotten older, they've

become "close in our own way," she says.
As the story goes, Azalea first heard Tupac

Shakur's "Baby Don't Cry" when she was 11
and decided then and there to become a rap-
per. By 14, Azalea was writing her own raps and
hanging out in one of Sydney's two hip -hop
clubs. But more than a desire to become the
Aussie Tupac, Azalea was driven by broader,
more classical themes: escape and reinven-
tion. "When I first started rapping, I thought
I'd move to the city [Sydney]. But when I got
there I was like, 'These people are still not my
people,' " says Azalea. "They're still too practi-
cal for me. I need some real mental people to
be around. I need a lot of batshit-crazy people
who are completely excessive and ridiculous. I
need to go to America."

Azalea landed in Miami in 2007, dabbling
in audio engineering and pursuing her GED.
The next year she moved to Houston, then
Atlanta, where she lived in 2009 and 2010. It
was around this time that she put up online
her early, attention -getting tracks like the deli-
ciously depraved, witty "Pussy," which began to
earn her label attention. In 2010, Azalea moved
to Los Angeles, where a deal with Interscope
beckoned then fell apart. But after she released
two buzz -stoking mixtapes (Ignorant Art in 2011

and TrapGold in 2012), a fan vote secured her
the loth spot on XXL's 2012 Freshman Class
cover (Macklemore was also featured that year).
That's when T.I. called. "I felt like T.I. could help
me get to know producers and help me with my
direction," she recalls.

Still, by the spring of 2012, her momentum
had stalled as quickly as it built. Azalea had no
record contract, no publishing deal, and what
she says was a sticky-fingered booking agent.
She also had split with ASAP Rocky and was
feuding with R&B singer Banks. She retreated

to Atlanta and went in search of new
management. "I didn't want to work
with a guy because they just seem to
think you're impulsive," she recalls,
"so I was like, 'I need to find some
bitches that understand me. Like,
big mean bitches.' " T.I. put her in
touch with his booking agent, Cara
Lewis at Creative Artists Agency, who
connected the young rapper with her
current manager, Sarah Stennett of
Turn First Artists (see story, page 34).

"I didn't even want to meet her," recalls
Azalea. "I came to the lunch 4o minutes late
in gym clothes, purely for the free food. Sarah
was like, 'What is wrong with you, luv? Are
you just really rude or are you heartbroken?' "
Azalea was, in fact, heartbroken. "I'd just bro-
ken up with my boyfriend and nobody would
return my calls," she remembers. "I told Sarah
the whole thing and she was like, 'These f-ing
c-s trying to f-ing dick you over. We're going
to show them.' Then she sent me to Wales over
Christmas to write."

Sending her to a remote U.K. location was
deliberate. "I wanted her to get really away

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THE FEMPIRE THAT PROPELS
IGGY AZALEA

Iggy Azalea's management company, Turn First
Artists, is that rare thing in the music business: a

power center controlled by women.
In 1996, when she was pregnant with her first child

and a recent law school grad, Azalea's manager Sarah
Stennett found herself surrounded by a U.K. music
business fueled by cocaine and alcohol. It wasn't her
scene, but it was her big break. When her boss Paul
Spraggon - who represented the then -hot Jamiroquai
and Prodigy - left his firm, she pleaded with him to
take her along. "He was a bit off the rails," she recalls.
"I told him, 'I know I've got no

experience, but I'll go out and get
the clients and you can train me.'
And he was so drug -addled and
in a crazy world at that time that
he agreed to do it." (These days,
Spraggon is a teetotaler.)

Today - after helping put
together the multimillion -selling
girl group Sugababes - the
law firm of Spraggon Stennett
Brabyn represents Adele and
Lana Del Rey, among others.
But though Stennett remains a

partner there, her focus is Turn
First, the management and
branding company she started in
2011 with backing from Universal
Music Group chairman/CEO
Lucian Grainge. In addition
to Azalea, Turn First has

shepherded the careers of Ellie
Goulding, Rita Ora and Jessie J
(who has since moved on).

Turn First is unique in
several ways. The investment
from Grainge means that the
company has the funding to
engage in old-fashioned artist
development, taking the time
- as it did with Azalea - to get
the music, image and branding
in place before label deals are

finalized, and contributing
when label budgets fall short.
"If the label allocates £50,000
[$84,000] to do a video, can

tap into that fund and add to it
so we can make a video that is
aesthetically what we are trying
to achieve," says Stennett. But in
the still old -boy -network music
biz, Turn First stands out as a
women -led company, with six
of its seven directors female.
"I don't deliberately just hire
females," says Stennett. it's
something that has evolved."

Still, the group is known as The
Lionesses, which fittingly sums
up the mix of fierce advocacy
and creative cultivation that
peppers Stennett's conversation.
"We have that ability to debate
without feeling that any of us are

being attacked or dismissed,"
she says of The Lionesses.
"There isn't a parental element
to the environment, but think of
the ambitious mother who is directing and nurturing
her children, bringing them into a world that is hugely
competitive. We're educating artists and enabling them
to accept that yes, there's a dream, but there's a road to
be walked down in order to fulfill it: -Andy Gensler

to basics," says Stennett. "It was harsh - it
was very cold and very dark in deepest Wales
at a very faded glory studio, but it became a

hugely important part of the process." As sisters
in arms, Stennett set up Azalea with produc-
tion team The Invisible Men, whom she feels
are particularly gifted at coaxing what she calls
"artist -defining" songs out ofyoung musicians.

When the Wales work began to bear fruit,
Azalea and The Invisible Men continued
working on tracks for nearly two years, a long
development process enabled by Turn First's
funding and, eventually, Island Records,
where president David Massey signed Azalea
in the spring of 2013 (she's now under the Def
Jam wing of Universal Music Group). One of
the many demos they turned out, "Leave It,"
eventually became "Fancy." "When you have
the time to create more tracks than you're ever
going to use, the real jewels come to the top,"

"I don't understand why I'm
supposed to write a song about
living in the outback and riding
a kangaroo to be authentic."

says Jon Shave of The Invisible Men.
"It was a very, very promising, strong demo

with a really great hook and an overall concept
that was so promising. But the actual recording
[of it] into a single really became something
special," says Massey. "Leave It" was one of
many "nuggets" The Invisible Men presented
to singer -songwriter Charli XCX that might
benefit from a killer pop hook. It immediately
leapt out at her. " 'Who dat who dat/I-G-G-Y,' "
says Charli XCX when asked about it, quoting
Azalea's key hook in the song. "I was so into it.
I wanted to make it into, like, a 2014 girl power
moment. There aren't enough high -profile
female collaborations happening."

The "Leave It" demo leaked last December,
and ifyou listen to it on YouTube, you can hear
the difference between a good rap song and an
undeniable pop hit. The beat and verses are in
place, but without the Charli XCX hook, it lacks
a chorus and easily graspable concept. "I really
give Invisible Men a lot of credit for making the
record magic," says Massey.

"The No. 1 thing people in the music busi-
ness do to make you do what they want is tell
you that your life will be over ifyou don't do it.
They say, `If you f- up, it will all be over. You'll
never have another chance,' " says Azalea. "If I
listened to those people, I would have been the
girl who had the song called 'Pussy' and almost
got a record deal and then didn't and went back
to Australia." But she didn't, and now she's free.
"You can't ever again make me scared of what's
going to happen because I've already seen what
happens: You end up in Wales and it's fine. I'm
glad I know that 0

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In the 1970s, a depressed, heavy -drinking
Paul McCartney walked away from

The Beatles and reinvented himselfas the leader
of another hitmaking rock'n'roll band. A new book

by longtime Q magazine contributing editor
TOM DOYLE about that turbulent period

in the legendary rock star's life, Man on the Run,
catches him in mid-flight

MACCA WINGS IT
Paul McCartney knew he was in trouble the morning he couldn't
lift his head off the pillow. He awoke facedown, his skull feeling
like a useless dead weight. Day by day, his condition had been
worsening. His sleepless nights were spent shaking with anxiety;
his days were characterized by heavy drinking and self -sedation
with marijuana.

For the first time in his life, he felt utterly worthless.
Everything he had been since the age of 15 had been wrapped
up in the band. Now, he was 27, and even though he couldn't
tell the world, that period of his life was almost certainly over.
This was an identity crisis in extremis: Who exactly was he if
he wasn't Beatle Paul McCartney?

If any word sums up McCartney in the 1970s, it is struggle.
Another is escape. He spent the decade struggling to escape the
shadow of The Beatles, effectively becoming an outlaw hippie mil-
lionaire. It was a time of brilliant, banned and sometimes baffling
records. For McCartney, it was an edgy, liberating, sometimes
frightening period of his life that has largely been forgotten by
those who were not along for the ride.

In the autumn of 1969, the McCartney family was in Argyll,

Scotland, "hiding away in the mists," as Paul puts it. McCartney,
his wife Linda, the newborn Mary and Linda's child from her first
marriage, shy Heather, only 6, had escaped to High Park Farm, far
from London and the heavy weather of intra-Beatle feuding. But
High Park was no rock -star country pile. McCartney had bought
the run-down farmhouse, set amid 183 acres of rough, windswept
Scottish landscape, in June 1966, the year he became a millionaire.

Revving up a generator, he put together an ad hoc four -track
recording facility in High Park's rickety lean-to, which he named
Rude Studio. It was there, gently encouraged by Linda, that his
songwriting slowly began to return to him, as he effectively used
music as therapy to alleviate his depression. "She eased me out
of it," he remembers, "and just said, 'Hey, you know, you don't
want to get too crazy.' "

Still, despite increasingly frequent spells of happiness,
McCartney was still plagued with unease, knowing that a storm
was brewing back in London.

In private, The Beatles had fallen out and apart, prompting
McCartney's state of panic and depression. The critical episode
had come at a meeting at the label they had founded, Apple
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Lennon, Starr and Harrison turned up at McCartney's Cavendish
Avenue home in Lennon's white Rolls Royce. Lennon emerged

from the car with two bricks, scaled the wall and
smashed McCartney's windows.

Records, on Sept. 2o,1969. Three of the band members (George
Harrison was away, his mother having just been diagnosed with
cancer) had convened at the office to ink their names on a new
distribution deal with Capitol Records, their label in the United
States. On that day, McCartney had attempted to rah -rah -rah his
downbeat colleagues into recapturing their fire. He suggested they
tour small clubs, where the band - which had last performed for
a paying audience more than three years before - could turn up
unannounced or billed under a pseudonym. He argued that this
might help them get back in touch with who they were.

"I think you're daft," a scowling John Lennon responded, before
announcing, "I'm leaving the group. I want a divorce."

Following this jaw -dropping declaration, the three signed the
contract "in a bit ofa daze," according to McCartney. All involved
would look back on this as the moment when the illness affecting
The Beatles finally became terminal.

cCartney greeted the dawning of the 197os in
his townhouse at 7 Cavendish Ave. in London,
within walking distance of Abbey Road studios.
Secluded in his music room, he began recording
his first solo album, without the knowledge of the

other Beatles. He wheeled a stove-sized four -track machine
from Abbey Road into his home and began to play, in the

childlike sense of the word. "It was very liberating," he says.
He was able to record entirely alone thanks to a device built
by an Abbey Road technician that allowed him to plug directly
into the back of the tape machine.

Homemade and handmade, the resulting album, McCartney,
was less the grand launch of his solo career and more an insight
into McCartney's creative practices. But before the listening
public had the opportunity to make up their minds about the
record, it was to provoke an almighty ruckus.

Weeks before the album's April 17 release, Ringo Starr
showed up at McCartney's London address with a letter hand-
written by Lennon and co-signed by Harrison. The Beatles'
Let It Be was to be released April 24, and the letter notified
McCartney that because ofconcern over the proximity of these
dates, Lennon and Harrison had told EMI to hold the release
of McCartney until June 4. After reading the letter, a furious
McCartney threw Starr out of his house. "Everyone, to my
mind, was completely treating me like dirt," says McCartney.
"And I said, 'No way, man. Get out.' "

That was the moment when McCartney finally gave up on
The Beatles. He wouldn't budge on the street date and, ulti-
mately, Let It Be was pushed to a May 8 release. When it came
time to promote his solo album, McCartney sidestepped face-
to-face encounters by inserting a sulky press release -cum-self
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interview with review copies of the album. Was he planning any
new records with The Beatles? No. Did he see himself writing
songs with Lennon in the future? No. What were his plans now?
"My only plan is to grow up," he wrote.

The news exploded across the front pages of the world's
newspapers. The Daily Mirror in Britain, on the morning of
April 10, 1970, was the first to break the story of the band's
split, with the unfussy words "Paul Quits the Beatles." Lost in
the roar was the fact that at no point in the "interview" had
McCartney actually stated that he was walking out on the band.

In the fallout, the McCartneys once again ran away to
Scotland, and, on a bright, cold December day, McCartney stood
high on a hill overlooking Skeroblin Loch at the end of a long
walk and a deep conversation with his attorney father-in-law,
Lee Eastman. "We'd been searching our souls," says McCartney.
He had decided that it was time to legally kill The Beatles.

A
week into January, drummer Denny Seiwell
turned up for a nameless demo session at a

seedy address at 43rd Street between Ninth
and loth Avenues in Manhattan. The building
looked burned out and appeared to have no

electricity. Directed to the damp, dilapidated basement by the
doorman, he found Paul and Linda McCartney, sitting beside
a battered old hired drum kit.

"They said, 'Do you mind playing for us?' " says Seiwell.
"And I just went into Ringo on the tom-toms."

Seiwell got the gig, and with the addition of sought-after
session guitarist David Spinozza, the loose, three -handed
recording sessions for what would become McCartney's sec-
ond solo album, Ram, began in New York.

Across the Atlantic there was the tangled mess of The
Beatles' legal affairs. On the final day of 1970, McCartney had
filed to dissolve the Beatles & Company, and he returned to
London in February to take part in the 12-day court hearing.
He was back in New York on March 12, 1971 when a London
High Court judge granted McCartney's request for a receiver
to oversee the band's interests "pending a permanent fix."
McCartney had unequivocally won the first crucial round in
the battle, even if he now found himself hated by the press,
the fans and the other band members. The day the verdict was
announced, according to the eyewitness accounts, Lennon,
Starr and Harrison turned up at McCartney's Cavendish
Avenue home in Lennon's white Rolls Royce. Lennon emerged
from the car with two bricks, scaled the wall and smashed
McCartney's windows.

McCartney was back in the United States at that point and
three days after the end of the court case, flew to Los Angeles
to oversee the mixing of Ram. Whereas the New York leg of
the album had been cleanly marshaled, the L.A. sessions were
fueled by dope. McCartney would usually arrive in midafter-
noon, spark up a joint and then tinker endlessly.

The result was something of a marvel. The true successor
to The Beatles' Abbey Road in its baroque detail and flights
of imagination, Ram was variously funny, daft, touching and
knowing. The unlikely U.S. No. 1 hit "Uncle Albert/Admiral
Halsey" spotlighted the new McCartney method: trippy senti-
mentality gives way to rain and vocally impersonated ringing
telephone effects before restlessly tempo -shifting upward
through its lengthy coda.

Ram also seemed to be carefully mined with lyrical digs
at Lennon and the other Beatles. "Too Many People" was

directed squarely at the "preaching practices" of Lennon and
his wife, Yoko Ono. "I felt that was true of what was going on,"
says McCartney. " 'Do this, do that; do this, do that.' "

The album made it only to No. 2 in the United States, where
McCartney had reached No.1. And critics on both sides of the
Atlantic were unkind, verging on brutal. Rolling Stone loftily
claimed, "Ram represents the nadir in the decomposition of
196os rock thus far."

For its creator, Ram was an entirely successful endeavor.
By driving on his post-Beatles career, it served its purpose
as its title suggested: "Ram forward, press on, be positive,"
said McCartney.

n April 1971 came word that the other Beatles
had decided to grant McCartney his freedom
from the partnership. Ironically, the New
York sessions for Ram had made McCartney
hanker for the musical closeness of The

Beatles. To this end, in August 1971, Seiwell and another
musician who shared his first name, Denny Laine, ventured
to High Park. Laine knew McCartney from the days when his
former band, The Moody Blues, and The Beatles were man-
aged by the late Brian Epstein's NEMS Enterprises and rode
tour buses together. McCartney was looking for a vocal foil to
replace Lennon, if not exactly a songwriting partner, and had
approached Laine with the idea of starting a band.

Seiwell and Laine were both put on a $30 weekly retainer -
a decent working wage for the early 197os - with the casual
understanding that there would be more to come in the future.
Inside Rude Studio, and outside when the weather permitted,
the band, including a pregnant Linda on keyboards, quickly
moved from jamming rock'n'roll standards to picking their
way through McCartney's latest, half -finished songs. Laine
was impressed that Paul was "just a farmer who plays guitar"
and "not a Beatle anymore."

Enthralled by his new group, McCartney blocked out a week
in August at Abbey Road and the band nailed eight songs,
five of them on the first take. He also toyed with band names
ranging from the half -decent (Turpentine) to the dreadful
(The Dazzlers). In the end, the name of the new group was to
come to him in a moment of acute panic.

In mid -September, Linda went into labor and required an
emergency cesarean section. Hurried into a waiting room,
McCartney, in a green surgical gown, found himself alone,
"praying like mad" for his wife and unborn child. Into his rac-
ing thoughts came an image of an angel's wings, striking him
with its simple, calming beauty. The drama over, he found
himself with a second biological daughter, the future fashion
designer Stella Nina, and a name for his new band: Wings.

After disappearing in Scotland, the newly extended
McCartney family resurfaced in London in early November
for a party to unveil the band and its new album, Wild Life, for
a handpicked group of guests that included Elton John and
members of Led Zeppelin, The Who and The Faces.

Five days later, the first shot of the quartet appeared on the
cover of Melody Maker, along with the headline "Wings Fly!,"
but the album crashed and burned. Wild Life was met with a

colossal wave of disappointment. For those weaned on the
mini -symphonies of Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band and
Abbey Road, Wild Life sounded like half -finished scraps, and
by Beatles standards, the album bombed, prompting EMI to
cancel the release of the proposed double A -side single "Love
Is Strange" and "I Am Your Singer."

Still, the photograph that appeared on the front of Wild Life
seemed to say it all: McCartney was now just a member of a

band. In the pastoral scene, the barefoot members of Wings
balance on a horizontal branch a few feet above a stream.
McCartney stands knee-deep in the river, strumming an

I

acoustic guitar, too distant from the camera for anyone other
than the sharp-eyed to recognize him as Beatle Paul.

s Wings splashed around in the country, the
glitter -and -glue stomp of glam rock was fast
becoming the soundtrack of the times, mak-
ing The Beatles, and their solo efforts, seem
hopelessly passe. In an effort to toughen up

his new band's sound, McCartney decided to expand Wings to
a five -piece by drafting a lead guitarist, Irish road-worn rocker
Henry McCullough.

Three years earlier, during Joe Cocker's star -making set
at Woodstock, McCullough had been part of the backing
Grease Band that had performed a gritty version of Lennon
& McCartney's "With a Little Help From My Friends."

The five members of Wings quickly bonded in rehearsals,
although there were already murmurs of dissent within the
ranks over Linda's role in the band. McCullough even bra-
zenly suggested to McCartney that the band get a "proper"
piano player. McCartney instantly rebuffed the guitarist, but
it seemed sometimes he wasn't entirely convinced that hav-
ing his wife in the band had been such a great idea. Once, in a

moment of irritation, he threatened to replace her with Billy
Preston, the American keyboard player who had done such
a fine job augmenting The Beatles during Let It Be. Later, a

little uncharitably, he would admit that Linda had been "abso-
lute rubbish" when she'd started playing. Linda herself was
ambivalent about the prospect of being a touring musician,
but McCartney wanted her there, and so there she was.

hey gathered on the pavement for one last
photograph before leaving. Out in the road
at the front of the Cavendish Avenue house
they stood, a scruffy assemblage of longhairs.
At its center were the McCartneys and their

daughters, along with the Seiwells - Denny's wife, Monique,
holding baby Stella. To their right were brother-in-law roadies
Ian Home and Trevor Jones. To their left, McCullough and
Laine, the latter pulling a comically vacant Stan Laurel face.
Behind them stood a green Transit van and an Avis rental
three -ton lorry stuffed with their equipment.

McCartney was at last getting his wish - as expressed to the
uninterested Beatles during their dying days - of embarking
on a low-key tour of small venues or civic halls. The plan for
this upcoming jaunt was a similar one, if far looser. Everyone
was to pile into the vehicles and take off up the motorway,
heading for university towns in search of somewhere to play.
By not announcing shows beforehand, he could keep one
step ahead of the press. In effect, he thought, he could outrun
his critics.

And so, on the morning of Feb. 8, 1972, this strange coterie
set off, destination unknown. "We were," says McCartney,
with barely disguised pride, "a bunch of nutters on the road."

Arriving at the university campus in Nottingham around
five o'clock, the Wings touring party sent Jones ahead into
the building to scout the location. Finding the school's social
secretary, Elaine Woodhams, at the bar, he told her that he
was with Paul McCartney's new band and they were looking
for somewhere to play a spontaneous gig.

Suspecting a practical joke, Woodhams was led out to the
van. The door slid open to reveal McCartney, turning the
social secretary's expression into a goldfish gape. A gig was
duly arranged for the following afternoon and announced in
a scrawl on the blackboard in the bar: "Entrance - sop." (2o
U.S. cents in 1972). The word that the ex-Beatle was to break
his concert silence quickly filtered through the campus. "It
was a big deal for them," says McCullough. "But it was a big-
ger deal for us."

The following lunchtime, in the dining hall -cum-ballroom,
Wings publicly took to the stage for the first time before a

crowd of 800, their number constrained by the fire -safety
limit. The band sounded lively, if a touch scrappy. Proudly
displaying his rock'n'roll roots, McCartney - wearing a red -

and -white -striped shirt with a pair of dungarees - launched
into Little Richard's "Lucille" as an opener, then led into the
first airing of "Give Ireland Back to the Irish," a song (subse-
quently banned by the BBC) that he'd written to protest the
events of the Bloody Sunday massacre in Derry, Northern
Ireland, on Jan. 30, 1972. The rest of the set was largely com-
posed of songs from Wild Life, one from Ram ("Smile Away")
and a filler blues jam fronted by McCullough ("Henry's
Blues"). Running out of material, since McCartney had a self-
imposed rule not to perform Beatles songs, Wings played "Give
Ireland Back to the Irish" and "Lucille" again. In a moment
of dopey dizziness, they also slipped into the English nursery
rhyme "The Grand Old Duke of York." McCartney admits
that not allowing himself to play any of his most famous tunes
was "a killer ... We had to do an hour of other material, and
we didn't have it."

One of the most satisfying elements for McCartney in all of
this was being handed the band's agreed half-share of the door

profits at the end of the gig, a bag of so -pence coins, which
he then evenly distributed among the musicians. It was the
first time in io years that McCartney had seen any cash after
a show, and he enjoyed the working musician's dignity -of-

labor aspect of it, feeling like "Duke Ellington divvying out
the money" to his band.

For the most part, though, McCartney successfully man-
aged to give both the media and his detractors the slip. Back
in London, his assistant Shelley Turner playfully fielded calls
from journalists fishing for the next destination. "They have
taken a lot of sandwiches with them," she offered coyly. "They
could turn up anywhere."

A week into the excursion, Linda talked to Melody Maker
about how the tour was going and, specifically, how her
eldest daughter was coping with the rock'n'roll road life. The
McCartneys, she said, had given Heather "the choice of school
or coming with us, and she chose the latter." Linda added, "I
mean, this is an education in itself, isn't it?" 0

The teenagers spy him from across a coffee
shop in San Francisco's SOMA district.

"Excuse me. Are you G-Eazy?"
The Berkeley, Calif. -bred rapper in the

motorcycle couture jacket nods and smiles at
his curly-haired, 25 -year-old fan.

"I just wanted to say that I'm in awe of
your music. We just love you," says the teen,
who awkwardly gestures toward two equally
enraptured friends. They need a group photo.
G-Eazy, born Gerald Gillum, 25, unfurls his
slender, 6 -foot-5-inch frame to pose. Before he
can even take another sip of iced coffee, the pic
is inevitably inspiring teenage Instagram envy.

Such impromptu adoration may be common
for major -label stars. But G-Eazy, whose sound
can be described as Drake meets ASAP Mob
meets Chuck Bass from Gossip Girl, has culti-
vated teen spirit entirely through blogs, social
media, touring and indie releases.

"I was constantly walking into crowds where
no one had never heard of me and I needed
to leave them loo percent convinced," says
G-Eazy. His jacket, pants, shoes and T-shirt are
unanimously black. His cheekbones are razor-
sharp enough for Vogue magazine. The look is
Rebel Without a Cause for the Reddit era.

"It was also hustling and connecting and
making an impression," adds G-Eazy. "Meet-

and -greets, shaking hands, taking pictures."
He's still mildly drunk from the previ-

ous night's delirious sold -out homecoming
show, where he opened for Kid Cudi at the
Bill Graham Civic Center. But G-Eazy adula-
tion arguably trumped the headliner. Hands
waved. Mini-Mileys twerked. A surprise guest,
Bay Area rap deity E-4o, joined him onstage.
Afterward, G-Eazy tried watching Cudi from
the crowd, but a crush of fans mobbed him. "It

Until moving into a loft near San Francisco's

Union Square a few weeks ago, G-Eazy lacked
a permanent address - mostly because he
was never home. He just finished headlining
a 4o -show cross-country theater swing. Last
fall, he opened Lil Wayne's America's Most
Wanted tour. In between, there were stints in
New Orleans and Malibu, where he finished
his new album, These Things Happen, due June
23 through a new partnership between Revels
Group, who is G-Eazy's longtime manager, and
Blueprint Group, the management/artist devel-
opment power broker whose roster includes
Nicki Minaj, Lil Wayne and T.I. -a huge co-
sign for a fiercely independent artist.

"When we met with Blueprint, I told them, 'I
only want to do this if you'll give me the same
attention you'd give Drake or Kanye, because
that's what I want to be,' " recalls G-Eazy. " 'You
guys are all 'A' players, but unless you're giving

me 'A' work, I'll just keep doing it myself' "
Industry sources suggest G-Eazy's album,

which Sony RED will distribute, could sell
3o,000 in its first week, which would mean a
top 3.0 debut on the Billboard zoo. G-Eazy, cit-
ing preorders, says it could sell up to 5o,000.

"Whether it was New York or Denver, I saw
crowds react to him like he'd been on the radio
for years," says Blueprint Group CEO Gee
Roberson. "I even brought him around Kobe
[Bryant] and the first thing he said was, 'Wow,
this guy is like a young Elvis."'

The comparison is no accident. Like Presley,
G-Eazy is a white heartthrob rifling on an
African -American tradition. But in a world
where pop and rap are increasingly synony-
mous, questions of appropriation are mostly
moot. "I see myself as a hip -hop artist, but I
never wanted to make music for a specifically
white audience. That's not what I grew up
around," says G-Eazy, citing his upbringing by

But his influences expand beyond hip -hop
tropes. The first song that cut through the noise
was 2011'S "Runaround Sue," which lifted a
sample and title from the 1961 classic by doo-
wop crooner Dion. The song, and its aptly retro
video, marked an early turning point for the
graduate of Loyola University's music industry
program in New Orleans, where his teachers
sang the gospel of branding and social media
marketing. "It was a way to not be just another
Internet rapper," says G-Eazy. "It was some-
thing different: 'White kid, raps over '5os stuff,
slicks back his hair.' It gets you in the door."

In the wake of Macklemore's success,
comparisons between him and G-Eazy seem
obvious. Both share a DIY, tour -heavy grind that
built devoted, largely white fan bases that exist
adjacent to rap's core audience. But G-Eazy's
brash attitude, staccato flow and melodic
sensibilities are more indebted to Eminem
and one-time tourmates Drake and Lil Wayne.
His musical heroes include E -4o and late Bay
Area rap legend Mac Dre. The new album is a
chronicle of millennial high life, as played out on
the road surrounded by lust and liquor.

"It encompasses who I am as an artist. It's
what I've wanted to make since I was a kid at
Berkeley High selling mixtapes at school and
on Telegraph Avenue," says G-Eazy. "It's me in
my 205 on a wild roller coaster surrounded by
parties, tours and temptations."

Still, he admits fame's pitfalls. Single
"Almost Famous" examines the ephemeral
nature of celebrity in the Internet age. For now,
G-Eazy may be next up- at least according to
the kids in the coffee shop.O

First Aid Kit's Family Affair
Swedish sister folk -poppers (and their dad) take on the States

I'lara and Johanna Soderberg, sisters from the suburbs of Stockholm, lived out their
teenage dream in an unlikely place: Omaha, Neb., where they recorded their major-
abel debut, Stay Gold, due June io on Columbia Records, and home of the band that
made them want to be musicians, Bright Eyes. "They were our biggest heroes," says

Klara, killing time in a cramped dressing room five hours before a sold -out headlining show at
Los Angeles' El Rey Theatre. "They inspired us to make music that felt honest and real."

The drummer's sound -checking muffles the music playing over the theater's PA: early
Fleetwood Mac and Neil Young's Harvest, two other influences heard on Stay Gold.

First Aid Kit's journey began in 2008, when then -15 -year-old Klara filmed herself and her
sister performing Fleet Foxes' "Tiger Mountain Peasant Song." The haunting video went viral
and emboldened them to record an EP with their father, Benkt Soderberg (a former member
of 198os rock band Lolita Pop), in a home studio. Next came a full-length, The Big Black and
the Blue, which they managed to slip to Bright Eyes' Conor Oberst when he was touring Europe
in 2009. A year later Mike Mogis, another Bright Eyes member, saw First Aid Kit at the Austin
City Limits Music Festival and agreed to produce its next record, The Lion's Roar, which they
recorded in Omaha.

Spending the last few years on the road hasn't jaded them, though, and guitarist Klara, 21,

and keyboardist Johanna, 23, remain the kind of sisters who finish each other's sentences,
with a hint of leftover teenage nonchalance; they give a collective shrug about the difference
between making a record for a major and creating music on their own. "It's not like we wanted
things to get massive," says Klara. "We just want to feel like we can do music for a living."

To produce Stay Gold, they returned to Omaha and worked with Mogis, who helped flesh out
and expand their formerly spare blend of folk and '7os pop -rock. Key to the new music is the
addition of pedal steel and, on standout "Shattered & Hollow," strings. But make no mistake:
"It has always been about our voices," says Johanna. "That's in the forefront. We wouldn't
work with anyone who would overpower it."

Later at the El Rey, they'll perform side by side in short gold dresses to cover Bob Dylan's
"One More Cup of Coffee," a choice that echoes their own songs -a story of heartbreak and
last chances, a beat that comes and goes and a chorus that lets them shine vocally. It's a blend
that plays out all over Stay Gold, particularly on "My Silver Lining" and "Cedar Lane."

Booked up to November - their U.S. tour started in mid -May and runs through Bonnaroo
on June 14 - the only time the sisters spend away from each other and their father (he's still
the soundman) is when they return to their respective apartments in Stockholm. Not that they
mind. As Klara says, "We like it like that - it's nice to know what you're doing for the year." 0

LAUDED singer -songwriter -guitarist discovers
own teenage writings in attic, mines them for
new album. So goes the official backstory for Jack
White's latest. The writings in question are short
stories and plays composed when their author,
now 38, was 19. With that in mind, you might
expect to find at least a hint of youthful autobiog-
raphy on Lazaretto, but not so fast. These 11 songs

seem to be far less plainly personal statements
than those on his previous solo release, zoiz's
Blunderbuss. Whereas that album was clearly a

breakup record, the lyrics on this one cover their
tracks in whimsy and wordplay, even as its music
is more eclectic and often more energized than
that of its predecessor.

Lazaretto's general mood is one of vague
existential dissatisfaction, which can take many
forms. On one song, "That Black Bat Licorice,"
White expresses a desire to retreat from the world
into a hospital, asylum or prison over a pounding
riff played by guitar, bass, Hammond organ and
mandolin in unison. On another, the stripped -

down folk waltz "Want and Able," he laments
his inability to connect with people. Recurring

themes include entitlement (he doesn't
like it), on a track of the same name;
being told what to do (he doesn't like
that either); and becoming a ghost (he's
"getting better" at it, to quote "Would
You Fight for My Love?"

White's backed
by the same basic
crew of fierce play-
ers from Blunderbuss,
but he edges the
music closer to a
country sound this
time. Pedal steel and
fiddle find their way
into even the loud-
est rockers. This
could be attributed
to the influence of
Nashville, White's
adopted home,
except that his
twang sounds filtered
through The Rolling
Stones. You can hear
that equally in the
roadhouse stomp of
"Just One Drink" and

Whitelromping second solo

Parquet Courts, Sunbathing Animal

PARQUET COURTS' MISSION STATEMENT for their
third LP, Sunbathing Animal, comes toward the
end of "What Color Is Blood," yelped in mono-
tone between stiff guitar stabs. "I'm listening to a
different station," sing frontmen Andrew Savage
and Austin Brown. "Slightly harder to find, but
with tuning and time, you won't touch that dial
again." Less frantic and more lyrically complex,
Animal isn't as immediate as Light Up Gold, the
band's breakthrough sophomore effort, lauded
for its blistering hybrid of197os New York punk
rock and '9os slacker anthems. But with time
and attention, these songs show Parquet Courts
graduating from being just another band trying
to salvage real rock'n'roll.

About a year-and -a -half ago, critics and fans
noticed the Brooklyn -via -Texas foursome's lyr-
ics about doughnuts and military drafts, sung
over wiry guitars and ear-splitting feedback.
Light Up Gold had a moment analogous to The
Strokes' Is This It in zoos: It gave a good, swift
kick in the ass to a local music scene softened
by years of milquetoast electro-pop and deriva-
tive post -punk.

On Animal, you won't find a song like "Stoned
and Starving," Gold's infamous anecdote about
altered-state forays to Queens bodegas. Instead,
Animal explores the regretful morning after. The
slow rock of "Instant Disassembly," for example,

finds the narrator on the painfully hungover end
ofan alcohol -fueled lovers' quarrel. On "Ducking
and Dodging," shrill chords pogo around an
unmade apology, and the psychedelic "Into the
Garden" closes the album with a sleepless night
contemplating unpaid dues.

But Parquet Courts have paid theirs: Animal
shows an act growing up, into itself and beyond
its former buzz band confines.

Now, the group has re-emerged as a duo with
Elypse. The lineup is smaller, but the sound is big-
ger, augmented by a splendid string orchestra.
And the songs are even better. Elypse boasts iz
tracks - all single worthy, all bearing the Camila
stamp of muscular melodies and lush harmonies
(courtesy of lead singer-composer Mario Domm
and a trio of backup vocalists), and all with a big
shot of attitude. The old Camila was romantic
pop, but the new Camila infuses its ballads with
pugnacious rock undertones through in-your -

face drums and Pablo Hurtado's electric guitar.
These are songs that grow and swell and trans-

form. First single "Decidiste Dejarme" starts
with a somber, minor -key verse, played on piano
and acoustic guitar, before exploding into the
major -key chorus, with Hurtado switching to
electric. There are epic instrumental breaks -
the opening of "No Hay Vuelta Atras" evokes
Pink Floyd's "Comfortably Numb." The lyrics
are all about love and the pain it inflicts, but
there's deeper gravitas on "Lagrimas," an ode
to Mexican migrants that ends with strings paint-
ing a desolate landscape. Neither image is easy
to convey. That Camila pulls it off after losing
a key member shows that strength isn't always
found in numbers. -Leila c o bo

After shoring up her core hip -hop base by leaking
hard -charging street tracks "Lookin Ass," "Boss
Ass Bitch" and "Chiraq," Nicki Minaj returns once
again to the top 40 well on the Dr. Luke -produced
"Pills N Potions," the first official single from her
forthcoming third album, The Pink Print (Young
Money/Cash Money/Republic). Co -written by

crossover hit "Super Bass," "Pills" is an even
more potent pop opiate punctuated by the
line, "Pills and potions, we're overdosing/I'm
angry, but I still love you." Opening with dulcet
percussion and Minaj's almost startlingly sweet
singing, "Pills" careens into a pair of barbed
rap verses that target unnamed former allies,
which helps bring home the song's bittersweet
message. Demonstrating what makes Minaj one
of hip -hop's most dynamic figures, "Pills" delivers
more than just sugar and spice.

I
It's one thing to be born into the family
business. But it's another when your family
business is the formidable hit catalog of the
legendary husband -and -wife songwriting
team of Boudleaux and Felice Bryant, writers
of more than 6,000 songs, including nearly
all of The Everly Brothers' classics - "Bye Bye
Love," "Wake Up Little Susie," "All I Have to
Do Is Dream" and many others.

Their son, Del Bryant, didn't stay in the
family business full time- he's stepping down
this month from his post as BMI's president
after some 42 years with the organization, and
on June 12 will receive the Songwriters Hall of
Fame's Visionary Leadership Award.

But it's hard to imagine a better education
for the career he did pursue. Songs and song-
writers have been his entire life's work, from
the writing his parents did at all hours of the
day to the pitch sessions at their house, from
his early years as a BMI rep in Nashville to
leading the company as its president/CEO.

"When I was born my parents were in the
middle of having their first hit: Jimmy Dickens'
`Country Boy,' " recalls Bryant, 65, seated on
a couch in his ornate but tasteful corner office
at BMI's New York headquarters. "So my and
my brother's childhood - Dane and I are only
16 months apart- was a backstage existence.
Some of the earliest faces I remember were
Chet Atkins- he was my dad's best friend -
Eddy Arnold, Minnie Pearl, Roy Acuff, Hank
Snow, Ernest Tubb. Everybody knew my
brother and myself because we were kind of a

fixture in the country music life of Nashville."
Bryant graduated from the University of

Miami and did a stint in the Air Force, but his
involvement with the family business was
constant. So he was ready when a call to the
family home came from Frances Preston-
the pioneering executive who founded BMI's

Nashville office in 1958 and
rose to become its CEO -
asking which of the Bryant
boys would like to come
work with her.

"I had married very early
and had a young child and
one on the way, as Loretta
[Lynn] would say, so it was

primarily a monetary driver.
But I had been in charge of a

lot of the [family's] royalties,
I was good with numbers,
I understood how a writer
was paid- [that] could not
have been better schooling to
work in Nashville with BMI."

He was working with
and/or signing established
writers - "the Billy Sherrills
["Stand by Your Man"], the
Curly Putmans ["Green,
Green Grass of Home"], the
John D. Loudermilks ["Break

My Mind"], The Everly Brothers, the Roy
Orbisons" - and others who would become
pillars of Nashville's songwriting establish-
ment- "Dennis Morgan and Kye Fleming and
Paul Overstreet and Dean Dillon and Eddie
Rabbitt, and so many more."

Along the way, "I'd get to hang out with

a lot of these artists on their buses: Tammy
Wynette, Willie [Nelson], Waylon [Jennings],
Alabama ... David Allan Coe - that was a

scarier bus!" he says with a laugh. "On another
great trip I went down to [Miami] with the Bee
Gees. They were big fans of my parents. They
did a little a cappella [version of] 'All I Have to
Do Is Dream.' I had a career full of those types
of exciting situations."

Bryant also wrote a hit of his own: "I
Cheated on a Good Woman's Love" was a top
five hit on Billboard's Hot Country Songs chart
for Billy "Crash" Craddock in 1978.

Bryant succeeded Preston as BMI CEO in
2004, and during his tenure he has directed
the establishment of divisions for Latin
music and R&B/hip-hop, led the reorganiza-
tion of the company's royalty distribution
system, boosted its film and TV department
and signed countless writers (the company
represents more than 600,000 writers and
8.5 million works). In 2013, he was succeeded
as CEO by Michael O'Neill. And, inevitably,
when you've been in the business as long as he
has, certain things come full circle.

Years after he signed the songwriting couple
Hugh Moffatt and Patricia "Pebe" Sebert, he
was invited by Sebert to come hear their grown
daughter. "I said it didn't really sound right for
my ears, but let me set her up with one of our
people, Samantha Cox- she's the one who
found Lady Gaga. Samantha liked her, got one
of her tapes to Dr. Luke, and you know who it
was? Kesha.

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WHEN I WROTE THAT HIT

The Songwriters Hall of Fame will cel-
ebrate the 100th anniversary of ASCAP,
the 75th anniversary of "Over the Rainbow"
and these songwriters, ready to reminisce.

Doug Morris, chairman/CEO, Sony Music, "Sweet
Talk in' Guy": 1 was working in A&R for Laurie Records,
the label Dion was on, when wrote 'Sweet Talkin' Guy.' It
was very heavily influenced by one of The Supremes' songs. I

was writing it for The Chiffons, so lyrically it would have to be
something that they were interested in. They loved it and did

a great live take on it. As soon as it came out, WMCA [in New
York] played it and the reaction was immediate. It was really

exciting tome. You could hear it everywhere you went. [It] gave
me good insight into the way the artists must feel when they
had a big hit. But compared to the other writers of the period,
who were so much better than me, knew I wasn't destined [for
that career]. I realized I wasn't a great songwriter - but could

recognize a hit. Without the song, there is nothing."

Donovan, "Sunshine Superman": "[This] is a love song for
my muse, Linda Lawrence, but at the same time I was blending
classics and Latin, folk music and poetry in one song. We

were in Abbey Road [Studios], and writing three songs every

day. I would play songs, and [producer] Mickie Most would
say, 'That's the single.' [Creative companion] Gypsy Dave and
I went off to Greece with about three quid in my pocket. The

phone rang, and Ashley Kozak, my manager, said, 'Get yourself

back to Athens, you've got a first-class ticket to London.
'Superman's' released and it's No. 1 all over the world.' "

Graham Gouldman, "I'm Not in Love": "We didn't know
how successful 'I'm Not in Love' would be, but we knew it was

great. We'd turn the lights out in the studio and listen to it. It
was [10cc co -writer] Eric Stewart's title; that set the template
for the melancholic style. Kevin [Godley] came up with a

slower rhythm for it, and Lol [Creme] had the idea for the 'big
boys don't cry' bit. There was something there right from the
beginning, and Eric's vocal is fantastic, it's just perfect."

Jim Weatherly, "Midnight Train to Georgia": "Lee
Majors was a friend and he'd just started dating Farrah
Fawcett. I called one day and she answered the phone. She

mentioned she was packing to take a midnight plane to
Houston to visit her folks. It rung like a bell to me. After
I got off the phone, wrote 'Midnight Train to Georgia' in about
30 minutes. never expected an R&B record. But [Gladys

Knight's] producers got it [and I] was totally blown away that
Gladys and the Pips could put it into that kind of harmony."

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Ray Davies, The Kinks, "You Really Got Me": "I was

about 15 and trying to write some songs. The first was 'Tired

of Waiting for You,' and then I wrote a more aggressive version,

which became 'You Really Got Me.' It was a basic riff, with a

melody popping over the top and a crucial key change. The

sound of the guitar was almost as loud as the sound of the

vocals, which was unknown for records, and still is, really. The

riff was all-important, and the chanting was almost primal, so

in retrospect, it was the start of hard rock."

Dan Reynolds, Imagine Dragons, "Radioactive":
"When I wrote 'Radioactive,' I had no idea it would resonate
like it has. I was writing in the studio with Alex [Da Kid,
producer). We came up with this heavy beat and instrumental
that just felt like an awakening. The song is about becoming
self -empowered and saying, 'I'm happy with the choices I'm

making.' It's about sweating off all the dust and grime of self-
doubt and judgment, and embracing who you are."

Kenneth Gamble & Leon Huff, "Me and Mrs. Jones":
"We used to go to a bar downstairs from our office. An elderly
gentleman, a judge, used to come in every day. Not long after

him, a young girl would come in. We watched them quite a

few times and the idea for ["Me and Mrs. Jones"' came," says

Gamble. "I knew the judge and I knew that young girl wasn't
his wife," adds Huff. "Songwriters have antennas that go up.

That's the way Gamble wrote the story. He demonstrated

this riff to me, 'Got a thing going on: sat down and started

playing. Then Gamble started freestyling the lyrics. The
spontaneity really got us going." Gamble recalls: "The song's
basic structure was done in a couple of hours.

Mark James, "Hooked on a Feeling": I wrote this song

for B.J. [Thomas]. I am thinking, how do you take a mellow
artist and make him exciting? One night, around 3 a.m.,

'Hooked on a Feeling' came to me. My idea was trying to say

when you have a love for someone, you're as hooked as if on

drugs or booze. I did have a love for somebody; this is very

personal to me. It came all at once -the music and the lyrics,
like a gift. I just tried to write down what I heard in my head as

fast as I could. All the pieces fit perfectly. B.J. loved the song."

During her more than io years with Anschutz
Entertainment Group in Los Angeles, Cara
Vanderhook has helped manage media
campaigns for numerous high -profile events,
including the Grammy Awards, the NBA
Finals, the NHL's Stanley Cup championship,
the groundbreaking of AEG's $3 billion L.A.
Live district, hundreds of concerts and the
public memorial service for Michael Jackson.

As director of communications and social
media for the Staples Center, Nokia Theatre and
L.A. Live, Vanderhook, 34, is the digital voice for
those first two venues (a separate team posts for
L.A. Live) with a total audience on
Facebook, Twitter and Instagram of
nearly 300,000.

Vanderhook also is vp agenda
for the annual Event & Arena
Marketing Conference. But one
item she definitely did not place
on the confab's schedule: her own
honor. The EAMC has selected
Vanderhook for its hall of fame.
(She is co-honoree with retired
World Wrestling Entertainment
executive Ed Cohen.)

Panel: Katrina and the
Superdome: Shelter of Last
Resort

As they convene in New Orleans, EAMC
attendees will revisit one of the most
dramatic episodes in the history of live
venues, with a first-hand account of
what it was like when more than 40,000
evacuees took shelter in the Superdome
after Hurricane Katrina struck the city
in August 2005. The building, which
was rechristened the Mercedes-Benz
Superdome following a naming -rights
deal in 2011, has been operated since
1977 by the venue management
company known today as SMG. "Katrina
and the Superdome: Shelter of Last
Resort" is the title of a June 11 opening
address at EAMC from Doug Thornton,
SMG executive vp stadiums and arenas,
who was the key SMG representative
on site during the storm. "At the end of
the day, the dome did save thousands of
lives," said Thornton at the time. Since
1977, the Super Bowl also has helped
establish the new model of private
management of publicly owned venues,
which has since become common,
as SMG partnered with the state of
Louisiana. "It changed the way cities
and states approached their facilities,"
says Thornton today.

The "hot and trendy" marketing panels
at touring industry events typically focus
on the importance of incorporating
social media into marketing campaigns,
says Sarah Haertl, regional director
of marketing at SMG Tulsa, which
oversees the BOK Center and Cox
Business Center in Oklahoma.

For World Wrestling Entertainment events and
broadcasts, Stephanie McMahon and her husband,
wrestler Paul "Triple H" Levesque, play the role of an

evil power couple who co-own WWE. When she's
not wreaking fictional havoc during appearances
with her muscular spouse, McMahon serves as chief
brand officer for WWE, which broadcasts in 150
countries and produces 320 live events annually.
"Live events are the heart and soul of our business,"
she says. During her EAMC keynote address on June
12, McMahon will discuss how WWE engages its
fan base of 13 million weekly U.S. TV viewers and
nearly 340 million social media followers. "We do
that in a number of different ways," she says, citing
social media, TV, merchandise, live events and a

new online animated series. McMahon's keynote
will also touch on the new WWE Network, which
launched in February and has amassed 667,000
subscribers. The network app also allows fans to
access WWE programing on mobile devices. "We
like to say it's like Netflix, only better," she says,
"because not only do we offer a very rich library of
video on -demand content, but we also couple that
with a live 24/7 streaming channel."

Mariah & Mahone
Finally Arrive
Carey and Austin debut on the Billboard 200
with so-so starts

CHART BEAT

Mariah Carey and Austin Mahone are the
top two debuts on the Billboard zoo, with both
artists finally seeing their respective albums
debut after long development periods.

After a series of delays, Carey's Me. I Am
Mariah ... The Elusive Chanteuse arrives at
No. 3 with 58,000 sold in the week end-
ing June 1, according to Nielsen SoundScan.
That's her lowest start for a studio album since
SoundScan started tracking sales in 1991. It's
her first studio project since 2009's Memoirs
of an Imperfect Angel debuted with 168,000
at No. 3. The new album's soft bow can be
explained partly by Carey's current lack of a
hit single. She last charted on the Billboard
Hot loo for one week on March 1 with the
album's "You're Mine (Eternal)," which
peaked at No. 88. Her last top 4o hit was

"#Beautiful," featuring Miguel, which peaked
at No. 15 a year ago - June 22, 2013.

Mahone, meanwhile, launches quietly at
No. 5 with his debut effort, The Secret, an
eight-song EP that sold 46,000 copies in its first week. It bows two -and -a-

half years after he first appeared on a Billboard chart, when he debuted on
the Social 50 tally dated Nov. 26, 2011. Less than a year later, in August 2012,
Mahone signed a distribution deal with Chase Records through Republic. In
September 2013, he partnered with Cash Money. Mahone considers The Secret
an "introduction" to his music, and aims to release a full-length set before the
end of the year.

The 18 -year-old has yet to secure a smash single, despite his status as a teen
phenomenon, social media wunderkind, former tour mate ofTaylor Swift and
de facto title as a "baby Bieber" (following in the footsteps of former teen idol
Justin). Mahone has charted just twice on the Billboard Hot loo, with "What
About Love" (peaking at No. 66) and "Mmm Yeah," featuring Pitbull (No. 49)
Prior to his EP's bow, Mahone notched nine single entries on the Pop Digital
Songs chart, stretching back to the arrival of "11:11" on March 3. (Notably, only
three of those tracks appear on The Secret.) His total digital song sales stand at
2.3 million.

In other news, for those looking for the Hot loo in the pages following
this column, the chart has a "Fancy" new home in the front of the magazine
(see page 5). 0

'Yes'ToA Reunion
Destiny's Child makes its latest
quasi -reunion, as Michelle
Williams' "Say Yes" (featuring
Beyonce and Kelly Rowland)
debuts on Hot Gospel Songs
at No. 20. Last summer, the trio
spent a week on R&B Digital
Songs with "You Changed"
(credited to Rowland featuring
Beyonce and Williams).
The impetus for the new
collaboration? Beyonce and
Rowland received an advance
copy of the inspirational "Yes"
and decided that "there has
to be a Destiny's Child mix of
the song," Williams told The
Hollywood Reporter. "Kelly and
Beyonce got right in the studio."

Kiss At 40
Kiss celebrates the
40th anniversary of its
debut release as the new
retrospective Kiss 40
arrives at No. 30 on the
Billboard 200. The 40 -track
collection sold 7,000 copies
in its first week (ending
June 1), according to
Nielsen SoundScan.

It's the 35th charting
album for the recent Rock
and Roll Hall of Fame
honoree - the third -most
charting albums among
American bands. Kiss
previously was tied with
Pearl Jam (with 341 and is
behind only The Grateful
Dead (60) and The Beach
Boys 1481.

Forty years ago this
month, Kiss was in the
middle of its maiden chart
run with its self -titled
debut album, which bowed
Feb. 18, 1974. The set
arrived on the April 20 chart
at No.192 and eventually
reached No. 87 on the June
8 list. The band would visit
the top 10 for the first of
(so far) nine times with the
live effort Alive in 1975. (It
peaked at No. 9.)

Kiss 40 includes one
track from each of the act's

"major album" releases
(as described in a press
release), in addition to live
cuts and one previously
unreleased demo recording.

Of Kiss' 34 previously
charting albums, all but four
are represented on Kiss
40 - and with good reason:
The four absent titles are all

hits compilations or boxed

sets.

There's little doubt that
Kiss will be playing many
of the Kiss 40 tracks when
the group heads out on

the road this summer. The
act's North American tour
with Def Leppard begins
June 23 in West Valley City,
Utah, and wraps Aug. 31 in

Houston. -Keith Caulfield

Two Disney favorites get
a new spin on the charts,
as the soundtrack to
Maleficent and the original
Broadway cast recording of
Aladdin both debut on the
Billboard 200.

Maleficent, partly inspired
by Disney's 1959 film
Sleeping Beauty, stars
Angelina Jolie in the
title role and opened to
buffo box office. It earned
$69 million in the United
States and Canada
during the May 30 -June 1
weekend, becoming the
top -grossing film of the
period. Its soundtrack
debuts at No. 78 with
4,000 sold in the week
ending June 1, according to
Nielsen SoundScan. The
set primarily consists of
James Newton Howard's
score, though it does
include one song: Lana Del
Rey's cover of the Sleeping
Beauty classic "Once Upon
a Dream."

Meanwhile, the Aladdin
cast album dances its way
in at No. 126 with 3,000
sold as a digital -exclusive
set. The CD arrives June 17.
The show, which opened on

Broadway on March 20, is
based on the 1992 film of
the same name.

In other Disney -related
news, a voice from Frozen
could help make a splashy
debut next issue. The
original Broadway cast
recording of If/Then,
which stars Frozen's !dine
Menzel, could bow in the
top 20 of the Billboard 200.
Industry sources forecast
the set to arrive with 15,000
to 17,000 sold in the week
ending June 8.

the platform in the United
States: More than 1 billion
music -related tweets were
sent in 2013.

One Direction lands four
concert engagements on
the weekly Boxscore list
with ticket sales reported
from the pop group's Where
We Are stadium tour that
launched in April. On the
road in support of Midnight
Memories, released last
November, the boy band
kicked off its world tour
with a two-week run in
South America. After
the April 25 tour opener
in Colombia, concerts
followed in Peru, Chile,
Argentina, Uruguay and
Brazil.

Earning the No. 1 ranking
on the chart is the final
Brazilian stop on the South
American leg, a two -night
engagement at Sao Paulo's
Estadio do Morumbi. The
outdoor football venue
logged a total attendance
count of 102,792 for sold -

out concerts on May 10
and 11. Ticket sales from
both performances totaled
$9.4 million, the highest
gross for a single headliner
at a South American venue
so far this year, based on
box-office slats reported to
Billboard.

1D places three more
stops on this week's recap,
including two -night runs
in Santiago No. 31 and
Buenos Aires (No. 5). The
only non -stadium date on
the tour's South American
trek was an outdoor
performance at Rio de
Janeiro's Parque dos Atletas,
the site of last year's Rock
in Rio festival. The sold -out
show is No. 8.

"greatest hits" would not have become a familiar
phrase had it not been for the runaway success of
Johnny Mathis' 1958 album, Johnny's Greatest Hits.

"That was the beginning of all the greatest
hits stuff;" Mathis told Craig Rosen for his1996
Billboard Book of Number One Albums. "It was just
another marketing ploy, but no one had really
started doing that until that album."

Ploy or not, it worked - big time. The
Columbia Records album, which featured the
pop crooner's iconic single "Chances Are," sailed
to No. 1 on the Billboard zoo dated June 9, 1958
and ruled the chart for three weeks. It went on to
spend 490 weeks on the chart -a record beaten

only by Pinkfloyd's 1973 landmark The Dark Side
of the Moon, vlhich lasted for 861 weeks.

Mathis wo4d hit the top of the Billboard 200
again with1959's Heavenly, and has continued to
rack up chart hits in every decade since. In 2013, he
reached No.53 with Sending You a Little Christmas- his highest -charting album since 1978.

"Every time I try to tell people things about my
career, I wonder if that's the truth or something
I'm fantasizing about," Mathis, who is still going
strong at age 78, told Billboard in 2011. "I have
no way of knowing why my career has lasted
so long other than the fact that people like the
sound of my voice. Fortunately, I've been able to
maintain it." -Keith Caulfield
