The song is spend-
ing a 12th week atop Hot Latin
Songs (where it's Iglesias' record
25th No. 1), but it's breaking
boundaries on radio, rising
30-25 on the Mainstream Top 4o
chart. Notably, "Bailando," first
released in Spanish (and featuring
Descemer Bueno and Gente de
Zona), has crossed from Latin to
top 4o radio with only a Spanglish

remix (and a Sean Paul guest rap).
"This is a classic case of a

data -driven record," says Charlie
Walk, executive vp Republic
Records. "The Spanish version
started building at Latin radio
around February in Miami. We
also saw big Shazam and iTunes
numbers. It's one of the few Latin
records I've seen react before any
pop play. It was delivering."

The song's two official videos
have further grown its profile,
earning a combined 225 million
YouTube views at press time.

"Bailando" is "Enrique at his
core," says Walk. "It just sounds
like him. He went back to being
who he is. That's why it's a hit."

17 DEATHS AND COUNTING:
FESTIVAL FATALITIES ON THE RISE

DRUG -RELATED DEATHS SPIKE ALONG WITH CASUALTIES OF

OVERHEATING, DEHYDRATION AND ACCIDENTAL SELF -IMMOLATION -
IS ECSTASY TO BLAME OR IS IT JUST THE COST OF DOING EDM BUSINESS?

On July 18, a student was found
dead of undetermined causes at
Pemberton Music Festival in British
Columbia. In June, two Glastonbury
festivalgoers died, a 67 -year-old of
natural causes and another from a

suspected reaction to the anesthetic
ketamine. At Miami's EDM bonanza
Ultra Music Festival in March, a
security guard was trampled to death
and another attendee passed away in
his car. Two more succumbed at Las
Vegas' Electric Daisy Carnival from
drug -related causes, and reportedly
six at Future Music Festival Asia.

Perhaps the oddest of all, a man self-

immolated at Utah's Burning Man
equivalent, Element ii. So far, a total
of 17 people have died at music fes-
tivals around the world. What gives?
And is EDM, which seems to see dis-
proportionate numbers of deaths and
serious injuries at its rave -like events,
becoming the scapegoat genre?

There is no question that the
number of deaths attributable to
controlled substances is on the rise,
but dance music is hardly the only
hub for excessive partying. Still, it's
worth noting that until 2013, when
at least seven festival attendees
died of drug -related causes, the
majority of news-making festival
fatalities were accidental: nine
people were crushed to death dur-
ing Pearl Jam's set at Denmark's
Roskilde Festival in 2000,11

trampled at Morocco's Mawazine
Festival nine years later, and is at
2010's Love Parade in Germany
(not to mention the hit-and-run
tragedy at this year's South by
Southwest in Austin when a driver
barreled into a crowd, killing four).

Many of today's festival deaths
came after revelers showed symp-
toms (dehydration, overheating)
associated with taking MDMA, or
Molly, the purest form ofecstasy
commonly found at EDM events. In
fact, while Ultra brought on addi-
tional police for its 2013 edition, the
latest casualties prompted event
organizers to review security con-
cerns for 2015 and on, especially after
city officials tried to ban the festival.
Electric Zoo promoters followed suit
for 2014, bringing in drug -sniffing
dogs and requiring fans to watch an

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anti -drug PSA, and last June, the
state of New York banned the sale of
"bath salts," a designer drug that has
been linked to festival deaths.

No one died at Electric Zoo this
year, but such preventive measures
still may not be enough - especially
as the EDM industry, valued at $6.2
billion, according to an Association
for Electronic Music report ($1 bil-
lion from festivals), continues to rise
in popularity. This year's Electric
Daisy Carnival alone drew 400,000
attendees over three days. "If you
have 5o,000 people for four days at
an EDM festival dropping a lot of
ecstasy, all weekend, in the sun, in
the summer, you're going to net out
at the end with someone not surviv-
ing it," says one concert industry
insider. "That's just math."

Legal culpability, like the suc-
cessful 2012 suit brought against
Insomniac, Inc. and Los Angeles'
Coliseum Commission by the family
of a 15 -year-old girl who died from
an ecstasy overdose at EDC 2010,

seems to be of little deterrence. And
preventative measures by promoters
seem minimal too when you consider
the unwieldy number of attend-
ees. Pemberton's Royal Canadian
Mounted Police, for example, "typi-
cally plan to have one police officer
per soo people," says Staff Sgt. Steve
LeClair, who is in charge of company
operations. Otherwise, efforts to
curb access to drugs at these events
are practically nonexistent - New
York Gov. Andrew Cuomo being
the rare exception. In most cases,
it's family members who voice their
complaints, but rarely loud enough to
drown out the pounding bass. 0

The Economics Of Weird Al
Riding high with Mandatory Fun, his first career No. 1, the king of parodies rewrites
the rule book - with the blessing of everyone from Pharrell to Iggy Azalea

Weird AI equals big
business.

The comedian's
latest album,

Mandatory Fun, which tops the Aug.
2 Billboard 200, is his 15th chart
entry in a career that spans 30 years
of parodies - and his first No. 1.

Credit an ambitious rollout in
which eight different clips were
premiered across a range of
online outlets including Reddit,
YouTube and Nerdist, along with
the simple fact that Yankovic, a

viral video trailblazer before such
a term existed, is well -suited for
the immediacy of the Internet.
Then there's the music -a take on

Pharrell Williams' "Happy" called
"Tacky," Robin Thicke's "Blurred
Lines" reimagined as "Word
Crimes" and Lorde's "Royals"
unfurling into "Foil," among
other hilarious sendups - which
has been blessed by the artists
themselves.

And therein lies the brilliance of
the Yankovic economy. Although
parody falls under the fair use

provision of U.S. copyright laws
(meaning Yankovic, 54, doesn't need
permission to parody a song), it has
long been his personal practice
to get approval from the artists,
even if it means relinquishing all
songwriting royalties that come with
having composed new lyrics.

Yankovic's manager of three
decades, Jay Levy, says he offers
a boilerplate deal. "For breathing
life into the parody and writing the
lyrics, we think Al deserves a portion
of the writer's share of royalties," he
explains. But the pair can be just
as persuasive by agreeing to take
none of the publishing share. Sony/
ATV, for example, allows Yankovic
the right to change lyrics in parody
style but retains 100 percent of the
publishing for those songs.

What does Yankovic get out of
relinquishing such earnings he
could rightfully claim? Performance
royalties, for one, via online views
and streams, downloads and
TV broadcasts, and bragging
rights of another kind: An artist's
endorsement via social media can
greatly multiply an audience.

Levy says he deals mainly
with artists' managers, although
occasionally with the talent directly- for "Fancy: Yankovic traveled to
Denver to meet with Iggy Azalea
and had to track down Williams'
personal email address to get
"Tacky" approved. Yankovic says he

prefers to stay out of the wrangling,
deferring to Levy "for those kinds
of discussions. He always goes for
the best deal he can. Mostly I'm just
concerned with whether I can do
the song or not. As long as get a
green light, I'm happy."0

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SoundCloud Gets Heat
From Illegal Licenses
Policing the so-called YouTube of audio has made enemies
of former loyalists like Kaskade

BY MEGAN BUERGER

Arecent rise in the number of tracks flagged and removed by
SoundCloud's automatic piracy detection system has some wonder-
ing about the uneasy dance between the site and its key users: DJs.

Widely hailed as the YouTube of audio, SoundCloud was once a
playground for emerging producers to upload and share music for free, largely
unpoliced. But with more than 25o million active monthly users, the platform
has outgrown its underground roots and seems to be playing by the
rules. To wit: Superstar DJ Kaskade (real name: Ryan Raddon)
left the platform after 32 of his files were flagged as potential
copyright violators and taken down. He later posted a letter on
his website begging lawmakers and file -sharing websites to
"free the music." It could be a while.

Sources within SoundCloud reveal that the site is in talks
(how far along is unclear) with record labels for licensing
deals that would trade equity for the freedom to con-
tinue sharing copyrighted songs on the site. Congress
is also debating whether current copyright laws should
be revised. Some involved believe the hearings could
go on for at least another year. "They're in the weeds,"
says Greg Barnes, general counsel for the Digital Media
Association. "I don't see it ending soon."

In the meantime, DJs are struggling to find a home for
covers, mashups and remixes, which often serve as their
creative currency, and there are few, if any, file -sharing
alternatives that offer SoundCloud's exposure. Still, adds
Christopher Sprigman, who teaches law at New York
University, "Fair use is not an algorithmic thing. It's a case -

by -case call. Those calls shouldn't be made by robots."0

FOR A BIGGER SHARE

As Congress debates copyright,
the icon makes a case for his peers

BY GLENN PEOPLES

Arecording artist, songwriter, label
founder, producer, author, actor: David
Byrne, 62, has seen the entertainment
business from many sides during his

four -decade career. Amid hearings on copyright
and music licensing before the House Judiciary
Committee, Billboard reached out to Byrne -a
member of the newly formed Content Creators
Coalition, a group of musicians, authors and other
creators seeking better terms for online use of their
works - for some thoughts on the state of artists'
rights. He responded via email from London. (Read
the full interview on Billboard.biz.)

What can Congress do to help artists?
think that artists in general can be given more

agency regarding what happens to their work.
I don't own my own old recordings, a similar
situation to many artists, so I have no say whether
they are licensed to YouTube, Spotify, Beats or
Apple; for what percentage; and for how long.
Philosophically, I think the issue is: Do we always
do what is best for the consumer in the short run,
or do we think more long-term about our culture
and quality of life? Is the giant corporation that
underprices everyone else best for our future?

How has the decline in sales of recorded
music affected you?
I've always been budget conscious, but even
more so now. I'm lucky: I came up when record
companies still spent on marketing -a lot of
those budgets have dried up now. I tour regularly,
yes, but no more than I used to. It is a source of
income, more than sales of recordings, but also
feel the concertgoer deserves his or her money's
worth. Tickets aren't cheap ... For creatives, other
avenues could be a way to survive.

How can artists' needs be balanced with the
needs of digital services?
There needs to be transparency: Artists
should have access to data on their streaming
income in a way that's comprehensible. I've
been trying to understand my Warner Bros.
streaming data for years now.O

The Science of
Headbanging
Recent reports of serious injuries - from brain
bleed to stroke - are making fans and musicians
wonder: Is rocking out hazardous for your health?

BY CHRISTA TITUS

ten a recent report in a British medical journal
revealed that headbanging could cause brain dam-
age, as it did for a so -year-old M oto r head fan who,
after a January concert in Germany, was discovered

with bleeding on the brain, rockers took note. Vigorous headbang-
ing, as doctors surmised was the cause of the man's persistent
headaches, caused the condition, which worsened in the months
after the show. Eventually, the man had fluid in his brain drained
via a hole drilled in his skull and the headaches ceased.

While the story certainly made for an eye -grabbing headline,
and prompted visions of everyone from Foo Fighters' Dave
Grohl to Korn bassist Fieldy, Dr. Christopher Mandigo, assis-
tant professor of neurosurgery at the Spine Center at Columbia
University Medical Center (who did not treat the patient), says the
hubbub was blown out of proportion and that such incidents are
rare. "There's nothing inherently dangerous in [headbanging].
It's no different than riding a Jet Ski," he says with a laugh. "If you
look hard enough in medical literature, you can find these kind of
subdural hemorrhages associated with almost any activity."

Still, there is a physiological change that humans experience
around age so when the brain begins to shrink, so it doesn't fit as
snugly inside the skull as it once did. "Think of the brain as a car
passenger. If you're moving your head vigorously back and forth,
the brain is moving inside the skull," says Mandigo. "So if it's not

perfectly matched [to the skull's size] anymore, it can tear veins."
Unsurprisingly, musicians have suffered repetitive stress

injuries after years of headbanging and thrashing about while
performing. Slayer singer/bassist Tom Araya developed a
pinched nerve and two herniated disks, and Megadeth singer/
guitarist Dave M u stain e now has a spinal condition called
stenosis. Evanescence guitarist Terry Balsamo and Stone Sour
drummer Roy Mayorga both had strokes after developing a
blood clot and a dissected artery, respectively. Mandigo says of
those cases that headbanging "might have been the match that
lit the kindling of the fire, but it was years of that behavior, on
top of other factors we don't really fully understand" that cre-
ated such health problems. 0

Cameron
Strang

With Nico & Vinz and The Black Keys
in his stable, he reveals why 'being the
best' matters more in a three-way race

The only major -label head to also
oversee a music publishing company,
Vancouver native Cameron Strang,
47, has his roots in the indic world as

founder of both New West Records and Southside
Independent Music Publishing after practicing
criminal law. The latter's acquisition by Warner/
Chappell in 2010 led to his taking over joint
leadership of both the publishing giant and, in
2013, Warner Bros. Records. The son of an opera
singer father, who was also a child prodigy pianist,
Strang grew up surrounded by classical music and
then The Band, Neil Young, Bob Marley and
The Rolling Stones, learning the cultural power
of rock'n'roll through his politically motivated
parents, who hosted early Greenpeace meetings
at their home.

The low-key exec - who lives in Los Angeles
with his wife and three kids - has proven an
effective leader, guiding Warner/Chappell for the
first time ever to ASCAP pop, country and rhythm
and soul publisher of the year honors. His recent
label successes include chart-toppers Nico & Vinz
("Am I Wrong"), Jason Derulo, The Black Keys
(who scored their first No. 1 album), Passenger,
Macklemore & Ryan Lewis and Grammy winner
Gary Clark Jr.

You started New West, which was Americana
before it was ever called that.
I'd say my tastes were broader than the records
we were putting out, but I loved those artists
-Drive -By Truckers, Ben Lee, Steve Earle,
Dwight Yoakam and John Hiatt - and those
albums. I had seen a lot of them perform, and that
was really the impetus for signing them.

What did you learn from your indie exper-
ience that has proven useful at Warner?
As an entrepreneur, it's about the risk, survival,

going against the odds, will ... all of those things
that actually mesh very well with the music
business. Learning to communicate with artists
and the creative community, being in the studio,
building a team. New West started as one person,
me, but grew to include 25 people, a successful
publishing company and a label that sold millions
of CDs all over the world.

How do the publishing company and the
record label complement each other?
Songs need somebody to record them, and artists
need songs to record. One of the things I love is
we have owners who are willing to think differ-
ently, be more nimble and act quickly.

[Warner/Chappell president] Jon Platt is a
great leader, terrific guy, amazing executive and
incredible publisher. We populated that com-
pany with music fans who understand what we're
trying to accomplish, which is
provide incredible service to
our songwriters, producers and
publishing partners. It's about
great songs, getting great artists
to cover them and having a team
of passionate music people at
both companies.

You recently entered a

strategic partnership with
Shazam.
It's a perfect example of being

willing to embrace the future and new technol-
ogy.

How do you feel about being third in a three -

company market -share race?
Warner/Chappell had the biggest market share
for one week until Sony/ATV acquired EMI. We
went from last to No. i in 18 months, and then
two and three merged to become No. 1. How
somebody translates two companies buying each
other to become the biggest into being the best is
beyond my comprehension. We were the biggest
for only a week, but I think we've been the best
the whole time. And I look at it the same on the
recorded -music side. 0

CHICAGO, JULY 18-20

The ninth annual Pitchfork Music Festival seemed to be having
a stroke of bad luck in the weeks leading up to it (as detailed in
Billboard's July 18 article "Is Pitchfork Fest Cursed?"). But per-
haps the pall has been lifted, as it was all smiles in Union Park,
with some of Chi -Town's most pleasant temps to date (high 7os
all weekend). Beck played a hits -heavy headlining set on July 18,
while camera -shy Neutral Milk Hotel toplined a reverent set on
July 19 celebrating the band's limited '9os discography. Kendrick
Lamar graduated from 2012 side -stage performer to closing out the
whole shebang with a ferocious crowd-pleaser the night of July 20,

with "Backseat Freestyle" hitting hardest. Elsewhere, Giorgio
Moroder celebrated his disco legacy on the Red Stage, Grimes

10 Windy City Wow Spots
How to lounge about in Chicago between acts at Lollapalooza

BY ALIA AKKAM

Music will dominate your days
(and nights) at Grant Park, site
of Lollapalooza 2014 (Aug. 1-3).
But in between the festival's

performances, which will include Eminem,
Outkast and Lorde, take in some of the best
Chicago has to offer. The Windy City, in
particular the art gallery -lined River North
neighborhood just beyond the Loop, is rife
with impressive food, drink and, if you haven't
quite had your fill of live music, a number of
offbeat venues and new hotspots.

1. The Godfrey Hotel Chicago,
127 W. HURON ST. The hotel's expansive (and
relatively new) indoor -outdoor rooftop lounge
offers a sleek fire pit, exhilarating skyline views
and a bar cranking out Cognac -laced root beer
floats. The 221 fashionable guest rooms flaunt
artwork and wet bars.

2. SoHo House Chicago, 113-125 N. GREEN ST.
Officially opening in August, the members -

only club will host private events Aug. 1-2
during Lollapalooza. Expect lots of models
per square foot at the post -show lounge,
where they'll be checking out a lineup of DJs
and guest performers.

3. Kinmont Restaurant, 419 W. SUPERIOR ST.

Towers teeming with shellfish and garlicky
clam -and -mussel -laden fisherman's stew
are among the centerpieces of this shrine to
sustainable seafood - the city's first.

4. Thalia Hal1,1807 S. ALLPORT ST. Modeled
after the Prague Opera House, this Pilsen
landmark first flung open its doors in 1890.
Today it has been reimagined as a cocktail

bar for listening to the likes of Los Lonely
Boys, indie jazz band Lake Street Dive and
singer -songwriter Anders Osborne.

5. Delilah's, 2771 N. LINCOLN AVE. Rock'n'roll-
loving whiskey aficionados gravitate to the
Lincoln Park institution for its vast collection
(hundreds of varieties), plus its pool table,
video games and nightly DJ sets.

6. The Winchester, om N. WINCHESTER
AVE. Early birds make the morning
pilgrim age to this sun -filled joint for
mascarpone-brushed smoked trout
sandwiches while late risers come for crispy
chicken thighs.

7. The Hideout, 1354 W. WABANSIA AVE.
Surrounded by factories in industrial Noble
Square, this tiny spot is the place to hear
bands including California -inspired The
Donkeys and progressive rockers New World
Ancients.

8. Nico Osteria,1015 N. RUSH ST. The Battle
Cat (bourbon, sherry, Branca Menta) is a

boozy meal kickoff at this Italian joint from
acclaimed chef Paul Kahan.

9. Three Dots and a Dash, 435 N. CLARK
ST. Enter this tiki respite's breezy, bamboo
world, and the city fades away. Barman Paul
McGee's concoctions make umbrella drinks
perfectly acceptable.

10. Smart Bar, 3730 N. CLARK ST. In the shadow
of Wrigley Field, underneath the iconic Metro
- the site of a legendary early R.E.M. show - is
this sleek space devoted to E DM.

The Queen's stylist and the

E
very night that fans pour
into stadiums to watch lay
Z and Beyonce's On the
Run Tour, they're treated
to hit singles from R&B's
reigning queen and potent
raps from hip -hop's king.
It's a Super Bowl halftime -

level show stretched out to 120 minutes:
pyrotechnics, mind-blowing digital displays
and glossy movie clips starring the pair as a
bank -robbing, badass couple. Naturally the
decadence continues through to their styl-
ing, with Mr. and Mrs. Carter dressed like
street-chic royalty.

"The whole Bonnie and Clyde mobster
love story was the overall approach," says
Beyond's stylist Ty Hunter, who has worked
with the star since her Destiny's Child days.
For a modern, hyperstylized take on the bank
robbers -on-the -lam theme, a collection of
elite fashion houses were called upon, includ-
ing Versace, Tom Ford, Givenchy, Alexander
Wang, BLK DNM and Diesel.

The duo's show opens with "'03 Bonnie
& Clyde" and Beyond in what might be the
sexiest outfit a would-be criminal has ever
worn: a custom long-sleeved Atelier Versace
black bodysuit with a plunging neckline and
a matching black sequined net headpiece. It's
not the only one-piece she dons during the
show. For "Yonce" she wears a long-sleeved
Atelier Versace bodysuit that features a decid-
edly '9os-inspired combo of leopard print,
Medusa heads and Greek keys. She completes
the look with a black knit beanie that has a

gold Medusa medallion on the front.
Playing on the current cutoffs craze, for

"Run the World (Girls)," Diesel outfitted
Beyond in a sexy jean short -shorts jumpsuit.
"She loved our destroyed -denim feeling, so
we focused on that," says Diesel creative
director Nicola Formichetti, Lady Gaga's
one-time stylist. "But it was important to be
very light and comfortable because she has
to perform daily. We used our knowledge of
denim to create pieces in which she would be
able to dance and move freely."

are performance -ready. After all, Beyond has no
time to be tangled up in buckles and straps when
she has to be onstage in mere seconds, ready to
dance to "Single Ladies (Put a Ring on It)." Says
Hunter: "Stern zippers are a must, and every-
thing has to be quick -change friendly."

Jay Z's edgy, street -inspired looks mostly
come courtesy of BLK DNM. The mogul has
been a fan of the New York label for a while; he
even wore its Leather Jacket 5 with the Gardar
Eide Einarsson print on the back in the faux
movie trailer for the On the Run Tour. For his
stage performances, BLK DNM came up with
additional custom graphic designs, which were
printed onto leather jackets and vests. "Jay Z

was very involved in the creative process,"
explains Mallory Passuite, BLK DNM director
of marketing and PR, "from selecting the prints
and color to choosing the exact super-soft, but-
tery lambskin we ended up using." The label
smartly subbed in special lightweight linings
for all the jackets so the rapper never overheats,
even in leather.

When the two need to channel sportier looks,
Jay opts for a Rodarte jersey emblazoned
with 99, which he wears, appropriately,
for "99 Problems."

Wow.This Is Really
Jack Antonoff's
Childhood Bedroom
Bleachers and Fun were both born out of the same
"hopeful darkness" of his early suburban years

Alittle more than two years ago, Jack
Antonoff celebrated Fun's No. 1 single, "We
Are Young," in an unusual way: by starting
to write songs for a new band, Bleachers.

"The Beatles did 12 songs every six months,"
says Antonoff, who chafes at the idea that
if you're as successful as Fun was with its

second album, Some Nights - 5.1 million sold, with "We Are
Young" moving another 7 million copies, according to Nielsen
SoundScan - you get the chance to make and tour just i2 new
songs every three -and -a-half years. "Everybody should have
two bands if you look at it like that. Everyone should have lo
f-ing bands. It's not enough."

Antonoff is the very definition of a man -child - boyish look-
ing and not one to shy
could be described as pixie-ish, he's forceful and clear when
discussing his music. He remains so attached to his childhood
that he likes to say he has only recently, at age 3o, moved out
of his parents' house in Woodcliff Lake, N.J. (In truth, he got
a place in Manhattan a year-and-a-half ago with his older sis-
ter, fashion designer Rachel Antonoff, and now lives with his
girlfriend, Lena Dunham, in Brooklyn Heights.) On a recent
Sunday, he made the drive back to Jersey to show Billboard the
wellspring of his creativity: the childhood bedroom he calls
an art project. And also to clean up his stuff. His parents
were redoing the floors and replacing the carpets.

In Fun, Antonoff plays guitar, and the trio shares song-

writing credit. For Bleachers' Strange Desire (which debuts
at No. 11 on the Billboard 200 dated Aug. 2), he wrote
alone and played almost every instrument. An obsessive
who traces his commitment to music back to trading in
some Stars Wars collectibles for a Gibson SG guitar, he
had Bleachers focus on music made around the time he
was born, 1984. He describes the result as "sonically '80s,
emotionally '9os." The songs are both grand and raw -
Depeche Mode and Bruce Springsteen were touchstones
- and they capture the "hopeful darkness" of growing up
in the suburbs. "There was this darkness about being
from New Jersey," he says. "We're in the shadow of the
greatest place in the world, New York City."

There are other shadows for Antonoff, as well. The
death of his younger sister, Sarah, from cancer at 13, when
he was 18, left him with more -or -less permanent anxiety,
which he sings about on Bleachers' first single, "I Wanna
Get Better." "Worst -case -scenario thinking- I go down
this rabbit hole with the way I'm wired, and it can make
life very unenjoyable. So I try to stop myself as much as
I can." But getting better doesn't mean moving on from
his feelings of loss. "Those aren't the ones that torture
me. Those are the ones that drive me." 0

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"It's good to be back," says Mick Jagger,
sweeping a hand across the grand view in
front of him at the historic Apollo Theater
in Harlem. The Rolling Stones frontman,
who moonlights as an increasingly busy
Hollywood producer, is here to discuss
Universal's James Brown biopic Get On
Up, two days before the film premieres at
the same venue. It has been years since
Jagger, who turns 71 on July 26, last vis-
ited the majestic Apollo. He can't recall
exactly when.

"I came a lot like in the '8os, and then
it was closed for repairs a lot," he says. It's
clear that Jagger is feeling slightly nostal-
gic. "Over the years, I've been in and out
of here quite a few times."

For Jagger, Get On Up - directed by Tate
Taylor of The Help and opening Aug. 1 -
proved to be a formidable journey, taking
eight years to reach the big screen. The
project has been around longer than that,
though - at least 12 years. Producer Brian
Grazer, fresh off a best picture Oscar win
for A Beautiful Mind, signed a deal with
Brown in 2002 to secure the Godfather
of Soul's life rights. A parade of directors
like Spike Lee and actors including Eddie
Murphy and Chris Tucker floated in and
out of the Brown orbit, with things becom-
ing more complicated after the three -time
Grammy -winning icon died in 2006,
with his estate in disarray (a court battle
between his widow and his children con-
tinues to this day, with the South Carolina
Supreme Court saying the estate has an
undetermined value between $5 million

and more than $100 million).
Jagger began working on the project

when Peter Afterman -a music supervi-
sor since the mid-'8os on films from The
Big Easy to Juno who now runs the Brown
estate - approached him about doing a
documentary on the late singer. (Jagger
wound up enlisting for both a narrative
feature and an upcoming doc directed by
Alex Gibney.) After all, Jagger and Brown
are forever entwined in music history
after appearing on the same bill for the
1964 concert film The T.A.M.I. Show -
the Stones were top-billed, much to the
dismay of Brown, who famously upstaged
the young British rockers in a legend-
ary 18 -minute performance sequence.
(Michael Jackson, among others, was
obsessed with the footage.) Still, the two
remained friends for decades, with Jagger
conceding that he was greatly influenced
by the singer.

The Apollo offers an apt setting for a

conversation about Brown. Jagger first
saw Brown perform here in the early '6os,
seated next to a woman smoking "a big
joint." (He didn't partake.) Seated now next
to the film's star, Chadwick Boseman, and
dressed in a brown fitted jacket, the slight
Jagger never breaks a sweat despite the
steamy summer temperatures of New York.
The 32 -year-old Boseman, by contrast,
looks like he just played a game of pickup in
the Harlem heat, muscles bulging beneath
a black T-shirt and running pants. But they
seem perfectly in sync when it comes to
talking about Brown. They also discuss the
challenges of re-creating the legend, where
the film deviated from reality and why
there's no heir to Mr. Dynamite.

Can you describe the first meeting you
two had?
Chadwick Roseman: It was in L.A. in
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'HE WAS ALWAYS THE BOSS'
Jagger and Brown - shown here at The T.A.M.I. Show at the Santa
Monica Civic Auditorium in 1964 - met many times over the years. 1
was impressed with the fact that he was always the boss," says Jagger.

"I was just a guy who turned up in a taxi on my own. He had valets and
people looking after him and dressers and people fluffing his fur coats."
The producers of The T.A.M.I. Show (a one-off Teen Awards Music
International concert) drew on Jagger's relationship with Brown. When
they changed the show's running order and gave The Rolling Stones
top billing, they asked Jagger to talk with Brown and try and smooth
things over.

September [2013]. Mick had me over for tea.
Mick Jagger: We talked a lot. We talked
generally about how it is to be a performer
and more specifically about James. We
put on [Brown's] Live at the Apollo album,
which was a very big part of my early
musical education. I asked Chad how
he felt about [playing Brown] because
it's a big ask to do this part. There's the
nuance of the acting and the changes of
age [Boseman plays Brown starting as a
teenager and ending in his 6os].

What did you take away from that
conversation?
Baseman: You [looking at Jagger] identified
the points when James Brown was charm-
ing the crowd and directing the band, and
sometimes he's teasing the audience with
the moments where he'd step away from
the microphone and sing. Then you can't

really hear him. There are all these [shifts]
just to seduce everyone.
Jagger: That's what every good performer
has. Any performer is one person privately
and then he's another person when he
steps on the stage. And James Brown, of
course, was that. If you're an actor play-
ing this role, that's another layer in your
interpretation.

How closely did the film's T.A.M.I. Show
sequence align with reality?
Jagger: A lot of poetic license was taken. It
happened kind of like that, but not exactly.
I would have liked to have done it as it
actually happened, but we couldn't that do
for various reasons, mostly due to money.
The true part of it is James was very miffed
about not being the top of the bill. In real
life, they asked me to go and chill him out
because I'd already met him and already
talked to him. They thought I'd be a good
person because they didn't want to do the
dirty work. So, they asked me to try and go
chill him out, which I did to a certain extent.
But, of course, he wanted to show the real
thing that we show in the film - he wanted
to go out there and kill, you know. And that
probably made for a better performance
than normal. He talked about that a lot
afterwards and it meant a lot to him. And I
think it was probably the first time that his
entire show had been put down on film like
that. That's important for you as an artist.

Mick, you knew lames Brown. What was
he like as a person and artist?
Jagger: He was always so very nice tome,
polite to me, respectful. Even when I was
very young, he didn't treat me like I was a
whippersnapper. He always was encourag-
ing to me. I watched him a lot, and I think
he inspired me and I learned a lot from
him. Not like doing imitations but just

"Hundreds of them,"
recalls Get On Up producer
Brian Grazer.

Grazer calls his
performance transformative,
aging from a teenager to
his 60s and capturing the
explosive stage energy. "And
Chad did so much to become
him beyond the performance
pieces. He actually
readjusted his mouth so that
it would have that underbite
like James Brown." -T.S.

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learning his general attitudes and the way
he worked. I'll always admire him for what
he did.

Chadwick, unlike Mick, you didn't know
lames Brown. But what was your experi-
ence with him prior to this movie?
Boseman: I don't ever remember there
not being a James Brown in my life. I was
probably listening to James Brown in the
crib [Boseman grew up in South Carolina].
My aunt listened to him. My mom and dad.
There was always James Brown all day.

Do you think James Brown has an heir?
Jagger: Chad is. [laughs] But no, I don't
think so. But this is another time, and
things are different. There's lots of people
obviously that are very influenced by him.
Boseman: The whole idea of the business-
man and the artist. You see that in hip -hop
now.
Jagger: I mean, you look at Jay Z, for
instance, and Puff Daddy. They're very
much into that business thing. I was never
that interested in business, to be honest. I
do the minimal amount of business as pos-
sible because I'm not actually interested in
it as a thing. But some people are interested

in it, and there's nothing wrong with that.
They want to make deals for the deal's sake.
James Brown was definitely a progenitor of
that kind of businessman/performer. Before
James there was a dearth of people from the
African -American community who were
entrepreneurs. You weren't expected to be
an entrepreneur. If you were an entertainer,
you were just paid and were told what to do
and where to go. And you just did it. He was
one of the first people that said, "No. I want
to take control."

Chadwick, what was your background in
singing and/or dancing prior to this?
Boseman: Minimal. I had done some hip -

hop theater. That's not really singing and
dancing, but it incorporates some of those
movements to tell a story. But performing
and dancing like a professional? Not at all.

How did you prepare?
Boseman: We had AJ [choreographer
Aakomon "AJ" Jones]. He was a drill ser-
geant. I just showed up every day and did
what he told me to do.
Jagger: I've worked with AJ on a couple of
music videos and some prep for shows and
stuff. He's a really good guy. Chad worked

with him for a lot longer than me. A lot
more hours than me.

How much did you help Chadwick
prepare for the dancing?
Jagger: I didn't do any of that. I let AJ do
all that. I never said, "Oh, that wasn't right,
because he did it that way." AJ and Chad
worked so well and the results are so good.
I didn't have to. You know, that wasn't my
job to be nitpicking dance moves.
Boseman: AJ taught the vocabulary before
we actually knew what songs we were
using in the movie because I think that it
took a whole month before we actually
knew which ones [would be used].

How did you choose the songs?
Jagger: We wanted the songs to fit in with
the narrative. There are a lot of songs to
choose from. We kept changing the songs.

Mick, you have a well -documented
fascination with African -American culture.
Was James Brown your entry point?
Jagger: No, definitely not. When I was
much younger, like 1.1 and 12 years old, we
used to have people come to England and
play, like blues singers Big Bill Broonzy and
gospel singers like Sister Rosetta Tharpe.
My mother was very fond of these perform-
ers, too. She would say, "Sister Rosetta
Tharpe's on the TV. Come and watch."
That was my intro - TV. When I was a
little older, I used to be able to go and see
these shows that came. Like there was The
Caravans. There was folk blues, a group
of to, 12 performers, and they would play
in London, and I would go and see them
in the theater. I didn't come across James
Brown until I was a little bit older because
he didn't come (to London]. I was aware
of his records, but I was more of a blues,
a country blues person. But I liked every-
thing, like Elvis and Buddy Holly. I liked
country music, like George Jones.

There have been grumblings that this
movie should have been directed by a

black director. Thoughts?
Boseman: When I look at this situation, I
ask, "Who could have done this with the
amount of money that was the budget
that we had?" I look at the work that Tate
[Taylor] put into it. I look at how he fought
for certain things and how he brought out
who the man was. He developed a relation-
ship with the family. I think there's no color
in that. The people that are grumbling
have no idea of the nuances of that and the
details of this specific situation.

Keith Jenkins spent 12
years playing guitar in
James Brown's final
band, The Soul Generals.

"We wanted them to

The soundtrack to Get On Up features
20 James Brown recordings, including
unreleased live versions of "Please, Please,
Please" and "It's a Man's Man's Man's
World" from a 1966 show in Tampa,
Fla. And it provides Universal Music
Enterprises, owners of Brown's extensive
catalog, a shot at expanding his fan base.

"We have the opportunity to grow the
legacy and brand," says UMe president/
CEO Bruce Resnikoff. "That's the big
piece of the puzzle we haven't seen in prior
soundtracks."

Brown's singles charted consistently
from 1958 to 1977, and his music has
echoed in decades after, especially within
hip -hop. He may well be the most -sampled
artist of all time, but contemporary hip -hop
fans are often unaware of the source, a
disconnect that Resnikoff hopes to rectify.
"The film becomes a great tentpole," he
says. "It allows us to reach an audience
that in the past we haven't been successful
necessarily with his music."

Producers tapped Chris Brown and Britney
Spears producer Harvey Mason Jr. - who

also worked on the soundtrack to Oreamgirls
- to sweeten tracks with newly recorded
rhythm sections and horn tracks in order to
"fill the room in the 2014 theater way," says

Get On Up music supervisor Margaret Yen.
Five cuts on the soundtrack are the enhanced
versions, with "Caldonia" being the most
extreme: It's Brown's vocal from 1964 with
backing tracks from 2013.

"We wanted to play versions people hadn't
heard before: says Yen. "If we just played
music off Live at the Apollo, it just wouldn't
have been as exciting. We wanted it so what
you're seeing is what you're hearing."

The coming months will bring even more
Brown material, including an unreleased
Live at the Apollo show from 1972. And
UMe will also handle distribution of the
Alex Gibney -directed documentary on
Brown next year.

"We live in a very visual world and aside
from the movie, we have to get people to
see the original footage that shows James
Brown performing these songs," says
Resnikoff. it's as important as the songs
themselves." -P.G.

Despite re-creating everything from the
Apollo Theater to Vietnam, you kept the

lion. How were you able to do that?
Jagger: We shot it in 49 days. [laughs]
Boseman: We could have shot for a whole
other month.

As a producer, how important would it
be to win an Oscar? Is that something
you care about?
Jagger: I think everyone in the movie
industry wants to win an Oscar. I don't
think that's why you make movies. But win-
ning an Oscar is not just about making a

great movie, unfortunately. It's also having
a good Oscar campaign. It's not something
to think about right this second.

How is the HBO rock'n'roll series going
with Martin Scorsese?
Jagger: It's going well. I was down there
last night on the set on Crosby Street. It
looks really interesting. Some great shots
we saw last night and some great camera
movements and like some really amazing
stuff. It should be amazing.

Mick, you have another biopic in the
works with the Elvis story, Last Train to
Memphis, at Fox 2000. What is its status?
Jagger: We've got a new script and it's
moving forward. But no actor yet.

Speaking of musical biopics, will there
ever be a Stones one?
Jagger: Who knows? Who knows,
my dear?O

'I BECAME THE
SON HE LOST'
In his own words, MSNBC
host Al Sharpton recalls his
bond with Brown

It was 1979, and I was just 26 years old.
I knew James Brown for about eight
years, as his son Teddy and I were good
friends until he was tragically killed in a

car accident a few years earlier. It was
actually after that horrific disaster that my
relationship with James Brown grew even
stronger; became the son he lost, and he
became the father I didn't have anymore.
And in 1979 he came up to me and said:
"Let's do a gospel rap record."

I had no idea what a gospel rap record was. James didn't waste
any time breaking it down. He told me he was going to sing and
I would preach. We flew to Augusta, Ga., and recorded "God
Has Smiled on Me." The record was never released, but that
experience altered the trajectory of my life.

I ended up staying in Augusta for over a year and helped James
with the business, and he helped me with my civil rights work and
the national youth movement was involved with. One night, he
pulled up in front of a church and asked me: "Do you hear that?"
All I heard was people singing. James said: "Do you hear the band?
That's where I learned music."

We sat outside and listened. He explained that they start playing
on the "one," unlike others who start from a "two, four" beat. That's
how he did his music, starting from the one, changing the dynamic
from a two, four beat to a "one, three" beat. He made it popular to

learned that he always operated from the one. He told me to preach
on the one - to be slightly off beat, because that's what he did.

James never conformed and always defined himself. He
wasn't the first black artist to go mainstream, but he made the
mainstream go black. He represented us in a way where the world
started imitating our authentic music.

There will be others that will sell as many or more records, but
you've got to have the courage and self-confidence of a James
Brown to take the world to a different beat.

out of my Ford Focus in these mules," says Jenny Lewis, point-
ing to her purple -bowed footwear. Settling into an airy cafe near
her Laurel Canyon home in Los Angeles, the one-time child
actor who turned indie rock "It" girl evokes a glam version of
Seinfeld's Elaine: retro shades, straw boater, Pippi Longstocking
braids, slinky dress.

"I almost wore a tracksuit, but I wore a dress for you," she
adds, quickly correcting herself: "I wore a dress for me."

For Lewis, the clothes make the woman. On the cover of her
new solo album, The Voyager, she rocks a super-'7os white pant-
suit airbrushed with psychedelic rainbow motifs that might have
made even The Beatles pause.

"I feel strong and mighty in that rainbow suit, like a little Elton
John," says Lewis, 38. "I thought about wearing all black during
the first half of my show and then changing into my rainbow suit
like, 'I'm back!' "

The Voyager is Lewis' long-awaited return to recording, and it
isn't quite like anything she has done before. It follows 2oo6's
offbeat, rootsy masterpiece Rabbit Fur Coat and 2008's looser
Acid Tongue. But The Voyager stands alone, in many ways. For
one, it's Lewis' first release under her own name since the 2011

breakup of Rilo Kiley, the beloved, L.A.-based alt -rock band that
launched her musical career.

"I needed to be free creatively," says Lewis. "I recently
directed my first video for [the single] 'Just One of the Guys.'
That couldn't have happened in Rilo Kiley - everyone would be
like, 'We want to direct, too!' "

What The Voyager shares with the rest of Lewis' discography
is its combination of catchy pop with soul searching. "From the
very first song Rilo Kiley wrote, that was the idea - very upbeat,
with lyrics that are dark as night," she says.

But in between all the catchy, sing -along hooks, The Voyager's
emotionally wrenching material is particularly
intense. It encompasses a grueling period
during which Lewis' father passed away, her
band of more than a decade broke up, and she
conquered two years of chronic insomnia.

"All these things pushed me over the edge," she
says. "In your mid-3os, you have to take inventory,
or you'll stumble."

Characteristically, Lewis found catharsis through
work. She appeared on alt -rock supergroup The
Postal Service's era-defining 2003 debut, Give Up,
and when Postal Service/Death Cab for Cutie front-

man Ben Gibbard invited her to play lead guitar and
sing on The Postal Service's 2013 reunion tour, it
provided a perfect impetus to face her issues head
on. "I got the call from Ben about a year before
the tour, so I gave myself a timeline to get myself
healthy again," she notes.

The Voyager is the perfect album title, consider-
ing the singer's long, winding journey. She grew

up in a bohemian family that moved from Las Vegas to the L.A.
suburb of Van Nuys. There, Lewis began acting on TV shows
like Growing Pains and Roseanne. "My first memories were of my
babysitter, who was a female Elvis impersonator," recalls Lewis.
"Then I went to Beverly Hills High School. I'd hitchhike there
from the Valley until I got kicked out when they discovered I had
enrolled under a fake address."

In the late '9os, Lewis teamed up with fellow child actor Blake

Sennett to form Rilo Kiley, which released
its final studio album, Under the Black Light,
in zos:v. Along the way, Lewis became a
role model for a new generation of left -field
female artists who saw themselves in her
contradictory persona: kind of emo, sort of
detached, sometimes wounded, ultimately
defiant. It's no coincidence that Lewis
was asked to compose a new track with
Vampire Weekend's Rostam Batmanglij for
Lena Dunham's HBO series Girls, or that
actresses Anne Hathaway, Kristen Stewart
and Brie Larson hilariously co-star in the
video for "Just One of the Guys" (see story,
below). Meanwhile, two members of sister
trio Haim played in the singer's backing
band. "It was amazing to go on the road
with someone I admired so much growing
up," says Danielle Haim.

"Ten years go by, and suddenly I'm the
elder person in the room! That sucks, but
people love Rilo Kiley because we were
around when they were coming into their
own," says Lewis. "I do find connections
with the women that come to my shows.
Those little moments when they're really
getting it are intimate, and kind of scary -
but they also help me to keep going."

Keeping going also meant saying goodbye
to Rio Kiley. "I was always trying to make

something different," she says. "I felt limited, like I couldn't rock
too hard because it would be like cheating on Rilo Kiley. Working
on The Voyager was different; I was suddenly a free woman -
single and ready to mingle! We weren't afraid to rock out, which
really reflects Ryan's influences."

The Ryan she's talking about is roots-rock maverick Ryan
Adams, who produced the majority of The Voyager. The two met
through Twitter when Lewis direct -messaged Adams, request-
ing help with a new song, "She's Not Me," which was inspired by
Keith Richards' 2010 memoir, Life. "I was reading Keith's book,
and I thought I'd tinker with his open-tuning style," says Lewis.
"That ended up being the first thing we recorded."

Together, Lewis and Adams laid down The Voyager in a whirl-
wind week -and -a -half session at L.A.'s famed Sunset Sound
studio, where classics by Miles Davis, The Doors, The Beach
Boys, Led Zeppelin and Fleetwood Mac were captured. Adams
forbade Lewis to listen to the music she had just recorded, push-
ing her to move on after she had finished a take. Along the way,
he provided plenty of blunt songwriting advice.

"He got really involved in the songs," according to Lewis.
"He'd say things like, 'God, I can't take this campfire bullshit -
it's so fatiguing. Put an E minor in there.' I'd try it, and it would
be the right choice. He really focused on making everything

more universal. The song 'Love You Forever' became so much
more vulnerable and direct. It was originally 'Love Him Forever,'
but I made a mistake while recording it and sang, 'Love you
forever.' Ryan said, 'That's the song!' "

"We all dug in," recalls Adams. "Past the point where I press
`Record,' my job is to get people excited. Jenny was very much
ready for that ride. Her songs were horses; we just kicked down
the fence and watched them blast off across the horizon."

Adams isn't the only notable person who helped Lewis on The
Voyager. Guests include The Watson Twins, First Aid Kit, Z Berg
of The Like/Jjamz, Lavender Diamond's Becky Stark and singer -

songwriter Johnathan Rice, Lewis' boyfriend of so years and
frequent musical foil. Plus, the song "Late Bloomer" features
artists one would never expect to hear together: Tom Petty &
The Heartbreakers keyboardist Benmont Tench and singer-

instrumentalist Lou Barlow of Sebadoh/Dinosaur Jr. And Beck
produced "Just One of the Guys," giving Lewis a needed jolt.

"I didn't have the last verse and Beck said, 'Go in the other room
and write it,' " she remembers. "It was pretty cool to have Beck tell
you to go finish something- because you know you will."

Despite Lewis' casual, self-effacing persona, the impres-
sive collective she put together speaks of an ambition that
The Voyager's artful expanse makes abundantly clear. "Jenny
is a great record maker," says Lenny Waronker, the legend-
ary Warner Bros. Records executive who helped bring out big
records from such icons as The Everly Brothers, Randy Newman
and R.E.M.; he also served as Lewis' A&R mentor on The
Voyager. "She's more than a voice and a good songwriter; she's a

big musical brain capable of almost anything. She's always going
to make something special, real and a little unexpected."

In that unpredictable spirit, Lewis is already planning her next
move. "I'm a huge reggae fan," she says. "I want to go to Jamaica
and make, like, Bob Marley 'One Love' positive songs. That's
what the world needs."

Describing the idea out loud makes her laugh. "It would be
nice to create something that's healing," she says, "rather than
slightly creepy and darkly judgmental!" 0

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The power -pop band just shot to No.1 with the year -old reggae -influenced
song "Rude," the season's catchiest anthem about rejection.
How it will handle its second act is another matter entirely

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It certainly didn
take long for
Magic to live
up to its name.
Virtually
unknown in the
United States
a year ago, the power -pop band is currently
dominating charts across the board with
"Rude," a reggae -infused smash single that
may well go down as 2014's quintessential
summer song.

The story of a well-intentioned guy who
gets dissed by his girlfriend's father- "Why
you gotta be so rude?" protests singer Nasri
Atweh. "Don't you know I'm human too"
- "Rude" is No. i on the Billboard Hot zoo
dated Aug. 2 for a second week. It's also No.

on Digital Songs and No. 2 on Radio Songs.
Since its release in August 2013, "Rude" has
sold 1.8 million downloads, according to
Nielsen SoundScan, and ranks as the year's
eighth -best-selling pop digital song.

This wry reggae tale of rejection was writ-
ten by four Canadians now based in Los
Angeles: Atweh, guitarist Mark Pellizzer,
bassist Ben Spivak and drummer Alex Tanas.
(Another co -writer, fellow
Canadian Adam Messinger,
is Atweh's partner in the pro-
duction duo The Messengers,
who helped revive New Kids
on the Block.)

Magic began with a sim-
ple premise. "We were just
like, 'Let's start a band that
sounds kind of like The
Police and The Wailers,' "
recalls Pellizzer, age 34

That approach is evident
throughout the band's debut
album, Don't Kill the Magic,
which debuted at No. 6 on the
Billboard zoo, selling 36,000
copies in the first week after its
July z release.

Like "Rude," the album's
zo other songs are punchy,
compact and equipped with
an irresistible hook. Some
are languid reggae tunes,
accented with guitar solos in
the vein of Bob Marley's "Stir

It Up." Others boast an uptempo, driving
rhythm. It all adds up to the kind of "reg-
gae action" that Atweh, 33, promised the
diverse crowd that packed Webster Hall in
New York on a hot night earlier in July. To
appreciate just how far Magic has come in
less than a year, consider this: 10 months
ago, the turnout was dramatically differ-
ent when the band played the same venue.
"We had 20 people," recalls Cara Lewis
of Creative Artists Agency, which handles
booking for Magic. "And 18 of them were
my staff."

Atweh dances with loose-limbed exuber-
ance throughout the set, a showcase of Don't
Kill the Magic songs interspersed with cov-
ers, from Stevie Wonder's "Master Blaster"
to Cyndi Lauper's "Girls Just Wanna Have
Fun." Like every smart frontman, the for-
mer go-go dancer knows how to work a
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room, at one point taking time out to thank
the Sony Music suits in the audience, "our
teammates on this great journey." The night
trip ends, of course, with "Rude" and a mas-
sive sing -along. The crowd's voices are still
reverberating off the walls as Magic scoots
from Webster Hall to Rockefeller Center for
a performance on The Tonight Show Starring
Jimmy Fallon.

The sudden success of Magic and "Rude"
would seem unlikely in an era when
America's musical consciousness is rarely
dented by reggae. A decade ago, Atweh was
just another struggling solo artist. He signed
with Universal Canada at 19 and, using only
his first name, released two modestly suc-
cessful R&B singles.

He eventually relocated to L.A., sleeping
on friends' couches, taking acting classes and
even working as a go-go dancer at a West
Hollywood club called Eleven to make ends
meet. But by the turn of the decade Atweh
was better-known for his production work
as one of The Messengers and writing hits
for the likes of Justin Bieber, Chris Brown
and Pitbull. Then he met Pellizzer, who was
already an accomplished studio musician.

"When I met Mark and he started playing
that reggae groove, I was like, 'This feels
good,' " says Atweh. "I started to be happy
around him. When he would play, I started
to feel like an artist, like I had value, like I
was being heard. He makes me feel that way
when we write. And he's competitive, so we
push each other."

Despite "Rude" catapulting to the top of
the charts, Magic's low-key, Rasta -friendly
jams have proven to be easy marks for crit-
ics. The Los Angeles Times recently called
"Rude" one of the summer's worst songs,
mocking the record's conceit of a dude
asking his girlfriend's dad for permission
to marry. "Wisely, the father says no," the
Times cracked, "perhaps fearing decades
of casino and state fair gigs in his would-be
son-in-law's future."

The New York Times' review of the group's
Webster Hall show concludes with a similarly
pessimistic fortune that plays off the title of
another Magic song, "How Do You Want to
Be Remembered": "Maybe, for a band, there
are five words that are even more worrisome:
What was your name again?"

But those bad vibes don't easily harsh the
world of Magic. In the Webster Hall dress-
ing room prior to the show, there was the
palpable giddiness that comes from riding
the wave of a huge hit as the band mingled
with friends and record -label employees.
The group's manager, Charles Chavez,
recounted how he met Atweh when the
singer produced the "big or hit" "Feel This
Moment" for Pitbull, who Chavez has man-
aged since 2007. But the exec says he was
blown away when he first saw the original

"Rude" YouTube stream in April 2013. "I
said, 'Holy shit, I love this record,' " recalls
Chavez, a tall, bald man with impossibly
perfect teeth and a long history of hits. "I
told Nasri, 'Just let me sign the record. I'll
take it and I'll do my best to make this the
biggest song on earth.' "

That enthusiasm paid off when Sony
International got onboard. But by the time
Chavez drummed up interest in "Rude," the
summer of 2013 was nearly over. So it was
decided to pitch the single in the Southern
Hemisphere, where summer was just
beginning. The song soon shot to No. 1 in
Australia and New Zealand. The migration
then continued to the band's home country,
Canada.

"The Canadian airplay started bleeding
over into some of the U.S. border towns like
Buffalo [N.Y.] and Detroit, spiking sales in
both of those markets," says RCA Music
Group president/COO Tom Corson. "So we
knew we had an active record on our hands
earlier this year. If we weren't convinced
before, we were completely convinced at
that point."

By the time this summer rolled around,
"Rude" was one year old - but its American
odyssey was just beginning. "This is a six-

format record," claims Corson. "It has
charted significantly in six different [radio]
formats. Records like 'Blurred Lines' and
`Happy' have done that - but very, very few.

"That's part of the big story here," he
adds. "It ticks a lot of boxes," including
mainstream top 4o, alternative, adult con-
temporary, adult top 4o, Latin pop, rhythmic
and triple A.

Meanwhile, Lewis has Magic crossing
the country, performing at festivals and
colleges until first-quarter 2015, when the
group will support another act on a yet -to -

be -announced arena tour.
Seemingly everyone in the business of

working Magic has unwavering confidence
in the band's prospects. Chavez compares
them to the Eagles and suggests that "Let
Your Hair Down" - another reggae -inflected
slow jam from Don't Kill the Magic - is des-
tined to be a follow-up smash.

The band itself, however, acknowledges
the challenge of overcoming its potential
status as a one -hit wonder. " 'Rude' has
achieved so much international success
that it's a blessing and - I'm not going to
say a curse," says Pellizzer, who once played
guitar in a gospel R&B group called Divine
Worship. "But the success of that record
could eclipse some things that are possibly
going to follow."

Atweh is more cocky: "If Magic sticks
around - which we will - you'll hear more
about my life," he says, affecting the voice of
a born showman with a fascinating story to
tell. "In my autobiography ..." 0

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Common and Def Jam executive/producer
No I.D. reunite for a back -to -basics LP

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"I'm trying not to do anything stereotypical,"
No I.D., the renowned producer-turned-
Def Jam executive, tells a photographer at
a shoot at the Skylark, a chic rooftop bar in
New York. He puts his hand under his chin,
like Auguste Rodin's The Thinker.

"Oh, man," says rapper Common, seated
next to him on a plush couch. "That's one
of my poses."

It's not the first time the pair has taken
cues from each other. Twenty years ago, No
I.D. produced the bulk of Common's 1994
LP, Resurrection, the album that vaunted
the rapper into hip -hop's pantheon. On July
22, their newest collaboration, Common's
Nobody's Smiling, hit stores via No I.D.'s Def
Jam -distributed ARTium Records.

"I named my second album Resurrection
because it was like we were coming to life,"
says Common, 42. "This album now is like

we're coming to life again."
With Manhattan's skyscrapers rising

in the windows behind them, the pair are
a long way from Chicago's rough South
Side, where they met in the fourth grade
and came up together, collaborating on
Common's first three albums. "It was
gangbanging, drugs, broken homes," recalls
the rapper, born Lonnie Rashid Lynn Jr.,
before turning toward the camera and flash-
ing a grin. Besides music, he has a decade
of acting under his belt, starring in AMC's
Hell on Wheels and films like Just Wright and
American Gangster; for him, this is business
as usual. But No I.D. (born Ernest Dion
Wilson) is known for his behind -the-scenes
work, crafting soulful beats and developing

That could soon change, however,

because while Common is already a bona
fide star, No I.D., 43, is having a moment
of his own. In April, after three years as an
A&R exec at Def Jam - where he inked

"No I.D. knows where I come
from, what we been through."
R&B singer Jhene Aiko and executive -

produced albums by Big Sean and Nas,
among others - he was named executive
vp/co-head of A&R of the historic label. It's
a fitting title for a true music man, one who
isn't inclined to chase trends for quick hits,
and who's still remarkably hands on with
production despite his cushy title.

"My wife says I'm like a little black dress- it never goes out of style," explains No
I.D. "My career would go up and down,
but I was learning how to be that dress

- not the guy who had a two-year run and
wore out his welcome."

Common's new record will be ARTium's
first full-length release, but he and No I.D.,
who are now neighbors in Los Angeles,
haven't always been on the same page.

By the rapper's fourth
album, 2000's Like Water
for Chocolate, Common
had traded in his pal's dusty
grooves for J Dilla and The

Roots' coffee -shop funk. He spent the next
decade working with a laundry list of rap
super-producers, most notably No I.D.'s
former protege Kanye West, who signed
Common to his G.O.O.D. Music imprint in
2004. No I.D. spent the early aughts below
the radar, then became a staff producer for
Jermaine Dupri, landing credits with Jay Z.
He parlayed that into a similar role for West,
which led to him becoming president at
G.O.O.D. Music, and, later, his Def Jam job.

this," says Common. "His agenda is hip -hop
- being true to what hip -hop is about."

That much became evident when the
duo reunited for The Dreamer/The Believer,
Common's 2011 LP. The album was an
impressive return to the boom -bap sound
they had cut their teeth on, and proved that

when Common wasn't busy
filming movies and TV, he
was still a formidable artist.
He even went tit for tat with
Drake, laying into him on
the song "Sweet." (The two
have since reconciled.) Still,
the project was only a mod-
erate commercial success,
selling 154,000 copies,
according to Nielsen
SoundScan, which No I.D.
blames partly on himself.

I _ "There's nothing that
highlights him," he says. "It\ , was like me showing off."

The pair began working
on Nobody's Smiling with a

renewed sense of purpose
earlier this year. "The songs
were inspired by hours of
conversations at No I.D.'s
house and studio. "We'd
talk about anything from
life to music to the Miami
Heat," says Common. "I
make my best work when
I'm with someone who
shares a similar vision."

The results are obvious:
Nobody's Smiling is a great
listen. "Diamonds" is built
on a catchy Big Sean hook,
and could earn Common his
first real radio play in years.
And with rising Chicago

stars Lil Herb ("The Neighborhood")
and Dreezy ("Hustle Harder") onboard,
Common shows he hasn't forgotten his
roots. He explores them even more on
"Rewind That," which details his some-
times strained relationship with No I.D.
And maybe that's the best thing about them
reuniting yet again. Twenty years after
Resurrection, Common is back home.

No I.D. "knows where I come from,"
says Common. "He knows what we been
through. It's good to have people around you
that can make you remember. Because you
don't always see ... yourself." 0

The Antidote To Bro-country
Nashville newbies Maddie &Tae take on the rage in tailgates and
trucks (and their own labelmates) with "Girl in a Country Song"

As the first act to sign with the revived Dot Records, a Big Machine Label
Group (BMLG) imprint, Maddie Marlow and Tae Dye seem primed to be
Nashville's newest sweethearts. Think again. The blonde, bubbly 18-year -

olds, who perform as Maddie & Tae, may look harmless, but the duo's bold
debut single, "Girl in a Country Song," has become the talk of Music City - and the
Hot Shot Debut on the Aug. 2 Hot Country Songs chart at No. 39.

Co -written with Big Machine Music's Aaron Scherz, the song skewers the "bro-
country" trend of acts like Florida Georgia Line and Luke Bryan. "We were listening
to all the songs on country radio right now that we love by artists we love," says Dye.
"We started writing this checklist: girls, tailgates, trucks, cutoffs, dirt roads."

The songs "all have this super-smoking -hot girl in it. She's always barefoot on a
tailgate dancing in cutoff jeans and a bikini top," adds Marlow. "We thought it would
be fun to come at this topic from a different perspective: how the girl would feel, or
at least how we would feel, being in those songs. We want to look good for these
boys, but that's not all we have to offer."

Catchy and sassy, "Girl" sends "these boys" - particularly Billy Currington, the
singer behind 2013's "Hey Girl" -a clear message, with lyrics including: "I hear you
over there on your tailgate whistling/Saying 'Hey girl' but you know ain't listening."
But Dye says they're just having fun. "A lot of people hear the song and are like, 'Why
are you bashing them?' We're not! We love these songs and these guys."

Adds Marlow: "We're just giving the girls a voice."
The song's message might seem like a jab at fellow BMLG acts like Florida

Georgia Line, but president/CEO Scott Borchetta doesn't see it that way. "Our goal
is to always sign artists that have their own point of view," he says. "As for other art-
ists whose music this speaks to, they totally understand it's all in good fun."

Marlow and Dye, who hail from Sugar Land, Texas, and Ada, Okla., respectively,
met through a vocal coach at a showcase. They began writing and performing
together while still in high school, spending weekdays collaborating via video chat
and weekends working in Nashville. ("Which is crazy," notes Dye, "because Nashville
songwriters don't write on weekends.") After being discovered by BMLG Music vp
creative Mike Molinar, the girls teamed with Scherz, who "really helped develop us,"
says Marlow. When they played "Girl" for Borchetta for the first time, "We're like, 'Oh,
my gosh, what if he hates it?' But we play the song and he's just dying laughing."

Maddie & Tae are currently on the road promoting "Girl" in between writing and
recording their debut full-length, which may ruffle a few more feathers.

"We want girls to know it's OK to feel what you're feeling," says Dye. "We write
from real experiences - we're not taking anything out. We're dropping names."0

How He
Bucked The
R&B Slump
Fresh off back-to-back No. 1
albums, Trey Songz spills
the secrets to his success

rey Songz has every reason to be
smiling. It's been a good month
for the 29 -year -old R&B star (real

name Tremaine Neverson). He scored his
second consecutive No.1 on the Billboard
zoo with his sixth album, Trigga, which
also helped him top Billboard's first Artist
100 chart, unveiled July so. His single "Na

Na" peaked at No. 21 on the Billboard Hot
100 on July 19 - his 19th hit on the chart
during his career. Here, one of R&B's
hardest -working singer -songwriter-sex
symbols reveals how he did it, from shirk-
ing the EDM trend to reconciling with
August Alsina.

R&B has been struggling commercially.
Why is Triggs doing so well?
Yeah, it's difficult these days, but I think
Trigga is actually my best album. It's a

cohesive body of work, all inside of one
concept. But I also attribute it to having a

loyal fan base. What we were able to create
with Trigga is a sense of belonging. Over
the last several years, R&B singers have
been changing it up, doing different things
like EDM. I kind of stuck it out for the long
haul, especially with [2012's] Chapter V,
when dance was really big. It's so easy to
buy into this single or that single versus
buying into an artist's whole experience. I
think labels and artists are more concerned
with that immediate grab versus engaging
the audience for a whole span of music.

"558 singers have
been changing up,

doing different things
like EDM," says Songz,
photographed June 25

in Los Angeles. "I stuck it
out for the long haul."

What was your game plan in terms of
engaging fans consistently?
We started to build a black -and -white con-
cept. I erased all my Instagram pics before
I dropped "Na Na." Everything new was
black and white. It's about giving fans a

continuous experience versus saying, "This
single is for this radio station, this single
is for that radio station." Because as an
artist you've got to think, buying music is
probably dead last at the end of someone's
list when you have children to take care of,
you have school, work, personal issues, and
then you have to go get music - which you
can get for free if you want to.

The videos are a continuous experi-
ence, too. They could be edited into a

single movie. Was that intentional?
Yes. That was to captivate fans more.
People [have] is -second spans on Insta-
gram and six seconds on Vine. So we
calculated that a fan would probably watch
a YouTube video for an average of two min-
utes. Then it was about figuring out how to
tap into their minds and get them to want
more. We hit them first with the song, then
there would be a [preview], then the actual
video. It was different steps of engage-
ment. All were black-and-white-themed,
just like the album. Those things subcon-
sciously make fans become more engulfed
in the experience.

When can fans expect your next
album, Tremaine?
It isn't far behind. I've recorded 6o songs.

One of the highlights at this year's
BET Awards was seeing Chris Brown,
you and August Alsina, who criticized
you in the press earlier this year,
perform together. How did you feel at
that moment?
It was very special, not only for me as an
artist but as a young man. I was thinking
about the young men out there, thinking
about what that moment meant to our
culture to see three young men, doing their
thing in separate ways, coming together to
make a moment in history. You don't see a
lot of people joining forces if they're not in
the same clique. It was something bigger
than we could ever imagine it to be.

You're coming on 10 years in the game.
What's behind your staying power?
Hard work. People don't realize how hard
this job actually is, or how fleeting success
can be. I've had to kind of reinvent myself
a couple of times. I love being No. a, but
when you know you've made a body of
work that truly resonates with people -a
soundtrack for people's lives - that's the
ultimate success. And we accomplished
that with Trigga.O



Babymetal: Gaga's Kooky Find
J -pop's trio is equal parts goth and giggles

Babymetal are unlikely ascendants
to the black -metal throne, to say the
least. They're a girl group, Japanese

and each barely 5 feet tall. (The pigtails
add an extra inch.) Oh, and they smile.
And dance. But they're racking up millions
of YouTube views, selling out shows and
opening for Lady Gaga. They name -drop
the band Anthrax, as in, "We were talking
with Anthrax backstage in London, after we
performed for io,000 people, and ..."

Their novel brand of music - which they
call "kawaii" (meaning cute) metal - com-
bines the fire and fury of Slayer with the
vocals, choreographed dance moves and
apple-cheeked innocence of tween J -pop.
"We have a song called `Fleadbanger,' "
says lead singer Su -Metal, through a trans-
lator over Skype, before checking herself:
"Well, it's a baby headbang. Instead of
doing it forwards, we do it from side to
side, to make it cute."

Ifyou ask Babymetal how it came
together, the girls giggle about being placed
on Earth by "the Fox God," a being they say
they came upon by mistaking metal's devil -

horn hand sign for the ears of a fox. (Metal
has always loved its mysticism, after all.) In
reality, Suzuka "Su -Metal" Nakamoto, i6,
started off as a cog in one of Japan's manu-
factured "idol" pop groups. Neither she nor
vocalist/dancers Yui "Yuimetal" Mizono
and Moa "Moametal" Kikuchi (both 15) had
even heard metal before being recruited by
Key "Kobametal" Kobayashi, the producer
behind the group.

"I picked the girls because they're sym-
metrical in height, and, well, because the
Fox God - it comes to me in the bathtub,"
he says. "This scene is older. It can be bor-
ing- the same old guys doing metal! It's not
bad, but this is something new. That's how I

came up with this, just trying to do some-
thing no one had heard before."

Indeed, the video for "Gimme Chocolate"
has the girls shrieking under strobe lights
and adorably pantomiming eating the titular
snack, before ending with the cryptic mes-
sage "See you in the mosh'sh [sic] pit." On
one hand, they encourage concertgoers to
"be good to one another," but they also stick
their tongues out and wink when they say
"death" (a word they use an awful lot).

The group has attracted a strange mix of
followers. "In Japan, most fans at shows are
fans of Japanese pop idols," says Su -Metal.
"In Europe, it's a lot more metal fans."

Babymetal will invade America for the
first time this month, playing a sold-out
show at Los Angeles' Fonda Theatre on July
27 and then sweeping east for five dates with
Gaga. But Su -Metal isn't intimidated - she's
coming with teeth bared. "In America, I
want to try steak," she says. "I want to eat a
big, America -sized steak."0

ON 2002'S KILL THE MOONLIGHT, THE
second of five great albums Spoon released
between barn and 2010, frontman Britt Daniel
sings about a guy named Jonathon Fisk who used
to beat him up in middle school. He sounds like
a real creep, but as Daniel revealed in a recent
interview, the two are now friends, and Fisk has
become a Spoon superfan. That's pretty much
how it goes with these Austin indie rockers: If
you don't love them at first, just wait. You will.

And it's no wonder: As Gloria Estefan once
sang, "The rhythm is gonna get you." Spoon's
clipped rock'n'soul grooves have set it apart
from just about every other indie outfit on the
planet. On They Want My Soul, Spoon's eighth
album (and first in four years), the band falls
right back into step. Each of these io songs
has a taut, terrifically Spoon -like skeleton,
and even if the group had opted to once again
self -produce and stick to its usual bag of tricks,
it would have easily extended its winning
streak to six.

Instead, Spoon handed the controls to Dave

Fridmann, the man behind all the best
Flaming Lips discs, and the result is a

record that manages to splash bright,
unexpected colors in between very
clearly drawn lines. Fridmann achieves
this by tweaking
the many sonic ele-
ments that comprise
Spoon's deceptively
minimal sound. On
the dark and anxious
"Rainy Taxi," he dials
in some extra distor-
tion, one of his pet
effects.

WHEN LA ROUX ARRIVED IN 2009 WITH ITS
Grammy -winning self -titled debut, the U.K.
duo's music smacked of the future. Sure, the
songs were rooted in '8os synth-pop, but the
steely beats and singer Elly Jackson's unflap-
pability suggested that mainstream music
was morphing into something mechanically
sleek, stylish and forward -looking. And then
the group disappeared, as Jackson's vocal
problems, exhaustion and friction with band -

mate Ben Langmaid stalled album No. 2. Now,
Jackson, 26, is back as a solo artist still using the
La Roux name, with an enjoyable but unspec-
tacular album.

The lean nine -track offering finds Jackson
swiveling away from icy electronica toward
Technicolor disco, with cheekily titled songs like
"Sexotheque" flashing funk guitar and percus-
sion. Jackson's piercing wit is still present, but
her vocals are warmer, her words now soaring
alongside tracks instead of stabbing into them.
"I hope it doesn't seem like I'm young, foolish
and green/Let me in for a minute, you're not my
life but I want you in it," she laments on "Let Me
Down Gently." La Roux's sound, now overseen
by Jackson and co -producer Ian Sherwin, has
become more organic, and Jackson's presence
as a frontwoman has evolved alongside it.

Trouble in Paradise is buoyant enough to

soundtrack hipster barbecues during the next
few months, but La Roux's music should be more
than just background noise. The act's debut, led
by top 10 hit "Bulletproof," had the potential
to rearrange the rules of pop. Its follow-up is a
welcome, long-awaited return after a troubled
hiatus, but it hums along comfortably without
striking any innovative poses. In the past Jackson
has demonstrated the ability to dazzle, and per-
haps she will again on future projects. Until then,
Trouble in Paradise provides a pleasurable but
dispensable stopgap. -Jason Lip shu tz

Lese Majesty - which Lazaro recorded and
produced without Shabazz Palaces' other half,
percussionist Tendai Maraire - draws on a lot
of history for a style of music that has little prec-
edent, save the group's thrillingly experimental
2011 full-length debut, Black Up, and Lazaro's
astral R&B projections as Cherrywine. Over a

shivery guitar twang on "Noetic Noiromantics,"
Lazaro murmurs, "Comes in a new light the
strangest strongest I've had the pleasure";

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Global Boxscore
Tallies Rise
Justin Timberlake,
the Stones and
Beyonce score
big while
North American
results soften

The concert industry has been riding a huge
wave of growth for the past four years, and
stakeholders are bullish on the health of the
business. And according to the Billboard
Boxscore charts, business for top acts is solid.

For the midyear chart period, which
includes concerts reported to Boxscore
from Nov. 13, 2013 through June 10, 2014,
global results are rising, even while North
American numbers raise some concerns.

The number of shows reported to Boxscore
are up from the same
period last year, 14.7
percent worldwide
and 7 percent in North
America. Global tour-
ing grosses are up 6.3

percent, but global
attendance is down 4.2 percent. That trend
of grosses outpacing attendance boils down
to higher ticket prices, and it's a telling return
to a pattern last seen when business was in a
slump more than four years ago.

In North America, the returns are less
positive: The $1.2 billion total Boxscore gross
is down 16 percent from a year ago, and the
attendance of 17.2 million is down 23 percent,
while the number of shows reported is up
7 percent. Again, the decline in attendance
exceeds the decline in gross by a significant
margin - not a healthy trend.

Among tours currently on the road,
Justin Timberlake leads the way, with his
dominating 20/20 Experience World Tour
generating nearly $15o million in box office

and 1.3 million in attendance. JT could quite
possibly end up as the top tour of the year,
though One Direction, which is currently
playing North American stadiums, could
rival him, having already reported $loo
million and 1.2 million in attendance for
the year. The Eagles, in the midst of their
blockbuster History of the Eagles Tour that
began in July 2013, have earned $70 mil-
lion in box office since November, and the
tour to date has grossed $145 million and
counting, according to Boxscore. Headliners
of tours, ongoing or completed, that round
out the midyear top io are Beyonce, Bruce
Springsteen & The E Street Band, George

Strait, Depeche Mode, Paul
McCartney, Bon Jovi and The
Rolling Stones.

For all of this accounting,
midyear Boxscore numbers
can be a slippery barometer
of the overall health of the
touring industry. Many top
tours have not tallied their
numbers, other big tours are
just getting underway, and
many of the results come from
2013 shows reported after the
cutoff for Billboard's year-end
touring report.

Among the top 10
touring acts on the
midyear Boxscore
charts are (clockwise

Yet the less -than -robust North American
numbers follow a record year for the concert
industry in 2013. The industry has rebounded
to unprecedented levels since 2010, largely
driven by the growth of international tour-
ing, increased efficiency in digital marketing,
prudent booking and, most important, a focus
by the industry at large on improving the value
proposition of the live experience - especially
as ticket prices for some events edge upward.

From festivals to packaging to pricing, the
industry has zeroed in on giving fans their
money's worth, and that seems to hold true in
what's out there in the summer marketplace.
Higher ticket prices generally are attached to
"event" tours, festivals and double -headliners.
Festivals like Bonnaroo, for example, typi-
cally carry the highest prices in the business at
around $200, but the cost per band is a fraction
of seeing these bands on their own.

Rather than a downturn in the business
then, midyear Boxscore results most likely
reflect a cycle with fewer large -venue shows
and higher traffic - the number of acts on
tour. And, without exception, executives in
the concert industry remain optimistic that
live music will continue to be robust.

"I don't focus on [the numbers] as much
as [the question], 'Is the live touring business
healthy?' Yes," says Rob Light, managing
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Erykah Badu (right) sang in April at Australia's
Byron Bay Bluesfest (below).

partner of Creative Artists Agency. "I believe
that people love going to shows more than
ever, and I believe we are on a great path. I
don't see it wavering."

Marc Geiger, head of music at William
Morris Endeavor Entertainment, categorizes
2014 as a " 'steady Eddie' year, with modest
growth. I can't find a bad story."

Bob Roux, co-president of North American
concerts for Live Nation, the world's largest
promoter, says, "We're in very good shape."
Roux says Live Nation's amphitheaters are
hosting more shows than a year ago, and
average ticket volumes in the sheds are up "a
few percentage points" from that time frame.
"It feels very solid right now, with nearly zero
disappointments and some overperformers."

And, while arena show counts are down
slightly, Roux says that's offset by an increase
in the number of stadium shows. Live Nation
will promote about 7o stadium shows in
2014, "and every one ... is in profit and the
vast majority are already sold out."

The focus on giving fans value for their
money remains a priority. "I don't see a lot of

stupid stuff being done," says Geiger.
Traffic is still an issue. "The numbers don't

lie: Traffic is up," says Mark Siegel, co-head
of music at ICM Partners. "The main reasons
traffic is up are, one, acts want to keep work-
ing, because [touring] is their primary source
of income. But also the labels are pushing
acts to [tour more] to support new music."

When reviewing midyear engagement
stats, one figure looms above all: The

Lionel Richie: Legend Of Live
Lionel Richie will receive the 2014 Legend of Live honor at the 11th annual Billboard Touring Awards

on Nov. 20 in New York. The award honors individuals or bands who have made significant and lasting
contributions to live music and the touring industry. From his early days on the R&B circuit with The Commodores

and his breakout as a solo performer through his current blockbuster All the Hits, All Night Long Tour,
Richie has built a reputation for professionalism and delivering crowd -pleasing performances. The awards reception

is the finale of the two-day Billboard Touring Conference, which will take place at The Roosevelt Hotel on Nov. 19 and 20.

Coachella Valley Music and Arts Festival at
the Empire Polo Field in Indio, Calif., for
the second time, set a new Boxscore record
at $78,332,000 with attendance of579,000.
Goldenvoice Presents produced Coachella,
as well as the $18.6 million Stagecoach coun-
try festival.

The Tokyo Dome was the site of two top
Boxscores: The Stones in February and
March ($28 million) and McCartney last
November ($23.5 million). Interestingly, the
Stones' ticket range was $98-$782, while
McCartney's was $55-$165.

Bottom line: There are few surprises in
the list of the big successes at midyear. "The
ones that are happening now are the ones
that are supposed to happen," says Geiger.
"You could have picked it when they made
the deal." 0

Her fans, the "Swifties," packed the
23,000 -seat arena and, as they do Stateside, brought an
overwhelming number of posters in tribute to the super-
star singer -songwriter.

"Her mum even picks out the best ones and invites the
fan backstage to meet her," says 02 Arena GM Rebecca
Kane. Meanwhile, Beyond scored six sellouts at the
02 in late February and early March, produced by SJM
Concerts, grossing $11.3 million. Fans really lost it, says
Kane, when Jay Z stepped onto the stage each night to
perform "Drunk in Love" with his superstar wife. "The
screams of excitement were legendary," says Kane.

After more than 3o years on the charts,
comedian -singer "Weird Al" Yankovic
earns his first No. i album on the Billboard
zoo, as Mandatory Fun debuts atop the list.
The first comedy set to top the chart since
1963, it logs the largest sales week for a com-
edy album since 1994.

Yankovic arrived on the Billboard zoo back
on May 21, 1983 with his self -titled album, fea-
turing "Ricky," his spoof of Toni Basil's No.1
Billboard Hot loo single "Mickey."

Mandatory Fun was released July 15 through
Way Moby and RCA Records and sold 104,000
copies in the week ending July zo, according
to Nielsen SoundScan. It was promoted by
a well -received daily viral video campaign
that launched Monday, July 14. Starting with
his parody of Pharrell Williams' "Happy,"
Yankovic released eight music videos for
the album through the week on various sites,
like The Wall Street Journal, Yahoo, Nerdist,
CollegeHumor and YouTube.

Mandatory Fun is the first comedy album to top the Billboard 200 since Allan
Sherman's My Son, the Nut spent eight weeks at No.1 beginning on the chart
dated Aug. 31, 1963. A couple of comedy sets came close since then, includ-
ing Steve Martin's No. 2 -peaking A Wild and Crazy Guy back in 1978 and a
pair of No. 2 Cheech & Chong titles in the early 3.970s. In general, comedy
albums don't sell incredibly well; accounting for just .6 percent of album vol-
ume in 2014. In 2013, comedy sets generated just .5 percent. (A fun funny stat:
Mandatory Fun represents 13 percent of all comedy albums sold in 2014.)

Yankovic's sales week is not only his biggest since SoundScan started
tracking sales in 1991, it's also the largest for a comedy album since 1994,
when The Beavis and Butt -Head Experience sold 118,000 copies in the week
ending Jan. z. That compilation album was presented by the animated
duo and had comedy skits interspersed with rock songs from the likes of
Anthrax and Aerosmith.

In total, Mandatory Fun is the third top io album for Yankovic, who previ-
ously visited the region with 2006's Straight Outta Lynwood (No. 10) and his
last album, 2011'S Alpocalypse (No. 9). The latter debuted with 44,00o in its first
week - less than half of his new album's first -week sales. (Yankovic's previous
best SoundScan-era sales week came when Lynwood bowed with 73,000.) 0

The album sold
22,000, according to
SoundScan (up 386
percent), with download
sales accounting for
88 percent of the sum.
Shelton's popular Twitter
and Facebook accounts
touted the sale pricing,
no doubt driving traffic to
iTunes.

Shelton's well -attended
Ten Times Crazier Tour
continues to roll on as well.
It boasted a 40,000 -strong,
sellout crowd at Chicago's
Wrigley Field on July 19.

Meanwhile, on Hot
Country Songs, Florida
Georgia Line's "Dirt" logs
a second week at No.1, as

rookie duo Meddle & Tae
snares the Hot Shot Debut
at No. 39 with "Girl in a
Country Song." The latter
title is the first charted song
on the latest incarnation
of the legendary Dot
imprint, which was recently
relaunched by the Big
Machine Label Group.

frontman, Jim Morrison, was the quintessential
rock god of the late 196os. And on July 29,1967,
acolytes of the Los Angeles band propelled The
Doors' first hit on Elektra Records, "Light My
Fire," to the top of the Billboard Hot 100.

More hits would follow- as would erratic
behavior. Most notoriously, Morrison was
convicted of public profanity and indecent
exposure stemming from a March 1,1969 con-
cert in Miami. Little more than two years later,
he was found dead in a bathtub on July 3, 1971

in Paris. The 27 -year-old died of heart failure,
according to officials, despite rumors of a
