GIRL POWER FUELS

the Billboard Hot loo's
upper ranks as women
shut men out from the

chart's top five for a second straight
week. Meghan Trainor's debut
hit, "All About That Bass," is No. i
again, followed by Taylor Swift's
former two-week leader "Shake
It Off" at No. 2. Nicki Minaj's
"Anaconda," Iggy Azalea's "Black
Widow" (featuring Rita Ora) and
Minaj's "Bang Bang" (with Jessie J
and Ariana Grande), round out the
all -female top five.

How rare is this type of diva domi-
nation? This issue's chart (dated
Sept. 27) marks just the ninth week
in the Hot loo's 56 -year history

in which women have barred
men from the top five. Before the
Sept. 20 chart, ladies had last taken
control of the region on March 3,

2012, thanks to hits by Katy Perry,
Adele (two), Whitney Houston
and Kelly Clarkson. Prior to that,
the last all -female top five occurred
on March 2o, 1999, when Cher,
Houston (with Faith Evans and
Kelly Price), Monica, Mariah
Carey and Sarah McLachlan ruled.
(Women - including the all -female
Sister Sledge - first kept men out
of the top five on June 30,1979.) The
Sept. 27 chart marks the first time
since Feb. 27 and March 6,1999
that women have held the top five in
back-to-back weeks. -GARY TRUST

You're the featured vocalist on "Rather Be"
but didn't want to record it at first. What
made you change your mind?
Jess Glynne: Originally, it was a weird idea
for me to sing a song where had no con-
tribution to the writing. But got into the
studio with Clean Bandit and we changed a

few bits to make it feel like me. hadn't met
the band; just needed to know what they
were about.

You're known for dance music thanks to

AZOFF MSG ENTERTAINMENT
is betting big on dance music. The
joint venture among Irving Azoff,
Madison Square Garden owner

a 5o percent stake in ATM Artists, the
management and marketing com-
pany run by Amy Thomson, who
catapulted Swedish House Mafia
into the global spotlight.

"They think
big," she says. Adds Bartels: "Alesso,
Axwell and Ingrosso embody a

diversity that could potentially
change the genre." Indeed, offers
an insider, "For 2014, these signings
are big deals - with successes like
Avicii's 'Wake Me Up!,' labels are
just now understanding the value
of the music" in addition to the live
experience.

So far, so good - the Sept. 12

SnapChat premiere of Alesso's
single, "Tear the Roof Up," received
560,000 views in the first 3o min-
utes. The untraditional release, says
Bartels, aligns with the company's
core aim "to have that cool edge that
speaks to what Russell [Simmons]
and Rick [Rubin] started."

For her part, Thomson's back-
ground includes a stint booking
London's Ministry of Sound venue,
an advisory role to Burkle's private
equity firm Yucaipa and, currently,
titles in Las Vegas including music
director for Light, the Cirque du
Soleil-themed club in the Mandalay
Bay hotel that opened in 2013.

Live experiences will be an integral
part of the partnership between ATM
and Azoff MSG. At least six major
DJs will headline Madison Square
Garden this fall, culminating in a

New Year's Eve show featuring the
Skrillex-Diplo supergroup lack U.
It's the first time in five years that
Phish is not performing that night.
(The jam band relocated to Miami.)

How long can this fever last? It's
hard to say, but Thomson stands firm
that her artists transcend any fad. "I
don't even think Irving knows what
EDM is," she says. "He's interested
in legends." 0

"Truckin9"... In A Truck Ad?
How Universal Music Publishing Group is extending life for The Grateful Dead

How does a band mark a 50th anniversary as
an event rather than a footnote? Universal
Music Publishing Group thinks it has a

plan to breathe new life into The Grateful
Dead. Formed in 1965, the iconic psychedelic act
toured up until a month before founder Jerry Garcia's
death in 1995, and had historic success in the live
arena - it was a top 10 draw throughout the 1990s,
and ranked No. 1 twice. The group also scored a

hit single - "Touch of Grey" peaked at No. 9 on

the Billboard Hot 100 in 1987 - and cultivated a

legendarily devoted fan base.
Still, says UMPG North America president Evan

Lamberg, "Young people may know the name
Grateful Dead, but not be as familiar with their
music. If you're not putting yourself into relevant
areas where your music can be discovered, your
music could be lost to the younger [generation]." It's
an opportunity he hopes to explore at UMPG, which
will handle global administration for The Dead's song
catalog in a deal signed with the band's publishing
company, Ice Nine. (Six band members and the
heirs of three deceased members claim rights to the
catalog, and Warner Music's Rhino Entertainment
handles the band's
recorded masters.)

But before you start
humming "Truckin'"
along with the next GMC
ad your DVR is hopping
over, Lamberg notes
that the partnership

includes film and TV synchs but limits placement
in commercials to songs not written by the band's
primary collaborator, Robert Hunter, who has veto
power. "We will bring them everything for them to
review," says Lamberg, "and we will learn more about
what they want." His hope: "That this deal might get
some conversations started out there among other
iconic artists who haven't done global deals."

In fact, UMPG also has picked up the Neil Diamond
catalog as part of the iconic singer -songwriter's
move to Universal Music Group from Sony Music
Entertainment. But UMPG declined to comment on

the Diamond signing.0

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U2 And Apple To Launch
New Music `Format'? Not So Fast ...

A Bono "misnomer" leads many to anticipate the arrival of a

cutting -edge digital service - that isn't coming

THERE'S A REASON

why U2's Bono is

considered such a

showman. In the
wake of the band's

controversial free launch of its
new album, Songs of Innocence,
through a free iTunes download,
Bono participated in a Time
cover story touting another
Apple surprise: a "secret project
... a new digital music format
in the works [that] will prove
so irresistibly exciting to music
fans that it will tempt them
again into buying music ...

boosting the music industry -
and maybe even saving it."

However, the actual "format,"
which is intended to accompany
the band's next album, Songs
of Experience, is decidedly less
revolutionary. A source with
knowledge of the situation tells
Billboard that Bono's use of the
word "format" was a misnomer.

"It's not a new format, but
rather a new way to package and
present an album," the source
explains. "This is focused on
creative advances, versus shifts
in technology." (Apple and the
band declined to comment.
Manager Guy Oseary deferred
to Bonoand Apple vp iTunes
content Robert Kondrk.)

In Time, Bono, 54, claims
Apple is working on "an audiovi-
sual interactive format for music
that can't be pirated and will
bring back album artwork in the
most powerful way, where you
can play with the lyrics and get
behind the songs when you're
sitting on the subway with your
iPad or on these big flat-screens.
You can see photography like
you've never seen it before."

Apple has tread this path
before with its iTunes LP and
iTunes Extras formats. ITunes
LP, introduced in 2009, gave

labels and artists an extra cre-
ative arm for the presentation
of digital albums, with exclu-
sive material like interactive
artwork. ITunes Extras offered
similar functionality for films,
with exclusive interviews and
behind -the -scenes materials.

The launch of Songs of
Innocence has also become a

milestone moment in the music
industry debate of access vs.
ownership. By gifting the album
to Apple's 500 million iTunes
customers, U2 has already
achieved its goal of reaching as

many people as possible with its
new music - more than 38 mil-
lion globally, as of Sept. 18. But
even Apple has been forced to
acknowledge that its automatic
downloads aren't for everyone,
as the company introduced a

tool to make it easier for remov-
ing Songs of Innocence less than a

week after the album's release.0

NO RULES'
RCA president Tom Corson on U2's Apple
deal and what it means for his business

As president of RCA Records, a

label that has Justin Timberlake,
Miley Cyrus, Foo Fighters, Pink
and Kelly Clarkson on its roster,
Corson works with several
artists who could potentially

pull off a marketing move as massive as U2 and

Apple's. A week after U2's surprise, free release
of its new album, Songs of Innocence, Corson
weighed in on the potential benefits to other
artists and labels, including his own.

What's your initial take on what U2 did?
More than ever, there are no rules. Music
has been moved into this access model over

ownership; it really throws a lot of opportunities
our way. You just have to measure it up and see

if you can create a valuation for it. As long as

all the parties involved - the rights holders,
stakeholders in the business - are respected,
then there's a way to make these things work.

Do you think it worked?
Nothing happens without a consequence, even
good things. Universal [Music Group], the band
and everyone will have to navigate through that.
For a band at this point in their career, with what
their broader agenda is, hats off to them. They
certainly got a ton of publicity and good looks
out of it, so if that was their goal, they achieved it.

As a label boss, do you look at the $100 million
that U2 and Interscope are getting for their
marketing campaign and think, "I'd like that"?
Certainly, our desire would be to be part of
something like that, if our needs and rights were

respected. And that's the thing with U2 - they
still have to go out and sell this album. It's a very

dynamic business right now, with new models
developing. U2 have been brilliant marketers over

the years, done a hell of a job keeping the album
vibrant and relevant. And speaking a little more

record business -y, what it does well is get the
album out there without having to rely on a hit
single. This is one way of navigating that minefield.

What's your take on giving away an album like
that for free: Does this devalue the format?
Certainly it's a risk and I've heard people say

that. I'm more on the side of, "If it's great music
and there's so much access to music now, it'll
be about whether it's seen as great music over

time." Like anything, it's worth what you paid

for it. Time will tell if it stands up to other U2
albums, and if it does, then they have a shot and
it'll be fine. It'll be looked at as something that
did what it needed to do.

Deposition
What the "Blurred Lines" testimonies
reveal about songwriting - and credits

SNICKERS AND HEAD SMACKS ASIDE,
the deposition in the lawsuit to deter-
mine whether "Blurred Lines," written
(officially, anyway) by Robin Thicke, 37,

and Pharrell Williams with an assist from T.I.,
plagiarized Marvin Gaye's "Got to Give It Up"
provides a rare glimpse into how hits are made
and monetized. Among the realities revealed
when the testimonies went public on Sept. 15:

1Gifting songwriting credit, a practice as
old as the first wax records, is alive and

well. Williams explained in his testimony that
he wrote and recorded "Blurred Lines" himself,
although he did include some of Thicke's melodic
suggestions. Thicke, admitting he lied in inter-
views about writing the song, says Williams, 41,

was "generous" in giving him a songwriting credit.
Artists don't always know their splits.2 Thicke admitted he was unsure how much of

the song's publishing he receives, but sources tell
Billboard his share is 22 percent, while Williams
get 65 percent. (On U.S. download sales of 7.2 mil-
lion, according to Nielsen SoundScan, Billboard
estimates the song has generated $2.8 million in
radio airplay and mechanical royalties.)

3Enlisting a marquee name helps secure
a song's spot on the album. Some say the

notion of stacking the odds in an artist's favor by
hitching his wagon to another star goes back to the
Al Jolson era. Today, it remains a common prac-
tice. To wit: Thicke's association with Williams
helped "Blurred Lines" make its way to market.

4 Technology eases the creative process but
complicates songwriting credit. The ease

with which producers can make and store hun-
dreds of pieces of music means a topline (melody
and lyrics) can come from anywhere at any time.
A rap, for example, was added to "Blurred Lines"
after the session ended, earning T.I. a 13 percent
slice. It was Thicke's idea, said Williams. 0

Atlantic City Dealt A Bad Hand
Casino closings are a tough blow for
South Jersey live -music scene

The first major casinos in Atlantic City, N.J., opened
in the late 1970s and early '80s - welcoming such
performers as Frank Sinatra, Sammy Davis Jr., Liza
Minnelli and Paul Anka -and for years the town
thrived as a well -positioned market for artists
routing tours through the Northeast.

But the gambling mecca of the East Coast is
expected to lose five of its 12 casinos by the end
of 2014, brought on by competition from other
gambling properties in neighboring states. In
early September, the local music scene lost the
2,550 -capacity House of Blues at the Showboat
and the 5,000 -capacity Ovation Hall at Revel. The
market will take another hit in November with
the expected closing of Trump Taj Mahal, which
houses the 5,300 -capacity Mark G. Etess Arena.

Several local live -entertainment executives
insisted to Billboard that the casino closures will
not significantly affect bookings at their respective
concert venues. But other industry players familiar

with the market believe the casino closures could
result in fewer concerts in the city.

"It's going to hurt the market, there's no doubt,"
says Stan Leyinstone, president of SLP Concerts and
former booker for House of Blues, which grossed
$3.3 million from 52 shows that drew 79,000 people
between January 2013 and July 2014, according
to Billboard Boxscore. "I don't know if a lot of those
bands are going to end up finding a place to play."

But Ken Fermaglich, a senior vp at The Agency
Group, says he believes the market has enough
venues for artists to choose from.

"The market itself is healthy," he says. "It's just
that there are too many hotel rooms."O

THE HISTORY OF THE MUSIC
industry may yet be written
by David Massey, 56, who
has filled 35 volumes of his

diaries with experiences that go back to
swinging London. In 1962 his mother,
Marion, began managing fledgling pop
star Lulu, and he grew up "absorbed with
the business," he says. Massey started
out managing Wang Chung in 1982,
transitioning to the label side (and trad-
ing London for New York) in 1991, when
he became vp A&R at Epic, and counted
Oasis among his first signings. In 2007, he
left Sony for Universal and a chance to run
his own label, Mercury, expanding his port-
folio in 2013 to include president of Island,
where he signed Avid' and brought Iggy
Azalea to Island Def Jam. In April, the two
labels split, and Massey, married with a
grown son and daughter, has quickly estab-
lished Island - which has a staff of just 28,
but works hand -in -hand with the Republic
radio promotion team - as home to a
diverse group of newly minted hitmakers:
Kiesza, whose debut single, "Hideaway,"
topped the U.K. singles chart (it moves
to No.53 on the Billboard Hot loo dated
Sept. 27); Tove Lo, whose "Habits" is a top
20 alternative radio hit, and has topped
the Hot Rock Songs chart for four weeks;

getting calls from lawyers-" 'To Sir With
Love' is No. 7 with a bullet ... it's No.3." I be-
came fascinated by the whole process of the
Billboard charts. I grew up with Lulu almost
as a sister- she lived with us when she first
started, and she was 15, about Shawn's age.
It makes me very comfortable with young
artists, because it's how I grew up.

You went to law school, then decided
to become a manager.
When I graduated it took me some time to
come to terms with the fact that I wasn't
going to be a politician and a high court
judge, but I would end up like my mom.

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That jump was driven by [then-IDJ chair-
man/CEO] L.A. Reid and Steve Bartels.
Getting into the Universal system and
learning from L.A., who I saw as the best
A&R person in the business, felt like an
opportunity not to be missed.

My first week, I went over to L.A.'s as-
sistant and said, "Can we fix a time for
me to come and see L.A.?"

Can you
judge an artist in six -second clips?
His stats are remarkable, so there's a

response to him that is truly organic, but
it was really nothing to do with the stats. I
would've signed him within three minutes
of him sitting down in my office. I knew
for sure. I'm hearing the new songs that
he's writing, and he's got the troubadour
quality of an Ed Sheeran but he's also got
that populist across-the-board, across-the -

nation feel of someone like Taylor Swift.

You've reunited with Nick Jonas. He
appeared recently on NBC's Today,
as well as in a couple of gay clubs. He

seems to be rebranding himself.
Very much so. I signed him as a solo artist
when he was 10, and the initial vision for
Nick was a soulful kid. When the Jonas
Brothers decided to split, Nick and I had
a conversation the next day.

groove and warmth to it. Playing in gay
clubs is all about widening the audience,
and the gay audience is a tastemaker audi-
ence who recognize great music.

Alex Da Kid Tackles The 920s
Director Baz Luhrmann protege Diesel Schwarze invites the British hitmaker to
make his soundtrack debut with the Gatsby-esque musical Ziggy

THE 2013 HIT MOVIE THE GREAT GATSBY
has spawned another 192os-themed
musical with a modern twist: the film Ziggy
starring Dane DeHaan and Rooney Mara

as star-crossed lovers in the time of Prohibition -
he playing a hunchback escape artist who arrives
in New York and falls in love with the fiancee
(Mara) of a powerful media mogul.

But anyone expecting the sounds of Thoroughly

Seattle Snapshot
Film documents the career of middle-
aged rock photographer Jini Dellaccio

Already middle-aged and entirely self-taught
when she fixed her camera on the burgeoning
Seattle music scene in the early 1960s,
improbable rock photographer 1Ini Dellaccio
became a consistent chronicler, capturing
both the area's rising ambassadors - The

Sonics, The Wailers - and more famous
passers-by like The Rolling Stones, The Who
and Neil Young.

That Dellaccio largely slipped under the

Trainor says "Bass" was inspired by her struggle
to embrace her beauty. "I still look at pictures
like, 'I don't like that,' and my mom has to tell me,
`Stop doing that to yourself.' Even my auntie will
be like, 'You're adorable,' " Trainor says. "I was
always a little insecure. I had brothers that played
football, so I was just a straight-up tomboy for a
minute. I didn't know makeup and hair stuff. My
friends had to tell me what a straightener was. I

didn't know fashion or any of that until the label
gave me a stylist." (Indeed, Trainor was getting an
Epic -sanctioned manicure during her interview.)

Now, Trainor has become a model of self-
acceptance for kids across the globe. "I got up
at six this morning to reply to fan letters and
Instagram posts," she says. "I don't consider
myself a feminist, but I'm down for my first
opportunity to say something to the world to be
so meaningful. If you asked me, 'What do you
want to say?' it would be, 'Love yourself more. "

But other songs by Trainor are devoted to lov-
ing other people, through values as vintage as her
doo-wop-indebted sound. The EP's title track
is an ode to commitment before sex; on "Dear
Future Husband," she lists requirements to a
future beau, including "flowers every anniver-
sary." "Girls need to be treated better. I never
got that growing up," she says. "In high school, I

didn't date awesome dudes."
Trainor is now single and looking- though

The group
has become known for music that paints vivid
pictures, oftentimes literally with cinematic videos
like "Hunger of the Pine," where a man is hunted by
invisible archers with arrows.

While This Is All Yours doesn't sonically stray
from Wave, the January departure of guitarist -

bassist GwIl Sainsbury altered the band's dynamic,
forcing it to "reaffirm bonds." "If you're a threesome,
you can't fall out," says Unger -Hamilton. "We've felt
like a closer group since [he] left."

The act's new chemistry will be put to test on its

current world tour. As always, expect a picturesque
musical (and visual) experience. "Video and music
go really well together," says Unger -Hamilton, "but
even better than video is real places."O

by Los Angeles hat designer Nick
Fouquet. Pharrell Williams and
Madonna both took the Grammy
stage this year wearing his one -of -a -

kind designs, and Chris Brown, Jared
Leto and Anne Hathaway also count
themselves as fans. "[Hats are] the
pinnacle of elegance in so many ways,

both for their fashion and utilitarian
purposes," says the 31 -year -old
hatmaker ("not milliner, there's
a difference," he's quick to note;
milliners use "sectional blocking
technique" unlike the unified block
technique employed by hatmakers,
says Fouquet), whose studio is
tucked away off Venice's Abbot
Kinney Boulevard.

Born in New York and raised in
Florida and southern France, Fouquet
holds a degree in environmental
sciences and sustainable
development and, between modeling
gigs for Ralph Lauren, Levi's and

Guess, has apprenticed for a handful
of fashion labels.
"Hat making is a dying art - there

are only about 30 artisans in America,
and 300 in the world," says Fouquet,

who took to the craft seven years ago

after meeting a cowboy who taught
him how. Each handmade hat is spun

from heritage fabrics, like Ecuadorian
straw or beaver fur felt
("one of the most durable
materials"), and takes
roughly 24 hours to create

after intense distressing, dyeing and
chemical treatments.

Fouquet always aims for a personal

touch, such as Madonna's cowboy hat

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Blame King of the Bros JASON ALDEAN all you want for sparking country music's recent obsessions with beer,
trucks and even rapping. But don't expect the massively popular singer, who grew up

on Guns N' Roses and is now trying his hand at "baby -making music," to apologize for any of it:
"You might as well slap me in the face as say 'Yeah, it's OK' about a song of mine"

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LET'S GET ONE THING CLEAR: JASON ALDEAN IS
not your bro.

"This whole bro-country thing, whoever coined
that ridiculous phrase, it's about beer or trucks
or whatever," says the 37 -year -old singer, agita-
tion creeping into his otherwise laconic Georgia
accent as he gets started up on the topic. "Yeah,
we've had some songs that talk about that stuff.
But that's also what we really grew up doing. A
lot of us grew up in these little towns where there
wasn't a whole lot to do, and we were entertain-
ing ourselves. I can't sing you a song about being
a stockbroker on Wall Street, because I don't even
know where the hell Wall Street's at."

At this moment, anyway, Aldean - temporarily
hatless and tucked into a back room of a Nashville
restaurant, sipping coffee - hardly looks the
part of that much older and more storied country
cliche, the outlaw. But everything he does, he does
on his terms.

That includes setting the template for that crop
of rock -worshiping, truck -polishing "bros" -
among them Luke Bryan, a close pal, and Florida
Georgia Line, his opening act this summer -
something you can trace back to his zoos self -titled
debut, which has sold 1.4 million copies (accord-
ing to Nielsen SoundScan) and established power
chords as a country radio staple, or zolo's triple -

platinum My Kinda Party, which brought rap into
the fold with "Dirt Road Anthem." It also means
indulging his irascible, unsmiling tendencies at a
time when many of his peers come off like grinning
party acts.

"One of my best friends in the world is Luke
[Bryan]. He can flash those teeth like that," Aldean
says, snapping his fingers, "and he walks around
smiling all the time. I'm the complete opposite.
We'll do a photo shoot and I'll look at all the ones
of me smiling and I'll just move them to the side,
like, 'Those are out.' " Hesitant to concede that
even a moment's self-consciousness goes into his
persona, he quickly adds: "I hope people feel like
what you see is what you get with me. I don't try to
be something I'm not. It's too much work to try to
be something else."

Calculated or not, those inclinations have made
Aldean one of country's biggest male stars today.
His most recent single, "Burnin' It Down," is
holding steady at No.1 on Billboard's Hot Country
Songs chart for an eighth consecutive week, and

his sixth album, Old Boots, New Dirt, out Oct. 7, will
surely be among this year's top bows. (His previous
effort, zoiz's Night Train, sold 409,000 copies in
its first week, topping out at 1.6 million.)

And it comes hot on the heels of a massive
summer tour that included five stadium dates,
where he played to sellout crowds of as many as

40,000 fans and grossed nearly $13 million, a

game -changing run that helped make this year
the strongest one for stadium shows in a decade,
according to Boxscore.

But even as Aldean extends his dominance, his
domain grows more crowded. "It's the curse of
Nashville," he says. "Luke has become a major
star here in the last couple of years, and it seems
like every damn artist who comes out now has got
a damn baseball cap on or a hat turned around
backward, trying to cop his vibe. Florida Georgia
Line is killing it right now - and the next thing
you're going to see is a bunch of duos coming out,
all tatted up."

Aldean knows the feeling well: "In my case,
when `Hicktown' [his zoos debut single] came out,
there was really nothing like that out there. People
saw a hat act that comes out and looks like a coun-
try singer, but it's straight rock stuff- well, then
there's a wave of that stuff. If the people that run
the record business in Nashville find something
that works, they will run it into the ground."

Aldean has managed to stand apart with his
reluctance to glad-hand. His lack of effusive
cheerfulness may cost him award nominations -
he didn't get a single nod for this year's Country
Music Association Awards, which inspired his
similarly fiery father to pen a Facebook post
condemning the CMAs as "a farce." But his
half -sensitive, half -surly, all -smoldering persona
appeals to both male and female country fans
eager for a star who doesn't seem desperate to be
embraced.

When Michael Knox, 47, a song-publishing player
and Aldean's longtime producer, discovered
Aldean in 1998 at a talent show in Macon, Ga., the
singer was a z1 -year-old kid who "had his shirt
tucked in and was a little more '9os country -look-
ing." Still, the Music Row veteran (who had gone
to visit his mother in her hometown, and went to a
local talent show on a whim) was transfixed.

"He would do Alabama, Tracy Lawrence, Merle

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Haggard, 'Behind Closed Doors' - and then he
would do Guns N' Roses," Knox remembers.
"I had been looking for five years for an arena-

country guy - we hadn't had one since Garth
Brooks - who could take a heavy-metal kind of
approach and really blow it out. But he had to
be a real country boy for it to work. And I knew
he could pull that off. Jason was a small-town
American guy, red, white and blue, and he didn't
want to be anything but country. He could just
sing other things."

It wasn't only heavy guitars that influenced
Aldean. The rock attitude (and imbibing) that
defined the late '8os and early '9os inspired him

just as much. "I grew up on Guns N' Roses and
those guys who were really badass when they
played a show," he recalls. "They were stoned or
drunk out of their minds onstage, but still just kill-
ing it. I remember seeing [GNR] at the American
Music Awards drunk out of their minds, accepting
an award, cussing all over the place because they
were destroyed. I'm not saying that those were the
guys that I strived to be, but those were the guys
that I grew up watching."

Aldean's parents divorced when he was 3. He
spent summers with his father, Barry Williams, a
federal worker who played a lot of George Jones
and Eagles, and his younger half-sister. (Jason took

his stage moniker from Williams' middle name,
Aldine.) His mom, Debbie, also worked for the
government, and played bingo at the VFW hall
where 14 -year -old Aldean took the stage for the
first time.

Within a few years, Aldean was driving a Pepsi
truck by day and headlining Macon's top club,
Whiskey River, by night. Although he didn't see
himself as a songwriter, Knox convinced him to
sign a publishing deal as a way to get to Nashville.

In 2001, Aldean wed childhood sweetheart
Jessica Ussery, with whom he has two daughters- Keeley, ii, and Kendyl, 6 - and started work-
ing with a rugged band that Knox put together

for his showcases. Many false starts and failed
record deals later (with Capitol Nashville signing
and dropping him along the way), Aldean hooked
up with Broken Bow and clicked with a series of
singles co -written by John Rich of Big & Rich.

Aldean made good use of the hard -rock sound
that Big & Rich had introduced to country radio,
but his songs steered away from that duo's tongue-
in-cheek lyrics in favor of more serious tributes to
small-town living. "It really wasn't until the Wide
Open album [in 2009], when 'She's Country' hit,
that I realized, 'All right, I may not have to go back
to working at Pepsi,' " Aldean says.

Aldean sparked his first (and only) celebrity
scandal in September of 2012, when TMZ snapped
him kissing 24 -year -old American Idol contestant
Brittany Kerr in a West Hollywood bar. He quickly
issued a public apology and promised to recom-
mit to his 12 -year marriage. Seven months later,
though, he filed for divorce. Aldean and Kerr
went public as a couple at June's CMT Awards; in
July, he Instagrammed a photo of them and her
dog backstage. Seeing him back with Kerr, some
conservative -minded country fans went off on
them through social media.

Predictably, Aldean has little patience for that
kind of moralizing. "It has been two years of this
shit - get over it, already!" he says. "And then
when I finally do get enough of it and say some-
thing, every newspaper grabs it. And I'm not
trying to get in the headlines - I'm just trying to

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get people to stop running their mouths."
The negative attention still gets to him. "I'm

pretty private, but over the last couple of years I've
gotten that taken away from me, which kind of
pissed me off. You know, my kids get on there and
read all that. I'm not blaming anybody. Obviously,
a lot of that stuff is my own deal. But I could go post
something on my page right now that says, 'Hey,
we just donated $5 million to a children's cancer
research center,' and somebody would get on there
and go, 'You're an asshole cheater.' "

None of this discouraged Aldean from releas-
ing "Burnin' It Down" -which features lyrics like
"Laying right here naked in my bed" and "Girl,
when you want it/You know that I'm on it" - in
July as the first single from Old Boots, New Dirt.
"People in country music, when they think about
the fan base, they think about the soccer mom
driving her kids to school in the car," Aldean says.
"So then it's like, 'Somebody said 'naked' on the
radio? Oh, my God. We've got to go to church
tonight.' If that is the worst thing that's said on
radio or the worst thing that your kids see on TV- I mean, you see worse stuff than that on the
Disney Channel."

Still, some in Aldean's camp privately admit to
worrying that releasing such a frankly sexual song
would reignite the divorce brouhaha. And it didn't
help that it's a midtempo ballad - "R&B, baby -

making music," Aldean calls it - relying on drum
loops, which still make country radio program-
mers nervous. "It's different from anything that's
at country radio," says Broken Bow GM Jon Loba,
who concedes that "there were several stakehold-
ers who were very hesitant to release this as the
first single."

Naturally, Aldean squashed the protests: "I
finally just went, 'This is the single.' I'm in a
fortunate position that not a lot of artists get to be
in where I can go in there and do that." The huge
airplay and sales (more than 1 million downloads
sold) of "Burnin' It Down" confirm that this was
the right move - and underline that Aldean's
defiant gestures are often what take his success
over the top.

Of course, his new album does cover some
familiar ground, from the rock'n'roll-all-night
opener, "Just Gettin' Started," to the sorrowful
closer, "Two Night Town." Aldean even includes
a straight -ahead song about country music's
favorite mode of transportation, "If My Truck
Could Talk." He's not blowing off the soccer
moms and churchgoers; he's just taking the
occasional, carefully reckoned risk - with a
clear marketing upside. "I wish a lot more art-
ists had that [power], rather than just being the
poster for it all, and everybody else being the

decision -makers," Aldean says. "I think it's a little
unfair. It has probably cost a lot of artists their
careers by doing that. I never wanted to be one of
those casualties."

Bold as Aldean might be growing in his work-
from booking stadiums to pushing singles about
"lovin' up on you" - in his personal life, he's
becoming even more of the "recluse" that Knox
described him as being before the TMZ tail. These
days, he likes to stick close to home when he's off
the road. He has a newish house in Nashville with
a stocked fish pond, and further outside of town,
he owns i,soo wooded acres where he goes to hunt
with buddies Bryan and country singer Tyler Farr.

Sometimes, though, Aldean has to venture out
like any regular Tennessee suburbanite - that is to
say, without a security detail or any special stealth
measures. "If I want to take my daughters to the
mall, that's what we're going to do. If me and Brit
want to go on a date, I'm not going to say, 'We need
to eat dinner at the house, and sneak in the back
door of the movie theater.' That's ridiculous." Says
Knox: "If somebody walks up and asks for his
autograph, he doesn't hesitate. He's kind of like a

NASCAR guy - he'll sign it and keep walking and
just say, 'Thank you.' He's not going to stop and
talk to them for hours, because for him that's like
being trapped in an elevator - he'd freak out."

In music, Aldean's just fine starting up a debate.
"You're going to have your traditional country
music fans that think you're completely ruining
country music, and you're going to have your
new -age fans that love what you're bringing to the
table," he says. "I love that. I want you to either
despise it or love it. You might as well slap me in
the face as say, 'Yeah, it's OK,' about a song of
mine. If people say they hate it, as ridiculous as
it sounds, at least I know I'm getting a reaction,
which is exactly what I want." Whatever com-
plaints you might have about him, his sexy song or
how his rock fixation put the word "bro" in front of
much of today's "country," those are all things he's
happy to burn down, too. 0

Ten years ago, the hip-hop producer had one of the hottest streaks in music history,

amassing a $70 million fortune. Then he acquired an epic cocaine habit and

bankrupted himselfflying on private jets and buying supercars and oversized

sunglasses. Now he's clean, relatively frugal and mounting a modest comeback

using the one resource he never completely squandered: Chutzpah

ON A SCORCHING WEDNESDAY IN AUGUST
in Miami Beach, Scott Storch is blasting a

new dance track of his from the elevated
DJ booth at Mansion nightclub. Puffing on
a Marlboro Red and dressed in designer
jeans, spotless white Louis Vuitton sneakers
and a gray Diesel T-shirt emblazoned with
the words "Mr. Cool," he is waving his arms
and driving an adoring crowd into a frenzied
state as lasers flash and semi -clad dancers
writhe in time to the music.

It's a seductive scene, but a manufactured
one. Outside Mansion it's actually late after-
noon, and aside from the throng around the
DJ booth, the club is empty. At the age of40,
Storch is shooting a music video for what he
hopes will be his second act. After a white-
hot career making hits for Beyond, Chris
Brown, Pink, Christina Aguilera and Justin
Timberlake - he wrote and produced nearly
a dozen Billboard Hot ioo top ios between
2001 and 2005 - Storch self-destructed in
a spectacular and very public way. Thanks
to a monstrous cocaine habit and a profli-
gate lifestyle, he burned through much of a

$70 million fortune (he earned a reported
$17 million in 2006 alone, on par with Kanye
West and Pharrell Williams that year) and
alienated the labels, managers and art-
ists who had helped make him rich. With
his $10 million Greco-Roman mansion on
Miami Beach's Palm Island, fleet of exotic
cars and reliance on private jets, the media
branded him the "Most Loathsome Man in
Music" and "McDouche."

But five years after he first checked into a

Florida rehab center, a humbler Storch says
he has put that debauched period of his life
to rest. He is once again writing and pro-
ducing songs (for rapper Rick Ross, DJ duo
Dimitri Vegas & Like Mike and DJ Steven
Lee) and prioritizing a new career as an
electro-pop singer. In early 2015, he plans
to release a four-song EP of melody -driven
EDM, drum'n'bass and trap that he wrote,

performed and produced almost entirely himself. The club scene shot at Mansion appears in
the video for the first single, an infectious dance track called "Your Light."

"I always said that someday I'm going to sing on a record," Storch, whose smooth vocals
calls to mind Calvin Harris, says during a break in shooting. "F- it, it's time." He is slightly
paunchier than he was during his streak in the mid-z000s, but behind his signature oversized
aviator shades, his eyes are clear. "I'm trying to be brave and fresh with my career," he says.
"I'm trying to take this medium and make it mine."

Storch has a tough road ahead. "A lot of doors were closed to me," he admits. But he's pre-
pared to get back in the game. "You've got to get in where you fit in," he says. "Even knowing
you was once wearing the f-ing crown, you still got to go back in the trenches. You got to bite
your lip, deflate your ego and fight."

A MIDDLE-CLASS JEWISH KID WHO WAS BORN ON LONG ISLAND AND RAISED IN
South Florida and Philadelphia, Storch was "on the path to becoming a court reporter like
his father," says one of his oldest friends, musician Andrew Sonic. But after Storch's parents
divorced, the 15 -year-old dropped out of ninth grade and began crashing on the floor of the
Philadelphia garage studio where Sonic was recording. The Roots were also in residence,
making their debut 1993 album, Organix, and Storch, who had been playing keyboards since
he was a kid, impressed the band with his talent. "Everyone was blown away by his chops,"
Sonic says. "He's got black soul in a white man's body."

Storch performed on Organix and joined The Roots, co -writing and often producing songs
through 1995. He left the band because he preferred composing and producing to the rigors
of touring, and because, he says half -jokingly, his ambitions were greater than being "the
white guy on keyboards." (He continued to work with his former bandmates through the
199os, most notably on their best-known song, "You Got Me," featuring Erykah Badu.)

On a trip to California in 1998, his friend, the Philly
rapper Eve, introduced him to Dr. Dre, and Storch
ended up co -writing three tracks for the former N.W.A
rapper's 1999 album, 2001, including "Big Egos" and
"Still D.R.E." The set has sold 7.8 million units, accord-
ing to Nielsen SoundScan, and Storch, then 25, found
himself in the big leagues, eventually able to command
$50,00o to $100,000 a track for his writing and pro-
duction skills. In the mid-200os, his run on the Hot loo
was virtually unparalleled: He was the creative force
behind Beyond's "Baby Boy" (nine weeks at No. 1 in
2003), Fat Joe's "Lean Back" (three weeks at No.1 in
2004), Mario's "Let Me Love You" (nine weeks at No.1
in 2005), so Cent's "Candy Shop" (nine weeks at No.1
in 2005) and Chris Brown's debut single, "Run It!" (five
weeks at No.1 in zoos).

Storch never lacked confidence, but as the hits and
the money kept coming, his ego swelled and his life-
style grew increasingly extravagant. "I wanted to be
the man, the King of Miami," says Storch, who once
referred to himself as the Meyer Lansky of hip -hop.
At the peak of his fame, he was living a contemporary
version of Fellini's Satyricon, throwing now-legendary
parties at his Palm Island mansion, purchasing a 117 -

foot yacht called The Tiffany and amassing a collection
of exotic cars that included rare Ferraris and a Bentley
that, he says, was his everyday "going to the grocery
store" ride. He bought piles of bling and Porsche
Design and Alpina aviator sunglasses, and traveled to
recording sessions on chartered Gulfstream V private

jets. ("I would always be going from L.A. to Miami to New York, to Russia, St-Tropez," he
recalls. "Costs about $5o,000 for a domestic flight, $250,000 for overseas. Yeah, that's an
expensive habit.")

The trappings of fortune and a modicum of fame included plenty of arm and nose candy
as well. Storch enjoyed a reputation as a hip -hop Lothario who bedded such tabloid staples as
Kim Kardashian and Paris Hilton. He also dated Lil' Kim.

Storch found his taste for cocaine at a zoos party in Los Angeles, when a friend pulled him
into a bathroom and offered him a line. By 2oo6, his addiction was full-blown. "I did coke
constantly and provided it for everyone else," he says - although he dismisses reports that he
spent $3o million on blow. "You couldn't snort that much ifyou tried."

By 2006 the cracks started to show. He was nominated for a producer of the year Grammy
and had seven singles chart on the Hot loco (including "Gimme That" by Brown and "Make
It Rain" by Fat Joe, both featuring Lil Wayne), but none of the tracks broke the top 10, "And
when I didn't win the Grammy, I was pissed," he says. "I told Kurt Loder [from MTV], 'F- the
Grammys!' " In 2007, he angered Def Jam after the label booked expensive studio time for

him and Janet Jackson to work on tracks, and instead,
he says, they partied at his home. He and Timbaland
also traded insults over a disagreement, since settled,
about production credits for Justin Timberlake's "Cry
Me a River."

Storch, who was 33 in 2007, rolls his eyes as he
recalls his erratic behavior at the time. But he doesn't
assume all the blame: "For me, it was the combina-
tion of cocaine and women. You feel everything so
much when you're on that drug, and you find yourself
falling in love every night. You want to screw a girl,
like, 20 times a night. And these girls want to go ski-
ing all night long," he explains. "Then suddenly it's
three o'clock in the afternoon, you have six things
scheduled and you're not going to show up to them
because you're a f-ing train wreck."

He was careless in other ways as well. "There was
this guy who was managing my house, and he found
a box full of statements - accounts that I had with
ASCAP, Universal Records royalties, whatever. I

said, 'Just throw all that shit out. It's worthless.' He
said, 'I'm going to check it first,' and found about
$500,000 in uncashed checks."

It was hardly enough to fix his dire financial situa-
tion. In 2009, Storch filed for Chapter 13 bankruptcy,
lost his home to foreclosure and was arrested for
grand theft auto for failing to return a 2004 Bentley
GT that he had leased, allegedly for Lil' Kim. He also
had inadvertently gotten caught up in what he calls
"the politics" of the West Coast hip -hop scene, where
warring factions turned to violence to end disputes.
Although he declines to be more specific, he says that
"a couple of years ago some dear Israeli friends,"
one a former infantryman from the military's Golani
Brigade who's now a Florida -based businessman,
extracted him from his debauched lifestyle in Los
Angeles and relocated him to a quiet upscale condo
45 minutes north of South Beach so that he wouldn't
be constantly tempted by Miami nightlife.

In April 2009 Storch entered the Recovery First
rehab facility in Hollywood, Fla., where he was
treated for three months in- and out-patient. He says
he emerged a "changed man." But in February 2012,

he was busted for coke possession in Las Vegas. "Yes,
it was a mistake," Storch says. "I knew, even at the
time, it was not the best place for me to be." He says
he hasn't relapsed or needed a return to rehab, and
adds, "There's not one part of me that wants to wake
up and f-ing bleed into my sink from my nose."

TODAY STORCH STILL KEEPS VAMPIRE HOURS,
heading to his studio every night and composing mel-
odies and beats until dawn. "The music is 20 times
better than it was in my f-ing prime," he says con-
fidently. "My mind is clear of all that nonsense I was
chasing as a young guy."

He says there will be no more vanity work, like
when he passed up the chance to produce Christina
Aguilera's 2006 Back to Basics album, which has sold
1.7 million copies, so he could work on Paris Hilton's
debut, Paris. (He and Hilton were dating. Aguilera
included "F.U.S.S." - which stands for "F- you,
Scott Storch" - on Basics in retaliation.) He recently
collaborated on the track "Supreme" with the current
king of Miami hip -hop, Rick Ross, and is working
with DJ Steven Lee and EDM act Dash Berlin on an
electronica project.

"I don't think the world's forgotten what I've
done musically," Storch says optimistically, though
he admits, "It's still hard to get [opportunities] -
especially with the corporate people." Although he
declines to divulge what he makes for a track these
days, he certainly no longer commands six -figure ses-
sion fees. In fact, he's not above knocking out beats
for artists strictly on spec.

The day after the video shoot, Storch enjoys a mug
of milk, pickles plucked from the jar and a Marlboro
Red at his oceanfront high-rise condo. He is living
within his means, he says, focusing on his three kids
(after child -support hearings in the past) and the
joys of a new puppy, Marley, named after his reggae
idol Bob.

He hasn't completely divorced himself from his
past. Although his exotic car collection was repos-
sessed, he drives a new $180,000 bright -white
Porsche 911 Turbo Carrera, which he calls "less of a
douche vehicle." He also still indulges in certain sub-
stances. "Look, I went [to rehab] for cocaine, nothing
else," he says. "I've never had a drinking problem in
my life, and I'll smoke weed until the day I die."

If he has a vice these days, it's food. After his snack
of pickles and milk, Storch and a party that includes
his manager Matt Buser and Sonic head to dinner
at a local haunt called Mamma Mia's. Before even
ordering the main courses, Storch fills the table with
enough garlic bread, fried mozzarella and assorted
antipasti to feed a small Italian wedding. The restau-
rant's DJ sends over a bottle of Champagne, but after
a few sips, Storch returns to his Pepsi. "I've got a ses-
sion tonight," he says.

His studio is a five-minute drive away, and, in
keeping with his Jewish heritage - Storch peppers
his conversation with Yiddish - every door frame
is adorned with a mezuzah. On the wall hang mul-
tiplatinum record plaques from his hits with Dr. Dre
and Beyond. He is scheduled for a session with an
aspiring pop singer, but first, there is a fresh melody
burning in his brain that he wants to lay down. He
writes and records a basic demo in just 45 minutes,
but after lighting up a cigarette, is inspired to layer on
an eerie minor -key synth chord. Told that it sounds
ominous, he nods. "You know what it's got, though?"
he says, with a gruff laugh. "It's got chutzpah!" 0

EVERYTHING WILL BE ALRIGHT IN THE END MAY BE
Weezer's best album since 2002's Maladroit, but its competi-
tion within the band's catalog isn't exactly steep.

Instead of continuing on with overproduced hits for alter-
native and pop radio, the Los Angeles quartet recruited Cars
frontman Ric Ocasek - who produced 1994 debut The Blue
Album and 2001 comeback The Green Album - to mount a
return to peak power -pop condition for its ninth studio LP. On
paper, the collaboration seemed promising, but mining the
past for the future proves challenging for Weezer. The ways in
which the band returns to form here emulate its early-aughts
reinvention (as a hip post-millennium rock group) more than
its mid-199os glory days. Even still, these 13 tracks don't have
the tightly edited cohesion of The Green Album's 28 minutes.
With an album -closing three-part suite that finds leader Rivers
Cuomo embracing his hair -metal past through wild solos and
sports -arena chanting, it's clear Cuomo hasn't abandoned his
gratuitous ways - he's simply paired them with an out-of -touch
point of view.

A handful of tracks strewn with cheesy metaphors shows the
impersonality that mars Cuomo's post-Pinkerton songwriting,
despite some redeeming musical qualities that reaffirm Weezer
as a purveyor of feedback and fuzz (particularly "Cleopatra,"
a great rock single if you ignore the lyrics). The chorus of "Da
Vinci" proves that pop culture geekiness doesn't necessar-
ily make for kitsch gold a la "Buddy Holly": "Even da Vinci
couldn't paint you/Stephen Hawking can't explain you/Rosetta
Stone could not translate you." It takes the juxtaposition of a
raw -edged duet with Best Coast's Bethany Cosentino ("Go
Away") and songs about Cuomo's formerly estranged father to
recover the emotional resonance, even a little.

Where Cuomo and his bandmates truly succeed is in the
meta anti -pop sentiments that string through a third of the
songs. Nostalgia -biting lead single "Back to the Shack" pairs
Maladroit's metal power chords with rockist lyrics doubling
as the band's new mission statement: "I thought I'd get a new
audience, I forgot that disco sucks." The ironically named
"Eulogy for a Rock Band" has traces of Kiss and The Hold
Steady, with a retro chorus that portrays Weezer as a torch-
bearer of legacy rock acts, while "I've Had It Up to Here"
compares mainstream cultural consumption to McDonald's
Happy Meals, proving that Cuomo hasn't entirely lost his
cleverness. The band made a name as alternative's tongue-in-
cheek savior, and despite becoming more the target of the joke
than the teller this last decade, Weezer still has some quips in
it - every fourth song or so. -JILLIAN MAPES

APENETRATING AND INSIGHTFUL
performance from Andre Benjamin
lends sufficient gravitas to John Ridley's
fact -based tale of Jimi Hendrix in the

year leading up to his debut at the Monterey Pop
Festival in 1967. Benjamin - aka Andre 3000 of
rap duo Outkast - convincingly inhabits Hendrix
during a largely unknown period of his life, imbu-
ing the character with alternating currents of
confidence, tumult and prescient wordplay;

everything about the performance is lyrical.
The first film from Ridley since his Oscar win for

2013's12 Years a Slave, Jimi: All Is by My Side skirts
around the Hendrix estate's tight control of his
catalog by focusing on the artist's life in 1966 and
1967. At the time, Hendrix was moving from Curtis
Knight's band to fronting his own blues -rock out-
fit and then, after moving to England, forming
The Experience. Aside from his musical develop-
ment, the film also shows Hendrix feeding off the
encouragement of Keith Richards' girlfriend Linda
Keith (Imogen Poots) and his own love interest
Kathy Etchingham (Hayley Atwell), both of whom
bask in the guitarist's aura and suffer at his hands.

Offscreen, the trio of guitarist Waddy Wachtel,

Ridley's a stickler for the truth in other aspects
as well, breaking the film's flow with unnecessary
frozen frames with onscreen name tags to iden-
tify Richards and others. But as successfully as
Benjamin's performance and Ridley's script cap-
ture Hendrix's mercurial nature, fiction seems to
be incorporated as well. Elements of the action will
have doubters, most notably a disturbing scene in
which he beats girlfriend Kathy in a nightclub. For
all the film's positives, its success could hinge on
the veracity of that one scene. -PHIL GALLO

Nerding Out With...

LENNY KRAVITZ

Lenny Kravitz has reason to walk tall these
days. In recent years, the singer -songwriter
has become more known for acting, thanks to
his role as Cinna in the first two films of the
blockbuster Hunger Games franchise. But
on Sept. 23, Kravitz returns to music and hits
the 10 -album mark with the release of Strut
- the first for his own Roxie Records label
(named for his mother, actress Roxie Roker)
- followed by a world tour kicking off Oct.
22 in Moscow. Before his whirlwind fall takes
off, Kravitz talked about his new LP and plans
post -Hunger Games.

Strut definitely plays to your rock side. What
led you there?
had nothing to do with it. It came together by

itself. I really had no idea was about to make a

record. I was on the set making Catching Fire.
Making an album was the last thing on my
mind, and all of a sudden I started hearing this
music at night, and it wouldn't go away. So,

have two choices at that point: Either I ignore
it and lose it, or I pay attention. I decided to pay

attention, and this is what came out, really fast
- like in two weeks, all of it.

Did recording and writing during filming help
or hinder the album?
One side of me loves to do things quick -
boom, get it done. Another side of me likes to
be analytical, take our time like Steely Dan or

Pink Floyd and work on this thing for a year. But
in this case I didn't have time to think about it,
and that's part of the success of this record.

What sound were you going for?
call it "grit'n'glamour" because it's rock,

but there's polish to it. That's why I got Bob
Clearmountain [Bruce Springsteen, The
Rolling Stones] to mix. When you hear records
he does, he'll put that beautiful polish on it, but
the guitars are huge, the drums are huge.

Why did you decide to cover Smokey
Robinson & The Miracles' "Ooo Baby Baby"?
was actually in the trailer one morning getting

my Cinna makeup, and "Ooo Baby Baby" came
on the radio. I hadn't heard it in a long time,
and I was just thinking, "Oh, my God" - the
vocal, the strings, the drums; it was just so

beautiful. I was touched. I thought that would
be the perfect song to end [the album]. sort of
visualized it as the nightclub closing; they flip
the lights on and the guy starts sweeping and
the band stays on for one more song.

What's it like being your own record mogul?
I've always wanted to be independent. The
last album [2011's Black and White America],
had some really bad experiences. I came off

of Virgin and went with Roadrunner, and it just
couldn't have been more wrong. This time I put
my own team together, and it feels good.

As The Hunger Games comes to an end, are you
pushing for a Cinna spinoff?
(Laughs.) Oh, no. I'm on to other films. But
it was a lot of fun. I enjoy being able to take
time away from being myself and serving
the character and director's vision and
collaborating. It takes me out of my world, and
creatively, that's really good for me. -GARY GRAFF

ON AUG. 17, EXPERIMENTAL DUO DARKSIDE
tweeted that it was "coming to an end" with
one final New York show.

Darkside at Brooklyn's
Masonic Temple.

Noise, in 2011 through Circus Company, once
described Darkside as "experiential rather
than musical" - something the group stuck to
through the end.

At Brooklyn's imposing Masonic Temple,
just a few miles from where the duo played
its first live show - in 2011 at Music Hall of
Williamsburg - Darkside brought its arrest-
ing music to life one last time, playing a fluid,
intoxicating set. Committed to pushing dance
music's boundaries, Jaar and Harrington stuck
to their songs' rough outlines while rifling off
each other, meandering down dark eddies
before surfacing with blinding klieg lights
and a viscerally thumping low -end. Backlit
and wreathed in smoke, Harrington and Jaar
teased out songs like the ominous "Freak,
Go Home" and 10 -minute workout "Golden
Arrow" with languid suspense between bouts
of heavy metallic shredding and boots -and -

pants rhythms. Jaar closed the set with a

thank -you speech to fans, the lighting crew,
Harrington, his management team and others.
It was the only bittersweet moment in a show
that otherwise kept everyone too enthralled to
get pre-emptively nostalgic.

The Replacements
Go Home In Style
Paul Westerberg is now 54, and the audience was middle-aged,
but the Minneapolis legends made the most - and then some
- of their first hometown show in 23 years

WHEN THE FRONT DESK
person at the Marriott hotel
in downtown Minneapolis
asked, "What brings you to

town?," I would have won instant accep-
tance, or at least comprehension, if I had
answered "a secret Prince concert." Or
better yet: "The Vikings game. Hurts
about Adrian Peterson, doesn't it?"

But when I said, "The Replacements,"
she gave me that gently mournful glance
reserved for grown men heading off some-
where dressed like Mr. Spock, and I felt the
need to explain.

"First show back in their hometown in
23 years." The hint being: You ought to
enlighten yourself with a Google search
when we're done here. Her eyes flashed
blankly: Sorry, nobody home.

Even in their '8os heyday, when the indie-
rock pioneers had "one foot in the door, the
other in the gutter," as one lyric offers, The
Replacements were not a household name,
not even in Minneapolis. But now? That door
is sealed shut. Mention the band and people
think you're referring to the Keanu Reeves
film about scab football players. On the other
hand, there were 14,000 of us, according
to the local Star -Tribune, who stood giddily
in the outfield of Midway Park, a soon -to -

be -demolished minor-league stadium, on
Sept. 23, and waited for our heroes to return.

Back in the day, being a Replacements fan
was like rooting for the Chicago Cubs. You
didn't actually want them to win. Ritualized
self-abuse was central to the appeal. Ifyou
went to a show and they were dicks or too

drunk, or half the band seemed to be play-
ing a different song than the other half, well,
that's why you were there: to identify with
them as unrepentant screw -ups. Because
that's what they were, and that's what Paul
Westerberg wrote beautiful, wrenching
songs about (and a few other things, to
be fair). Then he buried them in feedback
and booze and bad attitude. He couldn't
maintain a boundary between his art and
himself. He feared success because it might
ruin his cred as a screw -up.

But that was then. At Midway Park, the
four Replacements - Westerberg, bassist
Tommy Stinson (who joined the band at age
12) and the two replacement Replacements,
guitarist Dave Minehan and drummer Josh
Freese - hit the stage in matching suits of
gaudy, thrift -shop plaid and burst into "My
Favorite Thing," a 3o -year-old song that
could've been written for this very occasion.

Yeah kid, it's a -really hip
With plenty of:flash andyou know it
Yeah Dad, you're rocking real bad
Don't breakyour neck whenyoufall
down laughing

Yeah, Dad. Westerberg clearly knew who
was there to see them.

Let's get it out right here and make the
completely true, if indefensible, claim that
this was the best Replacements show ever.
(My personal sample size is eight, includ-
ing the first reunion show last summer in
Toronto.) Westerberg, 54, looks more com-
fortable onstage than ever; his singing and

guitar work were loud, fearless and brilliant.
Stinson, who's also in Guns N' Roses and
resembles Sid Vicious more with every pass-
ing year, now plays the bass like an actual
instrument, not merely a stage prop. And
the new guys? It was like nobody told them
that to be in The Replacements, you have to
at least pretend not to give a shit. Freese -
who has the long, weird résumé ofa veteran
hired gun and has been known to wear a
Lacoste shirt onstage, an unimaginable faux
pas in the old Replacements - drummed
with subtlety, power and wasted-teenager
enthusiasm. Minehan, another seasoned
pro, played as ecstatically as a kid plucked
from the crowd to jam with his idols.

For the aged crowd at Midway Park, the
show had taken real commitment. By the
time you hit your 4os, the minor indignities
ofconcert-going become all but intolerable.
The curses you mutter at the tree-size jack-
ass with the pom-pom hat blocking your
view grow dangerously audible. You worry
about the crushing lines at the porta-potties
and how much more plastic -tasting beer
you can drink before your bladder starts
screaming. You realize that the people look-
ing at you are thinking the same thing you're
thinking while looking at them. You are the

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opposite of cool.
But then a performance like the

Replacements' vaporizes your self-
consciousness - or at least it did mine. As
many times as I've listened to them through
the years, songs like "Left of the Dial" and
"Color Me Impressed" felt powerful and
emotionally complex, which had every-
thing to do with Westerberg. Introducing
the harmonica virtuoso Tony Glover as
he joined the band for a song, Westerberg
called him "a real musician," which was
sort of a joke and sort of a reference to
The Replacements' legacy of using self-
deprecation as a crutch. Finally, Westerberg

took a chance and didn't play the screw -up.
He presented himselfas an artist with faith
in his own gifts.

Every now and then, I glanced at one of
the few kids in attendance and wondered
what he was feeling as he looked over at
his father unabashedly singing along to
such misfit anthems as "Androgynous,"
"Bastards of Young" ("We are the sons ofno
one") and "Unsatisfied" as if they were the
holiest of hymns. Did he think, "Jesus, Dad,
what the f- was up with you when you were
my age?" Or did they cross the divide and
make a connection? This being Minnesota,
land of lakes, carbohydrates and stoic white
people, the two of them may not talk about
it. But I'm betting a bond was made.

The Replacements came out for the last
encore wearing the jerseys of the St. Paul
Saints, the regular tenants of Midway
Park, with each of their names stitched on
the back. Well, they were all wearing them
except Westerberg, who held his jersey in
his hand and eyed it skeptically. "You think
Bob Dylan ever rocked this shit?" he said,
before Stinson coaxed him to put it on.

Thus attired, The Replacements
embraced the truth: This was Old Timers'
Day. And they rocked it. 0

BEFORE EDM BECAME PASSE, THERE WAS
IDM - intelligent dance music, that is. Today's
sounds, from maximalist house -pop to arena
dubstep, appear astonishingly conventional
compared with the boundless experimentation
and extremity Aphex Twin and his peers refined
beginning in the early 299os. But the bold sonic
future they plotted out never quite happened,
and Aphex, the scene's most revered and most
irreverent figure, unceremoniously dropped out
more than a decade ago following the double -

disc hard drive dump Drukqs and its cynically
titled follow-up 26 Mixes.* Cash.

A lot has happened in his absence, but the
producer, real name Richard David James,
seemingly hasn't paid it much mind. From the
curious appearance of an Aphex Twin blimp
over London to his logos stenciled mysteriously
on Manhattan sidewalks, the marketing rollout
for Syro, his first
proper album in some
13 years, matches the
retro charms of the
record itself. A multi-
chambered love letter
to the sprawl of '9os
rave, the album hums
with sentimentality.
Throughout, Syro
revisits identifiable
touch points from
James' considerable
discography, as on
the drill'n'bass reboot
"PAPAT4 (pineal mix)" or the swinging techno
of "28odb ." Closing number "aisatsana" is a

direct descendant of Drukqs' striking piano set
piece "Avril i4th" (famously sampled on Kanye
West's "Blame Game"), exuding a calm, pasto-
ral beauty that encourages quiet reflection on
the wild hour-long ride that precedes it.

But despite the obvious reach backs (and
Aphex's signature confusing song titles), Syro
shouldn't feel too foreign to fans of contempo-
rary club sounds. Much of the record's first half
depends on downright danceable beats, as on
the rubbery electro-funk of "XMAS EVETio
(thanaton3 mix)" and the hip -hop -hued "produk
29." And while throwback acid melodies color
"Circlont6A (syrobonkus mix)" and "syro
u473t8+e (piezoluminescence mix)," they
provide a natural bridge to what unhinged bass
producers like Skrillex- who cites Aphex as
one of his influences - and Skream have been
cooking up. Technological advances, the explo-
sion of modular soft synths and the plethora of
freeware may have granted today's electronic
producers easier access and streamlined the
learning curves, but there's no escaping their
Aphex ancestry. -GARY SUAREZ

LIKE JIMMY BUFFETT IN A COWBOY HAT,
Kenny Chesney keeps assuring us there's
virtually no problem that a cold beer on a
tropical island won't set right. No Shoes,

No Shirt, No Problems isn't just the title of his 2002
multimillion -selling album - it's Chesney's motto.

He began bringing the beach to landlocked fly-
over states more than 20 years ago, long before
today's bros could legally drive a pickup or the Zac
Brown Band dipped its toes in the water. He sells a
lifestyle that, ifnot downright hedonistic, celebrates
making the most of every moment. Chesney returns
to that sentiment again and again on his 17th stu-
dio album, The Big Revival. He's referring to life, not
liquor, on "Drink It Up," while "Beer Can Chicken"
isn't a recipe - it's a reminder to embrace the "little
things that make life worth living."

Chesney bookends The Big Revival with two
stories about entertainers preaching their own
gospel. The stomping opening title track tells of

a mountainside tent meeting led by a Pentecostal
minister ("Praise the Lord and pass me a copper-
head"). But the Word is much more personal on the
album's closer, "If This Bus Could Talk." One of a
handful of tracks that Chesney co -wrote, the song
chronicles the artist's career on the road. "Twenty
years of summers, and I hope it never ends," he
sings, looking back on a travelogue of hopes, heart-
aches and high points. It's an intimate, sentimental
love letter to all his fans - even those who haven't
been on the journey since that first night in 1993
when Chesney opened for Patty Loveless.

Chesney is a gifted entertainer, but his greatest
talent may be his ability to make his music sound
easy and effortless. He delivers songs with a prac-
ticed casualness that never veers into sloppiness.
At times, it's almost too easy to miss the home-
spun messages he espouses on tracks like "Don't

Chesney's latest keeps
it beachy (again).

It," a song about how life controls you, not the
other way around. And the chugging lead sin-
gle, "American Kids" - Chesney's first No.1 on
Billboard's Country Airplay chart since "Come
Over" in August 2012 - captures the zeitgeist of
American youth in a way that John Mellencamp
once owned.

Chesney isn't as contemplative here as he was
on zolo's stellar Hemingway's Whiskey - and,
sadly, his new duet with Grace Potter, "Wild
Child," is no match for their Grammy Award -

nominated 2011 hit, "You and Tequila" (which
reached No. 3 on the Hot Country Songs chart).
But he's far from coasting. At 46, Chesney knows
exactly what works for him, and The Big Revival
serves his faithful flock a generous helping of
country salvation with all the breeziness of a long
holiday weekend. -MELINDA NEWMAN

THE LATE SUMMER SUN STREAMS INTO
the top floor of a building at the center
of the University of Southern California
campus as more than 3o excited college
freshmen and their parents gather with
school officials in a dramatic, circular space
stocked with computer workstations, 3-D
fabricators and a towering vertical white -

board. They're here not only to celebrate
the start of a new school year, but also the
launch of a new school. Every student wears
a black T-shirt reading, on the front, "The
USC Iovine and Young Academy," and on
the back, "The Degree Is in Disruption."

These are members of the generation
expected to create the next "disruptive"
industries, businesses that overturn existing
models through technology. Their school
has music industry patrons, but it is not a
music business school. It has wider goals.

The move to educate young "disrupt-
ers" leapt forward in May 2013. That's
when Jimmy 'ovine and Andre Young
(better known as Dr. Dre) - respectively
the former chairman of Interscope Geffen
A&M Records and co-founder with Iovine
of Beats Electronics - pledged $70 million
to launch the USC Jimmy Iovine and Andre
Young Academy for Arts, Technology and
the Business of Innovation.

It represents a new approach to instruc-
tion, says Erica Muhl, the academy's
founding executive director and dean of

USC's Roski School of Art and Design.
With technology driving change so rap-

idly, in every field, she says, "If our students
are going to succeed, we have to emphasize
critical thinking and creativity over special-
ization. The Iovine and Young Academy
presumes that our students will create an
entirely unique future - probably in a field
that may have either changed drastically
over the course of the four years they have
been with us or one that perhaps didn't
even exist when they started."

From their tech "garage" atop the Ronald
Tutor Campus Center, the academy's
freshman class - 31 students from 14 U.S.
states and four countries -can glimpse
downtown Los Angeles, the San Gabriel
Mountains and the future.

They're not alone. Other schools
focusing specifically on music business
education- and supported by indus-
try executives - are also responding to
the need to educate a new generation of
entrepreneurs. The list includes the Clive
Davis Institute of Recorded Music at New
York University's Tisch School of the Arts;
the newly launched Berklee Institute for
Creative Entrepreneurship at the Berklee
College of Music in Boston, under man-
aging director (and Berklee alumnus)
Panos Panay, founder of Sonicbids; the
Mike Curb College of Entertainment and
Music Business at Belmont University in
Nashville; and the Bandier Program for
Music and the Entertainment Industries
at Syracuse University, established with

"Today's disruptive technology requires
ongoing adjustments to curriculum,"
says David Rezak, director of the Bandier
program.

Musicians, of course, have always
been entrepreneurs in developing their
talents, observes Don Corder, chair of
music business/management at Berklee.
"But today's trend of successful artists
starting businesses that are ancillary to
their studio and stage pursuits is leading
educational institutions to develop new
curricular offerings," he says.

While responding to the challenge of
disruption, there's always an emphasis on
developing core skills, says David Schreiber,
a music business adjunct professor at
Belmont. "The most important of those are
problem solving and critical thinking," he
says. "Those things are constant."

The USC 'ovine and Young Academy
has caught the attention of other edu-
cators. "It's an awesome idea, and I'm
psyched to see how it turns out," says Jeff
Rabhan, chair of the Clive Davis Institute,
who also appreciates the value of a major
industry patron.

"It allows you to really hit the ground
running," he says. "It provides a sound
foundation to create a long-standing pro-
gram. That's the tangible benefit, the great

benefit of having Clive Davis involved."
In recent years, the Clive Davis Institute

has established stronger relationships "not
just with the music industry," says Rabhan,
"but with the community of artists and cre-
atives in New York, L.A. and Nashville."

But the most striking change has been the
caliber of students applying to these inno-
vative programs. "The level of commitment
that they are really allocating to their craft
at such an early age ... it's mind-blowing,"
says Rabhan.

"I love talking about these kids," says
Muhl at USC. "It's clear to all ofus in higher
education that we've never seen this com-
bination of abilities and desires, in terms
of what they want to do with their lives.
Their confidence in their ability to learn or
conquer anything is profound - and, no
surprise, they're natural leaders." 0

Atop The Billboard 200
Lecrae starts at No. 1 with his best sales week ever, becoming
the first Christian rap artist to top the overall albums chart

CHRISTIAN RAPPER LECRAE COLLECTS HIS
first no. 1 album on the Billboard zoo as his new
Anomaly opens atop the list. It sold 88,000 copies
in the week ending Sept. 14, according to Nielsen
SoundScan. It's also the first chart-

topper for Lecrae's label, Reach Records.
Anomaly's launch is Lecrae's best

sales week, trumping the 72,00o-unit
start of 2012's Gravity, which debuted
and peaked at No. 3. (Gravity was also
Lecrae's highest -charting album - and
only top 10 - until Anomaly's arrival.)

Anomaly is the Grammy winner's
sixth No.1 on the Gospel Albums chart and his
fifth leader on Christian Albums. (Most Christian
hip -hop releases are eligible to appear on both
sales charts.) Thus, Anomaly is the first title to
crown both Gospel Albums and the Billboard
zoo, and just the fifth set to lead both Christian
Albums and the Billboard zoo. In terms of the

Unlike the last Christian album that topped the
Billboard zoo (Burning Lights on Jan. 26, 2013),
Lecrae's opening week was driven by digital
downloads. Burning Lights' debut saw 3o per-
cent of its first week come from digital retailers
(22,000 downloads out of its overall 73,000
start), while Lecrae's share was 69 percent

(61,000 downloads). Burning Lights
burned brightly at No. I thanks to
nontraditional sales of the album
generated by churches, pre -orders
and the huge annual Passion
Conference. In total, that sum
equated to about 4o percent of his
debut week.

While Lecrae, 34, might not quite
be a household name - he's yet to chart a single
on the all-genre Billboard Hot ioo - he has sold
1.4 million albums and 2.9 million track down-
loads. He has released seven studio albums and
made his chart debut in 2005 with Real Talk
(No. 39, Gospel Albums). Lecrae reached the all -

genre Billboard zoo for the first time in 2008 with
Rebel, which peaked at No. 88.0

No. 76, similarly powered by
catalog album sales, which
account for 94 percent of

their Artist 100 tabulation.
The reissue of the Fab
Four's mono catalog on
vinyl (see story, page 69) is
the catalyst for their Artist

The Beatles take over
half of the top 10 on the
Vinyl Albums chart, as the
reissue of the group's mono
catalog on LP prompts a

wave of Beatlemania on
the charts.

The new batch of mono
sets follows the stereo vinyl
reissues of the group's
catalog in 2012. This time,
The Beatles reissued their
nine U.K. mono sets, the
U.S.-compiled Magical
Mystery Tour and the
Mono Masters collection of
nonalbum cuts. In addition,
all 11 of the titles were
available in a box set: The
Beatles in Mono. In the
week ending Sept. 14, the
11 -album box sold 2,000
copies, according to Nielsen
SoundScan, and debuts at
No. 5 on Vinyl Albums.

Collectively, the
individually available
albums sold 11,000. That
number blends both mono
and stereo versions of
the albums, but the vast
majority of the sales are
mono sets.

To compare, in 2012, The

Beatles reissued 14 titles
on vinyl land also collected
them in a box). The 14 titles
shifted 9,000, while the
Beatles in Stereo vinyl box
sold 4,000.

The Beatles' expansive
reissue series launched
in 2009 with a full
remastering of their catalog
and a relaunch on CD. A

year later, The Beatles
made their digital debut
with iTunes exclusively.
Then, in 2012 and 2014,
their catalog made a vinyl
bow in the stereo and mono
formats, respectively.

Billy Childs (above) has
his all-star salute to Laura
Nyro, Map to the Treasure:
Reimagining Laura Nyro,
arrive at No. t on Traditional
Jazz Albums - the first
chart -topper for the three -

With 3,000 copies sold in

its debut week (according
to Nielsen SoundScan),
it gives the composer/
arranger/pianist his first
visit to the Billboard 200
(No. 104) and his best sales
week since SoundScan
started tracking sales in
1991. Also, the one -week
total for the Nyro album is
larger than the cumulative
sales of any of Childs'
releases since 1993's
Portrait of a Player (5,000).

The new set's debut was
supported by an interview
with Childs on NPR's
Weekend Edition (Sept. 6),
a Wall Street Journal
feature (Sept. 9) and a

performance on PBS' Tavis
Smiley (Sept. 3).

Childs is joined by a

varied group of guests on

the album, including Renee
Fleming, Alison Krauss
and Ledisi, to name a few.
The album has another

big name attached to it:
producer Larry Klein.
The four -time Grammy
winner knows a thing or

two about tribute albums:
He produced Herbie
Hancock's star-studded
celebration of Joni
Mitchell. River: The Joni

On Sept. 21, 1974, the
Swedish pop quartet's
debut U.S. album, Waterloo,
peaked at No. 145 on the
Billboard 200, led by its
smash title single

THE WORLD BEGAN TO FALL IN LOVE
with ABBA in 1974, when the Swedish pop
group, which began singing together on a
beach vacation in Cyprus four years earlier,
won the Eurovision Song Contest with its
oh -so -catchy "Waterloo."

The ebullient tune soon became the
act's first top so hit on the Billboard Hot
loo, reaching No. 6 in August. ABBA's two
2o -something couples - Agnetha Faltskog
and Bjorn Ulvaeus, and Benny Andersson
and Anni-Frid (Frida) Lyngstad - later saw
the Waterloo album, their first American
release, peak at No.145 on the Billboard
zoo dated Sept. 21.

Greater success would follow, includ-
ing five top 40 albums and 14 top 4o Hot

harmonies and pristine pop hooks, ABBA
has sold 38o million albums worldwide,
according to the band's management.

Though the foursome hasn't per-
formed together since 1986, ABBA lives
on through its enduring music - thanks
especially to the lucrative Mamma Mia!
stage show. The jukebox musical, based
on the act's songs, opened in 1999 in

London and later became the eighth -

longest -running show in Broadway
history. In 2008, the musical was adapted
into a hit movie starring Meryl Streep and
spawned its own No.1 soundtrack.

ABBA hasn't put out a studio album
since its 1982 breakup, but on Sept. 3o, the
group will release ABBA - Live at Wembley

Arena, recorded in 1979. -KEITH CAULFIELD
