Out of Heaven" and co -writing
Christina Aguilera's "Hurt"
(No. 19, 2006).

"Funk!," which precedes
Ronson's Uptown Special (Jan. 13),

reaches the top with the majority
(65 percent) of its chart activity
from sales, rebounding 2-1 for a

second week atop Digital Songs
via 382,000 downloads sold in the
week ending Jan. 4, according to
Nielsen Music.

As "Funk!" reaches the apex,
men rule the chart for the first
time since Aug. 3o, when Magic
wrapped a six -week stay at No. 1
with "Rude." Between that
song and "Funk!," Taylor Swift
led the Hot loo for four weeks
with "Shake It Off," followed by
Meghan Trainor's "All About
That Bass" (eight) and then
Swift returning with "Blank

HOW MADONNA TURNED A
LEAK INTO A GLOBAL HIT

WHEN REBEL HEART DEMOS FLOODED THE INTERNET, MANAGEMENT, THE

LABEL AND AN AGITATED ARTIST SPRUNG INTO ACTION. THE RESULT?

SLEEPLESS NIGHTS, INTERRUPTED VACATIONS AND A NO. 1 !TUNES PREORDER

ON DEC. 16, MADONNA WAS IN
her New York apartment when
she received word that more than
a dozen unfinished demos for her
forthcoming album had leaked. Her
manager, Guy Oseary, was just
returning to his Beverly Hills estate
when he got the news. The album,
Rebel Heart, was set for a late -April
release, and thanks to a meticulous
marketing plan and an inspired
group of collaborators (including
DIplo, Kanye West and AvIc11),

buzz was strong on the singer's 13th
studio full-length.

But now, all bets were off.
Madonna shot off a fiery post on her
Instagram account lambasting the
leak as "artistic rape," Oseary got
on the phone, and both sprung into
action. "I don't recall that phone
coming offmy ear from 6 a.m. to
6 a.m.," he says.

High -profile leaks and other secu-
rity breaches have been a scourge
of the entertainment industry for
the past 15 years: from Wilco's
Yankee Hotel Foxtrot in 2001 and LII

Wayne's Tha Carter HI in 2007 to
Madonna's own "Give Me All Your
Luvin' " in 2011- which resulted in
an unidentified fan's arrest in Spain,
although he was later released -
not to mention the hacker group
Anonymous' threats to rapper Iggy
Azalea in 2014's final weeks. But

this Madonna leak was unusually
severe, including images and videos
as well as music. However, the singer
and her team's quick response may
have set a new precedent for how the
industry can mobilize in an effort to
combat them.

On the morning of Dec. 17,

Steve Berman, vice chairman
of Madonna's label distributor
Interscope, was on the phone with
her and Oseary. "She was in a very
angry, upset, emotional place,"
Berman recalls. He had visited her
in New York the week prior to hear
some of the album's first finished
songs with label president/CEO
John lanIck. "She told me, 'Steve, I

care about my music. I can't have the
songs being heard the wrong way.' "

Berman was confident that Apple's

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iTunes could be engaged to turn around
an official release of finished Rebel Heart
tracks on a dime, even though the digital
retailer's servers would effectively shut
down for the year on Dec. 19, just two
days later. But he faced two major hur-
dles: pushback from the upper rafters at
Universal Music Group ("Should we just
wait and do it all at the top of the year?"
was the response from one executive)
and the availability of iTunes vp content
Robert Kondrk, who was already on
vacation with his family in Mexico.

During the next 48 hours, Kondrk
was able to help Apple greenlight a
Rebel Heart preorder that would include
six instant -gratification songs for
download by midnight ET on Dec. 20

- including "Living for Love," the set's
first single, which was initially intended
for a Valentine's Day release (and will
now be promoted to radio on Feb. lo).
However, Madonna had to make sure
the six songs were in finished form, so
she holed up in her New York studio
working on the final mixes into the wee
hours of the morning of Dec. 18. "There
was no time to call any of the producers
- nothing," says Oseary. "Just her final
mastering sessions."

The result of Rebel Heart's 48 -hour
turnaround? The album preorder
topped the iTunes charts in more than
40 countries - including the United

States, where three of the six released
tracks entered Billboard's Hot Dance/
Electronic Songs chart dated Jan. 3,

despite just two days of eligibility. To
date, the six tracks have sold a com-
bined 131,000 downloads, according
to Nielsen Music, with preorders for
Rebel Heart at a robust (considering the
situation) 50,000 to 6o,000, accord-
ing to industry estimates. "We know
that in today's world, having a top 10
album with no promotion is really hard,"
Oseary says. "It's pretty... exciting isn't
the right word, but it's rewarding to see it
so well -received."

Still, Madonna's work is far from over.
There's still at least one more preview
track from Rebel Heart on its way before
the album's March 10 release (likely
due Feb. 8, the night of the Grammy
Awards, Oseary says), and an official
video for "Living for Love," to be filmed
in late January. Plus, there's an ongo-
ing investigation into the source of the
leaks (another 14 tracks hit the Internet
on Dec. 24), which, given their volume,
seem too far-reaching to emanate from
a usual suspect like a studio staffer or a
backing musician. Neither Oseary nor a
UMG representative would confirm that
the investigation has resulted in a police
report. Oseary's only comment on the
matter was, "We are working really hard
to solve this crime."0

BUSINESS AS USUAL

Sony hack, Madonna leak haven't
led to new industry practices

Despite the media uproar, the recent

Sony Pictures hack and high -profile

album leaks haven't significantly

changed the music industry's already

formidable anti -piracy efforts. A source

tells Billboard that Sony Music hasn't

instituted new policies in the wake of

the hack - which the FBI has blamed on

North Korea, although some suspect an

inside job - possibly because, as an

executive at a different major label

says, "there really wasn't much Sony

could've done when the North Korean

government is determined to f- you up."

Most executives agree that, short

of a Beyonce-esque surprise release

or a digital exclusive like Jay Z and

Kanye West's Watch the Throne, leaks

are almost inevitable by the time a

pressing plant is involved. Despite

herculean efforts to protect Taylor

Swift's 1989, the Target deluxe version

of the album still leaked four days

before its street date.

Most of all, the leaks are helping the

industry to refine existing practices.

These days, "people are just much more

particular about who has access," says

a management executive, adding that

masters are sent to distributors "as late

as possible." In fact, many executives

consider the Swift team's security to

have been a success. -GLENN PEOPLES

Warner Bros. Signs Kaskade
The label beefs up its EDM investment by nabbing one of the genre's biggest names

Warner Bros.

(Financial terms
have not been disclosed.)

The decision came down to
reach. Says Kaskade: "A lot of

majors look at electronic musicians
as producers first, and say, 'We've
got these topline writers and this
act we're trying to break...' It seems
very formulaic. I don't need the
factory behind me. I just need help
getting my music heard."

For its part, Warner is taking
an ambitious step into EDM's
competitive, and increasingly
crowded, ring. CEO Cameron
Strang characterizes the signing
as "a perfect fit" to complement
its partnerships with EDM-
focused labels Three Six Zero and
Parlophone's FFRR imprint, and an

"ever-expanding repertoire" that

includes Prodigy, which has a new
LP due in 2015.

The timing is right, as Kaskade
is about to launch an exclusive
residency with Wynn Las Vegas
that includes more than 30 shows
at Encore Beach Club and the
newly redesigned XS Nightclub
through January 2017. And while
he has never had a radio hit,
Kaskade does have three Grammy
nominations, along with sellout
tours and headlining gigs at major
music festivals (he'll play Coachella
in April). Says XS partner Jesse

Waits: "Kaskade has kept his
sound's integrity."O

The music industry has been
bracing for the moment when
streaming offsets sales - and it
arrived in 2014. In fact, this was the

worst sales year since the advent
of Nielsen Music in 1991, with
declines across the board. Albums,
increasingly splintered, dropped
11.2 percent to 257 million units
from 289.4 million units in 2013,
while track -equivalent albums
(TEA, whereby 10 tracks equal one

album) fell 12.5 percent to 110.2
million TEA units. Meanwhile,
an SEA, or stream -equivalent
album, was adjusted from 2,000
streams per album to 1,500 with
an average payout of half -a -cent.
Some 164 billion streams were

logged in 2014, equaling 109
million SEA. Another bright spot:
The fourth quarter was especially
robust, with Universal's Republic
and Sony's Columbia leading in
market share. Also on the industry -

measurements tip, starting in
2015, Billboard will factor in
Christian music sales when
tabulating label rankings.

The lawyer negotiating EDM's
giant paydays on the industry's
streaming standoff ("Irving is

right!") and guiding Gaga

WHILE MOST MUSIC

attorneys are thought to be
hipper than their buttoned -

up colleagues in corporate
law or litigation, you'd be hard-pressed to
find one with the cool cred of58-year-old
Grubman Shire & Meiselas partner Kenny
Meis elas. From the way he landed his
first major client, Puff Daddy (by getting
the then-19 -year-old aspiring mogul fired
from a project); to how he met his wife
of ii years, former publicist Beth Katz
(Jennifer Lopez and Puff, then a couple,
helped make the match), with whom
he has one child; and his more recent
notoriety as a viral video star who saved his
young daughter from being trampled by
a zoo -pound basketball player at a game
("Diddy & Lady Gaga - Our LAWYER's
the Toddler -Saving Hero from the Bulls
Game," read a TMZ headline from
December 2013); Meiselas, dad to three
sons from a previous marriage, by his own
admission, "has a story for everything."

That's thanks in large part to an
impressive array of music clients he has
accumulated during two decades in the
industry, including Nicki Min aj, Usher
and Avicii. But it also comes with the ter-
ritory - specifically, working with veteran
entertainment attorney Allen Grubman,
72, who has famously represented the
likes ofBruce Springsteen, Madonna
and David Geffen as well as MTV,
DreamWorks, Facebook, OWN and HBO.
Today, the firm, which Meiselas joined
in 1997 (Larry Shire is also a partner),
represents hundreds of clients. Its unifying
creed: being "in the superstar business."
Meiselas, a native of Plainview, N.Y., who
attended law school at Hofstra, is himself a
faithful subscriber.

How did you and Puff first connect?
Prince Markie Dee and Cory Rooney
had a group called The Fat Boys, but they
aspired to become serious songwriter-

producers and wanted out. So I was able to

get them out of the deal, and their first project
was on Uptown Records for an artist named
Father MC. The 19 -year-old A&R'ing the
record was a guy named Puff Daddy. I got him
fired from the project so that Father MC could
control and A&R it himself. Well, with all
respect, the world hasn't heard of Father MC
since, but Puff came to me a couple months
later and said, "I like the way you did that. Will
you represent me?" It has been 20 years now.

Clients like Usher and Nicki Minaj have
branding and endorsement deals, but
sponsorship was once a dirty word
among music artists.
Look, even back in the days when record
companies made million -dollar videos, you
could be on the phone screaming for a big
budget and then you'd have another who
didn't believe in videos. There are artists who
want their fragrance deal, their clothing line,
their spirits deal, and then there are those
who, if I even brought that up, would never
talk to me again. So you have to know your
artist and what their goals are. At the same
time, the economic realities of music have
changed. It used to be [that] you went on the
road to sell your album. Now, you can put out
a record for free or at a reduced price and be
able to make money touring, selling merch,
getting endorsements from Pepsi, Coke, a

mobile company ... that's all part of it.

What has been Grubman's best advice?
Figure out a way to make people come
together and to close the deal. Nobody
makes money if a deal is not closed.

How does that play out when a new
artist explodes and looks to renegotiate

a standing contract?
You fix the contract. It happens routinely,
because historically record companies have
been very good about recognizing that no
new -artist agreement will ever compen-
sate fairly based upon future success. So

we'll work out a deal that can correct and
improve the royalties, provide advance pay-
ments, [raise the] compensation.

What happens when a client and a

manager split up, as Lady Gaga and
Atom Factory's Troy Carter did in 2013,
and what's your role?
You get calls from people you've known
for many years and those you don't know
at all. For an artist at that level, everyone's
interested. I'll be straightforward with folks

Irving is right. The issues with all of
these companies - Pandora, YouTube,
SoundCloud and so on - need to be
resolved in a way that's fair to both the
record labels and the artists and not the
digital companies who are streaming and/
or playing the music without appropriately
compensating. It's the most urgent matter
facing the music industry.

You were an early cheerleader for EDM
and represent several top DJs, including
Avicii, Axwell & Ingrosso and D1 Snake.

if an artist is going to start an interviewing
process. Gaga wasn't looking to make the
change in that way. She had a great relation-
ship with Bobby Campbell, who had been
working with her previously at Atom Fac-
tory [and is currently representing her]. My
goal in that situation is to understand what
the artist is looking for going forward.

Irving Azoff, on behalf of his publishing
clients, is threatening YouTube with
a billion -dollar lawsuit alleging the
company hasn't properly licensed songs
for streaming.

ABC's medieval musical series debuts to impressive
numbers, but whether the songs will sell is another matter

ABC'S LATEST STAB AT A

musical series, Galavant
-a sometimes bawdy
medieval tale that tips its

cap to Monty Python's Spamalot!
but with even funnier songs

- opened to solid ratings, pulling
in 7.9 million viewers with its first
half-hour episode on Jan. 4 and 6.8
million in its second, according to
Nielsen. Now, the goal is getting
viewers to embrace the tunes of Alan

Menken, 65, and Glen Slater, 46,
which soundtrack the show's eight
episodes airing over four weeks.

Like the original music on ABC's
Nashville, Fox's Empire and the
two -season run of NBC's Smash,
Galavant will have songs from each
episode released around the initial
airing. Three tracks also were made
available prior to the show's pre-
miere along with accompanying lyric
videos; a soundtrack of 14 songs will
be released Jan. 19 on Hollywood
Records. In all, the series will feature
32 songs with cameos from the
likes of "Weird Al" Yankovic and
Sebastian Bach.

"The road has been somewhat
paved between Glee and Nashville,"
says Dawn Soler, senior vp TV
music at ABC Studios, who oversees
the show's creative elements. "I'm
hoping this becomes a cult classic so

maybe in summer we're doing Rocky
Horror Picture Show -type events."

Galavant originated in 2013 when
creator Dan Fogelman collabo-
rated on a musical episode of The
Neighbors with Menken and Slater.
Soler and the talent involved in
the show enjoyed the experience

so much, they suggested making
a musical. Within two months,
Fogelman had adapted Galavant and
ABC bought it as an event series to
fill slots for shows that go on hiatus.

Galavant was shot in England -
the first American production to take
advantage of a new U.K. tax credit
- and orchestrations were recorded
in Los Angeles. But for Menken,

"This is the
kitchen sink."

Alan Menken on the mish-mash

best-known for themes to movies
like Aladdin and The Little Mermaid,
it's his first project without a specific
stylistic hook. "This is the kitchen
sink," says Menken (to wit: the songs
of Galavant include doo-wop, pirate
ditties, and a Tommy-esque track
sung by Ricky Gervais).

For all its variety, the music is
unmistakably Menken, whose
mantle includes 12 Grammy
Awards, eight Oscars and a Tony.
Says Soler: "We're hoping this
makes him an EGOT."

Jxmmi, 23, hops to his feet and
shakes off his rare moment of fatigue,
but his brother is already onto the
next distraction. "Who is that?" Lee
asks, eyeing a shapely woman in the
hallway. "I'm going to start carrying
around a ring in my pocket. Like, 'Will
you many me?' "

The hyper -charged group, buoyed
by its spacey top 20 Hot woo hit
"No Type," has had a transforma-
tive year thanks to the success of
its rambunctious debut single, "No
Flex Zone," which peaked at No.
36 on the Billboard Hot ioo after
it was remixed by NIcki MinaJ,
Pusha T and other rap luminaries.
With catchy beats and the backing of
Mike Will, Rae Sremmurd's play-
ful, childlike vibe and unmistakable
vocals- cracking, pubescent yelps
mixed with raspy singsong melo-
dies - have helped the group avoid
rap's traditional tough-guy posturing
and become one of the genre's most
refreshing new acts. "We young, and
we make young music," says Jxmmi.
"It's always nice to dmake friends;
friends is good. 'Let's get drunk, let's
get high, let's party ...' "

" 'Come over here and have fun,"'
Lee adds. "All our songs is like that."

But while the pair's back-to-back
hits and youthful appearance may
make the act seem like an overnight

success, or a Kris Kross for the post -

millennial set, it has been a steady
climb. Born to a mother in the Army
and a father they never knew, the
brothers lived in Texas, California
and Maryland before settling in
Tupelo, Miss. There, their stepfa-
ther sold drugs and their mother
struggled to support them and their
two other brothers, so they moved
out as teens, living in abandoned
buildings and working dead-end jobs- Jxmmi at a bed factory, Lee at a
"ratchet" McDonald's - to fuel their
burgeoning rap dreams. (The irony
isn't lost on Lee: He's asked to film a
promotional spot for event sponsor
McDonald's at BET.)

They formed the group Dem Outta
St8 Boyz and released low -budget
dance tracks and videos that earned
them local buzz and even a .106

& Park appearance in 2011. Real
income, however, was hard to come
by. "We were getting booked for
shows, and we wouldn't see none of
the money," Jxmmi says. "Our first
manager was a snake."

But then a family connection -
their DJ lay Sremm is a cousin of
P -Nasty, a member of Mike Will's
production crew EarDrummers (Rae
Sremmurd spelled backward) -led
them to rap's hitmaker du jour. The
two relocated to Atlanta and quit their
day jobs soon after.

"The first time I saw them, they
had crazy energy," says Will, 25, who
rose to fame with hits for 2 Chalnz,
Rlhanna and Miley Cyrus. "We were
looking for an artist to create a next-

level sound. That's what these guys

are. When you only drop two records
and they both go top 4o, you can't
really front on that."

At BET, the pair's appeal is readily
apparent. Other stars are perform-
ing too-French Montana, Remy
Ma, Ill Boosie - but while they're
merely content to pace back and
forth onstage, Rae Sremmurd hits

synchronized moves, slides belly -first
across the floor and jumps around
with wide-eyed exuberance.

"We love that high energy," says
Lee after the BET show. "That's, like,
our lifestyle. Because we want you to
be our friends. We know you love our
music, but we want you to know who
the f- we are, too." 0

"Some of the harder music doesn't make any

sense to dance to. What's not being made
enough is this groovier house mix."

Don't count on him selling out. "I'm making
music because love to, not because it

needs to do well, and that's a great
advantage. will never sign with a

label that tells me what music to
make."

FERRARIS? FORGET ABOUT IT
Mexico's music stars are revving up their music videos with vintage American
muscle cars: "Lamborghinis are like cereal -box toys"

When 19 -year -old rising regional
Mexican star Kevin Ortiz made
enough money to buy the car of his

dreams, he didn't waffle on picking
a model: "A Corvette LS2," he says. "It's a car that
pulses on the road. I always wanted it."

Ortiz is one of a growing number of young
Mexican acts forgoing European luxury brands for
American muscle -car classics. Ford Mustangs and
Camaros, often vintage, are regularly popping up in

visuals from Luis Coronel and Remmy Valenzuela,
who've topped Billboard's Top Latin Albums chart,
as well as Jorge Valenzuela and Ariel Camacho.
And the trend has expanded beyond Mexican music.
New York bachatero Prince Royce put a Mustang
in the video for his hit Darte un Beso," while Puerto

Rican rapper Main and Royce's "Tu Libertad"
features several American muscle cars.

"Lamborghinis and Ferraris are like cereal -box

toys - they don't attract as much attention," says

Omar Torres, who, as creative director of Del
Studios, has overseen videos for Gerardo Ortiz and
Coronel. "When you sit down with artists, you realize

they're attached to the muscle."
"There was a trend with fancy cars, and people

overdid it," says "Tu Libertad" director lessy Terrero
(Daddy Yankee, Wisin & Yandel). "Artists are going
back to something cooler."

Former Ford executive Art Hanlon, who
once ran the company's Mexico operations,
attributes the popularity of American muscle
cars among young Latin Americans to
NASCAR, which launched in Mexico in 2005.
"They like them because they're doing so well

on the NASCAR track," he says.

Then, there's the personal connections.
Director Danny Hastings (Kevin Ortiz) had
a Camaro growing up in Panama, while

Regulo Caro's first car in Mexico was a

1990 Mustang. The latter's label, Del Records,
gave him a 1968 Camaro that he plans to
show off in his next video.

"Classic muscle cars have a story behind them,"
says Coronel, who whisks away his love from an

overbearing father in a 1968 Mustang GT 500 in his
"Escapate" video.

But mostly, boys need toys to toughen up their
image. "You can't have a video where the guy is

crying and everything is soft," says Terrero. "And

when you think of edginess, you think muscle cars."O

The Opera
The Hole frontwoman puts down the guitar
for her first foray into theater, alongside
co-star Todd Almond: "We feel like a couple"

I'M WEARING MY JAMMIES 'CAUSE MOMMY'S GOT A
cold," quips Courtney Love, holed up in New York's
Gramercy Park Hotel in Anna Sui silk pajamas and a
sweater, sipping from an array of green juices that her

latest collaborator, playwright -composer Todd Almond,
has just brought her. Almond, 38, also brings her creative
nourishment with the opera Kansas City Choir Boy, run-
ning Jan. 8-17 at New York's Prototype: Opera/Theater/
Now festival. Co-starring with Almond, the rock goddess
transforms into a Greek goddess, Athena, in the piece,
rising up from small-town environs to grab her destiny. At
an intimate preview performance in December, attendee
Michael Stipe was particularly touched, letting out an
audible "F-!" as he wiped away a tear. (Love also has an
upcoming role in the Fox series Empire.) At the Gramercy,
as Love and Almond discuss the play, there's a knock on
the door. "My injectables!" cries Love, 50, explaining that
her doctor sent over two syringes full of CoQio and vita-
min B12 to fight back her cold. "Now you get to say you
saw Courtney Love with needles," she cracks.

Courtney, what appealed to you about doing an
opera piece?
LOVE I was on tour in Australia, and it was namby-pamby,
like House of Blues 2,500 -seaters. That's where we're at
- literally, the oldies circuit. I'm in the middle of [Hole's]
"Doll Parts" thinking, "Are we done yet?" I wanted to do
something different and this is great. I didn't write any of
it, which is new for me - to let go.

How would you describe
the chemistry between you
and Todd?
LOVE Physically and psychi-
cally, we mesh - we move
and feel like a couple. I
don't see a lot of men that
are taller than me, or more
light -skinned than me. I'm
just as white as you can get,
but he's actually lighter; he's
see-through. I call him my
translucence. I was listening to Todd play the other day,
and I remembered when I used to date Trent Reznor,
who is very talented and has his own thing, but Todd's
is better. Me and Trent would f- around at the old
Sunset Marquis [in Hollywood]. There was a grand
piano - he would play and I would chanteuse it out.
How fabulous that I got someone better than Trent!
ALMOND With Courtney, it's as if I have this magnet on
the inside of my spine that I didn't know that I had.

Todd, how was Courtney a good fit for this role?

ALMOND The character has this iconic quality about
her; she wears her destiny on the outside. There are
these two people who are deeply in love. But one belongs
in Kansas City, and one does not. She belongs to some
greater destiny. Courtney is all of those things.
LOVE I can relate, to an extent. A boy and a girl that
are the coolest in town, like Minneapolis, where I had a

boyfriend who looked like a Botticelli painting. He was
in a little band, and I made him come to L.A. with me, and
he crashed and burned. He couldn't deal. It's infamous in
Minneapolis local lore that I broke up this band - I think
they were called The Bastards. I took their drummer-
he was dumb, but he was gorgeous. We couch -toured.
I was working at the Seventh Veil [strip club], bringing
home the bacon. And he just couldn't deal with what
I wanted. If I didn't make it, I'd f-ing jump off a roof.
Seriously. I didn't have a plan B. So, I can definitely relate

to her ambition. I understand
this character's need to get
out of Kansas City, but she's
in love. This is real vivid, Kurt -

and -me kind of love.

Todd wrote the piece, but
did you two consult each
other during its creation?
LOVE The one contribu-
tion that I made to this is I
sent Todd a clip of Lindsay
Buckingham and Stevie

Nicks in 1982 on [Fleetwood Mac's] Mirage Tour.
Lindsey and Stevie are singing "The Chain." They're
the biggest band in the world, they're coked out of
their minds, and they f-ing hate each other. She's at
her great height of beauty. He's at his great height of
beauty. He's got a voice like a choirboy, like Todd. And
I sent that to Todd because it's opera. That is opera.
[Hole's] Celebrity Skin is an opera. Every single record
I've put out, except for America's Sweetheart, which
sucked, has had a thematic situation. So I don't feel like
I'm doing something that I shouldn't be doing. 0

WHEN ELECTRO-POP ROCKER
Alexis Krauss, 29, isn't headbang-

Why this blog, and why now?
I read an article in The New York
Times about plastic microbeads in
face wash, and it opened my eyes
to the fact that the whole personal -

care industry isn't regulated. Jessica
worked for [skin care company]
S.W. Basics at the time, and wanted
to build a one -stop shop to help
women detox their makeup bags.

What is your long-term vision for
the site?
It's just the two of us and we don't
have investors, but I want to grow
it and create enough of an activ-
ist foundation where we can effect
change. The [European Union] has
banned thousands of [beauty prod-
uct] chemicals and the U.S. has only
banned three, so it's not impossible,
it's about making the legislative
framework effective.

Any plans to launch your own line?
I would rather support the brands
that are already doing it, and give
them the audience they deserve.

What products do you carry at
all times?
I'm addicted to S.W. Basics lip balm
- it's just shea butter, coconut oil
and olive oil. I also love Ilia classic
black mascara. I color my hair, too,
which is admittedly not a natural
thing, but I can't give it up. I use
pure argan oil and coconut oil as a
deep conditioning mask - my hair
gets kind of gnarly on the road.

MOST OF KENDRICK LAMAR'S DAYS
begin - or maybe end - around 5 a.m.,
when the 27 -year-old king of West Coast
rap comes home from the recording studio.
He lives in a three -level condo not far away
from where he grew up in Compton, Los
Angeles, although he could easily buy a
much nicer home. "I could afford a lot
of things," says Lamar with a laugh. "I
wouldn't know what to do with myself in
a mansion." On those early mornings he
lies down, his head still spinning with ideas
from the session. "It's hard to fall asleep,"
he says. "I pop right back up- my brain is
still working."

Eventually, Lamar drifts off for "a nice
little nap." He wakes for an 11 a.m. work-
out - "sprints and jogging, penitentiary
push-ups, things like that" - then naps
for another hour or two. If he doesn't have
other obligations, he passes his after-
noon listening to music (recently, Marvin
Gaye and Rick James) and jotting down
ideas for lyrics. Throughout the day, he
snacks on Fruity Pebbles, and around 9
p.m., departs for the studio, to work until
sunrise: "The vampires are already there,
waiting for the ideas," he says.

Lamar introduced his "vampires" -a
live band of soulful studio pros including
bassist Thundercat, singer Bilal, singer
Anna Wise and saxophonist Terrace Martin
- in December, when he performed on the
final week of The Colbert Report. Kendrick
used the prime spot (Colbert's second -

to-last night before departing for CBS) to
debut a jazzy, untitled track produced by
French underground veteran Astronote. It's
unlikely to even make the final cut of his
feverishly anticipated new album due out
in the first half of 2015.

"I just like the energy" of the song,
says Lamar. "I didn't go on there to sell a

single. I just did what I felt." Such is the
prerogative of Kendrick Lamar, widely

toward him. He doesn't mirror it."
Sitting in a small dressing room at

Smashbox Studios in Culver City, wearing
red slippers, Lamar is polite but guarded. He
seems flattered, in his low -key -slash -phil-
osophical way, that Swift - who has called
his track "Backseat Freestyle" her personal
theme song-wishes the two were besties.
"I thought she just liked the song. That's a

beautiful thing, Taylor Swift enjoying that
song and knowing the words."

The first single off Lamar's new album
- which he says he has already named,
although he won't share the title - "I,"

hailed as hip -hop's savior in a period when
few rappers seem committed to art for
art's sake. While image -conscious leading
MCs like Drake and Nicki Minaj com-
petitively hone their craft and tally hits,
Lamar seems intent on transcending what
he calls the "sport" of rap: "I pride myself
on writing now rather than rapping," he
says. "My passion is bringing storylines
around and constructing a full body of
work, rather than just a 16 -bar verse."

For this, Lamar has been lionized by
pop -culture authorities ranging from Chris
Rock, who called him one of top five MCs of
all time, to Taylor Swift, who recently told
Billboard, "I wish I was best friends with
Kendrick Lamar, and I'm not." In contrast
to Compton's first superstar, N.W.A., Lamar
took a novelistic approach on his 2012 debut,
Good Kid, M.A.A.D City- less Boyz in the
Hood, more Catcher in the Rye. Certified
platinum, it hit No. on the Billboard zoo.
"I know when I'm listening to Kendrick
Lamar that each word was put there for a
reason," says Imagine Dragons lead singer
Dan Reynolds, who performed with Lamar
at the 2014 Grammys. "A lot of thought goes
into it." Says John Janick, chairman/CEO
of Interscope, which has a joint -venture
deal with Top Dan Entertainment,

peaked at No. 39 on the Billboard Hot
100 after its release in September. But its
hypnotic old -school groove (on loan from
The Isley Brothers' "That Lady") mapped
out new territory for Lamar. It also
earned him two Grammy nominations,
for best rap song and best rap perfor-
mance. And he teased further ambitions
when he performed on Saturday Night
Live in November, wearing black contact
lenses that evoked Method Man and a

riot of braids that paid tribute to 01' Dirty
Bastard ("He was an individual - his hair
was crazy, no matter what he had on"). "I
don't want people to take away how cute
I look, or how the light is shining off my
chain," says Lamar. "I want you to take
away a great -ass performance."

Like Barack Obama, Lamar is an introvert
with an extrovert's job. "I've been called a

recluse," he concedes. "There's definitely
truth in that. I like to spend time alone." He
rarely is seen in the clubs, he doesn't drink
a lot or smoke weed, and he has been with
his girlfriend, Whitney Alford, since they
were both in high school. (She's also in her
late zos.) She has been spotted with Lamar
at the Grammys and in South Africa, and is

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so at ease sassing him that she joked about
him being "cheap" in front of a New York

Times reporter. "I wouldn't even call her my
girl," he says. "That's my best friend. I don't
even like the term that society has put in the
world as far as being a companion- she's
somebody I can tell my fears to."

Lamar spent much of his childhood on
the streets, and he's cagey about the trouble
he might've gotten into. "Oh, man, I won't
be able to say that on record. I got into some
things, but God willing, he had favoritism
over me and my spirit." He also has been
treated unfairly by the cops - "plenty
of times. All the time." Asked about the
high -profile killings of African -Americans

by police in 2014, from Ferguson, Mo., to
Staten Island, he says, "I wish somebody
would look in our neighborhood knowing
that it's already a situation, mentally, where
it's f-ked up. What happened to [Michael
Brown] should've never happened. Never.
But when we don't have respect for our-
selves, how do we expect them to respect
us? It starts from within. Don't start with
just a rally, don't start from looting- it

starts from within." Lamar, who has said
that he wasn't raised devoutly religious,
fingers the small figure of Christ dangling
from a chain around his neck. "We're in the
last days, man -I truly in my heart believe
that. It's written. I could go on with Biblical

situations and things my grandma told me.
But it's about being at peace with myself and
making good with the people around me."

Surprisingly for such a hyperliterate
lyricist, Lamar is not much of a reader,
saying that he mostly learns by talking to
people from different walks of life. The
Autobiography of Malcolm X stands out for
him from his high school reading, though.
"What do you want your legacy to be at
the end of the day?" he says, describing
what the book taught him. "Going back
and looking at all the great leaders, I tend
to put that in my music the same way
Martin Luther King did."

LAMAR'S PARENTS MOVED TO COMPTON
from the South Side of Chicago before
he was born. They hoped to escape the
violence in Chicago, not realizing they had
found another neighborhood plagued by
gangs. Lamar remembers his family -he's
the oldest of four kids - relying on food
stamps and getting kicked out of their
tiny apartment when he was about 8 (the
property had been sold) and having to live
in a hotel for six months. "zPac had just
passed," recalls Lamar. "My uncle was
in jail, and we was in a hotel. My moms
never owned a house until I was able to
afford it for her." (Lamar recently bought
a four -bedroom home in Eastvale, an hour
east of L.A., as a gift for a family member,
although he won't specify whom.)

Lamar quit drinking and smoking weed
when he was 16 or 17. "Teenagers don't
get it - we selfish. Go drink, go smoke, go
get f-ed up," he remembers. "Why did I
do these things? Because I was brought up
around it? It damn sure was in the house-
hold. I said, 'I know what happens to my
family and certain friends when they get
drunk and they smoke. They get out of
their minds, they get violent. And that's
in my blood.' I have little sips on special
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occasions, but getting all the way out of
my mind may not be a good idea." Those
insights inspired his first hit (No. 17 on the
Hot 100), the harrowing "Swimming Pool
(Drank)": "You're like me, making excuse
that your relief/Is in the bottom of the
bottle and the greenest indo leaf."

Lamar got serious about rapping around
the same time he cooled out on partying.
"Before finding music, I didn't have too
many aspirations," he says. "I wanted to
hang out, make a little money from what-
ever I had to do. Because that's all you see
in the four -block radius." But as a teen,
after he started rhyming, he still set his
sights too low: "I wanted to go back to the
neighborhood and say, 'I got signed.' F-
putting an album out, f- selling records,
f- being on TV. All I wanted to do is put
my name on the dotted line."

"I was his hype man," says Schoolboy Q
a Top Dawg Entertainment rapper whose
success followed Lamar's. "I saw his first
check for a show: $4,000. We thought
that was the most money in the world."

In 2o11, Lamar signed to Dr. Dre's
Aftermath label. Recognition truly arrived
in 2013, with his incendiary guest verse on
Big Sean's "Control." Lamar called out 11
rappers - including Drake, J. Cole and Big
Sean himself- declaring, "I got love for
you all, but I'm trying to murder you n-as."
The verse inspired dozens of response
tracks and seemed to bother Drake in
particular. "Drake is definitely a great art-
ist in this world," Lamar now says. Then
he grins. "I'm a great artist in my world."
(Lamar has collaborated with acts from Kid
Cudi to Foster the People, recently quoting
$250,000 to record lyrics on a track.)

One highly debated rapper Lamar
refuses to knock, even playfully: Iggy
Azalea. "She's doing her thing," he says.
"Let her. People have to go through trials
and tribulations to get where they at. Do
your thing, continue to rock it, because
obviously God wants you here." Lamar
was similarly gracious in 2014, when he
got shut out at the Grammys after earning

seven nominations. Macklemore beat him
out for best new artist and best rap album,
then texted Lamar an apology for doing so
(which he also posted to Instagram). Lamar
called Macklemore "a genuine dude," add-
ing, "I wish him much success."

"That's not my overall goal," says
Lamar of winning awards. "I appreciate
them recognizing me. It's best to just go
and enjoy the festivities."

LAMAR SAYS THAT "THE END IS IN SIGHT"

with his unfinished album, which is bitter-
sweet for him. "My enjoyment is creating
the music," he explains. "Once it gets
pressed up, with bar codes on it, then it's not
really fun anymore." The musicians who
joined him on Colbert constitute the core of
his vampire crew. "These are guys I've been
around for years, in the L.A. music circuit,"
he says. "This wasn't a situation where
somebody put us together. When you're
playing instruments, all that stuff comes
from the soul. It's real individuals pushing
these sounds out. I get that same impact
when I push the words out behind it."

Even if the untitled song from Colbert
never resurfaces, it shows the breadth of
Lamar's ambition, and the crossroads where
he stands. Does he want to be Jay Z - who
famously declared himself "a business,
man" - or a self-styled radical, like Nas?
Does he plan on dominating the game,
or escaping it through art? "I" could be
interpreted either way: It's an affirmation of
self -belief in even the hardest of times, with
a chorus chant of "I love myself."

"That's hard to say every time you wake
up in the morning," says Lamar, who
wrote the lyric to lift himself up during
a period of self-doubt. He leans forward
conspiratorially. "That's a psychological
trick I wanted to play on myself. Now that
I put this song in the atmosphere, what's
going to happen? I have to perform it every
night for the next three years when we go
on tour. Every time I'm in a weird mood
or something goes on at home that I can't
handle, I've got to perform it anyway." 0

40 -year-old producer seems more eager to
discuss how he has just put his two young
children to bed at his North London flat.

"I've got nothing," says the British
songwriter/multi-instrumentalist at the
mere mention of the 26 -year-old singer's
name. "There are no clues."

He's understandably circumspect about
his involvement. Since 21 has sold more
than 10 million copies in the United States
alone, according to Nielsen Music - net-
ting Epworth four Grammys in the process
- Adele has kept a low profile, leaving only
stray gossip (Phil Collins told Britain's Q
that she approached him to collaborate but
then stopped returning his calls) and the

occasional report from Ryan Tedder (who
co -penned 21's "Rumour Has It") to hint at
what might be in store for her next album.
Other rumored collaborators: U.K. produc-
ers Kid Harpoon (Florence & The Machine),
James Ford (Simian Mobile Disco) and
balladeer-to-the -stars Diane Warren.

But as Sony Music - and conceivably
the world - awaits the follow-up to her
Grammy -sweeping opus, Adele is far from
the only project that has recently occupied
Epworth's time. U2's Songs of Innocence,
Coldplay's Ghost Stories, Paul McCartney's
New and Lana Del Rey's Ultraviolence fea-
tured his production in 2014; their collective
merits helped him earn his second Grammy
nod for producer of the year, non -classical.
He also produced a standout track on FICA

Twigs' breakthrough LPi and oversaw the
debut from quirky electro-pop act Glass
Animals, the first signing to his Universal
joint venture, Wolf Tone.

"He has been this background figure in
terms of creating music in my life ever since
I was 13," says Glass Animals frontman-
songwriter Dave Bayley. "I couldn't believe
he wanted to work with us."

Perhaps most impressively, Epworth
managed to accomplish all this while rarely
stepping foot outside the United Kingdom.
That's because he recently became the new
owner of famed London studio The Church
(previously home to Eurythmics and David
Gray), which hosted its first post-renovation
sessions for U2's Songs of Innocence in early
2014, with Del Rey ("Black Beauty"), Twigs
("Pendulum") and Lorde ("Yellow Flicker
Beat") all swinging by to record tracks for
their latest projects. This development has
allowed him to be closer to his family (his
two kids and wife Danielle, a makeup artist).
"Working studio life 48 weeks a year and
still having a family is a jungle," he says. "I
try to work from home when I can."

Epworth has quietly become one of the
most in -demand producers by literally not
going Hollywood. "I love working in L.A.,
but it's maybe fortunate to be a fish in a

slightly smaller pond here."
That Epworth is gaining more attention

across the pond is no surprise. His extensive
track record dates back more than 10 years
to working on Mercury Prize -nominated
albums for Bloc Party, Friendly Fires and
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Adele and Epworth
at the 85th annual
Academy Awa.rds
on Feb. 24, 2013.

Maximo Park. Where those records were a
mix of brash, bratty post -punk and dance-
able soul, his later collaborations with
Florence & The Machine and Adele put him
in a more commercial realm, which took
even Adele by surprise. "He's known for
being very indie and I'm known for being
very pop," the singer said in a promotional
interview for 21. Yet Epworth "just brought
the light out of me," she added. "There's
notes in there I never knew I could hit."

His more recent work with Coldplay,
Lorde and U2 brings an icy quality to their
respective sounds, but otherwise there's
little connecting them. That's because his
duties vary among projects. "Some artists
just want you to stay there and be the filter
for everything they create, so that they
don't have to think about it," he explains.
"Some people want you to create from
scratch, and some people want you to
become a member of the band without any
further questions."

In lieu of pop stars, Epworth recently
produced the first album in 35 years from
post-punk Brit band The Pop Group, due
Feb. 23 in the United Kingdom. As for the
rest of his 2015 playbook, Epworth's keeping
that close to the vest, too. Beyond a full-
length for Rosie Lowe - an alt-R&B singer
signed to Wolf Tone globally - he's light on
details about his latest projects. "There's a

couple of new acts we're working with," he
teases, "but I always like to surprise."

And that Adele album? "That will come
when it's ready." 0

fresh off wrapping the bro-movie, hopes that his music -sharing app Undrtone blows up

SCOTT VENER SITS ON A BURGUNDY SOFA AT THE PALIHOUSE
Hotel in Hollywood, sipping coffee while scrolling through
emails on his MacBook. Robert Pattinson and FKA Twigs sit
nearby, but Vener's unfazed. He was the music supervisor for
the TV shows Entourage, How to Make It in America and 90210.
Before that, the 44 -year-old Encino, Calif, native worked as a
talent scout at MTV, where he struck up friendships with Pharrell
Williams and Justin Timberlake.

Wearing a faded HUF sweatshirt and tired Adidas, he looks
more startup than Hollywood. The curator -cum -entrepreneur
strums his beard, green eyes crackling with energy. "Do you want
to see the trailer?" he asks.

He's talking about the preview for the long -festering Entourage
movie, on which he also worked as a musical supervisor. Before
he hits "play," his iPhone hums with an incoming text. Vener
scans it and his eyes go cartoon -wide. There's a problem with
one of the songs in the trailer: A sample hasn't cleared, just days
before the teaser's release.

Vener adjusts his cap, dials a number, speaks with a beat -

maker. Five minutes later, he puts down the phone. The song will
be swapped out, the trailer recut. His attention refocuses. "What
was your question again?"

We had been discussing Undrtone, a new music -sharing plat-
form that Vener created. Vener's a classic Hollywood hustler: One
week, he's making headlines by tweeting about Kendrick Lamar's
new unreleased single. The next, he's on -set supervising sounds
for an Acura car commercial. Tomorrow, he'll sit at a table in Las
Vegas, competing in the World Series of Poker. "Scott has the ear of
some really influential people," says Entourage creator Doug Ellin,
who has known Vener for more than 20 years. "They trust his taste
and judgment. He's proven over time that he has a valuable voice."

Undrtone aims to be a social -media platform for music fans.
Piggybacking on the libraries of the on -demand streaming
services Rdio, Spotify, SoundCloud and Beats, it allows its com-
munity to easily share tracks and playlists with other Undrtone
users and "favorite" songs with a visual simplicity much like
Instagram's. "What's missing right now is that there's no con-
versation collectively happening," says Vener. "Our goal is to
aggregate all the cloud services and create a place where every-
body can have a conversation, no matter what service you're
using. A play on our app is the same as a play on their services."

This startup was born out of a friendship between Vener
and Ben Johnston, the co-founder of Australian design firm
Josephmark. "I've always been obsessed with tech, always been
a nerd with computers," says Vener. He and Johnston met in
Beverly Hills while helping reboot Myspace, a gig Vener took
after Timberlake texted and asked him to curate the site's look
and sound. Around the time Vener was clocking in at Myspace,
he started making and sharing mixtapes using the cloud service
Dropbox. "Ten new songs in your inbox every week," he recalls.
People started forwarding the mixes to friends and commenting.

That format was an early model for Undrtone.
Right now, Undrtone is available in Apple's App Store, soft -

launched with about zo,croo downloads. Vener's far from alone,
though, in the burgeoning field of music -messaging apps:
Competitors like Rithm, Boomio and Soundwave mine similar
territory. Undrtone thus far is completely boot -strapped, though
Vener says he is open to outside investors. "We will need help
equity -wise," he admits.

Vener says he learned about the startup world from the failure
of Myspace (he left the company in 2014). And he's confident
that the design skills of Johnston and Josephmark mean he won't
have to lean on his famous friends to push the app. Still, his
Rolodex doesn't hurt.

"I want to earn an audience from the app itself," says Vener.
"If we don't move the base [users], it won't matter if Taylor Swift,
Justin and Drake talk about it." 0

Fire's Win Butler shouted out "bands still playing actual instru-
ments." On YouTube, a video mocking Steve Aoki live ("Don't
mind me, bros! I'm just touching some stuff here") went viral. If
2014 was the year pop culture took a swing at button -pushing DJs,
then 2015 will be the year electronic music transcends the laptop.

"Build up, raise your hands, insert Lil Jon vocal drop and
everyone starts jumping like pogo sticks," says James Carpenter,
a member of Chicago electronic trio Autograf. "We're starting to
see a reaction to that."

Electronic artists have long combined live vocalists and instru-
ments with keyboards and drum machines, but following Daft
Punk's full -band performance at the 2014 Grammys, the breakout

of drum -and -keyboard U.K. garage duo Disclosure and sold -

out tours from Porter Robinson and Flying Lotus, two acts who
deliver video with their audio, producers are reshaping their sets
into interactive live experiences. Autograf, for example, performs
with traditional world instruments that have been rejiggered
with sound -reactive light sensors. Lithuanian producer Ten
Walls, a classically trained musician touring Europe this winter,
designed his show to mimic an orchestra. And Chicago trap duo
Flosstradamus is distancing itself from the DJ label entirely.

"We consider ourselves a live act," says Josh Young of
Flosstradamus, which just wrapped a two -month tour featuring rap
trio Migos and an elaborate 3-D stage designed by Kanye West's
creative director, Virgil Abloh. "Our shows should be immersive."

As Carpenter puts it, "If you can marry musicianship, technol-
ogy and visual performance, you offer so much more than a set of
CDJ [players] and fist -pumping. That's the future." -MEGAN BUERGER

A HITS FAO[JGH
TO SAVE RAJ )10?

Mainstream airplay may still be the best guarantee of a successful record, but new
technologies, financial consolidation and shifting demographics keep wreaking havoc on

the broadcast industry. Can cornerstone companies like iHeartMedia and Sirius XM stay
ahead, let alone afloat? 5 gatekeepers debate the current state and uncertain future of radio

Relying on research or your own ears; syncing
the pulse ofa local community with the talk of
the Internet - today's radio insiders have the
gargantuan task of pleasing a diverse audience
of243 million listeners a week (91 percent of all
Americans 12 or older, according to Nielsen) while
facing an uncertain future. The business generates
steady revenue - in 2o13, year -over -year terrestrial
revenue held fiat at $14.3 billion, with online
growing14 percent to $570 million. But the arrival
of Pandora, Spotify and YouTube in a market where
traditional broadcasters and digital pioneers were
already elbowing for space has upped the ante,
bringing ancillary businesses like concerts and TV
programming into the mix. What's the plan for the
digital media age? For the participants of Billboard's
radio roundtable - Charlie Walk, executive vp

of Republic Records; Tom Poleman, president of
national programming platforms for iHeartMedia;
Michael Martin, senior vp programming and music
initiatives at CBS Radio; Steve Blatter, senior vp/
GM of music programming at Sirius XM; and Anya
Grundmann, executive director of NPR Music - the
battle to connect is well underway.

What's the biggest change to the radio
industry that you've seen in recent years?
CHARLIE WALK There is no room for error, so
labels and radio are partners more than ever
before. It's a very different relationship. We're
having a real conversation as to why something
develops and becomes a big hit. It's a truthful,
authentic, organic period where we are better at
seeing the future through a mix of art and science.

How much of that decision -making is
data -based?
WALK I think radio is playing more hits than ever
because of information. Data -driven records like
["Stolen Dance" by] Milky Chance that come from
Europe - we know that if it's No. i in 18 countries,
there's a good chance it'll be No.1 here. ["Habits
(Stay High)" by] Tove Lo developed on Spotify with
massive streams - cross it over to terrestrial radio,
there's a good chance people are going to like it.
The old days of Hail Marys and seeing if something
sticks or not - those days are gone forever.
STEVE BLATTER At the same time, after we play a
new piece of music, we know earlier - after two
or three weeks of airplay, or 125 spins - whether
something is really going to break. We'll look at
digital track sales and either go pedal to the metal
or drop records more quickly than we ever have.

Formats were once much more regimented.
Today, there is no formula on top 40 radio...
TOM POLEMAN And that's the best thing. You
never know where that next left -field sound is
going to come from, whether it's Mumford & Sons
or Sam Smith or Iggy Azalea or Tove Lo.
MICHAEL MARTIN Who would have thought
Mumford [& Sons] would've [had] a pop hit? Or
Lorde. We kept stretching and the lane got wider.
We used to have the old -school music schedule
rules. We've thrown them out.
ANYA GRUNDMANN At NPR, we're committed to
giving that broad multigenre scope where we'll cel-
ebrate jazz along with hip -hop, along with telling
the stories of folk, country, Latin and how they're
all speaking to each other across boundaries. We
can't underestimate the curiosity of the audience.

The younger generation, especially, is incredibly
curious around music exploration.

Iggy is from Australia, Nico & Vinz are from
Norway, Lorde from New Zealand. What does
the global nature of the market say about
where we're at right now musically?
BLATTER The A&R process has been flattened.
Ten, is years ago, when it came to discovery, we
were almost solely reliant on people like Charlie
at record companies to identify music that they
thought we'd be interested in and then we'd con-
sider it for airplay. That still happens, but now you
can get on a computer, spend an hour and discover
some of the most amazing music out there. At
Sirius XM, we find it everywhere. It's not just all
coming through the pipeline of major labels.
WALK I respectfully disagree. We have the biggest
stars in the world because we develop them. Yes, a

song will break here or there from other places, but
we have spent time over many years curating [art-
ists] and helping grow their brand. Ariana Grande
was signed at 16; she's now 21. There's a process.

What has been the impact of streaming?
WALK Lorde's "Royals" spread like wildfire after [it
appeared on] Sean Parker's famous Spotify playlist.
That was a very important moment. Tove Lo, too,
developed on Spotify with massive streams.

Taylor Swift put Spotify on blast in 2014.
Many artists have complained that it doesn't
compensate them fairly.
WALK First, we support Taylor Swift. She has her
own prerogative as to whether or not she wants to
have her music available on Spotify. That said, it's
too early to make an assessment. We have found
there to be a symbiotic relationship with streaming
and radio success. We are in uncharted waters with
where streaming will take us. If what we're seeing
in Scandinavia is any indication, streaming can be
extremely lucrative for all.

How much of an impact has social media had?
MARTIN In a lot ofways, social has become
the new request lines. Our jocks are constantly
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interacting - before, during and after their show.
BLATTER It's a great feedback mechanism for
listeners to communicate to us what they like and
don't like - about music or other elements of our
radio stations.
POLE MAN Radio is the original social medium. It
became the beacon for communities, and this is
just an extension of that same role.
G RUN DM ANN We recently expanded more into
hip -hop and R&B. In social you speak differently
to different communities, and that is part of us
getting to better know the communities with
which we're engaging.

NPR seems to be moving into genres not
typically associated with public radio. For
example, you recently aired a nearly nine -

minute -long interview with Taylor Swift...
GRUNDMANN Yes, but our goal is not to put
somebody on and see them go to No. i. What's
interesting about Taylor is how she's changed over
time, who she is as a creative artist. This fall, we

had T -Pain come by. He was such a personable
guy, and people seemed surprised by how well he
could sing. Being in that environment allowed the
audience to really embrace him.
WALK The NPR platform is so great at letting
artists tell their stories. We have [British singer -

songwriter] James Bay, who's about to be a very big
act, and we're so thankful of the support of NPR.

Each of the broadcasters sitting here has
played an essential role in breaking new acts.
What's a recent example?
BLATTER Probably the biggest act that we identi-
fied at a very early stage was Florida Georgia Line.
We put them on the radio, they reacted almost
immediately. They were subsequently signed to
Republic Nashville after a bidding war.
MARTIN Same with Tove Lo. Who knows who
played what first, but we all saw that wave. I

remember putting Tove on alternative and within
a few spins, you're like, "Oh, my God, this is a pop
record." Then everyone started jumping in.
BLATTER We try to be in sync with the label mar-
keting plans. There are times, though, when we
go early on a record. With Vance Joy, we played
"Riptide" on The Spectrum io months ago. We
had to follow up with something. Waiting a year
until Atlantic said, "Here's the next song" - that's
not an acceptable answer to the audience. So we
added "Mess Is Mine."

How does radio reach a younger generation?
If you put a transistor radio in front of most
kids, would they even know how to turn it on
and find 2100?
WALK They wouldn't. But they want to be curated
to - they want to know what to like. They're not
searching for it, they need to be told. Radio is on
your device - it's on your Sonos speakers, in your
car. Whether it's satellite or terrestrial, it's there.
MARTIN It's our job to take the product that we
curate for the radio and deliver it in every pos-
sible way that the audience is consuming it. Radio
would die if it stuck its head in the sand and
refused to acknowledge the technology.
WALK And a major event like Jingle Ball or the

Bragging rights"! love creating events money can't
buy. When you can take an artist that does arenas
and you pop them in someone's backyard. Seeing
the Foo Fighters in a bar in New Orleans with 300
people: That's an unforgettable experience."

iHeartRadio festivals, it's where the digital meets
the physical. People still want to see and touch the
artists and be a part of the musical moment. These
guys have figured out a 36o approach to communi-
cating to the kids.

Has the definition of radio changed?
BLATTER People ask, "Will radio be around?"
The hardware doesn't really matter. It never has.
I always say to programmers, "Just because our
antenna is higher in the sky than an FM radio sta-
tion does not matter to an end user."

ANYA GRUNDMANN
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, NPR MUSIC, 47

The moment I knew I wanted to be in radio
"Listening to Fresh Air [for the first time] while
in college and being really captivated by the
in-depth conversation and the sea of voices. I
thought it was transporting. Some time later,
I moved to Flagstaff, Ariz., walked into the
public radio station there and volunteered.
Eventually, I got on the air there."

Bragging rights "We had booked Adele for
a South by Southwest showcase [in 2008]
before she was widely known in the U.S., but
she had visa issues and couldn't come. She
then came to do one of our Tiny Desk concerts
[in 2011] and traveled around to a lot of the
stations across the public radio network. It
was a pleasure being in her presence."

POLEMAN That's a big reason why radio hasn't
been impacted the way other mediums have been
with new technology - because there is still that
human connection. There's still curation and story-
telling and that emotional bond.

What about on -air talent: Where are the
younger DJs coming from in an era of
consolidation?
POLE MAN Ifyou don't create an environment
between the songs that connects with the
consumer, then you're losing your biggest
opportunity. So talent development is hugely
important. I recently met with Ryan Seacrest and
told him, "Some of these stations where we have
you on the air, you're talking too little. We need to
show your personality."
MARTIN I love finding talent, but whenever we
have an opening, you get all the résumés and the
audios, and a lot of it is the same. So I walk down
the hall and start talking to the van drivers, to the
street kids, because if you find that kid that has
the X factor, you can teach them everything else.
But you can't teach the swagger, that innate qual-
ity in knowing how to talk to the audience.
POLEMAN You can't do things the way you used
to on the air because they see you on Instagram,
on Twitter, on Facebook. They have access to
you and expect a picture of your life. They want
to see behind the scenes - Ryan with his mom
at Thanksgiving - and that's the kind of stuff we
have to say on the air to retain that connection.
We always have to be a very human medium.

But when Ryan was 16, he walked into the hits
station In Atlanta and got himself an overnight
shift. Kids today want to Intern at Google.
BLATTER You don't come across the college kid
that aspires to be a radio DJ as much as you used
to. Why would you want to be a radio jock? You
can go on YouTube and build a following. So we
have to look for talent outside of radio. We recently
launched a show with YouTube, and the host is
Jenna Marbles. She had never been on the radio.
We spent a little time with her, taught her some of
the fundamentals, and she is one of the most com-
pelling radio personalities I've ever heard.

What about the battle for the dashboard. How
do you view music listening in the car?
BLATTER Sirius is in 7o percent of all new vehicles
that roll off the assembly line. We've had amaz-
ing penetration there. But it's not so much about

getting our hardware in those vehicles as it is to
really deliver on the experience.
POLEMAN That being said, one of the most intui-
tive things in a car is an AM/FM radio. It's in loo
percent of cars. It's as essential as a steering wheel.
It's free and ever present. If you took somebody's
FM radio away tomorrow, they would let you know.
At the same time, we support digital as well. We
are always mindful of getting iHeartRadio in the
dash. But the wheel doesn't need to be reinvented
on something like the radio.
GRUNDMANN I don't think it's about the dash-
board. It's about how you like to connect. If
someone has a relationship with iHeartRadio
or Sirius or NPR, they can plug into the cloud.
Making the interaction as smooth as possible
is what car folks are working on. And we're not
going to be driving our cars in is years anyway,
right? The steering wheel may not be that useful.

What keeps you up at night?
WALK Honestly, finding the next artist. I'm less
concerned about the platforms. As long as these
guys continue to reinvent and create great places
of curation, we'll hopefully be able to feed those
platforms with amazing talent.
POLEMAN [iHeartMedia CEO] Bob Pittman's
emails. He's an insomniac and is always thinking.
It's like, "OK, what's fighting for the attention of
our consumers? We can't sit back and ever cel-
ebrate our success. We got to keep moving." This
is a guy who created MTV, who ran Six Flags and
AOL-Time Warner. I feel like I get a great educa-
tion every day.

The moment I knew I wanted to be in radio
"Madison Square Garden, 1976 for Kiss. To this
day, I remain frightened by that concert - but boy,
was it entertainment. Later, I interned at K -Rock in
New York around the time Howard Stern joined the
station, and that was a major factor."

Bragging rights "With Florida Georgia Line, we
knew we had something big within a few weeks of
playing them. Republic Nashville was smart enough
to sign them and now they're among the biggest
country breakthroughs of the last five years."

MARTIN For me, it's "Did I miss something?" You
don't want to surround yourself with sheep who
will head -nod and agree with you, because what if
you're dead wrong? You have to have those people
that look at you and say, "Wow, you are way off."
GRUNDMANN We can't be satisfied that we fig-
ured it all out. This is a very exciting moment to be
in the music world. The genres are overlapping, the
technology is changing the way we reach people.
You want to make the right choices, be open to
experimentation and make sure that you have the
resources to do so. 0

TOM POLEMAN

To see him now at Jingle Ball, he gets
the loudest screams of the night."
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N MOST OF THE EIGHT WEEKS THAT FRESH
pop face Meghan Trainor's "All About That
Bass" ruled the Billboard Hot 100 last sum-
mer and autumn, it was easy to figure it would
be recalled as a one-off novelty. It got by on
balancing nostalgic girl-group and doo-wop
sounds with hip -hop attitude and a posi-
tive, love -your -body moral. (No mystery that

Grammy -voting moms and dads lapped it up.) Then,
in October, Trainor hit No. 4 with her follow-up, "Lips
Are Movin'," in which the knowing line, "Tell me that
you're not just about this bass," did triple duty:
a rebuke to a shallow lover, a come-
dic callback and Trainor serving
notice that she had more going on
than a topical trifle - though it also
risked "Lips" coming off as "Bass,
Part 2."

Her first major -label album
subjects Trainor to a more exacting
test. Sharing its meta -title Title
with September's four -song EP, it's
the culmination of the 21 -year-old
Trainor's meeting of minds with
Nashville writer -producer Kevin
Kadish, who is twice her age. He
had reportedly nursed for years
the concept of an early-196os-
styled revival sound - think upbeat
Amy Winehouse, sans drugs or

demons - before finding a conduit in Trainor's
musical and lyrical skill as well as her girl -next-door,
post-millennial sass. She was initially signed, Taylor
Swift -like, as a Music Row composer in high school,
though her graduation to fronting artist was less
predictable - she only released "Bass" herself after
other artists, including Beyonce, reportedly passed
on recording the song.

The album opens with a 24-second "Mr. Sandman" -

style intro, "The Best Part," in which Trainor declares
her delight in being a songwriter. Like Swift's bonus -

track "voice memos" on 1989, it seems designed to
pre-empt any slander that she may
not be the prime creative mover
here. And as on 1989, "Bass"
and "Lips Are Movin'," what this
recently awkward adolescent has
on her mind is self-respect, self-
forgiveness and a robust skepticism
toward cute boys' wiles. "What If
I Want to Kiss You Tomorrow?"
echoes girl -group classic "Will You
Still Love Me Tomorrow?" both
musically and in mulling over the
dangers of jumping into bed too
fast. "Close Your Eyes," like many
21st -century self-esteem anthems,
reassures girls they don't have to
conform to be beautiful. "Dear
Future Husband" and "Title" set

out minimum standards for suitors.
Meanwhile, "3 am" and "Walkashame"
depict romantic missteps (drunken cell -

phone fails, a blotto one-night stand) with
wry self-awareness.

These may be messages Trainor's
fans want and need to hear, but they get
repetitive, and the retro musical fram-
ing sometimes threatens to make her
healthy -values emphasis seem dully
quaint and cloying. She does occasion-
ally mix it up, with mixed results. John
Legend's duet vocals (he and Trainor
share the same management company,
Atom Factory) add deeper textures to the
otherwise static "Like I'm Gonna Lose
You." Elsewhere, "Bang Dem Sticks,"
which trades Kadish for New York pro-
duction collective The Elev3n, extends
the Caribbean and rap borrowings in
other songs to the point of dubious racial
mimicry, with Trainor affecting an
accent ("dem sticks," to start) that seems
strange for a Nantucket -born girl.
Likewise, on the ska-inflected bonus track
"No Good for You," Trainor skids into
fake patois: "No, he no good, he no good
for you." It's one of many moments when
she recalls an American Lily Allen, and
not in a good way.

On almost every track, though, you can't
miss this young artist's skills with melodic
and rhythmic hooks, turns of phrase and
self -deprecating jokes, along with her fluid,
flexible voice. Aside from an understand-
able naivete, Trainor's weaknesses are
her stylistic cherry -picking and her com-
pulsion to appear adorably relatable and
socially correct all at once. But her career
will live well beyond her breakout year if
she can mature into the originality and
messiness of her humanity with the
same vivaciousness. -CARL WILSON

Empire

DIRECTOR Lee Daniels

THERE ARE A LOT OF MOVING PARTS
in the pilot of Fox's vibrant, entertain-
ing Empire, one of 2015's most eagerly
anticipated new shows. That the series

does much more right than it does wrong out of the
gate is encouraging, even if it's always hard to gauge
quality from a single episode. But there are many
things to like in Empire - particularly the ambitious
scope of the story that creators Lee Daniels (The
Butler, The Paperboy, Precious) and Danny Strong
(Game Change, The Hunger Games: Mockingjay-
Part 1) have mapped out, as well as the music, which
is expertly overseen by Timbaland (acting as musi-
cal director and songwriter).

The King Lear -influenced plot opens with
over-the -top music -industry mogul Lucious Lyon
(Terrence Howard), who is hiding a fatal illness,
realizing he needs to pick one of his three sons to
run the business after he dies. The choice is com-
plicated by the untimely release of their mother,
Cookie (Taraji P. Henson), from prison; she's back
looking for her share after serving 17 years for the
crime that provided the money needed to start the
Empire record company.

Andre (Trai Byers) is the eldest son, an Ivy League
grad whose wife, Rhonda (Kaitlin Doubleday),
is white. He has all the business acumen needed
to take over the company, but no musical skills
(Lucious believes the head of Empire should be an

artist, not just a businessman).
Middle child Jamal (Jussie Smollett) may be

the most talented musically, but he's also gay -
something Lucious has never been able to accept.
In a flashback scene, we see Lucious, enraged by
Jamal's effeminate mannerisms, stuffing his son
into a garbage can (a scene that the openly gay
Daniels has said was taken from his own life).
Jamal's character is one of the show's most intrigu-
ing, fully realized elements.

Lucious' inability to envision Jamal as the face
of the company means that third son Hakeem
(Bryshere Gray), the brash young rapper who
reminds Lucious of himself, looks to be the heir. But
the rest of the family isn't giving up without a fight.

Empire flaunts strong character development
and a confident weaving of larger issues of identity
into the narrative. Lucious, a thug turned musical
success story, can't shake his flaws, no matter how
much money he makes or how much sophistication
he aspires to. Meanwhile, Andre, for some, comes
off as "not black enough," the middle son struggles
for acceptance because of his sexuality and the
youngest, who seems to be most in tune with what
everybody around him wants to see and hear, may
not be what he appears.

Empire is a big swing for Fox, and there are a
number of question marks and stumbling blocks
(some a byproduct of it being a network show),
but ultimately the series' entertainment value
far outweighs the worries. Timbaland's musical
guidance, especially, deserves credit for making the
core business in the story believable. It's clear both
Daniels and Fox are after a big, juicy nighttime soap
opera, a historically popular genre on broadcast TV;
Empire may be it. -TIM GOODMAN

FABOLOUS
Fabolous has weathered the storms of the music

industry expertly for more than a decade now,

with 46 entries on the Hot R&B/Hip-Hop Songs
chart - including nine top 10s. The 37 -year -old

Brooklyn rapper's 1990s -inspired sixth album,

The Young OG Project, arrived on Christmas Day

as a digital release, continuing a holiday tradition

he has followed with mixtapes during the past

few years. The LP is the first under Fabolous' new

partnership with Roc Nation, and what he says is a

turning point in how he operates as an artist.

The Young OG Project is an album, but you're
approaching it like a mixtape. Why?
With this project, I'm not looking at numbers or

thinking that you got to have singles. It's a different
time in music. All the conventional ways of doing

things are old, and you don't need to do anything

that way again. You need to find new ways to spark

people's interest.

In terms of new ways, you're a social media
master. But you also have had big radio hits -
you've seen both sides of the business.
I like both of those sides, though. I like working

on a record and then pushing it. I come from
an era when a label would work after your first

week. Now, they work up until your joint comes

out, then the next day they come into the office

like, "OK, it's 2 Chainz' turn now." They move on

to the next and it's on you to work your record.

When I first came in, you'd be four singles in

and they're still pushing your album. Maybe the

fourth single was like your "We Are the World,"

the Grammy song. It has transformed into the

independent thing, which is making sure you do

what you need to do. If you're going to be a long-

term artist, you can't sit back and wait for your

label to do it.

You've done some materialistic songs during
your career, but The Young OG Project has

dark moments that explore the pitfalls of fame
and wealth.

You just want to be rich because you think that's
going to make you happy, but that's not true.

I thought everything would turn upside down
because I had money, and it hasn't. Money does

not become a shield for you. Martha Stewart went

to jail. Michael Jordan's father got killed on the side

of the road. Money can't change those things.

That's reminiscent of your line on Cassidy's 2005
track "6 Minutes of Death": "I'm having prob-
lems dealing with wealth, but you wouldn't
understand until you get a million yourself."

Hooray For Hollywood! Movie
Music Takes Over The Top 10
Four soundtracks, including Guardians of the Galaxy and Into the Woods,
crowd the Top Album Sales chart's top 10 - the most since 1998

BY KEITH CAULFIELD

THE SOUNDS OF HOLLYWOOD MONOPOLIZE
the Top Album Sales chart's top 20, as a whop-
ping four soundtracks occupy the region (see
page 62). That's the most the top 10 has seen
since Sept. 5, 1998.

Guardians of the Galaxy fires 6-2
(70,000 copies sold in the week
ending Jan. 4, according to Nielsen
Music, down 13 percent), while Into
the Woods rises 14-3 (51,000; up 7 per-
cent), Annie warbles 28-9 (30,000;
down less than 1 percent), and the
indefatigable Frozen slips 9-10
(29,000; down 55 percent).

The last time four of the top 10 best-selling
albums were soundtracks was a little more than
16 years ago, when Armageddon - The Album
(No. 4), Dr. Dolittle - The Album (No. 7), How
Stella Got Her Groove Back (No. 8) and City of
Angels (No. 10) crowded the Sept. 5, 1998 -dated
tally. (1998 was an especially potent year for

soundtracks, with 16 visiting the top 10 that year.
Comparably, in 2014, just six soundtracks hit
the region, including the No.1 sets Frozen and
Guardians of the Galaxy.)

Soundtracks tend to make headway on the
album charts in early January each year, espe-
cially those from music -heavy films (like all
four of the titles in the top 10 this issue). In early
2014, Frozen began its 13-week run at No. 1, and
in January 2013, Les Miserables zoomed to No.
in its third chart week.

It's generally believed that consumers
who receive digital gift cards for
Christmas tend to redeem them
for familiar titles, oftentimes
soundtracks. Also helping the trend:
Guardians of the Galaxy was released
to DVD and Blu-ray on Dec. 9.

Remarkably, Disney Music Group
owns three of the four soundtracks
in the top 10 on Top Album Sales:

Guardians (on Hollywood Records), Into the
Woods and Frozen (both on Walt Disney Records).
It's the first time a label has earned three
soundtracks among the week's top 10 sellers
since 1978. That summer, the then -red-hot RSO
Records spent five straight weeks in the top 10
with Grease, Saturday Night Fever and Sgt. Pepper's
Lonely Hearts Club Band (Aug. 12-Sept. 9).0

Since the Billboard 200
relaunched six weeks ago
with a new methodology
in place - incorporating
track -equivalent albums
(TEA) and streaming -

equivalent albums (SEA)
- the tally, as expected,
has started to behave
differently.

Let's take a look at a few
albums and how they rank
on the new Billboard 200,
versus the Top Album Sales
chart, which retains the
Billboard 200's old math:
tallying pure album sales.

The new multimetric
consumption model has yet
to alter the very top of the
chart: In the last six weeks,
both charts have shared the
same No. 1 in every week
(Taylor Swift's 1989 for five
of those, and J. Cole's 2014
Forest Hills Drive for onel.

But looking beyond the
No. 1 slot is where things
get interesting. Take the
chart dated Jan. 3, which
reflected the sales week
that ended Dec. 21, 2014.
Nicki Minefs The Pinkprint
arrived at No. 3 on Top

Album Sales (198.000
copies). but at No. 2 on the
Billboard 200 (244,0001.
(Swift's 1989 was No.1
both weeks.) Minaj trailed
Pentatonix's That's
Christmas to Me in regular
album sales. but overtook
it in overall units with SEA
and TEA.

Skip ahead to this week's
chart, and there are some
eye -popping placings on
the Billboard 200. owed
to SEA and TEA: Queen
of the Clouds by Tove Lo
(above) rises 80-61 with
11,000 units; 73 percent of
those points are derived
from SEA and TEA. The
album sold 3.000 copies
and doesn't rank on the
100 -position Top Album
Sales chart. Meghan
Trainor's Title EP is
another beneficiary of SEA
and TEA, with 7 percent
of its 24.000 units (No. 211
powered by album sales.

After more than a year away
from the Billboard 200,
Sting (above) returns to
the chart fueled in part by
his receipt of the Kennedy
Center Honors. The rock
icon's 1997 greatest -hits
package, The Very Best
of Sting & The Police, re-

enters at No. 154 (6,000
units; up 88 percent in
the week ending Jan. 4,
according to Nielsen Music).
The Kennedy Center

Honors aired Dec. 30 on

CBS, celebrating Sting and
fellow honorees Al Green,
Tom Hanks, Patricia
McBride and Lily Tomlin.

Sting's performance -

fueled tribute included
Bruno Mars, Lady Gaga,
Esperanza Spaulding,
Herbie Hancock, Bruce
Springsteen and the cast
of the Broadway musical
The Last Ship (for which
Sting wrote the music and
lyrics).

The Very Best of Sting
& The Police sold 3,000
copies - up 85 percent -
and also re-enters Top Pop
Catalog Albums at No. 49.

The Last Ship's original
Broadway cast recording
entered the Jan. 3 Cast
Albums chart at No. 1. In
its three weeks on sale it
has sold 7,000 copies. On
Jan. 5, the show announced
it would close Jan. 24 after
a four -month run (losing
its entire $15 million
investment, according to
The New York Times).

Fellow Kennedy Center
honoree Green also
benefits from the TV ex-

posure: His Greatest Hits
returns to the Billboard 200
at No. 184. It moved 5,000
units for the week (up

Thanks to Pentatonix,
there was a million -selling
Christmas album in
2014 - the first to do so

in a calendar year since
2011. The a cappella
group's That's Christmas
to Me finished the year
with 1.1 million sold,
according to Nielsen
Music. (Unsurprisingly, in
the first full sales week
after Christmas, the album
collapses 2-28 on Top
Album Sales. It sold 11,000
in the week ending Jan. 4,
down 91 percent.)

The last time a calendar
year housed a million -

selling holiday set was in

2011, when both Michael
Buble's Christmas
(2.5 million) and Justin
Bieber's Under the
Mistletoe (1.3 million)
managed the feat. In 2013,
the biggest holiday set was
The Robertson.' Duck
the Halls, which moved
808,000.

Impressively for
Pentatonix, That's
Christmas to Me was one
of only four albums to
sell a million in 2014, the
fourth -largest seller of the
year overall.

Conventional wisdom
may have led some to
believe that Holiday Wishes
by Wine Menzel (below)
was the Christmas album
to beat in 2014 - after
all, she was the voice of
Elsa in Disney's runaway
hit film Frozen. (Although
it isn't a Christmas film,
it does lend itself to the
chilly holiday season.) And,
Menzel helped power the
film's Academy Award -

winning song, 'Let It Go,' to
No. 5 on the Billboard Hot
100. Yet, her album was far
behind Pentatonix's, selling
370,000 in 2014 (but is
the year's second -biggest
holiday effort). Don't cry
for Menzel though: Holiday
Wishes is her biggest-

selling album, well ahead of
2008's l Stand (83,000).

with a 307 percent jump
in audience, to 1.4 million
impressions.

It's the only hit to top the Billboard Hot
100 in two separate chart cycles.

Born Ernest Evans, Checker was
nicknamed "Chubby" at the age of is
while growing up in South Philadelphia.
He adopted his stage name in the late
195os when American Bandstand host
Dick Clark's wife Barbara suggested it as
a tribute to Fats Domino.

He was just 18 when "The Twist"
debuted on the Aug. 6,196o Hot Jo°.

Seven weeks later, the song topped the
chart. The track was his second of an
eventual 32 career Hot 100 hits.

After falling off the chart in December
196o, "The Twist" continued to build
buzz. Originally a hit with teens, its
popularity spread to adult demos along
with the dance craze. The track re-
entered the Hot 100 on Nov. 18, 1961
and hit No. 1 again for two more weeks
(Jan. 13-20) in 1962.

Thanks to its unique chart history,
"The Twist" was ranked as the Hot loo's
all-time No. 1 single when the chart
celebrated its 55th anniversary in 2013. At

the time, Checker, who's now 73 and still
regularly performs live, told Billboard:
"I'm so proud of how 'The Twist' has
endured and even more thankful for how
long my career has endured." -GARY TRUST
