It can 

be easily done, and could not help but be 

effective. It Is ludicions to see It done the 

way it Is now. 

Modern gas-filled lamps offer many posslhlll- 

tlea to the producer who will study them. They 

ran be purchased In sizes that will give Just 

the right Intensity of lllnnilnatlon. They are 

economical of operation. So far the methods 

of the Illuminating engineer have been utilized 

by only a few producers, but the resnlts have 

well repaid them for their pains. The great 

advance that would be made In stage lllum'na- 

tlon by even a euraory study of the subject 

should well pay the prodneer for tbe doing of 

It. He would progress, and the stage wFh 

him. And be could save money, too. It la to 

be hoped that the last reason will prompt him 

to do It If the others fall.—G. W.

.YU Its tones are harmonics, whether open 

tones, valve tones or positions are used. 
The vibrations do NOT "bound from side to , 

side,” as this deluded writer says, but pass 

thru the horn in longitudinal vibrations only. 

Horns have been made—for experimental pur¬ 

poses—of cement, plaster, gutta-percha, wood, 

paper and other materials. I'nder the most 

careful tests no difference could be noticed in 

the tone, as long as the length and thickness 

of tbe air column are exactly the same. 

.411 pipes or tubes of equal length, such as 

trombones and organ pipes, prodnee tones of 

the same pitch. Difference In caliber causes 

tones of the same pitch. Difference in caliber 

causes tone" of different timbre, but does not 

alter tbe pitch. I’ositions are exactly the same 

on all different makes of trombones, provided, 

of course, that the pitch of Instruments is the 

same.

Parlette's literary fodder seems to fit the 

ultra-conservative's silo, and so there is an ever- 

lacreaslng lemand for bis green stuff. Parlette 

la writing and Padget is selling tbe stuff so 

fast that tbe great work of uplifting tbe hea¬ 

thens must look for others to do tbe uplifting. 

Mr. Parlette wants to visit Japan and study, 

Arst-band, tbe Japanese problem as it affe<-ts 

oar own country, especially with reference to 

our California situation. There is much real 

philosophy In bis move. There Is much that la 

truly Parlettesque in tbe way be starts to tet 

«t the basis of this problem. 

William Padget did not take time to even vis¬ 

it tbe I. h.

There is a better condition facing tbe future. 

Some OMnagrrs are now getting to where they 

see that there is a difference between present¬ 

ing artists and trying to make them. There is 

a real hope looming up that those managers 

wbo have vision, and who want to work in tbe 

open, are coming to tbe front. 

Tbe good work that The Billboard has done 

la now acknowledged by some wbo fought us so 

bitterly but a few months ago. 

There is much to be hoped for in tbe future. 

Let's make merit the test. Let’s win by friend¬ 
ly comparisons of the way we do things and of 

tbe article we have to sell.

Fever does wrong. All is well In his philosophy. 

We have tried to sbow him that his famons 

ant and bean story is as full of fallacies as 

tbe nets are of worms. He is as fatalistic in 

bis teaching by this example as any Oriental 

philosophy ever promulgated. 

His lesson that tbe nuts come to tbe top and 

tbe beans go to tbe bottom of a jar when shaken 

Is silly, but to some minds it is so easy to work 

that it must be really great. The fart that the 

beans have far more life-giving sustenance in 

them than the nnfs—worms and all—makes no 

difference to this philosopher. His answer is: 

We'l. it sells So does booze. So do tbe trashy 

novel and the censored movie. 

Parlette has always claimed that we are de- 

♦metionists. We have boosted what we thought 

iS right and fought what we thought 

was wrong. When we felt that we were right 

we fought, no matter whether there was one to 

oppose or a million—or even a billion. Which 

of us la right ia not for us to say. Which one 

bat accompllabed most Is not now a matter for 

settlement. ‘Hme will tell that. 

Mr. Parlette la a write* of ability, lie it a 

•Peaker with many arts, some of which aie near 
the demagogic line, but with it all he is a 

very entertaining speaker. Muntaville Flowers 

bat said that be measures all things by i>asaii.g 

them thru himself. Perhaps tbe best illus¬ 

tration of tbe way Parlette tbioka would be il¬ 

lustrated by the present baseball scandal, 

Ral|>b Would say: "I see so much good In base¬ 

ball that it seems useless to watte time on the 

crookedness of the few who have brought dis¬ 

grace, dltbuDor and suspicion on the great 

American game.” Gamblers and erooka thrive 

on this mollycoddleism It takes hetolc action 

to clean up the Augean stables. It Isn’t pleas¬ 

ant, but it certainly must be done if the great 

sport is to live. Tbe inaidious commercialism 

that robs tbe game of its value must be killed— 

and It matters not wbetber this is gambling or 

pare |ir»flteerlng. tbe effect it always tbe same.

-on his slender shoulders. Tbe pamphlets distributed are a red rag to an already gored 
bnll. 

Mr. Arllss Is s player of reputation and skill. In certain parts he is excellent, 
despite the accuniulstlon of mannerisms, which are getting very tiresome.

Julia Dean Is e smashing hit as a representative of the 
oldest profession. She Is vigorous, natural and effective. In fact the one sound char- 
aclerlzitloii in the play, tho her affectionate regard for a family of tomato-can clad 
geraninmt Is a bit too poHyanna. In spite of everything the Impression will persist 
that Mr. Tarklngton has been playing O. B. Shaw and not playing the part very well. 
If "Poldekln” is the best argument to be advanced against Bolshevism America Is 
doomed.—PATTERSON JAMES.

Arnold Daly U one of the very few actors wc hare who possewaes the quality of 
dtatinctlon. He baa the dramatic manner as well aa certain mannerlama wUb b are 
nothing more than the effort to conceal the Itmltatlona to which we are all auhjert. 
He haa the facnlty of inreatlng whatever be doea with Interest no matter buw trlTlal 
It may be. And he la a workman. In “The Tavern" he displays all these qualities 
admirably. He givea tbe role of The Y’apabond an indescribable air tf pathoa, which 
makea It Inaiatently effective. He baa commendable repose when It Is needt'd, and he 
can awagger and poature on demand, with all the anreneas many other playera exhibit 
when neither awaggering nor poaturlng are In the character. In aburt he gives a per¬ 
formance which Justlflet his reputation and position. But he should never, never, never 
dance. There la sneb a thing aa "stage license,” tho why there should be is not clear 
to me. There la no license which covers Mr. (Daly’s dancing. At fat cavorting It la 
admirable of Ita kind, but If It must be done a rigid course with tbe acrobats In 
(Brown's Gymnagiinn would help to reduce Ita proportions. 

“The Tavern” la a Cohanlred mysteiy drama. Xfr. Cohan knows all the tricks of 
this •ort of piece. He proved It In “Seven Keys to Baldpate," and there are many 
ilnatanres In “Tbe Tavern" to ahour he haa not lost hla craftsmanship. Uoweier. 
there la aerlons question whether In overaecentlng rertain mel(»lramatlc ehararvei Iza- 
tloDS be has not spoiled the effectiveness he strives for. The outbursts of The Woman 
from the woodshed are Justified by the denouement of tbe play, as are Mr. Daly’s ec¬ 
centricities. but tbe Tavern Keeper's Son. played earnestly and well by Phillips Tead. 
would be far more effertlve If dlreeted more naturally. The neceaaary element of roo- 
•trast In the character playing is wanting. As that is a question of matter of direction 
.Mr. Cohan must take tbe blame, aa tbe rredlt la indubitably bis for doing ao many 
good things in the arrangement and staging of the piece. 

In sputa the play la genuinely funny. Spencer Charfert, as tbe Hired Man, who 
wwnts to know what everything la about, makea a solid hit In a broadly (y>mlc sense. 
Dodson Mitchell. Elsa Rlzer, .Llberta Burton, Yforgan Wallace and WlHIans Jeffrey are 
altogether excellent and the stage effects are well done. At least “The Tavern” la 
different. There Is plen’y of virile acting in It which Is a great relief amid the 
effeminate •‘nlcencss” which Is getting to be so nause.stlngly common on our stage. 
It Is entertaining and it has Mr. Daly. If it Is not a snecess It will be because Mr. 
Cohan In reauliing f >r mysfeiy has m:«sed the mark, the fatal bit and hit on confaalon. 
No matter what happens it is a go^d shot.—PATTERSON JAMES.

A Perfectly Innocent Farce. By Owen Davis. Staged by Priestly Morrison. 

The mother of Jnlia Paddington, dlacoTertng that a gentlemnn drunk has spent the 
evening In her daughter's room, innocently sleeping In a chair, exclaims dianiatically. 
“What will society aayT" You can see from that maternal moan that the Paddlngtona 
are “awell" people. No one but "iwell” people get drunk and sleep in luniH-eiit young 
girls* boudoira all night. It simply isn't done, that's nil. No one but the daiicliter of 
“swell people'* could be aiicb a aonnd sleeper as not to discover drunken strangers 
snoring thru the long night In her bedroom, unless the swell daughter I nd a ladylike 
bun on herself when retiring. However, the damage is d<>ne, so the Paddingtons decide 
.the only thing to do with a girl like that Is to mike the man m.irry her. New idea tint! 
*'Tou have wronged my daughter.** aaya irate f.ither. •'Y'on Lave snored In her boudoir 
all night. To pnaect her reputation as am-lety’s best young light sleeper, yon must 
marry her. You must do the right tiling by 'Our Jule.* ** So Mr. Davis marriea the 
poor girl to the poor drunk, and the farce begins. 

Properly played the piece would hire a rh.mce, but. as It is. It neither is nor has. 
T'here It no “tempo.** if you know whit tl.st meant, and farce needs “tempo’* even more 
than anything, except nonsense. It might also escape if the mile actors would 
sx-maionally take their h.ands out of their pockets. They never do. however. The show 
■tarts with everybody's bands submerged, and they never come up. No one even sits 
down. In the three acta at least four pisiple sit down, once eii< h, Tlie rest of the time 
it1 ey stand. And bow they stand! One lady turns her back to tlie audience and remains 
'that way for tome minutes, with her feet spread at least eighteen inches apart. Things 
like these are nnpardonable. There are certain rudiments of stage deportment which 
every actor should know. If they do not know them they should be taught. That is a 
director's hiisiiiesa, and he mint heir the reapmsihilify. It Is not altogether tie pla.ver’s 
fault. A dliCctur who can not watch liis ch.irge's hands and feet and teach the uses of 
these memheis to actors who do not know wh.it to do with them, does not know his Job. 
, Beatiice Noyes, as Rose Gary, a lady who la willing to play co-respondents or l.urry- 
np, specially hlied wives, is a godsend in the piei e. She knows character plaring, she 
la natural and human and is not afraid to raise her voice to put a point over. She. with 
tie exception of Stapleton Kent, who plays the part of the kind of clergyman who 
makes you believe Clinstlanity is a failure and plays It very well, is all there is to 
“M.iriy the Four Giil.” But what enn yon do with a play where one of the characters 
wanta to know “what will aociety aayl”—PATTERSON JAMES.

'Without resortiiig to beans in-the-moiilh comedy tricks, and be acts at all times with in¬ 
telligence and pleasantness. S.nm Ash la. at alwa.vs, a masculine young lover, and sings 
well. There Is no special distinction about either Dorothy Follla or Ethellnd Terry, unless 
It la that Miss Terry speaks as if sl.e were frightened to death. Both look pietty, aud 
that is always something. 

A riotous bit is made by Mile. Marguerite, a Spanish dancer, who has lately been 
resi'ued from the vaudeville treadmill. She U us <lny as Spanish dancers seldom are after 
aixteen. and she dances with all the fire and fling of a real artiste. It Is unfuttuuale 
that she it foiled to play a bit which adds nothing to the piece. The chorus is ex¬ 
tremely pietty and well behaved, "noneyrtew" Is most antisfying If only for Mr. 
ZimhiiHsfs cliaiminc music, Mr, Forde’a pLiying and Mile, Marguerite’s dancing.—PAT¬

ducing manager can see the star that be la 

nagotlatlng for Joat as ba or the will appear la a 

screen production. These will be known as 

‘screen teats.’ 

"Of course, we will alao use ‘stiU’ photo¬ 

graphs, too, but tbe still photograph of a star 

aa a means of selling producing managers a 

star la fast becoming obsolete. It does not 

really meet tbe demand of tbe motion picture 

producer when It comes to getting a line on 

bow a star will appear on tbe screen. I pro¬ 

pose to bave," rontinued Mr. Small, "this 

projecting room right next to my office, with 

a duer leading Into it, so that I can take a 

manager Into tbe studio projecting room and 

say throw five to ten selected players on tbe 

screen so that be may see them Just as they 

appear and thereby save time In showing pho¬ 

tographs and arranging iuterviews. This will 

be done pnrely as an effleienoy method and as 

a coDveuleuce for tbe producing manager and 

tba motion picture actor as well. I believe it 

la going to save a lot of time and trouble. 

While It will cost considerable money, I believe 

It will prove a good investment. I am now 

looking for a building where I can bave this 

projecting room and all tbe offices of my various 

enterprises connected together." 

Mr. Small’s motion picture gallery of stars 

will be tbe first one to be erected In this 

country, and shows tbe advancement being 

made in the motion picture world. Ever since 

the beginning of photography there baa been 

the tlme-wom photograph gallery. But these 

have always been the still photographs. 

Mr. Small’s new gallery for screen tests will 

show the stars under his management in actual 

life poses, so that tbe various screen ebarac- 

teiizations and mannerisms of tbe star may 

be seen by tbe manager wbo la negotiating for 

bis or her servlcea. 

REVISED TAX REGULATIONS PUB¬ 
LISHED 

The National Association of tbe Motion Pic¬ 

ture Industry baa secured for Its members thru 

Its Washington office a supply of copies of the 

regulations relating to the collection of tax on 

motion pletnre films, revised to Angnat, 1920, 

and approved by tbe Secretary of tbe Treasury 

DepartmeuL 

Tbe regulationa quote Section OOfi of the 

Bevenne Act of 1918 and excerpts from tbe 

various sections of tbe law relating to the im¬ 

position of tbe tax, the persons liable, the 

measure of tbe tax, bow and when tbe transfer 

of burden of tax may be made; reference to 

tbe Act of Febraary 24, 1919, Imposiug a tax 

and the fact that persons liable under the 

original act are not relieved of aneb liability 

nnder the additional law. 

Provisions are made for tbe rate and pay¬ 

ment of tbe tax. The power of tbe Commla- 

oloner of Internal Bevenne la alao further ex¬ 

tended to assist blm in collecting the tax and 

be baa the benefits of all existing internal 

laws which are made appllrable to films. 

Special mention la made of medinm of pay¬ 

ment of tax and for the use of uncertified 

ehecka. Also the procedure given with respect 

to dishonored or bad checks. 

Misrepresentation of tax and penalty for 

fallnre of tbe person liable for payment of 

taxes are given at length.

MOTION PICTURE LAWS 
(Continued from last issue) 

MONTANA 

Tbe State of Montana does not require e 
special license for motion picture theateru. 

This la controlled entirely by counties and 
towns. 

Soatlon 8369 of tbe Revised Oodea of Montana 

of 1007, as amended by an act approved March 
6, 1915, Session Laws of 1915, page 14fi, pro¬ 
vides ae follows; 

"Every person wbo on Sunday, or tbe first 

day of tbe week, keeps open or maintains, or 

who aids In ^penlng or maintaining any danra 

ball, dance bouse, race track, gambling house 

or poolroom, variety hall or la any other place 

of amusement where any intoxicating liquors 

are eold or dispensed. U guilty of a mis¬ 

demeanor; provided, however, that tbe pro¬ 

vision of this section shall not apply to 

sneb dancing balls or pavilions aa are mala- 

tained or conducted in pnbllc parks or play¬ 

grounds where no admission U charged, and 

where good order la maiotalned, and wber* 

no intoxicating liquors are sold." 

The Supreme Court in construing this act 

held that tbe operation of moving picturee 

shown on Sunday la not a violation of thU 

section where It Is shown that the plctarra 

are of a clean and moral character and bava 

been approved by a general board of centora 

located in another State. State vs. Penny. 42 

MonL 118, 111 Par. 727, 31 L. B. A. (N. 8.) 

1156, and Chapter 81 of tbe Laws of 1918 pro- 
vide as follows: 

“No license shall be required for tbe opera¬ 

tion or exhibitlM of moving pictures abowa 
la any city, town or vllUge where tbe popu- 

Utlon does not exceed 1,500. In all other 

citlea tbe license aball be twenty-five dolUra 
per year." 

The building requirements, etc., are naually 

governed by city ordinances and such build¬ 

ing regnlations as a rule come nnder tbe an- 

pervislon of tbe Fire Marshal or Fire Chief of 

tbe varions citlea and towns.

tha preaent aFstem. and can ba abolished by tba 
adoption of a C<iuimittee Report System. 

Thus do all these alleged wrongs tyiring from 
conditions which exist now and have existed 
for yeara. Therefore our system of comwittea 
reports did not create them, but it alone can 
right tbe wmngv from which talent has eo un¬ 
justly suffered—tbe wrong of misrepresentation. 
Under the present condition an attraction get¬ 
ting a severe newK|Hi|>er cnilrism. or an unjust 
adverse report by some spiteful committeeman, 
has uo defense. But after our re|H>rt system 
has been u|H-rating for a term of years the at¬ 
traction injured can proudly ap|ieal to its rei-otd 
as shown by tbe verdict of acores and buodieds 
of committee reports. Thus are these commit¬ 
tee reports rendering a mighty aerv ir« every¬ 
where to the people on the ^atform and to tbe 
general public which supports them. They are 
a bulwark of defense, a source of freedom aud 
Independence—in short, an assurance of per- 
mauent employment for all attractiooa of real 
merit. 

But the chief complaint ngainat tbe commit¬ 
tee report system Is that our Lyceum aud Chau¬ 
tauqua committeemen are not really competent 
for tbe task, that they are not tbe proper per¬ 
sona to make out these reports To which 1 
answer that surely the men who buy all the tal- 
eut have a right to give their upiuion of tbe 
quality of tbe thing bought These coiuiuittee- 
men serve without pay. I'heir only motive is 
to benefit the loiumuniiy In whuli lUvy live. 
They report uut to a bureau, but to tbeir fel¬ 
low committeemen thruout the euuntiy It Is a 
co-operative system that eua'oles the eomiuiliee- 
meu to tell each other wlist they tbiuk of the 
talent we are furiiisluiig them The honor aud 
reputations of these eommiileemeii sre at slake. 
Who are the iiieu and tbe wouieii Ihruout tha 
country who voluntarily serve on Lyceoui aud 
Chautauqua couimilteesl As a rule they are 
the best educated and most public-spirited peo¬ 
ple In each community. Therefore 1 coutcud 
that they are logically and by right of srrv.co 
tbe cbooen indiv idiiala who obould make tbe ra- 
ports.
