No one would decline to listen to a vaudeville 
actor tell about his new art, how be stopped tbe 
show and “knocked them off their seats" if they 
knew Just when to stop talking about It. Now 
would you?

Arthur Roebr, originator of “Ix>oping-the-loop'* 
in a revolving globe, worked five years perfect¬ 
ing the act. He later on spent f JO.dOU on a new 
act and rebuilt it three times until be made 
it mechanically correct for tbe vaudeville at.ige.

Vaudev'lle would be better if every manager, 
booker, agent and actor stood on his own feet 
and did not try to lean on svvmeone else'a or 
traded on other material and reputation. 

Paul Klelst of “Black Art” fame is reported 
to be doing well in Chicago, where be plays and 
owns property. He should come East once In 
a wh'Ie and let the folks that go to tbe Mg 
bouses see him. He did in times past, and 
always made a hit, we are told. 

No, The Billboard does not offer prises for the 
best ADVERTISEMENT written by a vaudeville 
actor. The Billboard does not either “trick'' 
tbe vaudeville actor to make him compete for 
vain glory. Get that latter one? 

What's become of all those actors that used to 
make faces at the audience, as “Lightning 
Change Artists?” Those arts were novelties. 

Get your “applause" or laugh the first 15 
seconds after your entrance, and you've got 'em, 
generally speaking. 

Who's scared? “One-night stand” vaude¬ 
ville shows are to become the rage—because tbe 
vaudeville actor must be kept working, or else 
“opposition'' will develop outside of tbe Sun¬ 
day concert.

the eagerly awaited prosperity which our Social¬ 
ists have promised ns! 

But now from the dime musenm to the 
sublime-the drama! The legitimate theaters 
of this city have suffered greatly in recent 
years. Not by any means that there is a lack 
of new plays! The qnantlty it to hand in 
more than sofOclency, but the good sound Ideal 
effort of former timet haa disappeared. Once 
one could always more or less depend on see¬ 
ing a certain sort of a play at certain theaters. 
Nowadaya. however, with the exoeptbm of the 
Schansplelhaus, the Deutaches The.iter, the 
Kammertplele and a few more, managers no 
longer adhere to any particular form of 
dramatic fare. Thus, on the tame stage within 
the list month, drama will follow farce and 
tragedy precede burlesque In the most puzsLng 
tasblott imaginable. Tbla It caused by the 
fact that most of the theaters are In the 
hands of stockholders. When profits are large 
they get a large bonus and a short explanation 
of the business reasons. W.ben proSta are small 
the bonus ahrlnks and the explanation expands 
and often make a change of policy necessary. 

It la well known that there are many thea¬ 
ters which do not pay a profit. Where aeve-al 
honsea are under one management what la mada 

on aome la usually loat on others. A glance 
at the Interior of most of oar prominent thea¬ 
ters will show an alarming falling off In at¬ 
tendance, which Just happens to remind me of 
what Peter Dailey once said of an audience in 
a New York Theater where baslnest waa very 
poor. When asked how large the audience 
was “Pete” answered: "I could Uck all three 
of them!” 

Mu( h to the chagrin of patriotic theatergoers 
manageiB of the leading musical comediet are 
obliged to engage Anstrlana to fill the rolea 
of "society men." claiming that the voices of 
native horn Germans are ernde, that they do 
not know bow to enter or leave a room, and 
that they do not sufficiently look or act their 
parts on the stage. 

Boxing has become quite the craxa over here 
nlnce the laat year or two. There are "Box- 
kampfe” Just now at Clrcna Buacb, at Luna 
Park and at various "aommergartena.” 

The Germans have become quite admirable 
amateur boxera In a rough-and-tumble sort of 
a way. The displays they are giving are any¬ 
thing but scientific, but atlll they are at least 
of an earnest kind, tho chiefiv characterized 
by the "biff,” •‘bang" class of boxing. Some 
of our dally papers are oppotlng the sport, like 
the "Taglicbe Rundschau,” which said in a 
recent editorial: 

"The community that permits prlxeflghta on 
the stage Is inviting homicide. If it then pre¬ 
tends to bring the bruiser who dealt the fatal 
blow to the bur of Justice It la guilty of hypoc¬ 
risy, when it heaps honor and riches on an Ig¬ 
norant brute and permits him to gratify all 
bit baae passions.” 

While the "Berliner Tageblatt” for Instance 
defends these boxing exhibitions aa foUowt: 

"Far from boxing leading to rowdltm it ii 
one of the best correctives, and that It la a 
bealthtful sport, bringing out the best qualities 
of manhood, some of the most prominent men In 
American public life can testify.” 

Some English boxera were booked recently by 
the "Natlonale Boxsport KInb” for Luna Park, 
bnt their appearance has been postponed for a 
few weeks In order that the management may 
teat the feeling of the public toward them. 

Altbo aome people aay that the Germana do 
not like them nor want them I personally hardly 
believe that any turh antipathy exiata among 
the German sporting fraternity, and I do tin- 
cerely hope that tbelr engagements will he 
fulfilled.

CIRCUIT AND STOCK SHOWS 

PRESIDENT HERK 

Of American Burlesque Circuit 

Demands Morality—His 

Last Warning—Man¬ 

agers Beware 

Tofk, Not. 4.—Complaints from Tsrious 
•ourcea rTScbed the exvruUTt^ of the American 

llurlrtque Association lost week relative to the 
lines and action used la one or more aliowa, 

and George W. Gallagher, general manager, 

immed^atelj sent out a letter censuiing the 

offenders and cautioning them against « repe¬ 
tition. 

When the matter was brought to the attention 

of lasj II. Herk, president of the A. D. A., he 

became highly incensed, and, after careful con 

aideration as to the effect that a few immoril 

shows would have on burlesque in general, be 
Issued an edict, vis.: 

Dear Sir—I am in receipt of tbe information 
that tbe shows being given in Galesburg, Kock 
Island, Waterloo and other towns a.e not the 
kind of shows that this circuit is desirous of 
having shown by anyone bolding a franchise. 

Mr. Gallagher has Just writla-n you regarding 
Terre Haute, and now I am writing, and my 
letter to you will be a little different from Mr. 
Gallagber's. 

If for any reason whatsoever in the future 
any town on th;s circuit is lost because of an 
Immoral show being given I will sift tbe matter 
to tbe bottom, and the one or ones responsiula 
for same will lmme<Iiately lose their frun'-hise. 
It seems that a lot of you fellows haven't 
enough brains to kn<iw which side your bread is 
buttered on, and 1 for one am sick and tired of 
cautioning you. 

It Is not my doty, nor Mr. Gallagher s to 
fight you to make money, and I can .'ssure you 
that this office is no longer going to do so. Ibis 
is your last warning, and. believe rue. it goes.

show, but knock burlesque In general, thereby 

mining the prospects cf profit for the progressive 

producer of burlesque who his expended time, 

Isbor and money on a clean bnrieaque prodne- 

tion and preaentation by clean-minded mascnllne 

and feminine artists. 

We hold no personal brief for Fred McCloy, 

of the Columbia, wbo baa done what no other 

one man baa done to clean up burlesque, nor do 

we bold a personal br'ef for Irsy H. Herk and 

George W. Gallagher, of the American Burle que 

Association, bat we do commend them highly 

for demanding m-'ral ty on tha burleaqne stage, 

and, as they have determined to make tbe shows 

clean, they can and probably will do so, and if 

tbe fear of lost of franchise does not make 

managers give moral shows It can and will be 

done by the various reform associations If tbeir 

attention ii called to It. and their attention 

will be called to if, if not by burlewiuert wbo 

are now suffering thru it, then by others in a 

position to have tht laws against Indecency en¬ 

forced.

•’The Ontrageon* Mrs. Palmer” is a mighty good thing for the New York stage. 
Hesidentt of Manhattan are not blushing violets when it comes to fancying tbem- 
iclve* a* the last word In Judgment on everything. The average New Yorker, and he 
is vei7 average, thinks nothing esn be worth a whoop until he has heard of it, seen 
it, and passed approval on it. There is no possibility of a real actress being bidden 
away in the sticks in Boston for instance. Isn’t there? Mary Young has kicked all 
that into the old Junk yard. 

Not that MIsa Young i* bursting on Broadway for the first time. Far from it. 
But she is not here often enough to be “one of us.” and the memoir of New York 
theatergoer* is short indeed. They forget as qnickly as the rest of the land. So 
that Mlsa Young, while not a stranger, is altogether a novelty from Boston. Ap^ 
what a welcome novelty she is. She knows the craftsmanship of the dramatic art. 
She it experienced, talented, agreeable to look at and she has what so few actresses 
have, real imagination and the great gift of honest tenderness. “Mrs. Palmer” Is a 
fletitiouB type, tho there are stars who known no more about everyday existence than 
.Mrs. Michael does about Infantry formations. It Is fundamentally a part which de¬ 
mands the crestion of a woman totally different from the real personality of the act¬ 
ress herself. Most of the characterization* we see are merely the thin veneer of- nn- 
reality glossing over an individuality which is always the same. Most of the interpre¬ 
tations on our stage are Jennie Jones playing the Marchioness of Tosh, or Jennie Jones 
playing Maggie Smith, the working girl, but Maggie and the Yfarsh are always Jennie 
Jones In a different environment and with a change of clothing. Miss Young’s char- 
aclcriration Is the ontrageons Mr*. Palmer, not Mary Young playing at being Mrs. 
Pslmer. Her comedy Is delightful If slightly explosive In method, but that too is 
sound because in a woman of Mrs. Palmer's type ideas do not follow one another with 
cinematographic rapidity. With her it is one thought at a time, with a resultant pause 
between each expression. Just as there is a gap between one idea and the next in her 
mind To me the was extremely and really fanny. I laughed long and happily, and 
for all the play is nothing at all as a play I enjoyed the evening more than I have 
any in a long time. There Is a charming Impertinence about her performance, a crisp¬ 
ness that is most unusual, and the little pathetic scenes, which are the veriest tlie- 
atriial claptrap. Miss Y’oung ra.ykes sincerely effective and actually touching. Noth¬ 
ing finer than her work In turning these bits of rank sentimentality Into solid pathos 
has iM-en or will he seen here this season. I hope she will come here often and stay 
long. New York needs a real actress and Miss Young is all of that. 

ITerlrert Standing is excellent as the Hon. Charles Cardingan North and May 
Collins, as the young girl In love with Mrs. Michael’s Philip, is uncommonly natural 
and unaffected. There are two fine characterizations by Minna Gale Haynes and 
Eugenie Blair, bnt that la to be expected of two artistes who know their bnsiness 
thoroly. speak intelItglMy and naturally, have stage authority and who do not "act’’ all 
over the lot. I-uit .Mbernl is lifelike as a FYench tailor to ladles, but the rest of 
the cist Is Inept. After all nothing matters much but Miss Young. She is the play 
and alte is enough.—P.ATTERSON JAMES.

“Jim Jam Jems” is just what one would expect it to be from the 
title—only more so. It has neither wit, novelty, pretty music, charm nor 
any of the other qualities patrons of the theater have the right to expect 
in return for their money. Of stupidity, sluggishness and commonness 
it has a surfeit. Joe Miller plays the part of a “cop.” His namesake 
must have furnished the material for the piece.

THE COMING CONFLICT 
Boger Babton 1* the beat known boslnesa etatistician in the United States. In a 

recent bulletin under the caption. "Shall Victors Be Magnanimous?’’ be deala with 
the Capital and Labor situation. The opening paragraphs of the article are here re¬ 
printed. Coming a* they do with all probability of a national administration of bit¬ 
ter reaction iu the immediate proapert they have a siniiter and foreboding note. 

"Tbere i* no doubt about it—Labor is beaten. Mr. Gompers was at his zenith In 
1918. Since then be baa steadily lost power, lie bis lost power with bis own people, 
because be is no longer able to deUver the goods. He can no longer deliver the goods 
for two reasons. For oq^ thing, peace urgeacy has replaced war urgency and we are 
not willing to bid for peace Labor aa we bad to bid for war Labor. For another 
thing, the employing class la immensely more powerful than it wae In 1914. 

"We have then aa organixed labor force more nnmerona than ever before. Bel- 
atively twice a* many workers are organized at in 1910 Bnt tbU same labor force 
has lost Its bold oo the pnblic. Fnrthermore, it is divided in its own camp. It fears 
capital. It alao feara it* own factions. It threatens, bnt it does not dare. 

"We said that the employing class was Immensely more powerful than in 1914. 
Tbere is more money at its command. Eighteen thousand new millionaires are the 
■war's legacy. This money capacity is more tboroly nnifled than ever. In 1914 we 
bad 30.000 banka, fanctloning to a great degree in independence of each other. Then 
came the Federal Reserve Act and gave ns the machinery for consolidation and the 
emergency of five years* war furnished the hammer blowa to weld the atroctnre into 
one. 

"The war tanght the employing clasa the eecret and the power of 'widespread 
propaganda. Imperial Europe bad been aware of this power. It was new to the United 
States. Now when we have anything to sell to the American people we know how 
to tell it. We have learned. We have the schools. We have the pnipit. The em¬ 
ploying class owna the prete. Tbere is practically no important paper in the United 
States but la theirs.” , 

Some of these statements are nntme. Not all the pulpits have sold ont to Vam- 
moD. and Labor is not acknowledging defeat. The next four years will *ee an epoch 
in the life of the Bepnbllc. for tt la bound to see a terrific upheaval In the present 
philosophy of the organized labor movement. Whatever is in store It is evident that 
one aide at least knows what it Intends to do and is preparing for the conflict. It 
it not Labor, becauae Labor has to feel the steel In Its vitals before it will act. If 
the plan of completely ernshing the organized workers these next fonr years is at¬ 
tempted. and tbere are few labor leaders who do not believe snrh a plan baa been 
made, the battle will be one which will shake the nation to its foundations. What¬ 
ever el-e Mr. Babson’t bulletin has done it bas set people to thinking. Organized 
actors should realize the situation as well as organized mechanics. In the smashing 
process no one will be spared and the a tors' organizatioDs must act accordingly. It 
will be too late when the zero boor airivea.

By Max Halbe. Staged by Emanuel Belcher. 

There Is no excuse for "Youth.’* It Is filthy, stupid, rotten, psycho¬ 
logically, theologically and dramatically. It is an Insult to the Intelli¬ 
gence of Americans to produce it, and It uses the stage which might be 
occupied by something better. Nothing could be worse. If Catholics had 
half the spunk of Jews the performance would have been egged out of 
existence after the first night. It contains two priests, one a bibulous 
old pastor and the other a crazy fanatic, neither of whom has progressed 
beyond the second lesson in the small catechism. In the old priest's 
house his niece is seduced by a young student, her cousin, within forty- 
eight hours after his visit begins. The girl’s Imbecile brother tries to 
shoot the seducer and kills his sister. That is a mistake. Evor>*one In 
the play should have shot everyone else exactly two minutes after the 
curtain rose on the first act. There is only one protection the stage has 
against such monstrosities. That is for people to stay away from the 
theater where they are playing. Happy to relate that is just what Is 
happening. "Youth” ha* two weeks to go. and that Is a fortnight too 
long. The acting is as bad as the play.—PATTERSON JAMES.

It 
aatiiflea. it brings back remini.ieneet which are pleasant. It baa atimulatlTe quality and 
it la a tonic for the jaded apirtt of the constantly Tirtlmlzed xlsltant to the show houses 
In the search for a little wholeaume amnxement. There is only a shred of a story, and 
It it not treated with fatiguing brilliance. Bat It manages to keep up out of the aaw- 
dnit all the time and the actors make the utmost of what they have to go on by reading 
Intelligently and Intelligibly. The mntir is delightful in its simple tunefulneas and it offers 
ready aptireclation by people who like melodies that even a tone-deaf man can carry 
without effort. But it it the speed and tfae dancing which makes “Mary” so at- 
tractlTri. There are no one-legged dancers In the cast and it it a difficult Job to de¬ 
cide whether the principala or the chorus do the better work. 'From the moment the 
chorua romps on for Itt first nnmber until the drop of the final curtain it it doing 
aomethlng, doing It skilfully, gracefully, coiuuntly and agreeably. If it bat to Mng 
It alnga. and when the dance la on ereryone dances as if it were a pleasure, not a 
Job. The whole i>erformanee apeaka of aatlsfaetion on the part of the players. They 
act and work at If they liked to do what they are doing and they ar* nearly aa en- 
thuaiaatic about it aa the audience Is at their efforts. 

After watching the languid actions of more than one actor and more than one 
chorue tbte and other aeaa,>na the alacrity displayed by the players of “Mary” la a Joy. 

Jack McGowan and Janet Vclie are the youthful loeert whose love nest making 
furalslirs not only the story but the aong hit of the ahow. Mr. McGowan !• a home* 
B|>uB actor with a gi>od, plain eolce. no manneiiams and no affectation. Miss Velie it 
young, pretty in an tnstgoratlng. may apple fashion, and she has so far escaped the 
society dialect which the ladies of the stage are nowadays prone to acquire as the 
sign mark of distinction. She sings and acta like a real home girl and does not tske 
heraelf with painful aerlonsnesi. Georgia Caine la a comely and capable artiste with 
a long line of am-cesaful parts to her credit, and Charles Jndels, In a familiar FVench 
dialect rule, scores enurmonaly, especially with hfs whistle. Solid, unerring, experi¬ 
enced James Bradbury once more exempltfles the fact that nothing can take the place 
of old t<me acboollng. He knows the value of every langh and every line. He is 
sever hurried, he la not a “cue biter.” be gives playert opposite himself a chance for 
their laugha. and he la a hit of mgged proportions. Florrte Mlllerahlp, one of the 
Bloat conacientloas and energetic ornaments of the musical comedy stage, works in- 
defatlgably and snccesefully and deaervea her prominent place In the cast. 'Pealdea 
the dancing chorus, which in the future will furnish many “two” acta for the vaude¬ 
ville stage, the apecl.skty danceri are nneommonjy good. Sibylla Bowman and SI 
layman and Bert Shadow and IJlIlan YfrNell are the recipients of great, honest sp- 
plrnse fer their distinctive work and Lon Locket and Edna Pierre also dance effec- 
tlvelr.

THE HUNGER PULL 

8y FRED NALL 

The bMt food 700 could prepare—the mo«t 
teuiptinf meal money could buy—would not 
win a (llnie from the man who bav Just been 
Mled with food. Tb« same reuonlnx applies 
to P'ller skating and all other amusements. It 
it an axiom of good Judgment to “make 'em 
leave the pla< e hungry for more." 

This rule applies as well to season as to 
sessions during any day. Don't Jet your 
luiroiis skate themselves to death. 

1 am a strong advovate of short seasons, and 
managers who know will bear In mind the 
fart that It is advantageous to close at the 
first approach of warm weather, while the 
skaters still retain the desire to skate. Kemain 
closed until the advent of cold weather, turn¬ 
ing a deaf ear to all Importunities to give 
them “Just one more night of skating," for 
which many will petition. Refuse even what 
may seem a g'vid pri<-e for one night's rent 
of the rink with Its equipment for a private 
skating party. 

As a general proposition 1 should say not 
to extend the skating season beyond a period 
of five months, and In no rase after April 15, 
except at the seashore or other popular amuse¬ 
ment resorts. 

Ily closing white yonr patrons still have the 
“fever" and giving them no opportunity for 
gratifying their dr-s!re for skating they retain 
that "fever" thmout the summer season and 
are eager and anxious for the reopening of the 
rink at the proper season In order to indnlge in 
their favorite pastime. On the other hand, 
when they are allowed to skate in an indoor 
rink, constructed for winter use only, the 
condltiona necetMirlly must be aneb as to de¬ 
tract from the ihoro enjoyment of skating, be¬ 
cause of the beat. Nothing it more conducive 
to the creatloD of a diaUate for skating than 
profuse perspiration. 

It is ahortaigbtednesa which canses some 
managers to peralst in gathering box-ofBcc re¬ 
ceipts, regardless of weather conditions. Just 
as long at receipts equal the expenses. Then 
on reopening they wonder wbv there has been 
a falling off in the Interest In roller skating. 
They are to blame for it. Roller rlnka, proper¬ 
ly condnrted. should gain In popnlarlty and 
attendance with each succeeding season. 

Where there la more than one rink in opera¬ 
tion In any city an agreement between tbs 
managers as to their opening and closing dtteo 
Is highly deslrsble. t*uch an agreement la good 
butlnesi and g >od management, and entirely 
proper, as well as highly desirable. If gone 
about in the right spirit It should not be diffl- 
rult to reseb such an agreement. 

Limit and regulate your skating sessions 
each day la mark the same manner. Vary tbs 
program sod do not allow akatera to tirs 
themselves at any time during the aesaton. 
The rule la the same—“keep them hungry for 
mure" daring the sesalon. 

This can he ar.«mr>llAhed by giving them 
two or more mutical nnmbcrs f<>r plain skating, 
eonples only, for waits or two-step skating. 
This will not only art as a pleasing break 
in the regular skating program, but will at¬ 
tract the attention of yunr patrona to the art 
of graceful skatlag and timpler atepa. It will 
art aa a seed In the minds of many, germinat¬ 
ing into a desire to acquire those accompllth- 
ments. and finally to bring their rslatlvea and 
friends to lee them skate. 

The skating aesalona ahooM be from 2 to 5 
o'rinck In the afternoon, and from 7:90 to 
10:30 in tbe evening.

ON THE DOINGS OF THE DAY 

FOREIGN COMPETITION 

The coming foreign competition in 
the motion picture held Is a source of 
much anxiety to our domestic pro¬ 
ducers. The foreign picture of the last 
six years has had no home in this 
country. At one time the foreign- 
made picture—Pathe and Gaumont— 
was a regular part of our motion pic¬ 
ture programs, and after it disap¬ 
peared from the programs it still con¬ 
tinued to thrive as the backbone of a 
lively Stateright market. Then came 
the collapse. The war rolled a new 
rock over the tomb of the foreign pic¬ 
ture and it seemed buried beyond resur¬ 
rection. However, ours is an Industry 
of miracles. The foreign picture has 
come back Big pictures of merit, in¬ 
volving great outlay of money and pos¬ 
sessing genuine artistic values, need 
this market. They are entitled to It. 
A revival of the foreign picture, if it is 
well made and artistic. Is greatly to be 
desired. 

THE TALK ABOUT OVERPRODUC¬ 

TION 

Overproduction is said to be the con¬ 
tinuing evil of the day. Surely, not 
overproduction of pictures of quality. 
There is an appalling overproduction 
of motion pictures of inferior quality. 
The number of motion pictures that 
will never reach the public to any ap¬ 
preciable extent is beyond all calcula¬ 
tion.
