w**ek» who ever cheated on the production end. 
The day is gone for 'faking'. 

‘■.\nd wlien the memb'-re of the company 
make an intranee see to it that they are 

pii.vsi'ally in tune with their 'urruundings; 
jiay them salary enough so that th* y can keep 

pa<-e with your production end; engage only 

intelligent actors accustomed to good clothe# 

and who are the mental eriual to anyone in 
your Rudleme. That .sort of a man or woman 
will take a great deal of pride In euataining 
the dignity of your organization. Make freind# 
of your company. Don’t Irive them when they 
are tired. Stop the rehearsal, for It has been 
my experience that an actor’s capacity weak¬ 

ens when hi- m.nd and b'uly are worn out with 
rehearsals. 

"Trust to their ethics and intelligence to 
give pf-rformances, for If you expect their co¬ 

operation they’ve got to know tliat you be¬ 
lieve in them and the responsibility of per¬ 
mitting them to think for themselves make# 

for originality and allows their ver*atllity full 

play. 
“Every ounce of our success wo owe, with¬ 

out restraint, to the co-operation of the mem¬ 

bers of our company. Don't let them worry 
about tbeir ’props’ or off-stage effects, door 
bells, etc. nave a mau take care of these 
things for them. If relieves them If they have 

long parts to play with their attendant wor¬ 
ries. 

“I have never known of an in.-tance where 
permanent success has flourished when there 

was dissension and unhappiness in the com¬ 

pany. Dut make the aurronndings pleasant 
at the theater and the actor will enjoy going 
to work. 

“If I were asked to name the paramount 
clement in our success 1 would say, without 
beaitatioD, “Make the a.-iur happy.” 

“The selection of the plays, of course, en¬ 

ters for a whole lot of consid'Tation. Good 
plays are expensive, but 1 have m-ver made a 
dollar in trying to cloapen this end. A bad 
play is a bad play and no amount ot popu¬ 
larity of the comiiaiiy or beautiful mounting 

can make a good play out of it or draw peo¬ 

ple in to see it. 

“I have felt at times that the pric-s asked 
for a play direct from a record-breaking run 
*'U Hroailway wer*- exoibitant, but 1 feel that 
1 have been tr* ated fairly by the sg- nt# and 
have never paid a b.g price for a big play that 
it fai;*,l to deliciT; -(ud I have never touched 

a piav that I would not let my own sister or 

mother sit out front .and watch. Thl.« prin- 
cii'le l.'s more than compensated 'me many 
tim-s. Dirty p’l.v- may get one good Wi-ek 

but tb** moral pff* t on the comm'inify cauijot 
be rec’iion* d in dollars.

The ohjot'tion which theatrical p*'cplc have for novels of the st.iRe. th.it 
they usually do not rinp true, will not hold for Back Stage, by Roland Oliver. 
It Is entirely free from ttny such dcfoct. 

1 am sure that the tiutlmr has eiiht r bo. n an actor or lie has been in very 
intimate contact with the staue. It i.s not rcasoiiible tliat ho nuil'l 
nse theatrical ti rminnlotry so ni curafely nor iiicfure thejitrical customs so 
flawles.sly otherwise In a careful readinK of the book I discovered not one slip. 
Racb technical term is u.sed correctly; each happening is set in the riglit 
atmosphere 

This has little to <lo with tho (luality tif Back Stage, 1 ailmit, but. no 
matter how pood the yarn, tho men and women of the theater are not goirp 
to take kindly to a st'.iv- of their own kind unless it pictures them as they 
are, with chameters speakinp tho way they speak and doing the things they do. 
They c;in take up this novel and know in advance that inaccuracies are not 
going t<t iiKir their enjoyment. 

.\s a story Back Stage is penitil and intere.^tinp. There Is a vein of humor 
rtinnir.R thru it whieh is never forceil. there is a love element which is sweet 
but not sticky, the charaoters are real human b' inps. Tho story has mainly 
to do with an author of plays, who falls in with a liftlo thoater group, and. after 
somo vicissitudi's. bhi.ssoms forth as a writer of full-lonpth plays for the 
r.roadway theaters. 

Tho people he comes in contact with are splendidly depicted. If you do 
not know the actual models for Mr, Oliver’s characters, you know others much 
like them 1 think I can recognize sevenil managers in this description: 

‘■r.en Straus w.is one of the largest wholesale dealers in theatrical enter¬ 
tainment on Ihoadwav. I’sually he announced anmiallv the production of 
twenty-fhe or thirty plays for the coming se.-tson, and sometimes he actually 
produced as in.iny as live tir six. SlniU'^ went Into the thing on a large scab- " 

I love tho irony of the last line, and It is a fair sample of many a para¬ 
graph in the book. 

Roland Oliver has the knack of writing wittily. He is never a smart 
Aleck; tin rc is trntli underlying all his play with words; he has written an 
honest story. If you want to spend a couple hours in very genial company, 
read Back Stage, 

THREE PLAYS BY KNOBLOCK

While it is The Lullaby which takes first place in this volume of plavs 
bv Edward Knoblock, it is Marie-Odile that I like best. There is a nuality 
to it which the author does not got into either Tiger, Tiger or The Lullaby, the 
other plays that make up th*' book. 

The Lullaby is a downright melodrama, with lots of heart Interest and 
good charaotonzation. it is true; whereas there is a touching story to Marie- 
Odile, a vein of real sympathy which is rather rare. Tiger, Tiger is an ex¬ 
cursion into tho psvchic. with a lot of the whim-wham usually attaching to 
any discussion <'f that subject. 

Mr. Knoblock is an accomplished dramatist. Ho has the sense of what is 
dramatic horn in him and gets it into all his writing. As examples of good 
dramatic construction all three of the.so plays could serve as models, and as 
a play with this, plus exquisite handling of a delicate subject, 1 commend you 
to Marie-Odile, It is a gem.

IT STR1I€E5 ME— IT IS surprising, considering the nature of the motion picture—art and in- 

du.stry—tlie lack of imagination that marks the great percent.ige of the 

people w ho are given the credit for making the movie ‘^vhat it is today”— 

meaning the producers. It is true that there are many cases of people with 

a cort.ain measure of talent and fitness being shot suddenly and picturesquely 

to fame and fortune. Yet thc.se are hopele.usly outnumbered by the cases of 

an opposite nature, the people of genuine ability, of really unusual talent and 

ability, who struggle along almost on the edge of obscurity year after year, 

winning recognition at great cost, some of them, and others never attaining 

the success they deserve. 
V 

Sidney Olcott is a good example of motion picture industry’s blindness. 

For years and years he was just one of those "in the woods”; clever, able, 

with ideas about pictures throbbing for expression, and no one gave him a 

second look. Suddenly he got his chance. In the short space of one year 

he has become one of the few commanding figures in the ranks of the 

directors. The most powerful producers have been fighting for his services. 

Yet all those years that Olcott was unrecognized he had the same talent, the 

same ability that he has now, and the producers let it go to waste. 

Among the actors there are innumerable Illustrations of the same thing. 

During the last two years the meteoric rise of certain performers and directors 

who had been for years elbowed off. by the people at the top of the heap, 

into the partial obscurity of the second-rate has awakened some producer.s 

to the money they were losing by keeping their eyes shut tight against the 

talent in the ranks. Forthwith a wave of enthusiastic, almost hysterical 

search for “now faces” and “new brains” rolled from Hollywood to Times 

Square, seeking shining marks to gnb up and polish Into new fame and 

fortune. Some of the grabs have been lucky; many have been ridiculously 

unworthy of attention. 

f But the producing mind has no imagination to speak of, no perspective. 

Running wildly from ledge to ledge, seeking gold-bearing quartz, the valuable 

metal lying right under foot has been left undiscovered. And that valuable 

metal is represented by the camera men, the men upon whom so much re¬ 

sponsibility rests and so little compensation descends. Instead of making 

directors of pictures out of directors of musical shows the producers would 

be doing themselves a favor by scanning the rows of camera men, seeking 

out the more able and giving them the opportunity to display the knowledge 

of motion pictures and the sensible ideas 1 know many of them possess. 

There are many camera men who are photographing short subject.s and 

cheap outdoor features who, if they had the advantage of the elaborate 

lighting paraphernalia of the modern studios, could do wonderful things, I 

am sure. Any one. for instance, viewing some of the recent ‘Wilderness 

T.ales" produced by Bruce will be struck with the amazing beauty and 

dramatic Intensity of the photography. This photography Is accredited to 

one David W. Gobbett, whose name is not utterly unknown to this writer— 

and to countless others In show business. It should be known by all. He 

is tho man who filmed the twelve scenlcs, called “Mexico Today”, which ran 

for twelve con.'^ecutive weeks on Broadway. He was also tho first camera man 

to pioneer Into strange places, have photographed Buffalo Jones’ famous 

“Dissoiner Big Game in Africa”. Big feature producers need Mr. Gobbett. 

Incidentally Mr. Gobbett Is now the official photogr.iphcr for President 

Coolidge, the fourth president with whom he has held this position. Taft, 

Wilson and Harding profited by his knowledge of photography.

GOOD NEWS AND TRADE REVIVAL 
UNTIL it short timo ago every hopeful prognostication regarding 

iho linitiH'ial and industrial outlook had to be tempered by three 
iinivlo.t.s-ant f.icts. One was the existence of hard times in the 

F’.'.iin I'ouiitry, xvith the lo.ui of old debt unrelieved in the f;iei- ..f jire- 
xs.ir prices for what the farmer had to sell while prices for wli it he 
had to huy were up 50 to 1)0 per fepit. Next fame the h.ird times atnl 
um mployment in the textile industry, caused by tlie eettei.-crop 
slud'iiige and the unwillingness of consumers to pvv for goo.ls the 
jirice necessit.iled by the prohibitively high cotton market. l in;tlly 
there was the deadlock over European reparations. 

The list few weeks have witncs.sed a change in .ill three p.ir- 
tieulars; it may fairly be describe.1 as dramatic. The price of wli*'at 
advanced 30 per e’ent :ibove the low figure of the year, reaching the 
highest since 1920. This price was paid for a very large .\merican 
crop, and while the similar or greater advance in other cereals is 
ascribed to decrease in our corn yield, about half the corn-growing 
area has raised as large a crop as usual. In cotton, whi' li less than 
a month ago was estimated as less than 12,000.000 I'.ales—an :id- 
mittedlv insuflicient yield—the tnide is now |)rrdicting 13.n00.000, 
which would be the largest yield since the war. For tlie first time 
in fp'ur years the weevils depredations have been arrcsie-l; cotton 
jiriccs are moving down toxv.ird a level at which the sp'.nn.ng trade 
c.in work. Also, the prolonged European deadlock over tlcrm.in 
reparations has been broken. 

Thai this extraordinary coincidence of events should have in¬ 
fluenced profoundly both fin.mcial sentiment and financial markets 
in tlic United tstates is hardly to be wondered at. The markets 
which forecast and anticipate a turn for better or worse in the 
country's business prosperity h;ive been moving up ever since the 
altered situation came into siglit. —NEW YORK TIMES.

“Business is now on llio upgrade on a solid level and in a good, 

healthy condition. There was a little flurry in the early part of the 
sumnu r. but this is now disappearing. ...

FAIR WORDS FROM FILM PRODUCERS 
REPRrSENTATIVES. It is said, of 90 per cent of the companies producing 

m'.fion piiturrs on the Pacilic Coa-it met reeeiitly at TTollyw-id ard adopted 
a ri-olution by which they are bound “to refnio from the production or 

distrihiition of piefurea, by whomsoever prodie ed, which, bei aii-e of the unfit 
chara- ter of the title, the story, the exploitation or the scenes shown on the film 
Itself, do rot harmonize with the slogan of the assoeiatlon and to establish and 
maint.Yin the highest possible moral and artistic standards of mo'ion picture 
prodm tlcn.*' 

This is gratiO’ing enough so f.ar as It goes. It needs only a ha^ty survey of 
the sjyertising columns of any city new.-pap»r to lonvince that, eer'ainly so fur 
as fl.e titles of the n'otion pirtures now being exhibit,d are concerned, and probably 
so far as the charaiter of the pietut»'S la involved, a reform of tbis charactir is 
exceedingly timely. I>’st, boweyer, we should be too sanguine as to the results 
of this reformatory aition, it must b*» b<>rne in mind that no authority ex..-ts in 
any indiyidual. or in any board, to enforce eyen upon the members of thi.s asso- 
I l.ifion the moral rule which they have so virtuously adopted. The seer'tary of 
tbe organization frankly explained' that compliance with the mandate of the "reso¬ 
lution rested entirely upon the sen-e of li'.aor of individual prieliii "Vs We have 
no desire to draw an indictment against an entire Industry, but we appr'bended 
that the record of the past dots not suggest that tbis guaranty of corapliaucc is 
entirely convincing. 

XeTerthcless. the fact that this organization, in adopting the resolutien, foilo-.ved 
similar action taken by an even larger organization in New York oaly a mon'li 
ago is indicative of the fact that public sentiment is beginning to have its effect 
upon those who conduct the motion pi.-ture industry. It is probably true tl.at a 
salacious or siigge-tive film will draw, at least for a time, paiked htuses; but it 
Is certainly true that the display of sueh a film produees ujion the iiilu'try in 
the long run a pesitively detrimental Influence if its mer> ly material pro-perity is 
to be txiDs.dercd. rnlf*8 people «'f decent instincts and ordinary r f.ni m ut can be 
■ ssiir-d that, in pitronizing a theater, they are not going to be »ntrapped into 
spending an evening packed full of either criminal or inde. ent suegestiou. in the 
guise of a drama, they will aystcmatically stay aWay. Iml ed. we should n'lt be 
at all surprised to learn that statistics would show that already this tendency on 
the part of a very large class in the community to absent itself from the mofp n 
picture theaters has become evident. 

The Monitor is‘not ignerant of the endeavors that Will Hays is making to 
eorreet evil conditions In the industry of which he is at least the titular head. 
Neither it it ignorant of the tact that, while he has great infi-acnce, his authority 
it r.gidly circumscribed and may fail at the very imints where it should be most 
complete, Uia success will depend almost wholly upon the measure of support 
given him by the public, and that support, we think, should be liberally forthcoming.

Tlii.s 
is ;i far too large number, considering that the aggregate p.tid in 
in-emiums Yvas only $70,735 and the premiums on diiiry products 
iimounteil to only $72-1, while the total attendance was only 3S0.021. 
Attention is called to the point that the amount paid for premiums 
on fruit and vegetables at all the Maine fairs last ye.tr Yvas less than 
Wits paid at a single fair in Massiichusetts.' Tlie commissioner 
recommends that State aid be given to only one or two fairs in c;icli 
countv ami that stipends bo increased accordingly and the fairs be 
brought more closely under State supervision. Conditions evidently 
juslifv these recommendations. 

Mucli can be s;iid in behalf of small community fairs if they bo 
of the riglit type to stimulate zeal and afford real instruct inn on 
better farming lines, . . . Natural selection eliminated a number of 
poor, weiik fairs in this State and pronounced good h;is been ac¬ 
complished of late in eliminating features thiit demoralize or tliat 
divert iitteiition from the main ends and in building up the exiiibilions 
along the lines designed to be served. In Maine tlie criticism is matle 
that too much attention is given to amusements and ti>o little to 
agriculture. Not only that, but the amusements provide.1 at th*' 
low-grade fairs arc likely to be unprofitiible from ;in amusi'mi-nt 
standpoint, besides standing in the way of ilue benefits of ;in educa¬ 
tional cliaracter. Without doubt amusements ;ire needed in rural as 
In urbiin commtinities, but tlie country f lir sliould not be regard*'.! 
as merely an amusement affair by either ohi or young. 

.\n interesting and profitiiblc fiiir presupposes constructive prepar¬ 
atory work all thru the year. Thiinks to f irm bureaus, leiiirues. 
tlranges, extension schools ami boys' and girls' clubs this condition 
is being met every yc;ir in l.irger degree, and this work yields 
dividends in better exhibits and genuine interest evinced when tho 
time of the annual exhibition arrives.

It will be suspected by some that Coney mlpht be belter than it 
is, r*r.ixv,nfT the croxvd as it does, it merely substitutes one city for 
anothx'r. and those who behex-e in a day of quiet open spaces for the 
city worker xvill say that he is b.-ing ill served. 

Of ei'ur.-e Coney i.-n t a quiet pl;a<-’e on Sunday.-^. The h'aches 
are alxvavs xvcll filled when the bathhouses have to turn axv.iy cus¬ 
tomers. The sixlexvalks are thronged and the amusement bootlis ami 
palaces are riotous with humanity. There is an endless modern 
orchestral dissoniinee of talking, screaming, l.iughiiig anxl “b irking". 
Rut all this is beside tlie point. Whether Coney ought to satisfy or 
not is irrel. vant in view of the fact that it ai*)>arently does. The 
millp'ns sock its noise and dazzle insistently. That Is xx’hat counts. 

It counts because recreation isy't alxv.iys a m;itt»r of quixt anil 
hygiene. It is eiiiefly a matter of change. This Coney supplies. It 
gives the Nexv Vorki r one city for another, but the city it supplies 
is verv diff rent from that of the office buihiing. the elevator and the 
clicking tx pexx riiers. Tlie Nexv Yorker who puts in a w. ek on 
efficiency is fairly intoxicated with the non.sense and sheer frivolity 
of Coney. His wife, after a week of tenements, gets a dr.ift of 
delirious happiness out of ridiculous noise and show.
