Harry Burns, with Carlen i T' amond a d Chtrlcs Seona. in “I Think You 
Toucli", were pood for ti e usual amount of lauphs productive of the “wop” 
comedy and mu.^ical numbers. Mi-s Diamond is one C'f the few harpists who 
can manipul.ate tlie strings and v-inp out such wonderful syncopated elfects. 
Closing is not so strong, but i roliably pood enough.

needed op*Tation. 
Most significant thing about the Chicago 

situation Is that the postal Inspectors, working 

under Frank N. Davis, have followed up all 

the complaints and removed the amateur- 
mulcting sources. Davis succeeded in securing 

a conviction in every one of his cases. It was 
thru his t fforts that all customers of the song 

sharks who cipressed dissatisfaction with their 
dealings received some money by way of res¬ 

titution. 
In New Tork several Indictments against 

song sharks are pending, while others are out 

on ball. The Chamber of Commerce has not 

relaxed Its vigilance to safeguard the amateur 
wrlfers and free the legitimate publishers 

from a most undesirable parasite on the side¬ 
lines. 

Co-operating with the Chamber of Commerce 
is the Music Publishers’ Protective Association, 
which, under the direction of E. C. Mills, 
chairman of the executive board, Is doing all 
it can to keep the alleged publisher from 

getting the amateur’s money, with ultimate, 

detrimental effects on the legitimate music 

man. 
Much literature is being continually dis¬ 

tributed by the Chamber of Commerce and to 

tills will be added shortly additional pam¬ 
phlets put out by the M. P. P A., in which 
will be incorporated a recent interview given 
by Mills on song sharks. It Is hoped, in time, 

that all amateur and a-plring song writers will 
Ik* sufficiently acquainted with the literature 
intended for their benefit and that all will 
read about the swindler and his methods.

Fair was held the third week in .\ugust. at 
Sedalia, Mo., and the Junior contest began

.\t the opi-ning of the first program sev¬ 

eral State offlelals of the Fi-deratlon of Music 
Clubs of Missouri made short talks conei-rnlng 

the Junior work in the Plate and praised the 

work tiiat had been done by the Mlssmirl Ptate 
Fair. Mrs. .\bhie T,. Pnoddy, of Mexico. Mo., 

1>resldeut of the Missouri Federation of Music 
Clubs, who was one of the .liidges, expre-sid 

her satisfaction with the sp'rlt shown in the 
i-ontest, ‘‘This example," she said, ‘‘will be 
followed by many Ptates in the near future,

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Foreign Actors Must Join Equity The exact status of foreign actors who may 
come to this country, whether eneaeefl \ come to this country, whether engaeefl 
ahroa<l or not, was decided at a meeting 

of the Equity Council August 26. 

All managers, whether members of the Mana¬ 

gers’ I’rotectia-e Association or producing as In¬ 
dependents, were informed of this action In 
letters sent out by Equity’s Assistant Executive 
Secretary. The letter read as foUows: 

“The Council at its meeting hold Tuesday, 
August 26, 1924, passed the following resolu! 
tion: 

’’ ‘Moved, seconded and carried that tlie .\s- 
sistant Executive Seeretar.v send a letter to all 
Ind«*pcndent Producing Managers as well tis the 

Managers’ Protective -\ss,M*iatIon advising them 
of tlie conditions under which English nct<irs 
should iie engaged when engagements are ne¬ 
gotiated in foreign countries. The feeling of 
the Council was that the managers sliould in¬ 
form tile actors that if tliey were not memlMus 

of the English Actors’ Asscaiation it would be 
necessary for them to take out membership in 
the Actors’ Equity Association upon their ar¬ 
rival here.’ 

“We were instructed to inform all producing 
managers of this action, and arc accordingly 
addressing this letter to you. If you wlU co¬ 

operate with us as suggested in the resolution 
above when* ver you or your representative are 
engaging actors in foreign countries (particu¬ 
larly the Englisl] .ictori, it will avoid confusion 

•ind misun'i**r>la!iding. The foreign actor if he 
iinder-tand' the situaiii.n will not feel that he 

is being iiiiiio-i d uis.n wiitn he is requested to 
b*‘couie an l.quit,' uj'-niis-r, and the manager

‘We would ai'i'r... :a‘. .m aftnowledcment 
of this letter. ,i- ,.ur desire is to promote and 

maintain huiuionious relations between actor 
and manager as well as to protect the interests 
of both under the Equity contracts.” 

Similar letters were sent all English pro¬ 
ducing managers in the West End Managers’ 

.Association, The Touring Managers' Association, 
also to the Actors’ Assov-iation and the editors 
of The Stage and The Era.

At the recent luncheon of the Association of Motion Picture Advertisers, 

where Will H. Hays snapped his dictatorial whip over the bowed heads 

of the itublicity and advertising men, Harry Reichenbach was introduced 

as “the best and the highest paid press agent’’ in the motion picture industry. 

Reichenbach, who. incidentally, may know a thing or two about the recent 

“iwelve-mile limit cabaret” hoax that appeared in The Herald-Tribune, mod¬ 

estly replied that he wasn’t the highest paid press agent. More than that, 

deponent said not—but he could have continued and pointed to the guest of 

homir. Hays, as the man who fitted the description applied to himself. 

Hays is the only i>ress agent who wears a halo. I have no quarrel with 

him or with his halo; I realize how much he means to the motion picture 

industry and that the saintly adornment is an essential part of his makeup. 

The thing that worries me. however, is that the exhibitors may become so 

dazzled by the shining golden ring that they fail to see the strips of tin 

holding it up. There is danger that the exhibitors come to look upon Hays 

as a projdiet and not a press agent. 

Hays is publicity director for the Motion Picture Producers and Dis¬ 

tributors of America in general and for the Famous Players-Lasky Corporation 

in particular. When he wants to illustrate the expression, “best in the world” 

or “most w-ondcrful", he speaks of Famous Players-Lasky. For example, in 

hi.< speech at the luncheon he called down anathema—and rightly—upon the 

heads of those press agents who bring censure upon the industry by shouting 

from the rooftops the fabulous salaries paid to such famous “tragediennes” a.s 

Itaby Peggy and Bebe Daniels. “Every producer and director in the business 

speaks of ‘The Covered Wagon’ without envy as a great picture,” Hays de¬ 

claimed. “Yet you never heard of Famous Players rushing into print with 

.mnouncements of the great cost of that picture or of ‘The Ten Com¬ 

mandments’.’
