Sam Scribner Emphatic in Statement at Conference of Circuit House
Managers---Orders Careful Warch on Attractions and Checkup
on Company Managers and Advance Agents Before
Departing for Florida

New York, Jan. 30—Following a call
sent out last Saturday by Sam A, Scrib-
ner, prosident and general manager of the
Columbiag Amusgement Company, Columbi
Cireuit managers met in the executive of-
fices Wednesday for a conference, Scrib-
ner told those present that he expected
them to watch the shows carefully and

The house managers were cnuntioned
againgt being influenced by newspaper or
thentrienl Jjournal reports -into permit-
ting lewd or indecent presentations
