Tho the arbitration up-
held APRA'S commercial cede for local
commercial s, agencies have re-
fused to abide by the scales up to now.
contending that the code does not cover
all phases of performer radio employ-
ment. Agencies sub:stinted a proposal
to the American Federation of Radio
Artists. asking for a rate amplification.

In New York, Mrs. Emily Holt. union
exec, deciared that the agencies were
not acting in good faith by this present
refusal to abide by the arbitration. She
contended they wore trumping up situa-
tions, claiming the code didn't apply,
and cited a. typical of the agency strat-
egy a demand to modify Actor rates so
that the minimums foe a Ave -minute
program would be applied to a flys--
minute performance which would be
part of a half-hour variety show. AFRA
exec indicated that the union would
have to bide time and would devise a
means of keeping agencies In line with
the arbitration without haring to ask
the courts to enforce the award.

tists' Guild bask agreement with Itott producer, are Imminent, with the possi-
bility that there may pet be a meeting of rated, with motion picture backers to
achieve a supplementary agreement for their particular Interest. All parties coo -
corned have been drafting recommendations, and Thursday (10) committees met
at the cosecs of the League of New York Theaters to try to iron out the supple-
mentary dceument which Went into unhappy disbud Last winter, when the motion
picture companies and the League man-
ager. left the DO plan hanging In mid-
st, The Guild and mattscer will get
together within the next few weeks to
confer on changes being recommended
In the regular beak agreement, which
expires In March.

Out of last night's bull session came
recommendation for change., in the two
sections, to which the picture backers
bad objected moat strenuously. In
Article VI of the DO proposed contract
for picture backing there le provision
for advance payments and weekly royal-
ties so long as the play runs (with a
few exceptions when business drops be-
low par). Picture producers object to
the general terms of oath a regulation.
and ask that Um Guild ''put a ceiling"
on such a clause so that they can get
some Idea of the maximum payment*
they may be called on to shell out,

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Ulm To Avoid Liability on Suits
Filed by Injured Circus Patrons

PAiTICULARY for the reason that clr-
cluis owners may bare Manage sults

in /011.1 prospect at this date. we shall
review all late end leading Wieser court
cases whleh specifically involve Injuries
sustained by circus patrons. Moreover.
citation. of these higher court contro-
vert!es will be supplied for the twofold
purpme of verifying explanations of the
law and providing dependable references
for readers who may ultimately be forced
to contest unavoidable lawsuits filed by
sworns who were injured during this
summer circus season.

Ti Is important to know that the
higher courts, have ootoletently held
that  circuit proprietor owes a duty to

patrons measured by the standard
of 'ordinary care" peopurtionate to the
risk to be apprehended and guarded
against. Of course, if the proprietor au.
Omeletd tickets to be sold children who
have not reached an age where they arc
able to understand. appreciate. and soled
danger, the term "ordinary ease" re-
quires the taking of precautions to pro-
tect time. ebleh would not be :secretary
in the case of adults or older children.
Ste Columbia. 91 Nene 174.

Broadly, the legal definition of "ordi-
nary care" La that degree of care whIels.
under the same circumstances, would
have been used by other experienced end
careful circus proprietors and employee..
lioweerer. the court will In each cm* III.
ten to the testimony and render Its
opinion as to whether, under the pertic-
ular etriminetances the circus proprteexr
and his employee& actually used eordie
naey rare- se legally required to prevent
the Injury.

Common Inhale*
Pint, we alien. In detail. discuss the

law laid down by several leading tirgher
court' Involving commonplace or ordi-
nary circuit injuries. Subsequently, we

briefly review other leading coo.
Involving most Intereating Legal con-
temente*,

Many higher court when deciding the
liability of a cirrus owner for Intorno
sustained by patrons have stated that
the important consideration I. Did the
circus owner or his employees negligent.
ly produce the oondation which caused
the injury? Or was the dangerous con-
dttion produced by another patron? It
testimony cannot be given to establish
these facts the jury must consider pre-
sented testimony and render it. verdict
to the boat of its ability.

Foe Instance, In Cr. v. Sella -Plots
Circus, 159 N. E. 611, It was shown that
a woman patron occupied era. in the
general admission election In tbo tent
of a elem.. The sesta were arranged in
tiers with open spaces between them.
A heavy storm caused rain to come thru
the tent, and other patrons began leer-
ing their meta. She started to go over
the unoccupied pests in front and saw a
board seat which she believed to be In
Its proper piece. but tt moved from Its
place when she stepped upon it and she
fell thru the opening.

She sued the circus owner for dam-
ages. The court refused to render a
judgment and explained that the Im-
portant primary question was not
whether the circus proprietor was Mabee
In damages for the injury but whether
the circus proprietor's employees had
negligently failed to lash or secure the
board feat In its proper place. Tills
court stated that the proprietor could
not be held liable If the evidence trun-
cated that his employ eto had properly
and carefully lashed the board seats to
their piece. and later a circus patron or
other person had cut the ropes. There-
fore. the court held that a jury must
consider ell testimony and render Its de-
cision In accordance with this explained
law, and said:

"The plaintiff (patrols) was bound to
show by evidence  greater likelihood
that the injury crime from an act of neg-
ligence for which the defendant (pro-
prietor) is reepoodble than from some
some other cause"

Boys Came lathery
It is will-eatabllthel law that where

ell the facts connected with an accident
fall to point to the negligence of the
circus owner as the proximate cause of
the aorrident but show  state of altars
where en inference could be as reason-
ably drawn that the eocedent was due

to cause Other than the negligent act
of the proprietor, then the latter is not
liable. Under thew circumstances of
law It is advisable for circus owners who
are confronted by sults to introduce tes-
timony tending to prove that the soot -
dent resulted from remote causes.

Par example. in Kerns vs. Dykes. 48
S. W. 42d1 183. It was shown that a clr-
cue patron occupied a seat provided for
patrons of the show. After he hid oc-
cupied the seat for about three minutes
It collapsed, resulted in ravers Injury.
He sued the proprietor for heavy dam-
age. However. the circus proprietor
proved that just before the seat fell
sonic toys Will swaying the seats. One
Introsu testified that she had been in
the tent about 30 minute* before the
occident, and that during that time the
arets were standing "up all right" and
that jilt before the aectdent occurred
some boys came In and started the seats
swaying "backwards end forwards."

In view of ibis teetitnony the higher
tennis held the circus proprietor not
liable. and said:

"The defendant (proprietor) was not
responsible for the conduct of Um boys
who cowed the meats to away . . . con-
sidering the facts in a sassy most favor-
able to plaintiff. It is clear that there
was substantial evidence offered to show
that the seats fell as a result of the boys'
swaying them 'back and forth.' Fnatntlif
(patron) failed to show that the Injury
was caused by the negligence of the de-
fendant."

When Patron Assumes Risk
Numerous higher courts have held

that a circus patron assumes the reek of
obvious dangers Inherent in the panic -
vier amusement and whieh may arts,
during normal
the injury was not due to &Jena let
the premises or apparatus. However. the
circus proprietor must assume the re-
ap ondbiltty of providing reasonably safe
premiers, taking into consideration all
ordinary ?Like and dangers.

For Outten., In Jacobs vs. lingenbeek-
Wane. Shoe.. 108 Mich. 73. a patron
was Injured when a severe storm dam-
aged a tent. The court held that circus
proprietors are bound te anticipate the
ordinary severe storms of the seasons
and particular locality and must use or-
dinary mire in the selection and erection
of the tent.

On the other hand, this court ex-
plained that a circus owner Is not bound
to provide safety of patrons against un-
usual or extraordinary storms.

It is important to know that this
court held that the question was for the
jury whether or not the circus employees
ex/lotted due care when erecting the
tent in view of the storm conditions
of the locality. The court also said that
If the tent was loosened by the wind, the
Oren* owner is not bound to prove that
the storm was so violent that It was the
proximate cause of the injury. but that
the jury must consider the testimony
and render its verdict amordingty.

Also In Wog vs. RinglIng 130 B. W.
482 the court held that the evidence Ls
Insufficient to had the proprietor of a
circus liable for Injuries' sustained by a
spectator In consequence of the collapse
of part of the circus tent during a vio-
lent sterol Unitas It is shorn that
atorma of the same intensity often occur
in that particular toctlity. This court
said that the patron who voluntarily oc-
cupies a seat In a circus tent assumes
all the risks and defects Inherent In the
structure.

Patron Falls To Pro. Negligeatel
Various higher courts have held that

the owner Or a CIrctli never la liable In
damages for an injury sustained by a
patron unless the tatter proves that
such Injury resulted from negligence of
the circus proprietor or his authorized
employees.

Poe ilnutration. In Work vs. Coltecurn
Compeny, 207 N. W. 679. It was Mx-leo-et
that the proprietor of a circus leased

from Its owner a coliseum adapted to
house large gatherings of people. One
day a patron fell thru a trey, door and
sustained weer° injuries. lie sued the
circus proprietor for Mimeo.. However.
shoe the injured patron failed to prove
who opened the trap door, or how long It
had remained open, the higher court re-
fused to hold the proprietor liable. The
court held this law appitrebte to all cases
Involving injuries to circus patrons. and
said:

"It would be the merest speculation to
undertake to say who opened the trap
door, or who permitted It to remain
open, or how Fong It had been open. or
that the employees of the defendant
(proprietor) knew that It was left open
for such time as to charge the defendant
with failure to exercise ordinary care In
not closing it."

Also bee flout, 17 N. T. It. (2d) 441, in
which the higher court held that the
owner of a circus la not Hetile for assault
and robbery of  potion if the evidence
failed to indicate that the proprietor or
hie authortned employees had good rea-
son to belleve or anticipate that  rob-
bery may be committed. sines this case
was reported in March. 1040. It is quite
apparent that the owner of a circus or
other place of amusement need not re-
rectse mere then ordinary care to protect
patrons against robbery or assault. In
other words, the proprietor La not (table
Ilnkfat entree testimony Is given which
would have put the "average experienced
circus proprietor" on his guard. or an-
ticipation of dangers of this nature to
patrons. 'ibis court raid:

"Admittedly. there was nothing about
the behavior of the thief finer to the
actual attack to arouse suspicion In the
part of anyone °learning hie conduct.

. . . The plaintiff
Could That have been foreseen."

Liable for Humiliation
It Is important to know that a patron

need not suffer actual injury to his per -
sec to recover damages from a circus
proprietor. A review of late end leading
higher court case. disclose' that a circus
patron may recover damages for nuntel
suffering or humiliation or embarrass-
ment revolting from a negligent act on
the part of a circus owner or his em-
ploy... Moreover, any unlawful touch-
ing of a patron's body. enters no actual
hurt may ensue therefrom_ may. If it
violates  person's legal right, constitute
o physical Injury to that person. And
unlawful -touching" need not be direct
but may be indlrett, as by the precipita-
tion upon the body of a person of any
material substance.

For instance. In Christy Bros.' Circus
vs. Turnage. 144 8. E. 680. it wee Me -
closed that while people were seated in
COMM.= ordinary circus fonts a horse,
whIch was going thru a dancing per-
formance immediately In front of where
a woman patron was seated evacuated
his bowels Into her lap. This occurred
in full view of many people. some of
whom laughed at the occurrence. The
woman patron sued the circus owner for
damages and alleged that, as a result of
this occurrence, she was caused much
embarrassment, mortification, and men-
tal pain and suffering due entirety to
the proprietor's negligence.

In view of this testimony the higher
courts heed the ctrcua owner !table In
$500 damaires, and said:

'The evidence authorised the infer-
ence that the plaintiff was demoted, by
reason of humiliation and embarrass-
ment. in the sum of $300 and the verdict
allowed the amount authorized."

Another Important point of law is that
false accusation, in the presence of wit -
aerate, of a circus patron by a circus
employer is grounds for recovery of darn-
er.. And many higher courts hare held
ctreus owners liable In damage's for Il-
legally ejecting patrons from the circus
premises.

Of course, it is well known that  ticket
for admission to a circus la a mere
license Issued by the proprietor to the
patron and is revokable for many and
varied reasons. However, to avoid lia-bility certain well-defined legal rules
must be followed when an undesirable
or disorderly patron is being sleeted
from the cirrus premises.

The modern courts hold that, first,
the arm. policeman or employee must
approach the patron and In an ordinary
tone request bun to leave and, amend. If
the patron refuses to peacefully leave the
officer may use only the required degree
of force to eject haste Therefore the (tr.
cus proprietor may be held liable if the
officer without Just CAWS and res-a
humiliates, embarrasses, or injures the
patron.

Cases Briefly Reviewed
So that readers may have an oppre-

tunny to observe legal disenctiona node
by higher courts relative to the duty oC
loop:tete.* cd circuses and other place,
of amusement toward patrons. we shall
briefly review statements of the la.
given by leading 1040 court*. as follows:

An owner of a place of amusement I.
not an lusurer of patrons' safety. but to
owes them  duty to use ordinary ears
and to maintain the premises in a rea-
sonably sate condition. In other words,
the owner of a circus is charged with
the duty to exercise all ordinarily prep.,
precautions, commensurate with circum-
stances, to maintain the premises In a
reasonably safe condition for patrons.
Bee Le Normand, 1CO P. (2d) 160.

A proprietor. operator, or owner of a
place of amusement has a duty to use
ordinary and reasonable care to keep
the premises In a reasonably safe mt.
dttion for patrons, and this means that
the proprietor must use reasonable care
to keep aisles. stairways, and other teams
used by patrons ream -matey lighted. tak-
ing Into consideration the purpose for
which the premise is used and haring
due regard for patrons' safety. A patron
Is guilty of contributory negligence and
not entitled to recover damages for an
Injury if be falls to use the same de-
gree of care that would hare been used
by other reasonably careful patrons un-
der the identical circumstances. A pa-
tron is guilty of contributory negligence,
as a matter of law, so as to preclude
recovery from the owner of an stanist-
rnont place for injurica sustained where
the testimony shows that the patron
lied been seated by an usher and after-
ward the patron voluntarily champs
seats, the he cannot see stairways or
other dangerous condtttons became of
darkness_ 8.e' Olsen re. Edgerly., 18 21. 6

Zb obtain a recovery of damages by
husband end wife for injuries sustained
by the wife when her heel caught in a

In other words. the owner of a Onus
care/loin:1 liability for injuries sweatier, d
by a person by proving that he did not
know that the defect existed. or If tre
Injured person fails to prove that the de-
fect had existed for a period of time so
long that the proprietor was negligent
In failing to discover and remedy the
defect or dangerous condition.

An owner of an amusement place owes
a patron. as an invitee. the general duly
to use ordinary care to keep the premises
In  reasonably safe condition or et least
to warn patrons against obvious dente,
attendant upon use of the protesters. par-
ticularly It the &erten', were not known
to patron. or would not have been dis-
covered by any ordinarily tritellipet
person.

all the Americas

Early in 1939 it was announced to the coin machine
industry that once each year Tho Billboard would devote
an issue to an exchange of greetings with members of tho
coin -operated machine business in all countries. The last
issue in September was designated as the ono in which the
American trade would express its appreciation to follow
coinmen in all parts of the world for their neighborliness
and for their trade relationships.

But before the final week in September, 1939. had ar-
rived. the entire world picture had changed and the coin
machine industry had been dealt a heavy blow in many
countries.

Regardless of the change in the picture at that time.
and of the unhappy events that have followed in many
places. the annual custom of devoting en issue to the pro-
motion of friendly trade relations among all nations will
bo continued in substance.

Everybody hopes that a return to peace in all parts of
the world will restore the free interchange of trade, and
that before another year is gono wo may again devote our
last issue in September to the moat optimistic coin machine
news from all parts of the world.

A little more than a year ago there wore many signs
of optimism for the coin machine trade in nearly every
nation. Tho English trade was growing steadily and had
hopes not only for its own manufacturing industry but also
for a much larger use of machines from America. The
French legislative body was getting ready to vote on legal-
izing amusement games in October. From Canada. from
Mexico and South America. and from Australia and Now
Zealand good news also was coming regularly. South
Africa had a temporary setback on games. but that would
eventually have cleared away-but for the coming of tho
war.

Wherever free government prevailed, it seemed that
the majority of countrien were ready to greatly increase
their use of coin -operated machines as a necessary part of
advancing civilization. Coin -operated music machines had
become a groat innovation in the coin machino markets of
the world.

Tho dictators, of course, already had proved adverse to
coin machines in all countries where they ruled. Italy had
banned all amusement machines in favor of a national lot-
tery. Japan had never really permitted machines, and Ger-
many had sot up controls which made trade with other
countries for coin machines an impossibility.

So. at the present stage of world history, it may be
concluded that free governments aro favorable to coin -
operated machines and dictatorial governments aro unfavor-
able to a successful trade.

The actual results of the war were that the coin machine
trade was quickly confined to the limits of the Western
Hemisphere and the reactions from the war overseas have
not always been favorable to coin machines on this side
of the water. Our neighbors to the south have serious prob-
lems in the future which sometimes make them hesitant
whether they will co-operate fully with the United States

or wait to see what the future brings. At this present writ-
ing, it is encouraging to noto that a summary of reports
from Mexico and Central and South America indicates those
countries aro doing the beat they can under the circum-
stances to support the cause of democracy, and that worthy
plans aro being developed to boost trade among the nations
of the American Continent.

If the ideals and plans being followed by the leaders
of all the Americas can got half a chance to succeed, the
coin machine industry itself may look forward to sharing
eventually in a wonderful trade era.

At tho present moment, it is fitting that members of
the coin machine trade in the United States, Mexico, Cen-
tral and South America Join in appreciation of what Canada
and tho Canadian trade is doing in behalf of free govern-
ment for the world at large. Canada is the only country
that has actively entered the conflict as a representative
of this side of the world. That it required courage and
moans groat sacrifices for the people of Canada goes with-
out saying.

It would have been very easy for Canada to follow the
theory of isolation, for Canada was subjected to some extent
to the same propaganda that spread over the United States
and caused this country to attempt a position of extreme
Isolationism.

Whether Canada made a mistake by entering the war
is not for her neighbors to Judge at the present time. It is
best to remember that Canada is paying the price that it
costs to follow the path of duty as they see it. Many stu-
dents of history had said that democracy had produced a
soft generation and that soldiers of democratic countries
would not face war. For a time it seemed that Norway.
Belgium. Holland, and France had proved the softnoss and
lack of unity among free peoples. But Canada and the
British Isles have revived hope among free nations.

For that hope all the rest of the Americas owe Canada
a vote of thanks.

Canada has its reformers, as in the United States, who
take advantage of emergencies to fight such things as
amusement games and other pot peeves. But the Canadian
people as a whole support strong liberal trends and the
use of coin -operated music machines, games. and vendors
has gone forward steadily while the country itself threw
its energies into war preparations. The country is demon-
strating the usefulness of those machines both for civilians
and soldiers when there are times of stress.

While fighting to help save the idea of free government
overseas, Canada is also proving very progressive at home.
Business and industry is advancing rapidly and a gigantic
now manufacturing industry is being built up. If the dic-
tators aro defeated. Canada will have a far greater business
future than over.

Both in business and in defense plans Canada and the
United States are working closer and closer together.
Canada may point the way for all the American nations in
assuming a more aggressive and liberal view toward the
future. It may help to make business better for us alL

"Indirldttol communities. however,
bare paced laws.

It was recalled by some
policemen, that made It mandatory to
play the anthem at public gatherings,
and also reade it mandatory for people
to stand and remove their ham. The
pollee say they still can lock up for die.

public gmthertrige.

"A congregation of bar rites to a sa-
loon, however. Le not regarded in the
best police circles as a bona $de public
gathering. and the bitter -oats do not In-
tend to go around arrealleg those who

will not stand up for a music box ren-
dering of the anthem.

"The Third Corps Area was helpful.
Its headquarters sta5 noted that when
the anthem was played on a military
reservation ell those out of doom mast
come to attentio.., face the music, and
salute. If they are indoors they are not
required to do so.

Disagrees With Wonsan
"Third Corp. headquarters us doubt-

ful whether It would get mad if a bar
fly stayed seated or kept his bat on. On
this point headquarter. was in disagree-
ment with Mrs. Reuben Roes Holloway.
Mrs. HolIcnnay bite been quoted as saying
she would' stand-up In the bathtub when
she heard the anthem, and she says she
still feels that way.

"Strs. Holloway. along with Arthur P.
Sewell, custodian of the Vtas House. was
In agreement with Third Carps Area on
one point. That was: A bar room Is me
place to play the national anthem.

"Mrs. Holloway said three ought to be
a law. Mr. Sewell said the tar keepers
should be *pp...etched tree nice way, and
Third Corps agreed some poseurs ought
to be brought.
