Al Chreenfield and Milton Schwartz are
still fighting to repain permits for the
operation of their four night clubs, closed
by the city on a charge of selling Hguor
to minors (the charge was made agninst
the Rumba Casino, the leading Green-
field-Schwartz nitery). This action was

a hlow for acts and cocktail units, Ca-
sino used four acts, line of girls and
band, while the other nlteries, Brass
Rall, Capltol Lounge and Hollyweod
Show Lounge, employed small musical
combinatlons.

The Pow Wow Cluh was raided, bmt the
spot was permitted to eontinue operp-
tion, Loop and nelghborhood niteries,
ronarally, are taking stock of thelr shows
and are cleaning up ﬂn‘ything smacking
of Tilth.

REAKING fradition with abandon and eclal—a pastline that has become prac-

Back in the days
when the wails of critics assaulted the long-suffering welkin whenever g season’'s
total went under 200 productions, or less than 20 shows managed to weather a
sweltering Broadway summer in un-alr-conditioned playhouses—back In those
davs that are both dear and dead, af® August opening was nofhing in any way
exceptional; multiple August openings were the rule, But in the evil ruck of recent
yvears we've been Iucky to get a season started by the week after Labor Day, 8o
Mr. Sarovan, by opening August 17, broke a fradition pleasantly—pleasantly, thatb
is, If you disregard the guality of his offering,

But there was one traditlon that he falled to break—the old saw that mosh
shows opening early close in the same manner. wr, Saroyan, after & fanfare thal
would have heen deafening had it not already become a part of the usual Saroyan
entourage, opened his show, promising or threatening a whole season of Saroyan—
and clozed the entire project Just a single week later. There's a touch of tragedy
there, Mr, Saroyan 80 blithely excoriated the entire eommerclal theater, Including
itz actors, directors, managers and even box-office men; he so blithely proclaimed
himself the saviour of a sesdy arl; he so confidently expected the public to rally
round in huge numbers, just as they had been shepherded in flocks by the critics
to see his previous atrocities, that the gquick eclosing makes him a rather pitiful
figure, After all his loud proclamations, he gave up the fight after one week. A
apent balloon is a sad and infelicitous sight, _

Not the least tragie part of the fiasco was the way that Mr, Saroyan's former
flock of trained lambs, the eritics on the doilies, turned to rend him. It's a sad
but true fact that even a drama critlc on a daily reverts to Intelligence and tasté
after he's been battered long enough. The boys were cue to turn on Mr, Saroyin—
smart Broadway money was glving odds that they would—but that falls to make
less tragic the plight of the blithe but unwary splrlt who is turned upon.

If Mr. Baroyan wints a touch of wry comfovt, however, ha might turn to the
files of the papers in which the original local experimental production of Across
the- Board on Tomorrow Morning was reviewed., Across ihe Board, a3 one of the
two plays on the bHI Just elosed, was roundly penhed—but, unless a falllng memory
is even less relinble than usual, several of the very lads Who panned It had raved
it to both the skies and nauses when it was flrst presented. It might he Interesting
to dig up thelr comments on the two oceaslons, and print them in parallel celumns,

Incidentally, in my own review of the Saroyan Dbill last weel there was an
unfortunate example of gross carelessness in copy-reading (my own carelessness,
be it noted), A phrase that was supposed to read, " ... the playmaking of this
defective mirpele monger who has been halled by ostensibly sane drama reviewers
as the greatest living force In the erican theater,” appeared with the words
“mirgele monger” omitted. It is an error I repret sincerely and hasten to ecorrect.
Little as I respect Mr, Saroyan's abillty, T eertdinly don't want 4o impugn hls general
Intelligence, I'd bhe a defectlve myself to guestion the shrewd mentality of 2 man
who, with such a fantastic lJack of skill in hia chosen craft, hns managed o achieve
such natorlety thru lt. - ' . . .
