gﬂuwbiz Eqpt. Delay
To Continue With
Shortage of Metals

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8.—~Only two or
three of the commodity controls still in
effect when the War Production Board
passes into llmbo November 3 will affect
the entertainment biz, The Billboard
learned today. Roughly, 40 orders cov-
ering some 15 commodity items will re-
main on the books for the WPB's suc-
cessor, Clvillan Production Administra-
tlon to handle, WPB sources sald. Orders
are import, production, distribution and
end-use controls of one type or another,
several of which may be lifted soon there-
after.

Continued tight supply of tin—and tin
alloys, brass and bronze—will be most
important shortage so far as show world
is concerned. Tin, lead, antimony—and
a shortage of crude rubber which will per-
gist well over a year untll supplies are
forthcoming from Malaya and the Far
Bast—may continue to hold up large-
scale production of coin-operated ma-
chines and juke boxes and exhibition and
display equipment of all types. but will
probably affect only big units within show
biz, buying on large scale.

Tin will continue tightest single item
in American economy for well over a
year, accarding to WPB Chalrman Erug's
farewell statement to the press, altho lead,
antimony and other metal shortages are
glated to ease up soon. Other shortages
on varlous grades of wool and cotton
textiles will be eased within a few
months' time, At same time, indications
are the newsprint supply—largely de-
pendent on imports from Canada and the
Scandinavian countries—would continue
critical. At present time, about 60 WFB
controls checkreln production of dls-
tribution of items on which supply does
not meet demand.

85-764, BY SENATOR BAILEY (D., N.C.).
—This one Is almed primarily to end
royalty fees on transcriptions. In effect,
tho, it outlaws the whole labor royalty
practice, banning payments by employers
to representatives of employee groups,
except for dues, "check-off" or like prac-
tices In the normal operation of a labar
union. Penalty for wviclation: $10,000
fine or six months imprisonment or
both. Princlpal targets, tho unnamed
in bill, are boss Jimmy Petrillo, of Amer-
lcan Federation of Musiclans, and czar
John L. Lewls, of American Mine Work-
ers, Pollcy of bill is seen as contrary to
National Labor Relations Act. Three
federal agencies, including Department
of Labor, have filed objections. Bub
group of Senate Judicilary Committee
will alr arguments soon gt hearing, Fate
uncertain, altho some judiclary commit-
tee members want some kind of legisla-
tlon on subject.

HR-2819, BY REPRESENTATIVE
MILLER (R., NEB.).—This is something
like Balley's S5-764, and its author frankly
describes it as Intended to curb activities
of Petrillo and Lewis. It calls for end of
royalty fee practice, but penalty provi-
slons haven't been written into bill yet.
Miller hasn't been pressing for action on
the measure which is dormant in com-
mittee on labor.

HR - 1648, BY REPRESENTATIVE

HR - 2118, BY REPRESENTATIVE

gram or radio broadcast” would be pun-
ishable by imprisonment from hsalf a
year to 5 years or fine of $100 to 85,000
or both.

HR-3716, BY REPRESENTATIVE WIG-

overthrow of U. 5. Government by force
or violence, Makes "overthrow of gov-
ernment” doctrine ample reason for ra-
dio station to refuse time on alr to com-
mentator, This cne is pigeon-holed in
House Interstate and Commerce Come-
mittee where no Immediate action is in
slght for it.

§-2, BY SENATOR McCARRAN (D.
NEV.).—This {5 one of the best known
of the Senate Federal-Ald-for-Alrports
bills. Its chief effect on radio is a provi=
sion, installed by last-minute amend-
ment, authorizing Federal Communica-
tlons Commission to consult with Cl-
villan Aeronautics Administrator on dis-
position of radio transmitter lands in
connectlon with new or expanding alr-
ports.

NEW YORE, Oct. 8.—Seven years ago
WABC was strictly non-exist. It wasn't
in the phone book, had no rate card, no
program structure and no staff. So far as
audience and trade were concerned,
there was only OCBS In
New York.

Today, WABC 1s still
the key outlet of CES.
But today also WABOC,
during Its non-network
hours la the No. 1 local
.r'" station in town, swings
/ welght in the commu-

nity, has a fantastically

loyal audlence, has a top-
bracket rate card and supports a full-
time staflf of 54 employees. It has it's
own equipment.

WABC Is Anomaly

Since WABC 1s the parent statlon of
the network and a kKeystone In program-
ing the web, It therefore becomes some-
thing unusual In the industry; namely,
A top network outlet of a top network
that Is also a top local station.

This is the story of how and why it
wWas done.

In previous days a local advertiser
looking to buy time on WABC was a
hardy individual. No matter what de-
partment he contacted he was always on
the merry-go-round because no one
knew what to do about it. Sales might
shunt him to programs which might send
him to someone else; nowhere would the
hungry advertiser get satlsfaction.

Bulova and Automat

True enough, there were two local
customers on the station. But one was
the Bulova time signals, the other the
Sunday mornlng Horn & Hardart kid
show. And both more or less cames with
the lease. They were accepted, not en-
couraged, bothered .no one since they did
not affect the network operation.

Eventusally, tho, someone “upstairs™
realized It was bad business to slough-off
advertisers looking to spend money. And
anyway other stations In town were
grabbing some scratch with thelr early
morning shows.,
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S0 Arthur Hull Hayes, n shrewd gent
behind his mild, typlcal commuter ex-
terior, and an amateur magiclan, was
plucked out of radio sales and given the
assignment of doing something about
WABCO. Just what and how was up to
Hayes.

Hayes glommed the set-up, found the
station on the alr from 8 W 9 a.m. with
the house band pumping out music uns=
der a variety of names and combinations.
There was no early morning news, no
personalities but there was a whopping
peychological handlcap. Everyone figured
that since they were in New York, the
WABC listeners were smart, hep and
cynical, therefore, unlike other audlences.
Program must be super or different, on
no condition should they be corny.

But Hayes having learned showblz as
an amateur maglclan—and incidentally,
an avid reader of The Billboard—figured
New Yorkers were just as susceptible to
corn as the citizens of Peoria or Paducah,
provided it was good corn, corn with a
touch of showmenship, With corn he
could glve his progranms some appeal,
bulld a personality and so listener ac-
ceptability and eventually listener-loy-
alty. As things stood, WABC had some-
thing Innocuous, nothing appealing.

Triez Evervihing

First thing that happened, WABQO
pushed its starting airtime up an hour,
from B to 7 am. Then Hayes started to
experiment with programs, He tried
som#thing called The Boy and Gizl Nerxt
Door, singing songs to each other; Mon-

8—FM station
applicants will get top priority from
Federal Communications Commission at
expense of standard broadcast and tele-
vision applicants from now to end of
year, but this won't mean a thing for
commercial FM in the populous East
The Billboard has leanrned. In fact, as
Indicated here months ago, commercial
television on really substantlal scales In
big Industrial and business areas will be
longer time coming than officials would
like to say right now.

FCC attention in processing FM ap-
plications will turn first to less congested
South, Middle West and Far West. FCC
is putting FM processing ahead of AM
and tele for & while because of serious
manpower shortage in Commission (see
story on FCC erpansion plans, opposite
gide of this page) and because of de-
termination to glve some encouragement
to FM set manufacturers,

FCC Giving FM Break

Badly cramped by personnel shortages
in growing pressure from electronics ex-
pansion, FCC has been compelled to
make cholce between letting commercil
FM go by default or centering efforts on
processing FM applications in order to
glve commercial FM some sort of break.
Commission has decided to take Jatter
alternative, but FM grants will be handed
first to applicants outside the congested
spectrum reglons which lle particularly
in Area 1, Including New England, Mid-
die Atlantlc States and parts of Upper
South and Middle West. Applicants in
Area 1, where FCC will be required to
make arbitrary allocations of stations
(eity by city), will probubly be lost In
shuffle for some time. FCC engineers are
continuing to discover tight spots besides
those already In Area 1, and chances are
that North Carolina willl be brought into
Area 1 soon in conjunction with arbi-
trary allocation to tpke care of more
than 18 FM applicants trying to get on
alr In the State’s few bilg clties.

FCC, facing task of meting out the FM
statlons after October T deadline, 15
further disturbed by conflict between
networks and independents on alloca-
tions. It stlll looks like FCC will stand
pat In Its declsion on distribution of
frequencles in face of protests from Co-
lumbla Broadcasting System and Na-
tional PBroadcasting Company, both of
whom will get hearing October 15.

200 “Conditional Grants™

Commission engineers are talking In
terms of at least 200 “conditional” FM
grants by first of year. At same time,
several New TYork licensees and con-

At Washington, FM spokesmen say only
one company has promised delivery of
converters for operation of FM transmit-
ters on new band.

(Continued from page §)
turners’ dispute, simply part of a
muscle-flexing demonstration calculated
to !Impress other unions as much as the
chains, What Petrillo wants, according
to insiders, is a coalition, official or un-
official, among the three unions, with
the music topper as head man,

Such an arrangement, which could be
put thru If the technleal unlons are
sufficiently impressed, would make
Petrillo spearhead of the most
powerful labor combination ever to wave
a big stick at the radio Industry. NABET
strike showed that programs can get on
the alr without techniclans. AFM spol
strikes are showing that radio can exist,
altho with diffieulty, when music Is cul
off. But a dual threat of striking en-
gineers and musicians might reduce the
industry to complete chaos.

Therefore, the few men who have
tabbed Petrillo's game assume that the
curvea he is throwing at the weba are
not intended to !mpress them, but the
unions who pull thelr switches. Scaring
the webs half out of thair wits s not
golng to influence the United States
Supreme Court when the AFM-NABE]
platter-turner dispute comes up before
it. In fact, it I» sald, Petrillo considers
the whole diapute itself a bag of very
small potatoes as far as actual member-
ship 1s concerned. BSixty or more Fuys
who spin disks are not going to make
the APM rich. But clubbing NABET
into submissive collaboration will.

Union Backing

It 1= a trulsm In labor history that
when a company union cuts loose from
the management fold and decides o
become a militant force, as NABET has
done. It soon learna that It needa the
backing of organized labor to help win
ita battles. Petrillo intends to teach
that lesson to the technicians. That,
say the few broadcasters who have kKept
thelr heads. can be done in several ways
But the best way. as far as Jimmy C. 1s
concerned. s to have them join the AFL,
his parent body. and act In oonocert
with the musicians.

IBEW (» sald to be a alightly different
case. It never was s company union, It
has done a pretty good job for CBS en-
gineers and It is In the AFL. But 1t s
still groggy from the blows of IATSE In
West Coast disputes und would probably
welcome the strong arm of the musie
master. the way It's figured If ths
APM can prove to TBEW that It is the
strong right arm It needs, It &= ocon-
sidered not at all unlikely that the
glectrical workers would team up to
make s terrific triple threat.

It has been sald that Petrillo s calling
his spasmodic stoppages In order to
make a stronger case aguinst NABET
beafore the Bupreme Court. That schoal
of thought carries the idea still further
by saying that CBS was sandwiched Iin
between NBC and ABC so that no
specific accusationa of intimidation ecan
be made against 1t. And another point
which Is made by this group Is that the
AFM didn't strike at NBC and ABC
simultansously for exactly the same rea-
son—the ald red herring. Be that as
it may, a few informed radio execa claim
that It Ia the tri-union pact that.Petrillo
wants—and will probably get.

The network's only weapon agalnat
Petrillo’s tactics, atccording to the samae
few, is to settle the disputes he starts
AS 800N a8 they come up. By acting
fast, and giving Petrillo what he wanta,
the webs can stave off the more dan-
gerous eventuality of a three-union
coalition. It will cost a lot of money,

WEBKB showed some Ingenully sgain
tonight by using an inexpensive but el-
fective simulated baseball feld Wwith
“moving"” cardboard fOgures representing
players, to give a play-by-play resume of
the second gumo of the World Series.

The device, worked out by Gladys Lund-
berg., of the WBKB stafl, consisted of a
large plece of canvas, on which was paint-
ed at the end of long sticks, &6 WaSE O
thelr proper places were cardboard figures
representing players of both teams. Play-
ers moving around the basts were mount-
ed at the enl of long sticks, as Wis o
small white globe that represented the
baseball itsel! and was used to indicale
the movement of the ball an various plays.
Result was good, just about the best that
could have been done to fllustrute the
geries In a video fashlon short of robot
players or movies of the actual game.
One mistake was made, however. The
sticks to which the cardboard players and
the ball were attached was not painted
the same color as the board on which the
base lines were painted. As & result the
sticks showed and destroyed some of the
{llusion of movement of ball and players
{CBS used its bretzacon fo do the same
job sans sticks, ete.).

Dance team of Claude and Andre, satir-
sts of the dance, Who have just finlahed
a tour of afMcers’ clubs thruout the coun-
try, gave a good change of pace program
after the resume. Team doea some good
comedy stuff but they must still learm
that working for television is a lot differ-
ent than working on & stage. For one
thing, they used so much spuce for thelr
steps theye were out of the camera’s fleld
guite aften. Of course that could have
been the fault of the gal on ths camera
too, but the point s that Claud Andre
could have helped a great deal by confin-
ing the area of thelr work. And for an-
other thing, Claude made o few remarks,
such as “Take a bow,” to his partner dur-
ing the performuance. When the team is
working on n stage these sotto voloe re-
marks are not heard, but when they're
close to a mike, as they were in the WBEDB
studios tonight, thelr private conversa-
tions detract from thelr performance.

We still shudder when we recall the last
portion of tonight's program. Admiral
Radlo Corporation’s Young Chicapo epl-
sode. Each week Admiral presents stu-
dents from various schools in Chicago,
who go thru thelr paces before the tale-
vislon camera. Tonight students of the
Jones Commercial School were on hand
to try to explain, with reproduction of
class room and recreational activity, just
what goes on at Jones. It was disjointed,
amateur corn and badly prepared in gen-
eral, It was hardly warth the time of the
students who were on bhand, We still
can't understand how Admiral, which
some day will be selling television sets,
hopes to stimulate Interest in video with
such poor program material.

Ben Felner pulled an Interesting ex-
periment Friday night which, altho dull
at beginning and at end, had one se-
quence which used trick effects to bet-
ter andvantage than this department hos
seen yet. The central portion of Felner's
Choreo-Tones, a dance Interpretation of
Hoasgy Carmichael's Stardusf, had great
depth, excellent use of lap dissolves and,
for the first time on CBS, a deliberate
out-of-focus shot.

Felner placed daoncer Pauline Koner
st the apex of several contrasting black
and white lines drawn together to give
the lmpression of depth, and lowered
camera No. 1 until it was practically on
the floor. The effect, against an 1lm-
pressionistic backdrop (quite a job by
set designer Jim McNaughion) wes of
great depth. Later he placed both cam-
erdas in a lap dissolve shot which gave the
impression of two dancers, one large and
ane small, both doing the same thing,
with the smaller one above, behind and
slightly to the right of the large oOne.
This sequence was opened with = shot
of a young man, nostalgically humming
Stardust. He was thrown out of focua
and the dancer {aded in.

So much for the compliments. Both
the opening and closing shot, as well as
the general conception, were turgld, 1o
say the least. The over-ull theme con-
cerned itself with an American in Singa-
pore, a sort of dancing Humphrey Bogart,
who plays the plano and dreams about
dancing. He's a hep character and did
a sort of impressionistic turn while fak-
ing st the ivories. The “he” a gent
pamed J. 0. McCord, should have stood
in Singapore. To show the contrast be-
tween the culture of the BEast and Amer-
fcan jJazz, a sort of synthetlc harem
dance, done by & lady named Telko, fol-
lowed McCord. To the music of several
welrd instruments, mostly string and per-
cussion, she whirled around a bit and
then blew. We could have Uved without
that, too,

Despite the imagination he showed In
the Stardust sequence, and its control
over the technical phases of video,
Pelner's handling of the two numbers
mentioned above was far from perfect.
The lighting was bad, appearing to come
from all one side, with Iis resulting
shadows, and rarely did be show the
dancer's feet, focal point of the art
A few good long ehots showing the en-
tire body would have given the viewer
a feeling of cohesiveness, a feellng that
this was & dance, not a body moving
around the screen. ’

Brown claims AFRA export
too high—it’s a one-country
export biz sometimes

HOLLYWOOD, Oct, 8, — Australian
e. t's are lopping off a considerable
chunk of American alr diakers’ foreign
biz and will prove serious competition
when this country's plattermen make
their bld for overseas radio coin.

This was pitched at The Billboard by
Howard C. Brown, local e. t, exporter-
importer. For the past 10 years Brown
bas worked as a middleman, sellilng U. 8.
2 t.'®m to foreign stations, and buying
overseas air time for domestic sponsors.
Until recently, he had served as official
U. 8. representative for the Commercial
Broadcasting Service of the New Zealand
government.

According to Brown, Australian alr
gshows have reached such a high stand-
ard In production and talent, that U. 8§
waxings will have p tough battle aheall
even if all other stumbling blocks now
curbing e. t. export are removed. Aussle
packages are in the American format,
and in many cuses are based on U. 8.-
written scripts that have already ree
oelved alring here.

That “American™ Accent

“Aside from the numerous other fac-
tors which place the American electrical
tranacription at a disadvantage on the
foreign market,” Brown sald, “Austral-
ia's recorded programs are more nearly
acceptable to the remalning English-
speaking world than are ours because
thelr speech accent and words used are
more easily understood. Therefore, &
transcription of an Australlan radio
package shows holds a declded edge over
our product when it comes to sales in
South Africa, New Zealand, India, and
of course, Australia. I have had many
American shows rejected after being
auditioned by a forelgn broadcaster for
no other reason than “bad diction’ on
the part of an actor. This means that
the accent of one player was such that
Australians could not comprehend what
was belng sald.

The “Down Under™ Twang

“I have found this same difMculty
when a few vyears ago 1 had imported
transcriptions made in Australia which
I thought would be of interest to the
American radio audience. These shows
are still on my shelvea because broad-
casters In this country refuse to accept
material that was hard to understand.

“Australian radio has attained such a
high degree of perfection in the past
few vears that actors there can take
our scripts, edit them to At ldiomatic
language differences, and produce a show
that's hard to beat when it comes 0
selling the English-speaking countries,
other than our own and Canada.”

A few of the maore popular U. 8. shows
named by Brown as now being aired in
Australia from scripts rather than wax
are One Man's Family, The Thin Mam,
Aunt Jenny's Real Life Storles, Big Sis-
fer and Romance of Helen Trent. DBe-
cause Aussie lingo beats U. 5. volcings,
plus the fact that no new American
package shows have crossed the Waters
since the AFRA actor's fee code has come
in, waxiogs from Down Under have made
deep Inroads In the e-t. biz In New
Zealand and South Africa.

o Bell anywhere near that number of
stations on one transcription. The
widest foreign circulation that any
American show has had was 35 sta-
tlons, and that was rare. 1 doubt
very much If 50 sations can be
found in this very limited feld that
do not overlap each other on covVerage.
The average sale of stations In pre-AFRA
days ranged around 10, with the better
transcriptions going to 15 and mare.

£16.50 Per Actor Too Much?

*"Under AFRA's current ruling. a sta-
tion, for example, in New Zealand has
to pay the world rights of 81650 per
actor., A transcription, with an average
cost of five actors, would bring *the
bill! of & 15-minute program above 80,

“Such prices for transcribed shows are
out of the question, and only serve 0
help the other countries by eliminsting
us from the feld.

“It appears to me that a fairer plan
would be for AFRA to divide the avail-
able English lunguage market and figure
its rate per country, rather thayg make
one station carry the burden world
distribution fees. Thru such a plan,
each time a transcription is exported %O
a different country, the station in that
country would have to pay only for the
right to use it in its own land. Thia
should prove to be far more acceptable
to the buyer.”

One Country Market, Sometimes

Brown went on to explain that in
many instances certain U. 5. alrers are
limited to use only in a single country
dus to, for example, in South Alrica
where there I8 a ban against alring serial
shows. A story must be completed dur-
ing the period of broadcast, This ellmi-
nates chances of selllng our soap Operas
and like shows, Also, alrers similar to
and including The Shoadow ware nixed
by both Bouth Afriea and Australia,
leaving only New Zealand. In such
cuses, the AFRA fee requirement, accords
ilng to this exporter, has to be carried
by the New Zealand broadcaster alope
which makes the bill too high for them
to accept, The, average price a forelgn
station wants to pay per transcription
Is around $25, but will go more if the
show s really good. Under such ecir-
cumstances, untll the AFRA situation
Is cleared up, American diskers will have
to set by and watch foreign competitors
take over this country's pre-AFRA e. L.
export market, Brown sald.

The music llbrary e t.'s, however, have
only to hurdle the forelgn dollar ex-
chance stumbling block. Stralght musle
platters sans speech are still seen as the
lush e. ¢ medium, With no limitations
as to acceptabllity by forelgn tongue
lands, music llbraries will prove to be
the best bet as soon as foreign countries
will have buying dollars avallable.
