for Contemporary Music

Traditional categories of contemporary music
-rock, folk, country and r&b-have undergone
major changes during 1965. The boundary lines
that separated these methods of musical expres-
sion have become more and more blurred, with
each form borrowing heavily from the others.

Probably the most significant development
during the course of the year is the form variously
called folk-rock, urban blues or protest.

Essentially, it's the refinement of the rock
instrumentation and the incorporation of mean-
ingful lyrics into a ballad of today.

Billboard's 1965 International Record & Talent
Showcase documents this development. Top artists
of the year are well represented with this type act.
Artists like Sonny and Cher, combining the ex-
citing beat with the protest song, have worked
their way to positions among the top 10 singles
performers.

And Herman's Hermits, who didn't make the
top 100 a year ago, have nudged the Beatles from
the top spot, although the Beatles are still the top-
selling album act. Only top 10 repeaters of a year
ago are the Beatles, Elvis Presley and the Dave
Clark Five.

In addition to Herman's Hermits, new talent
to make the top 10 as singles artists include the
Righteous Brothers, Cher, Sonny, the Supremes,
Gary Lewis and the Playboys and the Rolling
Stones.

While the British groups, with emphasis on
the beat rather than on the message, are still
riding high, artists of 1965 have something to say.
Roger Miller 'is a country -oriented, but no longer

a country artist. His "King of the Road," for
example, captures the spirit of the wanderer. And
the Supremes, who started as an r&b group, still
have the r&b orientation, but they're singing
standards at the Copa.

The development seems to be a synthesis of
the best of rock, country, r&b and folk. And it's
reaching an audience that cuts across ethnic, age
and nationality groups.

Country music, too, is much closer to other
contemporary forms. The modern country deals
with current themes, and it isn't too far from the
urban blues.

Also fading are the distinctions between r&b
and pop. The Righteous Brothers could be and
in fact have been programmed on r&b stations.

Feature of the 1965 International Record &
Talent Showcase is the expanded International
Talent Directory. Press agents and promotion
men are important tools in the development of
recording talent, and this year's issue lists these
categories.

Another format change is the separate listing,
by country, of international recording artists. In
the past, all artists were listed together, regardless
of country. The current arrangement should make
it easier for the reader to locate the artist.

Emphasis on the 1965 International Record &
Talent Showcase is on the directory section. This
section is meant to be a working tool for record
company executives, talent managers, booking
agents, artists and disk jockeys. Its purpose is to
locate talent and the people that can develop that
talent. We hope it serves that purpose.

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Sir Edward Lewis
RECORD MAN OF THE YEAR

The Billboard's annual Record Man of the Year Award
represents the collective opinion of the editorial staff.
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By ANDRE DE VEKEY
Stockbroker Sir Edward Lewis, Chairman of the
Decca Record Company, Ltd., once said 35 years
ago that he would never get "mixed up in commerce."
For the past 34 years he has been in it up to his neck,
creating on the way a group of companies in records,
radar and navigational equipment which are now a
British national asset. Sir Edward came into a com-
pany to save it just before the Hatry financial crash
when his stockbroking firm underwrote a $2.8 million
(equivalent to one million sterling) issue of Decca
stock. The fact that Decca exists today is because of
the faith of one man in the record industry, whose
dynamism put new life into the record business on both
sides of the Atlantic.

The story of Decca, how it came to be formed, its
struggle for existence during the 1930 depression-
often on a day-to-day and sometimes even an hour -to-
hour basis, is a romance of industry. It is the story of
the "man who stuck it out."

Early Years
Edward Robert Lewis, born in Derby in 1900,

son of the late Sir Alfred Lewis, K.B.E., deputy chair-
man of the National Provincial Bank, was educated
at Rugby and Trinity College, Cambridge, where he
read history. He became a member of the London
stockexchange in 1925, and at the age of 28 started
his own firm of stockbrokers, E. R. Lewis & Company
of which he is still head. He became chairman of Decca
in 1957, was Knighted in 1961.

In his limited free time he is a keen cricket and
rugby enthusiast. He once flew from New York to
Paris to watch a rugby football game and flew back
the same evening. He is also a quiet benefactor to
deserving causes and has bequeathed large sums to
hospitals, something we hear little about. Many people
in the business have read his fascinating book "No
C.I.C.," which means No Capital Issues Committee, a
U.K. government body which today has to authorize
the raising of capital over £28,000, and which Sir
Edward despises. "Unless we get back to freedom of
enterprise when men can decide to risk their capital
how they will" he says, "where lies the future industrial
wealth of the country?" He points out that the story
of Decca would never have been written had such
controls been in existence in the 1930's, when new
finance had to be found at a moment's notice to keep
the company going. Harold Wincott, a U.K. finance
expert, in his introduction to Sir Edward's book, said:
"if it were possible for Decca to start anew today, it
would require the backing of the War Office, the Air
Ministry, the Admiralty, the Ministry of Supply, the
Department of Overseas Trade and the Board of Trade
would tell Decca where to build its factories.

An Ambition
In 1945, "Ted" Lewis realized a 14 -year -old ambi-

tion when the shilling (14 -cent) shares of Decca
Records reached Z8.56 each, at which price hundreds

of original investors got their money back as he said
they would. At one time, the £2.80 shares were down
to as low as 5 cents. This important success of 20
years ago turned the company overnight from a pre-
war value of £280,000 to one worth £8.8 million.
Today, the group turnover is £ 103.3 million and net
profits £6 million. They went up £2.3 million in the
last year.

"Nobody seems to know the origin of the word
Decca'," says Sir Edward. The business of Barnett
Samuel & Sons, makers of musical instruments out of
which the Decca Record Company came into being in
1928, marketed a portable gramophone which they
called the "Decca" portable. Somewhere along the
line, a name had been coined as a trade -mark which
could readily be known by every nationality under the
sun. Sir Edward kept the name which now spans the
globe as a world leader in gramophone records.

It was 1928-1929 when Ted Lewis, as he then
was, became interested in the record business. After the
flotation of the properous Barnett Samuel musical in-
strument business by his stockbroking firm, when the
company name was changed to Decca Gramophone
Company, it became known that a record firm, the
Duophone Company with a plant on the southern out-
skirts of London was in difficulty. At that time Duo -
phone was pressing Al Jolson's records among others.
It occurred to Lewis who was still wholly occupied
in his stockbroking firm, that there might be a chance
of Decca buying the factory as a going concern and
50

entering the record industry. Lewis saw the phonograph
itself as a rather dull affair, but records seemed like
magic on the stock exchange, judging by the great rise
in the share of the Columbia Graphaphone Company
and the Gramophone Company who were two separate
concerns at that time. Lewis's view was that it was
not much use making phonographs without records to
play on them. "Rather like a firm making razors but
not the consumable blades" he said. He put the idea
of the purchase to the Decca board but it was turned
down. His reaction to this was to go ahead in his own
way. From this moment, Lewis was really in the record
business.

Syndicate Formed
He decided to form a syndicate to buy the Duo-

phone factory. The day after the Decca board's refusal,
the Malden Holding Company was formed and the pur-
chase of the factory and plant negotiated. A new com-
pany was formed, 2.8 million dollars was raised by
an issue made on February 28,1929 which was nearly
twice over -subscribed. Decca was in the record business
and the first list of records was shortly issued, among
them records by top bands of the day, Bert Ambrose,
Billy Cotton, etc., and the selling price was 42 cents.
Then the company had to face several years of great
financial difficulty, for by the end of 1929 the country
was facing its slump and the record boom was over.

With the fast moving nature of the record business,
Lewis found the existing management was not geared
for an industry which was part of show business. He
came into the firm himself to manage its affairs in
1931. It was he who saw the need for signing up big
name artists and launching big sales campaigns. His
first real coup was an exclusive contract with Jack
Hylton, a big draw in those days with his band in the
music halls of Europe. The first Hylton disk, "Rhymes"
sold 300,000 copies. Despite acute financial problems,
an opportunity came along in 1932, which Lewis took
and made a big effect on the Decca business. In that
year, Warner Brothers were severely hit by the U. S.
slump and the chance came to purchase the British
Brunswick Company. Decca bought it for less than
£.45,000. Sir Edward's description of how he nego-
tiated an extended overdraft from his bank manager
underlines the day-to-day struggle he had for five
years to keep the business afloat. Brunswick, however,
gave him access to recordings by Bing Crosby, Mills
Brothers, Andrew Sisters, the Ink Spots and others.
At about this time Lewis also acquired the British
rights to the Deutsche Grammophon catalog who had
Polydor.

American Decca
As if this were not enough to handle, it was in

1934 that Lewis had the audacity-there is no other
word for it-to go to America at the time of the U. S.
slump, to form Decca Records, Inc. In an interview
at the time, Lewis is quoted as saying "To those who
have watched the steady decline in the sales of phono-

graph records in America during the last few years,
this invasion of the U. S. market must seem based on
a tremendous amount of optimism. It is my conviction
that there is a terrific latent market for records in
this country, and now we have started the marketing
of records in the U. S., I am more than ever firmly
convinced of great possibilities for record sales."

Decca were offering at this time, records by Crosby,
Guy Lombardo, the Casa Loma Orchestra, etc., at 35
cents. Lewis also said in this interview how his faith
in the U. K. disk business was such that whole front
page advertisements were being taken in London na-
tional dailies ("Daily Mail") to promote just one rec-
ord. One was the Street Singer's (Arthur Tracey) re-
cording of "Marta," which sold 150,000 copies. Sir
Edward's faith in the business was justified. Annual
record sales in America were then around 10 million,
compared with the boom year of 1929 when 100 mil-
lion units were sold. In 1938 they went up to 30 million
and in 1939 to 50 million. At the 1946 peak, total sales
soared to 330 million in a year. An enterprising Brit-
isher came to the States convinced of the future of the
record business . . . and he was proved right.

To speak of the U. S. Decca business at that time,
it seems right to mention the name Jack Kapp, who was
president of Decca. "The prima donna of the record
industry" as Sir Edward called him. The catalog of
American Decca "bears eloquent testimony to Kapp's
great skill and unique flair for recording" comments
Sir Edward.

Enterprise Unlimited
In the years since the end of World War II, it has

been enterprise unlimited for Decca. They were the
first to issue LP's in the U. K. in 1950. In 1957, RCA
signed a contract for the pressing and release of their
product through Decca. In 1958, Decca launched
the first low-priced quality LP "Ace of Clubs," with
which dealers could combat the record clubs. Sir Ed-
ward has always been loyal to the British record dealer.
During those postwar years, Decca has built up one
of the finest classical catalogs, particularly in the
operatic field. One of the more recent issues of a
unique kind is the set of Sir Winston Churchill speeches,
a recorded document for posterity.

Sir Edward notes, in an exclusive interview with
Billboard, that the pattern of the U. S. disk business
of the 1930's, followed on in the U. K., after a time
lag of some 3 or 4 years. It was 1934 when the bottom
of the record slump was reached in the U. S., and this
was not felt in the U. K. until 1937-1938. Trade pat-
terns in the U. S. are today being followed . . . basically,
singles are down and LP's up in the U. K. as in the
U. S. Singles sales in the U. K. for the eight -month
period Jan. -Aug. 1965 are down by 221/2%, with a
general drop of 8% in the home market. But LP sales
are up, the eight -month period showing a 3% increase
but this will be more marked by the end of the year.

Exports by Decca to the U. S. are at a high level,
Sir Edward reports and the results of London Records,
the present day offshoot in the U. S., show a great im-
provement which is a tribute to the excellence of the
British product.

Although recording and reproduction techniques
have improved by staggering degrees in recent
years, the Decca chief still feels that the quality on the
record is greater than contemporary equipment can
produce, something which has been the case through
the history of the record. Whether this will continue
and what the future holds in new recording develop-
ment, he does not attempt to predict.

Over -exposure by radio aggravated by the Top 40
format of off -shore radio stations round British
coasts, is, in his opinion, causing harm to singles
sales, as radio did in the U. S. "But the future still looks
good" he says.

Well, the KINGSTON TRIO story is pretty
much history now (you mean you don't
remember TOM DOOLEY?) But what with
personal appearances, television, re-
cording, music publishing, restaurant,
night club and the land development,
things just kept getting busier all the
time until it was even too much for our
homemade brain -trust. Flanking Frank
on the left, in his brand new penthouse
offices (you got to see this to believe it!)

DICK TONG, Keeper and accounter of
the gold, and on the right, SIDNEY
RUDY. He's the one who's kept our legal
noses clean and is always there to read
that fine print for us.

So here, a few years back, when Frank
decided to establish an independent re-
cording company, TRIDENT PRODUC-
TIONS was formed, and right off the bat
we signed the KINGSTON TRIO exclu-
sively to DECCA RECORDS. ("Some -

thin' Else" Decca f4DL 4694 is really
somethin' else!) So then when things

started really humming, Frank found out
that it takes a lot of bees to make a ball
of wax. So he talked up -and -at -'em JOE
GANNON into not only helping with

the KINGSTON TRIO, but also into or-
ganizing T. D. C. (Talent Development
Corporation). That's the company that
manages the people we record.

Joe, ably assisted by his pert gal Thurs-
day, JEANNE ENGSTRAND, is bound and
determined to make T. D. C. an organiza-
tion that will give our discoveries, like
the WE FIVE, not only sound career
guidance, but plenty of T. L. C. (Tender
Loving Care).



Now you take the WE FIVE. There's really
a bunch of talented kids. We placed them
exclusively on A & M RECORDS. That's
JERRY MOSS and HERBIE ALPERT'S
company. (He's that TIJUANA BRASS
fella). Well, the kids have had two smash
singles already: "YOU WERE ON MY
MIND" #A&M 770 and "LET'S GET TO-
GETHER" 14A&M 784. As a matter of
fact, both those singles and of course
the first smash album "YOU WERE ON
MY MIND" A&M LP P111 were recorded
right in the basement of the TOWER in
our own COLUMBUS RECORDING stu-
dio (415 397-1492). Here under the
watchful eye of our master engineer
HANK McGill (now which button shuts
off that tape machine!) built ourselves
a really crackerjack studio, not only
with a fancy Langevin board, four track

Ampex machines and all that other elec-
tronic paraphernalia, but we even got
ourselves a mood lighting board, not to
mention the fact that we have our own
Scully lathe, so that by simply taking
the elevator up to the second floor, we
can cut our own dubs and masters.

All these goodies naturally keep our
studio busy all the time, especially with
people chockful of talent like TRIDENT's
own arranger RANDY STEIRLING who
is forever working out really tricky
things with everybody (musically, that
is). Like now with BLACKBURN &
SNOW, a young couple you haven't
heard about. But don't you worry, when
we're ready, we'll tell you all about
them. (This much now-they're great!)

Now with all this activity, it takes a real
rip -snorting National Promotion ,Man-
ager to stay on top of everything. We
have DON GRAHAM, best one in the
country, and we'll take on all corners.
Only one thing, we wish we could get
him to smile a little.

One of the real important parts of our
activity is the music publishing and the
constant search for good material.
Through the hands of RENE CARDENAS

pass hundreds of tunes, but only the real
winners get through. Of course his Girl
Wednesday, DEBORAH GENNOY doesn't
rely on that old-fashioned manual labor.
She operates those fancy and perplexing
IBM computer -type machines.

Speaking of computers, we mustn't
overlook FONG & TONG. That's GEORGE
FONG and DICK TONG. They're real San

Franciscans right down to their crepe -
soled shoes and they're our accountants.
And they're always busy at their abacus
figuring out how much and how to and

why not, so that TRIDENT PRODUC-
TIONS will grow and make it possible
for creative people who want to live in
the greatest city in the world to also be
able to work here. (The former music
capital is only 45 min. away from us
by jet.)
Anyway, here it is eight o'clock at night
and that's really early for us at TRI-
DENT. Take BOB JOSEPH, for instance.

He's just stopping in for a cup of coffee
at ZIM's which is right here on the ground
floor of the COLUMBUS TOWER. BOB
is busy putting the finishing touches on
TRIDENT's latest acquisition, the LITTLE
FOX, a theatre showplace which is not
only going to be the wildest nightclub
in the Western Hemisphere, but will also
give us an opportunity to showcase TRI-
DENT talent.

That's about it, we guess-The TRIDENT
story. A bunch of hard working folks with
their noses to the grindstone and their
ears tuned in for the sound of distant
trumpets (and guitars). It's a terrific
bunch, with lots of get-up-and-go, ideas,
and imagination. If you're interested in
knowing more about FRANK WERBER
and his wonderful bunch ... write, phone
or wire TRIDENT PRODUCTIONS, 916
Kearny St., San Francisco 11, California,
415 392-8250.
