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Artist
of the Year

Each year the editors of Billboard honor an artist who in
their opinion has made the most significant contribution
to popular music during the year. The decision is not
based solely on chart performances or record sales. It also
takes into account much more lasting values.

1968 was the year of the underground, the year of pro-
gressive rock, the year of blues rock, the year of Jimi
Hendrix and the Jimi Hendrix Experience. While Hendrix’s
group first hit the U. S. in late 1967, it was 1968 before
they became one of the most sought after acts in the
business.

Hendrix, 23, is a dynamic stage personality, and an
exceptional blues singer and guitarist. Backed by two fine
English musicians, 23-year-old Noel Redding, guitarist
and bass, and 22-year-old drummer Mitch Mitchell,
Hendrix, in the Experience’s second U. S. tour, showed he
was second to none in appeal and excitement.

Yet, indicative of underground acts, this was accom-
plished before the act’s first hit single, “All Along the
Watchtower,” which hit Top 20 late in October. But, all
three Reprise albums have been big winners. The first
album, “Are You Experienced?’ which was released in
September, 1967, remained high on the Top LP’s Chart
for all of 1968. “Axis: Bold as Love,” whose release was
timed for the second tour, also hit fast. Both gained Gold
Records for sales topping $1 million and both are still
selling.

The third album, issued in October, had Hendrix as
producer as well as performer and the two-LP “Electric
Ladyland” shot up the charts to become the Experience’s
first No. 1 album, taking only five weeks to hit the top.
Hendrix’s considerable talents as a songwriter also have
contributed to his huge success. Of the 40 selections on
the trios three albums, 35 were penned by this exceptional
artist, including “Purple Haze” and “Foxey Lady,” which
have been adopted by many performing groups.

But his impact extends far beyond his songwriting. His
fusing of the highly-amplified music of today with the
purer sound of the blues place him at the forefront of
today’s major pop music trend. A clearcut example was
a jammed Singer Bowl, New York, concert on Aug. 23,
when Hendrix was the closing act for 18,000 fans, who
earlier heard such top blues-oriented artists as the Cham-
bers Brothers, and Big Brother and the Holding Company
featuring Janis Joplin. Billboard’s description of Hendrix’s
performance was: “His bluesy singing was first rate; his
guitar playing, superb, and his stage presence, electric.”

A New York Times article on Feb. 23 speculated on
whether Hendrix was “the Black Elvis.” The article, out
of San Francisco, was based on the Experience’s record-
breaking Fillmore West stand, which opened the second
tour. Time Magazine, referring to the trio’s tour appear-
ance at Cleveland’s Music Hall, said in its April 5 issue:
“Their music . . . is a whirlpool where currents of Negro
blues and psychedelic rock meet, and it churns with all
but overwhelming power from their nine amplifiers and
18 speakers.”

Hendrix, a native of Seattle, previously toured the
U. S. as lead guitarist backing rock acts. He played six
months in New York with the Blue Flames using the
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JIMI HENDRIX

pseudonym of Jimmy James. Next came a stint at New
York’s Cafe Wha? before going to England two years ago,
where he teamed with Redding and Mitchell in Septem-
ber, 1966.

The trio’s overnight success at Paris’ Olympia was the
first of a series of smash engagements, which also included
Stockholm’s Tivoli, Copenhagen’s Sports Arena, and Lon-
don’s Saville, where they were the first act ever to sell out
both shows. The first U. S. tour in 1967 included a nota-
ble appearance at the Monterey Pop Festival. But, it also
included a tour with the Monkees, whose young audiences
were not yet ready for the Experience, which clearly was
ahead of its time.

The 1968 tour, however, was a complete success with
more than 50 per cent of their concerts sold out two weeks
before their appearance. Hendrix and the Experience also
have been featured on countless psychedelic posters and
their pictures turn up in light shows on programs where
they’re even slated to appear, a tribute to their widespread
popularity with the hip set.

Also, in this day, when pop artists have to prove their
musicianship, Hendrix has been at the forefront in jam
session participation. He’s a central figure of the frequent
jam sessions at Steve Paul’s Scene in New York. “He loves
to play,” Paul explains of Hendrix. Among the many artists
Hendrix has jammed with at the Scene are Jim Morrison,
Eric Clapton, B. B. King, Howlin’ Wolf, the Grateful
Dead, Jefferson Airplane, Larry Coryell, James Cotton,
John Hammond, the Who, Ten Years After, Jeff Beck,
Jeremy Steig, and Buddy Miles. Two jams with Curtis
Knight have been released on Capitol.

Hendrix explained the Experience’s outlook in the
New York Times on Feb. 25: “We'll keep moving. It
gets tiring doing the same thing, coming out and saying,
‘Now we’ll play that one.” People take us strange ways,
but I don’t care how they take us. Man, we’ll be moving.
’Cause man, in this life you gotta do what you want, you
gotta let your mind and fancy flow, flow, flow free.”

The year 1968 was the year of the underground, the
year of progressive rock, the year of blues rock, the year
of Jimi Hendrix and the Jimi Hendrix Experience, a
key to the trend, a trend that shows every evidence of
growing.
