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U.S. RECORD/TAPE SURVEY
U.S. RECORDING INDUSTRY

BREAKS $2 BILLION

Spurred by a steady 6.8 percent rise in sales of prerecorded tapes, the U.S.
recording industry in 1973 broke through the $2 billion annual sales mark.
The momentum of disk sales, rising more modestly by a percentage of 4,
contributed to the surge.

A few of the statistics:

« Total disks sales $1,383,000 to $1,436,000
« Total tapes $541,000 to $581,000

» Combined disk/tape $2,017,000

Though price increases and industry studies on improving quality focused
more attention on singles, the sales ratio of the 7-in. disks remained the
same at 13 percent. Sales were up, though by 10 million. LPs increased by
3.5 percent.

The 8-track cartridge, spurred by growing sales of 4-channel cartridges,
shows continued dramatic growth.

Some tapes sales highlights:

« 8-track from $425,000 to $489,000

« Cassette down $76,000 from $102,000

« Open reel sales off 50 percent

« Quadrasonic open reel and 8-track tape sales double

The surge in 8-track sales follows a steady curve upward but the impetus
of quadrasonic is significant, especially since more and more 4-channel
tapes are featuring rock and therefore appeal to the young tape consumer.
A survey just past mid-year '74 comparing repertoire (Billboard, Aug. 10,
1974) shows a total of 641 quadrasonic tapes available with MOR still the
leading category.

The disk side of the quadrasonic upswing is still characterized by the ex-
istence of both discrete and matrix configurations, but proponents of both
are buoyed by market developments.

A few trends:

« Prime discrete backers (JVC, RCA, WEA group, Panasonic) are enthu-
siastic about the better than 65 models of playback equipment with CD-4
capability at the '74 summer CES, also RCA’s commitment to make IC
chips for discrete circuitry, development of a new needle by Namiki Preci-
sion and improvements in vinyl.

- More product in CD-4 is inevitable as the largest of four groups of CD-4
releases was firmed up by WEA labels. The release totalled 27 titles.

- Backers of matrix on the other hand are equally enthused about such
developments as the Tate (directional enhancement system) for CBS' SQ
system. Also pointed up by CBS are the number of logic systems at CES (80
models from 32 brands were SQ-equipped and 12 showed full-logic).

« Matrix recordings scored better than CBS projections with some $6 mil-
lion, or $13-$14 million in sales at suggested list price. CBS says this was 60
percent above the 4-channel budget for 1973.

- Sansui continues to boost its QS system and estimates 685 QS LP titles
available worldwide.

- Meanwhile, yet another quadrasonic system, the Nippon/Columbia
UD<4, received more emphasis in 73.

- A footnote to the steady growth of 4-channel is the introduction of quad-
rasonic jukeboxes by all three U. S. domestic manufacturers, Rock-Ola,
Seeburg and Rowe. Wurlitzer, which bowed out in 1973, had previously in-
troduced a 4-channel unit.

With quadrasonic adding excitement to the audio disk there was still
more interest in video disks in 1973. MCA, Zenith, Philips, 1/0 Metrics,
RCA, Telefunken-Decca and a system by Thompson CSF were talked up at
the SMPTE *73 convention.

Meanwhile, tape made news in the growing battle against bootleggers,
seen as a part of the steady growth in tape sales. Anti-piracy legislation was
adopted in many states and precedental cases were tried.

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Recorded Music History
Near Centennial Mark

1877—First reproduction of sound by Edison on tin foil cylin-
ders and device called **‘phonograph.”

1884—Scanning disk for mechanical television invented by
Paul Nipkow.

1886—Bell and Tainter patent ‘‘Graphophone’” as recordings
were being made on wax cylinders.

1887—Flat phonograph disk patent application by Emile Ber-
liner and American Graphophone Co. formation in Bridge-
port, Conn. launch recording industry.

1889—Columbia Phonograph Co. formed to market Ameri-
can Graphophone products.

1895—Wireless signals sent and received in ltaly by Gug-
lielmo Marconi and in Russia by Alexander Popoff.

1897—International expansion with American Graph-
ophone’s London office opening: Columbia Graphophone
Co., Ltd.

1930—Depression finds second recording industry decline
but at same time radio turns more and more to recordings.

1934—American Decca Record Co. formed, FCC established.

1936—British begin first regular TV service.

1939—U.S. introduction of TV at New York World's Fair, first
experimental FM’s go on air.

1940—Recording industry’s charts bow in Billboard (Tommy
Dorsey, “I'll Never Smile Again,”” Bing Crosby's “‘Only For-
ever'' and Artie Shaw’s ““‘Frenesi’’ leading titles).

1941—Authorization (later rescinded) of 21 TV stations, for-
mation of more labels as decade will bring forth MGM,
Capitol, Mercury, London and others.

1945—Airwaves fill up (9 TV stations, 46 FM's and 943 AM’s),
first magnetic wire recorders on market.

1947—Bell demonstration of transistor, first magnetic tape
recorders introduced in U.S.

lggg—Dawn of high fidelity with Columbia’s LPs and Victor's

1949—Three-speed phonograph introduced.

1950—Color TV non-compatible field-sequential system au-
thorized.
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1952—RIAA formed, 70-channel UHF band added.

1954—"'Sh-Boom’" by Crew-Cuts heralds dawn of rock 'n’
roll, first mass-market pocket radio ($49.95).

1955—Columbia starts record club.

1956—Elvis Presley popularity soars, TV stations start using
video tape, B&W portable TV bows.

1958—First stereo LP's.

1959—L P sales surge (‘‘Flower Drum Song,"’ Mancini's ‘‘Pe-
ter Gunn,”” “Kingston Trio at Large").

1960—Stereo surges to offset singles dip (‘‘Persuasive Per-
cussion” LP scores big).

1961—FM stereo broadcasting gets FCC okay, racks show
gains.

1962—Summer season one of best for singles in history of
business. Racks register 24% gain over 1961 as they take
on more leased departments; stores up close to 5%.

1963—In a normal growth period for records and in a time of
national prosperity, record sales in 1963 did not keep
pace. A Christmas sales that did not come up to expecta-
tions, combined with changes in the marketing and mer-
chandising cf records, held 1963 down to a 1% increase
over 1962.

1964—Year noted for Beatles invasion followed by approxi-
mately three dozen other British artists. LP sales regis-
tered greastest gain. August 1964 one fo the best months
ever for singles sales. Good Christmas season plus good
third quarter edged industry over previous year by approxi-
mately 5%.

1965—U.S. Excise Tax on records rescinded.

1966—Breakthrough of tape CARtridge, with the nation’s
three major automobile manufacturers promoting tape
units in new cars.

1967—Manufacturers raise monaura! prices to stereo level
as major step in creation of all-stereo industry.

1969—Conglomerate became a much used word as there was
a trend towards bigness on ail levels of the music busi-
ness. Rackjobbers, record companies, music publishers,
tape firms—all were involved in the merger game.

1970—RCA and Motorola introduce a compatible 4-channel
8-track cartridge system, Quad-8 at Billboard's Inter-
national Music Industry Conference, Majorca, Spain.

1971—CBS/Sony preview their ‘'SQ" disk—a compatible 4-
channel disk system—at Biliboard's Montreux conference.
First international conference on video recording at Can-
nes (Billboard Publications/VIDCA).

1972—RCA, Japan Victor Co. and Panasonic debuted a 4-
channel, discrete disk system at the Billboard sponsored
fourth International Music Industry Conference in Aca-
puico.

1973—Surge of new state piracy statute passages saw illicit
tape flow diminish, as more than 20 states added such
laws. Shortage of essential materials, such as chemical
bases for record manufacture and wood pulp for paper, hit
industry. Resultant smaller number of LP and single re-
leases saw hit product sell longer and greater individual
sales totals. More universal quadrasonic equipment as
WEA labels go discrete.

1974—Continuing material shortages elevated production
costs of record product by 35 percent in singles and 60
percent in album production. Labels initiated intensive
secondary market promotion, when major market radio
stations restricted playlists. Tape piracy was further
crippled when Richard Taxe was convicted on all counts of
recorded music copyright infringement and mail fraud in
federal district court. Sound-alike labels mushroomed.
