Yel, despite its simplicity and the
fuct that i runs for close 1o two hours
without an intermssion, the show 1s
neither banal nor boring, The char-
acters, played by Barry Bostwick, as
Jaime Lockhard the gentleman rob-
ber, Stephen Vimovich as the nch
planter, Rhonda Gouller as the Cin-

derella-like daughter, and Barbara
Lang as the ugly stepmother, lend
style and smoothpess to the produc-
Lion.

The music. composed and ar-
ranged by Robert Waldman, is
zippy and fun-filled, in the genre of
a  hell-cheking, finger-snapping,
square dancing country hoedown. It
15 interpreted by a sextet of players
on fiddles, mandohins, banjos, guitar
and bass,

The sets and costumes are ssmple
and effective, lending authenticity to
the rusticity of the era in which this
comic musical is played out

The “Robber Brnidegroom™ ongi-
nally made a bnel appearance here
when 1t played in repertory at the
Harkness Theater last year.

Henabery Associates, New York.

“Without such an audience rat
ings service like this, we're operating
in & dark room with a blhindfold on.™

Henabery, currently working on a
new solt rock lormat for the syndica-
uon firm of Bonneville Broadcast
Consults, feels that whatever a radio
station does on the air 18 reflected al-
most instantly by the audience.

A 24-hour recall interview on the
phone including SO0 people and
representing 4 business week, could
be an invaluable programming tool
and he can foresee a day when radio
stations might be rated daily and
time buying would be on the same
bhasis.

“Techmcally, it's possible now,
but acceptability 1s probably yeurs
away

“One thing for sure, it would ehim-
inate hypoing of ratings once and
forall because time buying would be
daly.”

Henabery paid tnbute to Arbi-
tron, “Without the ARB in 1969, ra-
dio muight not have made il; it pave
us demographies of the audience
It's an excellent ratings service.
There are staustical himiatnons, but
that has nothing to do with the qual-
ity of the sample. It's because of the
laws of statistics.™

NEW YORK-A disco rental
service that offers a complete pack-
10 mobile disco degjays withou)
either the financing or inclinaton o
own their own equipment has been
started in Buffalo, N.Y ., by Marty
Angelo, who also runs a successful
disco television show on cable v, a
disco consulung firm, and a disco
record pool.

The disco rental service, believed
o be one of the first of its Kind in the
country, offers a mobule disco deejay
a complete package including port-
able sound equipment, a portable
highted dance floor, a complete hght
*=show, and even a selectuon of disco
dancers if the jock so desires.

Prices for the service vary depend-
ing on the length of ime it 15 needed,
and the number of options the dee-
™ jay requires in his particular pack-
age. However, Angelo assures thal
the pnces are reasonable and de-
mand s so great advance reserva-
tons are generally needed.

Included in the price of the rental
package 15 a free course for deejays
who feel they need it. The training
program, which is also avaiable 1w
regular disco deejays, runs the
gamut of walking, mixing and hght
control.

Other frechies being offered by
Angelo is a disco music survey avail-
able three umes a month, and offer-
mg a comprehensive breakdown of
whal disco lans are listening and
dancing 1o in clubs across the coun-
wetry.

The program awred on Fridays and
Saturdays 18 co-sponsored by Cav-
ages Record Shop, a local dance stu-
dio, and Mr. Goodbar and 747 Dis-
cothegues in the area

The show, 1n the process of being
syndicated to other markets, features
disco dancers, dance instructions
and disco news.

TOM SAVARESE SAYS

Deejays As Important
As Music They Play

NEW YOURMK
hetnpg urped 0 consider themselves
d@s important o the ultimale success
of the industry in which they work,
as the artists whose records they spin
for a living. The exhortion comes
from Tom Savarese, co-holder of the
disco deejay ol the year award
presented o him at Ballboard’s re
cent Disco 1l convention here

savirese charges thal ol the more
than 600 disco degjays in New York
City alone, less than 30 considered
themselves true prnll't:a-.nnn.nl-- in
their field. “The problem™ he says
“i5 that oo many are star-struck
They see their gip only as a
x[lflf'lEhu..lFlj o Iree "I“"I'-_-"‘ or popu-
lanty with women; and ¢club owners
aware of this lack of profes
sionalism. are I.iLIn;:‘ .id\.:l!'l!.i!__'-'.‘ (]|
the jocks.™

Savarese also charges s peers
with trying lo undercul each other
by accepling ndiculously low wages
He says that although most profes-
sional jocks demand anywhere from
$2K 10 $250 a mght for thewr serv-
1ces, there are those who would un-
dertake the same job for as little as
$40 or $50 a mght™

Yet Savarese does nol see assoc)-
alions as the answer o the pmhlcmh
confronting disco deejays. He 15
wary of associations, and calls them
the “first devious beginnings of or-
ganized labor, And,” he adds, “to try
o organize creativity 18 hike sound-
ing the death-knell of the disco busi-
ness.

Savarese's allemative 1o assoc-
ations 15 a strong individual ap-
proach to professionalism in what he
considers a highly skilled craft. Sav-
arese outlines a live point guideline
for the disco deejay in search ol pro-
fessionalism. They are

Savarese feels that until disco dee-
jays nd themselves of the "every
man for himsell™ mentality, high
levels of professionalism on an in-
divdual basis is the only way 10 com-
bat what he sees as the "b.s’”
plaguing the business

The nation’s wop disco degjay is
confident that with professionalism
will come respect, and through re-
spect will come the bargaining
power which the jocks now find so
elusive

Savarese has worked at some ol
the top discotheques in New York
including Le Club, lee Paluce, 12
West, Hollywood, and Sandpiper
and Fire Island Pines on Fire Island
He says that in spite of a sound mu-
sical h.l[kgmund_ his own experlise
as a disco degjay developed oot of
long hours of hard work and much
inal and emror

Today, Savarese considers himself
an artist, with the club his colonng
book and the lights his crayons.
With these and his sound equipment
he creates sweeping strokes of “cre-
scendos and pianissimos.”

It 15 the pursuance of this artstc
Mair and I'[.:u'mlllj. which convinces
Savarese that scparate sound and
hghtng technicians in 3 booth 1S not
leasible. “The lights must enhance
the music, and | find the degjay the
person best qualified 1o mesh these
intoe a cohesive whole,” he savs

Savarese does not think that the
development of more elaborale

Design Consultants Versus Individual Manufacturers

NEW YORK—Current and pros-
pective discotheque owners
thrashed out their concern over the
advantages and disadvantages of
working through design consult-
ants as opposad to dealing directly
with indwidual manufacturers in a
lively opening-day session on **Pro
fessionalism In Design And Installa
tion Of Disco Systems."

In the hour-long sessions moder
ated by Walter Kole, of Power
Audio, Anaheim, Calit., the investi-
gative audence learned

® |t was unwise o try scnmping
and saving when trying to put to
gether a club with light and sound
eguipment that would not with-
stand the ravages of time.

® That it was more economic
than feasible to buy equipment
piecemeal fromindmvidual manufac-
turers then try to have the entire
package assembled by a contractor
who may not fully comprehend the

intricacies of the job he has under
taken

® That it was important to in:
veshigate the stability of companies
with which business is being done,
whether or not the deal is with de
sign consultlants, package supphers
or a one-to-oné manufacturer/club
owner relationship

® That input of deejays in the ac-
guisition of sound and lighting
equipment could help In estab
hshing important guidehnes

Alex Rosner, of Rosner Custom
Sound, N.Y., argued that the nsks
involved in buying direct from the
manufacturer were far greater
than those laced in going through a
package supplier or design consull
ant. However, he siressed that the
credentials of the firm or individual
through whom the club owner de
cides to work should be carefully
checked.

Richard Long of Disco Sound,
N.Y., told his audience that they

were in the business to make
money, and thal the salest road to
this was by working through stable
companies with expert personnel
He warned thal it was easy to cul
corners, then asked the question,
‘When the bugs appear, to whom
will you turn?"’

Dr. Richard lacobucci, of Rock
tronics, Cambridge, Mass., said his
company has released a film and a
/8-page handbook both aimed at
educating club owners how to pro-
fessionally and econarmically outfit
their clubs while staying away from
the tly-by-night operators.

In defense of manulacturers,
and the practice ol shopping
around for the best values before
making decisions, Howard Rheiner
of Times Square Theatrical and
Studio Supply Corp., N.Y., sad,
““We must all be concerned with the
prafessionalism of the designer."
He added that in fairness to the
club owner, the designer should

provide him with the option of shop
ping around for his equipment,

Rheiner stressed that most man
ufacturers were no less profes
sional than the designers in the
husiness, and that many worked by
a code of ethics, and an insight into
levels of expertise of their custom
ers would go a long way in helping
to establish the sateguards being
sought.

Randy Vaughn of the Disco Scene
in Hampton, Va., stated that one
sure way of establishing the nteg
nty of a designer or package sup
plier was by gving him a working
budget, and hearnng him openly ad-
mit that t would be impossible to
work with it.

Dawvid Durie of Optikinetics in
England said his firm has solved the
problems of service and conthct of
interest by working through agents
rather than directly with clients. He
also stated that through being
called on to design “idiot-proof”

equipment for the disco deejays of
Europe, his company had gone a
long way in nsuring that most bugs
were eradicated before egquipment
leaves the 1actory.

Michael Levin of The Danserium,
Van Nuys, Calif., defended the use
of lasers in clubs, but stressed that
the establishment of controls in the
amount of power being used was
essential, 3as was responsible han-
diing of the equipment. He added,
"It these ground rules are mel,
then there should be no problems
involved in the uses of lasers."

Peter Frank of Video Vision, N.Y.,
talked about the limitations of
videobeam projectors, and the dis-
advantages of floor mount units.
He also talked about the limitations
of the dynamic range of the tape,
inherent noises found in many play-
ers, and problems of copying from
original material which may have
started off with poor quality.

Turbulence Erupts Over the Validity Of Pool System

NEW YORK—Tempers flared as
DJs and label representatives at
tacked each other concerning the
validity of disco pools, who gels the
money derived from membership
fees and what happens to the prod-
uct received, and general poal man
agement.

The panel of 15 at the “Disco DJ
Pools” session did, however, seem
to agree that DJs and not club own-
grs should be serviced by labels.

Debbie Backus. a former top

nat a panelst, charged that "all
pools are a bunch ol ' She
claimed that certain members are
making money on the pools, prod
uct 1s not evenly distributed and
many deejays are no longer care-

The panel attempted to define

disco pools and their functions.
Fanel member Jane Brinton, owner
of Aristocrat Mobile Disco and origi
nal chief of the L.A. pool, said pools
were designed to communicate
with DJs and labels.

Others seemed to feel that pool
representatives should be like label
promo people, promoting product.
And still others said the purpose of
pools is to distribute and not pro-
mote product.

NEW YORK—The importance of
adequate financing, and methods
of controlling admissions to min
imize infiltration by unsavory ele
menis, were among key points of
discussion at the meeting of disco
club owners, moderated by Scott
Forbes of Studio One, LA

In a lively question-and answer
period, Forbes urged his audience
to be prepared for cost overruns in
construction, and to have adequate
capital for running the club during
the first nine to 12 months of oper
aton when no proflit can be ex

pected.

James Burg ol Homers Odyssey,
Denver, underscored Forbes™ state-
ment by stressing that under
capitalization can kill a project. He
also advised prospective disco own
ers to stay away from establishing
clubs in residential neighborhoods
where noise problems could de-
velop. Burg offered, "Always seek
expert advice when selecting a loca-
tion for your club.” He continued,
“If you must delegate authority, it is
important to get reliable people to
run the operation.’

Alan Harris and Tony Martino of
the 12 West Discothegue here, also
cautioned prospective club owners
not to go into the business under-
financed, and to stay away from
residences

Consensus: There Is No Single Rule To Programming

NEW YORK—A panel of sizht |a
bel reps and disco spinners con
firmed that there 1s no single, ngid
rule to disco programming

The question of DJs announcing
records reached the boiling point as
DJ panelist AJ. Miller of the Star
wood, Los Angeles, charged that
any disco DJ who announces rec
ords 15 a “frustraled radio an
nouncer.”

Miller, who programs only disco
product, accepts no requests, nos
will he play records he has not
screened. He admits he visits other
discos, stealing other mixes, and
blends their techniques with his
own.

He does not like to play oldies
and generally does so only twice a
month, and then only during "'slow
pernods.'*

Panehst Tom Savarese of New
York, suggested as an alternative to
announcing records, the spinner
obtain a video machine flashing
slides of LP covers on a screen

Bo Crane, DJ panelist from
Miarm, suggested spinners become
more involved with mixing records.

“We get records already mixed
The more we rely on pre-mixed rec
ords, the less impact we will have on
the industry,” said Crane

[J Panehst Jimmy Stuard of 12
West, NUY ., leels thal programming
and miing records should be left to
the patrons. adding that crowd re
action will tell the spinner what
should be done with the product

Columbia Records, N.Y., disco
coordinator and panel member
Mike Thomas came up with the
maost unpopular statement of the
session: A disco DJ does not pro

An obwiously emotional member
of the audience announced, "'We
are disco deejays, not radic Dls,
and we mix our records, not talk
over them."

Linda Schaeter, panelist from
Tramps in Washington, D.C.

Schaefer also distnbutes a disco

Stuard adwvised the gathenng nol
to ignore older records because
there are always special interest
groups in discos.

Pros And Cons Debated On the
Effectiveness Of Franchising

NEW YORK—One ol the more
controversial seminars at Disco |

Tom Jayson, president of the
franchised 2001 Clubs of America,
Columbus, Ohio, moderated this
panel and lead the argument in 1a-
vor of franchised clubs. With the as-
sistance of a 10-minute film on the
2001 chain, Jayson outlined the ad
vantages of a franchised club

Citing his own chain as an ex

According to Giancarlo Soffiatt,
RiF1’s promoton manager in Rome
“Motown had undertaken o supply
us with a certain number of records
and they did not fulfill this agree-
menl in our view. Consequently the
matter has been tumed over to the
lawyers,"

The malter has not yel gone lo
court and exact details are far from
clear, but a possibility remains that
legal proceedings could interfere
with EMI’s release of Motown rec-
ords and tapes. Many Rome record
industry executives feel the EMI re-
lease pattern may be blocked unul

the matter between Motown and
RiFi 1s finally settled.

One of the big problems is the cross-checking of times avail
able for the multi-national participants.

He said there are some top artists and performers who have
their schedules filled completely for one or two years ahead
and this had to be taken into consideration when planning
some ol the bigger classical productions. In some cases it Is
impossible to cope with the usual “'race’” between the buyers’
and sellers’ market

Looking to the five-year plan, Beck said that the best-known
Hungarian conductor Janos Ferencsik is celebrating his 70th
birthday as the company completes his recordings of all the
Beethoven symphonies which will be made available for sale
gither as a complete set or individually.

Another venture is the recording of all the symphonic works
of Ferenc Liszl, also conducted by Ferencsik. And the com
pany is making efforis to record cyclical works ol the lives of
other important composers; an example being the four or-
chestral suites or the six Brandenburg concertos by Johann
Sebastian Bach, or the 12 symphonies for string by Men-
delssohn, or the complete piano sonatas by Mozart. Recently
the complete violin-piano sonatas have been put on the mar-
ket with Denes Kovacs and Mihaly Bacher as solosts.

Another project is the recording of all the Joseph Haydn op-
eras, mostly composed and produced in the Fertod Castle of
Prince Eszterhazy when Haydn was there as court composer

and conductor.

An important factor in planning will be a number of record
ings by contemporary young composers offering ultra-mod-
ermn works, including electronically expennmental items, all to
be considered for production by the advisory commission
delegated by the Association of Hungarian Music Artists
Membership of the commission comprises Zsolr Durko, com-
posers and musicologists Janos Karpati, Gyorgy Kroo, Laszlo
Somfa and piano professor Peter Solymos, who recently
taught in one of the Japanese music academies,

In the production of pop and light music there are major
plans. For singles in the dance-music and pop field the com-
pany generally uses recordings by the Hunganan Radio
These are of high quality and, in general terms, the pressings
are of the highest standard and can legitimately be compared
with top foreign recordings

Albums of groups in both the pop and rock fields, or LPs of
top Hunganan pop singers, are complete productions made
in the company's own studios. It is planned to provide in
creased opportunities for new pop artists and groups as yel
not well known but deserying the support and recording
chances to help them further their careers.

Additionally, production of foreign mternational hit record-
ings, under icense, will go ahead on a larger scale than ever
before, coming mainly from tapes provided by Decca, EMI,
FPolydor ana Folygram

Light symphonic music, basically neglected in Hungary, will
also tigure on future recording programs, as will the produc-
tion of singing groups of various sizes and styles. Jazz is also
included and i1 has made his gains in popularity through the
support of Hungarian Radw and TV. There will be two or three
LPs a year of local jazz product.

The planning on the musicassette front allows around 50
litles a year, on 2 x 30-minute units and featuning classical,
pop, modern contemporary music and operettas,

Laszlo Beck said that all raw material used by the company
1s of outstanding guality and imported from sources in several
different countries.

He added that he was convinced the Hungarian Record Co.,
under the skilled management of Jeno Bors, the general man-
ager, will reach its aimed-for goals both on the Hungarian and
international markets.

Question: How do you view Hungarian record exports dur
ing the past five-year plan?

Answer: In the period of 1971.75 gramophone records were
among the most prolific of Kultura's exports. While we ex
ported 521,000 LPs in 1971, the figure for 1975 was substan
tially higher at 820,000 In the past five years, only one third
of the production was allocated for export in order not to de
prive the ever-growing domeslic market.

This is why we achieved only a part of our total export poten
tial. During the last five years we could easily have exported
500,000 more records if we had had the manutacturing ca

pacity.

One major development of the last five years has been the
substantial expansion of our repertoire—especially in the clas.
sical and senous music field. A unique project was the produc
tion of the complete works of Bela Bartok on the Hungaroton
label. In addtion, a string of very important and previously un
recorded compositions were produced by Hungaroton.

Quistanding amaong these were the oratories Il Ritorno Di
Tobia,"" by Josef Haydn and ““Christus’ and ''Legend of Saint
Elisabeth,” by Ferenc Liszt, which achieved worldwide suc
Cess.

The repertoire was also enriched by new productions of
works by Zoltan Kodaly. The complete recording of his *Sze
kely Spinming Room'' was received with equal enthusiasm by
the international trade press and by record buyers

We also did much to promote the sale of Hungarian con.
temporary music. Among the many important productions,
the opera "Blood Marnage'” by Sandor Szokolay had the best
international reception. This album won a number of foregn
record prizes. Parallel with the expansion of the repertoire,
the quality of the recordings was improved considerabily

The exceptional quality of the music productions, which are
linked with the names of Hunganan orchestras, conductors
and soloists, 1s a great help in our ambition to compete suc-
cesstully in the world market with the biggest, world-renowed
record companies

in general, the trade press received new Hungarnan record
ngs with enthusiasm—in some cases with exceptional ac-
claim. There have been, for example, some high appreciative
reviews published in periodicals like Britain's "Gramophone’
and “Records And Recordings” and in the French ''Har
moni2'"' and “'Diapason’ or in the West German publication
“Fono-Forum.” In the past five years Grand Prix awards have
been made to more than 25 Hungaroton recordings by
France, Spain, West Germany and Japan

PARIS 1t s now Kknown here that
French prime  minister Raymond
Barre has received a Tull report on
the prospect ol imposing 4 4% lax on
uipe recorders at the retul stage.

The report stresses the problems
created by lape recorders which
make it possible for the public 1w
record music and avoid the usual
copynight protecton and  coyalty
payments made for music usage.

But it 15 thought thal an extra pub-
¢ tax on tape recorders would be
bitterly opposed. It has been sug
pested that a beter way would be to
have the tax paid by manufacturers,
orimparters, of the equipment when
il s delivered o the distnibutors

Agamn, though, there s opposi-
tion. 1t would lead 1o higher product
prices with the tax passed on as o
straight pnce increase and therefore
not recognized for what it really is,
an imposed tax

Any law would have 1o be passed
by Parliament and these problems
can be debated. Since 1l would not
be possible o distnbule the tax 1o
the creators of the music involved,
the proceeds would be pad 1o the
Nutional Music Centre

The tax is considered a just move
since tape recorders are generally
