Jukebox Registry Rules Are Amended

WASHINGTON —The Copyright
Office has 1ssued some inlenm
amendments o iis December 1977
jukebox registry rules, and includes
a warning that although the Office
accepts filings later than the law re-
guires, this does not protect the juke-
hox operator from court suils over
failure to meet statutory obligations

The menm changes in the rules
became effective the day they were
announced, Aug. 23, but the amend-
ments are open o public comment
and reply, due Sept. 25 and Oct. 11
respectively

Among the second thoughls re-
flected in the intenim amendments is
a safeguard against possible unlanr
losses 1o music copynght owners
through “routine handling”™ of ap-
phcatons for the half-year $4 lee
This could also lead 1o “substan tal
hability for yukebox operators.” the
Copyright Office says

Under the amended rules, il an
operator files a heense application
mare than one month ahead of July
| for the half-yearly fee, he must
state in wriling that the box will not
start plaving untl after July |

On the other hand, if an operator
apphes after July 1 and pays an $B
fee, the Copyright Office will as-
sume that the filing 1s on a box in op-
eration before July | of that yvear

into use after that date were to be
filed within one month after first

Apphcation must be made an-
nually, accompanied by the 38 per
box fee, or a 34 fee if the box does
not begin operating untl after July |
ol that year

The Copynght Office has added a
new paragraph to the rules, noting
that it will not inguire about the time
actual performances began on the
box, and will accept late filings

But if the player was in operation
over one month before the applica-
ton 15 fled, Copynght Office ac-
ceptance does not relieve the oper-
ator of any legal consequences for

the ['i:hp:.-
right Office reminds that the law in-
iended applicanons for hcenses of
exisung jukeboxes already in use to

late filing. This also holds true for

hoxes licensed in 1978 that fad w0
make the Jan. 31 deadline for the

1979 hcense.

Courts will have 1o decide the con-

sequences of late filings to the juke-
box operator.

The interim rules ease things for

operators by allowing Post Office
box or simular addresses where they
are the only “realistic” ones possible.

Also. m registry of boxes without
senal numbers, the model number
required in the onginal rules will be
given only “if known,” o avoid &
hard and Fast requirement that has
proved oo burdensome.

Finally, when mistakes in applica-
tions have been made, by the oper-
ator or the Copynght Office, the op-
erator can request correcton. He can
also ask for a refund when called for,
but only in limited types of cases,
such as inadvertent duphcate fliling
which results in double payment

A type of case definitely nol cov-
ered is where a certuficale has been
issued and fee pud on a box which s
later sold, destroyed or damaged be-
yond use, or if the name of the oper-
ator has changed.

The Copynight Otfice says the li-
cense it issued on the box is valid for

Milwaukee’s WUWM-FM Going

Into Overdrive As Jazz Station
