What’s so great about Disco?




This, the fourth year of Billboard's Disco Data poll boasts a broader
base, better returns and a constantly increasing interest in the informa-
tion it brings together. With growing interest and requests for more in-
depth information, we've added several categories this year, such as
club history, age demographics of clientele, and more in-depth pro-
gramming descriptions.

Results this year show an increase from 3 to 5% in permanent clubs
with mobile available, but a drop from 16 to 12% in mobile only. Mem-
bership clubs have increased from 16 to 20% and the trend has in-
creased for yearly, rather than monthly dues from 85% to 92%. More of
the open clubs charge admission, however, up from 56% to 70%.

In the category of size and design, it would appear that more intimate
clubs are increasing in favor. Clubs over 10,000 square feet are down
from 16% to 12%, and 7,500-10,000 down from 15% to 11%, with the
slack being taken up by the smaller clubs. New categories were added
for number of rooms, levels and custom design, and we found one and
two room and level designs most prevalent, and custom de-
sign very popular, especially for audio.

Average weekly attendance follows square footage in
its trend towards smaller size, but less markedly so.
Attendance of under 1,500 per week is up; over
5,000 down. Average age of clientele, also a new
category, finds the 18-30 set leading with 67%, but
teen discos definitely making their mark at 9%. A
surprising 64% of the deejays talk between rec
ords (perhaps N.Y. doesn't al-

ways lead the way?), 36% of
the clubs have live entertain-

ment mostly on a one or two nights per week or *‘special occasion” basis.

In programming, the average library size remains nearly the same
and titles added and dropped per week remains limited—10 and under.
Current disco music predictably increased its reign, up from 75% to
83%. with oldies staying close to 10% and *‘other’’ genres losing out
with an drop from 15% to 6%. In configuration, 12-inch 33s gained
most in favor, from 13% to 27%, with LPs dropping in favor from 43% to
32%. 12-inch 45s are still behind, but not far, at 25%.

More records appear to be obtainable without cost, especially the 12-
inchers, probably due to a marked increase in record pool strength (up
9%-10% as a source in all configurations) and improved product flow
lines with labels—up an average 5% as a source. One-stops and retail
outlets are the losers, the latter dropping an average of 15%.

Allin all, it appears that clubs are becoming a bit smaller, undoubt-
ecly more crowded, more expensive, more exclusive, opening up a bit
more to live entertainment, but becoming more rigid in programming

strictly disco. Turntables are spinning mostly at 33 r.p.m.,
and product is becoming less costly through pool and label
support. And needless to say, there are more discos in
operation, around the world, with every day that pas-

ses.

In the second year of the disco lighting and special effects poll, we
again did not find sufficient brand name awareness to get a valid rank-
ing. Once again however, honorable mention was awarded (in alpha-
betical order) to all brands which were used by at least 1% of the discos
responding. It must be noted, since the vast majority of clubs did not
specify the brand, these honorable mentions probably enjoy a much
greater percentage of use by responding clubs, and there are undoubt-
edly other brands which in reality are in use by at least 1% of the discos.

In every instance, we did ascertain
that use of lighting and special effects
equipment has increased dramatically.

DISCO-DATA

Chaser sequencers jumped from use by 47% of the discos to 70%; color
organs from 38% to 55%; strobes, 45% to 64%; spots, 34% to 52%;
tracks, 18% to 32%; large screen tv, 14% to 22%; video recorders from
9% to 14%; mirror balls from 30% to 63%; fog machines, 16% to 29%.

We also added some new items this year: special ceilings and floors,
bubble machines, neon and projectors and slides, all of which enjoyed
significant popularity. Only lasers showed little appreciable gain, from
6% and 7%. Listings growth this year shows lighting up 30% helped by
increases in lasers, spots, chasers/
sequencers, color organs and dimmer
boards.

WHFM-FM and Club 747 discotheque to
stage a fund raiser for the financially
strapped orchestra.

More recently, in Washington, D.C., the
all-classical WGMS-FM became the first
known all classical station in the country
to broadcast five hours of non-stop disco
music, as part of a three-day fund-raising
event for the Washington-based National
Symphony.

e Latest wrinkle in the intriguing disco
quilt-work is the teen club, geared to the
18-year-olds and under. This concept is
bringing the disco phenomenon to a whole
new generation of young dancers, with al-
most unbelievable success.

As the disco phenomenon proliferates
throughout the U.S., a growing level of so-
phistication is being injected into the busi-
ness. Gone is much of the early tackiness,
the amateurism, the impression of disco
being little more than a transient industry
controlled by a bunch of seif-serving spec-
ulators.

Today, this $5 to $8 billion a year indus-
try is attracting the creme de la creme of
bankers, Wall Street investors, and solid,
serious business people, who bring with
them a level of involvement which guaran-
tees the long-term survival of the busi-
ness.

At other levels too there is increasing
evidence of total commitment. Disco dee-

jays, once a much-maligned group of
hard-working individuals are taking them-
selves more seriously, and working even
harder to bring a higher level of profes-
sionalism to their industry.

Recently, working through their re-
gional pools, they banded themselves into
the National Assn. of Record Pools
(NARP) in an attempt to create more
muscle, and demand more respect from
the club owners for whom they work, and
the audience whom they service.

Club owners, too, are displaying a
higher level of sophistication and respon-
sibility. Recently a renewed attempt was
made to form an International Disco-
theque Assn. According to club owner Mi-
chael O'Harro, who is spearheading the
movement. The framework has been es-
tablished and a six-point plan for the asso-
ciation’s goals has been formulated.

Disco’s new image of stability and re-
spectability is enticing the once-cautious
hardware market to seriously involve itseif
in the research and development of new
products especially designed for use in the
clubs. Among the leaders in this field are
Stanton Magnetics with its heavy duty
disco turntable cartridges, Technics and
QRK with turntables, Cerwin-Vega and
Bose with speakers.

Others include GLI, QRK, dbx, Uni-Sync,
Sansui, Portman Shore Electronics, Ashly
Audio and Teac/Tascam.

Innovations in the area of lighting come
from Times Square Lights, lllusion Light-
ing, Rainbow Revelations, John Nagy
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Light Images, Lasertronics, Dick Sand-
haus, Ekkor, Electra, Kenroy Lighting,
Lance Enterprises, Lumens, Mechanical
Mirror Works, Vista Lighting & Entertain-
ment, Universal Discotheque Design and
others.

But even as a fascinated world watches
this remarkable industry with something
akin to awe and reverence, the lusty infant
that is disco is not entirely free of growing
pains.

The influx of serious, professional, and
responsible investors is helping to ease
some of this. But even with a stepped-up
campaign of internal policing, there re-
mains a residual element of unsavory
forces which continue to tarnish the re-
spectable image the industry is working so
hard to develop and maintain.

These can be found at all levels of the
business. From the irresponsible, unpro-
fessional club builder and equipment sup-
plier, to the indifferent club operator,
whose main interest lies in turning a quick
profit, even at the risk of the safety of his
patrons and staff and the abuse of his
spinners.

The 12-inch disco disk also remains a
problem child of the industry. Lack of total
commitment, a reluctance on the part of
label owners to work toward standard-
ization, indecisiveness about whether or
not to go after the commercial market,
have all hurt the 12-incher. And even
though this quality product remains a fa-
vorite of the disco deejay, its future hangs
in the balance, battered by politicking and
vacillation.

Also unresolved is the future of live mu-
sic. Club owners, happy with the econom-
ics of running a room which provides only
recorded sounds, are reluctant to go back
to booking high-priced live acts. Unhappy
musicians, disillusioned over the ineffec-
tiveness of their union, are defecting in
droves to disco. The problem simmers and
it is anybody's guess when or if it will erupt
into open confrontation.

Too many club operators continue to
flout the copyright laws, and neglect ei-
ther deliberately or through ignorance, to
pay necessary performing rights fees
through such music licensing organiza-
tions as ASCAP, BMI, and SESAC. A reso-
lution of this problem will have to be
reached, but even the principals of the
performing rights societies acknowledge
that the road is long and hard.

Infighting, destructive rivalry, and
vicious back-biting, are still prevalent
among disco pools. The smear campaigns
which are being undertaken serve only to
hurt the industry, and retard its growth.
Greater responsibility and maturity will
have to be reached in this area, and until
this is done, the credibility of the pools will
remain an industry question mark.

Safety of patrons remains a nagging
problem and is raising concern among
government officials and in medical cir-
cles.

It has been ascertained that the high
decibel levels of sound found in most
clubs can subject patrons to ear damage,
while eye damage can be caused through

the irresponsible and uneducated use of
lasers. Foot problems are increasing
through the use of high heeled dancing
shoes, and irregularity in heart beats has
been monitored and traced to disco mu-
sic.

Sooner or later these problems will have
to be resolved, either through government
intervention—OSHA, the Bureau of Radi-
ation Health, is already investigating noise
pollution and laser hazards—or by strict
internal policing of the clubs.

However, these and other ills inherent
in the industry, are insufficient to cause
permanent damage to this vital new in-
dustry. In five short years it has made its
impact felt across the nation with a force
rivalled only by the rock sounds of the late
1950s and early 1960s. Disco is here to
stay, and the outlook has never been ro-
sier.

Perplexity ?

he music scene on campuses today is in a state of
flux. Many schools are being forced to reevaluate
their priorities in booking acts as they experience
more difficulty in presenting concerts that go
smoothly.

In response to our questionnaire, schools cited
high prices of acts and lack of professionalism as
causes of uneasiness on the part of concert com-

mittees. As a result, they are looking for ways to put on more con-
certs of lesser known talent and still satisfy the campus au-
dience.

While the trend of the late 1960s was to turn over concert pro-
duction to student committees, there is now a move to put con-
trol in the hands of paid professionals. The stakes are too high
and the hassles too great in many cases for the concert to be han-
dled adequately by the student concert committee. Along with
high prices and difficult demands, booking agents frequently re-
fuse to return the signed contract until after the performance,
giving the campus little recourse when the band fails to deliver.
Another difficulty in larger urban areas is the competition pro-
vided by outside promoters whose concerts tend to draw away a
significant portion of the audience.

As a result, many campuses curtail or cut back on the number
and size of concerts presented. They may hire a paid staffer to

handle concert organization, or provide concerts by renting their
halls to outside promoters.

The use of an outside promoter appears to be an answer for
many schools. It simultaneously shifts the financial burden away
from the campus, eliminates competition with the outside pro-
moter by letting him do the concerts and puts the hassles of con-
cert promotion in the hands of someone who has the experience
to deal with them effectively. The school can then turn its atten-
tion to providing an adequate venue for local talent and types of
music less likely to draw a large audience, thereby filling a signifi-
cant void in the music scene today. Of course, care must be taken
to find a promoter who is a professional and not merely trying to
make a fast buck.

The campus concert scene is not all bad news. Budgets are
somewhat up and concert organizers are basically enthusiastic
about what they are doing, despite the headaches. The changes
that are appearing may be for the better and we may be seeing
some interesting new directions in music on U.S. campuses in
the near future.

The accompanying graphs and data are the results of Bill-
board's 1977 Campus Attractions survey in which schools from
all parts of the country were polled to find out what talent they
were booking, what procedure they used for selecting acts, and
why these specific acts were chosen. The results indicate basic
trends and may be useful in evaluating your own program.

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In the survey, Billboard asked schools how many events they
were programming during the school year. The responses, as
shown on the graph, indicate most schools hold between five and
30 music events per year. The largest category is the five to nine

event range, with a substantial number of schools holding up to
30 events a year. However, not all of the events are major con-
certs and included are regional and special interest attractions.
There was no significant difference in number of events held in
the various geographical regions, nor did school size affect the
number of events programmed.

The survey also asked schools to rank in importance these nine
methods of selecting acts. Most schools have a committee which
makes the final decisions, and the input they rely upon most
heavily is name value, past history and agent advice. Sales and
radio action are of less importance, with little emphasis on such
data gathered exclusively from campus sources. Agent advice
rated much higher than promoter advice, but this may merely re-
flect the fact that schools deal much more frequently with book-
ing agents.

Graph five shows the comparison of budget activity as divided by geographic location, while graph six breaks down the budget change by
school size (small—under 3,000; medium—3,000-7,000; large—over 7,000). No geographic area seems to have a significant decline;
however, the South and the Northeast have the most schools showing an increase. Small schools are in the best position, and large school
budgets are the hardest hit in a move that may represent the impact of off-campus concerts by independent promoters.
